London, July 19—As a result of the
vecent fighting east of Monchy le Pe-
teux, the advanced posts from which
our troops were compelled to fall back
by the enemy’s attack on July 11, have
now been re-established,” says today’s
official statement.

“Hostile rald parties were repulsed
last night west of Cherisy, before reach-
ing. our trenches. We made successful
raids north and east of Ypres and se-
curéd prisoners. A few other prisoners
were captured by us in an unsuccessful
hostile attack upon one of our advanced
posts east of Oosttaverne.

“There was considerable artillery

giivity on both sides in the night.”

aris, July 19—The Germans made
an attack last night on a front of 800
metres south of St. Quentin. The war
office announces that the enemy gained
a footing in the French first line, but
was expelled from the greater part of
these positions by & counter-attack. A
German attempt to regain ground cap-
tured by the French near Avocourt
wood, on the Verdun front, was defeat-
ed.

The statement follows:—

“Qur artillery and the enemy’s were
active over the whole front.

«“There was especially violent firing
between the Somme and the Aisne, in
the region of Vauclerc and Craonne and
on the left bank of the Meuse. South
of St. Quentin tle Germans, after a
violent bombardment, delivered an at-
tack at about nine o'clock last evening
on a front of 800 metres, east of
Gauchy, against the hillock of the Mill
of All Winds. The enemy succeeded in
gaining a footing in our first trench
line, but was driven out of the greater
part of the dccupied positions by a
counter attack.

“After a very intense bombardment
last night the Germans made a count-
er-attack on our new positions at Avo-
court wood, but were checked by our
fire before they were able to reach our
lines.

“Attacks on our trenches at Pantheon,
southeast 6f Sapigneul, and in the region
of Douaumont were repulsed complete-
ly. One of our detachments in an oper-
ation east of Badonviller succeeded in
inflicting serious losses on the enemy
and in taking prisoners.”

When the trip was st.rced
to Philadelphia it was for the purpose
of having Tompkins & mortgage on
property he owns re in order that
Mrs. - Huniphries might receive her
money. .

Sheriffi Mulhollen further asserts that
Mrs. Tompkins refused to come to Cam-
bria county to live, and she objected to
her husband remaining here, Tompkins
is sald to have brooded over the separa-
tion from his family.

For the first time since the murder,
county officials asserted that the evi-
dence against Tompkins was convincing
and thut they were confident they had
the right man.

The warrant charging Tompkins with
the crime was read to him in the Ebens-
burg jail. He appeared to be as calm as
any of those in his presence.

“Before Ged I am innocent,” he ex-
claimed . “My hands are clean of this
crime.

Brilliant Success

GROWN PRINGE 60T A SHOCK

Petain Recovered Valuable Obser-
vatories and His Men Rushed
Into German Lines in Surprise
Attack—Struck While Enemy
Was Bringing in New Troops

French Front in France, July 19—(By
the Associated Press.)—The German
crown prince’s army suffered the rudest
shock when the French yesterday at-
tacked and recaptured all the positions
northwest of Verdun. These cost the
Germans much hard fighting when they
took them from the French.

The affair of yesterday cost the Ger-
mans not only the loss of their former
conquest and about 500 prisoners, but
the French cut into their line and re-
peated German counter-attacks failed to
recover any part thereof and resulted
even in more losses. The Germans, when
they advanced at the end of June, ob-
tained possession of several observa-
torles giving them excellent views of
the French line. The Germans have
been for several days expecting the
French would try to shell them out but
did not expect an infantry attack.

The French were obliged to delay
the movement owing to bad weather,
but continued the heavy bombardment,
causing the Germans Such -losses that
they were obliged to take the tenth re-
serve' division which was holding their
position, out of the trenches as some
of its companies had been reduced to
fifty men. The twenty-ninth division re-
placed it, supported by the forty-eighth

division composed of fresh troops
brought from the Russian front.
Surprise Attack

It was while relief was proceeding
that the French attacked, thoroughly
surprising the enemy by appearing in
their trenches while the bombardment
was proceeding. The French battalions
were greatly animated. In a few sec-
onds they had surmounted the objects
.separating the armies and disappeared
down on the other side. Before the Ger-
mans could recover the French were
within the third line German trenches.
The enemy’s disorder was so great that
the French were able to gather many
prisoners and dashed even farther for-
ward than they intended and occupied
ground on a three hundred yard front
of what had been Fremch positions be-
fore the German attack in June,

The French now hold all the observa-
‘tories overlooking the slopes of Le Mort
Homme and Hill 804 The whole en-
gagement lasted only thirty nutes.
The first German reaction oceurred un-
successfully twelve hourc later.

