* REPORT ON EDUCATION.

J. E. Read, K. C., dean of the faculty
of Dalhousie Law School, read the re-
port of the committee on legal educa-
tion, which' was, in part, as follows:

Six years ago there was wide
divergencé between the curricula pre-
scribed by the examining authorities
of the different provinces, and an even
greater variation between the courses

in the Canadian schools. Further, there
* were marked differences between the

4 preliminary requirements for entering

upon the study of law in the different
provinces of the Dominion and in the
different schools. These points of
divergence were becoming so acute that
they would in all probability“have re-
sulted in the breaking down of the
reciprocal- privileges enjoyed between
the different Bars of the Dominion,’
The preliminary requirements for the
study of law were becoming so much
lower than those of the other profes-
sions tRat there was a marked tend-
ency for unsuitable candidates to at-
tempt to enter the profession. A move-
ment promoted by Dr.  MacRae was
the adoption by the Caladian Bar
Assocition of the standard preliminary
requirement of two years of college
work before entering upon the study
of law. For the last four years Dr.
MacRae has labored patiently and ef-
fectively, so that now the standards
prescribed by the Canadian Bar Asso-
ciation are accepted 'by the great
majority of Canadian provinces.

In 1925 four of the Common Eaw
provinces—Manitoba, Nova Scotia, New
Brunswick and Alberta—had already
accepted the Canadian Bar Associa-
tion standard of two years in Arts
as a preliminary requisite.

OTHER PROVINCES.

Ontario was added to the. list of
Common Law provinces that have ac-
cepted and put into force the Canadian
Bar Association standard.

In Saskatchewan the University of
Saskatchewan, which conducts the only
law *school in the province, adopted for
the session of 1927-28 the requirement
of two years in Ags or Science for
entering to the study of law.

At the meeting held in Winnipeg
last year there was some distussion ds
to the situation in the Province of
Quebec. The question was raised as
ito whether or not the preliminary re-
quirements for the study of law i
that province were equivalent to th%
Canadian Bar Association standard. It,‘
may be stated with .some confidence
that the requirements for the Province
of Quebec are as high or higher than
those embodied in the Canadian Bar
Association standard.

This leaves only two provinces that
have not yet adopted the preliminary
requirements of two years of _\rts,

of the teachers of law in the Domin-
ion are engaged' in the preparation of
case books and other teaching material.
As a result of the jndividual efforts of
the law teachers, assisted by the co-
operation of your committe, case
books dealing with the following sub-
jects are in' use in at least six of the
law 8chools and universities of the Do-
minjon: Constitutional Law, Conflict
of Law, Sale of Goods, Trusts, and
Equity.. Books are in preparation
dealing with the following topics: Con-
tracts, Torts, Bills and Notes, and
Real Property. . :

Another problem that will Fequire
careful study by the committee is the
obtaining- of practical experience by
students at law prior to admission to
the Bar. In some parts of the country
the system of articles and clerkship
has broken down. It is possible that |
some remedy may be found at the pro‘|
posed conference in 1927 |

Another problem that ‘equires care- |
ful consideration and discussion is that
of obtaining som€ assurances as to the
moral character of prospective mem+!
bers of the legal profession. Most of thé'
schools are now? giving instructions in
legal ethics-and this will probably need |
tc be strengthened. The other problem,!
that of moral tests, is one that has not |

as yet been solved. !

It is also suggested that the interest |
of the students during their law school |
period should be directed towards the|
Canadian gBar Association. An annual |
address might be made in the schiools |
dealing, with lawyers’ associations gen-.
erally. It might also be suggested that;
the association have a nominal student
membership.

It has been suggested that Canada |
Tas been sadly lacking in the number
and quality of its legal writers and that ;
the law schools should attempt to stim- |
ulate the writing of. theses and essays
on legal topics. !

