Lieuteniants “Campbell and Cunningham
of the flagship were instructed to work
out the course and position of the Niobe
on the night of the stranding.

The Evidence

Commander McDonald was the first wit-
ness called.

Questioned by the coutt he-said that
Lord Allister Graham was officer of ' the
tirst watch when the ship grounded on
Blonde Rock on the morning of July 30
last, He (the commander) was on deck
when the ship was stranded. The weather
was clear before the ship passed Blonde
Rock buoy. He had not expected to see
Cape Sable Light almost immediately af-
ter passing the Blonde Rock buoy. He had
gone below immediately after passing the
Blonde Rock buoy, returning twenty min-
utes later. The accused had mnot sent
down a report that Cape Sable Light was
in sight.

The witness had come up about 10.15. He
considered that the accused should have
notified him that the light had been sight-
ed when it became clearly visible. With
a clear night and under circumstances
then prevailing, he did not consider the
soundings -would. have been of any use.
There were very few soundings on the
chart in the position in which they were.
When he returned to the bridge at 10.15
Cape Sable Light was not in sight. 1t
wae not sighted at all.

The ship was on her proper course when
she grounded. The course by standard
compass was south T4 east. Orders had
not been given to the officer of the watch

in writing to frequently steady the ship
on her course by standard compass. He
expected the officer of the watch to fix
the position of the ship on the chart when
the navigating officer was below.

The ship’s position had been fixed by
the accused after = passing Blonde Rock
buoy. Twenty minutes after passing
Blonde buoy the witness told the omcer
of the watch the tide- expected. It was
almost parallel of the course, but highly
on the starboard bow.

He showed the accused the sbip’s course
and. warned him not to get set in or to
get ‘part of his course but to keep gener-
ously to starboard. The witness heard
him repeat the orders to the quartermas-
ter to keep to starboard. This was about
10.15. He gave the accused no extra or-
ders as to speed. The accused called him

little before midnight, and reported then
hat the South West Ledge light had been
seen, and its whistle heard on the port
bow, and that a slight mist was drifting
across the steaming light, and that he
thought a fog was coming on. He expéct-
ed to sight the South West Ledge buoy
light about 11.30 roughly. He considered
the accused an exceedingly trustworthy
officer of the watch. :

Should Have Called Him Earfier

On re-examination the witness said that
Seal Island Light and Blonde Rock light
shonld' haye_heen sighted. for ‘at legst an
hour after “ro g ‘Blondé Roek. He
was under the impression that Seal Island
Light was in sight. The officer of the
watch, as far as he knew, did not fix
the position of the ship by cross bearings
of these two lights. He thought that if
accused had got a correct fix at eleven
o'clock it would have shown that the ship
had been set off her course. He could
not say when the tide first made its effect
on the ship. The speed of the ship was
forty-five revolutions, 71-2 knots. There
was a southwesterly swell, but no sea on.

The witness wae in his fore-cabin, which
is on the bridge, that night. He consid-
ered that the officer of the watch was en-
tirely responsible for the safety of the
ship while he was in his cabin. He con-
silered that the officer of the watch
should have called him earlier than he
did.

Navigating Lieutenant White was the
second witness. He testified to the posi-
tion of the ship and the orders given.

Gunner Lieutenant Street, who took over
the watch from Lord Graham, was called
just before adjournment for lunch.

its collapse in 1903 created a world-wide
sensation. Sir Joseph was crushed there-
by. Indeed, his death may be said to have
resulted therefrom, since it broke not on-
ly his health, but also his spivits. He left
barely $12,000. ,

His eldest son, the brother of the new
minister of education, Sir Alfred Pease,
gseceded from the Liberal party two years|
ago in consequence of his disapproval of
the financial policy of the present govern-
ment. He makes his home in Kast Afviea,
where, in 1909, he entertained Theodore
Roosevelt on his immense ‘estate of Nil-
ima, Theki, on the Kipiti plains, which
are always swarming with game.

COMPARATIVE PRICES

The last volume issued by the Depart-
ment of Labor under the very able Min-
ister, who gave distinction to that office
during the Liberal government, is a study
of the comparative prices of food products
in Canadian and American cities during
the past five years. It is a sort of a by-
product from the work in connection with
the extended study of wholesale prices
in Canada during twenty years. That ve-
port roused immediate and widespread at-
tention as a result of the light which it
threw on many aspects of the economiz
situation, such as the effects of price
changes, the cost of living and the causes
of changes in the general price level. This
present study of comparative prices is
hardly less important.

