Forty-four years ago to-day Quebec 
was visited by one of the most disastrous 
fires known in Canadian history. Nearly 
two thousand buildings were destroyed 
and fully ten thousand human beings 
were rendered homeless. There is not 
another city in Canada that has not had 
within the past fifty years visitations of 
a like character, some more and some less 
terrible in their effects. But Canada is 
exempt from many of the scourges with 
which other parts of the world are only 
too familiar. We know little from exjier- 
ience of the cyclone or the blizzard ; of 
inundations or earthquakes; of deadly 
droughts, calamitous caterpillars or 
greedy grasshoppers. To be sure we have 
made the acquaintance of the prolific 
potato bug and the spiteful sparrow, but 
tliey are much less terrible than they 
were once thought to be. I conclude that 
nature has no spite against Canada. Fire 
is one of our best friends and if it des­
troys us it is because some one has per­
mitted it to become his master rather 
than his slave.

“REMOVAL” OF CRONIN ORDERED 
LONG AGO.HARBOR REVENUES. INVASION OF NOR 11IKRN MAINE BY 

CATERPILLARS.CRONIN’S MURDER, o ,BY PUBLIC AUCTION.
Dcvnnlnlion All Along like Line of the 

t'nnndlnn Pad lie—Tree* Stripped of 
Foliage—Sleheiilntr Experlram of 
Railroad Men.

Suspicion Aroused When LeCaron
Testified. Since Then lie Hue Been 

Watched By Hie Friend*.
Chicago, Ill., May 20. The police have 

lieen put in possession of startling facts 
concerning Dr. Cronin’s murder. It has 
been clearly shown by the dead man’s 
friends that his removal was ordered by a 
committee representing the Clan-na-Gael 
Society. Charges of traitorous conduct 
were preferred against him at a meeting 
of the Clan-na-Gael camp. He was 
found guilty, and liis death was order­
ed. The charge was based on the state­
ment of the British spy, Le Carou, 
that there were tour more spit» in 
America. When IveCaron made that 
statement on the stand before the Par­
nell commission he was ordered to gkw- 
the names of the spies, but he eafcfetier 
dared not do it, because if they 
known they would be murdered. Pre­
siding Justice Ilannen then took him 
into a closed anteroom, and in the pres­
ence of Sir Richard Webster, the attorney- 
general, who is conducting the prosecu­
tion, and Sir Charles Russell, Parnell’s 
attorney, Le Caron gave the names. 
Within 48 hours after the news 
was cabled from London near­
ly every Clan-na-Gael camp 
in America had met and passed resolu­
tions declaring in favor of a rigid - hunt 
for the four spies. Suspicion, justly or on- 
justy, was pointed at Dr. Cronin. A com­
mittee was appointed to try him. He was 
convicted without being given a chance 
to make a defence, and his assassins 
were brought here from other cities to 
carry out the mandate of the committee. 
The latter were chosen by secret ballot, 
Positivly nothing is known of the evidence 
that was produced to bring about the con­
viction, but it is said on the best authority 
that it was furnished by men who were 
unfriendly to Dr. Cronin. It consisted of 
telegrams, letters and affidavits. It 
seemed almost overwhelming, and Cronin 
was declared a traitor. His death was 
ordered under the clause in the Clan-na- 
Gael bylaws, which says that a man can 
be “removed” for traitorous conduct.

1809, just 
twenty years ago to-day,—the opening of 
the Pacific railroad,— which at' the time 
was considered one of the greatest 
achievements of the century. It was 
under the administration of President 
Pierce that five surveys were ordered to 
be made with a view to the connection 
by railway of the Pacific coast with the 
coast of the Atlantic. The construction 
of the road, which extends from Omaha, 
Nebraska, to San Francisco, a distance of 
1784 miles, was begun in 1863. The con­
struction trains met at Utah, one party 
having travelled 882 miles and the other 
1032. Very shortly St John will be con­
nected with Vancouver by the Canadian 
Pacific, probably the best built and best 
equipped railway on the continent, and 
yet Canada has but about one-tenth ths 
population, and less than one-tenth of- 
the wealth that was possessed 
United States in 1869. And the situation 
of this road is such that it will derive an 
income from all the nations of the earth.

Junction yesterday and saw Mr. Craig, 
the timekeeper, who takes daily trips to 
Sebois and sometimes beyond. In mak­
ing these trips he rides a railroad veloci­
pede. His experience has been the 
worst yet of anybody on the road. He 
had been down the road some 22 miles 
and was on his return when the wheels 
of the machine became so clogged with 
the carcasses of the caterpillars that he 
had to get off and push it with all the 
strength he could command for over half 
a mile. Mr. Craig was a sight when he 
got back. From head to foot he was 
completely besmeared with the green 
slime of dead caterpillars. He says that as 
he speeded along the track was so covered 
with them that their remains flow up 
from beneath the crushing wheels of his 
juggernaut, and it seemed as ii he was 
passing through a storm of them.
