SIX CASES OF LIGHT WEIGHT Judgment that Without Agreement 
Giving the Shipper the Title, the 
Title Goes When the Goods are De­
livered to*Common Carrier.

Lewiston, Me., May 7.—The first case 
in Maine affected by the “original 
package” decision of the United States 
Supreme court lias just been decided.

M. H. Cole of Boston, *made a claim 
for liquor seized by the state constable 
on the ground that the liquor belonged 
to him and was in the original package, 
although it was to be delivered to the 
person ordering it by Cole’s agent, a 
truckman.

The judge held that in the absence of 
any agreement giving the shipper the 
title to such goods until delivered the 
title goes to the person ordering the 
goods as soon as they are placed in 
bands of a common carrier. Judgment 
was ordered against Cole for the costs 
and the liquor declared forfeited to the 
state.

The case will go to the United States 
Supreme court.

The Laundry of I he Aeylnm Takes Fire 
This Morning—Il Contained One 
Hundred Patients Rescued From 
Yesterday’s Fire—Aid Has Gone 
From Montreal.

SPECIAL TO THE GAZETTE.

Montreal, May 7.—Fire has just brok­
en out in the laundry of Longue Pointe 
asylum in which there were one hundred 
patients rescued from yesterday’s disast­
er. Assistance has been asked for from 
this city and the fire brigade will go out 
again.

It is impossible yet to ascertain the 
exact loss of life by yesterday’s catas­
trophe. As soon as the patients were 
liberated they went in all directions and 
many have been found miles from the 
scene of the fire. Dr. Bourque who 
watched the burning of the bnildingseay 
that from seventy to one hundred lives 
must have been lost and this it is be­
lieved will be about the correctjestimate, 
though others still persist in asserting 
that the number will not be less than 
from one hundred and fifty to two 
hundred.

The records of the institution are 
burned, and the only way to trace the 
patients is to get a copy of the register 
from the government offices at Quebec, 
which will take some time.

Among those known to have perished 
is a Mrs. Williams of Halifax, who was 
seen to fall into a seething mass of fire. 
Nothing is left but the blackened walls 
this morning. Crowds are flocking to the 
scene. Archbishop Fabre arrived at 10,30 
this morning.

The shock had a fatal effect on several 
patients and two have already died 
while others are in a critical condition.

In returning his thanks, he 
said he hoped that the warm personal 
welcome he had received would be ex­
tended to the little that he could 
tell them. He then proceeded to 
narrate his adventures, assisted 
by a huge chart. In the course of Lis 
speech, Mr. Stanley said that carpers 
had asked what was the utility of the 
expedition. To this he replied that the 
gain to humanity was great. The ex­
pedition had opened up a new, rich and 
productive region, and would enable 
them to teach millions of degraded 
human beings in the forest that in veget­
able products they would find something 
of far vaster value than the flesh of their 
fellows creatures. As a Christian nation 
he said, the English people ought to re­
joice that the few thousand pounds lent 
to this work had rescued 400 persons from 
slavery, and restored 290 to their homes 
in Egypt, and had delivered Emin from 
a stagnant state of impossibilities to the 
service of a friendly nation. It was no 
exaggeration to say that every mile tra­
versed would serve in the future to 
tend British commerce, industry and 
enterprise. Finally, they bad extended 
the British possessions to the eastern 
limits of the Congo, adding territory cov­
ering thousands of miles without force of 
arms.

The Prince of Wales moved a vote of 
thanks to Mr. Stanley, and the Duke of 
Edinburgh seconded the motion. The 
medal presented to Stanley is of gold 
and bears his effigy. Copies of the 
medal in bronze were presented to his 
colleagues, including Mr. Bonney, by the 
Prince of Wales.

