And yet these peo-
ple, by their oath, are no less American
citizens than the descendants of the pil-
grims. These people, of whom thous-
ands are arriving in America every year
are the very dregs of the family of men,
who delight in revolution, robbery and
rapine, and have no sympathy whatever
with any government which is of the
people and for the people’s security. As
with Italy, so it is with almost every
country of Earope : the United States is
the cesspool .into which the scum has
been turned,to which it carries little but
ignorance, disorder and vice, and into
the hand of every individual of which
it 18 composed & ballot is thrust as soon
as may be and the result is at once man-
ifested in the elections. It opposes free
schools and freedom of conscience, it de-
grades the flag it has sworn to uphold,
it acknowledges a divided allegiance,
and it seeks in the country of it adop-
tion to continue its strife with the insti-
tutions of its native land. It is to be
hoped that the United States will escape
the scourge of civil war, but it has with-
in its borders an element which is con-
stantly growing that has no sympathy
with its institutions and which though
naturalized, will always be as foreign as
if it had never left the slums from which
it was driven by want or crime.

They were
visible on successive nights towards the
close of February and during the first
days of March, and were observed at
various points from Musquasb to St.
Martins.  For the pnrpose of trief de-
scription one of the two ma{‘ be desig-
nated by the letters J. D. H.and the
other as C. N. 8. Their apparent motion
in both cases was somewhat singular and
erratic. The J. D. H. first appeared as if
coming from the direction of Fredericton
by way of Salisbury and Harvey. There
was an air of superb meteoric stateliness
and tone about it, and some even mis-
took its momentary splendor for the
radiance of a fixed star or a planet. It
burned with a blue light and passed off
in the direction of the poll.

The (. N. S. appeared in the sky
almost simultaneously with the other,
but careered along behind it, showing
alternate blue and red colors (some even
detected a green hue), and leaving be-
hind it a long orange colored trail. The
farmers who observed its passage have
viewed it as a premonition of frost on
their buckwheat fields next fall. Some
of them even aver that they had before
seen the same meteor, moving in an
opposite direction and showing mainly a
red color and are more alarmed at the
mysterious visitor on that account. The
advent of the two meteors was said to be
also attended with the appearance of
something resembling an old flag which
for a time waved frantically back and
forth over a large section of country.

All this is doubtless very funny but
the editor before he put his heavy
joke in print should have remembered
that a meteor is a transient affair shin-
ing for a few brief moments only, where-
as the two county members whom it
seeks to ridicule are fixed stars which
will shine in our political firmament for
the next five years at least with un-
diminished brilliancy.

“While the rest of the command had
gone on in pursunit of the Apaches, the
captain was sent by the battalion com-
mander to escort the captxves back to
the railway.
“This despatch, though ofa private
character, is fully substantiated by the
official report of thegeneral commanding
the department to the Adjutant-General
of the army. It reads as follows:
“‘Captain Noel, ofthe Eleventh Caval-
ry, has just reached the railway, bringing
with him all but one of the women and
children whom the Apaches had carried
off into captivity. The other was shot
by a bullet in the desperate fight which
occurred in San Simon Pass between the
commands of Captains Lane and Noel
and the Apaches, whose retreat they
were endeavoring to head off. Greene’s
battalion of the Eleventh arrived in time
to take part; but on their appearance the
Apaches fled through the mountains in
the ,wildest confusion, leaving much of
their plunder behind them.
