Berlin, Nov. 12.—The most exciting 
debate in a long time In the Reichstag 
was conducted yesterday evening with 
the rejection by the majority of a prop­
osition to send an address to the Em­
peror, calling attention to the danger 
of His Majesty’s personal intervention 
in foreign politics, 
brought forth strong expressions from 
the representatives of most of the par­
ties. The displeasure of the house was 
concentrated principally upon Chancel­
lor Von Buelow. Members of several 
of the groups refused to accept the 
Chancellor’s explanation with regard 
to thé Emperor’s interview in the Lon­
don Daily Telegraph as satisfactory, or 
as offering guarantees for the future. 
But when the proposition of addressing 
the Emperor formally on the subject 
was put to the house, the government 
majority did not hesitate in voting 
against it.
, Chancellor Von Buelow listened un­
moved, virtually throughout the whole 
afternoon, to personal attacks against 
him, only leaving the house for a short 
time to attend the sitting of the Prus­
sian cabinet. It was generally expect­
ed that he would speak again to-day, 
but the Chancellor disappointed the 
members.

The ever-growing need for school ac­

commodation in Victoria was again be­
fore the school board at its meeting 
last night, and it is likely that a couple 
of loan by-laws to meet imperative 
present demands will be placed before 
the ratepayers in January.

Arising out of the tentative adoption 
of plans for a $60.000 school building by 
the board at a special meeting last 
night City Solicitor Mann wrote, point­
ing out that this sum was not at the 
disposal of the board ; that the total to 
the -credit of its special account was 
$52,286.40. The city solicitors presumed 
that the board had “been led into giv­
ing consideration to the question at all 
by the absence of an express prohibi­
tion, as to special moneys, against in­
curring liability beyond the amount 
shown by the account of school rates 
and taxes at their disposal.” They con­
sidered that no statutory prohibition 
was needed as to exceeding the amount 
of a special fund and warned the board 
that any liability incurred beyond the 
funds at its immediate disposal would 
be a personal one on the members of 
the board, and the city council had 
been so advised.

“Rather premature information,” 
remarked the chairman. “We are well 
aware of the board’s statutory powers 
in any ca^e.”

Trustee McNeill said the letter fore­
stalled a resolution he had intended, to 
move. Thinking over the matter of the 
new school he had thought that prob­
ably the board was exceeding its funds 
in deciding on the building and he for 
one did not feel like incurring a per­
sonal obligation..

Later on Trustee McNeill again re­
ferred to the subject and suggested 
that the architects, Hooper & Watkins, 
should be notified to hold their hands, 
on the plans until the board knows just 
where it is financially. Either they 
would have to wait until they had the 
money for the building proposed or cut 
down the building to suit their means, 
Mr. McNeill said.

■trustee Riddell said that as soon as 
they were ready to call for tenders he 
had been prepared to offer a resolution 
to the effect that separate contracts be 
given for the different trades employ-* 
ed. If this was done the board could 
go ahead with its plans and let one 
contract. By the time the other work 
was ready to be undertaken a loan by­
law for the needed balance could be 
put through.

“And suppose the people did not 
carry the by-law?” asked Trustee Mc­
Neill.

‘•‘Let the building stand,” Trustee 
Riddell replied.

“That would be foolish,” was Mr. 
McNeill’s only comment.

Chairman Jay expressed his strong 
objection to lc*ting separate contracts 
and instanced the case of the High 
school, building as a warning for the 
board against any such course.

More Schools Needed.
“We should not let a contract for 

any portion of the work until we have 
the money for the whole thing,” Trus­
tee McNeill said. “We will have to get 
the money by special levy or by by-law 
and we do not know whether we will 
get it or not. Therefore we ought not 
to incur any expense by having the 
architects go on with the plans we 
have practically adopted until we know 
where we are. We could, of course, de­
cide on a smaller building, but I would 
not spoil the school for the sake of

Sofia, Nov. 12.T-.The national assembly 
yesterday was the scene of a'notable Re­
publican demonstration during the debate 
on the address in reply to the Royal mes­
sage. The cabinet failed to contrdl Its 
own supporters, and several members of 
the government’s majority delivered the 
most violent attacks upon Emperor Fer­
dinand ever heard within the walls of the 
jaftsembly.

The growing Influence of the crown was 
denounced as disastrous to the liberty* of 
the people, and the ministers were warn­
ed that the nation was in no mood to pay 
so dearly for the new crown or to suffer 
its interests to be Jeopardied for the 
gratification of monarchial ambitions.

There were frequent interruptions and 
calls of “Treason, treason.” The pnesic^' 
ing officer and ministers exhausted eve^y 
means to silence the speakers, but the 
House gave a sympathetic hearing.

IN LAUNCH WRECK
Body and Documents.

Copenhagen, Nov. 12.—There is rea­
son to believe that the body of Prof. S. 
A. Andree, the Arctic explorer who in 
1897 made an attempt to reach the 
north pole in a balloon, has been found 
on the coast of Labrador. A letter re­
ceived here from the captain of the 
Danish steamer Ingfra. dated Labra­
dor, September 30th, reports that Capt. 
Chalker, skipper of the American 
schooner Pilot of Conception Bay, 
Newfoundland, discovered in northern 
Labrador a cross bearing the name 
Andree and that beneath this cross he 
found a body and a box of documents.

Experts Doubt Story.
Stockholm, Nov. 12.—Arctic experts 

here do not believe the report that the 
grave of Professor S. A. Andree, the 
Swedish explorer, who in 1897 made an 
attempt to reach the North Pole in a 
balloon, had been found on the coast 
of Labrador. Prof. Nan ton and Capt. 
Nilsson, the best known Arctic author­
ities, when questioned to-day, said 
they did not think it possible that 
Andree’s balloon could have reached 
Labrador.

Secretary Morrison and 
AmericanRochester, N. Y., Nov. 12.—Three 

cars in the eastbound Twentieth Cen­
tury Limited, the New York Central 
fastest train, were thrown off the rails 
at Blossom road crossing just east of 
the city, shortly after 3 o’clock this 
morning, but strangely enough not one 
of the many passengers that were hurl­
ed from their berths was badly injur­
ed. A broken rail is said to have caused 
the accident.

The train had made its usual two- 
minute stop at Rochester station, and 
in gathering momentum for its run 
eastward, it had attained a speed esti­
mated to have been about 25 miles on 
hour when the break came.

There w-as the wildest confusion for 
a short time after the accident All the 
sleeping passengers were violently 
thrown from their berths, and it was 
bought at first that there must have 
been loss of life, but investigation 
showed that apparently no one had 
teen even seriously injured.

POSTPONE MEETING OF

BOARD OF TRADE

Berlin, Nov. 12.—The meeting which 
is to take place In Berlin to-day of the 
foreign affairs committee of the Bun- 
desrath, or federal council, is attract­
ing much interested speculation. The 
circumstances producing the assemb­
ling of this committee—a most unusual 
step—have given rise to the inference 
that the meeting is called to take some 
action to prevent Emperor William 
from pursuing an independent course 
in the foreign affairs of the empire, as 
well as from publicly indicating a per­
sonal policy differing from that of his 
government.

The members of the Bavarian,-Wurt­
emberg, and Saxony delegations to thi. 
council (the Bundesrath represents th# 
individual states of the empire as the 
Reichstag represents the German na* 
tion), have arrived in Berlin. Thti 
committee has come to be an almosit 
forgotten feature of the constitution 
of the German Empire and it is for 
that reason that so much speculation 
attaches to the extraordinary proceed­
ings. It is understood that the meet­
ing is called dt the instance of Ba­
varia, whose minister president, Baron 
Von Podewils, will* therefore preside at 
the sittings.

According to newspaper statements, 
Luithold, the Prince Regent of Bavar­
ia, is intensely exasperated because of 
Emperor William’s latest venture into 
foreign politics. In other words, the 
publication of the London Telegraph 
interview, is an act which has result­
ed in a degree of criticism bf His 
Majesty for the past two days in the 
Reichstag never before equalled.

Consequently Bavaria took the ini­
tiative in calling the committee. No 
official statement as to the purposes of 
the meeting can be had and a great se­
crecy is being observed regarding the 
entire matter.

David E. Harley, an employee of 
the Florida East Coast railway, Fran­
cesco Sabbia and Edward J. Triay, 
employment agents of this city, and 
Frank A. Huff are accused in enforced 
peonage. Huff had not been arrested 
before the opening of the case yester­
day.

