It was but a few minates how-
ever when dlie was again aroused by the
coughing of the ex-premier and on going
to the bedside found him in a helpless
condition. The coughing caused the

snd noble man into the land of rest, in
the presence of his mother, wife and
daughter Florence and Miss Noe Clerks.
He was conscious up to his death but
was unshle to express his thoughts in
words.

St, Stephon people will nourn their
lose, as to his vigilance is due much of
the educational and legielutive advance-
ment of the community as well as that of
the business and social interests. Bene-
volent noble and vigilant, he was ' justly
loved by all who knew him.

He was a member of St. Stephen en-
campment of Knights Templar, Sussex
Lodge F. and A. Masons and a past prin-
cipal of the Royal Arch chapter. He wae
b4 years 9 months old and was one of the
most suvcessful politicians who ever sat in
a New Brunswick legislature.

He became first surveyor-general in
Premier Blair's administration and at the
defeat ¢f Hon. David McLellun, was
promoted to the position of Provincial-
Secretary, which office he held uotil last
year when Hon. A. G. Blair tetired from
the pr hip aod d him as his
successor.

He became leader of the gov-
ernment and Attorney-General of the
province.

Unfortunately, Mr. Mitchell has not
enjoyed good health:since he was selected
for the high office which he held, and
 therefore was unable to. accomplish what
otherwise he no doubt would have done.
He was a man who was much beloved by
those who knew him, a kind parent and
good huosband. Fu debate he wasin-
clined rather to be coucillistery .than
otherwise, but he had the repntatioa in
the legislature of being a good fighter.

No pnblic or private scandal has ever
been connected with his name. and -it is
doubtful if he has left anyone behind who
knew him well who dues not sincerly re-
gret his death, at a compsratively esrly
age. As the répresenta’ive of Charlotte
county, M. Mitchell enjoyed greac popu-
larity, and in no partof the province will
bis death be moure greatly mourned than
in the constituency he so long representsd.

His work in that constituency is to be
found all over it, but the Iuternationsl
bridge at St. Stephen which was largely
brought about by his devotion to the in-
terests of the commercial wmetropolis of
Charlotte, will stand long «s a monument
of his industry and peruverenee

: Thefact 1hat, in 1884, a prohibitory
amendment, was added to the constitu-
fion' of Maine, and that in 1890 a proposal
to repeal the amendnent was empbatical-
ly vuted down, is often given as sufficient
answer to the evidence that prohibition
does not prohibit.” But no one doubts
thst'a large msjority of the people were
enthusiastic abataivers before 1846; and
the temperance organizations ouce con-
wverted to prohibition have tinued to
fight it out on that line ever since. In
this; s in the case of Mahomet, Carlyle’s
guestion is the crucial one—*‘How did he
‘gat his sword?” By moral means; but,
alas! baving gotten it thus, he had not
aofficient faith 10 humanity or in his mes-
sage to trust to spiritaa] force. He fell
back on coercien, and his successors have
‘reated on it ever since. As we Christians
:have sgain and again manifested similar
dack of faith, we must not be too hard on
Matiomet; but there is no need for us to
ipnéinue imitating him.

.~  MADE A PARTY QUESTION.

Tbe question of probibition in Maine
m became a party one, and so it has
{ remained. Iu. 1884 the coustitutional
améhdment was adopted by the Republi-
oans, theé country was on the eve of a
Presidential election, and men, many of
whom hated the measure, had to pay the
price for prohibitionist support. Yet the
total vote was very small. In 1890 re-
peal would have been equivalent to de-
claring the failure of Republican policy in
the State, and that admission the leaders
of the dominant party could not aftord.
Here we can see a great evil that has re-
sulted from prohibition. A wmovement
which began on & lofty moral plane has
become merely the football of partisan
politics.. The trained investigators already
quoted give the following evidence:—
sMen in sympathy with the arm of pro-
hibition complain that the temperance
work which formerly reached the masses,
hes degenerated into meetiogs for politi-
cal purposes, or that the agitation for
sbstinénce has become a ory for police
and détective methode. The identifica-
tion of great temperance organizations
with party politics has crippled their in-
flnence as popular moral agents, however
much jt may have aided the election of
oftivials chosen for prohibitory purposes.”
D.aling with this poiat of the r1elation of
politics to prchibition, the writers |uint
out ite baleful effects :—‘‘Men asume s
friendly atiitude towards the law in
whichithey disbelieve. The question of
enforcement depends mairly on political
exigencies, which again depend on the
state of public opinion. A full-blown
hypocrisy must result from this method
of dealing with prohibition. Nowhere is
it sa blatant as in the Legislative halls,
where men lend their votes in support of
restrictive mecasures of which they not
only disspprove, but violate openly and
even grossly. The corrapting influence
of a large socia] element thriving in de-
fiance of.all law needs no further elucids-
tion'; bribery, perjury, and official dis-
!,onor follow it."™

