New Constitution of Methodist Eplscopal
Church.

[
CHICAGO, Dec. 26.— Announcement
was made here today that the new
constitution of the Methodist Episco-
pal Church, which was adopted at the
last general conference of that denom-
ination, held at the auditorium in May,
} 1900, and referred to the various con-
; ferences throughout the country, has
finally been approved by the three-
quarters vote required. The vote is as
follows : Ayes, §7.5; nays, 2,513.

The element which opposed the new
organic law of the church because it
provided for the admission of women
as delegates to the general copference,
made war on the new constitution
along the line, but met with defeat.
One hundred@ and twenty-one annual
conferences voted on the question, a
total of 10,705 ballots being cost by de-
legates,

The- principal changes provided for
the new constitution are: It gives wo-
men the right to sit as delegates in the
general conferences. It gives laymen’s
electoral meetings authority to vote on
constitutional questions. It changes
the vote necessary in the general con-
ference to amend the constitution
from three-fourths to two-thirds.

SMALLPOX SCARE -
HURTS BOSTON TRADE,

" And Merchants Blame Board of
¢ Health,

e—————

Country Dealers Makiog Their Purchases
in New York Instead of at the Hub.

(Sunday New York Herald.)

BOSTON, Dec. 21— The crowds of
Christmas shoppers that usually come
into Boston from all over the state,
seem to have given the Hub & wide
berth this year. It was several weeks
before merchants here began to realize
this. Then some of them happened to
come across newspapers published in
other cities, and there was no l.on.gei
any doubt as to the cause,

Persons in other parts of the state
were taking the smallpox scare much
more seriously than 'those in Bostom,
and their local papers were making the
best of it. Some of the large adves-

tisers in other cities were also making |

money, and ‘advised prospective ous-
tomers to keep away from Boston.

Bostonians themselves were pretty
well 'scared over - th & prevalence of
smallpox, and it is safe to say that
at least 60 per cent of the population
has been vaccinated. _Boston news-
papers, after the first few week.s, be-
gan to print as little as possible about
the spread of the disease. The num-
ber of cases averaged from 10 to 20
a day. Although all the detention hos-
pitals were full and stories verging on
scandal were being circulated about
some of them, mothing appeared in the
Boston newspapers, though papers
published in other cities and towns of
Jghe state were printing all they could
vossibly get about Boston’s misforv
tune. 3 7

Matters lookead berious for the Christ-
mas trade of the Hub, .and the news-
papers of this city were blamed for it

. by the merchants. Then the Boston
dailies stopped printing smallpox news
altogether., The Board of Health was
then appealed to by the merchants,and
the result was an advertisement .sign-
ed by the secretary of-the boar(_i. giv-
ing assurance that there was no dan-
ger in the big department stores of the
Hub. :

This was suppesed to be'in part an
answer to .numerous stories that had
been circulated to'the effect that clerks
in some of the larger stores had been
stricken while at their work. 'J.‘lme
Board of “Health advertisement, how-
ever, was decisive. It gave positive
assurance that there was no danger
from the disease in the stores, and that
it was -perfectly safe for a person to
g6 about Christmas shopping as usual.

These advertisements, besides being
printed in the Boston papers, were
sent broadcast ‘to newspapers all over
the state, but local papers stil con-
tinued to keep up the war on Boston,
and the Tesult has been a tremendous
falling off in trade—at the large de-
partment stores particularly.

The agitation has not been confined

“to this state, but has been carried on
aggressively in cities and towns all
over New England. Down in Maine
merchants are advertising that until
the smallpox epidemio is over they will
not buy goods in Boston, and the
same declarations are made in New
Hampshire and Vermont.

These merchants declare that they
are buying their goods in New York,
and’ there is ‘a possibility ¢hat they
may continue to do so. 'All this is fur:
nishing ground for driticism of the
Boston board of health to the effect

that it is being used by the merchants
of Boston to protect their interests.
The action of the board in refraining
from giving out statements has been
in striking contrast to the attitude of
the board when the disease first made
its appearance, and statements were
issued dally calling attention to the
danger and advising -everybody to get
vaccinated. : :

“  Although #t' is said the number of
cases reported daily has not fallen off
to any great extent, the’ physicians
are-no lenger busy vaccinating, end
the forty public vaccination stations

_established by the board of health
have been discontinued for lack of
patronage. Physicians, pn the other
hand, have hecome indignant at what
some of them term ‘an almost criminal
policy on the part of the board.

