No pusage of Boripture I am #c-
quainted with conveys the ides that
proximity to the cross was ever bene-
ticial. Even the crucified thief ‘drew
his salvation and bope, not from the
cross, bat froni the Baviour. While in
the doctrine of ‘the croas—"Christ and
Him croeified”-we, slong with our
Ap stle Paul, glory ; upon the cross
itsel! we put no value. Neither the
spes lea nor the early church ever im-
agived there was a pardole of virtue in
it. It seems 0 me that this bymn
very distinctly suggests to simple-
minded people the spiritnal benefits of
popish crosses-and crucifixes. Even the
most superficisl oritic can see st a

devotional (aot to say absurd) than the
sorotadle of & lsrge and prom!
coogregation siaging manv of the
populer hy moe as praise to God, for ex-
smp'e - saints exborting sinners to re-
pentence, faith and smendment, and
sivners stating thefr objectims and
diffisulties —all this in publicsovg and
by & mixed multitude !

THE WINE WHICH JESUS MADE AXND
BLEST: WAS IT INTOXICATING ?

(nY REQUEST)

This quesiion was recently asked ms
by an earnest advocate of total absti-
nence, who was somewhat (roubled by
thesesumption in many quarters that
it was intoxicatiog, and that thus Jesus
gave gountenance at least to social and
sacramental uses of fermented drinks.

As the qnestion is likely to arise in
other minds in conmection with the
Sundsy-school study of ‘The First
Miracle,” perhaps [ may helgnnome b
giving my reasons for believing that it
‘was not intoxicating.

1. Jesus recoognised the (wo kinds of
wine spoken of throughout thé Bible, i.
e. fermented and unfermented. Mat.
9;17. “Neither do men put new wine
(oinon neon) into old botiles; else the
bottles break, and the wine runneth
out, snd the bottles perish; but the
put new wine into new bottles, and boJl
are presexrved.” This is Chiist’s testi-
mony to two things: first that fresh
unfermented grape jofce was call

sweet grape julcs, or fermented, biting
strong drink, and he will not hesitate a
moment (o tell yon that the former i
the best. “ When men have well dr k"
meaos simply that their thist fs
quenched, and ot that they are the
participators ih & druoken debanch,
which idea ia & grataitous insult to the
whaole company, including the mother
ol Jesas, the Jdisciples and the Lord
Himeelf. The saperlority of the/ wine
which Jesus made ooosisted in ite rich-
ness and Bavor, and not in any intoxi-
oating eflects produced by it.

4. Jesus came (o minister unto the
spiritual and pot unto the osrnal in
man. Write that over this parable in
your Bibles and it will banish forever
from your mind the notion that Jesus
made or blest or drank intoxicating
wine. He who would not change stones
to bread to please the devil would never
have changed water to alcohol to gratify
and ge & devilish p ity in

man

“What spiritual trath did this lesson
teach 2 It taught the power of Jesus
to change our naturs as He did that of
the water. It wes the preparatory ob-
j ‘ot leason for the sermon woich in the
uext chapter Jesus preached to Nico
demus from the text: “Ye must be
born again.’’ and it also illustrates
most beautifully the great truth that
obedience to Christ ‘trarsforms the
common things of life,"as & word, &
tcuch, & look only, turned that water
into the most delicions wine that they
had ever tasted, so the benediction of
our Saviour makes our consecrated five
loaves feed the multitude, turns “ waters
of aflliotion’ even, into well-springs of
joy to-our sou!s, and sanctifies ordinary
bread and wine into a feast of loveand
a foretaste of heaven.

No, my friends; ““ The blessing of the
Lord it maketh rich, and He addeth no
sorrow with it,” which could not be
true if Jesus had blessed an intoxicat-
ing cup. as ten thousand - fimes ten
thousand broken hearts would testify.

toral office to the detriment rather than
to the furtherance of the gospel.

Testament, 1 bave recenily read the
passage in Matthew in which the Pas
chal Bupper is described. There can
be no doubt whatever that the wine
used upon that ocomsion was unfer
mented. Jesus, as an observant Jew,
would not only not have drunk fer-
mented wine on the Passover, but
would not have celebrated the Passover

may mention that the wine I use in
the service at the synagogue is an in-
fusion of raisins. You will allow me,
