THERE ARE KICH PEOPLE HERF,

Some of Them got Their Wealth.

People love to know bow much money
their neighbors are worth, sn< the first
question that in mercenary America is
put about & man is -*What is he worth ?”
Sometimes the question is put b the
questioner is bavirg some dealings with
the person and is benefitted thereby, but
more frquently it is put out of mere cur-
iosity.
The average run of people bave an ex-
aggerated idea usually of the wealth of the
pecple about them, aad those who are on
tie outside of busicess affairs would
be apt to place the wealth of men at
s much higher figure than would
those. baving an inmde knowledge.
ProGRESS gives below an estimate of the
possessions of the richest men in the aty.
It was obtained from reliabl and
is the result of Itation with & numb
of parties. In many cases the figures were
pla ced pretty highat first, but as better in-
formation was obtained they were cut
down. The figures may therefore be
taken as approximatily correct and not ex-
aggerated.

Some weeks ago the wealth was told
of the three rickest men in Halifax. These
were Wm. Koche, M. P. P, worth
$600,000 ; Michael Dwyer, worth $400,000,
and Hon. W. J. Stairs, worth $400,000.
The wealth of the three wealthiest men in
St. John will aggregate more than theirs.
These are Dr. James Walker, worth $800,-
000 ; Simeon Jones, worth $100,000and W
W. Curnbull, $300,000. This totals $1.-
500,000 while the total of the Halifax men
is $1,400,000. Butin the lesser amounts
Halifax seems to have the advantage of St.
John.

The sixty rich men and women in  this
city; mentioned below have opposite their
names a total of six million dollars. In the
first Halifax list there were seventy-six
names with & total wealth ot §8,100.000.
Bat the lists can hardly be com-
pared, for they may be on a different
basis. The St. Joha list does not claim to
give all the men who havg reached the
$50,000 Limit ; there may be several otfiers’
who possess sums above this amouat.

The reason of that is that it was only in
Halifax that the coroner as a class abused
his office and disgraced himself.

Here in place of the coroner there has
been created a new office—one only for the
city and Dartmoutb, so that there will be
oneof the old-time rivalry and competition
for cases. The new official is called the
ssmedical examiner.” All cases of sudden
death, where no physician is prepared to
give a certificate of the cause of death, will
come under his supervision. When 'such
deaths occur, or when fatal accidents hap-
pen which may be the caunse of careless-
Dess, etc., or where foul play is suspected,
the medical examiner will be notified. He
will investigate and if everything is all
right, will grant a certificate of the cause
of death. For this he will be paid a fee
ot $4. In case an sutopsy is deemed by
him to be necessary, it will be made, end
an additional fee of $8 will be payable by
the municipality. Supposing that the re-
sult of the medical examiner’s work con-
vinces him that wrong doing of any kind
bas unlawfully caured death, or if he
thinks such may have been the case, then
the medical examiner is to hand his evi-
dence over fo the stipendiary magistrate,
who shall find it his duty forthwith to bold
an inquiry.

There are always
Elenty of them left in the lake, as every
sherman who sinks for salmon is pretty
sure to find out. It/is a sight to see them
goup over Greely Fal's in the Wilson
stream. The water rushes down over the
rock throughs narrow upening in the
ledges, with ten times the force of a mill
race, and the current is a stronger ore
than the eels care to fight »gaine in get-
ting up the stream. So they take to the
rocky sides and work up along them, in
or out of the water as may happen like
snakes,

It's a sight to see them climbing up the
l)erpendicul:r tace of the smooth, h'gh
edge, but they do it, and get on the
smoother waters above. Over at Ship
Pond stream, at the rips, men come every
autumn and catch eels to ship to the Bos-
ton markets. They use the empty flovr
barrels to put them in and as fast as the
barrels are filled with eels they head them
up and send them to Boston. The eels
are put into the barrels as fast as they are
caught, and the fishermen say they arrive
in Boston alive and squirming.

«There’s another thing about eels that
perhaps you don’t know, and that is they
come ashore by night in low wet lands, to
bunt for food I suppose. In the meadowa
back ot my farm in Bowerbank I have
often found them working about in the
long grass of & morning after rain or a
heavy dew, at a considerable distunce from
water, #nd their trail showed that they had
been inland further still. I have heard
that fhe salt water eels in the creeks and
inlets of Long Island bave this habit of
making overland expeditions, and I suppose
eels d'o the same thing in many other Youl-
ities."

