Rome, April 24.—Representations 
have been made to Montenegro, it be­
came known today, in which the at­
tention of the Cettinje government is 
called to the fact that the Balkan 
states have bowed to the decision of 
the powers, inspired by the supreme 
Interests of Europe.

Bulgaria, it was pointed out to the 
Montenegrin government, had re­
nounced her decision to continue the 
movement of her army toward Con­
stantinople. Servi a had given up the 
seaport of Durazzo: Greece has ab­
stained from permanently occupying 
the town of Valona and Montenegro 
must evacuate Scutari.

Such a move on tjie part of the 
Montenegrins, it was considered here, 
would not imply any loss of dignity 
after her occupation of the city. If 
the European powers ceded in the 
matter of Scutari, it is affirmed the 
other Balkan states also would have 
the right to realize their aspirations.

Ottawa, April 24.—Telegrams pour­

ed In upon the prime minister today 
from all parts of Canada commending 
the firm stand taken by him in the 
Introduction and adoption, of the clos­
ure. The closure as a means of ex­
pediting the business of the country, 
Is declared to be In the best interests 
of the Dominion.

The effect of last night’s vote is al­
ready felt in the House. The first hap­
pening of the day added to the confu­
sion of the opposltlqn by completely 
answering one of the main arguments 
advanced against the so-called “gag.” 
Liberals had insisted in the course Of 
the closure debate that motions to 
adjourn for the discussion of questions 
of urgent public importance would be 
barred under the new rules.

Tomorrow will probably be devoted 
to government bills other than the nav­
al bill, and supply. The new rule adopt­
ed last night will be applicable to sup­
ply tomorrow as it would have been 
today, the Introduction of “grievance” 
discussions on the supply motion be­
ing prohibited on Thursdays and Fri­
days.

PATROLLING THE LANES.
After a fortnight’s patrolling of the

A POLITICAL UPRISING.

One of the worst political uprisings 
in the history of Canada occurred In 
Montreal Bixty-four .years ago today, 
April 25, 1849, following Lord Elgin’s 
assent to the Rebellion Losses Bill. 
Hisses, jeers, paving stones and mis 
elles of all sorts greeted the Governor 
as he drove away from Parliament 
House. An excited and violent mob, 
speedily gathered and soon became un­
controllable. Forcing their way into 
Parliament House, the rioters drove 
out the members, and then applied the 
torch to the edifices. The buildings 
were destroyed and with them many 
of the valuable records of Upper and 
Lower Canada.

Another riot followed a few days 
later, and Toronto was also the scene 
of demonstrations. On account of the 
disgrace of these proceedings Parlia­
ment met no more in the Canadian 
metropolis. For a decade the legis­
lators met in Quebec and Toronto, 
and then Ottawa, by the Queen's favor, 
sprang into being as the capital of the

The Opposition has got the scandal 
mania and it cruelly tortures them.

Following this argument to Its just 
conclusion, it is fair to assume that all 
the acts and deeds of the late Laurier 
Government were white as the driven 
snow. Unarmed with “the weapon of 
closure" no questionable transactions 
were even attempted. Under the lynx- 
eyed inspection of the Conservative 
Opposition the straight and narrow 
path of rectitude was always followed. 
"Looting the treasury of Canada" was 
unknown.

As the self-constituted keeper of the 
late Government's conscience. Mr. Em­
merson may now look forward to quite 
a busy time, for there are many scan­
dals which the Conservative opposi­
tion "fancied” they unearthed during 
the fifteen years of the late Govern­
ment's regime. As there was no Clos­
ure Mr. Emmerson should have no dif­
ficulty in making the thick clouds of 
reproach, which still hang over many 
transactions of the late Government, 
vanish into thin air.

