Fifteen old employes of the com-
pang, including some of the most
popular conductors in the service,
abandoned the company during the
day and cast in their lot with the
strikers.

Three meetings and three para-
des were held by the strikers, and
there were numerous demonstra-

As a result of the strike, the street
car service was seriously crippled yes-
terday. At the most there were only
eleven cars in operation in the city
proper, where there are usually be-
tween twenty-six and thirty. It was
said that two of the cars were operat-
ed by men who had not had the usual
fourteen days’ training, and had not
passed the customary e amination. In
spite of the limited service the cars
did not appear to be patronized to any
extent by the citizens, most of the
passengers caried being women and
girls.

The strike was the chief topic of
conversation about the city and the
sympathy of the citizens seemed to be
with the men. The customary form of
greeting between friends was' “Well,
how far did you walk today?”

Yesterday morning practically all
the men in the service went to the car
sheds, and it was said that, following
announcement to the officials of the
decision to strike, all but four men
agreed to go out. But H. M. Hopper,
Hazen McLean and H. Brown were at
hand, and went among the men and
managed to persuade a number to re-

1

turn to work, who with the new hands
the company has been breaking in,
took ten or eleven cars.

In the morning the men from differ-
ent sections of the city marched to
their hall in the old Odd Fellows’ build
ing to answer roll call. In the af-
ternoon, about four o'clock, the men
formed up in front of their hall, and
paraded by way of Union, Charlotte,
King, Dock and Union streets back to
their hall again. At intervals along
the route they were cheered by the
spectators, and as they pased the C. P,
R. building, at the corner of King and
Germain street, where a large number
of union men are employed, the work-
men thronged the windows, and gave
the paraders a demonstration of sym-
pathy. While the parade was passing
this point a street car came along and
the workmen in the C. P. R. building
repeatedly raised the cry of “scab.”

Fighting For Freedom

In the evening, at seven o'clock, the
strikers again formed up in front of
their hall on Union street, and with
the St. Mary’s Band at their head
started another parade about the city.
Most of the men in line during the ev-
ening procession wore their uniforms.
They made quite a fine appearance,
and there were many expressions of
surprise from spectators at the num-
per of men in line. Near the head.of.
the parade, two uniforméd men ecar-
ried a banner with the inscription “We
are fighting for freedom,” and at the
tail of the procession two other men
bore a banner inscribed “We will
walk.”

The parade, in which there was con-
giderably over a hundred men, march-
ed up Union street to Charlotte, and
crossing over came down King street.
The strikers kept clear of the car
tracks, but as the parade was coming
down King street, a large number of
men and boys tailed on behind the
strikers, and kept in front of a car
coming down the street, obliging it to
proceed very slowly. The parade
marched out to the North End, and
then returning passed along Paradise
Row to Haymarket Square and thence
by way of Brussels and Union street
back to their hall. . All along the line
of march spectators thronged the sjde-

of Douglas Avenue and Main street
there were fully 2,000 people gathered,
and‘they cheered the strikers frequent-
ly. When the parade reached Union
street on its return a great crowd of
people were assembled along

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Vancouver May See
Last of Hindus Today

Steam Up, and Supplies Aboard Komagata Maru Ready For

Trip to Orient—*“23” an
Party.

Vancouver, B. C., July 2.—Smoke is
rising from the funnel of the Komo-
gata Maru, and the tramp steamer,
now famous as the storm centre of
situnation which almost ended in ‘a
mimic naval battle, is expected to
leave Canada’s shore at five o'clock
Thursday morning. With the cruiser
Rainbow lying in the stream with 200
yards away and with scores of militia-
men mustered on the Canadian Pa-
cific Railway wharves close at hand,
ready for any emergency, no one ex-
pects further difficulty although
there is still an alr of uncertainty in
the city and Vancouver will breathe
a sigh of relief when the dirty tramp
steamer pokes her nose through the
Narrows and heads across the Gulf of
Georgla towards the Orient.

Off of Vancouver Island two Japan-
ese cruisers are said to be walting to
convoy the Maru to Oriental waters.

