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WHERE IS THE COMMON GROUND?

It is difficult to fully understand the suggestion from Ottawa that as the
result of careful deliberation in caucus the Liberals may reach some com-

mon ground on which the members of that party can stand together and

thus avoid or postpone the wholesale split which in regard to the conscription

measure now seems certain, Where is the common ground? Ottawa advices

do not specify but vaguely hint at conscription of wealth and other meas-

ures that may follow the conscription of man-power. The suggestion of such
a basis of settlement is very well in its way but this much we know. There
are Liberals who will not support conscription under any circumstances.
There are others equally determined who are convinced that their duty to
Canada and the Empire comes ahead of party allegiance and who will sup-
port conscription because they believe it is the only method which will meet
the present need for men in the Canadian divisions.

There may be some common ground on the further principle that there
should be conscription of the financial and material resources of the country
in which all may be willing to join. But that will not bridge the gulf be-
tween the advocates of compulsory military service and those who oppose
it. That will not for instance cause the lion and the jackal to herd togeth-
er or such men as Dr. Michael Clark and Hugh Guthrie to come to the same
opidion as the French Liberal members.

It is true that during the past two or three days the Liberals in Ottawa
have been almost frantic in their efforts to'repair the breaches in their
party. The Toronto Globe, chief Liberal organ in Canada, says of this ac-
tivity that “a thorough recanvassing of the whole situation from the stand-
points of war requirements, national interests, and a desire for party unity
as being in the best interests of national unity, have resulted in a ‘getting
together.” "

Remembering that Sir Robert Borden's unprecedented overtures for
national unity were rejected by Sir Wilfrid, there will be a very general
and lasting conviction that the “desire for party unity” has been the para-
mount idea in the getting together negotiations that are now going on

It is difficult, however, to see when such negotiations can succ eed as
one party faction is so absolutely opposed to the mind of the other. The
more probable view is that the party is still absolutely divided.

Lieut. L. P. Cathels Writes of

Interesting Experience with
the Egyptian Expeditionary
Force—Vivid Description of
the Country Where British-
ers Are Doing Their Bit.

The following interesting letter from
the far Hast was recently received by
& member of The Standard staff.  The
writer is Lieut. L. P. Cathels, of Har-
wick, Scotland, a student at Wycliffe
at the time of enlisting, and now a
member of the Egyptian expeditionary
force. For the past couple of years
Lieut. Cathels has had a trying experi-
ence, and his letter in part follows:
“We are bouvaced on grass! What
do you think of that? It is true it is
hardly what you would call grass in
your fresh and verdant land. It is
rather like a very sandy field over-
grown by weeds, and is said to re-
semble closely the ladies’ course at St.
Andrews, Scotland, but that is beyond
my ken. It may not be wholly field,
but it is not wholly desert, and we ac-
cept it gratefully and glory in the
promise it holds. For it means that
we are almost done with the weary
desert, that here it sway is disputed
and waning and that every forward
step will be on firm soil and into fairer
scenes.
Nor are weeds the only evidence of
this. On our way here we marched
through green standing crops, barley
and corn, scanty and scraggy enough
and Aghting for a foot-hold, but hold-
ing their own, producing ten-fold, if
not a hundred-fold. There are trees
too, other than the palms we have so
often had, and our later friends the
figs, spreading trees with heavy foli-
age, and hard white wood full of bit-
ter sap. Bitter wood trees I think.
We passed a lake. In the full heat
of summer it will be nothing but a salt
marsh, coral white by day and gleam-
ing like a pool of moilten silver by
night, but at present there is a riple
on its surface and water fowl skim
over the face of it.
Best of all are the multitude of tiny
flowers, such simple and familiar look-
ing flowers, daisies and dandelions,
popples and little fleld lilies. After
the bareness of the sand wastes these
are welcome friends indeed, a8 the
old-time voyager after months of sail-
{ng over the vastness of the deep hail-
ed at last the distant shore that mark-
ed his journey’s end, so we rejoice to
have reached the borders of good
mother earth again. It may be that
as in the old time troubles we dream
not of lle beyond Jordan, and that
there are still giants, as well as milk
and honey in the land we go up to
possess.
The grass we are encamped upon
has its drawbacks. We are by no
means the only inhabitants here; we
have as neighbors older residents—a
vast population, surely the most vari-
ed collection of creepy beasts since
Eden or the Ark. There are bigger
snakes than we have met hitherto, and
more of them; hateful centipedes, both
brown and yellow; dreaded gcorpions,
beetles of every size and shape, espec-
ially a huge and very powerful black
variety; ants by the million; rats and
dear little pink desert mice; tortoises
and a host of crawling and hopping
things beyond my power to name.
Our bivouac is alive with big black
ants who seem to think they have a
prior claim to the ground it is pitched
on, and a brother officer is fighting
them at present with a bottle of ben:
zine we have carried with us and found
no use for until now. One drop prop-
erly administered on the back of the
neck doubles them up in a painless and
effective way, but I am afraid the sup-
ply of benzine will be exhausted long
before the supply of ants!

MME. TERESE CARRENO,
FAMQUS PIANIST, DEAD.

New York, June 13.—Mme. Terese
Carreno, one of the most famous of
women planists, died tonight at her
home in this city after a long illness,
at the age of 63 years. She was
stricken in Cuba in March with what
developed to be paralysis, byt kept her
concert engagements this spring with
the Philharmonic Society.

Mme. Carreno was born at Caracas,
Venezuela, and studied in the United
States and in- Paris under Gottschalk,
Mathias, and- Rubenstein.

The Kaiser bxpressed
great chagrin and sent his brotherin-
law and Queen Sophia a message of
sympathy.

In House of Commons.

London, June 14—The announce-
ment of King Constantine's abdicution
made in the House of Commons by
Andrew Bonar Law, chancellor of the
exchequer, was received with cheers,
but a less favorable reception was
given his statement that Prince Alex-
ander had succeeded his father.

Mr. Law was asked by Arthur
Lynch, member for West Clare, “what
does the government expect to gain
by the abdication of the King when
it is perpetuating the same abuses un-
der another name.”

Mr. Law replied, “What we hope to
gain is a constitutional government
representing the whole of Greece.”
John Gordon Swift MacNeill, mem-
ber for South Donegal, asked if in fact
Constantine had been given permis-
sion to abdicate and if, in regard to
the fact that he had practically been-
expelled from the throne, he should be
allowed to nominate his successor.
The chancellor replied that it would
not be in the public interest to give
any more information at present, but
that Mr. MacNeill was “wrong in say-
ing that his successor had been nom-
inated by Constantine.”

All the newspapers express the hope
that the Allies have not agreed to the
succession of Prince Alexander with-
out the approval of former Premier
Venizelos.
