President Wilson, interviewed by a Paris newspaper Friday, declared
his conviction that the peace treaty hhanded the Germans violates none ol
hig principles and conforms in its enti rety with his fourteen points.

The statement again is made, this time in Copenhagen despatches, that
part of the Bulgarian army has been mobilized and is advancing on the
Serbian frontier.

TORONTO EXPECTS
STREET RAILWAY
WILL BE TIED UP

Management and Men Failed
to Agree on Latter's De-

mands for Eight Hours and
55 Cents Per Hour.

Toronto, June 6—Probability of a
strike of the street railwaymen ot
this city on June 16 loomed large to-
day when a lengthy conference be-
tween representatives of the Street
Railwaymen's Union and Manager R.
J. Fleming of the Toronto railway,
ended in a deadlock. Manager Flem-
ing stated that the company could
not accede to the men's demands for
an eight hour day and fiftyfive cents
an hour; the men insisted that these
must be granted, otherwise there
would be trouble, The company is
not in a financial position to gramt
them, the manager declared. Mana-
ger Fleming professes to be willing to
accept Premier Hearst's suggestioe
that a commission or tribunal might
be appointed to look into the matters
in dispute between the men and the
company, if the purpose of the com-
mission/or tribunal would be to find
out if the asked for increase in wages
could be made in fairness to 'the com-
pany and to the public, and do justicq
to the shareholders.

Parliament Strikes Heavy Blow At Bolsheviam
By Passing a Bill Directed At English
Agitators of Red Revolutionary Type

Ottawa, Ont., June 6—Parliament struck a heavy blow at Bolshevism today
when a bill, directed at English agitators of the Red revolutionary type, passed the
three stages of the Commons, was given a first, second and third reading in the Sen-
ate, and secured the Royal assent in less than an hour. Such action, which is with-
out precedent in Canadian parliamentary history, can only be done by unanimous
consent, but in both chambers not an objection was raised. The bill was in the form
of an amendment to the Immigration’ Act which recently became law. This act gave
power to deport aliens who advocate the overthrow of constituted authority, but
when it came to put the bill in force it was found that it did not apply to immi-
grants from Great Britain, and most of the leading Reds in the West are old coun-
trymen of the London Hyde Park school.

Arrested

All Were Arraigned and

Fined — Commander of
- Military District Addresses
Soldiers and Hints at Im-
portaiit Forthcoming
Events.

‘Winnipeg, Man., June 6.—More than
1,300 soldiers, constables and a cav-
alry unit of 100 war veterans, today
patrolled Winnipeg's streets ready to
enforce Mayor Charles F. Gray’s proc-
lamation forhidding all public parades.
Mayor Gray's stand was endorsed by
nearly every faction involved in the
general strike, and only one effory was
made today to continue the demonstra-
tions of the last three days.

Strikers, following a mass maetiuy,
attempted to form and march to the
City Hall to protest against the
Mayor's proclamation, but the demon<
stration was broken up by the police.

The newly deputized constables
made several arrests of strikers and
¢lrike symapthizers during the day,
and all were arraigned and fined.
Mayor Gray announced that the city
plans to put 3,000 returned soldiers
on its emergency police force.

Brigadier-General H. D. B. Ketchan,
Manitoba District Military  Com-
mander, today addressed a mass meet-
ing of returned soldiers and declared
that the Winnipeg strike could no
longer be considered a union labor pro-
test, but that it is an attempt to over-
throw the government.

“l am sorry, men, that I cannot teli
you all I would like to tell you at the
rresent time,” said General Ketchen
“But rest assured that the Dominion
Government and the military are nol
idle. When the §overnment does act

STANDING OF
POSTAL CLERKS
DISCUSSED

Gov't Accused of a Direct At-
tack on Labor in Its Posi-
tion With the Sympathetic
Striking Clerks.

Ottawa, Jung 6.—The position of
postal clerlly now on sympathetic
strike in the west was raised by Mr.
D. D. MacKenzie, in the Iouse of
Commons this afternoen.

Mr. MacKenzie read a telegram
from Calgary that the postal em-
pleyees belonged to an organization,
which had been officjally recognized
by the government, and in the con-
stitution of that organization the
strike weapon was recognized. :

The action of the government, the
teiegram continued, could not be con-
strued as anything but an attack on
labor.

Sir Robert Borden replied that the
postal employees had been distinctly
and emphatically informed that if they
did not return to their duties thay
must regard themselves as permanent-
Iy retired from the public service.

“It was,” Sir Robert added, “a dis-
tinct intimation to the postal em-
ployees that if they undertook to gd
on sympathetic rike to disregard
their public duties, to accept the di-
rection of another authority to dislo-
cate the public service of this countr®
and to cause widespread public incon-
venience, they must regard them-
selves, in taking that course as pet
manently retired from the public ser-
wvice.

“T'he government, having taken this
position, *and taken it, I think, with
good cause, would render no good ser
vice to the public interest by with-
drawing from it.

Some Sweeping Amendments
to the Criminal Code Are

Recommended by a Special |ceeding.

Comnmittee of the House of
Commons.

Ottawa, June 6—Some sweeping
amendments to the criminal code are
recommended by the sgpecial commit-
tee of the House of Commons on se-
ditious propaganda. The committee
recommends the insertion of g series
of new sections in the code. Associa-
tions proposed to bring about any
governmental, industrial or economi-
cal change within Canada by use of
force are, it is recommended, to be
declared unlawful. Any property be-
longing to such an unlawful associa-
tion may be seized and forfeited to
the crown. Any person, guo is a
member of any such unlawtul asso-
ciation, is liable to imprisonment for
not less than one year and not more
than twenty years.

