THE AERIAL RECORD
FROM ROME TO TURIN

The aerial record

from Rome to
Turin has been broken by ‘Lieut.
Brack-Papa, the pilot of the high-
speed A. R. F. biplane equipped with
a 750 h.p. 12 cylinder Fiat engine.
Starting from the Mirafiori aerodrome,
in the suburbs of Turin, at 11.45 on

March 5th, Brack-Papa landed on the
Centocello ground, just outside of
Rome, at exactly 2 p.m., thus having
covered the 888 miles separating
Turin from the Italian capital in two
hours, fifteen minutes. This is equal
to an average speed of 172 miles an
hour.

The flight was made with two pas-
sengers, both of them skilled pilots;
Bonacini and Gabriel d’Annunzio.
This machine is the one which only a
few days before was officially timed
over the Miraflori aerodrome at an
average of 161 1-2 miles an hour, with
four passengers and the pilot aboard.

ment, concerning the terms of occu-
pation of the neutral zome by German
troops

The Premier immediately expressed
to Dr. Von Mayer formal reservations,
and added that acoording to his infor-
mation it was doubtful if the occupa-
tion of the Rulir was indispensable. It
was only in case of oocupation and
consequent infractlon of article 44 of
the Peace Treaty could not be avoid-
ed that the guarantees offered by the
German Government came into play.
The matter, he said, required further
elucidation.

It is less expensive to make curtains
than to buy them already made up in
pairs, says Laura A, Kirkman. Also
one can select a better grade of ma-
terial and can make allowances for
shrinkage, if one makes one’s cur-
tains. It is a simple matter to hem-
gtitch the inner hems and the slightiy
wider hem at the bottom If ths serim
is not too fine. Threads can be pulled
easily and this is a great help in cut-
ting the material accurately.

‘White curtains hung next to the
glass are called “glass curtains” and
may be used with or without over-
draperies. If over-draperies are used,
they should be of some washable ma-
terial, for the modern housekeeper
wants hangings that are easily kept
clean. Silk is suitable for the down-
stairs windows and soft-colored cre-
tonnes may be used in the bedroom.
A better grade of chintz in a rather
formal pattern is, however, often used
on the lower floors. A simpler effect
is obtamed by using glass cugtains
alone, but the average woman thinks
overdraperies and yvulences give rooms
a cozier appearance. '

The over-ddraperies are the long
side-curtains and these may reach to
just below the sill, or when a more
formal effect is desired, they may just
escape touching the floor. The val
ance is the short plece that connects
the over-iraperies at the top of the
window. Both side-draperies and va-
lances are finished with a heading and
fulled on a rod that is placed outside
or above the glass curtains’ rod
Either long or short over-ddraperies
may be used in the down-stairs rooms,
but the short are the more suitable
for bedroom windows,

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Over In England
G. B. Toppin of Manchester
in the City—Business Get:
ting on Its Feet, Industries

Busy, But Drawback ‘is
Shortage of Raw Materials.

“Things are all adrift in Kngland,
and Oliver Lodge and all his spirits
cant tell what is going to happen in
the future,” sald (. B. Toppin, of Man-
chester, who is in the city on a busi-
i ness trip.

“Not that business is not getting
on its feet,” he added. “All kinds ot
:ndustries are busy, and about only
drawback is the shortage of raw ma-
terials. Transportation is the big
probiem. Every port is crowded with
ships, waiting for a chance to land
their cargoes, and the railways can-
not handle the freight on the docks.
Experiments are being made with
motor transport for handling freighi
on short hauls, but it is difficult to
tell whether it is a sucgess, reports
being conflicting.

“Big business men are worrying
over the labor situation, out of which
anything may come. Most of the la-
bor leaders are cautions men, who
know that the world cannot go on
without work, but there is a large ra-
dical element who are trying to force
their hands, and who are ripe for tu-
mult.

