That deep and umiversal regret
should be expressed at the death of
M:. James F %uuerwon is only in the
natural order of things, but pudlic
sentiment in regard to his death should
not so much take the form of regret
at the loss of one of the city’s best
knowr men and prominent merchants,
a: of gratitude that it should have
beer the zood fortune &f the city to
have had in its midst for such a long
period of time, a citizen who was able
to carry on for so many years the
many good and noble works which
ckaracterized the late Mr. Robertson's
wkole life. While evary one who
kunew him -espected him wholeheart-
edly for his personality and upright-
ness of life, and admired the ability
he displayed as a man of business in
which he achieved so much success,
it is not because of that ‘success or
by reason «f his position as one of
the aity’s .eading merchants that he
will be best remembered. He wil
best remembered as a big-hearted
piilanthropist to whom no appeal for
help was ever made in vain. Always
the first to help in any object of char-
fty and benevolence, deserving cases
found in him a true friend; but no
ocne will evor know the real extent of
his sympathies, or the scores of in-
stences in which the good deeds he
performed never came to light. Not
content with giving a generous help-
ing hand to cases which were brought
to his notice, he went out of his way
to find outlets for his generosity that
no one but the recipients and himself
ever knew of till long afterwards, and
often times never at all. Like most
other generous and big-hearted mea,
he was of 2 most retiring disposition,
and it was worth while for a man to
bave lived to the great age of 82 years
and then be able to leave behind him
such a repatation, and such a memory
for those who are left to remember
Idm by.

A TARIFF AGAINST THE U. S.

In the course of an interview with |
The Ottawa Journal, Mr. W. F. O'Con-

nor, K. C, former Chairman of the
Board of Commerce, and a possible
parliamentary candidate in West Pe-
terboro, discusses the tariff and the

exchange rate in an interesting man-

Ir brief, Mr. O'Connor would have
suck a tariff as would give Canada

such protection against the United
States as the United States establishes
against Canada. To this end he would

have two tariffs, a general tariff af-
fording moderate proteciion as pro-
posed by the Government, and a,

special tari(f operative against North'
American countries only but subject
to the British preferemce provisions.
This special tariff would be based on
the new tariff that the new Republican
administration in the United States
will establish when it takes office.
Svch items in the general tariff would;
be written into this special tariff as
rnde higher in the United States tariff
than in the Canadian general tariff
ard at the same rate of duty as in t.'he‘
United States tariff. To prevent in-|
dustries coming under this epecial
tariff from unduly profiting by am}
of ‘the purpose of it, Mr. O'Connor|
weuld a capital levy and
pemlties.
