I mean
President Harding and Secretary of
State Hughes. I want to see them be-
fore even forming any opinion of the
Conférence as a whole. I am, there-

Hylan Re-Elected
Mayor of New York
By Big Majority

New York, Nov. 8—Mayor J. F. Hy-
Jan, Democrat, was re-elected today
by the largest plurality ever given a
mayoralty candidate in this city.

The vote, with 289 districts out of
2,700 in the city missing, was: Hylan,
665,770; Henry H. Curran, Republican,
running on a coalition tickef, 296,082;
amd Jacob Ranken, Socialist, 75,733.

It Hylan's ratio of gain is main-
tained in the missing districts his
plurality will be about 413,000.

Mayor Hylan swept into office with
him the Democratic candidates for
eity comptroller, president of the
board of aldermen and the five bor
ough presidencies.

There Still Is War

Continuing Mr, Balfour said: “I can-
not help thinking, naturally, in this
year 1921, of the visit I paid to this
side of the water in 1917 and remeém-
bering arriving—not in this St. Law-
rence harbor, but at Halifax—and see-
ing then the late spring sidow as I
now see the early winter snow on
the beautiful hills. The landscape and
nature have remained unchanged, but
the circumstancgs in which we find
ourselves are very different. Every
circnmstance of the trip to Halifax on
the Olympic was kept a profound sec-
ret. The submarine was in 1917 the
peril of the hour. The departure and
arrival of the ship were kept sedul
ously secret. There was an atmos
phere of' war, perhaps of danger,
throughout the whole expedition. Cir-
cumstances have now changed., But
do not let us suppose for one moment
that because we have peace, the war
is over. In a few hours we are to
celebrate the third anniversary of the
signing of the armistice. -With the
signing of that-armistice a terrible epi-
side n the history of the world came
to an end. ‘This conference is as mueh:
concerned with the war'as #f it had
taken place im 1917.

o What the world's statesinen have
now to do is to try and restore what
is admitted to have been a most ir-
reparable breach made in civilization
by the events which passed from Aug.
1914 to November-1918. In that task
all are concerned. There is no nation,
belligerant or neutral, who is not
acutely suffering from the events that
then took place. The conference of
President Harding, which is now about
to meet to do what Hes im its power,
not to bring pack the world to pre-
war conditions, but to make better
conditions than those which prevailed
before the war, is liable to suffer from
two opposite dangers—those who have
pitched their expectations of what the
Conference will aceomplish too high,
and those who say, with a despairing
and cynical spirit: Conferences are
often called, often meet, but don't
do much good. Of the two the eynical
and despairing is far more dangerous
and the farther removed from the
truth than extravagant hope,

were present in large numbers to hear
the npw Minister speak.

Disturbers Organized.

The disturberg at Mr. Meighen's
meeting showed equal signs of organ-
ization. They were early into the hall,
and ranged themselves at strategic
points and in such a manner as to
give the impression that they were
present in large numbers. In some
cases the interrupters were armed
with written questions, indicating that
they were acting at the instigation of
men higher up. Indeed, the belief of
many who were present, and who
spoke to the Prime Minister and Dr,
Normand afterwards, was that the
hoodlums were acting upon the dir-
ect advice of Mr. Bureau himself.

Bureau, realizing that the tide is
running strongly against him, - is re-
sorting to desperate taotics. He is
charging that the Prime Minister is
an enemy_ of French Canadians-and
Catholics, declares that he insulted
Sir Wilfrid Laurier in the House, ant
pictures him nightly as a sort of Lud-
endorff, who, in 1917, moved heaven
and earth to send French Canadians
to the war.

Meighen Appeals to Better Element.

This campaign, while appealing to
certain classes and calculated to
arouse the passions of the more base
and ignorant, is inviting a revulsion
of feeling among the more respect-
able element. This revuision was evi-

All men are not fit to be
farmers; there are men with mechan-
ical and manufacturirg genlus who
desire to become operatives or manu-
facturers of some kind, and we must
have means to employ them, and when
there is a large body of successful
and prosperous farmers and a large
body of successful and ° prosperous
manufacturers, the farmer will have a
home market for his produce, and the
manufacturer a home market for his
gcods, and we shail have nothing to

fear.
