Here ‘are the prineipal “details of the
sSuper-Zeppeling as-given to this Swiss:

Germany possesses thirty Zeppelins al-
together, of which twelve are of the im-
proved super-Zeppelin type.

.On dn average one is turned out every
three weeks, so that barring acicdents
there will be eighteen super-Zeppelins by
next spring.

The new * Zeppelins carry a large num-
ber of balloons in the-great envelope and
the vessel- can remain in the air for a
very long period.

They can carry a crew of from twenty.
five to thirty men and from forty-five to
fifty bombs.

The lower part only is protected by
aluminum sheets, which are below the
car . and .cover the whole length of the
airship.

There are platforms for mltrmlleuses

The new Zeppeling are about 140 met-
 res long and 15 wide.

They can rise at.the rate. of about
1,000 metres: in; threg or feur minutes.:
‘The. bombs are to be dropped by. a
man in a basket let down to about 150
metres below the car. There is a spe-
cial winding apparatus to raise and low-
er the basket. By this means the bombs
ean be dropped accurately, without hin-
drance from the aluminum sheet, and if
the basket is struck by a shot the rest
of the ‘airship is not affected.

The bombs are said to be exeception-
ally large and'are torpedo shaped. They
have what can best be described as a
kind of small plane. on either. side so
that they can if desired be made to de-
scend in & regular curve instead of
.straight down. There is a special ap-
paratus for despatching them.
