NOTES FROM QUEEN’S COUNTY.

Otnabog and its surroundings.
| BY ouR OWN REPORTER. ]

About midway betwean Saint John and
Fredericton und almost idden from view
By the numerous islands at this point, Ties
Otnabog Lake, and just above it she vil
fage bearfng tfie sam@ name. This charm-
fog spot, nestfed away from the ordimary
track of Sourist=, hu long enjoyed there-
putatiomof being & éapital Summer resort,
bit beyond the favored few who had dis
covered its heauties the number of plea-
sure seekers who visited it was small. The
glowing descriptions given to us by some
of its admirers made us take a ticket to
Hampstend instead of to Fredericton, and
at nine o’clock off we steamed in the
% Rothesay,” the admirable arrangements
of which are so well know to all River
tourists. After a pleasant sail of three
b through the fertile valleys of the

fishermen were preparing their nets for
another day’s fishing. They have about
forty farge boats. Just now the salmon
fishing is falling off The fishermen say
the salnton are plenty, but the easterly
winds are bad for the men with their nets
spread out. The regular shad fishery com-
‘mences aboat the middle of July and con-
tinues till September. After that codfish-
ing follows in January and finishes the last
ol March. Of the forty or fifty families,

sumber tenfamilies, There isa remarkable
tenacity of traditional :deasamong the Pisa-
rinco people. The memory of King William
of Orange is celebrated with as much fer-
vor and warmth as in any Irish bhamlet,
and is’s not the twenty-fourth of May or
‘the first of July, bus the Twellth that re-
ceives all the homors. On that eventiul
occasion, undistarbed by foreign wars, free
school commotions or any thing else, the
people don their gals attire and the bright
orange colors are unfolded to the breeze.
In the evening a ball takes place in the
Orange Hall; which continues till daylight
of the thirteenth of July breaks im upon the
scepe. The people of this section or their
forefathers are all from the County Down:
anddcattered along thisclevated sandy ridge
oF five milesin éxtent, and only twelve miles
ffom the commercial metropolis of New
Brunswitk, interspersed with variegated

patches of forest of the evergreen type,’

and within a stone’s throw of the glassy
waters of the Bay of Fundy, the * rattlin’
boys of the County Down’’ go in for &
good old time; and then the usual rootine
of making nets by the girls and fishing by
the boys goes on for another twelve months.
The Post Office is kept by Mr. John Gil-
braith, and his pay is very small, too small
for the work, as two and three papers are
taken by each family, which involves a
good deal of labor weekly.

Pisariuco boasts of Methodist, Episco-
pal, and Presbyterian Churches, none at-
tended by resident pastors, but all visited
occasionally by city ministers. At the
upper end of the village the Temper-
‘ancc Hall is situated, and the Orange Hall
at the lower end. They are both rather
good sized halls, though the Orange Hall
is not quite finished yet.

THE VILLAGE SCHOOL
is taught by Miss Brown. On her register
she has sixty-one names, but the average
attendance is not more than “twenty five.
This season ti:e young ladies are kept at
home making nets for the fishermen. The
teacher, who was affable, intelligent and
communicative, hopes for increased and
improved accowmodation under the new
school act. -

Standing like a frowning sentinel in the
foreground, and shading all.the coves
around this section, is onc of the prettiest
and mostattractive I<landsalong the coast.

TAYLOR’S ISLAND
is a tract of two hundred and sixty five
acres of land, owred by Cerge V. Nowlin,
Eeq., who is taking every means to make
fits beauties and attractions known to the

| general public. 1tis only two and a half

mmilés from Carlcton, and at high water a

qsrrow strip of hard and smooth sandy

bottom, which separates it from the main-
land, is washed by the tide. A road has
just been laid out to it, and all. that re

quires finishing now is about an eighth ol
amile. It will be, when completed, the
favorite drive out of the city, for it is sur-
rounded by one of the prettiest expanses of
scenery in the Prcovince. Every steamer,
ship, schooner, and fishing boat up and
down the Bay of Fundy ean be seen from
its shores. A city poet has immortalized
it in verse @ striking manver. Below
will be found'a short extract from the poem
which is very lengthy, and dedicated to the
Proprietor of the Island :—

ANOTHER GREAT RACE.

Harry Bassett béats Leungfellow.

THE EENTUCKY HORSE SERIQUSLY DISABLED !

The race for the Saratoga Cup has just
been won by Harry Bassett. who has beat-
en Longfellow, though the loss of the race
is no injury to the reputation of the borse.
It will be remembered Longiellow defeated
Bassett only two or threc weeks ago. The
N. Y. Herald says :— E

It will be learned with exireme regret
by the large class ‘interested in sporting
matters that John Harper's great horse.
Longfellow, wae disabled from racing, it
is teared for life, by an accident at the
Saratoga course “yes! y. That this
took place in a race which saw two and a
quarter miles accoraplished in three min
utes and fifty nine secomds—the fastest
time on record—will make the accident the
more regretable, when, too, it is learned
that Longfellow only lost the race by a
length. One of bis plates became twisted
in the running and cut the other foot and
leg badly, but the heart of the horse never
woakened. He ran gamely as ever to the
end, and was led off limping and bleeding
to the stable. There seems something in
this of pluck, almost heroism, which man
arrogates entirely to himself ; but two
miles and a quarter on little better than
threc'egsand ins ¢\ timeas wi 1challenge
adwiration the world over. It will be re-
membered that he recently beat his sue-
cessful rival of yesterday, Harry Bassett,
at Long Branch, in a two and a _half mile
race, by about one hundred and fifty yards,
in four minates, thirty-four seconds.

