The new Premier made *his dcfinite
statement in the: coyrse of an hn-
portant pr t in
with the agitation that the right§ now
held by the Grand Falls Company,
which is controlled by the Internat-
ional Paper Company interests of
New York, be not continued and ask-
ing, that the Government undertake
the development of the water power
at the Grand Falls on the St. John
river, the most potential natural water
power in Canada east of the Niagara
Falls, as part of the activities of the
New Brunswick Electric Power Com-
mission.

The' Government is not in a posit-
ion at *he present time; the Premier
said, to cancel the existing leases and
rights and could not do so even if it
wanted to until May 1st next, but, he
announced, the decision of *he Gov-
ernment is that they will not be con-
tinued. “The policy of this govern-
men*,” Hon. Mr. Veniot resumed,
after the applause which greeted his
annou t had subsided, “is that
no longer shall companies be able to
dangle franchises before -capitalists
and prevent the people from enjoying
the full benefit of the na‘ural re-
sources of this province.”
