London, Nov. 12.—The social gaieties 
of the week centered in two big par- 
tiee, the Duke of Portland's, at Welbeck 
Abbey, and the Deke of Newcastle's, 
at his mansion in Clumber Park. Two 
splendid balls were given, the house 
parties at Welbeck Abbey and Slum- 
ber exchanging visits. The Duke of 
Portland’s guests included the Duke 
and Duchess of Connaught, Lord and 
Lady Curzon of Kedleston, Mr. A. J. 
Balfour and Lady Randolph Churchill, 
and Mr. Henry White, the United 
States charge d'affaires.

THE HEIR-APPARENT.
The Prince of Wales has been giv­

ing an immense party at Sandringham. 
His birthday on Nov. 9 was celebrated 
very quietly, owing to the recent death 
of the Queen of Denmark. The prince 
is now well enough to take part in the 
shooting, which is about to commence 
at Sandringham. He only occasionally 
needs the aid of a stick in walking, and 
intends to pass the winter quietly, go­
ing abroad after Christmas, and re­
maining on the continent until Eas­
ter.

The Queen has moved the court from 
Balmoral to Windsor, where she will, 
reside for about five weeks, thence go­
ing to Osborne, tele of Wight.

FEELING AGAINST CHRISTIAN 
SCIENTISTS.

The revelations made at the inquest 
over the remains of Harold Frederic, 
correspondent of the New York Times, 
who died on Oct. 19, at Kenley, has 
aroused considerable feeling against 
Christian Sclentlets.

Canon Riton, preaching in Westmin­
ster Abbey, attracted attention to -the 
matter by a vehement protest against 
the growth of this and kindred sects.

Which is now prevalent," and em­
phasizing the fact that this spirit of 
credulity is growing up with the enor­
mous expansion of education and me­
chanical and scientific progress said: 
“Boston is the most cultured city of 
the most progressive nation In the 
world, yet parts of Boston are given up 
to mediums, wizards and astrologers » 
As an instance of this he said: “A 
party of women in Boston recently 
dressed themselves in white, and sat 
up all night long waiting for the mil- 
lennium. Yet the United States 3 
practical country.”

REVISING THE 
ASSESSMENT

Savings and Loan Societies Se­
cure a Modification.

A Large Number of Appeals Dealt 
With and Many Dismissed.

The court of revision held a three- 
hours’ session yesterday afternon, be­
ginning at 3 o’clock. A number of ap­
peals were heard, and decisions given 
in all the cases heard at the preceding 
meeting.

Today the members will make a tour 
of West London to ascertain if there is 
any good reason for the large number 
of protests from that district. The 
court will resume Monday at 3 p.m., at 
which time the matter of the assess­
ment of the street railway company’s 
property will probably be reached.

Among the appeals heard at yester­
day’s session, the most interesting was 
that of the savings ami loan compa­
nies of the city. The aggregate as­
sessment had been raised from $372,- 
000 . last year to $470,818, the increase 
being largely due to the fact that this 
year’s assessment included the net 
earnings, and the amounts carried to 
the contingent and reserve funds. The 
managers of the various companies 
met recently and decided ito protest 
against an assessment on the amount 
carried to the contingent fund, though 
they did not object to the tax on divi­
dends and amount carried to reserve 
fund.

Mr. T. H. Purdom, representing the 
Dominion Savings and Loan Com- 
pany, -presented the case for the com- 
panies. He said those institutions had 
made London one of the leading finan­
cial centers of Canada, and it was 
chiefly through their operations ‘ that 
London was today more largely than 
any other city in Canada, "a city of 
homes." He convinced the court that 
to include the item mentioned in their 
assessment would be a hardship. The 
assessment was modified so as to make 
a reduction in the total of $46.118. Tht 
assessments confirmed were as follows:

Agricultural Savings and Loan, $47,- 
100; Ontario Loan and Debenture, $88,- 
900; Dominion Savings and Invest- 
ment, $46,700; Huron and Erie Loan and 
Savings, $146,000; London Loan, $42,300; 
Canadian Savings and Loan, $54,000; 
total, $424,700, being an Increase of $52, ■ 
000 over last year.

