Caused by a Man Who Dives Down 95 
Feet Into a Tank of Water.

London's latest thrill is derived from the 
feat of a man who dives down 95 feet from 
the roof of the Westminster Aquarium into 
a narrow and comparatively shallow tank 
of water set in the floor of the building. 
The exploit calls for an astounding com- 
bination of nerve and skill, and is far 
more noteworthy than any of the bridge- 
jumping acts which have been so tire- 
somely frequent of late years.

The diver is Thomas Burns, who has ac­
quired considerable notoriety as a diver 
from bridges and as an expert swimmer, 
and not a little tame from his having saved 
no fewer than 32 lives during his career. 
He is a sturdily-built man, some 26 years 
of age. He has frequently dived 
from bridges over 100 feet high 
into rivers, but his dive at the 
Aquarium is a very different affair. 
He stands on a tiny platform suspended 
among the iron girders of the roof, 95 feet 
above the floor, and sees below him, instead' 
of a broad, deep river, a mass of flaring, be­
wildering lights, a sea of upturned faces, 
aud in the wooden floor of the stage what 
seems from that height to be a mere slot, 
the tank which he must surely land in. The 
tank is eighteen feet long, eight feet wide 
and seven feet deep. The diver actually 
dives, takes a header, and dots not drop 
feet foremost, after the manner of the 
bridge jumpers. The marvelous precision 
required to land in the tank is easily ap. 
preciable, as is also the fate that would be- 
fall him should he miss his mark.

Burns is hoisted up to his aerial perch by 
means of a rope and pulley. The spectators 
can barely discern him through that dis­
tance of perpendicular space. They see 
him peer over the platform edge, then 
they see bis toes project over, he crouches 
down, and then he glides off the 
platform head foremost, and comes 
plunging down with stiffly outstretched 
arms, and hands meeting in front of him in 
regular "header" fashion. But when little 
more than half-way down his feet fall over 
his back toward his head, he turns almost 
completely over, and before the murmur of 
excitement and horror that is the usual 
accompaniment to the dive has voiced 
itself, he strikes the water with his 
shoulders and back with a prodigious thud, 
He skims just under the surface of the 
water, seeming barely to enter it, and 
comes up face upward. He scarcely 
breathes hard after the tremendous exploit, 
aud goes off immediately to give an ex­
hibition of fancy swimming in another part 
of the building. The wonderful skill, the 
superb pluck and the unmistakable ele­
ment of danger involved in the feat, to­
gether with the not remote prospect of a 
horrible catastrophe, bring crowds to be- 
hold this latest sensation.

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LONDON’S LATEST THRILL

Caused by a Man Who Dives Down 05 
Feet Into a Tank of Water.

London's latest thrill is derived from the 
feat of a man who dives down 95 feet from 
the roof of the Westminster Aquarium into 
a narrow and comparatively shallow tank 
of water set in the floor of the building. 
The exploit calle for an astounding com­
bination of nerve and skill, and is far 
more noteworthy than any of the bridge- 
jumping acts which have been so tire, 
somely frequent of late years.

The diver is Thomas Burns, who has ac. 
quired considerable notoriety as a diver 
from bridges and as an expert swimmer, 
and not a little tame from his having saved 
no fewer than 32 lives during his career. 
He is a sturdily.built man, some 26 years 
of age. He has frequently dived 
from bridges over 100 feet high 
into rivers, but his dive at the 
Aquarium is a very different affair. 
He stands on a tiny platform suspended 
among the iron girders of the root, 95 feet 
above the floor, and sees below him, instead 
of a broad, deep river, a mass of flaring, be­
wildering lights, a sea of upturned faces, 
aud in the wooden floor of the stage what 
seems from that height to be a mere slot, 
the tank which he must surely land in. The 
tank is eighteen feet long, eight feet wide 
and seven feet deep. The diver actually 
dives, takes a header, and dots not drop 
feet foremost, after the manner of the 
bridge jumpers. The marvelous precision 
required to land in the tank is easily ap. 
preciable, as is also the fate that would be- 
fall him should he miss his mark.

