No Uawritten Law Plea in the
Millicnaire’s Second Battle
for His Life.

New York, Dee. 29.—One week from
tomorrow Harry K. Thaw will be call-
ed time before a jury to
make his defense to the charge of hav-
ing murde¢red Stanford White. It is
said there will be no delay.
Thaw and his attorneys are actively
preparing for the trial, while in the
district attorney’s office the state’s case

It is announced that Mrs. William
Thaw, mother of the defendant, and
who has been in very peor health, be-
lieves she will be able to come on to
be with her son during the opening
hours of his second fight for life and
freedom. Other members of the fam-
ily circle also are expected to reach
the city during the week and will re-
main throughout the trial. The Couft-
tegs of Yarmouth, the defendant’s sis-
ter who is in England, is not expected
to be present. Mrs. Evelyn Nesbitt
Thaw, who is a daily visitor at the
Tombs where her husband is incar-
cerated, will, of course, be one of the
first arrivals in the court room on
Monday next. :

It can be authoritatively stated that
the defense will be the same as at the
previous trial, that Evelyn Nesbitt
Thaw again will relate her story to
the jury and that an imposing array
of expert alienists again will under-
take to establish the theory that Thaw
was insane at the time he killed Stan-
ford White, but has so far recovered
his mental balance as no longer to be

It was after he had
heard this narrative that Thaw wrote
the queer letters which were intro-
duced evidence, afterward that he
made his will with its provision of a
fund for the punishment of persons
responsible for vice; after that he went
to his home in Pittsburg and acted so
strangely that his mother was alarm-
ed, and afterward that he shot and
killed the man his wife had accused.

The Prosecution.

District Attorney Jerome, of course,
will be prepared to eombat the testi-
mony of the insanity experts. His for-
midable hypothetical question, which
was asked before to nine state experts
in a row, will be taken out of the
archives and polished up for use in
rebuttal. The state’s direet examina-
tion will be very brief. It will have
added to it the evidence of James
Clinch Smith, brother-in-law of Stan-
ford White, who met and talked with
Thaw on the night of the tragedy. Mr.
Smith’s testimony, which Mr. Jerome
regards as highly important as show-

Great Federation Scheme Urged.

Another utopilan scheme in interna-
tional affairs, inspired perhaps by the
Christmas season, is occupying the at-
tention of Sir Max Walehter, who
again urges the federation of the six
great powers as within the scope of
practical politics. He urges it can be
accomplished by a common tariff and
free intercourse between the nations.

He takes no account of the widely
different economic conditions of the
nations concerned. He does not con-
cern himself with the fact that one can
live in the same degree of comfort,
for instance, in Italy for half the sum
required in England. He does not con-
sider the necessity of the imposition
of the same labor laws and the estab-
lishment of practically the same scale
of wages in all the countrtes, nor does
he see that the practical effect of his
idea would be to reduce labor to the
condition of that of the country lowest
in the economic scale.

This plan, like others equally im-
practicable which are advanced in the
name of Socialism, will continue to be
solemnly debated, and the man in the
street will consider his views on them
of equal importance to those of the
trained economist.

Conditions Pleace Francis Joseph.

Actual conditions in Europe in these
last hours of 1907 are best summar-
fezd in the words of the veteran ruler,
Franeis Joseph, in his address from
the throne on Saturday, when he said:

Stirring Address on Canada and
Canadians By Sir Charles
Fitzpatrick.

Ottawa, Dec. 29.—“Canada and Can-
adians” was the subject on which Hon.
Sir Charles Fitzpatrick, K. C. M. G.,
chief justice of the supreme court of
Canada, this afternoon addressed the
Canadian Club. He contended the fea-
ture of the twentieth century would be

the way Canada would develop. To
men who could recall the way the
principles of government had advanc-
ed since confederation, that advance-
ment was of the greater interest from
the period when the King governed
there had been progress until the peo-
ple governed and the King obeyed. The
speaker devoted a few moments to
quoting statistics, comparing Canada’'s
growth relatively with that of the
United States, and said that what
Canada needed was men, men to dig
her tunnels and work in her mines.
They had to remember that those
knocking at their deors now would be
the voters of tomorrow and the legis-
lators of the next generation, for  all
must become Canadian citizens.

Sir Charles said he was not on hand
to talk either jingoism or imperialism,
but he thought that time had arrived
when Canada’s loyalty to the British
Empire should be unguestioned.

The great majority¥ of -~Canadians
were Deither imperialists nor jinga-
ists, but were satisfied to be British
‘subjects.

Sir Charles hinted that the Domin-
ion should be fllled up with men who,
when looking for uplifting influences,
would cast their eyes toward the east.
He hinted that statesmen had now, in
the immigration question, a momen-
tous issue before them. He reviewed
Canadian history and touehed on what
Frontenac, Montcalm and others had
done for such cities as Montreal, Que-
bec, Three Rivers, etc. Both England
and France had given of their heart's
blaod te upbmild Canada, and now
Canadians were a free, united people,
weanting only to remain forever under
the one free flag of the world. :

SEEN BY EUROPE

Growth of Socialism Disturbing}
Factor ip Politics of the
Old World.

