broke down under the French ma-
chine gun and infantry fire, accord-
ing to today’s statement by the war
office,

The statement says that the Ger-
mans began their assault at 6 o’clock
in the evening on the right hank of
the Meuse, from Hill 321 to the edge
of Hill 320. At the same time an-
other attack was launched at the
southern edge of the Caillette wood.
All attacks were repulsed.

The trench captured by the French
yvesterday on the southern slope of
Dead Man Hill was also the subject
of several German counter-attacks
during the night, all of which failed.
It is announced that the total num-
ber of oprisoners taken by the
French at the time of the capture of
the trench is 5 officers and 180 sol-
diers.

The text of the communication
follows: ‘“On the left bank of the
River Meuse the Germans last night
delivered counter-attacks
upon the trenches on the southern
slopes of Dead Man Hill, which were
ocoupied by us yesterday. All their
endeavors failed under the French
fira. The total number of ‘German
prisoners taken at this point reaches
6 officerg and 180 men.

““On the right bank of the river the
enemy at 8 o’clock yesterday even-
ing directed a powerful offensive
movement against our positions to
the north of the Thiaumont fortifica-
tions, from Hill No. 321 as far as the
sides of Hill No. 320. The succes-
sive attacks of this movement broke
down under the fire of our machine
guns and our infantry, and it result-
ed in heavy losses to our assailants.

“Further to the east, following a
violent bombardment with Ilarge-
calibre shells, the Germans under-
took an attack atabout 10 p.m. upon
our trenches on the southern side
of the Caillette wood Our curtain
of fire, at once brought into play,
prevented the from coming
out of his trenches.

bore ampie testimony to the gallant
stand they had again made in that
famous sector. What appealed to
him most was the heroic attitude of
these men, who, though even on
stretchers or in beds, expressed the
hope that they would yet have a
chance to get even with the enemy.
This spirit was characteristic of
Canada as a whole, and the help of
such an army was a great thing for
the Empire.

CONCEALING THE TRUTH

London, June 16.—According to rﬂ-i
ports received in London, the German |
and Austrian Governments are making
desperate efforts to conceal the truth |
about the Russian drive from their
people. The belief prevails here that |
weeks must elapse before the Austrians
are able to withdraw forces from the |
defence of Lem- |
berg, and that it may then be too late.

According to special dispatches from |
Petrograd, the lussians are with-
holding their strength on the centre |
and are driving hard westward on both
flanks. It is believed in Petrograd, ac-
cording to these dispatches, that the

victory will depend largely on the pro-
gress of Russia’s western allies’ general
strategic plans. The Entente Allies are
now all in touch by wireless, and their
co-ordination in strategy has reached a
point never before achieved in the
course of the war.

At daybredk,
after three hours’ of severe hand-to-
hand fighting, the enemy’s columns fled
precipitately under the fire of our ar-
tillery.

“On the Posina-Astico frontithe en-
emy, after a night attz in the Cam-
piglia area, confined himself to a heavy
bombhrdment, which was answered by
our batteries,

“On the Aslago plateau, the enemy in
a mass, estimated at eighteen battalions,
attacked our line between Monte Pari
and Monte Lemerle after the usual ar-
tillery preparation.

So far, the patched blocks are
leading.

“Scotty,” ‘“Becky Ann,” “Thamar’’
“Faded LHy"” and “Mrs. R. 8. C*

Blue ones have been recelved
from “Star That Guides” and ““A
Dub.”

Who'll be next? Remember, it
just requires 28 blocks of each
kind for the quilt, and of course
you don’'t want to be lef¢ out.
Please send in your pen name to
me, saying whether you will make
a plain blue block, or one of red
and white patch.

Ten Inches Square.

All blocks must be TEN INCHES
square when pleced. The »plue
should be of chambray or plain
print, of a shade to combine nicely
with the blocks of ‘‘turkey red” or
red print. Blue blocks have the
pen name and address of the
sender worked in white across the
centre, with a wreath around,
worked in outline or feather-
stitch.

The centre of the pleced block
must be white, five Inches square
when finished and with the name,
ete., worked in red cotton. The
corner squares of this block are,
of course, white, the Intervening
pieces red, and the whole ten
inches square.
