Copenhagen. May 10.—Russian news.-

papers have published a wireless dis-
patch to the Bolshevik gencral staff,
reporting that soviet troops have suf-
fered a defeat of some consequence
during fighting against rebellious
Siberian peasant armies, says a Helsing-
fors special received here.

But railways cailed
for an expenditure of $113,000,000, and
there was an addition to the debt of
$101,000,000

In total trade, despite
practically the world over, there was
for the year “a remarkable showing.”
But with the United States there was
still the unfavorable balance; and em-
ergency legislation before Congress
would practically prohibit the importa-
tion of (in chief part) Canadian agri-
cuyltural commodities, which amounted
in volume during the past year to some
$168,350,000. When debate on the
budget begins, Hon. W. S. Fielding will
open for the Opposition.

Reviews Revenues.

Sir Henry then reviewed
Canada’s revenues and expenditures
during the past year. He showed that
revenue reached $432,000,000, as against
$349,000,000 in the year previous. IEsti-
matzd expenditure for the vear amount-
ed to $533,000,000, as against a total out,
lay provided by the estimates of $613,-
000,000. Of this expenditure practically
$363,000.000 was chargeable to consoli-
dated fund.

Special expenditure included capital
of $37,000,000, and demobilization of
$20,000,000 accounted for a further $57,-
000,000. Railways call for an expenditure
of $97,000,000—cited as non-active in-
vestments—and finally, there was a dis-
bursement for railway equipment of
$16,000,000. Sir Henry showed that had
it not heemn for this expenditure of
$113,000,000 on railways, the year's
revenue would have exceeded all ordin-
arv expense, together with the regular
charges on capital and war, by more
than $12,000,000.

Predicts Falling Customs.

So far as the coming year was con-
cerned, Sir Henry remarked, indications
pointed to a falling customs revenue.
He estimated that, based on existing
legislation, customs would yield $135,-
000,000, as compared with $163,000,000
last year; excise, $33,000,000, as com-
pared with $37,000,000; business profits
and income taxes, $70,000,000, as com-
pared with $86,000,000; with other items
a total estimated revenue of $372,600,000,
as compared with $432,000,000 in the last
fiscal year. “The policy of the govern-~
ment.'”” he declared, “is to pay all cur-
rent expensas, including capital charges,
out of current income.” He analyzed
the main estimates tabled, which call
for a total expenditure of $582,000,000.
and, deducting railway capital obligas
tions, declared *hat the total revcnue
tions, declared that the resultant reve-
nue to be raised is $435,360,971.

Birdseye View. of Budget

OTTAWA, May 9.—(Canadian
Press.)—The following gives a
birdseye view of the taxation "and
tariff proposals of the budget:

TARIFF.

No general revision of the tariff
schedules is to be made now.

Certaln changes necessary to Im.
plement the trade agreement with
the West Indles are made. These
affect such _products as cocoa, €3«
coa products, arrowroot, onions,
grapefruit, limes, coacoanuts, rum
and sugar.

Notice Is given of two changes
to be made In the customs act.
The purpose of the first is to se-
cure a more efficient carrying out
of the principle of the existing
dumping provisions, and has to do
with the valuation on which duties
are assessed. The act at present
provides that the value shall be
“the fair market value, when sold
for home consumption, in the
principal markets of the country
whence and at the time when the
goods were exported directly to
Canada.” The amendment will add
to this ‘“such value in no case to
be lower than the wholesale price
thereof at such time and place,”
and, in addition, provides that the
value for duty shall not be less
than the actual cost of production
of similar goods at date of ship-
ment direct to Canada, plus a rea-
sonable profit thereon.

The other amendment relates to
the valuation for customs purposes
of foreign currencles.

The present customs practice Is

to convert the foreign depreclated
currency into Canadlan money on
the basis of existing exchange
rates. It Is proposed that no re-
duction in excess of 50 per cent of
the standard or proclaimed value
will be allowed, no matter what the
exchange rate Is. Where the rate
of exchange Is adverse to Canada,
the value for duty will be com-
puted at the rate of exchange ex-
isting at the date of the shipment
of goods. A change in the customs
tarlff of 1907 will also be made,
stipulating that all goods imported
capable of being marked, stamped,
branded or labelled without injury,
shall have Indicated on them In
English or French the country of
origin. This provision will come in-
to force September 1, 1921,
TAXATION.

