Silverwoods, Ltd., believe in keep­
ing pace with the times, and in ac­
cordance with that progressive policy 
have, within the past two weeks, in­
stalled an electric ice cream brick 
machine, manufactured by Mojohnier 

Bros., Chicago.
At a demonstration of the working 

of the machine this morning there, 
were present Dr. W. S. Downham. 
medical health officer; Dr. O. S. Tam- 
lin. V.S., milk and cream inspector 
for rhe board of health: Supt. M. J 
Lewis, and H. Duplan, sales manager 
of the firm, and representatives of 
the press.

The new machine, which is a labor- 
saving device in every sense of the 
word has a capacity of between 300 
and 400 pint bricks an hour. It is 
operated by one man and two girls, 
and together with a separate machine 
known as a liner, entirely eliminates 
the handling of the ice cream by 
human hands. It is the only one of 
its kind in operation in Ontario at 
the present time.

The cream is poured into a three- 
section container at the top of the 
machine, and streams out of vents at 
the bottom into the paper cartons, 
lined with paraffin paper, in the de­
sired number of layers, according to 
the number of flavors used, either 
two or three as the case may be The 
machine is equipped also to fill 
“Sweetheart” containers two at a 
time.

The cartons. containing the 
"liquid" ice cream as it comes from 
the machine, are arranged on trays 

in two dozen lots, and transferred to 
the huge refrigerator, the temperature 
i of which is maintained at between 
five and ten degrees below zero. After 
a period of ten hours in the refrig­
erator the ice cream is ready for the 

I trade.
The old hand method of making 

the bricks was indeed slow when 
compared with the new process. The 
ice cream had to be cut and frozen 
in the refrigerator a layer at a time. 
Besides bricking the ic ecream in 
about one-quarter of the time re­
quired by the old method the new 
machine combines neatness and sani- 

!tation. Since the product is neither 
exposed to the atmosphere as for- 

merly or touched by humand hands.

cross When I first saw her I could 
not believe she was alive, so still 
she was. and when I left after ten 
minutes. I left her as still as when 
I arrived I am told the Spaniards 
pray like that sometimes for an 
hour.

I had gone all around the cathe­
dral and was just nearing the door 
to leave, when I saw a priest come 
up to Mrs Belmonte wife of the 
famous matador, and speak with 
what seemed to be great anger.
