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HOME DECORATION.

A Window Box For Plants and Othes
Homemade Afinirs,

There is nothing quite so beautiful in
the Lome as growing plants, climbing
vines and winter blooming flowers.
Now that the summmer garden is pass-
Ing a'way and the thoughts turn to the
house, it is time to arrange a few good
receptacles for plants in convenient
places. .

One suggestion is given by the La-
dies’” World as easy for the housewife
to carry out, or perhaps the grown boys
and girls can make something of this
sort for their mother, as the materials
are easily procurable and manipulated
with the tools that are to be found in
most every home. The wood from shoe
boxes, packing cases or three-quarter
inch boards planed on both sides can
be had from a carpenter or at a lum-
ber ydrd for 5 or 6 cents a square foot.

An idea which may be adapted to
any room in the house is shown in the
illustration of a window box with up-
per decks. It is made eight inches
wide, six inches deep and the length
of the sill it will rest on. Two decks
or shelves are supported twelve inches
above the box on legs that are made
fast to the outside of the box.

The ornament is composed of wire
and nail heads pajnted black, and the
ribbons and bows at the ends of the
garland are cut from thin sheet lead
and applied with small steel wire nails,
This novel form of ornament is very
easily carried out, as the dnly tools
needed are a tack hammer and’scis
sors. The box is made fast to the sil
with screws, and it is supported with
two sticks that rest on the upper edge
of the surbase. Stain or paint the box
any desired color before applying the
design.

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FUND OF $22,000.

Collected From Insurance Men to De-
feat Mortgage Tax Law.

New York, Dec. 21.—The Washington
Life Insurance Co., the Germania Life
Insurance Co. and the Bankers’ Life
Insurance Co. divided the attention of
the Legislative Investigation Commit-
tee yesterday. Not much of the evi-
denee was startling. .

Cornellus Doremus, president of the
Germania Life, said that about one-
third of his company’s business was
done in Europe, principally in Ger-
many, and that this businegs in many
respects is better than any done in
America. He characterized the Am-
erican ways of doing business as “wild
methods.”

The only contributions of a législa-
tive character paid by his company
were $500 to a fund having as its ob-
ject the defeat of the mortgage tax
law, and $250 to further the passage
of the lien bill in Albany in 1904. No
campaign contributions had been made.

E. L. Baylies, who collected the fund
to defcat the mortgage tax law, said
on the stand yesterday that he secur-
ed a fund of $22,000 for this purpose.
The examination of the Bankers’ Life
will be resumed to-day.

COST COMPANY MORE. -

Senator Cloran In New York Talks of.
Insurance Inquiry.

New York, Dec. 21.—Hon. H. J. Clo-
ran, a member of the committee of the
Canadian Senate which investigated the
affairs of the Mutual Reserve Life In-
surance Co. in the summer of 1904,
called on the Armstrong committee and
had a talk with the New York State
investigators. Mr. Cloran said the
Canadian Senate committee’s report
was never presented owing to an al-
leged technical infraction of the Sen-
ate rules.

He had been interested in the fact,
“stated by Vice-President Eldridge of
the Mutual Reserve, that the company
spent $15,000 in connection ' with the
Canadian inquiry. Senator Cloran said
that was five times as much as the
Government of Canada had spent in
the matter,

Mr. Cloran said it was the inten-
tion of Senator Domville to bring the
mattér before the Senate again at the
next session.

PUBLIC MENACE 20 YEARS.

Abe Hummel Gets Law's Limit For
Manufacturing Evidence.

New York, Dec, 21.—Justice Rogers
yesterday sentenced Abe Hummel to
one year's imprisonment in the peni-
tentiary and $500 fine, This is ' the
maximum penalty. Hummel was one
of the most widely known of New
York’s lawyers.

The charge upon which he was con-
victed was conspiracy jn the Dodge-
Morse divorce litigation.