HOW TO SAVE IN BIG HOMES

Food Administration Adopts Mes, F, D,
Roosevelt’s Plan as Model,

Washington, July 18—The food-saving
programme adopted at the home of
Franklin D. Roosevelt, assistant secre-
tary of the navy, has been selected by
the conservation section of the food ad-
ministration as a model for other large
households. Mrs. Roosevelt on her
pledge card saild that there were seven
in the family, and that ten servants
were employed. Fach servant has sign-
ed a pledge card, and there are daily
conferences.

Mrs. Roosevelt does the buying, the
cooks see that there is no food wasted,
the laundress is sparing in her use of
soap; each servant has a watchful eye
for evidence of shortcomings in the
others, and all are encouraged to make
helpful suggestions in the use of “left
overs.”

No bacon is used in the Roosevelt
home; cornbread is served once a day.
The consumption of laundry soap has
been cut in half. Meat is served but
once daily, and all “left overs” are util-
ized. Menu rules allow two ‘courses for
lancheon and three for dinner. Every-
body eats fish at least once a week.

“Making the ten servants help me do
my saving has not only been possible,
but highly profitable,” said Mrs. Roose-
velt today. “Since I have started follow-
ing the home-card instructions prices
have risen, but my bills are no larger.”

BRITISH AND RUSSIANS
ON WESTERN FRONT

Washington, July 16—British armored
motor detachments are taking part in
the Russian offensive in Galicia, accord-
ing to semi-officlal information received
today from Petrograd by the Russian
embassy here.

‘This is the first mention of the pres-
ence -of British forces in Russia and says
the armored cars are co-operating ef-
fectively with Belgian detachments, sent
there soon after the war began.

No mention is made of the number or

the date of arrival of the British detach-
ments. The resignation of the four min-
ilsers of the cabinet as a result of the
Ukraine situation was officially explained
at the embassy today as not at all un-
expected, and as not interfering in any
way with the major questions of the
Russian military offensive and the re-
construction of the Russian governmental
system.

The interesting ncws comes from Ot-
tawa that Dr. Michael Clark has been
for some time under the wing of Hon.

Hon. Robert Rogers. Then there is Mr.
Champagne of Saskatchewan, who has
been classed as a Liberal. We are now
told that he brokes with the Liberals of
Saskatchewan four years ago, and that
at a .nam:ﬁ:g convention two years
ago anoth didate was chosen in his
place. Moreover, he worked against the
Liberal Martin ment in the re-
cent elections, and has been closely as-
sociated with Hon, Robert Rogers in re-
gard to Saskatchewan polities.

The St. John Standard today alleges
that Hon. Mr., Graham’s amendment to
the Borden resolution for an extension
of the term of parliament was moved
without the knowledge of many of the
conscriptionist Liberals. The troth is
that this amendment had been agreed to
by every member of the Liberal party,
and even Dr. Michael Clark, who voted
against it, had previously endorsed the
principle and wording of it. It is well
%o keep the record straight.

Sir Robert Borden announced yester-
day that he would not proceed with the
parliamentary extension bill. The elec-
tions will therefore take place within the
next three months. The Standard’s
Ottawa correspondent informs its read-
ers that Sir Robert is still hoping to
form a union government, and the olive
branch today takes the place of the
knotted club of yesterday. The prime
minister is in a very uncomfortable posi-
tion. In trying to crowd Sir Wilfrid
Laurier to the wall he has got himself
into a situation so perflous that he is
looking to Liberals for help to eseape
from ihe consequences of his own acts.