Probably the most vital of all the
problems concerning legal education is
‘the need for progressive development
in our law schools. While our profes-
sional schools for the tgaining of phy-
sicians and surgeons, ntists, clergy-
men, and engineers are adequately
housed and equipped and endowed with
the funds necessary’ to build up staffs
consisting of men of outstanding ability
and character, the law schools of thz
Dominion are generally starved, both
in equipment and in personnel. The
law schools of the Dominion should be
furnished . with the necessary resources
to enable them to rank on equal terms
with our other professional schools and
to enlist and retain the services of
men outstanding in character and “in
scholarship.

The report was adopted.

Montreal Men Ask That Board
of Conciliation be
Appointed

MONTREAL, Sept. 2 — Under the
Industrial Disputes Investigation Act

of 1907, approximately 200 steamship
checkers, employed on the Montreal
docks, have applied to the Department
of Labor for a Beard of Conciliation to
examine into their requests for in-
creased rates of wages from the ship-
ping companies.

{ The application will follow the
regular routine and come up for exam-
ination by the Minister of Labor, who
has power to order an investigation
before recommending that the appli-
cation should be granted, or to refuse
it without giving any particular reason,
if, in his opinion, the application is not
Justified.

The body that has made the appli-
cation is known as “Steamship Check-
ers, Local No. 1,237,” and is one of the
local organizations of the International
Brotherhood of Railway and Steamship
Clerks, Freight Handlers, Express and
Station Employes, which has its head
office in Cincinnati.

also declare that the present wages are
lower than those of railway employes
on the wharf, who are said to perform
similar services, The steamship check-
ers are receiving 47 cents an hour, while
railway checkers are getting 44 cents.

The employes have requested that
J. T. Foster, president of th= Montreal
Trades and Labor Counell, should be
appointed as their representative on
the board, if it is formed.

FAMILY LIFE IN CHINA

(The Contemporary Review.)

The coherence and intensiveness of
family life in China is hopeful, too, in
many of its aspects, for the future. In
spite of its undoubted disadvantages,
the reactionary spirit it breeds and the
backward view, the sense of respon-
sibility, each for all in a family, will
always operate for the benefit of the
child. It has been pointed out that
the demand for state relief and even
of organized charity on a large scale,
sickness and old-age insurance and so
on, need never arise at all in China.
For the family system supplies these
needs in duty bound. And in line with
the sense of family responsibility, at
least in no way incongruous with it,
is the slowly evolving social conscious-
ness of the people. No doubt such
a sense is sanctioned by Confucianism,
but it is brought into strong relief by
Christlanity, which teaches a common
brotherhood over and above the ties of
family relationships, and which mod-
ify even the deep reactions of ancestor-
worship’ with its disproportionate em-
phasis on past and on tradition.

HANDED MAYOR

Probe of Administration and
Engaging of Expert
Asked

BEFORE COUNCIL AT
FIRST OPPORTUNITY

His Worship Says It May Be
Taken Up Next
Tuesday

A delegation consisting of George
Carvill, George McArthur and George
H. Waterbury waited on Mayor White
Informally this morning and presented
a petition asking that a thorough in-
vestigation in civic expenditures be
made. It was the desire that an ex-

. pert be engaged to go over the expendi-

| tures of the various departments and
see where reductions could be made
and the cost of administering civic af-
fairs be reduced. The petition con-
tained more than 8,000 names of tax-
payers. It was said that more thar
1,000 had entered one booth and signed
the petition without solicitation.

His Worship promised to bring the
petition before the council at the meet-
ing on Tuesday. It reads as follows:

TEXT OF PETITION.

To His Worship the Mayor and Com-
missioners of the City of Saint
John:

The ptition of the undersigned tax-
payers of the City of Saint John
humbly showeth: :

1. That, as is well known, there is at
the present time prevailing in this com-
munity very pronounced and wide-
spread uneasiness and' dissatisfaction
with ‘the ever-increasing civic burdens
and ‘problems, which are a constant
source of worry to our citizens, especi-
ally the owners of real estate.