In discussing the cost of living and the
influences making for the marked and
rapid increase, the distinction is not often
made between what is fundamental, per-
vasive and controlling and what is acci-
dental, sporadic,-and subordinate. In the
question of increased prices today, there
are a few central matters of fact, which
must be assigned to their right place if

we are to have any chance of thinking

straight through the problem. The first
of these matters of fact relates to the de-
gree in which the increase has taken
place. This is of itself, a difficult matter
to determine. What is a fair measure of
the present advance of general prices?
How determine a normal level? This is
difficult to do when the price of a few
definite articles is considered, it is an
extremely complicated problem when we
consider the whole question. Before the
general rigse in prices there was an equal-
ly remarkable fall. A little over a decade
ago the air was full of wailings over low
prices as it now is of complaints of high
Iprices. This should not be overlooked in
considering the subject.

Price is the relation between other
things and gold. During seven years be-
fore 1900 the average United States pro-
duction of gold per capita was 74 cents,
and since 1900 it has been 120 cents, an
increase of 62 per cent. The money in
circulation in the former period was $23.-
82 per capita, in the latter period, $29.57
—a gain of more than 24 per cent. Econo-
mists of all schools realize that the more
gold there is in circulation, the higher
must be the price of commodities measur
ed by these standards. It is very evident
that the prices, that is, the amount of gold
it is mnecessary to pay for things cannot |
_he irdependent of the amount of gold |
available in the world. There is no more
reason that an ounce of gold should al-
ways have the same purchasing power,
no matter how much gold there may be in
the market, than that a bale of cotton
should always have the same purchasing
power, no matter how much cotton there
is in the market. The amount of gold has
increased everywhere (but in the pockets
of the people) at an unprecedented rate
during the past twelve years. This is the
central fact in the situation today. Owing
to the freedom with which gold flows form
one country to another, this circumstance
affects prices throughout the civilized
world. The world wide rise in prices is
due primarily to the great increase of the
world’s stock of gold.

1t is possible that if we could reach all
the facts, we would find that the increase
in prices bears a very close proportionate
relation to the increase in the gold supply
of the mnations. It is very doubtful if the
increase in the cost of living has been met
by an equal increase in wages. Wages in
many leading industries are more than dou-
ble what they were fifty years ago, but
rents arve much higher and the standard
of living has been raised so that there is
today more industrial discontent than thers
was at the earlier period. The question
has been further complicated in this coun-
try by the influence of tariffs, trusts and
retail combinations in restraint of trade.
Ag if the evil of the increased cost of liv-
ing were not enough, we let loose whole
droves of foxes to spoil the vines and com-
plicate the problem.

Canada’s Part in It

Toronto, Nov. 13—A vision of a league
of all the English speaking nations and
the development and growth of a world
empire of free mations into which nations
shall enter was described on Saturday even
ing tapthe student' members of the Literary
and Scientific society at Victoria college,
by Dr. J. A. MacDonald, who sopke on
the Place of Canada in the English-Speak-
ing Race. It was this conception, Dr.
MacDonald said, which more. than any-
thing was now bihding the parts of the
British Ympire together, and which was |
to make the generations to come more
loyal to the flag than any who had gone
before.

“And Canada,’ the speaker said, ‘of
all the nations of the world hag the chance
of making this league of the English speal-
ing people potential in the world.

If statistics could be obtained of all fatali-
ties and injuries in the dominion, the bill
of cost would have a still more serious
appearance.

“Many, if not the majority of these ac-
cidents, can be traced to carelessness or
selfishness. The desire to achieve big re-
sults in that shortest possible time at the
expense of efficiency is a national trait
which the country may well take immedi-
ate steps to obliterate. The evil of dol-
lar and dividend hunting regardless of de-
struction in its wake, is a menacé to Can-
ada’s progress and credit.

“The writer heard an engineer admit
that a certain structure which had been
criticized ‘might fall in thre years’ time,’
with possibly serious loss of life. Rail-
road contractors were laying new steel
recently at a record-breaking pace, while
a big crack in the concrete abutment of
a bridge was allowed to wait, despite the
fact that work trains used the bridge
daily. Carelessness with live wires, reck-
less driving of automobiles—in a thousand
ways we violate the first principles of a
civilized community.

“The reasons for the existence of such
conditions are due largely to individual,
corporate and legislative, carelessness. We
need better laws for the protection of life
and property, and the strict enforcement
of such laws. If the Imperial Board of
Trade, for instance, had to deal with the
question of our railroad fatalities, as they
do in Great Britain, their action for re-
form would be drastic enough to startle
us in no slight degree. We can- therefore
afford to emulate John Bull in . his thor-
oughness of work and his regard for life.
Ultimately his vesults are better, safer
and more durable than ours. American
hustle takes the vitality out of the nation
and in more senses than one.”