Telegraphic Flashes.
The senate judiciary committee at Al­

Tbe Lanedowne In Collision.
This afternoon at 2:50 the steamer 

Lansdowne drew out from the new pier 
and started for sea, and five minutes 
later she had done a piece of work which 
will cost the government of Canada all 
the way from $500 to $1000. The freshet 
was running strongly in the harbor and 
the steamer cleared the wharf and shot 
into the stream. She was got on her 
course down the harbor without difficulty, 
but for some unexplained reason, 
instead of proceeding down the 
harbor in mid stream, the 
person steering the steamer undertook 
to cross the bows of the schooner Blanche 
which was 1 ying in the stream about as 
far up as the breakwater. There was 
not the slightest necessity for this, for 
there was plenty of room east of the 
Lansdowne, and plenty of water for the 
tide was well up. The result was that the 
Lansdowne in crossing the bows of the 
Blanche collided with her with a fearful 
crash which could be heard a mile away 
and unrigged her foremast completely, 
carrying away in an instant the schoon­
er’s jib boom and bowsprit and every­
thing , forward of the mast. What 
damage
steamer could not then be ascertained 
because she 
halt but went straight to sea, missing 
very narrowly another schooner which 
was lying at anchor inside tbe beacon. 
The impression caused by this accident 
on the part of those who saw it was 
that it was the result of gross 
and inexcusable carelessness on the 
part of those in the steamer. 
The Blanche is a schooner of 217 tons 
and belongs to Cape Breton. Her com­
mander’s name is Landry. In addition 
to the damages already mentioned, her 
cut-water is carried away, and she has 
sustained other injuries. The only 
surprising thing is that some 
of those on board of her or 
on the steamer were not killed. 
The Landowne afterwards returned to the 
government pier where it was ascertain­
ed that she had been damaged consider­
ably, but the fall extent oÇ her injuries 
are not known at the time of going to 
press.

The treaty of 
Paris restricted the liberty granted to 
fishing and drying, and the treaty of 
Versailles in 1783 refers to the matter as 
the fishery assigned to the French by 
the treaty of Utrecht.

The treaty of Paris of 1814, declares 
that the French right of fishing shall be 
placed upon the same footing as it stood 
in 1792. At that time there was no such 
thing as lobster fishing in Newfound­
land, and therefore it is clear that the 
cod fishery only was contemplated by the 
words of the treaties. If this contention 
is correct, and it seems a reasonable one, 
the rights conceded by the British to 
the French on that coast under the re­
cent modus vivendi are altogether with­
out authority, and beyond the scope of 
any of the treaties. The French claims 

large enough at any time w ithout it 
being necessary for the British govern­
ment to give them more than they have 

right to demand,and hence snch action 
as has been taken is peculiarly obnoxious, 
not only to the people of Newfoundland, 
but to the people of Canada. We trust 
that the government of Canada will enter 
earnestly into this matter and assist 
the island colony to obtain 
rights from the British government 
The proper course to pursue, undoubt­
edly, would be to buy out the French 
rights on the coast, because the exercise 
of these rights has been the means of 
greatly retarding the progress of New­
foundland, and preventing its western 
coast, which is by far the most valuable 
part of it, from being properly settled.
The progress of this mstter will be 
watched with interest and no doubt the 
result will be a substantial gain of in­
fluence for Newfoundland in her dealings 
with the British government.

N-OTICE.
WEIGHTS AND MEASURE .

, Manufacturera and owners of Weights, 
Measures and Weighing Machines generally are 
specially requested to read carefully the following 
instructions and act accordingly:

1. The Weights and Measures Act provides for 
a regular bienni.il inspection of all Weights and 
Measures used for trade purposes, as well as for 
irregular inspections of the same, which may be 
made at any time when deemed necessary by the 
inspector, and it also imposes a heavy penalty on 
any trader or other person who wilfully obstructs 
or impedes an inspector or assistant inspector in 
the performance of bis duty under said Act, or 
who refuses to produce the whole of his weights 
and measures for inspection when call- d 
do so by an inspecting officer.

2. Every trader, manufacturer and owner of 
weights, measures, and weighing machines when 
paying moneys to Inspectors or Assistant Inspect­
ors of Weights and Measures for verification fees, 
is entitled to. and io specially requested to de­
mand trom 1 he officer who makes the inspection, 
an official certificate (“Form 0,6” with the words 
“Original for the Trader' printed at the head 
thereof) properly filled out and stamped, and also 
at the same time to carefully ascertain whether 
or not the stamps attached to such certificate 
represent exactly the value the amount of cash 
paid. Traders arc requested to bear in mind that 
certificates of verification are of no value what­
ever unless stamps covering the full amount of

charged are attached.
Owners and holders of these official 1 

cates are specially requested to keep them 
fully for two years. and in order to secure 
safe keeping it would be advisable to placard 
them in their places of business in the manner 
in which ordinary license certificates are done, 
for it must be distinctly understood that all trad­
ers who are unable to produce their properly 
stamped certificates, when asked to do so by an 
inspector or assistant inspector, may, in all prob­
ability, have to pay over again their verification