It is çharged that Triay and Sabbia 
hired men in New York to work in 
New Jersey and turned them over to 
Harley to take them to Florida. The 
complaint states that the workmen 
were kept there, in camps in a state of 
peonage, slavery and enforced servi­
tude. John B. Stanchfield, who ap­
peared for the accused myi, is the 
personal counsel for Mr. ^Flagler.

After a jury had been selected, 
Deputy Attorney-General Usted out­
lined the prosecution’s case, contend­
ing that the treatment accorded the 
workmen supplied to the. Florida East 
Coast Company by the defendants was 
nothing short of slavery.

Deferring to the Labor movements lh 
Canada, Mr. Gompers says: “It is with 
much satisfaction that I can report the 
great growth in, the labor movements 
among our co-workers in the Dominion 
of Canada. Those entrusted with the 
affairs of the movements both local 
and provincial, in the Dominion, are so 
earnest and loyal that they see to it 
that the interests of the workers are 
promoted both nationally and inter­
nationally.

“It is interesting to note that despite 
the efforts of those t^ho would sunder 
the reciprocal and beneficial interna­
tional fraternal relations which exist 
among the workers of Canada, the 
United States and the entire continent 
ot America, the bonds of unity and 
fraternity are constantly and more 
firmly cemented. The frequent inter­
course of representative labor men 
with our fellows on both sides of the 
border, aided by special organizers, 
John T. Flett, and the volunteer or­
ganizers’ work of unification of the 
aims and aspiration of the workers 
are bringing beneficially economic and 
material results.

He is a mem­
ber of the New York State Rifle As­
sociation and was à contestant in the 
recent Olympic pistol tournament at 
Bisley, England. It is believed that 
the burglary knew this and took no 
chances with him.

Nashville, Tenn., Nov. 10.—Former 
United States Senator Carmack, editor 
çf the Nashville Tennesseean, was shot 
and killed by Duncan Cooper and his 
son, Robin Cooper, in a three cornered 
street duel late yesterday afternoon.

The rings were left, but two toy' 
banks belonging to Charles and Har­
old, the Tayntor boys, were broken 
and rifled of $17. The boys cried and 
were ordered to be quiet: When the 
room had been searched the third 
robber went down stairs and packed 
up the silverware. He later returned 
to the bedroom and commanded Mr. 
Tayntor to give up a $500 diamond 
ring he wore. The ring would not 
come off and one of the burglars 
grimly drew a jack-knife and* was 
about to cut Mr. Tayntor’s finger off 
when Mr. Tayntor protested and asked 
permission to go to the bathroom to 
get the ring off with soap and water.

“We will do that ourselves,” said 
the man who appeared to be the 
leader of the trio, and they did. Then 
the three men produced a rope and 
bound Mr. Tayntor’s hands and feet. 
They ordered him not to make an out­
cry for fifteen minutes, saying one of 
their number would remain that length 
of time.

BRITAIN LAUNCHES HER 
SIXTH DREADNOUGHT

Paris, Nov. 10.—Victorien Sardou, 
who has been ill for a long time, died 
on Sunday from pulmonary congestion. 
He was the dean of the French dra­
matists and a member of the French 
academy. /

The man whose first play was hiss­
ed and who then wanted to go to Am­
erica to seek his fortune, died rich 
and honored, with the proud title of 
France’s greatest and most prolific 
contemporary dramatist.

Victorien Sardou was a man pos­
sessed of singular character, and was 
greatly beloved, and there Is univer­
sal regret that he left no memoirs. He 
was born in Paris on September 7th, 
1831, the son of Leandre Sardou, an 
educationalist and the compiler of 
several publications. At first he stu­
died medicine, was obliged in conse­
quence of the embarrassment of his 
family to give private lessons in his­
tory, philosophy and mathematics. He 
also made attempts in literature, writ­
ing articles for several reviews and for 
the minor Journals.

His first comedy, “La Taverne Des 
Etudients,” was produced in 1854 in 
the Odeon, then the second state the­
ater. but it proved a complete failure. 
He then wrote the comedy, “Less Pat­
tes de Mouche,” which was produced 
with preat success in 1860, and sub­
sequently adapted for the English 
stage under the title of “A Scrap of 
Paper.” At the age of 75, Sardou wit­
nessed the production of his latest 
drama, “L’Affaire. des Persons,” at

French Barque Towed Into 
Punta Arenas With Wheat 

Cargo Damaged.
FIRST SHIPMENT TO

ARRIVE THIS WEEK

Portland, Nov. 11.—With 2,000 tons of 
her wheat cargo wet, the French barque 
Vendee, which sailed from Portland for 
Queenstown, June 23rd, was towed Into 
Punta Arenas on Monday, according to 
advices received by the Merchants Ex­
change. The barque went ashore Sep­
tember 23rd, on Wollaston island. 
Shortly afterwards Kerr, Gifford & Co., 
having her chartered, received a cable 
that the entire shipment except about 
fifty tons, was destroyed.

Wollaston island is situated up the 
Pacific coast several hundred miles 
from Punta Arenas. There was noth­
ing in the message about the officers 
and crew. It is presumed they put 
away in small boats and got a tug to 
take the stranded barque in charge. 
The Vendee had been out three months 
when she met with the accident. Her 
cargo measured about 8,000 tons of 
wheat.

Word has also come that the British 
ship Gulf Stream, which put into the 
Falkland Islands for repairs recently, 
will soon be ready to resume the voy­
age to Europe. Her cargo was not 
damaged. She was bound for Portland 
from Antwerp with general freight 
consigned to W. P. Muller & Co., when 
she was disabled.

Announcement was made yesterday 
that the British ship Wavertree has 
been chartered to bring a cargo from 
England to Portland. It is reported 
that she was taken for the round trip 
and grain will make up her outward 
cargo from the Willamette river. She 
is at Ellsmereport, England, and is ex­
pected to begin loading in a few days.

Few ships have been added to the 
en route list recently, largely on ac­
count of the big number of sailing 
vessels now in this quarter of the 
world unable to get anything to do. 
Three disengaged" carriers suitable for 
the grain trade are lying at Portland 
while sixteen have assembled on Puget 
Sound. It is said there is no immediate 
likelihood that any of them will be 
taken, unless it be for service In the 
offshore lumber trade.

In order to meet the de­
mands of the local trade with as cheap 
a supply as possible it has been de­
cided to bring bananas in by the car­
load lot direct to Victoria.

Navel oranges have arrived in the 
local market, opening at $4 a box 
wholesale, which promises moderate 
prices this season. Valencias of good 
quality are bringing 35 a box.

The municipality of Oak Bay is fol­

lowing in the footsteps of the city in 
the matter of making building regula­
tions, and these are now in force. One 
result is that before a building can be 
erected in the municipality it is neces­
sary to secure a permit. Already sev­

Nootka Natives Air Troubles in the 
Police Court.

Catherine Peters, was this morning 
fortunate enough to be discharged on 
another charge, laid after the fail­
ure of the first, of supplying whiskey 
to the Klootchman.

It was evidente this morning from 
what evidence was heard in the po­
lice court that the whole story was not 
coming out, and a strong suspicion 
was aroused that the woman’s hus­
band, who laid both charges, was act­
uated by jealousy.

Peters both come from Nootka and on 
Monday, when Albert, the accused, was 
doing some work oh the house, they 
had-drinks together and the Klootch- 
man gave him a coat and hat She 
swore that she gave Albert fifty cents 
to buy some whiskey and that he 
brought it to her; Albert contented 
himself with a simple statement that 
he did not give her any liquor.

Cod­
fish, an aged Klootchman who knows 
only her own Indian dialect, and can­
not talk Chinook. It was necessary to 
get an intermediary between her and 
Chief Langley, who was acting as Eng- 
lish-Chinook interpreter.
Jimmie Codfish, or Robert, was sworn 
in to act. He is a good-looking spe­
cimen of his tribe. He had to ask his 
mother what her name was and after 
some trouble It turned out to be Lee- 
tuk. which means plain “cod-fish.”

CARGO ROBBERIES ON 
SOUTH AMERICAN COAST

Pirates Actually Attack Ships 
While in Darkness—Out­

rageous Conditions.

In connection with the report circu­
lated recently concerning piracy and 
pilfering of cargoes at West Coast ports 
the New York Review has published 
several extracts from a report made by 
a representative of marine underwrit­
ers who recently made a tour of some 
of the principal West Coast ports.