¢ gNDED IN FAILURE.

Whlt a in'ry énding for s noble crasade !
Is not sudié. a ebate of things, in public and
pnv;b Nife; icfivitely more odious in the
sight.of God and man than if there wasas
much drinking in the State of Maine as
there is, say, in Eagland, Scotlsnd, Ireland,
Sweden or evenin Canada? But there is
uo need of argament on the point at issue.
Prohibitionists admit frankly that in Maine
the law dees wuot ptohibit. Oa this I
submit, not my own testimony, or the
teetimony of ‘friends, or of the correspon-

Prohibition, then, has been morally a
failure, even when applied only to a homo-
geneous Province or State, with a strong
public opinionin favor of the law. What
would happen if the experiment were tried
on the mingled races mot yet fused into
racial or national unity, scattered over the
vast areas of the Dominion of Canada?
Little reflection is needed to convince us
that its failure would be more certsin and
more disastrous.

INAPPLICABLE IN CITIES.

It is admitted that probibition requires
for ite success a vigorous public opinion in
its favor. Its advocates should therefore
insist on secnring a positive majority of the
electorate before calling for the enactment
of the law. That is not their usual attitude.
It is also admitted that the law fails most
conspicuously in large centres of population.
Consequently, Massachusetts after trying
probib:tion for several years gave it up in
1874. Dauring the later years of the trial no
serious attempts were made to enforce the
law in cities like Boston, in spite of the
strong Puritan element in them and the
resolute Republican spirit which feels that
of disobedi to law is & die-
grace to the commonwesalth. But when the
epithets ‘‘rum-ruled” snd “‘rum-ridden” are
to this day applied by - the prohibitionists
themselves to small cities like Portland,
Lewiston and Bangor what chance wounld

ere be of enforcing prohibition in Montreal,
ipcto, Quebec and other Canadian cities ?

the subject, and it it well some
times to koep discussions on a h\gher pl.ne

ations cannot indeed be dungnrdod, and
those who make light of the summary des-
truction of the property and industries of
others ought at least to give a thought to
the intense hatreds sare to be engendered in
the minde of hundreds ruined and thousands
thrown out of work. These sufterers would
do everything in their power to defy, evade
aod discredit the law. From hating coercion
they would pass inevitably to hatred even

will vote against prohibition. Are ws
going to coerce whole Provinces or deprive
them of the Frovincial and municipal
revenues which come from the liquor traffic ?
Let us not forget that those two Provinces
and the Youkon Territory are . peculiarly
open to the operations of smugglers and
illicit manufacturers, We are having a
taste of this fact, even under a license
system, as has been shown. But general
public opinion now is against the smuggler.
Then it would be on his side. \What chance
would there be of enforcing a prohibitory
law in the pining camps and ecities of
British Colambis or along the creeks that
run into the Youkon? This great river of
Alasks is the open road all the way from St.
Michael’s, in the United States, up to Daw-
son and to the other ‘‘cities” that will
spring into  existence, like Jonah’s
gourd and flit from place to place with
their inhabitants,” leaving #s little tracs
as the tents of the Arabs. Along this broad,
open summer roddway supplies will be s:nt
op. Of what the demand for whiskey is
lkely to be anyone who knows placer
pioneers can tell us, To these adventurers
a drivk is as neoessary as a smoke, and if
we are going to stop their giog we had
better begin to enlist an army at once and
turn the whole Mounted Police force into
detectives. Then we might be able to sub-
stitate ‘‘split” for more wholesome or
less poisonous liquore, but that would be
all, The flow of bad whiskey could be no
more stopped than the flow of the Yukon.
FRONTIER DIFFICULTIES.