Address Dr. B, V. Pierce, Buﬁalcg N.Y,

GERMANY TALKS,
BERLIN, Dec. 24— The announce-

ment that Germany had sent an ulti-

matum to . Venezuela has been conspi-
cuously printed; in the press here,
Those newspapers maintaining the
closest relations with the government
affirm ‘that this news is premature.
While an ultimatum has not yet been
delivered to Venezuela, they say this
step will soon be taken unless Vene-
zuela yields to what are deemed here
the principal demands of Germany.

The leading ultramontane organ, the
Cologne Volks Zeitung, in an extensive
article on Germany’s attitude’ toward
the Monroe doctrine, asserts that the
assurances of Dr. Von Holleben, the
German ambassador to the ‘United
States, with regard to the Venezuelan
matter, indicate Germany's recognition
of the Monroe doctrine in a more ah-
solute manner than has been hereto-
fore been done. This paper says Ger-
many bows to - the Monroe doctrine,
and alludes to the expression of the
late Prince Bismarck that the Monroe
doctrine was ‘a ‘piece of impudence.”

This utterance of the German states-
man, which is doubtless authentic, has
just been published for the first time
by the Hamburger Nachrichten, Bis-
marck's household organ. . Neverthe-
lesq the Cologne Volks Zeitung admits
that “the impudence of the United
States” is succeeding brilliantly, and
that Europe is already dccustoming it-
self to the idea of the tutelage of, the
United States in South America. ’

The Cologne Volks Zeitung concludes
by saying: Must Germany really ask
Washington’s peérmission to collect
3,000,000 marks from Venezuela ? Must
we pocket “all sorts of warnings and
concealed threats ?*

! RUSSIA CROWS.

| ©T. PRTBRSBURG, Dec., 22.—The Russian
" ravy has to record a success in the Far
East, for the first torpedo boat built in the
new shipbuilding yard at Port Arthur has

, just been turned out.

{ " On her trial trip the boat deveioped a
mean speed of twerty-seven and one-half
knots.’ .

Since her acquisition of Port Arthur, in
March, 1898, on a lease of twenty-five years,
Russia has not iost a moment ia converting
the port into a first class naval arsenal as a
base for her Pacific fleet. It is the station
ordinarily of a guard ship ard a torpedo
flotilla, but the programme of the Russian

maintenapce in the Pacific Ocean of thirty-
two war ships in addition, which would de-
pend on Vladivostock and Port Arthur for
their supplies. The navy estimates showed
an increase 'of nearly $2,500,000, the greater
part of which sum was intendcd to be de-
voted to strengthening the defe.ces of these
naval bases, particularly Port Arthur.

The place is the strongest and most
strategic in the East. Under the terms of
her lease Russia is entitled to build defences
znd imprcvements, and in the short period
of her cccupation she has acted with the ut-
mcst. energy in transforming the port into
a veritable place of arms. Recant visitors
have deseribed . the busy scemes to be - wit-
nesged of thousands of Ryssian soliders and
of Chinese under Russian supervisors, erect-
ing new fortifications and constructing fresh
docks. :

The naval dockyard was begun by  the
Chinese authorities in 1881, but, the mnative
ccntractors being unequal to ‘the task, a
French company was employed and finished
the  work in three years, so-that by 1890 it

popular spirit unequalled since Par-
nell’s palmiest days. It is “Parnell
times’’ over again.

Redmond was escorted by a proces-
sion of 30,000 nationalists from the rail-
way  station to the Dublin Mansion
House, where he delivered a speech
from the steps welcoming the resump-
tion of coercion.

A most scathing exposure of the

The British consul at Stuttgart, in
his onnual report on the trade, agri-
culture ‘and finances of Wurtembursg,
makes some interesting remarks on
the increase which has taken place in
Germany in the lasttewyea.ralxg the
aumber and extent-of trusts. At pre-
sent, he says, there probably exist be-
tween 100. and 130 trusts of var!oua
sizes and descriptions. Atnibng  the
most important may be mentioned the
coal, irom, chemical, paper, celluloid
and carbide trusts. The textile indus-

tries do not peem to have been very|

successful in the formation of com-
binations. The duration of the trusts
is a subject of extreme ‘variation, and
any speculation as to their stability
is a thing of considerable difficulty,
owing to the strict privacy in which
ntermational affairs are ecnducted
The principal object aimed at is to
regulate  buying and selling by de-
creasing ‘certain fixed maximum and.
minimum prices. In many. cases dis-
tricts are apportioned for selling pur-
poses to various meémbers of trust,
and the amount of production is lim-!
jted in order to prevent over-produc-
tion, and any consequent fall in prices.
Rigid organization is absolutely im-
perative, and in some instances discip-
line is maintained by the exaction of
heavy fines and sureties.