If the Sabbath is to be a day of rest,
visiting should not be indulged in nor en-
couraged in others, for tms makes unne-
cesea:v work for the housekeeper. Rising
at the accustomed time or atrifle earlier
on Sunday morning 1s one secret of a rest-
ful day. The time thus gained will more
than atone for the loss of the accrstomed
Sunday morning nap,and a few minutes
rest and sleep just after dinner will prove
more beneficial than twice that time spent
in sleep in the morning when followed by
hurry and worry all day to compensate for
late rising.

The chiliren should be instructed to ar-
range the beds to air before leaving their
rooms, and then no time will be fo-t in
making them up after breaktast. If the
house had its usual Friday’s sweeping
and the living rooms are carefully putto
rights on Saturday before retiring, the car-
pet sweeper can be 'hastily run over the
sitting and dini floors on Sunday
morning and the ‘dust wiped from the fur-
niture where necessary, and the house-
work is done.

Every housekeeper should so arrange
ber work that she can attend public wor-
abip at least once each Sabbath. It will
be more beneficial in a physical as well as
a spiritual sense than to stay at home all
day with the plea that *"it is a day of re‘ot."

Prominent among the large fi
ing industries whose products find a mar-
ket throughout the whole ot British Amer-
ica, is the brush snd troom manutactory ot
T. 8. Simas & Co., St. John, whose ware-
roums and business offices occupy the store
comprising five spacious flits at 57-59 Dock
street, where is stored upon shelves and
piled upon counters an immense stock of
wares of nearly every cescription in the
brush line, sll neatly packed in boxes or
tied in bundles and labeled, ready for ship~
ment.

An inspection of the sample rooms, on
the main floor adjoining the offices, will
give at a glance a general idea of the
great extent and variety of this line of
goods.  Systematically aud artistically
arranged upon the walls are sample
brushes and brooms of all the myriad
kinds and styles made by this house, and
the array comprises naarly everything of
the brushy character called for by the
trade and used in the household, stables,
stores and workshops throughout the
land. Toilet brushes, fiae camel's hair
brushes for artists’ use, and feather d 1sters,
although kept in stock, are nmot man-
ufactured here, as in the special branches
the foreign manufacturers, of England,
France, and (Germany, can send in their
goods and sell them notwithstanding the
tariff duty at prices with which home
enterprise cannot compete. But evecy-
thing else, from a shaving brush to a
horse ‘‘dandy,” a lamp-chimney duster to
a window washer, and a whizk broom to
a street sweeper, is turned out by the
skilled workmenand ingenious machinery
of this establishment.

Here are painters’ brushes in all styles
—round, oval, chisel, flit, dust, sash and
blind—or all kinds of uses in applying
pamt and varnish; paper-hangers, wall,
paste and s ipling brushes ; masons’ brushes
—skimming. kalsomine, whitewash, and
biick lincis; barbers', dust and] shaving
biushes ; biewers’ scrub brushes; tanners’
scouring, stuffing and blacking brushes;
printers’ lye brashes, tailors’ cloth brushes,
moulders’ hard and dust brushes;' and
pumerous others of the special styles re-
quired in the various arts ani mechanical
trades. For ehips’ use there are deck
scrub, tar and seam brushes; for house-
hold purposes, furniture dusters, handy
and parlor dusters, clothes and hat brushes,
floor and window brushes, stove daubers
and polishers, and scrubs for special and
general use ; and for stable use, the various
forms of horse, harness and carriage
brushes, including ** dandies” of many
styles and gradee, harness scrubs and
polishers, spoke brushes, and bass and
rattan floor brushes or brooms.

Then there are stencil brushes for all
grades of work, shoe daubers and polish-
ers, store brushes tor counters and jshelves,
tactory dusters, car washers, etc.,jetc,
while the lice of artists' goods includes
brushes for copping, coloring, mottling,
lacquering, stripping, marking, ing,
short every
class of work. The broom line compriscs
whisks in great variety, all the common
styles of floor brooms for house and stable
and store use, end carpet sweepers® of
bristles or vegetable fibre, in the mostjap-
proved patterns of many different grades.
All these goods are the product of Messrs.
Simms & Co's’ factory, which it may well
imagined, is not only a busy establishment
but an exceedingly interesting one to the
visitor.