Take the "Saw dust wharf' scandal, 
for instance. It will afford Mr. Em 
raerson an opportunity near at home. 
The main features are well known, but 
may be briefly recalled. The "Saw­
dust wharf," a property of ten acres, 
was bought in 1902 for $400 by Mr. 
Richard O'Leary, a prominent and suc­
cessful business man and the largest 
-property owner in Richibucto. It, was 
the remains of a wharf built forty years 
previously on an old mill site, and 
was composed of saw-dust and mill 
refuse. Much of the wharf was washed 
away. It ha* been unusable for many 
years. In 1908, the year of the General 
Election, an emissary of the Liberal 
Party in Kent County, approached Mr. 
O’Leary and finally secured the "Saw. 
dust wharf” for $700. The deed was 
signed on May 19th, and on June 4th 
following this emissary of the local 
Grits signed a document agreeing to 
sell the property to the Department 
of Public Works, over which Mr. Pugs- 
ley was the presiding genius, for $5,- 
000. On September 11th following an 
order-in-Council was passed by Mr. 
Pugsley, authorizing the purchase, and 
the payment of $5,000 therefor.

The General Election was to be held 
on October 26th. 
in Kent County, and time was fleeting. 
On September 18th the chief engineer 
of the Public Works Department at 
Ottawa, received a telegram enquir­
ing if "wharf matter passed Council, 
this matter important to Mr. Leblanc." 
Mr. Leblanc was the Liberal candidate 
for Kent County. The appeal had its 
effect and on October 6th a cheque for 
$5,000 was mailed from Ottawa to 
dose the transaction.

There was, naturally, an enquiry de­
manded by the Conservative Opposi­
tion of the day, and as much evidence 
as ' the Blockers’ Brigade" would al­
low was taken. On April 20th, 1910 in 
the House of Commons, Mr. O. S. Croc­
ket moved that :

"The evidence taken before the Pub- 
lie Accounts Committee and submit­
ted to this House touching a payment 
of $5,000 to T. O. Murray in connec­
tion with the purchase by the Public 
Works Department of the sawdust, 
wharf at Richibucto, New Brunswick, 
as set out at page V—188 of the Audi­
tor General's Report for the year end­
ing March 31, 1909, discloses that said 
purchase was a corrupt end fraudulent 
transaction which deserves the severest 
condemnation of the House."

A FIRST NATIONAL ANTHEM.

The first national. anthem of the 
United States, “Hail/Columbia," was 
first sung in public at the Chestnut St. 
Theatre in Philadelphia 115 years ago 
tonight. It was composed by Joseph 
Hopklnson, later a federal judge, and 
the house in which it was written is 
still standing.

The song was written by Hopkin- 
son, then twenty-eight years of age, in 
the summer of 1798, when a war with 
France was thought to be Imminent 
Philadelphian 
remainder of the people of the Infant 
republic, were divided into warring 
camps, some advocating allegiance to 
France while others proposed to take 
sides with England. The object of the 
author of the song was to arouse an 
American spirit that would be "above 
the interests, passions and policy of 
both belligerents.”

Gilbert Fox, a popular young singer, 
was a friend of Ilopkinson's, and to 
him the author entrusted the first 
singing of the anthem. Fox was given 
a benefit on April 25, 1790, and the 
playbills announced that after the 
regular performance "an entirely new 
song, written by a citizen of Philadel­
phia, will be sung by Mr. Fox, accom­
panied by 
chorus."

The big C. P. R. freight and passen­
ger boat Mount Temple, Captain 
Moore, arrived in port yesterday from 
Ixmdon and Antwerp and docked at 
No. 1 berth Sand Point at one o’clock. 
The Mount Temple, besides a large 
cargo of six thousand tons, brought 
over 1,110 steerage passengers chiefly 
Russians and Germans. Of these peo­
ple the majority went west last even­
ing, the trains leaving at seven and 
eight o’clock. One hundred who were 
ticketed to St. John rffnained in the 
city, and although many of them will 
probably scatter through the province, 
many will find work on the different 
contracts now in operation.

The Mount Temple left Antwerp 
two days before the big Belgian 
strike broke out. and were fortunate 
enough to get the cargo loaded. On 
the voyage over ordinary weather was 
encountered, no fog or ice being met. 
Messages were exchanged by wire 
iss between the ship and the United 
States revenue cutter Seneca, which 
is now on ice patrol duty.
Temple was notified of the movements 
of the floes and bergs.

Citizens who were at Sand Point yes­
terday when the steerrfge passengers 
were landed, expressed much surprise 
at the military hats worn by many of 
the men, and conjectures were made 
as to what army they had served in.