No shore leave has been granted to
the men of the Ralnbow, The men
were all standing by yesterday with
the exception of the stewards’ depart-
ment, They came ashore to buy sup-
plies and meat, vegetables and gro-
ceries and were taken off to the cruls-
er yesterday afternoon. This morning
further supplies were sent off to the
warship and it is expected that she is
to escort the Maru outside Cape Flat-
tery and beyond ‘the three mile limit.
The tug Sea Lion was alongside Pler
A at noon today loading the stock for
the Komotaga Maru. A committee of
shore Hindus and Inspector Hopkin-
son checked up the flour, canned goods
vegetables, fruit and other supplies
as they slid down the plank to the
deck of the tug. Twenty-three has
been an unlucky day for the Komo-
gata Maru and her dusky passengers.
It was on May 23rd that they arrived
and it will be July 23rd when they
depart—that is, if they don’t play a
final card to surprise the authorities.

Ex-Premier Throws Out Chal-
lenge to Counsel for Family
of Editor Shot by Mme.
Caillaux,

Paris, July 22.—The ex-premier, Jo-
seph Caillaux, was again the central
figure today in the Court of Assize,
where his wife is on trial for the kil-
ling of the editor of the Figaro. The
court room was crowded in the ex-
pectation of sensational revelations
arising from M. Labori’'s closing ulti-
matum of last night when he declared
he would refuse to plead unless a full
statement was made by the govern-
ment regarding documents, which, it
was alleged, were important enough to
crush Caillaux.

This morning the Procurator Gen-
eral said that he was authorized to de-
clare that the documents referred to
in yesterday's testimony did not ex
ist. Instead, therefore of utterly dis-
crediting the ex-premier, the incident
ended in his triumph as, his brilliant
antagonist, M. Chenu, counsel for the
Calmette family, was obliged to ac-
knowledge. When the Procurator
General resumed his seat M. Labori,
counsel for Mme. Caillaux, said:

“We consider the incident closed.”

M. Chenu replied sarcastically:

“The ineid is closed to the satis-
faction of M illaux, but to my mind
it was nothing but a clever diversion
most opportunely arranged and I ad-
mire the skill with which it was ar-
ranged. It has pleased M. Caillaux
to transform a criminal t into the
trial of a political cause.’

M. Chenu baving declared that it
did not become M. Caillaux to come
there and endeavor to soil the grave
which his wife had made, the ex-pre-
mier gprang forward and exclaimed:

“Since T must take notice of what
this iawyer has said, I will ask him if
he will take persenal responsibility for
his words.”

Different diseases have
special treatments,

The treatments for different dis-
eases among foxes was discussed re-
cently by Dr. Higgins befare the execu-
tive of the Charlottetown Fox Breed-
ers’ Association.

Dr. Higgins referred at the outset
to several cases which had been sub-
mitted to him for bacteriological re-
port previous to his leaving Ottawa. In
two cases foxes had died of cancer of
the liver, a third from intestinal trou-
ble, a fourth from pneumonia which
seemed to have originated, in indiges-
tlon. There wag one case of sarcop-
tic mange ‘among foxes imported from
the west last summer, before the in-
stitution of quarantine regulations.
This ranch was placed under quaran-
tine on discovery of the disease.

In this connection Dr. Higgins im-
presséd upon the Association the ab-
solute necessity of having quarantine
regulations strictly enforced. Not only
should the three weeks isolation pre-
scribed by the government be adhered
to but, as contagion might adhere to
the coat of the animal and be still un-
developed at the end of the three
weeks period ranchers should in their
own interests segregate the imported
animals on tHeir ranches till they were

He thought the existing quarantine
regulations' anomalous inasmuch as
they did not enforce quarantine on
all imported fur-bearing animals as
well as foxes. Germs of contagious
disease might be easily carried into
the province by mink, marten, skunk,
ete. He further suggested that all ani-
mals other than ruminants should be
ranched separately. He thought con-
siderable risk from contagion was be-
ing run in keeping rabbits in the same
ranch as foxes. For his part he would
not hesitate to shoot at sight any stray
dog or cat seen around a ranch.

One of the commonest complaints

met with among foxes, he said, was
worms. The remedy for these should
be applied at least from six to nine
months before the young foxes are
born; in other words, the larvae
should be destroyed in the autumn.
He thought the method of dosing in-
discriminately all young foxes with
worm specifies with a chance of get-
ting at worms here and there was
not only a haphazard method but was
also dangerous to the health of young
foxes. He advised that the foxes be
examined in the months of September
and October and the necessary treat-
ment applied. The nataral history of
the worm was, he said, that the eggs
were secreted in the intestines of the
old animals, passed off in the faces
then adhering, to the fur and teats of
the mother and subsequently being de-
veloped in. the young.