“In any prosecution under this sec-
tion,” reads a clause which the com-
mittee recommends shall be inserted
in the criminal code, “if it be proved
that the person charged has:

‘(A) Attended meetings of an un-
lawful association; and

“(B) Spoken publicly in advocacy
of an unlawful association; or

“(C) Distribute literature of an un-
lawful association by circulation
through the post office mails of Can-
ada or otherwise.

“It shall be presumed, in the ab-
sence of proof to the contrary, that
he is a member of such an unlawful
association.”

The oyner or lessee of a building,
who knowingly permits the meeting in
it of an unlawful assoeiation, the com-
mittee recommends, shall be liable to
a fine of not more than $i{000 or to
imprisonment for not more than five
years, or both fine and imprisonment.

Penalties of imprisonment for not
less than one year, and not more than
twenty years, are also -provided in
the case of endeavors to circulate
or to import. literature recommending
resort to force, as & means of accom-
plishing any governmental, industrial
or economic change.

VANCOUVER GREETS
THE NEW TRANS-
CANADA LIMITED

Reached Its Destination Right
on the Dot Much to the
Pleasure and Satisfaction
of Its Passengers.

Vancouver, B, C,, June 5—8harp on
the hour of ten the first C. P. R.
trans-Canada train came into the
Vancouver station, ninety-three hours
and thirty minutes running time from
Montreal.

After the dividend date, as no check
had been received, the clerk went to
an office right in Wall street, Now
York, which was the headquarters ot
the promoters handling the c¢il com-
pany's stock. There it was regrat-
fully explained to him that expenses
in drilling the wells that were finally
to bring the company to full prosperi-
ty had proved so unexpectedly heavy
that the company was obliged for the
present to forego all dividends,

it was also pointed out to the clerk
that the company's “literature” did
rot definitely promise 12 per cent.; it
cnly said that such a minimum return
was to be expected. Suspecting by
this time that his only souvenir of the
episode was a worthless stock certi-
flcate for which he had exchanged his
ertire savings of $88 the clerk never-
theless caused an investigation to be
mude by a government agency.

It developed that the company hed
no ~li production or prospects to speak
of, that the only dividend it tad ever
pui¢ was one per cent. in one mbaih
of 7918 and that several] officers of the
company had ungavory records. But
as in its “literature” and letters it
Lad not actually premised aaything,
had only succeeded iu muling an un-
sophisticated man ihink it was promis-
ing somecthing, th- district attorney’s
oflice felt that prosecution would be
hkopriess.

$100,000 that were incompatible witn
the public interest, succeeded in exer-
cising some restraint on the wildeat-
ters, but it did not take them long to
wake up to the fact that the law es-
tablishing the Capiial Issues Commit-
tee and its rules neglected to provide
a penalty for violation of those rules.

The committee ceased to funtion
on December 31, and until the Fed-
eral Trade Commissipn recently began
to exercise supervision over stock is-
sues there was an interim durifg
which the phony companies ran wild.
The commission is now sending out a

questionnaire requiring all sorts of in- q

formation as to the corporations busi-
ness, plans, intentions, backing and
responsibility.

Onc of the guestions is: “Do you
offer to accept exchange or dispose ot
Thrift Stamps, War Savings Stamps

or Liberty Bonds in order to sell you

own stock or securities?”’ In case the
answer is “Yes,” the corporation must
reply to this ome: “Will you vol-
untarily cease and desist from .such
practices in the future?”

There are teeth in the law creating
the Federal Trade Commission, for ihe
penalty for.false or incomploie infor-
wation may be a fine of from »1,000 to
$5,000 or imprisonment for not more
then thrce years or both.”

Warburg, formerly a meniber of tae

against urscrupulous promoters, He
thought Federal or stats laws enacted

In bis opinion the investment Rouses
ought to get together in all the Fed-
eral 1eserve districts of their own frea
will and ask the Federal Reserve
ags=nt and governor of the Federal Re-
serve hank to serve on a wvoluntary
committee of three or five which
much like the old capital issues com-
nittee, would be prepared to examine
a prospectus before the securities were
cffered and certify that papers au-
thenticating the facts Mt forth in the
prospecius had been filed.

They have succeeded so far as re
spectable companies are concgraned,
but the trouble is that many of the
stock’ promoting oll companies whose
ageuts are now flitting hither apd
thither like lightning bugs on a warm
summer night make no pretensions to
respectability except in public. Some
of them have made a particular play
for Liberty bonds and in the gchools
of salesmenship which are a feature
of up-to-date, get-rich-quick promc%on
kouses the pupils receive specis in-
struction in the methods of prying
loose the Liberty certificates for per-
sons obstinately bent on heeding the
government’s admonition to retain
them. One promotion outfit had the
nerve to advertise:

“We are proud of every American
who has bought a Liberty bond. It is
a patriotic duty to the nation. Now
we offer you another opportumnity to
do a patriotic service with the money
you have invested. Buy this oil stock
with your bond. Help increase the
production of odl.”

All over the country every sort of
stock and bond salesman turned to in
the Liberty Loan campaigns and de-
voted himself to selling Liberty bonds.
The fakers among them were careful
to preserve the names aud the

ts they bought. Selected names
from these files have been exchanged
among the fraternity and the *“sucker
list” thereby emlarged.

In many small towns, moreover, the
vewspapers helped the bond drives
and made the buyers feel good by
printing their names. These also
have gone into the archives of ¢he
shady promoters. In a few cases in
New York holders of Liberty bonds
have actually been approached by the
same salesman who sold them the
bonds, now trying to get them in ex-
change for oil stock.

From the ‘facts here presented a

many persoms will find out how
happened that they have been re-
ceiving oil “Mterature” and have been |
solicited over the telephone to buy
ebares in companies they never heard