“Lloyd George, to serve his person-
al ambitions, is trying to unite the
classes against the Labor Party. His
move is premature and probably a
blunder. If he had kept on telling the
people that he hoped to create & new
heaven and a new earth he would
have given the labor leaders a chance
to discipline their unruly radicals.
But his declaration that he is going
to defend the present order of society
against the communists is hailed with
joy by radicals. The Mnglish work-
man has no desire to defend a system
of things that only gives him a mea-
gre living wage, and not that if he
does mnot have steady employment.
And the stand taken by Lloyd George
is bound to throw the conservative
Labor leaders into the game of the ex
tremists. Men like Henderson, Clynes
and Adamson, are communists, as
much so as Ramsay MacDonald, who
is probably the greatest political or-
ganizer British labor has yet produc-
ed.. Now these men cannot face a
ublic without being compelled to
nswer the question of the radicals:
‘Are you for the Capitalist system or
against 1t?'

“Had Lloyd-George insisted on
hanging the Gaiser, kicked the Turk
out of Europe, and got something out
of Germany except a few old ships
that the Americans did not want, he
could have done pretty much as he
wanted to. But he is in the unfortun-
ate position of being bankrupt of pro-
mises. This mistrust of the mnation’s
nominal leader at this time is a dam-
gerous thing. Iréland seems bent on
causing trouble, and if the Govern-
ment sends an army to clean up
things there, the Government may
have to face a revolt of the working
classes. There is one saving factor
in the situation; the conciliatory at-
titude of the great captains of indus-
try.

“These men have enjoyed power so
long that they are rather indifferent
to it, and are willing to do anything
in reason to help remodel a system
that no longer commands the loyalty
of the working class. Many of these
men are behind the movement to ap-
ply the old Guild principle to industry,
and give the workmen a voice in con-
trol. If this movement succeeds it
may defeat the determination of the
class conscious socialists to.sprovoke
a social revolution before it is poli-
tically ripe.

“The new rich class who have come
to the front during the war are, how-
ever, like red rags to the working
class. They have just tasted power,
and are arrogant and reckless, while
their flaunting of their wealth in-
flames the unrest and discontent. It
is this clas sthat is trying to stir up
bad blood: between England and
America, no doubt on the principle
that when things at home get out of
hand it is advisable to start trouble
abroad.” .

At a meeting of the executive of
the Women's Hospital Aid held on
Tuesday it was decided to appoint a
committee who, adting from the Aid,
but as individuals, would see if the
OCommercial Club of St. John wousa
not take up the matterof haying two
more commisstoners appointed on the
Board of the Hospital, the two to pe
women. Mrs, A. C. Skelton and Mrs.
Verner McLellan were asked to ap-
proach the Commercial Club and it is
understood that several of the officers
who have been interviewed stated that
ithey felt there was great need for im-
provement in the Hospital and will be
in favor of the Club seriously consid-
ering the whole guestion.

At several of the meetings of the
Women's Hospital Aid difoussions
have been held regarding the neces-
sity, of having women on the Boamd
of Commissioners, Alt the time of the
formation of -the Aid there were no
vacancies but since that time the wes-
ignation of Dr. James Christie made an
appointment possible. To the disap-
pointment of the members Dr. G. R. J.
Crawford was elected to fill this va-
cancy. One of the reasons given
against the appointnient of a woman
had been that the Board bylaw pro-
vides only for a certain number, but
a woman was not appointed when a
vacancy orcurred.

Some six ‘moniths ago the attention
of the commissioners was drawn to
the fact that there was not enough
linen in the Hospital, a prominent
doctor having stated that he was ncit
able to get a towel upon which to
wipe his hands. At a meeting of
the Hospital Commission held shortly
after this fact became known the sum
of $6,000 was voted by the comgis-
sioners to purchase linen for the hos-
pital. The linen has not arrived and
a visitor to the imstitution recently

vas told by a nurse that she might
wash her hands as there was plenty
of water but that she comld not get a
towel.

It s questioned by those interested
1f any housewife would run her home
under such conditions waiting six
months for absolutely necessary ar-
ticles, amd ‘surprise is expressed that
the physicians working under such
difficulties do not make a more vigor
ous protest.

The matter of one or more women
on the Board is to be refermed by the
Women’s Hospital Aid to the Local
Council of Women who are strongly
in favor of women ogn the Boands of
all institutions wher® women and
children are cared for.