THE RACE.

When Longtellow and Harry Bassett
appeared,they were received with applause
from the stacd, and as the former galloped
up in front of the stand the cheering was
resumed. The assemblage were very nerv
ous, but there was no delay in wretting the
horses away. ‘They soon moved down to
the quarter pole. aod at the first attempt
were despatchied to a capital start. Harry
Bussett soon took the lead, and as he came
rattling up the homestretch to the stand
he led one length,Longfellow three lengths
in front of Defender. The time of the first
quarter of ‘a mile ‘was twenty-five and a
half seconds. Going around the upper
turn, Longfellow went up to Bassett’s sad—
dle girth,bug.at she guarter pole they were
riose and: tdil.

1t was here, itis sup
posed, that Longfellow’s near ank'e gave
way, buat still he ran up again without
flinching, and was at Harry’s saddle girth
at the hajf-mile: Longfellow ran up closer,
and was at Bassett’s shoulders on the
lower turn and as they passed the three-
quarter pole, finishing the two miles in
3.30, the fastest two miles ever run. A
bullet fired at pne jockey would -have bit
the other, so near together were the horses.
Coming up the homestretch the contest
ws (Jese unti! mearthe jurlong pole,where
Longtellow began to succumb, aund his
jockey commenced using the whip. The
horse struggled on, but could not keep up
with Harry Bassett, and the latter passed
under the wire a winner by a length,
making the two miles and & quarter in the
fastest time ever recorded, 3.59. Defender
was beaten néurly a quarter of a mile.

The Canadian |Pacific Survey Inter-
rupted by Hostile Indians.

8an Frawnsisco, July 15.—A portion of
the Canadian Pacific surveying party have
returned to Kamloops, and report that the
Chilcoatan Indians are openly hostile,
threatening the work of the survey and
that they have already attacked a detach-
ment of the railroad party at the forks of
the Skeena river. 1t is alleged that the
Indiang are incensed at the destruction of
one of their vilages by fire, through the
carelessness of white travellers, acd that
the savages have armed-.themselves and
notified the Government officers that mo
travellers or freight will be perwitted to
pass through their- territory.

—The children of the New York Mission
School are having a series of delights, in
the development of & plan prujected by the
Times management, which they mnever
knew much about before, in excursions to
the suburban groves. The second pie-nic
came off Saturday, and, intended for the
enjoyment, « health énd mutaal improve-
m=nt of its*motley participants, could not
have been more of a success. Eight bun-
dred and sixty childron, who had never
known a better home than the stifling,
unhealthy tenements of the city, some of
them not baving as good shelter as that,
were taken by steamboat over the waters
and through the cool and refreshing
breezes of the Sound to Oriental Grove,
and 860 children knew and showed, if they
did not say it, that they were spending
the happiest day that life bhad yet given
them. Their tickets were guarantees of
every attention from boat passage to re-
freshments of ice-cream, lemonade, cake,
sandwiches and everything which con-
tributes to a delicious summer pic nic in
the country. The boys, brought up in the
rough school of the ncws venders and
wharf rats, were boisterously hilarious,
and, as they had all their dirt and rags on:
felt mno-wise embarrassed, but the girls,
with their best apparel about them, were
silently happy, so much so that some shed
‘tears of joy, whieh, as they departed, were
responded to with tears of sorrow by their
little companions in the city who couldn’t
go. The cost was less than $400, and
about ten times as much waits to be ex-
pended in the same way.

weeks before coming to St. John, Kelly
could not get even the adventurers among
the legal fraternity to back up his case,
though he did succeed in getting a news-
paper reporter to publish a fictitious story
which was imposed on our Boston Corres-
pondent. There was no kidnapping
in the case. Men were not scarce at San
Frenvisco, and Captain Wilson’s officers
can prove that Kelly signed the articles.
There was no cruelty in confining a man
who was insubordinate and would not
work, and the Captain was justified in
keeping him strictly to the fare preseribed
under such circamstances; but the truth
is that he allowed him large extras, in this
respect. Captain Wilson would gladly
bave had the troublesome man leave the
ship at Manilla as he desired, but the
Spenish authorities would not allow this,
unless the ship’s consignees would become
responsible for his maintenance and his
passage to Ilong Kong. We have heard
or read both sides of the story, and we see
in it nothing- very different from the
charges so frequently put forth by “sea
lawyers” with a view of *‘raising the
wind.”” Captain Wilson is a geutlemanly,
efficient officer, who is highly esteemed by
all that have the pleasure of his acquaint
ance, and could not possibly be guilty of
the charges so freely put forth on such dis-
reputable authority.