The Ontario Lande and Oil Company 
appealed against an assessment of $5,- 
895 against certain property south of 
the Hamilton road, and three lots south

HE WORK 
OF THE “Y’S”

The Annual Meeting of the Y 
W. C. T. U.

Large Attendance at the Rooms Dur­
ing the Year-Progress in All 

Departments.

At the annual meeting of the Y. W. 
C. T. U. the reports of the general 
secretary of the Y. W. C. A. and treas­
urer were presented, and showed that 
the work had progressed, and that 
■there existed a great need for such 
work among the young women.

The general secretary's report show­
ed that the total attendance was 13,627, 
of which 9,958 visited the rooms during 
the day, 5,599 were present at tht 
lunch hour, and 3,669 attended in the 
evenings. The lunch hour has been, 
since its inception, an encouraging 
feature of the work. A number of, 
.voting women from the educational in- 
stitutions, offices, stores and factories 
spend their noon hour restfully in the 
peasant apartments, and enjoy a cup 
of hot tea, coffee or cocoa, with the 
use of piano, library and magazine 
table. The housekeepers’ mission inof Nelson street. The three lots refer­

red to the company were about to sell 
for $700, and they had been assessed 
for $1,400. The other parcel consisted 
of eight or nine acres of vacant land, 
which they had been vainly trying to 
sell for years. The assessment had been 
increased $900. They appealed under 
section 29 of the assessment act, which 
provides that land south of the Ham­
ilton road and unoccupied shall be as­
sessed as farm lands.

Lord Salisbury at the Gulldhall.
Lord Salisbury is evidently of opinion 

that the world is in a shaky condition, 
and that while the danger of war is 
for the present averted, the Govern­
ment, to use a nautical phrase, must 
keep its weather eye open. There are 
various elements in the situation. Some 
nations, according to the Prime Minis- 
ister, are dying with inconvenient speed 
and others are manifesting a spirit of 
aggression which in diplomatic circles 
is quite as inconvenient; therefore, 
Britain with her world-wide interests, 
must stand ready to maintain her own 
and to preserve the peace. An Ameri­
can representative who saw the mag­
nificent naval display which formed 
such an important part of the jubilee 
proceedings, said: "This makes for 
peace,” and Lord Salisbury is ev­
idently of the opinion that the peace of 
the world demands that Britain main­
tain her powers upon the sea. There 
can be no doubt that not only is peace 
important for the life of the world, but 
it is for the highest interest of Britain. 
This has been recognized both at home 
and abroad, but it has led to some mis­
takes, an impression has been created 
that Britain would pay any price for 
peace. It was well that it should be 
demonstrated that the nation of shop- 
keepers which prizes peace so highly is 
ready for war, and determined to main­
tain her dignity. In the present im­
perfect state of human nature it is 
hardly possible to have this manifest­
ed without some excess of "jingoism,” 
bat to balance that we believe the 
British people have leaders on both 
sides who realize their serious respon­
sibilities, and it is well known that 
the influence of the aged sovereign is 
on the side of peace. Happy is the na­
tion whose life is the resultant of such 
varied and well-balanced forces.

Lord Salisbury is not of the most 
sanguine temperament, and the difficul­
ties of the situation reflect themselves 
in his somewhat ambiguous words. 
There was, however, one significant 
statement which will be noted on the 
European continent, namely, that the 
British Government will try to bear 
patiently the irritation of the present 
state of things, but that any attempt 
at coercion from without, instead 
of fighting them back, will drive 
them forward.

The 
elevated plain near the river was cov­
ered with a motley collection of tilted 
carts, grimy canvas tents, smoke- 
browned leathern teepees, and wickiups 
of twisted branches of box-alder or 
willow.