Burns is hoisted up to his aerial perch by 
means of a rope and pulley. The spectators 
can barely discern him through that dis­
tance of perpendicular space. They seo 
him peer over the platform edge, then 
they see his toes project over, he crouches 
down, and then he glide* off the 
platform head foremost, and comes 
plunging down with stiffly outstretched 
arms, and hands meeting iu front of him in 
regular "header" fashion. But when little 
more than half-way down his feet fall over 
his back toward his head, he turns almost 
completely over, and before the murmur of 
excitement and horror that ie the usual 
accompaniment to the dive has voiced 
itself, he strikes the water with his 
shoulders and back with a prodigious thud. 
He skims just under the surface of the 
water, seeming barely to enter it, and 
comes up face upward. He scarcely 
breathes hard after the tremendous exploit, 
and goes off immediately to give an ex­
hibition of fancy swimming in another part 
of the building. The wonderful skill, the 
superb pluck and the unmistakable ele- 
ment of danger involved in the feat, to­
gether with the not remote prospect of a 
horrible catastrophe, bring crowds to be­
hold this latest" sensation.

Caused by a Man Who Dives Down 95 
Feet Into a Tank ot Water.

London's latest thrill is derived from the 
feat of a man who dives down 95 feet from 
the roof of the Westminster Aquarium into 
a narrow and comparatively shallow tank 
ot water set in the floor of the building 
The exploit calle for an astounding com- 
bination of nerve and skill, and is far 
more noteworthy than any of the bridge- 
jumping acts which have been so tire, 
somely frequent of late years.

The diver is Thomas Burns, who has ac. 
quired considerable notoriety as a diver 
from bridges and as an expert swimmer 
and not a little fame from his having saved 
no fewer than 32 lives during his career. 
He is a sturdily-built man, some 26 years 
of age. He has frequently dived 
from bridges over 100 feet high 
into rivers, but his dive at the 
Aquarium is a very different affair. 
He stands on a tiny platform suspended 
among the iron girders of the roof, 95 feet 
above the floor, and sees below him, instead 
of a broad, deep river, a mass of flaring, be­
wildering lights, a sea of upturned faces, 
and in the wooden floor of the stage what 
seems from that height to be a mere slot, 
the tank which he must surely land in. The 
tank is eighteen feet long, eight feet wide 
and seven feet deep. The diver actually 
dives, takes a header, and does not drop 
feet foremost, after the manner of the 
bridge jumpers. The marvelous precision 
required to land in the tank is easily ap­
preciable, as is also the fate that would be. 
fall him should he miss bis mark.

Burns is hoisted up to his aerial perch by 
means of a rope and pulley. The spectators 
can barely discern him through that dis­
tance of perpendicular space. They see 
him peer over the platform edge, then 
they see his toes project over, he crouches 
down, and then he glides off the 
platform head foremost. and comes 
plunging down with stiffly outstretched 
arms, and hands meeting in front of him in 
regular “header” fashion. But when little 
more than half-way down his feet fall over 
his back toward his head, he turns almost 
completely over, and before the murmur of 
excitement and horror that is the usual 
accompaniment to the dive has voiced 
itself, he strikes the water with his 
shoulders and back with a prodigious thud. 
He skims just under the surface of the 
water, seeming barely to enter it, and 
comes up face upward. He scarcely 
breathes hard after the tremendous exploit, 
and goes off immediately to give an ex­
hibition of fancy swimming in another part 
of the building. The wonderful skill, the 
superb pluck and the unmistakable ele­
ment of danger involved in the feat, to­
gether with the not remote prospect of a 
horrible catastrophe, bring crowds to be. 
hold this latest sensation.