London, Deec. 29.—Peace hag its vie-
tories and its dangers, and the year
Just closing has been marked by re-
rgarkable developments of both. Eu-|
rope rejoices today in the brightest!
political weather in which it has ever?
greeted the advent of a new year. The
family of nations was never in sweet-
er acecord.

Practical diplomacy of the wise, far-
seeing, personal type has this year so
fashioned international relationships
that any breach in the prevailing har-
mony seems impossible, at all events,
in the near future. The Hague con-
ference was largely a failure, and Eu-
rope rejoices in that —rejoices, be it
understood, in the true interests of|
peace. Many will aceount it rank pes-
simism to rejoice in the triumph of
common sense over altruism, but they
may take heart in the fact that 1907
marks the beginning of a greater
struggle between these two forces, the
issue of which is more doubtful, and
the progress of which threatens to dis-
rupt existing political institutions in
several countries.

Socialism’s Rapid Growth.

The - growth of Socialism this year
in Great Britain, France, Germany,
and Italy’ has been so rapid that it
already has become much more than
a mere disturbing factor in the do-
mestic politics of each nation.

Its influence is so strong upon the
existing British Government this year
that it caused a Shrinkage in values of
387 stocks on the London exchange be-
fore the  American crisis arose
amounting to $1,500,000,000. .

The Socialist cause in Europe draws
its recruits from the opposite extreme
of society. Its adherents among the
educated classes exemplify more strik-
ingly than the peace enthusiasts at
The Hague the siruggle between the
ideal and the practieal.

Vienna, Dec. 29.—A strike arrangeq
by several thousand mothers of fami-
lies in Vienna began yesterday. 'The
waomen have arranged to have no deal-
ings with the butchers for a fortnight
as a means of inducing them to lower
their prices. If this is not sufficient
the strike will be eontinued” beyond
that period. The present time is par-
ticularly favorable for the strike, as

game and poultry are very cheap.

Details of the strike are difficult to
obtain, but it is found on inquiry that
there is a widespread movement
against the butchers among the mid-
dle classes, and especially among
families dependent on fixed salaries.

The strike appears to be badly
organized. Many are joining the strik-
ers, but will not allow their names to
be published, apparently through fear
that they might be thought to be in
straitened circumstances.

BRITISH COMMONS BILL

Some of the Legislation That Will Be
Put Through Next Year.

London, Dec. 29.—Mr. Asquith, chan-
cellor of the excheguer, outlined next
vear's Government bills — education,
licensing and old-age pensions—in a
speech at Nottingham recently.

We wanted, he said, to establish a
system of primary and secondary edu-
cation upon a national basis. Very
soon after parliament assembled the
Government would produce their plan,
a very short and simple one.
waw little doubt that it would receive
the acceptance of the House of Com-
mons, and he felt very considerable
indifference as to what might be its
fortune elsewhere.

In licensing, the Government must
proceed with a certain amount of cau-
tion. They must not legislate in ad-
vance of the times. Subject to those
limitations they meant to ask parlia-
ment to consent to a really effective
step in the reduction of facilities for
drinking.

It was the Government's fixed deter-
mination to make a beginning with
old-age pensions in the coming ses-
sion. He saw very extravagant pro-
posals and expectations in some quar-
ters. He desired to impress upon his
hearers how necessary it was to pro-
ceed step by step. They could
take the position by a frontal attack,
but must proceed by installments.

The great thing was to start their
plan on lines which were capable of
development, as time went on and
experience increased, and when they
had obtained a deeper insight into the
necessities of the case than now. Sub-
ject to these limitations, the Govern-
ment were taking the matter in hand,
and hoped to frame some practical
iproposals to bring before parliament
in<he ensuing gession, :

Looking Forward.

The pain of ‘recent wounds is too
acute to allow very optimistic views
being taken as to the outiook for 1908.

The back and seat are In red velvet
embroidered with gold and silver.

The back is covered with the scep-
ter and the hand of justice, as
they were designed for Napoleon I.
There are no bees—Napoleon’s em-
blem—but on the seat is woven a
representation of lightning held in
an eagle’'s claws.

NEW SUICIDE METHOD

is

i New York Woman Swallows Twelve
Dozen Needles, Assorted Sizes.

New York, Dec. 30. — Mrs. Mollie
| Desmond, who attempted to commit
| suicid

lin the Fordwich hospital today after
| physicians had made 25 surgical oper-
 ations upon her, and had removed all
but a dozen of the needles.

Domestic troubles induced =~ Mrs.
Desmond to try this extraordinary
method of suicide in June, 1906, when
she swallowed a set of needles varying
in size from a darning-needle to the
smallest used In fine sewing. She
had been an inmate of the hospital
ever since, and the physicians
made an unceasing search for the
needles as they moved about in her
body threatening the vital organs. In
all 132 of them were removed, and the
doctors were beginning to believe there
were none remalning, until 2 pain in
the region of the heart warned them
that there was still danger. An oper-
ation failed to disclose the location of
the needle, and while they were try-
ing other means to find it, death in-
tervened.

An autopsy will be made to deter-
mine whether one of the needles pen-
etrated Mrs. Desmond’s heart or whe-
ther death was caused by peritonitis.