The business profits war tax will
not be re-enacted. All the luxury
taxes, those which were and those
which were not remitted last De-
cember will be abolished. But,
in view of the necessities of rev-
enue, duties will be levied on play-
ing cards, wines and spirits. On
playing cards, not exceeding $24
a gross, 8¢ a pack; exceeding $24
a gross, 15¢c a pack.

Duties equal to the former com-
bined taxes will be maintained on
wines, including champagne and
sparkiing wines.

Duties on spirits will be Increased
to a straight $10 a gallon customs
rate, and the excise on spirits of
local manufacture released for sale
in Canada to $9 a galion.

item, however, arrangements will
be made for a rebate of 99 per cent
of the dutles on alcohol to bona-
fide hospitals on spirits actually
used by them for medicinal pur-
poses. !

The duties on alcohol used for
patent and proprietary medicines
and pharmaceutical preparations
will be $2.40 per proof galion, which
was the rate in effect before the
Juxury taxes of last year were im-
posed.

SALES TAX.

No change will be made In the
principle of the sales tax or to ex-
tend it to a general turnover tax.

cost ot producuon. In so far as the
public are concerned, little, if any, price
advantage has accrued to them through
these importations. Goods ought to be
valued for customs purposes not at
forced sale prices justified by tempor-
ary quotations in the foreign market
but ~having regard to the regular
standard of value in that market and
to cost of production and a reasonable
profit thereon.

A further change should also be made
havin; regard to the valuation of goods
importéed from foreign countries whose
currencies have greatly depreciated.

To put into effect these provisions a
bill will be ‘introduced, providing for
amendments to the customs act as fol-
lows:

“Section forty of the said customs act
is amended by adding thereto the fol-
lowing clause: ‘Such value in no case
to be lower than the wholesale price
thereof at such time and place,’ and by
adding thereto the following sub-

duty of new or unused goods shall in
no case be less than the actual cost of
production of similar goods at date of
shipment direct Canada plus a rea-
sonable profit tfiereon, and the minister
of customs and inland revenue shall be
the sole judge of what shall constitute
a reasonable profit in the circum-
stances.”

“Section 59 of the said customs act
is amended by adding thereto the fol-
lowing sub-section: (6) Notwithstanding
any of the provisions of this section
in computing the value for duty of the
currency of an invoice no reduction
shall be allowed in excess of 50 per
cent of the value of the standard or
proclaimed value of the currency of the
country from whence the goods are in-
voiced to Canada, irrespective of the
rate of exchange existing between such

Sir Henry’s Address.
Sir Henry Drayton said: ‘‘The past
vear has been a difficult and trying ore

for business practically the world over,
and Canada has suffered in common
with other nations from the commercial
and economic conditions obtaining. The
yvear has been a vear of deflation, and
deflation is always difficult.

“During the first portion of the year
the price of commodities, instead oc de-
clining after the cessation of hostiiities,
as was generaily expected, sharply rose.
Extravagant and luxurious buying was
common, and cost of living in Canada
unreasonable.

“As a corrective measure, as well as
for the purposes of revenue, the taxes
of last year, commonly known as luxury
taxes, were Imposed. The object of these
taxes was stated in the budget speech
as follows: ‘Not only is more revenu<
necessary, but extravagant and luxu-
rious expenditure ought to be checked.
Just so long as expenditure on non-
essentials and extravagant expenditure
continues, just so much longer will the
drop in the value of essentials "be post-
poned. On those having income more
than necessary for properly maintaining
themselves and families, there rests a
special duty of saving whenever pos-
sible, and in thi: manner adding to the
available financial resources for devel-
opment and financial undertakings.’