District Attorney Jerome appeared
in court and moved that sentence be
passed at once. He said that Hummel
had been a menace to the public for
twenty years,

Hummel was released from the
Tombs at 10 o’clock under $10,000 bail
on a writ of reasonable doubt, secured
from Judge Woodward of the Supreme
Court in Brooklyn,

Minister's Wife Dead.
Brockville, Dec. 1.—~Mrs. Norman
MacLeod, wife of the minister of First
Presbyterian Church, this town, died
yesterday dfternoon with blood poison-
ing contracted a week ago. She was
the daughter of the late W. J. Dawson
of Montreal, where she was born in
1872 Her husband, one son, six’sis-
ters, and one brother survive.
Just Missed Flogging.
London, Dec. 21.—Thomas E. Flex-
en was yesterday sent to the peniten-
tiary for five years for wounding two
policemen. Chas. Alberstadt, convict-
ed of indecent assault,. was given 18
months in the Central Prison. The
condition of his health alone saved
him from being flogged.

Kills Two For $45.

8t. Joseph, La., Dec. 21.—Asa Dee, a
young negro, beat two white men to
death near here Tuesday night with a
piece of iron pipe, fatally wounded an-
other and seriously injured a fourth,
using the same weapon. Robbery of
$456 and the clothing the men wore
prompted the crimes.

Lett’s Injuries Fatal.

Toronto, Dec. 21.—Robert Lett, a
mason’s helper, who lived at 20 Clare-
mont street, died at the Emergency
Hospital yesterday from injuries he
received through being crushed by a
stone weighing half a ton. Lett leaves
& widow and four children.

Now two boys get inside the
rope, it pressing against their backs at
the waist and bracing their feet against
the tree or pole, and, leaning back
against the rope, walk right up the
pole, as the illustration shows. The
secret of the whole thing is to keep
step, or, rather, keep step with alternate
feet, While one boy raises his right
foot, the other boy advances his left
foot, both keeping time. . It is really
very simple, perfectly safe, and it looks
like a difficult circus feat. Remember
two things—do not climb too high, and
be very sure that the rope is strong
and well knotted.

PETER HENLEIN.

The Clever Lock-mlth”l Apprentice
Who Made the First Watch.

In the year 1505 there was 4 young
apprentice to a locksmith in Nurem-
berg. His name was Peter Henlein.
He had neither money, friends nor in-
fluence and seemed doomed to remain a
simple, poor locksmith’s helper all his
life.

There were more than a hundred
locksmiths’ apprentices in Nuremberg
at that time, and most of them said
hopelessly that the field was overcrowd-
ed. We hear something like that every
now and then in these days, too, dqn‘t
we?

Nobody remembers the names of any
of these apprentices today except that
of Henlein. He didn’t waste any time
grumbling and worrying about the
“overcrowded field,” but sat down in
his spare time tinkering at a curious
machine,

When it was finished it was shaped
like a drum and was just small enough
to go into the big pockets of the coats
of that date. What was it?

It was the first watch.

There is a general belief that these
first watches were of the shape of an
egg. This is not so. They were shaped
like a drum and were really pretty
clumsy, far more suitable for the ca-
pacious costume of a rider than for the
more tightly fitting dress of a courtier
or a dandy. But they kept good time
and ran forty hours wlthout needing
winding.

The watchmakers of Nuremberg have
erected a fine statue in honor of Peter,
the apprentice of the middle ages, who
found something new to do in an over-
crowded profession.

A POLICY FOR BRITAIN

Premi=r's First Speesh Ontlines
Government’s Course,

Fiscal lssue the Prime lssue of the
Campaign and He Is For Free Tradn
—Economy and Not Force to Rule
In International Relations—Declared
Democratic Colonies Would Find
Greater Affinity Among Liberals.

London, Dec. 22.—Sir Henry Camp-
bell-Bannerman’s first speech since he
accepted the Premiership was deliver-
ed at Albert Hall last night before a
mass meeting. The Premier was sup-
ported on the platform by 15 members
of his Cébinet. Next to the Premier,
John Burns, was the hero of the even-
ing, being acclaimed by continuous
applause and musical -honors until the
picturesque representative of labor in
the British Cabinet was palpably em-
barragsed.

The Prime Issue.

The Premier avoided the question‘®f
home rule for Ireland. He said that
the fiscal question was the prime is-
sue of the campaign against a Govern-
ment whose Minister “made a mid-
night flitting on a murky December
evening.”