In heavy soils
it is desirable to hill the potatoes as it.

be shapelier than when the ground is
left Hevel. When' there is sufficient rain-
fall and moisture in the soil hilling is
likely to give best results in all kinds
of soil as the sofl will be looser and the
tubers can push through it readily. As

Protection of Potato Tops From Insects,

It is very important to prevent the
tops of potatoes from being eaten by
insects, particularly by the Colorado
Potato Beetle. The old “bugs” do not
do much harm to the foliage, as a rule,
and usually the plants are not sprayed
to destroy these, although the fewer
there are to ley eggs the less difficulty
there will be in destroying the young
ones. These begin to eat rapidly soon
after hatching, and close watch should
be kept so that the vines may be sprayed
before much harm is done.

portion of eight ounces Paris green, 11-2
poundls paste arsenate of lead (or twelve
ounces dry arsenate of lead) to forty
gallons of water in order to get the ad-
vantage of both poisons. It may be
that it is not convenient to get both
poisons when either twelve ounces of
Paris green or three pounds paste arsen-
ate of lead, or in smaller quantities, say
one ounce Paris green to three gallons
or 81-2 ounces paste arsenate of lead
or half that quantity of dry to three
gallons of water. An experiment con-
ducted for six years at the Ontario
Agricultural College, Guelph, showed
that, on the average, where the tops were
sprayed to kil “bugs”, the yield was
1869 bushels per acre, while when the
tops were not sprayed and allowed to
be eaten, the yield was only 98.2 bush-
els per acre.

Protection of the Potato Plants P/rom
Late Blight and Rot.

In some years the crop of potatoes.is
much lessened by the late blight disease
and when rot follows little of the Ssop
may be left. It is, therefore, very de-
sirable to prevent this disease frem
spreading. This is done by keeping the
plants covered with Bordeaux mixture

from about the first week of July, or
befare there is any sign of the disease,
until September. Sometimes the first
application of Bordeaux mixture is made
before the potato beetles are all killed
when the poison for them may be
mixed with the Bordeaux. ‘While the
disease 18 not very bad every year it is
well to be prepared. There was an aver-
age increase per acre of 94 bushels of
potatoes from -spraymg with Bordeaux
mixture in three yearss .

The formula for Bordeaux mixture
for potatoes is 6 pounds copper sul-
phate or bluestone, 4 pounds freshly
slacked lime to 40 gallons of water.
While the bluestone will dissolve more
quickly in hot watery if it is not com-
venient to get this, it may be suspended
over night in a cotton bag in a wooden
or earthen vessel  containing four or
five or more gallons of water. The lime
should be slacked in another vessel and
before mixing with the copper sulphate
solution should be streined through
coarse sacking or a fine sieve. The cop-
per sulphate solutioh is now put into
a barrel, if it has not already been dis-
solved in one, and enough water added
to hulf fll the barrel; the slacked lirue
should be diluted in another bar rl
with enough water to make half a barrel
of the lime mixture. Now pour the
diluted lime mixture into the diluted cop-
per sulphate solution and stir theroughly,
when it is ready for use. The concen-
trated lime mixture should not be mixed
with the ' concentrated copper sulphate
solution, as, if this is done, an in?erlor
mixture 'wiil result. If the barrels are
kept covered so that there is no evapora-
tion, stoek solutions of the concentrated
materials may be kept in separate bar-
rels throughout the season. It is im-
portant to have the quantities of lime
and ccpper sulphate as recommended,
but, in order to be sure that enough
lime has been used and there is no dan-
ger of burning the folia let a drop
of ferrocyanide of potassfum solution
(which can be obtained from a drug-

) fall into the mixture when ready.

To Secure -Adequate Revenue
Fréom Crown Lands

The Axe Is Barred

Saw Must be Usedin Feling Tim-
ber and Trimming—New Regu-
Jation Aimed at Speculators

Fredericton, July 18—The vital ques-
tion of increased revenues for New
Brunswick, more money to carry on the
important public services of the country,
cngaged the attention of the government
at its last meeting and one result was a

marked increase in the stumpage rates

that will go into effect after August 1.
The stumpage upon sPruce has been

one dollar and fifty cents per thousand

| for some years—ever since the famous

order-in-council passed by the Flemming
government in 1914 guaranteeing that
rate to the crown land holders for the
tern of ten years. That order-in-council
cost the lumbermen fifteen dollars per
square mile over and above what bonus
was paid the province. But that is an
old story. The order-in-council was re-
scinded and some at. least of the “cam-
paign fund” has been paid back to the
timber licenses.

The price of lumber has increased very
rapidly since that time. The stumpage
rate upon private lands has more than
doubled in many cases. That large cor-
poration the New Brunswick Railway’
Company, which holds more than 1,500,-
000 acres of what was originally crown
land has increased its stumpage total
far beyond what the minister of lands
and mines proposes to ask for lumber on
the crown lands.