2. This condition of affairs is made
manifest by the numerous letters and
editorials in the public press dealing
with the civic debt and inequality of
taxation affecting real estateé, which is
based on a system leading to confisca-
tion.

8. The voicing of these pressing griev-
ances having awakened public opinion,
we deem it desirable at this time to
ask for some definite action on the part
of the Common Council looking to a
measure of relief.

Your petitioners, therefore, respect-
fully request that an auditor or firm of
auditors, outside of the city, of un-
doubted experience and recognized
standing, be appointed by the Council,
but named or approved by a committee
of the undersigned, to make-a thorough

, audit and investigation of the city’s
! books and accounts covering all de-

partments, including the assessors’, and
extending over the past five years,
showing all expenditures, the increase
from year to year of the bonded in-
debtedness and the floating liabilities
from time to time, with amounts paid
for interest on all liabilities, and mak-
ing such suggestions with a view to im-
provements in the methods to be pur-
sued as may be deemed desirable, and
recommending the adoption of all meas-
ures deemed necessary or advisable for
effecting economy in the administration
of civic affairs and the lessening of the
burdens of the taxpayers.

EFFICIENCY  EXPERT.

Also that an efficiency expert of out-
standing ability and experience be ap-
pointed in the same manner as the
auditor, with full power to make all in-
quiries in the several departments, in-
cluding the assessors’, which he may
deem necessary or advisable for the
purpose of obtaining all information
needed or required by him and with
fully authority to have free and unin-
terrupted access to all books, accounts,
documents and papers, and to be given
all assistance which he may need or
request from the heads of departments
and all civic officials and from all other
persons from whem he may require
information concerning civic affairs;
and that both auditor and efficiency
expert make reports containing such
suggestions as they deem useful or
advisable with a view to the reduction

} of civic expenditures and the lessening
of the burden of taxation, copies of

NEW YORK, Sept. 2—Positive de-
nials that Irving Berlin and his bride,
who was Ellin Mackay, intended to be
remarried in a Roman Catholic church
to appease her father, Clarence Mac-
kay, are issued from three sources in
addition to Mr. Berlin.

Rev. J. Francis A. McIntyre, Secre-
atfy to Cardinal Hayes, said no dis-
pensation for the marriage had been
issued. Father Superior Gaudgt, at
the Roman Catholic Church of St.
Jean de Baptiste, Lexington avenue
and Seventy-sixth street, where it was
rumored that the ceremony would be
performed, said that there was no
trl:vt}l in the report.

Mgr. Michael J. Lavelle, rector of
St. Patrick’s Cathedral, when asked if
he was to perform a ceremony for the
couple, replied: “I don’t know any-
thing about it,” and added that no
priest on the cathedral staff had any
appointment to perform it.

Mr. Berlin issued a signed statement
from his office. It read.

“The report that Mrs. Berlin and I
are to go through another ceremony
is untrue. I shall deny no more of|
these false statements.”

The composer expressed his impa-
tience with the “unnecessary publicity,”
which he said had followed him since
his return to the United States, and
asked to be left alone.

Auto Death Toll in
States is Thousands

WABSHINGTON, Sept. 12—Automo-
biles have killed 8,603 people in 78 of
the country’s large cities- since the first
of this year.

The greatest number of fatalities cc-
curred in the four weeks ending June
19, when 549 were killed, according
to figures gathered by the Department
of Commerce covering four week pe-
riods.

For the four weeks ended August
14, this year, the last reported, there
were 497 fatalities, an increase over
the same period last year, when 467
deaths occurred.

From May to December, last year,
the total number of automobile fa-
talities was 4,345, making a total from
that time to August 14 this year of
7,948.

RAILWAY EARNINGS
IN U. 5. SHOW GAIN

Reports From 78 Roads Show
Net Operating Income In-
crease of $19,809,000

NEW YORK, Sept. 2 — The July
earnings of 78 railroads show total net
operating income of $104,850,000,
against $85,041,000 for the same lines
last year, an increase of $19,869,000, or
23.3 per cent. If the same percentage
of gain is maintained by the other
roads to report, July net will exceed
$122,000,000, or the equivalent of a
return to 6.61 per cent. on the carriers’
tentative valuation.