Sailor in:Africa—Two Nights
and Days in Junglé

| - New York, Nov. 14—According to the
‘crew of the British freighter Kassenga,
which has arrived from Calcutta, a mid-

shipman named G. W. Greggs had a

. thrilling adventure with baboons in East

Africa that will make him careful about
'walking at night in tropical jungles in
. the future.

} While the ship was lying alongside the
'pier at Mombassa, Greggs took a moon-
light walk inland one fine night. He
heard the zebras calling to  their first
born and the secretary birds high up in
the palm trees, keeping a look out for
wild ‘animals that might come down from
| the near-by hills. .
i The sailor had a small revolver wi.th
ihim and did not feel afraid. The fascin-
jation of the moonbeams shining through
| the rich tropical foliage lured him to go
| further from the shore than he had in-
tended. He was about to turn back when
|to" his astonishment he suddenly found
! himself surrounded by a small army of
baboons of all sizes. . They. chattered to
each other and pulled and pushed him
| thfough the dense undergrowth into the
! thick ‘jungle to what appeared to be their
'camp. There they were met by more ba-
boons, which swung down by their tails
from the mango trees and peered into
the midshipman’s face to see what he was
like.

| “I was aftfaid to moce,” said Greggs.
|‘ Several of the more curious baboons came
'up and tcre off pieces of my clothing ap-
parently for souvenirs. I never closed my
eyes.” The simians allowed me to lay
down on a rough bed of grass, but never
removed the guard that surrounded me.
I was fed with wild bananas and nuts,
and that was the only food I saw in the
baboon village while 1 was there. I could
probably have made my ekcape, but I did
not dare to run any risks.

“The baboons seemed to have a small
vocabulary of their own, and it was un-
canny to watch them walking about, and
the females washing their children with
far more tenderness than many human be-
ings. I remaiased with the baboouns for
two nights and two days, and on the
third night I was rescued by a party of
my shipmates headed by the bo’sun.

where away, shipmate!’ sounded like sweet
music to my ears.

When the baboons
heard the noisz they fled to the tall
trees and I saw them no more.”

"'New York, Nov. 14—The Carnegie Cor-
poration, to which Mr. Andrew Carnégie
gace $25,000,000 last week; has nothing to
do with the previously organized institu-
tions bearing the name of the ironmaster
except as its trustees feel that the pur-
Toses of the corporation will be subserved
by aiding one or another of these institu-
tions; o

-According to the figures given in the
bidbgraphical books, Mr. Carnegie will be
seventy-six years old on the 25th of the
present month. As those associated with
him in the present benefaction understand
Mr. Carnegie’'s motives, the man who has
given 8o many miilions to educational pro-
Jects ‘and other causes which he believed
‘eserved hi3 assistance, is desirous of re-
heving himself of the responsibility of giv-
ing—of all the thousands and one details
incident wpon an investigation of the vari-
us needs and opportunities attracting the
ttention of the philanthropist; and most
£ all is ‘desirous that the work which he
cas been doing in these directions shall go
on independent of his age and health.

In amount the present gift ranks among
the largest donations made at one time
aven in the present age of large giving. Ml'.
Rockefeller gave $32,000,000 at one time
to his general cducation board, on Febru-
ay 7, 1907. The total of his gifts to that

1t was not the genteel poverty that is
sometimes behind hand with its rent, but
that hungry poverty that' does not know
where to look for its dinner. His father
was as poor as a church mouse and as
proud as a church dignitary. He was a
level-headed, god-fearing tenant farmer,
who was ofien pressed for his rent, ai-
though strenuous in his toil. *Sowans and
kail and mill were their homely fare with
little variation at the meals. No meat ap-
peared”at the board except when a cow or
sheep died of old age or infirmity. But
plain living did not drive out high-
i thinking, love and homely pleasures. In
‘ihe Cotter’s Saturday Night Burns has
! drawn a beautiful picture of his parents
Lhousehold—the rest that comes at the
week-end and the family womship about
the *Wee bit ingle blimkin’ bonnily.”

“Some try to defeénd and apologize for
Burns, The men who d:fend him need more
defence than he does. A big man should
never be cheapened by a defence.

The man who has never
sinned or miever done a cowardly or mean
thing belongs to another race than the
Scotch and is not interesting. We love
men for their limitations and their weak-
riesses 1o less than for their virtues. Burns
would be amused and bored if he heard
himself represented other than he was.
Were he perfect he would not be the
propular hero he is today.