At Talcahuano the report says that 
at least 1,000 tons of iron and steel 
goods are lying on the shore; hundreds 
of tons are entirely covered with sand. 
Thousands of barrels of cement are 
standing in mud and have been soaked 
with rain and thousands of sacks of 
wheat are left in the streets. The un­
derwriters have had for the most part 
to pay for these losses. According to 
the report thousands of people live by 
theft alone in Chili, and there are 
businesses in which only stolen goods 
art sold. The ships in the harbors are 
in cases actually attacked by the pi­
rates, who come alongside in well- 
armed boats and overpower the watch­
men. When these pirates are caught 
their punishment are said to be quite 
inadequate, as the prisoners are often 
released on the day following their con­
viction. Ships are now forced to keep 
double watch armed with revolvers.

An Antofagasta the Chilean govern­
ment stationed a war vessel, but after 
the vessel left the piracy was Imme­
diately resumed. The British and 
German governments have recently 
made representations to the govern­
ments of Chile and Peru and have re­
ceived replies that steps are being 
taken to remedy the evil.

Very little inquiry wras needed to 
show that a fraud had been attempted, 
especially when it was pointed out that 
the name of the man who claimed to 
be Kawaguchi was Sugiyama. Further 
inquiry resulted in the woman's con­
fession that her name was Kin Sugi- 
moto and a story that she ha£ bought^ 
the -’p&sbport. An official from the 
office of the Japanese consulate at Van­
couver. w'ho was sent for by the Vic­
toria Japanese, later elicited that she 
was rather shy on reputation at home, 
that Tozotara had sent for her in spite 
of the fact that he has a wife and child 
in Japan, and that they had both made 
false representation in order to secure 
her admission here.

When the Tosa Maru sailed yester­
day it carried the woman back to 
Japan, deported. The man has been 
under arrest for the last week, and was 
arraigned this morning.

He had nothing to say beyond plead­
ing guilty. The prosecution, represent­
ed by W. H. Langley, did not press for 
a heavy punishment, as the chief end 
in view' was to make plain that fraud of 
this kind must not be attempted.

The secretary of the Japanese con­
sulate returns to Vancouver this after­
noon and takes with him Madame 
Kawaguchi’s passport. It will be for- 
w'arded to the state department at 
Tokio for an investigation to be made 
as to how it came into Kin Tuglmoto’s 
possession,

POSSIBILITIES OF
THE PULP INDUSTRY

In Wisconsin With Wood High 
Priced Trade is Good

One.

That the Pacific coast has great pos­
sibilities in the line of pulp manufac­
ture is borne out by a reference to 
what is being done In other parts of the 
world. The Kankanna Times, publish­
ed in Wisconsin, in the heart of the tim­
ber area, gives facts relative to the 
pulpwood industry in that region in the 
following article:

“Nearly $2,000,000 worth of pulpwood 
has been distributed among the mills 
from the railroad yards here since the 
first of the year, only a small portion ot 
it going to the mills at Combined Locks, 
Little Chute, Kimberly and Appleton. 
The total number of cords of spruce re­
ceived here since the first of January 
is 112,000, which costs on an average 
laid down here $11 per cord. The spruce 
shipments alone consequently amount 
to $1,232,000. During the same time the 
receipts of hemlock amounted to 65,- 
000 cords. This wood is less expensive, 
but at the same time represents over 
half a million dollars. It required be­
tween 14,000 and 15,000 cars to handle the 
wood. The wood is shipped here from 
the northern part of Minnesota, Wis­
consin and Michigan, and large quan­
tities are also received from Canada. 
Most of the Canadian wood is not In­
cluded in the above amount. The ship­
ments by water are made direct to the 
mills and amount to thousands of cords, 
the exact figures not being known. The 
shipping season-closed last week, all the 
mills being overstocked.”

When the cost of $11 a cord for wood 
is compared with the price at which It 
can be laid down In the mills here and 
it is further taken Into consideration 
that the rate of 71 cents on paper Is 
charged to the coast it can be seen 
that in so far as the local markets are 
concerned ai* the Oriental trade there 
is a splendid opening for pulp works 
on thé British Columbia coast.

South Wellington Output to Be 

Carried to Deep 
Water.

L. Borden is Weary and 
Some of His Followers 

Are Dissatisfied.

Thé South Wellington Coal Company 
of this city is having the railway line 
which is to connect its mines with deep 
water pushed to completion.

The fbafd will be about seven miles 
in length. It is beihg constructed in 
fourteen different sections, all the tim­
ber and brush has been cleared, and 
at the present time there is not one- 
half mile in which the sod has not be 
thrown up in the grading. Temporary 
construction tracks have been laid and 
trucks are run in with the timber for 
ties and bridges.

The harbor selected is Boat harbor, 
a small but very safe little anchorage, 
about three miles south of Dodd’s nar­
rows,

The line starts at South Wellington, 
crosses the E. A N. at Fiddick’s Junc­
tion and meets Nanaimo river, where a 
large island separates its stream near 
McKinnèll’s farm. Over the main body 
of the river, a one hundred and fifty 
foot Howe truss bridge, which will 
contain 600 feet of trestling, will be 
constructed. The line will circle the 
Wheatsheaf hotel, near where the com­
pany is instituting coal boring opera­
tions. From this place the road will lie 
on a fairly straight and level line to 
Trois Bras or Holden’s lake, The south 
shore is followed to the bottom which 
will be traversed on a trestling to a 
ridge, which is followed to the shote of 
Boat harbor, where a bridge will con­
nect it with Swan island, an islet in 
the bay, The harbor will be fully 30 
feet in depth at low tide off the 
wharves..

At present the construction of the 
entire line is being pushed ahead at a 
rapid rate. The contractors state that 
no railway construction work on the 
island is being put through with so 
much energy. Sub-contracts have been 
let to S. Ydrk & Go., of Gedar disttict, 
and many of thé farmers are engaged 
on the work.

N00TKA QUARRIES

President of Company Goes Up 
on Tees on Tour of 

Inspection.
23*80X

(From Wednesday's Daily.)
When the steamer Tëég ifeftVes for the 

West Coast to-night she will carry a 
carload of finishing machinery for the 
Nootka marble quarries. The president 
of the company, A, W. McCurdy, is also 
going up, g-s well as several men who 
are taking the places of those who 
came down on the last boat.

The machinery for the quarries has 
just arrived from Vermont, the state 
where immense quarries are situated, 
and it is to be used for giving the 
marble that beautiful polish which is 
necessary in monumental and inside 
decorative work. Already there is a 
mill which has been- in process of erec­
tion for two months past. This building 
is 100 feet long, 40 feet Wide and 16 feet 
high. In it are set uj> two complete 
gangs for sawing marble, each capable 
of carrying RO saws at one time. These 
gangs saw the marble into slabs and 
blocks suitable. for commercial pur­
poses. By this boat the belting is being 
taken up, and as soon as it arrives the 
mill will be started and the work of 
sawing up the marble commenced.

A number -of...blocks have already 
been cut out of the hillside of the 
regular commercial sise, 8 feet long, 5 
feet wide and 4 feet thick. These weigh 
from 12 to 16 tons each, and it is from 
them that the slabs are cut. The quarry 
Is capable of producing marble as fast 
as the mills can cut it, and there are 
almost all the colors, ranging from 
white to dark blue. At 
the company have anot 
erty where they will bk,ab4e to get the 
shades of fed.

tThere are at present 86 men working 
at the quarry, ahd if the future de­
velopments are as successful as the 
company expects, there will be a larger 
increase in the,, number -of men em­
ployed.

Some One Else Was Buried as 
Their Son by Parents of 

Winnipeg Lad.

Collision With City of Puebla 
During Dense Fog Averted 

by Capt. Goulding.

Winnipeg, Nov. 11.—Footsore, wearied 
in mind and body, with clothing travel- 
stained and badly In need of mending, 
from having trudged the railway track 
all the way from Saskatchewan to 
Winnipeg, many times having scarcely 
enough food to sustain life, Alex. Paul, 
a slender youth of sixteen qtqprhera, 
limped his way along Flora avenue to 
his father’s house, and In much the 
same manner as the prodigal son of 
the. parable, craved permission to be 
again taken into the bosom of his fam- 
ilp. His appearance, however, far from 
being the signal for an outburst of joy 
on behalf of his parents and brothers 
and sisters, served Instead to frighten 
them out of a few years' growth, ahd 
with blanched cheeks and a hesitating 
desire to escape by the rear door, they 
viewed him in all his dilapidation, with 
feelings of awe and terror. They were 
literally rooted to the floor on which 
they stood by the sudden reappearance 
of the missing one, and not until he 
had spoken, and they had felt his body, 
could they he persuaded that her was-: 
not a visitor from the spirit world.