Again, let us not forget this outstanding
fact of our geographical position, that our
frontier marches with the United States for
thoussnds of miles. To illustrate what this
would mean unoder a8 Dominjon prohibitory
law, let a thoughtful husiness man, of well-
known temperance sympathies, in anyone
of our border towns, write's letter to The
Globe dealing with the one point of the
probable results there snd in the town on
the other side of the river or boundary
line. What would be the result in Sarnia,
for instance, and in Port Huroo? One
thing is certain,that the hearts of the liquor-
sellers and of merchants generally in Port
Huron would be made glad.

We may assume, then, that the law
would be a failure in the Provinces and
Territories specified, in our large cities and
along the border and wherever public
opinion was not in its favor. Experience
shows that thé local authorities would de-
cline to enforce it, and if 8 Dominion Con-

bulary were appointed nothibg certain
would be geived in the end, save enormous-
ly increased expense. To discredit local
self-government in a vain attempt to defeat
the will of the people of a Province would
be a fios achievement for any government,
Liberal or Conservative! The penalty
might be raised from fines to imprisoument,
but all experience shows that it is chen

ible to obtain convicti in liquor

disg its civ that nalifi of
the liquor law is widespread and open, that
whole communities are compelled to con-
sent to a shameless, illegal traffic, that
county officials work the law for p urposes
of revenue, and that long continned famil.
isrity with illegal ram-selling has begotten,
ina ber of citizens, a disr t of the
authority of the law in general.”

More. of the same could be given, but
this is enough. Good men are not going
to work hard to serve such ends.

Bemorkable th 004 of ths Tacht

Daring her last trisl run over s measared
mile on the Hudson River, the 80-foot
yacht “Ellide” made the remarkable speed
of 36.89 miles an hour. This places her far
ahead of any steam yacht, large or small, in
the world. The fastest steamship of any
kind afloat to-day is the ‘‘Tarbinia,” an
experimental torpedo boat, propelled by the
Parsons steam turbine, which has a record
of 40.35 miles per hour. The “Ellide” is
80 feet long, 8 feet 4 inches beam and 3 feet
6 inches draught. She is of composite con-
straction, with steel frames and scantlings
aod mahogany skin. The motive power
is furnished by a quadruple expansion
engine, with cylinders of 9, 13, 18 and 24
inches diameter and 10 inches stroke.
The mile course over which the run was
made was measared by the United States
Coast Survey.—[Sc. Am.

Monetoa’s Big Fire.

Moncrox, Dec. 20. —Christmas week was
ushered in with one of the most disastrous
fires in the history of Moncton, and as &
result this morning the wholesals store of
F. P. Reid & Co., the Central bookstore,
Connors’ restaurant, the Montreal fur store,
Mrs. Dobson’s millinery establishment, and
the residences over the three latter ace s
mass of rains.

Last night about 11 o’clock Mr. Walter
Stanfield, manager of the Central bookatore,
visited the store and ligbted a fire. Within
halé sn hour smoke was noticed coming
from the establishment and an alarm rung
in, but before the firemen arrived the fire
had spread with such npldlty that the
bookstore was a mass of ﬁnme-, and the
five had penetrated into the adjoining bar-
ber shop of John 3ioore.

Owing to th> cold snap of the past two
days the hydrants were frozen, and a water
supply was secured with difficulty. By the
time water in force was obtained the
flames had penetrated into Reid & Co’s.
wholesale establishment, and within fifteen
minutes after the discovery of the fire Reid
& Co.’s, the Central bookstore and Moore’s
barber shop were in flames.