. WHO IS BOYLE ?

WASHINGTON, Dec. 24.—There isa
large and ever increasing number of
thoughtful and: well- informed people
in Great Britain who expres the seri-
ous belief that if radical changes do
not come about in the near future the
United Kingdom will be relegated to
the third position in the ranks of the
world’s trade and’ commerce. This
statement is made by United States
Consul Boyle at Liverpool, in his an-
nual report, extracts from which were
made public today by the state de-
partment.

It is conceded, says Consul Boyle,
that in manufactures Great Britain
within the last few years has failed to
meet the competition of the United
States and Germany.

Mr. Boyle says the optimistically in-
clined plead exc¢eptional and marvel-
lous natural advantages as far as the
United States is conceyned, ‘while as
to Germany’s competition the unsatis-
factory and financial and commercial

sitvation now. prevailing in that empire’

is cited as an instance of a-cduntry
booming itself too rapidly.

There are fears expressed, says Mr.
Boyle, that even in the carrying trade
the supremacy of Great Britain is
.threaténed.

There is a strong sentiment among
the masses of Great Britain, and one
which appears to be gaining strength
as timegoes om, in favor of bringing
about what has become  popularly
known as fair trade, and which, says
Mr. Boyle, is nothing but reciprocity.
Protection, per se, he says, is very
much advocated, but it is significant
that many of the most widely circu-
lated papers of Great Britain are now
boldly advocating a policy of “Fair
trade,” or ‘Do to others as they do to
you.” Against. this sentiment, howe
ever, the consul says, must be set the
national dislike w0 change established
institutions, of which freé tmde is one
of the most fundamental.

"UNHAPPY WELSHMEN,

Now in Patagonia, Want to Settle

in Canada.

The Tale Told by a Canadian Agent—

But He Fails to Tell Who Sent Them
to That God~forsaken Land.

HALIFAX, Dec. 25.—The minister of

the interjor has received an interesting

report from W. L. Grifiths, Canadian '

government agent in Wales, of  the
visit which he recently paid te Pata-
gonia, South America, and relating to
the condition of the Welsh . colony
there. Mr. Griffiths left Cardiff on Au-

gust 22nd, and en route was joined at’

Buenos Ayres by Mr. Scott, secretary
to the British legation there. Leaving
Buenos Ayres on an Argentine govern-
mant transport they sailed for Port
Ma.dryn, Patagonia, and on landing
‘were recéived by a deputation of
‘Welsh colonists at Trelew, the ' chief
town and the business centre. The
delegation was met by a large number
of Welsh settlers, who accorded them
2 hearty recéption. Mr. Griffiths says
the first batch of Welsh immigrants to
Patagonia numbered about 66, and they

ched New Bay about 35 years ago.

e country in which they located was
poor, the land being arid. The settlers
. buckled to with a will and faced the
hardsntpe, finally turning by means of
irrigation what was a “desert into a
fairly productive agricultural district.
Up-t0 1898 the progress of the colony
was more or less satisfactory. The
settlers reaped fairly good crops of
wheat and alfalfa, of which, with irri-
gation, they are able to produce three
and sometimes four crops per annum.
In 1898, however, about half the crops
were destroyed by locusts. In 1899
came disastrous floods. which destroy-
ed the irrigation canals and the dwell-

ings ‘of the settlers, and it was only by
flying. to the hills that the settlers

saved their lives. The water remainea
on the valley until it was too late to
sow: seed. The same flood destroyed
what provisions and crops were stored
on ‘the farms, as well as rendering
In 1901,
Patagonia was agaln visited by a flood
very littleless disastrous than that of
1899, rendering any hope of a crop for
the current year out of the question,
and the crop for 1902 will depend upon
%ow much work in the way of repair-
ing' canals will be accomplished by
that time. These successiye disasters
have greatly discouraged the settlers,
and Mr, Griffiths thinks thére would
be no difficulty in moving the entire
colony to Canada. They do not like
the institutions of the country.