The factory and works are at 55-57
Smythe street, occupying four floors in a
large brick building and comprising 15,000
square feet of floor surface. The basement,
which bas an entrance on the whart in; the
rear, contains the boiler and engine room,
and aside from this is devoted to wood
sawing— preparing the stock from ,which
are fashioned the various styles and
sizes of brush handlesand backs. There is
also a drying room, where the lumberis
thoroughly seasoned by steam heat.
The_ blocks after being cut by the cir-

pecilly devised machinery. although some
of the operations are performed by hand,
as there are several processes in which it
scarcely seems likely that machines can
ever take the place of the individual intel-
ligence and skill of the hand operator.
Such torinstance, is “*dipping,” in which
the bristles are bunched and dipped
in bot pitch, then inserted in the holes
bored in the wooden backs, a process
which, though simple, requires extreme
and deftness of handling to ensure nicety
and thoroughness of work. Nevertheless,
machines have been invented for about
all the processes of brush making,
but many of them have proved tgo amper-
fect, or too complicated and hable to get

out of order, to be of practical use. This
factory is fitted with all the most approved
mechanical appliapoes for the work, among
them being a complicated but exceedingly
clever machine for driving the nails that
fasten the leat her or metal which binds tke
brushes ard secures the bristles to the
bandles ; it works on the principle of tke
ordinary sewing machine, and with nearly
the same smoothness and dispatch.

The broom department of the factory is
scarcely less interesting.¥"The broomcorn
as it is unpacked from the bales is cut and
sized by machines, sorted for fineness and
color; then wet, after which the light-
colored material is sut jected to bleaching
by the fumes of brimstone. Then comes
the seeding proce ss, in which the seeds at-
tached to the straws are removed by
machinery—-a. work formerly performed
after the broo™s were made up, but which
is done much better and moré thoroughly
while the material is in small bunches;
there are three of these machines in opera-
tion. Then the corn goes to a curious ma-
chine of s eemingly human intelligence, call-
ed the hurlculter, which takes out or separ-
ates the long center stalk from the outer
and shorter, as perfectly and far more
quickly than it can be gdone by hand.
Thence it goes to the broof§ machines, of
which are several in o , where 1t is
tied up into brooms and fastened to the
handles, after which the brooms are sewed
or knitted firmly by other machines and
are ready for drying and finishing.

The broom material having been wet,
and to make it pliable, and subjected to
its working while in this state, requires
drying, and this is done by steam heatin a
room fitted for the purpose. The sewing
machines above mentioned are truly won-
derful pieces of mechanism, and their wse
marks a great advance in the broom-mak-
ing industry. There are four of them in
operation, and ene of them was made im
St. John, by W. F.and J. W. Myers, the
Waterloo street machinists. They are an
American invention, originating at Syra-
cuse, N. Y., and Mr. Simms owns the
patent and controls the process for the
maritime provinces.

Another most ingenious machine is used
for saving waste material. Amid all the
handling to which the broom straw is sub-
jected in passing through the varioas oper-
ations,’a good deal of it gets scattered
about the floor, and the pile of sweepings

cular  saws are taken by an el
to the second floor, which is the gen-
eral woodworking department of the
factory. No turned handles are made,
but all the other forms of handles
and backs, by the aid of machinery
pecially designed for the purpose, are cut
here and prepared to receive the bristles.
Space will not permit a detailed descrip-
tion of the operations required in brush
making, nor is it necessary in order to eon-
vey a general idea of the work ; but several
of the processes and machines employed
are of special interest on ancount of thewr
novelty and ingemuity, and merit particular
mention. There are no less than seven
different departments—first the woodwork-
ing, slready spoken of;then the stock
room, where the bristles and fibres are
sorted and sized, softenéd by soaking,
bleached it required, and otherwise pre-
pared; the room devoted to drawn work,
in which the bristles are drawn in and
fastened through holes bored in the wooden
backs, including shoe, cloth, horse and
scrubbing brushes ; the department in which
Pdnt snd whitewash brushes snd all paint-

which every day is ot no small
proporti The chief obstacle in the way
of utilizing it is the time and[labor required
to handle each individusl straw and place
them 8o that the butt ends will all point in
the same direction. This machine does it,
with scarcely any tending, by & series of
bins to which 1s imparted an oscillating or
rocking motion, which stands the straws on
end and causes them to drop through the
compartments upon & wire screen or sepa-
rator. Those falling with the heavy ends
down pass through the screen on to the
floor beneath, while if the lighter or
pronged ends point downward the meehes
arrest them and they fall upon the screen,
and as in each case the butt ends are all
pointing one way, they are readily bunched
and utilized.