Speaking of the general sanitation
of ranches he sald conditions might be
very much improved. Indeed most of
the troubles he found indicated care-
lessness in this regard. Theé fox, ub-
like the cat and certain other domestic
animals which bury their faces, is na-
turally not a cleanly animal. In the
wild his den is scrupulously clean; but
it must be remembered that he has
miles of area in which to roam at lei-
sure and returns to his den only at
intervals for rest or cover. In the
ranches it is different. In this circum-
scribed area it is necessary for man
to assist in the housecleaning. The
utensils in the rarch should be steriliz-
ed with boiling water at least daily,
or better still before each feeding. The
pens should be swept out regularly
and the dens attended to daily. His
impression was that the pens were
too much shaded and if more sunlight
were let in there would be less danger
of disease. There should be a dead
line of at least five feet of air space
between the pens. Under these condi-
tions it would be practicaly impossi-
ble for any infectious trouble to spread
throngh a ranch. Keepers. he said,
should be especially careful to avoid
expectorating in the ranches, and
every care should be taken to prevent
persons suffering from tuberculosis
having access thereto as foxes are par-
ticularly liable to contract this dis-
ease.

Dr. Higgins next referred to feeding
practices. He found an impression
among certain foxmen that it was ad-
vantageous for the purpose of in-
creasing the prolixity of foxes to keep
them lean and to obtain this they re-
sorted to a measure of semi-starvation
at periodic intervals. This practice he
condemned. To have a vigorous. off-
spring the parents must be consistent-
ly well nourished at all times, but

more especially previous to the mat-
ing season, In regard to the matter

of vigor he thought that prospective
mothers should have an area of at
least 3,000 square feet in which to ex-
ercise. In nature the litters run from
#ix to eight. This is nature’s provision
to perpetuate the species and no doubt
the cause of the lack of fecundity in
the domesticated fox is to be found in
the circumscribed area of the average
pen.

In regard to the feeding of young
foxes, although he did not pretend to
have expert knowledge he thought
many improvements could be effected.
These should not be allowed any
meats till they are at least four
weeks old. As the mother.is in the
habit of carryirz,the food to the
young foxes he would go so far as to
cut off her meat rations during this
period and supply her with other
foods containing the necessary
amount of albumen and protein mat-
ter, such as eggs, blood, whole flour
and such like. It was his opinion
that the practice of parboiling meat
was not beneficial where one was cer-
tain that the animal had been frea
from disease. Referring to the com-
mon practice of substituting cow's
milk for that of vixens he said the
former was lacking in albumen and
the preteins. It should, in some way,
be modified before feeding but as
no analysis had yet been made he was
not in a position to state the definite
amounts to be added. He hoped to be
able to offer some suggestions in this
matter at a later date. In no case
should Jersey's milk be used, It would
be better to use that of a Holstein
grade supplemented with the mixed
white and yolk of an egg, a little lime
water and -barley water. He would
avoid all specially prepared food until
a thorough test extending over a leng-
thened period had demonstrated fits
suitability. Even dogs’ foods might
not be adapted to Reynard’'s require-
ments. Soda biscuits, in his opinion,
contained too much bicarbonate and
alkaline substances to suit the fox, as
they were liable to adversely affect the
natural acid secretions of the digestive
tract. He recommended the use of
zoat's milk in preference to that of

other animal. Moreover, if goats

re kept in the ranch they would
remove the grasses and undergrowth
which might be dangerous in case of

fire as well as serve as the media of
disease.

Coming to deal with the supervision
of ranches, Dr. Higgins referred to the
class of men who should be given char-
ge ¢ uch valuable animals. In the
first instance he thought there should
be xpert in Dbacteriology and
pathology permanently located in the
province, whose duty it would be to
carry on laboratory experiments and
give éxpert advice and supervision in
connection with the industry. This
laboratory would be an educational

force was orzanized in Paris in 1812
by Eugene Francois Vidocq, who was
born at Arras, France, the son of a ba-
ker, 139 years ago today, July 23, 1775.