While yet the flag of the Hudson’s 
Bay Company floated over the bastions' 
of Fort Garry, and when Manitoba as 
a province was unknown, two aspiring 
Nimrods left the capital city of Upper 
Canada, fired with the Anglo-Saxon de- 
sire to kill something, the bigger the 
better. At that time the Dawson route 
and its traditionally “magnificent water 
stretches," and anything but magnife 
cent accommodation for the traveling 
public, was the only route by which 
the Great Lone Land could be reached 
through Canadian territory, and the 
first stage of their journey was accom- 
plished by rail and steamer from To­
ronto to Fort William. Thence the tra- 
welers had to make their way, in fact, 
"paddle their own canoe," or carry iv 
over lake, river and portage to For 
Garry. Thanks to the kindness and 
hospitality of Mr. McL., the genial offi­
cer of the H. B. Co at Fort William, 
they were speedily equipped for the 
journey. A good birch bark canoe and 
two trusty voyageurs, whose dusky 
skins covered white hearts, was the 
first step in preparation, and the next 
and still greater essential, was to dis­
card more than half the suppositiously 
indispensable outfit they had brought 
from Toronto. Reducing their bag­
gage to the lowest fraction, they were 
then ready for the five hundred mile 
trip that was only preliminary to their 
objective. This was truly a country ot 
magnificent distances.

It would be superfluous to describe 
their daily journey—forgive the tauto­
logy—or the picturesque scenery 
through which they passed—the mono! 
tonous beauty of wood fringed crystal- 
line lakes, and of numberless lichen- 
tinted rocky islets, some barren of ver­
dure, and others wooded to the waters 
edge, duplicated on the mirror-like sur­
face of the water, until the bewildered 
eye was puzzled to discern where real­
ity ended and counterfeit began. Nor 
will it profit to tell of the blessings be­
stowed upon their veteran adviser, as 
portage after fortage demonstrated the 
painfully apparent fact that their im­
pedimenta was still too large by half, 
and that their burdens seemed to in­
crease in weight every time they were 
handled. Struggling under a compo- 
site load of bedding, food, clothing, 
ammunition, firearms and cooking 
utensils, while ewarms of the hungriest 
description of mosquitoes sought unde­
fended portions of cuticle, clouds of 
black files persistently burrowed into 
tenderest spots, and noiseless but vici­
ous “bull dogs” (gad flies) hovered 
patiently over selected situations until 
chance gave the opportunity of an ex­
asperating bite, though personally in­
teresting at the time, is now neither 
pleasant to remember nor to read 
about.

The purpose of agriculture is to pro­
duce foods. The surplus foods, above 
what are consumed on the farms, 
form the bases of commerce in Can­
ada. The carrying on of commerce is 
the exchange of something for some­
thing else. It has come to be mainly 
the exchanging of some product, or 
article, or service for money. In such 
transactions, from the production of a 
crop of wheat to the serving of bread 
on the table of the consumer, and 
from the care of a pasture field to the 
filling of the butter dish on the table, 
different interests are concerned. In 
considering how the original producer 
and the ultimate consumer can both 
obtain the largest measure of value 
and service, for their labor and what 
else they have to give in exchange, the 
interests of other laborers must be 
recognized.

Besides the producers—those who 
grow cereals, fruit and other things, 
those who make butter, fatten cattle 
and swine, keep poultry, etc.—there 
are those who buy end collect those 
products. The interests of the buyers 
or collectors of farm products are not 
identical with those of the producers, 
but both obtain larger profits when all 
the commodities sold by the one and 
handled by the other are of excellent 
quality, and in the very best condition. 
When food products become spoiled 
to any extent the value is lessened, 
and consequently a loss falls on some­
body.

The interests of the carriers or tran­
sportation companies are directly con­
cerned in the quality, condition and 
value of the products to toe handled.

The interests of the wholesale deal­
ers, who are sometimes a separate 
class from those who buy and collect 
the products, and also sometimes a 
separate class from those who retail 
or sell the products in small quantities, 
are relatively large, and the business' 
chances from them also are improved

A freight train of 20 cars, in charge 
of Conductor J. Powers and Engineer 
James Little was following the Paci­
fic express. While crossing the level 
prairies between the lake and Shuswap 
the boiler of the engine exploded. The 
brakeman was killed instantly, while 
the engineer was so badly injured 
that he died next morning. The tender 
and two cars were wrecked.