Chicago’s Mayoralty Contest.
CHICAGO, April 4.—Carter H. Harrison 

was to-day chosen mayor of Chicago by a 
majority of 19,000 and the entire Demo­
cratic ticket elected by majorities rang­
ing from 16,000 to 19,000. The con­
test for the World’s Fair mayor­
alty was one of extreme bitterness. 
The Democratic newspapers, excepting 
only the Times, which is owned by Mr. 
Harrison, were in favor of Mr. Hesing. 
Samuel Wallerton was the Republican 
candidate. The People's Party, represent­
ing the laboring classes, nominated Dewitt 
C. Cregier for mayor, while the Socialists 
had for their candidate Henry Ehrenpreis.

HOW TAXES ARE PILED ON.
The complaint made to the ADVERTISER 

by a city buyer of sewer pipes a few days 

ago has called forth communications from 
W. C. Trotter, president of the St. Johns, 
Que., Sewer Pipe Company, and Mr. J. J. 
Casaidey, secretary of the Manufacturers’

pipes is, as our correspondent informed us, 
about 100 per cent, on the price demanded 
by the United States manufacturers, and 
Mr. Cassidey asserts that “during the last 
fiscal year the imports of that article into 
Canada were valued at $59,064, the duty 
collected being at the rate of 35 per eent.”

We have taken the trouble to make some 
inquiry into the sewer pipe question, and 
have discovered that in regard to this com­
modity, as well as many others, the 
customs department at Ottawa have a 
means of discriminating against im­
porters, and arbitrarily adding to the tax 
by declining to assess the duty at invoice 
prices. We have before us, for example, 
the latest price list of a leading manufac­
turer of sewer pipes in the United States. 
It shows that if the duty on 12-inch United 
States sewer pipe were only 35 per cent, 
on cost, as our correspondents contend, 
it would be 4 37-100 cents per foot. But 
in order to increase the tax, and thus dis­
courage the trade, and compel Canadians 
to pay tho price demanded by the two 
manufacturers of the product in Canada, 
the customs department at Ottawa decree 
an arbitrary valuation on the import,

THE schools come high, but we must 
have them. This year's estimates re­
quire the taxpayers of London to pay 
$79,402 for educational purposes, including 
the cost of a new official, about the necessity 
for whom there is some question. However, 
the majority of the members have resolved 
to try the experiment of a master of 
works, and that settles it for the time 
being.

Even if it were correct that the duty is 
only 35 per cent, on the actual price at the 
point of production, and it is not, the 
ADVERTISER would still hold the rate 
charged to be wholly unwarranted. It is 
not collected to obtain revenue, for but a 
mere trifle is raised by the impost, and no 
one will for a moment contend that it is 
justifiable to tax the community 35 per 
cent, for the benefit of a few men. The tax 
should be reduced by at least one-half, and 
that at the earliest opportunity; and the 
customs authorities should cease insisting 
that the Canadian buyer should be deprived 
of the benefit that comes to him from buy­
ing for cash and in quantities that warrant 
the seller to give him a good bargain.

Sheep and La mbs— Business was dull. Prices 
range practically the same nt from $5 to $7 per 
head for sheep; 54e to 6c per lb for good grain- 
fed lambs, yearlings; and spring lambs from 
$3 to $5 per head, according to quality. Trade 
in these is dull.

Hogs—Not many in and not much doing. One 
load brought as high as $6 per <wt., weighed off 
CATS, but this was the outside figure. A num­
ber of trar sactions were made at from 85 50 to

75 per cwt, according to quality. Stores and 
light-fat were quoted at from $5 25 to 8c 50.1: Milch Cows and Springers—Trade was a 
little slower than usual, and quotations were 
down a fraction. Not many offered, and those 
on sale were disposed off at from $35 to $40 per 
head, according to quality. What demand 
there is is mainly for wood forward springers 
and newly-calved milchers. There is no call 
for poor stuff.