“Extravagant buying was slowly but
surgly checked, and in November de-
clines in commodity prices, both manu-
facturers’ and wholesale, were well
marked.

the public. They were also calculated
to check unnecessary purchases by the
trader, so that this inventory might be
all the smaller when the inevitable drop
in commodities came, and so that the
lower level might be reached in more
easy stages and with little goods on
hand.

““Having served these main purposes,
the so-called luxury taxes were, with
trifling exceptions, abolished on the 18th
day of December, 1920.

““The year has been a trying one in
many activities, but it is felt that the
lower price levels have been reached,
and that working on the sure founda-
tion of lower costs, the conditions of
our trade and commerce ought to
steadily improve.

“The year just closed gives a great
total for Canadian trade. The previous
vear, notwithstanding that it was a
yvear of rising prices and general activ.
ity in business, showed a total of im-
ports and domestic exports of $2,304,-
008,267, as against $2,429,288,757 for the
year ended March 31 last.

“This is @ remarkable showing, more
particularly in view of the fact that
prices had materially declined during
the last half of the year, and that our
heavy export of grain was made on the
lower price level. These flgures show
an increase for the year of $125,280,490.
If foreign merchandise brought into
Canada and exported be added, the re-
spective totals become for the vear end-
ed March 31, 1920, $2,351,174,878, and for
the year just closed, $2,450,553,175.

Canada a Large Buyer.
*The mere bulk of trade activities

does not of necessity, however, show
national prosperity. While, on the one
hand, the nation may inerease in wealth
with a comparatively small total busi-
ness, on the other hand it is possible
to become the poorer in increasing ratlo
to the amount of gross business done.
The vital question is as to whether or
not the bueiness as a whole is profit-
able.

“Cfanada has continued to be & large
buyer. Our imports in the year have
increased by the sum of $175,607,887,
while, on the other hand, our domestic
exports have dropped from those of last
vear by $50,328,397. If the export of
foreign produce be included, the total
decrease becomes $76,230,590. It has
also to be borne in mind that while our
total exports are only $76,230,690 short
of those of last year, they are $375,741,-
673 below the gross export peak reached
in 1918,

““The unfortufiate part of our inter-
national balances is that with the
United States. The unrevised flgures
for the year show that our exports to
that market amounted to $542,304,456 of
domestic and $18,379,342 of foreign
produce, while our imports amounted
to $856,593,470, resulting in an unfavor-
able trade balance between the two
countries of $295,909,672.

“If Canada is to continue to buy as
much as she now does from the United
States, she ousght to sell a great deal
more in that market. It is indubitably
to her interest that she should do so.
The position of our trade with the
United States, unfavorable as it is, is
likely, however, to be made still more
unfavorable.

Tarlff Bill.

“T emergency - tariff, commonly
known as the Young bill, which has al-
ready been favorably considered by both
houses of the American Congress, calls
for the imposition of taxes which would
practically prohibit the importation of
(in the chief part) Canadian egricul-
tural commodities, which amounted in
volume during the past year to some
$168,350,000. The measure is for but a
six months period, and the permanent
tariff bill has not yet been brought
down.

“Our business with the United King-
dom continues to be satisfactory, al-
though it is unaccompanied with favor-
able balances as great as in the past.

I have much pleasure in calling the
attention of honorable members to the
remarkable recovery and extension of
British trade in Canada. Imports from
the United Kingdom first reached the
hundred million mark in 13911. In 1913
they were $138,741,736. As a result of
the war, in 1319 the figures had dropped
to $73,035,118. 1In 1920 the total was
$126,359,249. The increase of this year
over last, although last year's figures
were greater than those of any pre-
vious year except 1913, is $87,571,697, or
over 69 per cent.

Non-Active Investments.