A feature of Sir Henry’s speech was
the announcement that the Govern-
ment had decided to stop the importa-
tion of coolies into South Africa until
such time as the question. for or
against such importation could be de-
cided by a South African Parliament,
elected by popular vote. This was
greeted with tremendous enthusiasm,

Foreign Relations.

Speaking of foreign relations, Sir
Henry first expressed his kindly feel-
‘ing toward Russia in the present trial

ing.

In the case of Germany, he said, he
Saw no reason whatsoever for es-
trangement, and welcomed the un-
official demongtrations of friendship
which recently had passed between
the two countries, Regarding the Uni-
ted States, France and Japan the Pre-
mier accepted the existing conditions,
and approved everything which tend-
ed towards peace.

Sir Henry upheld this announcement
with another which elicited applause.
He said that the growth of armawments
was a great danger, that force was not
the only remedy and that economy
must be adopted, The Government
would oppose aggression, and ®juld
be animateq by a desire to remain on
the best terms with all nationalities
and to co-operate in the common work
of civilization. He rejoiced that the
principle of arbitrztion had made
great strides.

For the People.

In general terms the Premier outlin-
ed his policy for retrenchment, and
for a complete system of Government
by the people “for the good of the
greatest number.”

In equally general terms he gave
notice that most of the domestic acts
of the late Government would be tra-
Yersed by the incoming Liberal Gov-
ernment, and he made a powerful bid
for the popular vote.

Colonial Affinities.

By C.A.P.—“It is surely unneces-
sary,” he said, “for us Liberals  to
make public protestation of our affec-
tion for the colonies and of our desire
to bring them closer and closer to our-
selves. The relations’ between the
colonies and the mother country have
never been settled on lines of party
politics, but if they were to be so con-
ducted surely the democratic and pro-
gressive instincts and institutions of
these great communities would find
more affinity among us than among
our opponents,

“I have heard with relief and pleas-
ure from Lord Elgin that he finds no
trace of any tendency towards the dis-
ruption of which we were told but a
month ago. No sign of tension or fric-
tion exists, everything is smooth, saye
the one ruffled spot of South Africa.”

The Premier advocated colonizing
th~ir own land at home, making it
less a pleasure ground for the rich
and more a treasure house for the na-
tion. Protection would be death to the
desired reforms. Peace abroad and ec-
onomy at home would be their policy.

Government Confident That S:irike Tie-
Up Cannot Be Complete and That
Strike Must Be of Short Duration—
Reds, on the Other Hand, Says the
Government Is Wide of the Mark
and Know Not True Situation.

St. Petersburg, Dec. 21.—The procla-
mation of a general strike for to-day

; 4t noon has created the inost intense

excitement. If it can be successfully
inaugurated and maintained the revo-
are confident that {t will
break the Government's back. In Gov-
ernment circles, however, confidence is
expressed that the proletariat organi-
zations cannot effect a complete tie-up,
and that the strike must be of short
duration.

This hope seems to be based on the
theory that the extreme program of
the Reds has alienated the sympathy
of a large proportion of the real work-
ingmen, and also upon what they
claim to be dbsslute knowledge, that
the organizations are without funds.
The Government's calculations, how-
ever, have proved to be deplorably at
variance with the true situation in the
past, and the. strike leaders declare
the Government is again hopelessly ig-
norant of the magnitude of the strug-
gle confronting it. Their plans are
exceedingly ambitious. From the na-
ture of the appeals of the leaders to
the troops, it is evident that they ex-
pect to precipitate a crisis in the army.

Twenty-Two Roads Ready.

Th= central committee of the rail-
road men of Moszcow determined the
issue Tuesday night by voting in'favor
of a strike, and it was telegraphed over
the railroad lines that the employes
of 22 roads are ready to stop all traf-

fic. The decision is to close everything
in the Empire—railroads, manufac-
tures, wholesale and retail stores and

all Government works, except the wat-
erworks. The bakeries in the cities,
however, will not be closed so long as
they do not raise their prices. If they
do ruise the price of bread even the
bakerfes will be closed. It was pr 0pos-
ed in Moscow to exempt the elec
light plants, but this was defeated.
In Poor Shape.
“The Government enters on the new
struggle greatly crippled. The situa-
tion in the Baltic provinces is growing

steadily worse, and in the Caucasus
the renewal of the outbreak of the
Tartars and Armenians has produced
another reign of terror. The inhabi-
tants of Tiflis and other cities are beg-
ging the authorities to furnish them

with arms for the purpose of organiz-
ing a miitia for self-protection. At
Sebastopol new mutinies have occurred,
and 1,600 soldiers have been disarmed

and are under guard. The troops at
Kharkoff have revolted, and the in-
habitants are st'll administering the
city.