On all crown, lands tributary to the
River St. John and the Bdy of Fundy
the rate of stumpege will be four dollars
per thousand superficial feet, whether
the lumber is spruce, fir, pine or hack-
matack. The rate on other crown lands
will be three dollars per thousand, ex-
cept in cases where the portage exceeds
forty miles, when a reduction may be

made by the minister; but in no case
|is the reduction to bring the rate lower
| than two dollars.

! A Courageous Step.

| For a long time there has been much
talk about increasing the stumpage, but
no government has ever had the courage
to take the grip and make the increase
proportionate to the increase in the value
of the product. The cost of cutting lum-
ber has increased, and so have all other
operation expenses, but improved ma-
chinery has enabled the lumbermen to
| get more from their mills and their by-
products have increased greatly in value.

Mines, and the Minister of Lands and
Mines shall have the power to call upon
any licensee to cut to an amount equal
to at least 10,000 superficial feet on lum-
ber for each square mile of licensed land
‘held by.him and may require that such
operation or eut shall-be made on such
blocks of timber lands held by the licen-
see as the Minister of Lands and Mines
may determine or direct. Should the
licensee prefer to pay the stumpage that
would be due on such quantity of lum-
ber at 10,000 superficial feet per mile in-

stead of making the required operation
or cut, he shall have the right to do so
in any year on his notifying the Min-
ister of lands and Mines to that effect
{and obtaining his consent thereto, and
;'such charge in lieu of stumpage shall be
| payable on or before the first day of
| August, On failure of the licensee to
comply with anv of the foregoing con-
ditions the licenses shall be forfeited and
the berths held under thém shall become
vacant and be open for application by
any other person.

1t is provided that in future operations
trees shall be sawn down at the swell of
the roots instead of being chopped down,
and.that the saw shall be used instead
of the axe in cutting the tree into
lengths.. 'The trees shall be topped off as
small as five inches in' diameter and the
lower limbs of every fallen tree shall be
lopped off so that the top will lie flat on
the ground to rot.

Jack Barry Has
Many Troubles;
Red Sox Record

New York, July 17—It's an in-and-
out pitching staff, combined with an in-
and-out scoring machine, records today
show, that is causing the worries of Jack
Barry in his first year as manager of
the Boston Red Sox. Along in the first
days of the present season the world’s
champions didn’t have a trouble to their
glorious name. Now they have several.

GERMAN ESPIONAGE
IN THE UNITED STATES

(Bangor Commercial.)

That the government is determined
to leave no stone unturned in the effort
to lessen Teuton espionage in this coun-
try is being constantly demonstrated
and we believe that a great step was
taken by the proclamation issued on
Saturday by President Wilson, where-
by a ban is placed on the transaction of
marine and war insurance by German
companies through their representatives
in this country, either directly or indi-
rectly through re-insuraance.

The point here is that insurance com-
panies transacting marine insurance
necessarily receive much information re-
garding shipping and the movements of
vessels. “There is reason to believe that
such information has been transmitted
to Germany, and the president properly
reaaches the conclusion that as a pos-
sible source of this information is those
German companies with their German
employes this source should be made
impossiible, hence his proclamation.

The' American people have awaken-
ed bnt slowly to the spy menace and
the threat of German agents. This is
manifested not only in the information
that may be sent to the enemy but al-
so in plotting disturbances in this coun-

Almost every day discloses evidences
of the activities of German agitation in
this country. But a short time ago two
professors at the University of Nebraska
were arrested charged with plotting.
We have just read of efforts by Teu-
tonic agents to cripple the shipping ac-
tivities on the Great Lakes. Plots that
have aimed at the destruction of grow-
fng crops and munition plants have
been discovered and now - government
officials are hunting I. W. W. leaders al-
leging that they were responsible for the
recent race riots in East St. Louis.

Such plotting is new to the people
of the United States, although it has
long been in evidence in European
countries. Early in the war Great Bri-
tain took the step now taken by Presi-
dent Wilson of placing a ban upon the
operations of German marine and war
insurance companies. We, as a nation,
have moved slowly. Our people are yet
unsuspicious but they are getting their
eyes opened.

There is, however, no slothfulness on
the part of the federal officials who are
acting with great energy. Constantly
they are uncovering evidences of the
plotting of Teuton agents, although but
a small portion of the information that
they are acquiring comes to the publie
for they are not advertising their ac-
tivities.

There is one flield of Teuton endeavor
in this country that has not yet, to our
knowledge, bheen shut off, and this is
the Teuton press. It will be surprising
to many to know that by the latest