These remarkable earnings, and the
prospect that August will -do
better, probably showing profits in the
neighborhood of $130,000,000, stimu-
lated trading in the high-grade railroad
shares, which Wall Street has come to
believe will receive a ‘“melon” of no
small proportions at the end of the
year.

The July figures are the highest re-
portedethus far this year, but will un-
doubtedly be exceeded by August, Sep-
ember and October, during which,
according to the normal seasonal varia-
tion of traffic, a larger percentage of
the year’s freight movement is handled.

Gross revenues for the first 78 roads
to report totalled $490,934,000, against
$461,473,000 a year ago, an increase of
6.4 per cent. In June, 1926, gross was
$477,221,000, or 2.9 per cent. below this
July. On the basis of net operating
income for July, as estimated above,
the class one roads should show for the
first seven months of the current year
net railwav operating income of $616,-
800,000, o1 at an annual rate of return
of 5.76 per cent. on tentative valuation,
against an actual net operating income
of $537,165,541, or a return of 5.19 per
cent. for the corresponding period of
last year.

FIRST HOUSES IN
EUROPE UNEARTHED

Excavations on Zurich Area Re-
veal Dwellings 7,000 Years
oid

GENEVA, Sept. 2 — Workmen ex~
cavating near Lake Zurich have un-
earthed the remains of lake dwellings
which date back to the Stone Age,
more than 7,000 years ago. Stone axes,
spears and domestic utensils are among
the objects found which will join the
large collection of prehistoric finds in
the museum at Berne.

The Swiss lake dwellings were re-
vealed to the work in 1853 by a great
drought, when the waters in the lakes
and rivers of the country fell many
feet below normal level, and so far as
is known they are unique of their kind
in Europe. The structures which sup-
ported the wooden platforms on which
the dwellings were built are made of
strong piles of tree trunks driven into
the bottom of the lake.

The combination of clay and wood
was used in the construction of these
lake huts, and the floors of the huts
which were above the water line were
made of large slabs of stone bearing
inscriptions of the Stone Age in hier-
oglyphs.

“The present-time feeling of national
unity and respect between Canada and
Great Britain and other world coun-
tries owes much of its fostering and
maintenance to the Canadian Bar As-
sociation, an association founded on a
rock—the rock of justice,” were the
ringing words uttered by Sir Francois
Lemieux, Chief Justice of the Superior
Court of Quebec, who presided at a
brilliant luncheon event held, following
the morning business session, by the
Canadian Bar Association in the Geor-
gian ballroom of the Admiral Beatty
yesterday at 1 o’clock.

HIS LORDSHIP LAUDED

The evening session,” which was fol-
lowed by the reception by Sir James
and Lady Aikins, was presided over
by Hon. Chief Justice Martin, Domin-
ion vice-president of the association.
Those on the platform were Lord Darl-
ing, Sir Robert Borden and Sir James
Aikins.

The chairman, in his opening re-
marks, spoke of the distinguished speak-
ers who had addressed the association
at their meetings in former years and
skid that none were of greater fame in
popular success ‘that Lord Darling.

Lord Darling’s speech was remark-
able in its characteristic wit. He ex-
pressed his great appreciation at being
invited to the convention.

Terming his address the “Adminis-
tration of Justice in-Great Britain,”
Lord Darling began by saying that even
among the wildest of peoples there
must be law and the proper and strict
enforcement of legal statutes.

“All the laws that can possibly be
enacted are of no use unless the people
who administer them are wiser than
the makers. It is because we are en-
gaged in this absolutely necessary law
of administration that we are gathered
here tonight.

“It is sometimes said by business men
that trade follows the fltag. That is
true but the law also follows the flag.
Trade follows the law.”