The lad, who had run away from 
home last July, strong in the belief that 
he could achieve fame and fortune, was 
no less astonished at the reception he 
received, than were his parents over 
the fact that he had bobbed up—per­
haps not quite serenely—but at any rate 
-in real flesh and blood. Then followed 
expiauations, and the home-coming of 
the wanderer was rapidly turned into 
a scene of jubilation, in which the fat­
ted calf was killed,, and the neighbors 
and friends were called In to partici­
pate in the rejoicing.

The explanation of all this lies in the 
fact that Alex, Paul was supposed to 
be dead, and his death was registered 
in the office of the city clerk, to whom 
the family applied for cancellation Of 
the notice. Members of the Paul fam­
ily attended on August 18th last, what 
purported to be the funeral of their son 
and brother, and hence his appearance 
was as the visitation of one from the 
dead.

On July 1st last an unknown youth 
was killed in the rear of the Ogilvie 
flour mill on the C. P, R. tracks by be­
ing knocked down and run over by 
freight train, and although the body 
was held at Gardiners' morgue for sev­
eral days no person came forward to 
identify it. The remains were burled 
in Brookside cemetery in due course, 
and one month later, Henry Paul, be­
lieving that the victim might have been 
his son, who left home a few days be­
fore the accident, obtained permission 
from Coroner Iiiglis to have the body 
exhumed. He and some relatives were 
positive that the remains were those of 
the boy Alexander, and while the father 
was not quite so certain at first, some 
marks of identification which 
pointed out to him made him firm in 
the belief that his son had met a tragic 
death.\ It was, therefore, with due 
spect, and all the revêféhce of the Jew­
ish ceremony that a second funeral 
was held, and the body Interred In the 
Jewish cemetery, • -

The case was thought at the time to 
be extremely sad, In view of the fact 
that the lad had been killed as the ter­
mination of hie youthful wanderings, 
and friends came forward readily with 
their sympathy. Playmates and others 
who had known young Alex. Paul 
also shocked at the suddenness of his 
supposed death. It was little wonder 
then that they Were overcome Oh seeing 
him appear suddenly before them, 
that their joy Was very great 
safe return.

Prince Rupert, Nov. 11.—The closing 
of navigation on the lower Skeena has 
been postponed, and from present In­
dications it is more than likely that 
steamers will be able to navigate as 
far as Copper river until the latter part 
of this month. Two weeks ago, when 
the Hudson Bay Company’s steamers 
wexe withdrawn and hauled out on the 
ways, it was not deemed advisable nor 
safe for them to make another trip. 
Frosty weather and heavy siows in the 
interior had so filled the river with 
slush ice that had a sudden cold snap 
occurred it would have frozen solid. 
Instead, however, thG weather turned 
tnild again, the melting snow causing 
the water to rise three feet, and the G* 
T. P. steamer Distributor was able to 
make two more trips with supplies for 
the different railway grading camps 
above tidewater. The Distributor left 
here on Saturday on her last trip this 
season. She will go as far as Freburg 
& Stone’s camp, 70 miles uj^ and on 
hei* return to the coast will proceed at 
once to Victoria, where she will go into 
Winter quarters.

The steamer Skeena, owned by Foley, 
Welch & Stewart, left on Sunday with 
supplies for Copper river, and will con­
tinue her trips while steamboat water 
làsgs. After that she will carry sup­
plies from Prince Rupert to tidewater 
camps only, until the first of the year, 
when she will be dry-docked until 
spring. It is reported the owners in­
tend removing her present engines, 
which were found inadequate to cope 
with the strong currents of the Skeena, 
and to replace them with more power­
ful machinery.

San Francisco, Nov. 11.—Bringing a 
tale of a severe struggle with the worst 
ice that has been encountered in the 
Far North in years, the steam whaler 
Narwhal has returned to port after a 
hard season’s cruise, which resulted in 
the catch of only three whales.

“In all my thirty years’ experience in 
the north,” said Mate John Olson, “I 
never saw so much ice nor such terrifie 
snowstorms and blizzards. Usually the 
ice floes are carried up into the Arctic 
by the current, but this year the cur­
rents seemed to be variable.”

Since the time the -Narwhal left Port 
Clarence on the 4th of July last until 
she returned to Unalaska, not a ray 
of sun fell upon the vessel. Continual 
blizaards burst from the leaden sky and 
for months the Whole vessel was incas­
ed in ice. The men worked knee deep 
In snow. All around were vast ice floes, 
which prevented the men from sighting 
the whales. After the first catch it 
was hard work, for the cold was at the 
freezing point. And during all the time 
the Narwhal spent in the north of 
Behring sea the sun was never Visible.

The Narwhal brings news of the 
death of an unknown member of the 
crew of the whaler Bowhead. Accord­
ing to the story, the man had been sent 
out across the ice. When he was some 
distance away from the vessel a bliz­
zard suddenly sprang up and shut out 
his view. For days he must have 
wandered about over the rugged ice­
bergs, for when his body was found it 
was in a pitiful state of emaciation.

The crew of the whaler William Bay- 
lies, which was crushed to pieces in an 
ice pack off Anadie bay June 12th, were 
taken aboard the Bowhead. After Cap­
tain Bodfish of the Bowhead landed the 
survivors at Nome, it is said, a mutihy 
broke out among his own crew because 
he would not let them ashore, 
steamer Corwin came to the assistance 
of the whaler and the mutiny was 
quelled. The Bowhead and the other 
members of the whaling fleet belong­
ing to this port are expected soon.

A 
rocky spit, with from' two to four fath­
oms water over it, extends from the 
south side of the arm, one mile within 
the entrance, to within one cable of 
the north shore; anchorage may be nad 
about one cable westward of the spit 
In 10 to 20 fathoms. Above the anchor­
age the water is deep, with no known 
dangers. Three miles from the entrance 
the arm turns abruptly eastward and 
ends a mile farther up in tidal flats.

There is a good watering place 
stant throuhgout the year at the water­
fall on the glacial stream on the south 
side of the head, with anchorage in 
fifteen fathoms one cable off the 
stream. A pile wharf with fc shed on 
It stands on the edge of the flats on 
the south side of the mouth of the 
tensive river that runs through the val­
ley, emptying at the north extremity of 
the flats. Coasting steamers land sup­
plies at the wharf for a mining camp 
up the river.

InVancouver, Nov. 9.—Stories of disas­
ter resulting from floods and freshets, 
following the recent heavy rains, are 
coming in from eve 
branch of the meteorological depart­
ment declares that the rainfall during 
the past week was the heaviest yet re­
corded in the history of the province. 
Local losses have been heavy. Base­
ments and cellars have been flooded in 
the wholesale section, the loss running 
up into thousands of dollars, headed 
with heavy double figures. One large 
retail store estimates its loss at consid­
erably over $10,000.

From outside sources come stories of 
heavy loss to the logging and timber­
ing interests. In the Campbell River 
district the loss is estimated at $40,000. 
The International Timber Company had 
one big boom swept out to sea by the 
flood, and others followed the same 
fate. From other streams along the 
coast come reports of losses of less 
magnitude, but of a similar nature. The 
streams were swelled to raging tor­
rents, the booms burst and were scat­
tered, and though all the tugboats 
available are busy gathering up what 
logs they can. The loss must be very- 
great.

The C. P. R. service suffered from 
the floods. Some time during Thursday 
night the rush of water and' togs down 
the Stave river brought such pressure 
against the bridge at RUskin as to 
cause it to sway sufficiently in the cen­
tre to move the rails to such an extent 
that the morning train from Vancouver 
to Seattle had to be cancelled, and both 
transcontinental trains were held up for 
a few hours.

From the creeks north of the inlet 
come reports of heavy landslides and 
Washouts. Captain Stevens’ residence 
at Moody ville had a narrow escape from 
being swept into the inlet. The over­
flow from the flume* cut a trench into 
the bank, causing a landslide about fifty 
feet wide. The slide spared the house, 
but took away the fences, flower bed's, 
sidewalk and stable, and deposited 
them all in the inlet. A landslide in 
the Lynti valley also washed away 
about 120 feet of flume near the North 
Vancouver waterworks intake.