A heavy westerly wind was blowing and
it was feared that the fice: wonld spread to
the block on the east side of Wesley street,
but owing to the gallant efforts of the fire-
men this was prevented, and when the
walls of Reid & Co.'s establishment fell all
fear in this respect vavished, and the fire-
men then procseded to prevent the advance
of the fire westerly, and after fighting the
tlames with energy and determination they
eventually, at five o’clock this morning,
after five hours’ hard work, got the conflag-
ration under control, not, however, before
the above named buildings wers ablolntely
destroyed.

Reid & Co.’s building and the Central
baokstore were buraed to the ground, and
only portions of the walls of the ogher
buildings remain.

The Komandor Svend Foya.

The tug “Aid"” apd the Bamsgate lifeboat
“Bradford” put ount to -her sseistance, and
the tug was fortunate enough ¢o get hold of
her. The lifeboat pat six men-on board to
assist in working the ship to London, to
which port she was bound  from ‘Dslhousie
with' a cargo. of spruce timber.

For a Small Flock,

Those desirons of keeping 20 or 80

-fowls will find the octagonal style of

bouse more economical in room thau
the oblong house and rather more orna-
mental. It is placed on piles to prevent
the encroachment of rats and cther ani-
mals that prove so destroctive tp eggs
and fowls when not properly protected,
The structure is not a costly cne. Any

berson used to handling tools can con-
struct it at a 1erely nominal expense,
adding orvamentation to the structure
28 he desirer. This building is 10 feet
in dinweter and 614 feet high.

The space beneath this
floor is appropriated to nests, 12 in
number, 15 inches wide, 18 inches deep
and 18 inches long.

well known the hen is partial to, the
front is latticed with strips of lath. By
this arrangement a free oirculation of
air is admitted, which adds much to
she comfort of the hens while sitting.

SMALL POULTRY HOUSE.
Something That Caa Be Had at & Nomine}
Cost,

Oftentimes the keeper of a small flock
of hens does not feel that he can afford
an expensive house for his poultry. The
lumber for it might not ocost much,
but i$ might be necessary to have a caz-
pentey built it, which would materially
add to its cost, says a writer in Rural
New Yorker. This is frequently the
state' of affairs in town, where the
chickens have to be kept in an inclo-
sure. In such a place was recently seen
s poultry house which was simply an
upright piano box. Such a box may fre-
quently be bought in town very cheap
from some one who has no place to store
it, and jf arranged as described will
make & desirable home for ten cr a
dozen chickens with ‘‘the lord of the
flock.’’ The box was set up on bricks,
two high, to allow a free circulation of
air under it in the summer. The up-
right front was fastened flrmly to the
sides, after a hole was ont at one side
to.allow the fowls free passage. Inside

-laths were nailed over the cracks, and
in the fall the entire inside was shesthed
with building paper, making it warm
pod cozy. The slanting front was ar-
ranged to work op hinges, being hinged
to the upright front so that jt conld be

. brought forward when raised, Inside

cleats were attached the width of a
window eash, and in this & sash was
‘fastened, arranged so as to slide under
the oover. The ocover, by the way, was
-sawed in half so that the part covering
the .glass could be raised and the other
balf remain closed. The expense of this"
house was small, and the labor neces-
sary to put it in shape did not require

- | the glass front, and the whole made a

warm, light honse, The nests were ar-
ranged so that they could be easily
reached by letting down the cover.

A: Fine Table Fowl,

The Cornish Indian game stands to-
"day as perhaps the best table fowl. No
domestic fowl in the world equals it
in this particular. Its only equal is
phegsant or
partridge. It is wonderful how so much
flesh can be hid away under such few
feathers., These fowls are compactly
built, closely feathered and of remark-
able weight for the appearance they pre-
gent to the eye. They possess a marvelous
development of breast, which is a solid
chunk of meat, stont thighs and a fine
rounded body, frem which there is very
littlo waste in dressing. They are bardy,
vigorous- and full of emergy, but not
figbters, as many people may think from
the name they have. They are as peace-
able as any of the larger breeds.