Come Back—Provincialists Lost |

GLOUCESTER, Mass,, Dec., 25.—The
happiness of the Christmas season in
this city was sadly marred by the
news of the past week that two of the
Gloucester fishing vessels and - thelr
crews will never more return to port.

The .crew list of the schooner Io-
lanthe was given out last week, which
meant the loss of that vessel and her
crew of 14 men. Now it is the schooner
Eliza H. Parkhurst and créw of seven.
This vessel left the Bay of Islands,
Nfid.,, on Sunday, Nov. 24, for this
port with a full cargo of salt herring.
This makes over four weeks in pass-
age, the distance being usually cover-
ed in one week, and it is the belief
that she foundered in the gale in the
Gulf of St. Lawrence the day after her
departure. All of the vessels that
sailed . before and. after have arrived
bome. or have been reported, and those
vessels which sailed at the same time
state that the voyage across the gulf
was terribly rough.’ The crew were as

A RACE RIOT
In_Harlem Where the Negroes Used Razors.

NEW YORK, Pec. 25.—A race riot
broke out in Harlem today on West
130th street. It. became almost a bat-
tle between negroes and whites in the
open street, the megroes being armed
with revolvers and other weapons and

the whites with stones. Theére were
about a hundred fighters on each side.
The negroes beat the whites, but were
driven back into their tenements by
the police after they had charged out
on the whites with pistols and rdzors.
Fourteen negroes were arrested. Four
whites, including ‘a pol man, were
badly shot or eut. Th are:

Michael Meager, a laborer 32 years
old, shot in the hip.

Thomas Geraty, slashed in the right
side of the head with a razor.

John McHale, twice slashed in the
neck with a razor.

Policeman Connelly of the West 125th
street station,” hit on the forehead
with a club; Jft eye and .forechead
badly cut.

The rioting was begun by some white
boys who stoned two colored girls who
were going to their homes. The girls
told their friends, and-a dozen negroes
Tan out of - their houses and seizing

.the white boys boxed their ears and

struck eeveral of them in the faces,
The boys then yan to 130th street and
Broadway and ‘told some white men
there. . About dorty white men ran
down towards the negroes and stoned
them. The boys oontlxmed telling' the
white men of the negroes having
beaten them, and about forty or fitty
more white men joined the first band.
The pegroeg armed themselves with
revolvers, sticks, bricks, stones, yazors,
and what other wedpons they ‘could
find.

The death occurred very suddenly
early on Wednesday morning of Cap-
tain Moses A. Akerly, a well known
and highly respected resident of Fred-
ericton.. Deceased came down from
Fredericton, as was his usual custom,
to spend Christmas in St. John with
his wife’s people, on the late train,
which arrived here shortly before one.
a. m. Wednesday morning, and drove at

sister, Mrs. D. J. McLaughlin, on Lein-
ster street.

A few minutes after entering the
house, Mr. Akerly complained of not
feeling well an@ before anyone realized
that there was anything seriously
wrong, he fell dead.

The deceased was between 70 and 80“
years of age, a man of sterling quali-
ties and highly esteemed by all who
had the pleasure of his acquaintance,

Mr. Akerly was born to the river:
steamboat business, his father having
been one of the pionéer captains in
the service. Deceased acted for years}
as captain of the Highlander, and af-
terwards was in charge of other steam-
ers, during which time he resided in
St. John. Later he 'was appointed
agent at Fredericton of the Union
Line Steamship Co., and was for years
a most popular official and respected
citizen, a man whose word was as
good as his bond.

A couple of years ago Mr. Akerly
resigned this post and went into the
auctioneer business, which he success-
fully continued up to the time of his
unfortunate deéath, ;

For many years deceased lived at'’
the Queen hotel, Frederioton.

‘Mr. Akerly’s wife is a sister of Mrs.
D. J. McLaughlin and Mrs. E. B. Mc-
Laughlin of Germain street in this
city.

Deceased’s wife has been the guest of
Mrs. D. J. MdLaughlin for some days.