The factory has a capacity of turning
out 150 dozen broows a day and 450
dozen brushes s week, and when running
tull employs upwards of & hnndred hands.
At present as the season’s work is not yet
fairly under way, about ninety hands are
employed, including twenty girls and a
number of boys, and the broom production

is about 100 dozen & day. Tbe corn comes
from Illinois, in bales of about 300 “pounds
each, and is bought in the field
by Mr. Simms, who aonually visits
the growers of that section in the
barvest season, and when he makes
a purchase usually takes the farmer's
whole crop. Thirty carloads were bought
in last year and when in full operation the
factory uses up a ton a day. The broom
handles, are mide in Nova Scoda, as none
of the qality required are wide on this
river or bereabouts. A The factory used

A GROWING . MACHINE INDUSTRY.
‘Where are -

Shop and Works of Joseph Thompeoa.

One of the young but prosperous and
growing industries of the city ot St.” John
is the machine shop of Joseph Thompson,
occnpying the first floor in the brick build -
iug at 53 Smythe Street. Mr. Thompson
came here from the States and opened a
small shop three years ago, since when he
bas been steadily expanding his business
and increasing his facilities, until his es-

blishment is actaally over ded with
machinery, and his trade extends over up-
per Canada as well as thronghout the mari-
time provinces and Newfoundland.

The shop is fitted for about all kinds o
g | machine work and repairing, being
equipped with forge, lathes, planer’s drills,
etc., of all sizes from large to small,
run of steam power, and its assort-
ment by small tools, taps, dies, drills,

h punch etc., in all

the varying sizes down to degrees of

One of the most interesting features ‘of
this industry, aside from the manufacturing
processes themselves, which are of &
character to greatly interest even the
casual o er, is the fact that the whole
world g: is drawn upon for the supply
of bristles and fi>rss to maincain it. Tae
great bristle market is Leipeic, Germany,
where there is a great fair hel1 each year
at which the large bristle growers and
dealers from all Europe and Asia dispose
ot their yearly product. But the London
dealers are the principal buyers upon
these occasions, and although Messrs.
Simms & Co. nave tried buying at Leipsic
direct they have fouid they can buy of
the London houses to bétter adyantage,
all things dered. C quently, the
bulk of their fisre bristles they buy in the
London market, and they come origmally
from Germany, Poland and Russia,
principally from the latter country.
They are tied in bunches ol quarter pound
to one pound weight, and some of the
given grades cost as high as $4.75 a
pound. They they also buy native stock
fcom France, and from China they
get a very fine black bristle, used prinsip~
ally in the finest quality of painters’ brushes.
They also use a large quantity of Chicargo
bristles, which come directly from the
stockyards of the windy city, bought of
the Chicago Hair and Bristle Company;

d by th 40 of &
inch—is ususuilly lirge and complete.
Other special machinery is employed, and
an addition bas been received this week
in the shape of a big: engine lathe, weigh-
ing four tons. and swinging fifty inches,
from the Watrous engine works of Brant}
ford, Ontario. With these facilities, a large
part of the business naturally consists ot
cnstom work and general repairing—the
latter including repairs on mills, steam-
boats, engines, printing presses, bicyles,
elevators, etc.

But Mr. Thompson is chiefly known
throughout the province as a manufactu rer
ot special machinery. notably dnlling
machines, forges, lathes for wood working,
shears, gold concentrators, blowers, etc.,
of these his leadiny specilities ara port-
able forges and upright drills, both his
own inventions, and known under his
name throughout Canada and Newfou~ -
land. The forges are used very lar
by farmers as well as by manufacu - -
and the drill can be operated]eit! «
hand or power.

Among them are rice root,
which ccmes from Mexico, and is used
mostly for horse (dandy) brushes; cocoa
fibre, principally from Jamaica, used
mainly for scrubbing brushes; palmettd;”
from Florida, for dandy and scrubbing
brushe| ittool, ap East | Indian fibre,
bought™# London ; piassava, from Babia,
S. A.; tampico, or cactus, from Mexico,
tor shoe and stove polishing brushes, of
which this firm uses tons yearly; Indian
fibre, for coarse horse brushes ; and rattam,
for street and stable brooms. :

Still other materials, among them whale-
bone, are used, adapted to especial pur-
poses. The firm gives special attention to
making various kinds of machine brushes,
and brushes required for any special pur-
pose or use are made to order, in any
shape or style desired.

The woods used for the handles amd
backs are principally birch, poplar and
spruce, and about 75,000 feet is d

in this class of [work. Eich part
is made by & special tool, designed _for that
purpose and useless for any other. ;' Every
hole is bored by a jig, in which the drill is
held and guided ‘;;;' & steel jbush, %so; that
any ngaber of pieces are made exactly
alike, any one of them fitting into tke
machine as well as another. The Thompson
forges and drills are carried in stock by all
the leading hardware houses of St. Jokn,
and, as has been said, are sold fover tte
whole of the Dominion. A large}order
has lately been shipped to -the Canadiar
Mncbinemépncy. Montreal. Mr. Thomp-
son also masufadtufes a good many [gold
concentrators, used in the gold mines of
Nova Scotia. He makes for a Boston jcom-
pany the Golden Gate concentrators| used
in Canada, and also the Boston}concen-
trator, built oo a similar plan but of cheaper
construction.