No.1, $97.50.”

Witness explained the system used
in connection with the books for the
benefit of the court. As far as witness
knew there had been no effort to build
the line past Andover.

Mr. Fowler withdrew from court
with the permission of the Commis-
sfon, stating that he would be obliged
to be absent till the first of the week.
There was a slight discussion of the
duration of the hearings. Mr. Carvell
stated that he hoped to have most of
the evidence concluded this week.

Legal Expeénse.

The witness mext referred to vouch-
er 2657 which was a payment of $500
to J. B. M. Baxter. on February 7th,
1914 as a retainer. Witness produced
the check on the Royal Bank of Cana-
da at Fredericton. Ross Thompson had
{nstructed him to issue this check
under the head of legal expenses. The
check was paid February 11, 1914.
Later Mr. Baxter, or some one, depos-
ited the $500 to the credit of the com-
pany in the bank. Mr. Thompson told
witness that Mr. Baxter returned the
money on March 25th. Witness knew
of the committee from the legislature
that examined the company’s books.

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ARE NOT CRIMINALS

Boston lml.ncier defends
New Haven directors —
Not only road to suffer by
mistaken judgment of
expert.

Boston, July 20.—A Boston banker
says: “The Inleutum Commerce Com-
mission’s attack upon the New Haven
directors makes one wonder whence
corporation directors of the future are
to be drafted if mistakes of judgment
are to call forth such invectives,

“For years the highest type of busi.
ness man in New York, Boston and
throughout New England considered it
pardonable to aspire to be a director
of the New Haven. The position was
ROt scught for financial gain, but be
cause of the desire to be publicly re

cognized as & successful business man
and a leader in the community. Those
who were fortunate enough to achieve
that ambition were envied. It was
the hall mark of integrity and success.
‘To say that New Haven policies or the
character of its directors radically
changed in the recent past is untrue.

“For years the New Haven has con
trolled the transportation of New Eng.
land into New York. This did not
begin with Mellen, Hall or Clark. The
value of the New Haven securities was
chiefly in this entrance into New York

“Later, came the question of the
policy to be adopted toward the trol
leys, which many rallroads of the coun:
try are row considering. For instance
the New York Central bought trolley
lines with the idea that in the event of
electrification of railroads these new:
1y bought trolley lines would bring eco
nomy. This was the'idea of the New
Haven, and incidentally to prevent
competition with any trolley system in
to New York.

“Under the recent management
therefore, the trolleys and steamboats
were purchased-—unwisely it now
seems. But does this mean that the
directors of the New Haven who sanc
tioned. these purchases are to be brand
ed by lawyers and politicians as
thieves? The men who have served or
the New Haven directorate—and whe
are now so mercilessly flayed—will
continue to represent all that is bes!
in New England tradition.

“The New Haven is not the only
rajlroad that has suifered by the un
fortunate judgment of the paid expert
who runs the property., Directors are
advisers, and often we find the operat
ing head of a railroad who, althougl
wrong in his judgment is able to con
vince his directors to take a ster
which later proves disastrous. Harri
man was a success because he knew
both sides of railroading—finance and
operation, but there have been equally
important railroad men who have
made mistakes such as have beer
made in the New Haven during the
past few years.

“But in passing judgment on the
New Haven directors it seems to be
forgotten that one of the fundamental
causes for its present condition is tha
with present railway rates—without a
proper terminal charge—the terminal
railroads have lost half their value. If
the economic conditions affecting our
terminal roads had not changed, those
properties would be worth today dou
ble or treble their present value, and
there would be no such conditions ex
isting as we see in New Haven and
Boston and Maine.

Declared Road Solvent.

“'To err is human.' Charles Fran
cis Adams, than whom no New Eng
lander is more respected, was wrong
when after an examination of the Un.
ion Pacific books many years ago, he
declared that the road was solvent.
But Mr. Adams did not lose the respect
of the community, because it was rec.
ognized that he Imd made an honest
mistake,

“The New Haven directors made
mistakes, but they are not criminals
They have a position in the community
that was not galned and will not be
lost in a day

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MADE MISTAKES, BUT
ARE NOT CRIMINALS

Boston lml.ncier defends
New Haven directors —
Not only road to suffer by
mistaken judgment of
expert.