““The country’s revenues have been

well maintained. The revenue for the
financial year, when the accounts are
finally closed, will approximately reach
$432,000,000, as against $349,746,334 for
the year before. This marked increase,
in a year of deflation can only be re-
garded as satisfactory. Special expen-
diture, including capital of $36,972,000,
and demobilization of $20,000,000, ac-
counts for a further sum of $57,102,000.
Then there are investments, classed as
non-active for the time being, as fol-
lows:

“An interesting observation may be
made as to the increase of debt. In the
period 18086 to and- including 1914, the
net additions to the debt totaled $77,-
499,417. As‘'compared with this, during
the. period 1914 to date, if the writing
down of non-active assets had not taken

place, and if the bare war iast be

deducted, but resulting current ex-
penses arising from the war, such as
for interest, pensions, etc., be never-
theless charged, the net debt today
would stand at approximately $115,-
000,000 less than at March 31, 1914. The
situation may be qtherwise expressed
by saying that notwithstanding the
largely increased cost of government,
to the extent of this sum, the country’s
war activities have been financed out
of current revenue.

“Over and above all this, the charges
to the consolidated fund of payments
made on current war account from and
including the year 1914-15 to 1920-21,
amount to $553,732,120, and for new
gervices and expenses $30,077,580, mak-
ing a total of $583,809,700. The amounts
by years are as follows:

Interests of Canada to Dictate.

It is not proposed to put into effect
a general revision of the tariff sche-
dules, said the flnance minister. Whie
Canada must make her own tariff and
while that tariff must be one dictated
in the interests of Canada and her
people, it is not advisable that fre-
quent changes should be made. Thae
tariff deaflls with international busi-
ness and the proper interests of the
country can only be considered in the
light of international business and the
tariff laws of other countries. It is
idle to attempt to disguise the fact
that any proper Canadian tariff must

Theoretically, a general turnover tax on
some commodities and services has
much to commend :l.

ministration, though, in view of the fact
that after careful survey it has been
agtablished that books are not kept in
many retail stores, the cost of admin-
istration would be unduly great, and dif-
ficulties of collection many. Instead of
extending the tax, it is planned to con-
fine its operations to the sales of manu-
facturers, wholesalers, jobbers and im-
porters, and to continue a list of special
exemptions, which, broadly speaking,
will cover foodstuffs in their natural
state, initial sales of farm produce by
the farmer of his own production as
well as the first products of the fish-
eries, mines and forests. The 1 per
cent and 2 per cent rates on domestic
transactions will become 115 per cent
and 3 per cent, respectively, and the
present import rates will become 2%
per cent and 4 per cent.

Reduced by Two Hours—
Polls To Open At 8 Instead
of 6 a.m.

OTTAWA, May 9.—There was some

,noon, when the bill to amend the
yDominion elections act was considered
{in committee. W. D. Euler of North
| Waterloo raised the question of the
Ialien naturalized by marriage, the ques.
tion which caused so much debate last
session. Mr. Euler argued that such
an alien could now get the franchise
only by securing a judge's certificate
declaring she was entitled to the vote;
and such a provision practically dis-
franchised 100,000 persons. He moved
that the provision be struck from the
act. Mr. Euler's motion was still under
consideration when ‘‘progress’” was re-
ported on the bill at 6 o’clock.

| One of the numerous clauses passed
| provides that urban polls shall open at
8 o’clock in the morning (the same as
rural polls) instead of 6, as at present.

Reduce Urban Painhg Hours.

In committee a clause was carried,
changing the hours of voting in urban
jconstituencies. The present hours in
jurban polls are 6 in the morning until
6 at night. Under the amendment urban
polls open at 6 o'clock in the morning,
the same as in rural constituencies. The
minister explained that it had been
found that there was practically no
voting during the earlier hours. He said
there had been complaints from some
rural constituencies that the present
hours were not long enough when it
iwas necegsary to challenge a number
of voters.” It would be better to leave
the hours from 8 to 6.

On a clause providing for the lapse
of fourteen days between nomination
and election in all constituencies, Mr.
Guthrie explained that provision has
been made in the act for the lapse of
only one week in certain by-elections
| where voters’ lists were already in ex-
istence. The amendment would make
a uniform period of fourteen days be-
tween nomination and election in all
constituencies,

Hon, W. L. Mackenzie King, leader
of the Opposition, read a letter, com-
plaining that registration under the
Dominion elections act was not by poll-
ing sub-divisions, ,that persons regis-
tering did not know what sub-division
they would be in, and that often they
eventually discovered thelr names were
not on the lists.