The weather has become very cold.

Will Take Time.

Although the blow is timed for to-

day noon, the strike leaders do not

hope to bring the life of the Empire to
a standstill by a single stroke, but they
will labor for a gradual extension of
the strike movement. The nature of
the manifesto of the Workmen's Coun-
cil of Moscow to the army is so in-
flammatory that even the radical pa-
pers are afraid to print it. During the
strike it is proposed to stop all pa-
pers and to print and distribute only
the organ of the Workmen's Council.

The police are hunting down and ar-
resting the strike leaders as rapidly as
they can be found, but comparatively
few captures have been made, as the
leaders keep in hiding, avoiding their
residences and meeting in secret each
time at a different locality.

The inhabitants are hurriedly laying
in supplies of food as if to stand a
siege,

Is On at Moscow.

Moscow, Dec, 21.—The strike was in-
augurated here promptly at noon yes-
terday. All the men walked out of the
factories and mills, and the trains on
the six railroads were left standing in
the stations. Shortly afterward an
incoming train on the Kursk road was
fired into by armed strikers. The en-

gineer and several passengers were
wounded.
The strikers generally seem to be

provided with arms. There is great ex-
citement in this eity.
Fire Department Strikes,

Warsaw, Dec. 21.—Employes of the
Fire Department struck last night. The
Polish National party has ordered the
shopkeepers to remove their Russian
signs in order to Polonize the city.

Advices from St. Petersburg say that
the railroad men of the capital will
strike at midnight. It is believed that
the men on the Warsaw roads will join
the strike Friday.

It is reported from Nicolaieff, in the
Government of Kherson, that two in-
fantry regiments revolted yesterday,
and that a sanguinary fight ensued.
Detalls are lacking, .

Will Run Troop Trains.

BOILING MEATS.

A Simple Process That All House-
wives Do Not Understand.

Boiling is one of the simplest process-
es of cooking, but yet it is very fre
quently not properly ¢arried out. It is
too easy to boll anything hard, to beil
it tough or to boil it to rags. There
fore it may be of interest to readers to

read’h few hints on how to boil fresh |

Yeef, salt beef and mutton.

For the first example let us consider
boiling a piece of fresh beef weighing.
say, fourteen pounds. First. what can
be added to improve the tavor of the
meat during the boiling? Fill the pot.
preferably an iron oune, half full of wau
ter. Add two onions. two carrots amd
& few pieces of celery. . Let the wuter
come to a lively boil and plunge in
the beef. This of course will stop the
water boiling, but leave it over the fire
until it starts to boil again.

Then when it has beiled a couple of
minutes move the pot back on tin
stove and let it stand without Loling
for half an hour. After that bring i
closer to the fire and let it get only
just hot enough so that oceasional huh
bles rise to the surféce.

It is the general rule'to allow ten o
twelve minutes to each pound of beef
but jt is bard to make any hard aud
It is hardiy. worth while (n
boil a piece of fresh beef under four
pouhils or a plece of. salt beef unde:
eight.

Again, if the piece ol' beef is’ very
small, it would be better: not to: plouge

it into boiling water at ail, but put it}
water’ and *mdunil\

into lukéwarm
bring it to the smnned‘ng and’ boiling
points.

Perhaps the best gmde is common
sense and a knowledge of the scientific
principles upon which the. directions
given above depend. When meat is
boiled it gets hard. When it is ex-
posed to a heat considerably less than
that of boiling it does not get hard.

Again, one most important point to
be considered, if we want the joint to
taste nice, is to keep in as much as
possible all the juice and' g?avv ‘When,
therefore, we plunge the large joint of
meat into boiliug water and keep it In
till the water boils up again and let it
even then remain in a few minutes
longer we surround the whole joint
with a layer of hardened meat perhaps
half an inch -ia thickness.—Boston
Traveler.