EARLY LAW IN ENGLAND

Lord Darling dealt briefly with the
law in England in early times and
spoke on the Norman influence. He re-
ferred in a complimentary fashion to
the excellent work being done by the
justices of the peace in the Mother
Country. !

“Our admirable system of adminis-
tration of justice began with Henry II.
when he ordéred the King’s judges to
travel to all parts of England and sit
at assize court hearings. These judges
traveled on horseback to the farthest
corners of the country and the prece-
dent set by them is still carried out.

In the case ot
a trial of a nation, the trouble would
be to find somebody to enforce the
decree of the court. Unless courts
have sanction, physical power in the
last analysis, they are useless,” Lord
Darling said.

Mr. Weldon’s reply to the fish rep-
resentations was that there was noth-
ing to complain of in the freight rates
on fish. .

The chairman referred to two simi-
lar boxes which had been produced
by Arthur Boutilier at Halifax, onc
packed with fresh and the other with
cured fish. They were going on the

, |same train in the same way, but the

charge was very much greater in one
case than in the other.

The railway’s stand, said the wit-
ness, was that the cured fish would not
deteriorate within a reasonable time
in transit. If a car were detained by
something beyond the railways’ control
une might not reach its destipation in
a marketable condition.

Chairman—“Upon whom would the
responsibility fall for sustaining a
loss?”

Mr. Weldon—*“If the rallway was at
fault—"

Chairman—“But you say beyond your
control. You mean within your con-
trol?”

Mr. Weldon—“Well, put it that way.”

Asked if claims had been experienced
from the fish trade in that way, the
witness gaid they had in the past. He
thought conditions were getting bet-
ter all the time.

The witness went into an extended
explanation. Some years ago the Nova
Scotia shippers asked permission to
ship in mixed cars. The request was
granted, the railway undertaking to
protect carload rates on the actual
weight of the fish contained in the car,
subject to a certain specified minimum.
“The understanding at that time and
on which we have been working, had
been that these are mixed cars of fresh
fish and smoked fish. Therefore we
protected the fresh, frozen and smoked
rates. If we are mistaken as to the
quality of the fish, that is if Mr. Bou-
tilier’s contention is correct, we have
been losers, and the sooner we get our
house in ordersthe better, because we
could never concede the principle that
smoked fish and fresh fish were en-
tiled to the same consideration. If ap-
plied in one place we would have to
apply it in any other. (

Chairman: “I suppose that is sub-
ject matter on which in any event
there is a right of appeal to the Rail-
way Commission.”

Mathew I.odge, C. N. R. Director,
who returned home this afternoon from
a three weeks’ trip to the west and
Alaska, saild it was the first he had
heard of it and although he had seen
Sir Henry in Montreal yesterday that
the president did not make any men-
tion of this feature.

The establishment of a presidential
office here is in line with Sir Henry
Thornton’s policy of maintaining a
personal contact with the other regions.
Similiar offices have been set up within
the past three years in Winnipeg, Van-
couver, Toronto and New York. With
the absence of any information at local
headquarters nothing could be learned
as to where the new quarters would
be situated, but it is probable that
they will be in the general office build-
ing here. The general manager’s de-
partmental offices occupy half of the
ground floor space in the main build-
ing and the possibility is that some re-
modelling will take place in that sec-
tion to make room for for the presi-
dent’s headquarters which he will use
while in the city.

Mayor White said that the juncture
of Charlotte and Princess streets was a
bad corner and if there was any change
in the buildings there, the city should
widen the street and round off the cor-
ner. The by-law regarding the erection
of garages was read, It provided that
a garage could not be erected within
800 feet of a church unless permission
of the church was given. Commissioner
Bullock suggested that the matter be
laid over for a week in, order to let
nearby property holders give t.helr
views.

A motion was finally passed that Mr.
Cameron be notified of receipt of the
letter and upon his' submission to the
counci: of ‘'signed declarations from the
churches that they would not object to
the: garage, the matter would be: fur-
ther considered.