(From Wednesday’s Daily.) 
Ernest Leffingwell, the Arctic ex­

plorer, who in company with Ejnar 
Mikkelsen planned the Anglo-Ameri­
can expedition which left here in May, 
1906, has returned from the North. He 
is the last of the party that set out 
on the Duchess of Bedford to return, 
reaching San Francisco on Saturday on 
the steam whaler Narwhal. Mr. Lef­
fingwell made many friends in Vic­
toria.

Leffingwell remained throughout the 
whole of two years alone In camp on 
the desolate shore of Flaxman Island, 
except for the companionship of two 
Esquimo families, and now back with 
the satisfaction of having made a suc­
cess of his undertakings, though the 
original scheme of the expedition was 
not entirely successful because of 
shipwreck and other adverse condi­
tions. To his credit, with the geo­
graphical societies of the world wifi 
be placed the discovery and mapping 
of three rivers of the extreme north­
ern part of Alaska, running into the 
Arctic from the south, to the eastward 
of Point Barrow and not many days 
travel apart. These rivers are the 
Koogruak, draining a territory from 
the Yukon divide to the Arctic, and 
about 150 miles in length; the Hula- 
Hula, of about the same description, t ) 
the eastward of the Koogruak, and the 
Okpcelak, also somewhat similar to the 
others, farther to the east.

The name Hula-Hula, given by the 
natives, was borrowed from sailors at 
Flaxman Island.

Fossils and furs, pelts of polar bears 
he has killed on his excursions in the 
desolate wilderness of ice and wind­
swept land and numberless specimens 
of the mineral deposits of farthest Alas­
ka are brought back by Leffingwell, in 
addition to a mass of data that will go 
to swell the memoranda of the Chi­
cago University and furnish material 
for the articles he intends to write on 
his explorations. The explorer took 
pictures as he went along and his col­
lection is considered the best that has 
ever come out of the Arctic. Many of 
these views were taken on the wonder­
ful expedition made by Leffingwell and 
Mikkelsen and a young mate, Nels 
Storgersen, over the jagged ice fields 
more than 100 miles directly north of 
Flaxman Island into a region never 
traversed by vessels. The object of 
this two months’ rough trip was to 
find new land and make soundings.

In clefts of ice so thick that it ap­
peared to be mountainous, soundings 
were made to depths of the ocean 300 
fathoms down. Time and again such 
soundings were made, the undertaking 
being sometimes attended by danger, 
and always it was the same—300 fath­
oms, or thereabouts, and this* to Capt. 
Mikkelsen and Geologist Leffingwell, 
was proof that there was neither isl­
and nor new continent within a wide 
range of their position.

In a laborious manner, zigzagging 
back and forth, traveling in every di­
rection but always forging to the north­
ward, until the latitude of 72 degrees 
was left behind, the three men toiled, 
but always with the same result- 
deep soundings and no indication of 
land or submarine shelf within hun­
dreds of miles. Only the open sea, 
stretching away to the westward 
caused them to retrace their steps. So 
they drove back, inch by inch, through 
the harrowed ice and fierce storms, 
reaching the camp at Flaxman Island 
with two weeks’ supplies left on the 
sleds.

Then the explorers found that their 
schooner, the Duchess of Bedford, was 
a total wreck, though all hands of the 
crew had been saved. The schooner 
had set in to leak soon after the ex­
plorers left on their expedition over 
the ice, and the crew, after saving 
everything of value aboard, camped 
nearby on the shore and fared well. 
But the loss of the schooner changed 
the plans of the scientists for travers­
ing the open waters, and rendered 
their chances of getting out of the 
desolate regions somewhat problemati­
cal. Speaking of his experiences, Lef­
fingwell said:

“It was in March of 1907 that we 
started out on that two months’ trip 
over the ice to the northward, search­
ing for land. But everywhere we 
sounded—it was not every day that we 
had the opportunity—we obtained such 
great depths that we did not consider 
it advisable to search farther fois land 
in that direction. Most islands along 
the mainland rise from a shelf seldom 
deeper than 100 fathoms, and every­
where we sounded we found more than 
300 fathoms. It was a new territory 
that we invaded and the ice was tre­
mendously thick and heavy.

“Though we traveled much farther, 
of course, we reached a point at least 
100 miles north of our headquarters on 
Flaxman Island which is between Point 
Barrow and Herschel Island.

“Our outfit consisted of three sleds, 
drawn by fifteen trained dogs. We 
fared well, all of us, including the dogs, 
except for the muscle-breaking fatigue 
and we were extremely fortunate to 
get back to camp.

“The return of Dr. Howe and the 
members of the crew has been told 
about and the marvelous trip of Capt. 
Mikkelsen last year over the dreary 
wilderness of North Alaska from 
Flaxman to Valdez. He was six months 
on the way, sometimes accompanied by 
a prospector and sometimes mushing 
alone. That was a great journey.

“His departure from Flaxman Island 
left me alone, of all who had gone 
north in the Duchess of Bedford. I 
had decided to remain through the 
winter and survey and do geological 
work. Most of the time I worked alone, 
but sometimes àn intelligent Esquimo 
boy helped me. There were two na­
tive families on the island.

“I spent six months of each year in

A letter was read from the 
secretary of the municipality regard­
ing the agreement forwarded froAi the 
city council, a week ago, and pointing 
out that as the Oak Bay council could 
not at present get any definite inform­
ation as to what water was going to 
cost the municipality it had decided to 
defer action on the agreement until the 
city could state what the cost to the 
municipality of water for domestic and 
municipal purposes would be.

The letter was “received and filed’’ 
or, motion of Aldermen Hall and Hen­
derson.

Although the shortage of light and 
power Is over for the time being, the 
report of City Electriêian Hutchison on 
the situation, prepared at the request 
of the city council, will be interesting 
to citizens. Mr. Hutchison finds that the 
capacity of the present water source of 
power has been outrun by the growing 
demands of the citjy, and that it is im­
perative that steps should be taken to 
provide an ample supply. He finds, how­
ever, that the company had installed 
and are installing a sufficient auxiliary 
steam plant to produce ample power, 
added to that generated at Coldstream, 
to take care of present needs. In his re­
port he says the B. C. Electric Co. is 
taking means to prevent a recurrence 
of the recent difficulties, an assurance 
given the council a few days ago by A. 
T. Goward, local manager of the com­
pany.

Mr. Hutchison’s report was read 
Tuesday night at the council meeting 
and was as follows:

Capacity or Plant. 
Gentlemen,—I have, as requested, 

made inquiry into the matter of power 
shortage recently experienced, and sub­
mit the following general report in re­
ference thereto.

The supply of energy required for 
light and power and served from the 
system operated by the British Colum­
bia Electric RaiPiv-ay Company, is pri­
marily dependent upon power derived 
from the waters of Goldstream and 
vicinity, a property owned by the Es­
quimau Water Works Company, under 
terms of contract entered into between 
the above mentioned companies. The 
daily supply of water Is not to exceed 
a maximum of 15,000,000 imperial gal­
lons per day. This amount, I presume, 
is the estimated safe capacity of the 
works, in order to provide against in­
terruption of servie^ resulting from 
failure of supply or other unforeseen 
causes, it is essential that certain plant 
should be held in reserve, the capacity 

i of said reserve being determined in 
each case according to the existing 
conditions. The greater the supply of 
power available in comparison to the 
demand, the less the investment in re­
serve plant, required and vice versa. 

The following is a statement of ca- 
! pacity of plant operated by the B. C.
, Electric Company, also extracts from 
the daily reports furnished by the local 

• manager and superintendent of thé 
company:
Capacity of plant at 

Goldstream
Reserve steam plant.... 800 kilo watts 
'At present being instal­

led in Sayward’s mills.. 500 kilo watts 
The capacity of the reserve plant is 

large and should under present condi­
tions of load take care of any short­
age of power likely to be experienced 
providing use is made of same suf­
ficiently early, the problem from the 
operating standpoint being to avoid 
unnecessary expenditure by making 
too early use of steam equipment, and 
to avoid risk of power shortage by too 
late a start of reserve.