.- - Of course the male will npt allow any

introders in bis yard and will protect
‘his harem, He will not share it with
another male. Any vigorous male will
do the same. For early development
and brpilers po- breed equals the Cor-
nish Indian game. Take the heaviest
breed we haye—the light Brahmas—
batch them a$ the same time, and in
three months weigh them. The Indian
game will be found on toP. While the
Brabma is putting on a lot of feathers
the little game’s strength is going to
flesh. The Indiay game will also pre-
sent the best appearance en the table—
very plump body aund flesh of such fine
flavor. - If yon want a good supply of
eggs, give them a good range and throw
all the grain in litter, so they must
goratch for it. Make them rustle for all
they get if you want a good egg supply.
In fattening for market, give all the
oorn they wapt, The result wil] be sur-
prisiug. :
Money In Rare Fowls.

Elbert Bogart, who died recently in
Roslyn, N. Y., from a paralytic stroke,
was 8 years old and Jeft a large
estate. He was a bacheloy without near
relatives, and speculation is rife as to
how he disposed of his property. Mr.
Bogart, when 86 years old, received
$100 from his father as a start. He
borrowed an additional $3,000 and
purchased a farm. Eight years later he
spld it for £8,000, Soon afterward he
was said to be worth $50,000. His farm
was a_profitable one. At one time he
"had ‘mope than 100 varieties of potatoes.

Then he turned his attention to rare
pouitry, and for egga of choice breeds
he received as high as $100 each. This
was when the finer varieties were not
8o ccmmon. One of his $100 invest-
ments was for four silver laced ban-
tams imported from England, Qpe of
them died on the way over. No. 2
lived to lay one egg on Long Island,
and then died. No. 8 was a banber
fowl and started out by laying 15 eggs,
then, after a rest, laid 15 more, when
she died. Of the 80 eggs, 25 produced
valuable stock, apd 14 paiys of chicks

sold for $25 cach,

A Common Mistake.,

Hero ig a plea for thercughbreds that
will be taken for what it is worth. It
was taken frcm The New Eugland
Farmer and will be gencrally indorsed
by the fancier:

““Outof the millicns of crossbred and
mongrel chickens raised each year in
this country, probably not a half dozen
bave ever been worth perpetuating, and
the list might be reduced to two as the
only ones that have ever attained any
pepularity—the Plymouth Rocks and
the Wyandottes,

‘“In each of these every cross that was
made was made by intelligent and ex-
perienced breeders, who, having a defi-
nite idea of what they desired, carefully
considered not only the breeds to be
used, but 1he distinct strain of the breed,
aud having attained near their ideal in
form ard feather it yet took yeara more
of as careful inbreeding and of weeding
out of the poorer specimens and all that
showed a tendenoy to revert to some
one of the original breeds to fix the type
80 that it could be relied unpon as fixed
%o breed true in form, sise and feathey.'*

His Queer Fowls.

According to a Lancaster (Ky.) spe-
cial, a prominent farmer named R. L.
Elkins has devoted several years to rais-
ing domestio fowls of different breeds
and has now on hand a few fowls which
are attraoting attention. They are a
oross between the Minoros and a fowl
which was sent him by his friend
Colonel John Miller, now United States
oonsul at Falkland islands, which in
many respects resembles the parrot,
though not so clumsy.

The fowls weigh about three pounds,
have sharp claws, a long beak slightly
curved, large yellow eyes, a white crest,
dark green plumage and an intelligent
expression. They fly rapidly, and, al-
though domesticated, they have a tend-
ency to roam for hours at a time. He
calls them ‘‘minims’’ because of their
size. From the time they come from the
shell they are easily handled and are
fond of human society, always mani-
festing a disposition to imitate human
action and make articulate sounds ap-
proximating the language of the parrot.
They are nonsitters, but their eggs will
hatch in 14 days. They will only roost
in trees or on the roof of a house, On
the approach of a stranger they make a
shrill olatter like the guinea fowl, and
when anything unusual is about to oo-
ocur they make a loud noise whioch
sounds like the words ‘‘Look out!”
Their timely warning is invaluable in
many iustances. If a dog or any other
animal ventures into their inclosure, he
meets with such a reception as to insure
a speedy departure, with no inclination
to return. The sharp curved beak and
sharp claws have inflicted many wounds
on intruders.

Some Good Crosses.

The following crosses are recommend-
ed by experienced breeders;

White Wyandotte cock with Light
Brahma hens for light roasters and
good winter layers.