Capt. Akerly came of good Loyalist
stock and was from his youth identi-
fled with the navigation of the St.
John river. He commanded some of
the first steamboats plying between
Fredericton and St. Johnt and was the
victim of a boiler explosion that had
its effect up to his last days, He was
agent of the Union line, in its palmy
days; at Fredaricton and worked up
its business to a high degree. This
was before the era of cut rates with
railway oppesition and when the trade
of the upper St. John was an import-
ant factor in business. All this trade
‘has passed away with railway exten-
sion up the St. John valley. Mr.
Akerly was a good man and a good
citizen of Fredericton, and together

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'FRENCH MURDER TRIAL |

Extraordinary Procedure by
Presiding Judge.

Abandons All Sergblance of Judielal

Impartiality and Prejudges the!

Aceused—Horrible Msthods Rival-
ging Those of the Inquisition.

NEW 7YORK, Dec. 22—The Paris
correspondent of the Tribune says:
Public attention in Paris and

throughout France is absorbed by a
murder trial that began on Monday
at Chartres. The tragic circumstances|
make it the most remarkable criminal
case that has taken place gince the
Dreyfus court mrtial, and, owing to
the extraordinary inquisitorial atti-
tude of the presiding Jjudge, it serves
as an object lesson, arousing the in-
dignation of liberal-minded French-
men at what they consider' a terribie
fault in the criminal procedure of this
country, Balzac, Victor Hugo, and
Zola have painted in indelible colors
the avarice of the French peasant. Ju-
dicial annals teem with. c¢ases of sons
or ' daughters doing away with thelr
aged parents or grandparents to enter
upon  the . immediate: enjoyment of
their inheritance. But this is the first

time a man has been tried in France

for murdering his five little children,
beginning with the eldest, by succes-
sively cutting their throats while
sleeping, in order, as the judge himself
proclaims, to marry his mistress, a
‘woman of reputed wealth, who did not
want to wed a man with a family.
Brierre, the accused, is a hard-headed,
reticent peasant, the owner of a small
farm near the picturesque village of
Corancez. He emphatically declares
his innocence, stating ‘that he is the
victim of the ‘hatred of his townsfolk,
‘who,” at the instigation of  another
‘Peasant, one Lubin, the father of the
woman he wanted to marry, the man
whom he accuses of being ‘the real
murderer of his five children, con-
cealed in his stable +he blood-stained
blade of a plough 'with -which the
orime was committed, dnd placed
other blood-stained objects on fhe pre-
miseés,  thereby providing a chain of
circumstantial evidence,

JUDGE ACGU‘S’ES\PRISONER, ;

Brierre’s only surviving child, a
young Parisian shopgirl, strongly af-
firmed her father's innocence, The
evidence so far seems decidedly agafhst
Brierre, but this.is.mo palliation.of the
conduct of (M. Belat, the presiding
judge, who at the outset positively
stated to the jury that he was:himself
already convinced of Brierre's guilt.
The judge refused to allow the jurors
to examine the premises where the
erime was committed, and conducts
the trial as if he were a prosecuting
attorney. working tooth and nail to
bring home to ihe accused one of the
most inhuman crimes heard of since
Medea of Colchis slaughtered the chik
dren she bore to Jason. The extra-
‘ordinary judge whese method would
under .almost any .other judicial pro-
cedure than that of France furnish
grounds for a mew trial, breaks forth
in angry expletives, saying: “This is
how this murderer entered the room;
this is the way he cut his children’s
throats. If you dom’t believe it, why,
I do; and that is enough for you to
convict him.” . And again, “Oh, :
your pretended robbers only wounded
you and €id not kill. Well had I been
in their place. I would not have missed
killing you; you may feel sure of
that,”

Strange to say, the conduct of the
judge causes great delight among the
townsfolk of the accused, and when
counsel for the defence objected to the
ruling eof the bench and observed htat
his client had a right to express his
indignation and - that he wept each
time that his dead childrem were spok-
en of, the audience in .the court house
began to yell with fury at the pris-
oner, shouting “Xill him, kill him.,”
-and @ venerable, mild-mannered gen-
tleman with white mustache ca.lled‘
out, “Enough, encugh; let him be €uil-
lotined right away,” Judge Belat
smiled, rang his bell, and finally re-
stored order, and the trial was contin-
ued in the stuffy little court house
within a ‘stone’s throw of Chartres
... HORRIBLE, SCENE.