The severity of the winter has driven the
wildcats and foxs from Turkey Hill and
Radhead Rilge, Coua , iato the surround-
ing farming districts ia search of fool.
The w14 :ats hive haea particalarly trouble-
som: Nt a wiek pisias that some
paultry var! or stable is not raided. It
all th2 fa~m :rs k:ptso plucky a breed of
game fowls as Laziras Dgsworth, there
would be less loas.

Degsworth lives down on ths Hausatonic
River turnpike. His farm is surrounded
by thick timber and wild lands. His near-
est peigbbor, the Widow Todd, hid her
chicken house cleaned out by the wildcats
last week, and so when he beard atremend-
ous racket in his' yard list Tuesday be
guessed what the trousle was. Grabbing
a shotgun he hurried to the rescue. His
boy Sim beld the light while he tried to
make out the trouble.

He could see dimly a large creature flop-
ping and rolling about in the house, and
its screams and hisses drowned the cack-
ling of the hens. Holding the lantern lower,
Sim managed to get more light on the
scene, and then three ot the small e-
cocks could be seen sailing into a wildcat.
The largest of the original four, a splendid
white cock, was dead, and one of the two
reds was bleeding badly about the head.

AW ALEUT AND HIs BIDARKA

A Somersaslt in the Water as Performed

by a Native of Alaska,
. The Aleat and his bidarka are among
the sights of the Behring Sea regions. The
bidarks is made of skin of the sea lion
sswad over a light woodem frame. In
shape it is vary like a racing shell. It is
mu:h the sam? as the Greenland kayak.
It has, according to its size, one, two, or
toree holes in the top, each just large
eno3zh for a man to slid: into and sit, with
ths rim closs arouad his waist. No water
can got into th: boat ex ept throuzh thase
holes. The biiarks is propslled by double-
bladed padlles. It looks a3 frail as an
eggshell and is easy to caps'z:, but in the
hands of Aleuts is a safe and speedy boat.
The Aleuts are great parformars in their
bidarkas.

““We saw a fellow in oae of these boats
come up to the Corwin one day when we
were off the Alaska Fur S:al Company's
trading post at Atka,” said Capt. C. A.
Abbey. “‘Mr. Dirck, the ageat, addressed
to him a few words in his own tongue and
the Aleut grinned and nodded. He backed
clear trom the ship and began his feats.
With his paddle be would turn the boat
completely round with a sweep or two, and
turn her back in the same way. He would
send her ahead at top speed, then instantly
send her back almost as fast. He was re-
markibly skiltul in these performances,
and 1t was easy to see that his boat was not
only sate but marvellously bandy in the
hands of an expert.

¢ *He's not doing all he can,’ said Douz-
liss, the pilot. ‘I've seen them turn the
bidarka completély over, the man going
under water on one side and coming up on
the other.’

¢ *I'll ask him if he can do that,’said the
agent. At his question the Aleut shook
his head, making some muttered reply.
Dirck urged him but he was still reluctant.

*‘He says the water.is cold, aad he don't
like to risk it,’ said Dirck.

*‘Wouldn't a silver dollar warm it for
him?' asked Capt. Abbey.

“The Aleut's eyes glistened when he saw
the silver, and he at once prepared to at-
tempt the teat. He evidently understood
his business and the risk he was about to
take. He first loosed his camlinka orskin
coat from the hoop around the bidarka hole,
s0 he might free himselt in case the boat
stopped when bottom up. Then, plying
his paddle witha peculiar stroke, he caused
the boat to swerve and go suddenly over.
The man, still in his seat, disappeared
under water, and the bottom of the bost
ra ked on the surface. As well as could
be seen in the agitated water he still plied
the paddie beneath. Though under a few
seconds, it seemed a long time, and it was
a relief to the lookers-on when he emerged
on the other side. The boat instantly
righted, with the Aleut sitting uprighbt in
his place, dripping, but wholly composed.

‘lle came grinning alongside and re-
ceived bis stipulated price. Other gitts,
including quarters and balf-dollars, were
passed to him uatil he hid a handful of
coin, with a store of provisions as well, and
w:t1 these he paddled, well pleased, to the
shore.”