Boston, July 20.—A Boston banker
says: “The Inleutum Commerce Com-
mission’s attack upon the New Haven
directors makes one wonder whence
corporation directors of the future are
to be drafted if mistakes of judgment
are to call forth such invectives,

“For years the highest type of busi-

ness man in New York, Boston and

throughout New England considered it
pardonable to aspire to be a director
of the New Haven. The position was
ROt scught for financial gain, but be-
cause of the desire to be publicly re-

cognized as & successful business man
and a leader in the community. Those
who were fortunate enough to achieve
that ambition were envied. It was
the hall mark of integrity and success.
To say that New Haven policies or the
character of its directors radically
changed in the recent past is untrue.

“For years the New Haven has con-
trolled the transportation of New Eng-
land into New York. This did not
begin with Mellen, Hall or Clark. The
value of the New Haven securities was
chiefly in this entrance into New York.

“Later, came the question of the
policy to be adopted toward the trol-
leys, which many rallroads of the coun-
try are row considering. For instance,
the New York Central bought trolley
lines with the idea that in the event of
electrification of railroads these new-
1y bought trolley lines would bring eco-
nomy. This was the'idea of the New
Haven, and incidentally to prevent
competition with any trolley system in-
to New York.

“Under the recent management,
therefore, the trolleys and steamboats
were purchased-—unwisely it now
seems. But does this mean that the
directors of the New Haven who sane-
tioned. these purchases are to be brand-
ed by lawyers and politicians as
thieves? The men who have served on
the New Haven directorate—and who
are now so mercilessly flayed—will
continue to represent all that is best
in New England tradition.

“The New Haven is not the only
rajlroad that has suifered by the un-
fortunate judgment of the paid expert
who runs the property., Directors are
advisers, and often we find the operat-
ing head of a railroad who, although
wrong in his judgment is able to con-
vince his directors to take a step
which later proves disastrous. Harri-
man was a success because he knew
both sides of railroading—finance and
operation, but there have been equally
important railroad men who have
made mistakes such as have been
made in the New Haven during the
past few years.

“But in passing judgment on the
New Haven diredtors it seems to be
forgotten that one of the fundamental
causes for its present condition is that
with present railway rates—without a
proper terminal charge—the terminal
railroads have lost half their value. If
the economic conditions affecting our
terminal roads had not changed, those

properties would be worth today dou
ble or treble their present value, and
there would be no such conditions ex-
isting as we see in New Haven and
Boston and Maine.

Declared Road Solvent.

“'To err is human.' Charles Fran-
cis Adams, than whom no New Eng-
lander is more respected, was wrong
when after an examination of the Un-
ion Pacific books many years ago, he
declared that the road was solvent.
But Mr. Adams did not lose the respect
of the community, because it was rec-
ognized that he Imd made an honest
mistake,

Unfavorable elements fail-
ed to shake market and
several issues advanced
slightly—~New Haven fell,
but recovered.

New York, July 22—Despite the in-
jection of such new and unfavorable
1 8 as the prop d d
suit against.the New Haven Railroad
and the abandonment of the Rock Is-
land re-organization plan, today’s stock
market held fairly firm in that class of
securities whose present and future
seem reasonably assured,

Some of these issues rose above the
preceding days best prices, notably
‘Union Pacific, United States Steel and
Amalgamated Copper,’ but failed to
hold any considerable part of their ad-
vantage. New Haven fell two points
at the outset, but soon recovered a
part of its loss. Other semi-active
stocks of speculative value also made
moderate improvement on a light vol-
ume of operations. Professional trad-
ing lost none of its monotony, though
signs of mild investment interest were
manifested in some of the standard
issues.

A mixed variety of specialties gain-
ed from one to four points, including
Havester, Bethlehem steels, Studeba-
ker and American Tobacco. It was in
stocks and bonds of less prominence
that severe recessions occurred. Vir-
tually all the Rock Island's lost
ground, the debenture fives extending
to seven and three-quarter points,
while the convertible fours fell three
and three-eighths. Missouri Pacific
stocks and bonds, notably the conver-
tible fives were weak, the latter losing
five points. Denver and Rio Grande
fives and Colorado Midland fours re-
corded marked losses.