B. C. Reglstration System Best.

The act did not provide for a check
on dishonest registrars. British Col-
umbia had the only falr registration
syvstem. TUnder this system all per-
sons applying for registration signed
an application, which was afterwards
handed to the deputy returning officer,
80 that a check could be made on the
signatures of voters.

Mr. King suggested to Mr. Guthrie
that the act be amended to meet these
complaints.

Mr. Guthrie replied that investiga-
tion had shown the act to be working
in a most satisfactory manner. An-
other clause carried provides agalnst
a voter losing his franchise as a result
of a clerical error.

An amendment, making it an indict-
able offence for a person to vote who
is unqualified or disqualified by any
reason, drew some comment from Levi
Thomson {(Qu’Apelle). Mr. Thomson
asked whether a person whose name
was on the voters’ list, but who was
really disqualified, would be guilty of
an indictable offence if he voted. In
some constituencies enumerators made
| up the lists from their knowledge of
i the section without consulting the

people whose names they were listing.
{ It was quite possible that the name of
a disqualified person might in this way
be placed on the list, The person, see-
ing his name on the list, would natur-
ally think. he was entitled to vote, and
would do so. Would he be guilty of
an offence such as indicated in the sec-
1 tion?

Mr. Guthrie said he did neét think
s0. The amendment carried.

21 Clauses Adonted.

After the 21 clauses of the bill and
the attached schedules had been adopt-
ed Mr. Guthrie reopened the question
of paying judges for work done in con-
nection with the revision of the lists.
Provision for fees for this purpose was
made in section three of the bill

The clause aroused strong opposition
|from Hon. W. S. Fielding, Dr. McGib-
ibon (Muskoka), and Levi Thomson
| (Qu'Appelle), but it was supported by
| D. D. McKenzie.
| The clause was passed with a pro-
vision for extra pay for the judges.

W. D. Euler (North Waterioo)
brought up the question of the grant-
ing of the franchise to aliens who be-
came naturalized by marriage or by
other change in status, which caused
such a long debate last session. Under
the laws that exist, such aliens must
secure a judge’s certificate declaring
that they are entitled to the franchise;
and Mr. Euler asserted that this pro-
vision resulted in practically disfran-
chising 100,000 persons. It affected
women of French, Belgian or "Russian
as well as of German birth who be-
came naturalized by marriage to a
British subject in Canada. It applied
also to the minor children of aliens
who became British subjects by nat-
uralization. Mr. Euler proposed to re-
move the injustice by a repeal of the
provision in question.

Act Constitutes Discrimination.
' G. B. Nicholson, East Algoma, op-
'posed the amendment, and said that men
jand women who did not have a good
knowledge of Canadian citizenship
should not be given the right to. vote.

Hon. T. A. Crerar said that women
should not have to apply to a judge if
their husbands were recognized as
British subjects. The act constituted
a discrimination that should not exist.
If it was made applicable to all aliens
there might be some support for it.

Hon. W. L. Mackenzie King asked
when in many constituencies ‘there were
no judges. As the act stood women
{ wanting to vote were compelled to tra-
ivel from 10 to 100 miles in order to
secure their certificate. If the Govern-
ment appreciated the meaning of this
it would not inflict such an injustice.
The act, instead of enfranchising citi-
zens, would disfranchise thousands of
persons.

Progress was reported on the bill
lwx,thout a decislon being reached on
l.\lr. Euler’'s motion.

350 PAPERMAKERS OUT.

DRURY'S ACTION
RE EMBARGO IS
MUCH RESENTED

Meighen Frantically Seeks To
Place Blame On Farmer
Government.

CLAIMS EMBARRASSMENT

‘Alleges Federal Government

Was Endéavoring To Get
Embargo Repealed.