The Reserve Plant.
During 1907 the reserve plant was 

put Into service on October 22nd and 
remained in operation until November 
22nd. I am informed that throughout 
said period the full service was ren­
dered and that it was afterwards 
found that the water supply would 
have proved adequate. It was also 
found that considerable leakage of 
water from ditches was taking place, 
•mounting to approximately 1,000,000 
gallons per day. The work of repair­
ing these defects was undertaken dur­
ing the pastvsummer, also a considera­
ble additional water storage has been 
provided. During the progress of these 
works of improvement an unavoidable 
loss of water took place, so much so 
that a shortage of water was antici­
pated. Any benefit resulting from the 

1 Increased storage capacity will, of 
course, not be available until next 
year.

During the present year reserve 
plant was put into service on August 
^7th and operated satisfactorily until 
August 28th when commutator insula­
tion broke down. Repairs to genera­
tion were completed on September 12, 
and put into service. A second break 

**e)<*OWn of insulation took place on Sep- 
wrftember 21st, and repairs were com* 

Jmleted on September 29th, and since 
J/at time has continued in service.
V Break Down Unavoidable.
Staving personally experienced con­

sidérable trouble with commutator 
; insulation break downs. I can vouch 
1 for the sudden development of these 
defects, and the difficulty of making 
repairs to same. During the progress 
of repairs in this instance I made 
several visits to the sub-station and 
work was being carried on continuous­
ly.

ANOTHER RICH GOLD
STRIKE NEAR NOME Pan-German and Jewish Fac­

tions in Conflict at 
Vienna.Find Is Considered Most Im­

portant—Will Mean Im­
petus to Mining.

Vienna, Nov. 10.—An encounter be­
tween two warring factions of students 
attending the university of Vienna re­
sulted this morning in injury to about 
100 of the young men. The cause of the 
conflict is to be found in the smoulder­
ing antagonism between the Pan-Ger­
man and the Jewish students.

The Hebrew students’ corporation 
turned up at the university at an early 
hour determined to keep the Pan-Ger­
mans out, three hundred of them 
blockading one of the main staircases. 
The Pan-Germans then stormed the 
staircase which leads to a balcony. The 
fighting for a few moments was fierce, 
but in the midst of It a portion of the 
balcony collapsed and over 100 students 
crashed to the ground. Most of them 
were injured, some seriously.

Seattle, Wash., Nov. 10.—Information 

that a strike of considerable importance 
has been made within a few miles of 
Nome City since the last boat left there 
has just been received by cable in this 
city.

The message, which came to W. Hos­
kins from Mrs. Hoskins, conveys the 
intelligence that the strike was made 
somewhere between Irene creek and 
Cunningham creek, but its exact lo­
cation is not mentioned.

Nome people who are now in Seattle 
believe, however, that the pay is a 
continuation of the streak found on 
the Lakeview claim and the other one 
or two properties in that vicinity. They 
also consider the find most important, 
as it demonstrates more fully than 
ever the fact that the third beach line 
extends farther east and is becoming 
better defined.

According to the description in the 
telegram, the discovery is some half 
dozen miles to the east of Nome City 
and about an equal distance from the 
busiest center of the diggings to the 
east on the third beach line. A con­
siderable gap exists between the place 
where the pay has been located west of 
Fort Davis and the place where the 
new strike is reported to have been 
made, and the location of the pay in 
that gap is expected to give new life 
to the placer operations on the tundra.

New Turbine Steamer Chiyo Maru 
Averages 20% Knots an Hour.

The Nagasaki Press states that the 
new turbine steamer Chiyo Maru, 13,500 
tons, left Nagasaki harbor at 8 a. m. 
ancL^returned at 3 p. m., after having 
most successfully performed her full 
speed trials. Although the contract 
speed is 19 knots, which would put her 
in the front rank of Pacific liners, the 
mean speed of the vessel for six consecu­
tive runs over the measured distance— 
about three and one-third knots—was 
20.608 knots ah hour. The speed of the 
fastest run was 21.1 knots. The Tenyo 
Maru, a sister ship, developed a mean 
speed of 20.607 knots on her official 
trials, the highest speed attained being 
20.905 knots, so that the Chiyo Maru’s 
performance was slightly’ better. The 
time occupied by the Chiyo Maru in 
stopping from full seed ahead was 3 
minutes 42 seconds and she completed 
a round turn in five minutes, the vessel 
keeping steady when turning at full 
speed.

to macadamize and grade Gladstone 
street from Belmont avenue to Shake­
speare street; to grade, macadamize 
and drain Bank street, between Oak 
Bay road and Fort street. Sunnyside 
avenue will be graded and gravelled 
and a permanent sidewalk laid on the 
south side thereof, and a permanent 
sidewalk will be constructed on the 
north side of Garbally road from the 
Gorge road to lot Al.

On the petition of Weiler Bros, and 
other owners, Gordon street, between 
Broughton and Courtney streets, is to 
be paved and permanent sidewalks put 
down, while similar work is in pro­
gress on the two latter streets.

The British America Paint Company 
complained of the condition of Belle­
ville street, between' Montreal and St. 
John streets, as being worse than be­
fore the city began to improve it. The 
road was ordered to be attended to at 
once.

Aid. Pauline drew attention to the 
need for properly safeguarding all 
trenches and piles of earth where street 
work is under way as to have no dan­
ger traps left for citizens to walk into 
at night. In view of the approaching 
rainy season Aid. Pauline insisted that 
street crossings should be kept clean, 
whether the city had the means or 
not. He was sure citizens would en­
dorse whatever the council did in this 
direction.

Provision For Future.
Regarding storage battery, installa­

tion of which mention has been made. 
A storage battery is essentially not a 
Primary source of power, but operated 
in conjunction with fluctuating load, 
such as street railway work, is capable 
of effecting considerable economy in 
water consumption by acting as a bal­
ance reservoir, as it were, to the sys­
tem and taking care of the difference 
between supply and demand.

Regarding providing against future 
power shortage. The company's offi­
cials apparently realize the necessity 
of supplementing the present source of 
supply ^nd have during the past year 
had expert engineers make surveys of 
the various probable power sources. 
Reports on the same are at present 
under consideration. No decision in 
the matter has yet been reached, but 
the local manager states that the 
necessary steps will be taken to pre­
vent any recurrence of the inconveni­
ence experienced during the past few 
weeks and which I am of the opinion 
was due to the following:

1. Shortage of water supply.
2. Break down of reserve generator.
3. Increased demand due to growth of 

city.
In conclusion, I desire ,to state that 

present conditions would indicate that 
the city's demand has exceeded the 
capacity of the present source of 
power and I consider it essential that 
steps should be taken to provide an 
ample supply to meet the rapidly in­
creasing demand. I remain, yours

(From Wednesday’s Daily.) 
Ernest Leffingwell, the Arctic ex­

plorer, who in company with Ejnar 
Mikkelsen planned the Anglo-Ameri­
can expedition which left here in May, 
1906, has returned from the North. He 
is the last of the party that set out 
on the Duchess of Bedford to return, 
reaching San Francisco on Saturday on 
the steam whaler Narwhal. Mr. Lef­
fingwell made many friends in Vic­
toria.

Leffingwell remained throughout the 
whole of two years alone in camp on 
the desolate shore of Flaxman Island, 
except for the companionship of two 
Esquimo families, and now back with 
the satisfaction of having made a suc­
cess of his undertakings, though the 
original scheme of the expedition was 
not entirely successful because of 
shipwreck and other adverse condi­
tions. To his credit, with the geo­
graphical societies of the world wi’l 
be placed the discovery and mapping 
of three rivers of the extreme north­
ern part of Alaska, running into the 
Arctic from the south, to the eastward 
of Point Barrow and not many days 
travel apart. These rivers are the 
Koogruak, draining a territory from 
the Yukon divide to the Arctic, and 
about 150 miles in length; the Hula- 
Hula, of about the same description, t > 
the eastward of the Koogruak, and the 
Okpcelak, also somewhat similar to the 
others, farther to the east.

The name Hula-Hula, given by the 
natives, was borrowed from sailors at 
Flaxman Island.

Fossils and furs, pelts of polar bears 
he has killed on his excursions in the 
desolate wilderness of ice and wind­
swept land and numberless specimens 
of the mineral deposits of farthest Alas­
ka are brought back by Leffingwell, in 
addition to a mass of data that will go 
to swell the memoranda of the Chi­
cago University and furnish material 
for the articles he intends to write on 
his explorations. The explorer took 
pictures as he went along and his col­
lection is considered the best that has 
ever come out of the Arctic. Many of 
these views were taken on the wonder­
ful expedition made by Leffingwell and 
Mikkelsen and a young mate, Nels 
Storgersen, over the jagged ice fields 
more than 100 miles directly north of 
Flaxman Island into a region 
traversed by vessels. The object of 
this two months' rough trip was to 
find new land and make soundings.