Black Minorca with Black Langshan
for light roasters (where white meat js
no objection) and grand winter layers,

White Leghorn with Light Brahma
for good Juyers and table carcasses.

Brown Leghorns with Partridge’ or
Buff Cochins for similar purposes.

Game with Partridge Cochin for su-
perior table qualities.

Plymouth Rock with Langshap, ar
vice versa, for heavy roasting fowle,

Houdan cock with any of the Ameri.
ean or Asiatic hens for No, 1 broilers,
roasters or winter layers.

THOROUGHBREDS.

Why and How They Are Superior Im s
Business Seuse,

It seems of all classes of people that
our farmers are the slowest to appre-
ciate the advantages of thoroughbred
stock, says the American Cultivator. Is
it because they are - ignorant, stupid,
obstinate or indifferent? We can hardly
call them ignorant, and but few, if suc-
cessful in their general farm work, can
be called stupid. Some are very obsti-
nate, but the majority, we consider, are
indifferent. It is that old indifference
which is characteristic in them concern-
ing thipgs in which they do not take a
special interest. Fowls have been neg-
lected so long on farms that it is a ditf-
cult matter to change this indifference
for i:gerest. Wecan hardly blame them
for not taking any great amount of in-
terest in what is known as the farmer’s
hens. They are ocertainly not pictur-
esque, and with the exception of the
varied and oftentimes beautiful plumage
of the males are not attractive ta look
at. Their useful gualities should not,
as a rule, endear them to the farmer,
for they are decidedly at a low ebb in
this particular. Yet it is a very hard
task to convinoe our farmer friends
that their flocks can be improved. To
them the neglected hen will always re-
main the only animal on the farm to
suffer this neglect, and if they are per-
suaded to improve the quality we fear
the same negleot will continue.

The first step which some of them
have been induoced to take in the way of
improvement is by buying a thorough-
bred male of some known egg producing
variety (for eggs are the height of the
farmer’s poultry ambition) sad epossing
him with their common dunghills.
This has often given them most exoel-
lent results, & decided increase in egge
and a better type of market fowl. But
the benefits of the first senson have not
been appreciated, and tHe crossing has
not been renewed, and the result is back
they go to common dunghills, and the
thoroughbred male is lost in the mix-
ture of the smcceeding seasons. The
common excuse is lack of time to ‘‘both-
er with the hens.”’

Of course those offering such an ex-
cuse and showing so much indifference
are almost hopeless, and perbaps it were
better to pass them hy, yet, as the con-
stant dropping wears away the stone,
we are convinced that many a farmer’s
flock of today is & great improvement
on those of ten years ago. The vast
strides made in general poultry culture
bave been the means of distributing a
better quality of fowl throughout the
country, and the farmer has perhaps un-
intentionally oollected a better laying
flock.

Oan we not go a step farther and in-
duce them to adopt thoroughbreds en-
tirely? Let us show where they are su-
perior. In the firss place, it stands to
reason that any strain of fowls careful-
ly brod and with, we will say, the ob-
ject of egg production as most important
can be brought to a higher degree of ex-
cellence in this particular than the com-
mon every day dunghill. Now can the
farmer understand this reason? With
him ‘‘seeing is believing ;’' therefore let
him buy a small flock of ten thorough-
bred Plymouth Rocks, the onlls of some
first clgss breeder, which can be had at
this season at a reasonable figure. Let
him run them side by side with his
dunghills and jn;\ge for himself. Of
ocourse we expect they will be as much
neglected as his common flock, but still
a neglected thoronghbred will do better
than a neglected dunghill.

In the' second place he will have a
better carcass to offer in market, and bhe
will raise a better and healthier lot of
chickens: Lass, but by no means least, he
can offer sittings at a price above the
market quotations for frech eggs and at
the season when the latter are at the
cheapest price.

Are not these reasons sufficient? Is
there not more chance for profit in suci
a fowl than in the scrubs and runts he
is accustomed to? And bear in ming, my
farmer friend, that, except for the orig
inal cost of your thoroughbreds, theix
care and feed will be no more than for
your dunghills.