During ' a ‘brief 'visit® yesterday. to
Chartres, .which s only a two-hour
‘Journey by rail from Paris, I was en-
abled to see one of the most gruesome
and tragic feature of French criminal
procedure. ‘Brierre, the prisoner accus-
ed of murdering his five children, was
led from the court room amd stripped
in an ante-chamber, they re-clothed
him with the garments which he wore
when found lying helpless ir his farm-

{::: the day "aftéer the erime. = The

sretched man was brought with tears
imvhis eyes before the bench, in'blouse,
shirt and trousers all besmeared with
dried and crystallized blood, while Dr.
Dudefroy and other chemical experts
raised his arms, bared his sleeves and
disclosed the bloed-stained@ undershirt.
At last the judge himself walked down
from the bench, got on his knees be-
fore the prisoner and began fingering.
him all over and pointing out to the
jury what stains were, in the opinion
of experts, those caused by the blood
of his dead children and those which
weré supposed to be made by his own
blood in defending himself from  his
alleged assailant.

The scene was so appalling that.an
eminent Parisian dramatic critic' with
whom I went to the court house .re-
marked, “Good heavens, this is too
frightful; if such a scene were put
on the stage of the theatre no Parisian
audience would stand it.” To make
matters still more lugubrious, a large
, upon
which were displayed, as in a chamber
of horrors of some dime museum, the
blade of a plough, with ~which the
judge declares the prisoner cut his
children’s throats, and the huge mal-
let with which he is charged with hav-
ing beaten out their brains. Both were
splattered with blood and hair. Also
on the table were blood-stained pieces
of wrapping paper and other stage
properties of this extraordimary crime.

The expert evidence, as usual, was
negative, but still created doubt in
favor of the accused, which in ‘an Am-

erican court the prisoner's -counsel
would have been able to turn to his
‘client’s good.. Not so, however, at the
Chartres assizes.

THREE OF A KIND.

possible that Great Britain, as Mr.
Stead extravagantly suggests, could
ever enter an American iunion except
under a series of disasters rendering
separate existence impossible. The
paper considers any kind of Anglo-
American federation equally unlikely,
owing to Bcritons’ insatiable love of
caste, which led Cobden to insist that
Englishmen were aristocrats rather
than democrats. For the rest, it con-
fesses the enormous influence which
the United States wields over the Brit-
ish colonies, and that “a majority of
Irishmen would vote for federation
with the United States. i

interesting to see ‘wWhat would happen
if the United Statés should drop their
brotectionist policy and should offer to
Jameica, Canada or even Australia the
immense bribe of admission on reci-
procal terms to their vast, ever-ex-
tending markets.

Both the Dunkin Act and the Scott
Adt have been made successful, and
have reached their object to as great
a degree as our cuStoms regulations,
though without the advantages of nu-
merous and well-paid officers our
customs laws have for their enforce-
ment. A high customs official, though
opposéd to the Scott Act, said to me,
when asked if he eould make that act
as ‘efficient as the Customs Act, “Yes,
give me. the same facilities and Ican
enforce every provision of the Scott
Act, and do it far more easily than I
can the Customs Act’* This reveals a
great weakness in all prohibitory leg-
islation in the past, and a weakness
we must insist upon having replaced
by available power. Appoint officials
to enforce prohibitory legislation, and
make it as much to their interests to
secure suocess as it is to customs offi-
cials, and soon we will see prohibition
a Success. ‘ X

Even under the grave disadvantages
which the friends of enforcement have
atend against in all our pre-
vious prohibitory legislation, ' experi-
ence proved that. even a few deter-
mined men, without fees or any finan-
cial rémmneration, can, and have, in
many instances, made such legislation
“a terror to evil-doers, and a praise to
them that do well” The recent decis-
ion of the privy council has put this
guestion on a solid vantage-ground,
which it never ‘before reached,

What is our duty now ? -

Imagine that aetivity which our op-
ponents would display were an equiva-
lent advantage given them;  They
would avail themselves eof the oppor-
tunities afforded to the utmost margin
of their privileges, and do it imme-
diately. 5

I trust the prohibitionists will accept
your judicious advice; ‘and,’ while ‘pro-
ceeding moderately and safely, add to
their moderation dnd caution prompt-
ness, unconqueérable energy, and deter-
mination to secure an officlary whose
interests shall lie in the honest énd
faithful enforcement of the prohibitory
legislation which they may now secure.