OTTAWA, May 9.—Canadian Press.—

Mr. Drury and others in Canada ‘‘were
ill-founded, unwise and of such a na-
ture as to prejudice rather than assist
the Federal Government” in its at-
tempt to have Great Britaln remove
the embargo from live cattle going
into Britain. This was the crux of a
memorandum  furnished the prime
minister by officialg of the department
of agriculture and forwarded by Rt.
Hon. Arthur Meighen, prime minister,
to Hon. E. C. Drury, premier of On-
tario, in the course of correspondence
relating to the recent visit of Hon.
Manning Doherty to England. The
correspondence between the two prem-
jers was tabled in the Hose today. On
January 6 of this year Hon. .E. C.
Drury wrote to the prime mmm‘-’j‘r
saying that Mr. Doherty, the Ontario
minister, “had done some propaganda
work on the cattle embargo which has
had an enormous effect on public opin-
ion and seems likely to bear fruit.”
Mr. Drury suggested that the Fed-
eral Government ‘seize this opportun-
ity when public opinion was so much
aroused” to make stronger represen-
tations to the proper authorities. He
had reason to feel, he said, that these
renewed efforts would meet with the
success “which we so much desire”
and which "had been sought for many
years.
Meighen's Memorandum.

On January 19, Mr. Meighen wrote
to Mr. Drury inclosing a memorandum
prepared in the absence of minister of
agriculture by officialg of the agricul-
ture department. In his letter Hon. Mr.
Meighen sald: “It seemg to me scarcely
a proper function on our part to in-
itiate or engage in propaganda work
among the British people in opposition
to the course pursued by the Britsh
Governmenj. Such a course in Canada
on the part of the British authorities
would be universally resented here.
The prime minister added that no
proper step had been omitted by the
Canadian Government, whose purpose
was to wcontinue its present course
and bring the strongest pressure to
bear for the removal of the embargo.

The memorandum forwarded to Mr.
Drury outlined the efforts made by the
Government for the removal of the em-
bargo, and then dealt with the visit of
Hon. Manning Doherty to Britain.
“From all that can be learned,” said
the memorandum, “the actual effect of
Mr. Doherty’s visit on those bodies
which really count was negligible. It
has not been found that he has done
anything to allay or counteract the de-
termined opposition on the part of the
landed interests. We are told that he
had secured the co-operation of Lord
Beaverbrook, but from all that can be
ascertained the actual information which
is published in Lord Beaverbrook’s
journals has been obtained from another
source entirely, and one which is ac-
tually in communication with the fed-
eral department.

“The statements by Mr. Drury, Mr.
Doherty and by others in Canada were
‘ill founded, unwise, and of such a na-
ture as to prejudice rather than assist
in our campaign.’

Federal Government Embarrassed.

“We are told that the British Gov-
ernment has resented the demands be-
ing made, and the form in which they
are made through improper channels,
and it is elear that the irresponsible
manner in which the relations between
Canada and the mother country in this
regard have been discussed has created
a serious feeling of resentment in the
British cabinet.’

memorandum, adding that such inter-
jections are serious embarrassment, and
do more harm than good. Demands
from ‘Yrresponsible quarters in Can-

JUVENILE CRIME

Gang of Youthful Burglars
Arrested—Two Boys Con-
fess to Brutal Murder.

PARIS, May 9.—The recent statement
of the French minister of justice that
crime among children has increased
since the war, is tragically confirmed
by this morning’s papers, in which no
fewer than six cases of crime by children
are recorded.

At Havre the police have arrested a
whole band,of children who for some
time past have been carrying out or-
ganized burglaries. The oldest of them
was only 15, and among them were three
girls between the ages of 10 and 12.

LADY ASTOR GIVES
- WETS HARD BLOWS

“You Can’t Make Drink Re-
spectable,” She Asserts in
Opposing “Freedom.”

FAVORS |IDEAL HOMES

Aids Government, Which Is
Delaying Introduction of
Its Control Bill,

LONDON, May 9.—Lady Nancy As-
tor interested and amused the House
of Comunons at the expense of John
Barleycorn during the debate on the
licensing reform bill which is gener-
ally recognized ag a liquor ‘‘trades’”
measure and is designed to give longer
Lours and greater freedom -to public
houses.