In clefts of ice so thick that It ap­
peared to be mountainous, soundings 
were made to depths of the ocean 300 
fathoms down. Time and again such 
soundings were made, the undertaking 
being sometimes attended by danger, 
and always it was the same—300 fath­
oms, or thereabouts, and this, to Capt. 
Mikkelsen and Geologist Leffingwell, 
was proof that there was neither isl­
and nor new continent within a wide 
range of their position.

In a laborious manner, zigzagging 
back and forth, traveling in every di­
rection but always forging to the north­
ward, until the latitude of 72 degrees 
was left behind, the three men toiled, 
but always with the same result- 
deep soundings and no indication of 
land or submarine shelf within hun­
dreds of miles. Only the open 
stretching 
caused them to retrace their steps. So 
they drove back, inch by inch, through 
the harrowed Ice and fierce 
reaching the camp at Flaxman Island 
with two weeks’ supplies left on the 
sleds.

Then the explorers found that their 
schooner, the Duchess of Bedford, was 
a total wreck, though all hands of the 
crew had been saved. The schooner 
had set in to leak soon after the ex­
plorers left on their expedition over 
the ice, and the crew, after saving 
everything of value aboard, camped 
nearby on the shore and fared well. 
But the loss of the schooner changed 
the plans of the scientists for travers­
ing the open waters, and rendered 
their chances of getting out of the 
desolate regions somewhat problemati­
cal. Speaking of his experiences, Lef­
fingwell said:

“It was in March of 1907 that we 
started out on that two months’ trip 
over the ice to the northward, search­
ing for land. But everywhere we 
sounded—it was not every day that we 
had the opportunity—we obtained such 
great depths that we did not consider 
it advisable to search farther for land 
in that direction. Most islands along 
the mainland rise from a shelf seldom 
deeper than 100 fathoms, and every­
where we sounded we found more than 
300 fathoms. It was a new territory 
that we invaded and the ice was tre­
mendously thick and heavy.

“Though we traveled much farther, 
of course, we reached a point at least 
100 miles north of our headquarters on 
Flaxman Island which is between Point 
Barrow and Herschel Island.

“Our outfit consisted of three sleds, 
drawn by fifteen trained dogs. We 
fared well, all of us, including the dogs, 
except for the muscle-breaking fatigue 
and wre were extremely fortunate to 
get back to camp.

“The return of Dr. Howe and the 
members of the crew has been told 
about and the marvelous trip of Capt. 
Mikkelsen last year 
wilderness of North 
Flaxman to Valdez. He was six months 
on the way, sometimes accompanied by 
a prospector and sometimes mushing 
alone. That was a great journey.

“His departure from Flaxman Island 
left me alone, of all who had 
north in the Duchess of Bedford. I 
had decided to remain through the 
winter and survey and do geological 
work. Most of the time I worked alone, 
but sometimes an intelligent Esquimo 
boy helped me. There were two na­
tive families on the island.

“I spent six months of each year in 
sledding and fi^d work, and on my 
trips found two py three prospectors

Although the shortage of light and 
power is over for the time being, the 
report of City Electrician Hutchison on 
the situation, prepared at the request 
of the city council, will be interesting 
to citizens. Mr. Hutchison finds that the 
capacity of the present water source of 
power has been outrun by the growing 
demands of the citiy, and that it is im­
perative that steps should be taken to 
provide an ample supply. He finds, how­
ever, that the company had installed 
and are installing a sufficient auxiliary 
steam plant to produce ample power, 
added to that generated at Goldstream, 
to take care of present needs.

The supply of energy required for 

light and power and served from the 
■ystem operated by the British Colum­
bia Electric Raiftvay Company, is pri­
marily dependent upon power derived 
from the waters of Goldstream and 
vicinity, a property owned by the Es­
quimau Water Works Company, under 
terms of contract entered into between 
the above mentioned companies. The 
daily supply of water Is not to exceed 
a maximum of 15,000,000 imperial gal­
lons per day. This amount, I presume, 
is the estimated safe capacity of the 
works, in order to provide against in­
terruption of servie^ resulting from 
failure of supply or other unforeseen 
causes, it is essential that certain plant 
should be held in reserve, the capacity 

I ©f said reserve being determined in 
each case according to the existing 

; conditions. The greater the supply of 
power available in comparison to the 
demand, the less the investment in re­
serve plant, required and vice versa.

The following is a statement of ca­
pacity of plant operated by the B. C.
; Electric Company, also extracts from 
the daily reports furnished by the local 
manager and superintendent of the 
company :

The capacity of the reserve plant is 

large and should under present condi­
tions of load take care of any short­
age of power likely to be experienced 
providing use is made of same suf­
ficiently early, the problem from the 
operating standpoint being to avoid 
■unnecessary expenditure by making 
too early use of steam equipment, and 
to avoid risk of power shortage by too 
late a start of reserve.

The Reserve Plant.
During 1907 the reserve plant was 

put into service on October 22nd and 
remained in operation until November 
22nd. I am informed that throughout 
said period the full service was ren­
dered and that it was afterwards 
found that the water supply would 
have proved adequate. It was also 
found that considerable leakage of 
water from ditches was taking place,
•mounting to approximately 1,000,000 
gallons per day. The work of repair­
ing these defects was undertaken dur- 
ing^the pastxsummer, also a considera­
ble additional water storage has been 
provided. During the progress of these 
works of improvement an unavoidable 
Joss of water took place, so much so 
that a shortage of water was antici­
pated. Any benefit resulting from the 
Increased storage capacity will, of 
course, not be available until next 
year.

During the present year reserve 
plant was put into service on August 
^7th and operated satisfactorily until 
August 28th when commutator insula­
tion broke down. Repairs to genera­
tion were completed on September 12, 
and put into service. A second break 

widown of insulation took place on Sep- 
fttember 21st, and repairs were com­
peted on September 29th, and since

^Saving personally experienced con­

sidérable trouble with commutator 
insulation break downs.

Nome City since the last boat left there 
has just been received by cable in this 
city.

The message, which came to W. Hos­
kins from Mrs, Hoskins, conveys the 
intelligence that the strike was made 
somewhere between Irene creek and 
Cunningham creek, but its exact lo­
cation is not mentioned.

Nome people who are now in Seattle 
believe, however, that the pay is a 
continuation of the streak found on 
the Lakeview claim and the other one 
or two properties in that vicinity. They 
also consider the find most Important, 
as it demonstrates more fully than 
ever the fact that the third beach line 
extends farther east and is becoming 
better defined.

According to the description in the 
telegram, the discovery is some half 
dozen miles to the east of Nome City 
and about an equal distance from the 
busiest center of the diggings to the 
east on the third beach line. A con­
siderable gap exists between the place 
where the pay has been located west of 
Fort Davis and the place where the 
new strike is reported to have been 
made, and the location of the pay in 
that gap is expected to give new life 
to the placer operations on the tundra.

In order to have a closer oversight 
over the sealing vessels which were 
operating in Japanese waters the cap­
tain went to Yokohama in 1890 and at 
that city and at Hakodate he spent 
several years and made many friends. 
He also made several trips to London 
on business connected With the seal­
ing industry.

Captain Cox is survived by his wife 
whom he married at Montevideo, his 
sister, Mrs. Jordan, who is living In 
this city; and his brother, Captain 
WJlltam Cox, well known as a pilot in 
this city. He also had four sisters liv­
ing: Mrs. flairs, whose husband is a 
member of the firm pf Stairs, Son, & 
Morrow, of Halifax; Mrs. C. P. Mc­
Dougall, of Maitland, Nova Scotia; Mrs. 
Harris, wife of Captain C. L. Harris, 
of the steamer Salvor; and Mrs. Ferris, 
wife of Captain Ferris, manager at San 
Francisco of the Union Oil Company’s 
steamships.

There were also three other brothers, 
Captain Rupert Cox, who died in 1906, 
Captain Charles who died In 1881 and 
Captain Clarence, who died when tak­
ing a sterntvheeler to Dawson in 1901.