“I am for ideal homes rather than
ideal public houses,”” was one of Lady
Astor's quip remarks. Among others
were these: ‘“You can't make drink re-
spectable.”” ‘“We hear much about it
in the name of freedom. Freedom for
what? Freedom to drink more.” And
referring to the waning political in-
fluence of the liquor traffic: ‘“The sol-
diers used to sing ‘The poor old Kaiser
ain’t what he used to be.””

As Government’s Champion,

Lady Astor figured as the leading
champion for the Government, which
while delaying the introduction of. its
substitute bill has strongly indicated
its opposition to returning to anything
like pre-war conditions. With her wit
and originality, which always holds the
House. she riddled the bill with telling
arguments, very capably holding her
own against the opposition, which was
inspired by the nature of the subject
under discussion.

The bill proposes among other things
to exteng the hours in which liquor
selling places may keep open from 6
to a minimum of nine hours and a
maximum of eleven hours, with local
option to decide if the hours shall be
from 5 a.m. to midnight, and also the
formation of licensing courts of appeal
presided over by three specially ap-
pointed judges.

Col. John Gretton, in making a mo-
tion for a second reading of the bill,
| artacked the Liquor Control Board, and
i said the trade regarded itself as a
servant of the people, and that the bill
was intended to remedy the difficuities
affecting the trade.

Lady Astor urged the House to look
at the question from a national point
of view ang argued that the Control
Board promoted national efficiency.
and that there was never a greater
| need for national efficiency than now.
| She declared that a great deal had
been said about the inconvenience to
which some people had been put.

Recalls” Nation’s Sacrifices.

“But,” she added, ‘“‘what about the
great sacrifices the nation has made?
If there is one thing the Anglo-Saxon
people pride themselves upon it is their
honesty; we are not all honest, but we
admire honesty. Fancy trying to make
us Dbelleve the bill will have the effect
of selling more tea, buns and cocoa. It
jsn’t honest. We can see through it
all. It is the thinnest camouflage ever
presented in Parliament. Drink de-
strovs efficiency, therefors it affects
every industry in the country. This
bill would increase drinking. T warn
the supporters of the bill that the drink
traffic has not the hold on the nation
that it once possessed. The bill threat-
ens thousands of homes in this coun-
try.” .

When Lady Astor was interrupted
she retorted: ‘Do listen. I may be
rude, but I am not long winded.” She
then went on to say: “What the coun-
trv wants is a real temperance bill
based on experiences gained during the
war. The first object of this bill is
to sell drinks. It isn’t a bill to try
to make home life better. It is not
trying to make the parlor more at-
tractive for the poor little fly.”

1t is not believed that the Govern-
ment will introduce its bill at this ses-
gion, but probably will wait until au-
tumn. Meanwhile, it is hardly likely
that the Defence of the Realms act,
restricting the sale of liquor to certain
hours, will remain in force.

FEW CASES NOW FOR
ISOLATION HOSPITALS

City of St. Thomas is Pgactically Free
From Contagious Diseases.

ST. THOMAS, May 9.—The isolation
hospitals are now practically free of
contagious diseases. The past season
of sickness has been a costly one to
the board of health, and the heavy out-
lay is blamed to the faulty quarantine
of houses where comtagious diseases
have been treated, and as well to the
indifference shown by parents in per-
mitting their children who were con-
valescing from communicable diseases
to mix with healthy youngsters. The
nurses’ bill for attendance will reach
about $1,200, and the physicians’ ac-
count will be correspondingly large.

The figures from September 1 last
to March 31 show that there were 91
cases of smallpox reported, 44 of scar-
let fever, 164 of diphtheria, 207 of
measles; total cases 506. Of these, 10
died from diphtheria and 2 of measles.

TOBACCO CROP IS
BURNED AT DRESDEN

DRESDEN, May 8.—Fire of unknown
origin completely destroyed the barn of
Sandy Badgeley, with his last year’'s
tobacco crop.