The interpellations regarding, this 
interview which has been character­
ized as highly indiscreet, were taken 
up by Herr Basserman, a National 
Liberal, who in opening the debate, ex­
pressed a hearty desire for.the contin­
uance of friendly relations with 'for­
eign countries and said he thought 
that only a small proportion of the 
German people was unfriendly to Great 
Britain. The personal element in for­
eign politic* was dangerous, he de­
clared, and the higher a man efood, 
the greater care he should take of hi* 
utterances. Responsible officials should 
examine- their remarks. The National 
Liberals did not desire the resignation 
of Chancellor Von. Buelow, but they 
did want the elimination of the per­
sonal element from the conduct of for­
eign affairs as Its continuance was 
bound to bring failure. Great Britain 
had been stirred to greater naval pre­
parations by the Emperor's utterances, 
he said, and Germany’s relations had 
become worse with well nigh all the 
principal powers, but especially with 
France, Russia, Great Britain and 
Japan.

STRIKE RICH LEAD..are you going to deny your consequent 
responsibility towards the Empire? 
Does an honest man den>£ his debts ? 
Is it true that Hpn. William Temple- 
man has gone down to defeat in the 
ultra-English city of Victoria for the 
crime of courageous loyalty to the in-, 
terests of the British Empire? It is a 
Tory journal which says so. If it Is 
true then I say shame upon the city of 
Victoria. And I say shame upon Mr. 
R. L. Borden for the utter disregard of 
the interest of the British Empire which 
he revealed in his attitude on this Jap­
anese question. Yes, much greater 
shame. I can admit some excuse for 
the British Columbia people if, invaded 
and threatened as you were by Chinese, 
Jap and Hindu, threatened by a gen­
uine peril, you lost sight for the mo­
ment in the immediate stress, and men­
ace of the situation of the wide Imper­
ial problem involved and demanded 
speedy and drastic action to stop the 
invasion. But no such excuse can be 
admitted for the political leader who 
sought to make use of your stress and 
danger for his own petty political ad­
vantage which Mr. Borden plainly did. 
That is exactly what he did.

Borden Sought Party Gain.
“In this matter just as in the provin­

cial subsidies matter, Mr. Borden de­
liberately cast from hjm the part of 
the patriot and statesman, the part of 
the careful and responsible public man 
anxious to heal discord and allay dis­
content, and he assumed to his lasting 
discredit and to the lasting discredit of 
the party which he. leads and which was 
led in days gone by with very different 
aims and different success by Sir John 
Macdonald, Sir John Thompson, Sir 
Mackenzie Bowell and Sir Charles Tup- 
per, the part of the small-bore and 
scheming politician.

Laurier. But can I believe my ears 
and eyes?

The Japanese Problem.
“Ase bearing on the other subject* that 

relating to Japanese immigration, let 
me first quote a couple of sentences 
from Lord Milner’s speech last week 
at Toronto. Loçd Milner said : ‘Citi­
zenship of the Empire is an immense 
privilege,’ and discussing the means of 
promoting the Empire’s unity he said: 
‘We must arrive at the best system by 
actually practising co-operation with 
the instruments ready to our hand and 
on the problems immediately before us.’

“Surely we are all agreed on the first 
statement. We all want to continue to 
live and delevop under the British flag 
and British institutions, and as part of 
the British Empire. Beyond the senti­
mental bond which is strong, surely I 
do not need to argue that our member­
ship in the world’s greatest Empire 
brings us immense material advantage. 
Lord Milner’s words are literally true. 
‘An immense privilege.’ 
equally true that the possession of priv* 
liege always entails responsibility.

“As to the advisability, nay the ne­
cessity of stopping and for the future 
excluding Japanese immigration from 
British Columbia there is no longer any 
difference of opinion. Sir Wilfrid Laur­

JUDGMENT GIVEN ON
AGENT’S COMMISSION

The «ara of Poundkeeper W. H. Craig 
must have tingled about 10 o’clock Tuesdav 
evening. At that time the city council 
was discussing his manner of fulfilling 
his duties, and a couple of the aldermen 
spoke pretty plainly. At the end the 
Mayor was left to deal with him, and to 
intimate that if he does not impound 
more cows—but especially if he does not 
catch some dogs—he will be In an awk­
ward position.

Aid. Mable complained that a great 
many cattle were straying on streets in­
side the limits, coming in from outside. 
"Citizens had endeavored to get the pound- 
keeper, but in vain, and he had a num­
ber of letters of complaint. He did not 
say the poundkeeper was not doing his 
duty, but there was no doubt that city 
streets were pestered with animals from 
outside. He advocated making the pound 
fee for cattle $5 and having a sliding scale 
of something like $10 for a second case, 
$15 for a third and so on. Aid. Mable 
warned the council that this matter must 
be faced and threshed out some time.

“There is no use In having by-laws un­
less they are enforced,” said Aid. Hall, 
author of the dog clauses of the pound 
by-law. “I see Just as many dogs as 
ever on the streets. I understand the new 
pound by-law is in full force, so far as 
concerns dogs which are not tagged, but 
the poundkeeper is making no efforts to 
catch dogs without tags, although you 
can see them on Government street every 
day. He will have to be brought up with 
a round turn.” i

“I know he is impounding cattle all the 
time, and has one to be 'sold to-morrow 
afternoon if It is not claimed,” said the 
Mayor.

“And I know he has had rfo dogs at the 
pound for a long time,” Aid. Hall de­
clared with emphasis.

The Mayor remarked that at this sea­
son of the year untagged dogs were gen­
erally weeded out, and not many found 
their way to the pound.

“Aldermen Mable and Hall are quite 
right,” said Aid. Cameron. “Our pound- 
keeper is not doing his duty. In my opin­
ion, he is not a satisfactory man, and he 
seems to be of the notion that he won’t 
catch dogs. He is getting a big salary, 
an assistant, horses and wagons and a 
percentage on dogs, and everything else 
he wants, and still he won’t catch dogs. 
I do not know about cows, but dogs are 
still running about the streets. You can 
see them on Government or any other 
street without any tag on, and many 
without even a collar. . This council should 
put it up to Mr. Poundkeeper to do his 
duty or quit his job.”

In the whole history of the diseases 
of man, there is none, I apprehend, the 
course of which, throughout the ages, 
has left a stronger and more terrible 
record or -one less marked, less ob­
trusive and less in keeping with the 
stupendous, devastating limits of its 
sway, than the malady commonly 
known as consumption.

Lacking the gruesome plcturesque- 
ness of plague or pestilence; not tragic 
or startling, but merely deadly, it has 
consistently maintained the even tenor 
of its way, a peculiar disease, sheltered 
from the public eye and practically un­
checked and unmolested, by reason of 
its significant peculiarities.

The short and simple annals of tu­
berculosis in British Columbia in no 

The lieutenant-governor replied as Way differ from the common order in 
follows: this respect. Sad and pitiful enough in

detail, here as elsewhere, regarded in 
the abstract, its course is absolutely 
devoid of incident or thrilling general 
interest.

It was not, therefore, to any out­
break of special virulence, any abnor­
mal -prevalence, or any endemic inci­
dence whatever, that the anti-tubercu­
losis movement in this province owes 
its origin. It was merely an echo of 
the belated, sudden reveille, which has 
recently been sounded and rings 
throughout all civilized lands to-dây, 
the herald of an unsuspected terror, 
which has electrified into strenuous 
action economist, scientist and citizen 
alike, throughout all the nations of the 
earth. The outcry pf the people against 
the ghastly holocaust wherein their 
thousands perish, sacrificed by default 
to a preventible cause ; the bitter uni­
versal cry of humanity for drastic rem­
edial measures, in the voice of the first 
law of nature.

The first definite public step was 
taken on the 21st January, 1904, when 
at Victoria, a largely attended public 
jineeting was held in the city hall to 
consider the question.

The amount subscribed to date for

Do Thyself No Harm. /
The subject of the address, which was

The Still Small Voice.
“Don't let your consciences be blight­

ed. Remember the voice of conscience 
speaking in the night—the bit of God 
in ourselves—as someone has so power­
fully put it. If people slay their con­
sciences, it passes beyond the power of 
man to revive them.”

Having passed in review the danger 
of bad companionship, the commission­
er proceeded : “You are not only re­
sponsible for companionship as far as 
flesh anil blood is concerned, but you 
are responsible for the companionship 
that you give to books you read, the 
literature you take.

Mr. President, Ladies and Gentle­
men,—It ia a very great pleasure to me
