HoMe WoRK is a useful book. Tt is published with
the hope that it will prove a pleasure and a help in very
many homes. . .

Home Work contains a great variety of choice designs
for the crochet and knitting needle, and some valuable
recipes for the toilet. Some of the crochet and knitting
patterns are very simple, and some. as elaborate as could
be desired. All are useful, and ea;ch has an attractive-
ness of its own.

An earnest effort has been made to avoid errors in the
preparation of the material for this work, and it is be-
lieved that a fair measure of success has crowned the
labors of all concerned in its publication. It is certainly
the most elaborate book of the kind ever placed before
the ladies of this country; full of good things, artistie,
ornament.ai, a convenient volume, a lasting joy.

Home Work is not put forth as a guide to the art of
crocheting and knitting, but as a companion for those
who love to crochet and knit. It does not teach the

rudiments of needle work, but it comes to aid and delight
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those who, having learned that pretty stitches may be
made with the crochet or knitting needle, desire to go on
to the accomplishment of something artistic and useful.
Directions are given for making the narrowest edging,
and the full-sized counterpane, the most intricate laces
and the simplest trimming. The designs for the various
articles of wearing apparel will be found, it is believed,
especially acceptable. It may be well to remind the
reader that if difficulties are met with in the working
of any of the patterns, the nccessary assistance may be
obtained by referring to the directions at the commence-
ment of each part, where the abbreviations used through-
out the book and the method of making a great variety
of stitches are fully explained.

The\recipes contained in Home Work do not belong to
the book proper, but they are added because they can be
recommended, in the hope that they will take the place
on the toilet table of injurious articles, and for the fur-
ther reason that they will prove the saving of many
dollars to those who have not the money to throw away

on expensive preparations.

L tr—Long Treble; throw thread over needle three times
before inserting hook in the work, work off two stitches at a X
time as in double crochet.

P—Picot ; make three, four, five, or a8 many chain stitches
as you wish to have in the picot, and form them into a loop by

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making a single crochet or slip stitch on the first of them. To
make a picot is sometimes called to purl.

Sh—Shell ; this is usually made by putting two doubles,
two chains, and two doubles in one stitch ; or by putting three
or more doubles in one stitch without chain stitches between.

*_Star ; this is used where certain stitches are to be repeat-
ed, and is employed merely to save work.

Afghan or Tricot Stitch.

The crochet needle must be a rather long one, of bone, the
same size from end to end.

At the end, turn and work back on the
chain thus: Put your needle through the 15th loop, the one
pext but one to the last of the chain, and drawing the wool
through, leave the stitch on the needle; with this and the
17th stitch of the chain, you will have two stitches on the
needle. Put the needle through the next stitch of the chain,
and drawing the wool through, leave that loop also on the
needle. Go to the end of the chain, thus, and you will have
16 stitches on your needle. In making a chain for crochet
tricot, you must always make one more stitch than the number
which the work is to have, so as to have a neat turn at the
end. At the end of the 1lst row, having all the stitches
on the needle, take up the wool with the hook, and draw
it through the 1st stitch only, then catching the wool up
again, draw it through the stitch just made, and the next
stitch on needle ; then through the stitch just made and the
next stitch, and so on to the end of the row, when only one
stitch is left on the needle. Next row—Put the hook through
the st perpendicular stitch of the preceding row, draw the
wool through, leaving the stitch thus made on the needle. Go

«to the end of the row thus; drawing the wool through each
perpendicular stitch of the preceding row, and leaving all
stitches thus made on the needle ; then work back as in the
2nd row.

Every row is alike and
is worked backward and forward, without breaking off the
wool.

To Make a Pompom.

Place two nails in a board about 36 inches apart. Over
these nails pass the strands of wool evenly until you have it
thick enough to make the pompoms the required size. (From
30 to 50 strands will be necessary.) Then take silk or wool
and tie around these strands as tightly as possible, at distances
from one to two inches apart, and the wool tied over these
first tyings is to pass from ball to ball as they are cut.

Cut the strands between each of the tyings, coml out and
round off nicely with the scissors and steam by holding over
boiling water. Any ends standing out must be cut off closely.

Zephyr Plumes.

Wind the wool over the 2 fore-fingers of the left hand 12
times, and catch the wool firmly with the ch. st., make 1 more
ch. st. tight, then wind the wool 12 times more and catch as
before,

Proceed in this way until you have as many of these tufts
as you require, then sew them upon the article they are in-
tended for, arranging them like plumes.

A Word of Advice.

In crotcheting hold your needle and wool as lightly as pos
sible. Hold your needle in your right hand, but keep it free
from everything else ; do not even allow the fingers of this hand
to rest upon the work. :

Do not wear tight sleeves or finger rings; have your arms
free,

Do not wind wool-sase it from the skein ; but if you must
wind it, do not make it into a ball, but wind it softly and light-
ly from the thumb to the little finger of the left hand.

In many rows the number of squares beyond the widenings
is uneven, so in finishing the row the number of squares is
not given. The unevenr.ess cannot be avoiled on account of
the peculiarity of the stitch; but if the sacque is worked
exactly hike directions it will be in good proportion and shape.

No. 9.—Child’s Shell Jacket.

Four skeins Saxony yarn, a spool of knitting silk and a
bone needle of medium size ; alsp two and a half yards of
rihbon for the neck and each sleeve.

Muke a chain and on the chain make 29 groups of shells as
follows : * Miss 4 ch., 6 J. ¢. in next d. c.,, mis3s 4 8*,, 1 8. c. in
next st. ;.repeat from * until there are 29 shells on the cb., a
8. ¢. to he at end of row.

2. Three d. c. in 8. c. at end of row, 1 s. c. in the centre of
1st shell ; * a shell of 6 d. c. in next &. c., 1 & c. in centre of
next shell ; repeat from * ending the row with a shell of 3

Continue working like 2nd row, ending and commencing
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every other row with a shell of 3 d. c. and every other row
with a shell of 6 d. c.

Make 19 rows and then commence one front, work back and
forth on 9 shells 4 or 5 times; then increase one on the end
near the shoulder and decrease on shell on the front edge for
. the neck for 7 rows. Make the other front like the 1st, and,
missing one shell under each arm, begin the back. Work back
and forth without increase for 7 rows, then decrease on each
side until the front and back shoulder seaimns are alike, then
sew together.

Across the bottom are 4 rows of the double shell st the last
row extending up and down each front. The double shell at.
is made thus :

finishes the first half square.
Make 3 ch., then 1 s. c. between

Rawse these and make a half square
a8 at the beginning of the row, and break off the wool.

3. Join the wool with a s. c. in the same st. as in the 2nd
row, and work 8 d. c. in the little hole formed at the middle of
the half square by 1 cb. Finish withar. c. worked completely
over the s. c. between each half square. Repeat to end of row.

4. Join with a 8. c. on the top of 4th d. c. ; raise 4 tricot d.

“ c., miss the s. c. and raise 4 more on the next group of 8 d. ¢,

draw the wool through the whole and make 1 ch., then make
3 ch. and finish with a 8. c. between same st. the last tricot d.

c. was in.  Make 3 rows of squares round the bottom and
commence the 4th row at the upper left-hand corner at the neck
and carry it down the front, across the bottom and up the other
front. Take the silk and work all round the outer edge of the
last row with 3 ch.,, miss 1 d. ¢, 1 s. c. in next. Work the
sleeves backwards and forwards, commencing with 7 shells ;
make the required length, sew together and sew in the arm-
hole. Increase the numbers from 7 shells to 9 shells at the arm-
size. Make one row of squares at the bottom of the sleeves
and finish with the silk. Around the neck make one row of 1
d. ¢, 1 ch,, to run in the ribbon, and then one row of squares
and the silk edge. Runin the rlbbon for strings and put. bows
of ribbon on each sleeve.

No. 10.—Child’s Shell and Star Stitch Sacque.

> This jucket is easy to wake as you can turn and go back
without breaking wool. It requires two skeins of white wool
and one of garnet for the border.

Make a chain of 69 stitches.

1. One 8. c. in every st. of ch.

2. Same as 1lst row.

3. Eight plain stars, widen for sleeve by making 1 half star,
1 plain, 1 half star, 7 plain ; widen for back by making 1 half
star, 1 plain, 1 half star, 7 plaln, widen for sleeve as before, 8
plam, 1 ch.; turn,

4. Make a shell of 3 d. c. in the small hole formed in the star,
make 8 shells over 1st 8 stars, widen for sleeve by making 2
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d..c. between the 8th shell and half star of preceding row,
whole shell in ha!f star, whole shell in plain star, whole shell
in half star, 2 d. c. between half star and whole star of pre-
ceding row, whole shell in each of the stars until you come to
the other sleeve, then widen as before, 8 shells, 1 ch.; turn.

with one star between, widen on  each sleeve, 5 between.

12. Widen after 1st shell on fronts and on each sleeye, hav-
ing 19 whole shells between half shells. ~

13. Join under arms, letting widening go into skirt. -

14. Widen under arms, 1 shell between. 15, 16 and 17. Plain.
18. Widened front and under arms 3 between. 19, 20, 21 and
22. Plain. 23. Widen under arms 5 between centre of back, 1
between. 24. Plain.

BorDER : Work 145 s. c. on bottom of jacket. The work-
er’s own judgment will show how this can be done best.

For sleeves, make a ch. of 65 sts., work back and forth 30
times ; join and sew up. -

With knitting needles, pick up the sts. at bottom of sleeves,
knit 1, purl 1, to form a cuff about 2 inches deep. Bind off
loosely.

No. 12.—Skirt n Roman Stripe.

One half pound Saxony, or 8 skeins.

For Roman pattern 1 skein red, 1 white, 1 cream white, 1
pink, 1 light blue, 1 lemon yellow, and 2 black.

The article is worked in rows,
backwards and forwards, the length of the pelerine, from neck
to bottom.

Make a chain of 51 stitches, and with the coarsest hook make
16 half trebles in the chain. Now take the mediuin-sized hook
and work 17 h. tr. ; next take finest hook and make 17 h. tr,

Every row is made like the first one, and in a very short
time the worker will perceive where to change the necdles, and
will find that the changes are made to regulate the width at
the bottom and neck. The finest hook is used on the neck
part. About 77 rows should be made, but that can be better
determined by fitting it to the person for whom it is made.

Place two nails in a board, table or any con-
venient place, about 36 inches apart ; over these nails pass the
strands of wool evenly until you have it thick enough to make
the pompons the required size. Then take silk or wool and tie
around these strands, as tightly as possible, at distances from
1 to 2 inches, and the wool tied over these first tyings to pass
irom ball to ball as they are cut. Cut the strands between
eich of the tyings, comb out and round off uicely with the
scissors, and steam by holding over boiling water. Any eands
standing out must be cut off closely. At the neck of the
pelerine run in a cord finished with pompons or elsa a ribbon.

1. Twenty-two s. c.; repeat till there are 18 rounds, then
narrow every alternate st. in 3 successive rounds, and fasten
thread.

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No 368.—Ladies’ Half-Hand Mitts.

These mitts are to wear over kid gloves in cold weather
They are made without fingers, to leave them free, and are
comfortable without being clnmsy.

Take one ounce and a half of four-threaded Saxony, and a
bone hook.

Begin at the wrist and make a chain of 38 or more stitches,
according to size required. Raise each st. of ch. and work back
in plain afghan stitch until there are 5 inches; then fold the
two sides together and sew up, leaving an opening for the
thumb ; break off.

For THE THUMB, work thus :

1. Three ch., take up the 2nd of 3 ch.,, and raise 2 loops in
the end st.; this increases; work back.

2. Without increasing.

3. Raise all the loops, increasing in the end loop as before.
Repeat the 20d and 3rd rows alternately uctil there are 12
loops in the row, then repeat the 2nd row 7 times. Sew the 2
straight sides together to form the thumb. The gore is sewed
into the opening left in the side of the mitten.

No. 37.—Ladies’ Mittens in Single Crochet.

Two ounces of cashmere wool and crochet hook, medium
size.

First make a chain of 52 stitches. This will fit a lady who
wears 64 gloves. Join the end of ch., crochet two rows plain
8. ¢. on the 3rd row, exactly opposite the starting point, wid-
en, by crocheting 2 sts. in 1, then 1 plain, widen again, rest of
row plain.

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5. Widen opposite first widening 1in 3rd row, «r chet 3
plain, widen, rest plain.

7. Widen opposite the starting point, as before, crochet 5
plain between widenings, thus continue, every other row plain,
and every other widening thus, increasing number of plain sta.

Join the mitten where the last two widenings nccur. hv
drawing the wool once through the hook. (‘rochet the rest of
the mitten plain, until it reaches the end of the little fi-ger
Narrow at each side hy skipping 1 st., drawing the wool
tizhtly, so as not to leave a Lole.  Narrow only twice in 1st row,
then one row plain.  Twice in next row.  After that shape to
the hand. by narrowing more frequently in a row, until it is
almcs® completed. Then narrow every few stitches.  When
reduced to an opening not larzer than the end of a finger, take
a large needle, turn the mitten, and finish off neatly, bv iraw-
ing up the remaining stitches and fastening firmly. Join on
the wool again at the opening left for the thumb, shape it as
to the size of the thumb, fastening it as b-fore. This makes
a strong mitten that will last several seasons.

The wrist may be finished off with a crocheted ruffl», or the
mitten may be commenced with a knitted wristlet (2 plain and
2 purl), two or three inches long, hinding off, then crocheting
the first row of mitten into the wristler.

Three rows of feather stitch in a contrasting color in silk,
down the back, and a tinv bow of ribhon on each wrist, is an
improvewment, anrd adds greatly to the appeararce f the
mittea.

No. 38.- Baby's Mittens.

One half ounce Berlin wool ; fine bone crochet hLook.

Make a chain of 36 stitches and unite.

Work 3 rounds of s. c.. then a round of d. c.

5. Do 16 d. c., take 17th and 18th together.

6. Double crochet stitches without increasing.

7. Like the 5th.

Do 4 rounds in s. c., then 3 more rounds, decreasing every
time, and 2 more, decreasing twice.

You ought to have 30 stitches
for the band. Do 2 rounds of d. c. Now do a round of d. c.,
decreasiug above the thumb, and also on the other side of the
13th st.

Do anotter row in this way, then do 2 more rows, decreas-
ing 4 sts. in each row. Now sew neatly up on the wrong side,
run ribbon at wrist and tie iu a bow at the back.

No 39.—Crazy Afghan.

Collect odds and ends of zephyr and Germantown—all colors
and shades—mostly bright ones, break and tie together of
various lengths—none longer than a yard, and wird in balls.
Crochet in strips 12 inches wide and the length of afghan in
star stitch, keeping the koots on the wrong side. Alternate
the crazy strips wich plain black in crazy stitch or star stitch.
Crochet the strips together with yellow. Tie fringe in ends,
or crochet a black border edged with yellow. Thisis very hand-
some, and much easier than tricot stitch embroidered besides
it uses up bits of worsted one don’t know what to do with.

The same idea can be carried out in a chair scarf, or sofa
pillow, using velvet or wool canvas for the black strips.

No. 40.—Afghan in Tricot Stitch.

This design for an afghan, to be used either for a carriage
robe or a sofa blanket, is made in ordinary tricot stitch for the
wide stripe, and the narrow ones in Muscovite tricot. The colors
may be cardinal and black, with the Grecian pattern worked
with two shades of silk, light and dark yellow. The stitches
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showing under the crosses to be of the darker shade, and the
crosses the lighter shade. Other colors and combinations are
olive green and dark terra-cotta, gray and blue, coffee-hrown
and old-rose, or peacock blue, or orange and black.

The design is in olive green and dark terra-cotta Midnight
Germantown ; two shades of yellow knitting-silk and a coarse
tricot hook. One and a half pounds of olive-green and three-
tourths of a pound of terra-cotta Midnight Germantown is the
quantity required.

No. 40.

The widest stripe is of olive wool. Make a ch. of 15 sts.,
work up and off in ordinary afghan or tricot, until you have
made the stries the length required. Each olive stripe is
worked in Grecian pattern, with the two shades of yellow silk.
The narrow stripe c‘_‘ci:s; worked with terra-cotta wool as follows :
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Make a ch. of 7 sts.

1. Work up and off as in ordinary tricot.

2. Work up all the loops, work off 2 loops, * make 3 ch. with
1 8. c. into 1st of 3 ch., work off 3 loops, 3 ch., 1 s. c. into 1st,
work off 2 loops. These 2 rows are repeated throughout. Sew
the stripes together on the wrong side. The fringe is made by
knotting in two lengths of wool, then knotting them together
twice, about a quarter of an inch apart.

Border of black &bout a finger in width,
any stitch you like. Crazy stitch is pretty if one does not care
for shell. After .it is put together a cross stitch of gold in
silk in corners of each block is pretty.

No. 42. -Roman Stripe for Afghan.

1 row of white, 1 of blue, 1 of pink, 1 of blue, 1 of yellow,
1 of pink, 1 of white, 12 of blue.

1 row of white, 1 of blue, 1 of pink, 1 of blue, 1 of yellow,
1 of pink, 1 of white, 12 of black.

1 row of white, 1 of pink, 1 blue, 1 yellow, 1 white, 1 pink,
1 blue, 10 white.

1 row of blue, 1 white, 1 pink, 1 blue, 1 yellow, 1 pink, 1
white, 16 pink.

Repeat this to end of stripe. This is very pretty with plain
stripes of black or garnet. Mix 1 thread of yellow with three
of color of plain stripe, for fringe.

This is more showy done in star stitch, although very pretty
in afghan stitchb.

No. 43.—Afghan for Baby Carriage.

The following is a pretty and simple pattern for making an
afghan or couvrette for a baby carriage, or it may be used for a
cover for a child’s cradle. It is worked with Saxony wool in

romom
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alternate squares of white and blue ; other colors may, of course,
be chosen to suit individual taste. The stitch is crochet trico-
tee, or what is properly called ‘‘afghan stitch.”

Make a chain of 14 stitches with white Saxony wool, making
13 stitches of tricot ; work on it 13 rows of white ; then take
the blue wool and continue working 13 rows; take the white
again, working thus in alternate squares until the required
length is reached.

The next stripe begins with the blue wool, and is worked in
alternate squares in the same way. The stripes are joined to-
gether by a row of chain st, in either white or blue. A white
square must always be next to the blue ones and vice versa. In
the centre of each square may be embroidered in blue or gold
silk any pretty flower or figure the worker likes.

The couvrette is to be finished with a fringe crocheted,
thus :—

1. With white wool, 1 s.c., * 7 ch., miss 2 sts., 1 &. c. in next
st.; repeat from * to end of row.

2. One s. c. in 4th st. of the 1st 7 ch., 7 ch., 1 s, c. in 4th st.
of the next 7 ch. of the preceding row, and so on. This row
is worked with blue wool. Next cut the two wools in lengths
of 9 inches, and loop 6 strands in the centre of each 7 ch. of
the 2nd row, putting the blue and white in the alternate
chains.

Saxony wool is excellent for afghans, as it washes well, ‘es-
pecially if bran is used instead of soap.

No. 44.—A Slumberoll

Make a bolster of cotton batting 164 inches in length and
13} inches in circumference ; cover it with cambric or silesia.

For the outside, take 6 colors of worsted—3 light and 3
dark.

Make a chain of 15 sts., tricot a stripe of 72 rows. Make 6
stripes ; crochet them together alternately (a dark and a light
one), with black, in s. c.

Draw the cover over the bolster, gather it at both ends, and
finish it neatly.

Make a twisted cord of the different worsteds, sew it on the
ends of the bolster, with two tassels, and suspend it from the
back of an easy chair or the middle of a sofa-back.

Buy a lap of each color of the worsted.
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No. 45 —Head Rest in Afghan Stitch.

Four different colors of yarn, say Nile green, wine, old gold
and peacock blue. ;

A strip 53 rows long and 17 stitches wide is crocheted of
each color in Afghan stitch. When the strips are crocheted,
crochet (on the right side) one edge of the Nile green on the
end of the wine and down the side as far as it will go without
stretching , crochet one edge of the blue on the short end of
the green, and down the other side; crochet the old gold on
the short end of the blue and down the side ; crochet loose
ends together, the old gold and green partly leaving space for
filling of curled hair.

Finish with twisted cords of the different colors and tassels,
cords long enough to tie around the chair.

No. 46.—Twisted Head Rest.

Use large sizcd bone crochet needle.

Make a chain of 17 stitches, take up 16 on a tricot needle
(as in tricot you have 17 counting the 1st one):

1. Thread over, draw it through 2 sts., repeat through the
row. -

2. You have 1 st. on the needle, tricot next 2 sts., make a
ch. of 4, put the needle through the 2nd st. you tricoted,
thread over, draw it through the 2 sts. (it makes a pop-corn
st.), tricot 1 st., make a pop-corn, tricot 7 sts., make a pop-
corn, tricot 1, make a pop-cern, tricot 2.

If in working you find a tendency to tighten around the
edge use d. c. instead of tr.

No. 48.—Slumber Robe.

This is made in small equares, each one in crazy crochet, with
all colors of wool excepting the outside row, as the frame of all
the squares must be either black, brown, very dark blue or
dark wine color, and the centre circle white or some light color,

Take lemon color Germantown wool and a medium-sized
steel hook.

Make a chain of 6 stitches and join into a ring.

1. Three ch. (for 1st d. c. under the ring work 4 groups of
3 d. c. each, separated by 3 ch. ; after making the last 3 ch.,
join to the lst d. c. of the 1st group with a &. c.; break off.

Work a row of s. ¢. all around the robe and finish
the ends with a fiinge of the various colors or clear black, In
making this robe you can of course use whatever colors you pre-
fer, but to look nice the frame of the square should be dark.

No. 49.—Slippers.

One skein Germantown yarn, and a bone hook. .
Make a chain of 16 stitches. Turn the work, and, missing
the stitch next the one on the hook, make 1 s. c. in the back of
every st., increasing by making 3 in the centre st. You will
now have 17 sts. on your work slightly pointed in the centre.
Turn the work again and crochet back and forth, each time in-
creasing in the centre as before, and taking up only the back
loop of every st., which makes the work ribbed. When 10
ribs are thus formed take the 1st 20 sts. on one side and cro-
chet back and forth without increase in width, until you have
a strip long enough to reach around the ankle. Fasten this to

the other side of the foot.

Finish the top with a little row of scallops or a more elabor-
ate edging if desired. Run a narrow ribbon in and out, tie in
bows in front and sew the lower edge securely to a cork sole.
In the absence of these use the common insoles, which, though
not as durable, answer every purpose while they do last.
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No. 50.—Tobacco Bag.

This very elegant present for a gentleman is made of cardi-
nal red and gold-colored purse silk. Use a medium-sized steel
crochet-hook.

Commence at the centre of bottom of bag with red silk, work
8 ch. and join in & ring.

SectioN I.—Terms and Stitches.

Terms Used in Knitting.

K.—Knit plain.

P.—Purl ; to knit a stitch with the thread before the needle,
Purling is the opposite of plain knitting.

S.—Seam ; the same as purl.

N.—Narrow ; to decrease by knitting two stitches together.
Narrowing may be done by knitting or purling two or more
stitches together, but the term Narrow or its abbreviation is
used only for knitting two stitches together.

O.—Over; throw the thread over the needle before insert-
ing in the next stitch. This is done to make a stitch. Be-
fore purling it is necessary to ‘“over” twice to make a stitch.

Tw.—Twist stitch. This is made by knitiing trom the back
part of the loop. The right needle is put in behind the left
needle, and passes through the loop from right to left, much
the same as in purling, except that in purling the needle is
passed through the front side of the loop.

S. or sL.—Slip ; to slip or pass a siitch from one needle to
the other without knitting it.

Sl. and b.—Slip and bind ; slip one stitch, knit the next,
pass the slipped one over it. To bind off, knit two plain
stitches, pass the first over the second, and so on to the last
stitch, always counting the stitch left on the needle as one.

*—Star. This indicates a repetition, and is used merely to

save words. .
Fagot Stitch. A

This stitch is used generally for the top of lace patterns.
Cast on 6 stitches.

1. Kuit plain.

2. Knit 3, over, narrow, knit 1.
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3. Knit 3, over, narrow, knit 1.
These last two rows make the pattern.

Another form of the fagot stitch is worked thus :

The Plaited Stitch.

The Plaited Stitch requiges 9 stitches for each pattern. The
purled stitch is given merely\or the purpose of separating the
patterns.

Cast on any number of patterns, using 4 needles.

The directions given are for medium size, and it will be easy
to add to or decrease from the size of the vest, by casting on
more or less stitches. Use rubber or wooden knitting needles,
not too coarse.

Cast on 120 stitches, knit:2, purl 2, for about 22 inches.

For the first sleeve : Work on 28 sts., still preserving the
same rib for 10 inches, break off the wool, and put the sts.
either on the third needle or a string of coarse cotton.

Bind off 64 sts. across the
 f} front, then work on the re-
7 maining sts. for the second
sleeve as you did for the first.
When you have worked this
sleeve, cast on 64 sts., take up
the sts. of the first sleeve,
then you will have 120 sts.
upon which work the second
half for 22 inches, then bind
off. Sew up the sides, leav-
ing the arm hole open.

For the crocheted edging
which is worked around the
neck and sleeves:

1. One 8. ¢. in each st. at
edge of knitting.

follows: Work as for a tr. into & st., work off the 1st loop,
miss 2 sta,, 1 d. ¢ in next, work off all the loops on needle, 2
cb, 1 d. c. in centre of tr.

GLYCERINE PREPARATIONS.—Common glycerine is usually
impure, containing acids, and is very irritating when applied
to the skin. Even pure glycerine when used undiluted will
with many cause irritation, smarting and aggravation, bu$ in
all such cases the impure article is worse. For external use
and for toilet purposes, the brand of glycerine known as Her
Majesty’s Favorite Cosmetic Glycerine is the best. It is used
by Her Majesty the Queen, the Princess of Wales, and the
ladies of the nobility. It is a uséful applieation for chapped
lips and hands, rough skin, and the simple kinds of eruptions,
pimples, ete. It is also valuable for the rough furfuraceous
and inelastic skin, left after eczema, or other skin complaints.
It res‘ores suppleness to the tissues, and allays burning, ting-
ling snd smarting.

For a simple home-made perfumed glycerine for external use
and toilet purposes, take: Pure glycerine, 8 fluid ounces ;
violet water, 6 fluid ounces. Mix thoroughtly by shaking.
Instead of violet water, lavender water or other perfumed
water may be used.

GLYCERINE CREAM.—Oil of sweet almonds, 8 fl. oz ; sper-
maceti, 3 oz.; white wax, 1 oz.; borax, } oz.; glycerine, 3
fl. oz. ; orange-water, 1 fl. oz ; oil of neroli, 5 drops; oil of
rose, 3 drops. Melt the wax, spermaceti, and oil of sweet
almonds together ; dissolve the borax in the orange-flower
water and glycerine previously mixed ; pour the solution, a
little at a time, into the melted mixture, stirring the prepara-
tion without ceasing, until all the solution has been fully incor-
porated and a homogeneous product results ; finally add the
oils. Put into porcelain or glass jars. ' i

CawpHOR ICE WITH GLYCERINE.—Spermaceti or parafine .

wax, 4 oz ; white wax, 4 oz ; powdered camphor, 4 oz ;
powdered borax, 2 oz.; pure stearine, 1 lb. ; pure glycerine,

33 oz.; oil of lavender, oil of lemon, oil of cloves, oil of
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bergamot, of each 25 minims.. Melt the wax, spermaceti (or
paraffine, if used), and stearine ; dissolve the camphor in the
warm mixture ; mix the borax with the glycerine and stir this
into the hot mixture with constant agitation ; add the oils and
pour into suitable moulds.

CoLbp CREAM.—White wax, 1 oz.; spermaceti, 1 oz.; al-
mond oil, 1 oz.; olhive oil, 1 oz ; benzoated lard, 1 oz ; cam-
phor gum, } oz. Melt together, first dissolving the camphor
in the oil before adding the other ingredients. Then beat
them all together until perfectly cold and creamy. When
desiring to use it, wash the face perfectly clean with hot water
and soap, dry gently with soft towel, then put the cream on
with the hands, rubbing for fifteen or twenty minutes, or until
absorbed. Do this when ready to retire.

Rose CoLp CreaM.—Almond oil, 6 oz ; rosewater, 6 oz. ;
white wax, } ox.; spermaceti, ¥ oz. ; otto of roses, } drachm.
Melt the wax and spermaceti by placing the dish whichkcon-
tains them in hot water. When melted, add the oil, still keep-
ing the dish in boiling water. When well mixed, remove from
the water, slowly add the rose water, stirring constantly.
Lastly, add the otto of roses ; ; pour into jars and cork.

Mirk oF Rosgs.—Pound 1 oz. of almonds in a mortar very
finely ; then put in shaving of honey soap in small quantities.
Add enough rosewater to work it into a fine cream. Add to
the whole 1 oz. of spirits of wine. Strain through muslin.
Apply to the face with a piece of lint.

To ReMoveE TaN anDp FrEckLES,—Dissolve 1 oz. borax in'a
pint of hot water. When cool, add rosewater, 4 oz, oil of
bergamot, 10 drops, oil of lemon, 7 drops, oil of lavender,
drops, glycerine, 3 oz.

Freckles, tan and pimples may be removed (and will stay
removed as long as the remedy is used) by the corrosive subli-
mate lotion. The formula is: Five graine of corrosive subli-
mate, two ounces of alcohol, and four ounces water. For
freckles, moisten a cloth with the lotion, wipe the face two or
three times daily, and at night apply some kind of ointment,
cold cream or camphor ice. A very nice ointment is made
from one-third white wax and two-thirds lard; melt the wax
first, and add the lard ; pour into small tin moulds which have

been dipped in cold water. The freckles and tan will disap-
pear in about two weeks. Pimples should be bathed several
times a day. R

Horse radish grated in sour milk and applied twice a day is
an old-fashioned and frequently successful remedy.

Strawberry water, distilled from the whole wild plant and
berry, which has an exquisite smell, is also a fine wash for
freckles and spots on the face. h‘\

Saltpetre dissolved in water, as much as it' will take up, is
recommended. It should be applied once a day with a soft
cloth, after washing the face with hot water.

To REMOVE BLACKHEADS.—Many women com plain of “those
borrid blackheads ; ” these specks are very unsightly when they
exist in any number ; they are minute corks of coagulated
lymph, which close the pores of the skin. These specks may
be got rid of, by the application of a little cold cream, and then
the friction of a towel, that has been moistened with warm
water. The longer these little piles are allowed to remain in
the skin, the more firmly they become fixed, and after a time
they become converted into long, bony spikes ; .for local treat-
ment of which, take distilled rose water, one pint ; sulphate of
zinc, 2 to 60 grains ; mix together. Another good remedy is,
oil of sweet almonds, one ounce; tinct. potash, one drachm ;
shake well together and when cold add rosewater, one ounce ;
pure water, six ounces. First rub the pimples for some minutes
with a towel, and then apply the remedy to the parts affected.

Mot PATCHES.—To remove moth patches, wash them two

_or three times a day with a solution of bicarbonate of soda and

water ; this will usually remove them in forty-eight hours.

After the process,”wash with warm water and some nice toilet -

soap ; the skin will be clear of these patches.
An excellent remedy for tan and sun-burn, is & preparation
composed of equal parts of olive oil and lime water.

LAIT VIRGINAL.—The famous lait virginal was a name for
séveral different toilet lotions, the most efficacious of which
was an ounce of alum and the same of sulphur in fine powder

_ shaken half an hour in a pint of rose-water, which became
milky in the process. A cloth wet"in this was laid all night
on the face, which was afterwards washed in rose water. Most
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modern liquids of this name are nothing but an oxide of lead
dissolved in acid and very injurious.

Marie Antoinette had a favorite wash distilled from half a
dozen lemons cut small, a handful of white lily leaves and
southernwood infused in two quarts of milk with an ounce and
a half of white sugar and an ounce of rock alum. The face at
night was to be bathed with this water, which gave a beautiful
purity and liveliness to the complexion. Another royal recipe
was to infuse wheat bran three or four hours in vinegar with
yolks of eggs and a grain or two of ambergris, distilling the
whole and keeping it ten days in the sun to finish.

For the Hair.

In the spring and autumn it is quite usual for the hair of
some persons to fall; this is often caused by neglect in not
having the ends cut frequently ; and if the hair 1s of a dry
nature it needs to be nourished. To restore the growth, pur-
chase 1 oz. of bitter apple (colocynth) and half a pint of
Jamaica rum ; steep the bitter apple in the rum for three days,
strain, bottle, and apply to the roots of the Hair with a sponge-
mop about three times per week. If the scurf in the head is
very troublesome, purchase some creosote ointment, and rub
well into the head when you go to bed at night. You must
wrap your head up so as to prevent the ointment from getting
on to the bed linen. Wash your hair and head in the morning
with a little soft soap dissolved in warm water ; rinse in clean
water, wipe dry.

Here is the tonic recipe of the celebrated Erasmus Wilson :
_Apply the lotion every night with a piece of soft sponge, or if
" its daily use causes irritation of the scalp use it only twice a

week : Eau de Cologne, 8 oz. ; Tincture of cantharides, 1 oz;
Oil of English lavender, % drachm ; Oil of rosemary, 4 drachm.

To REMOVE. DANDRUFF.—Take a thimbleful of powdered
refined borax, let it dissolve in a teacupful of water, first brush
the head well, then wet a brush and apply it to the head. Do
this every day for a week and twice a week for a few times,
and you will effectually remove the dandruff. ‘

store. Take a pint bottle, and drop seventy-five drops of oil

For bay rum, the ingredients can be obtained at any drug -
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of bay, five drops of oil of orange, and five drops of oil of all-
_spice into it, and pour on it nine fluid ounces of ninty-five per
cent. alcohol, and shake the bottle well to cut the oils. Fill
the bottle with water and put a pinch of cleavers into the
bottle to color the liquid, cork it securely and let it digest for
eight days, shaking frequently. Filter or strain and you will
have a most excellent article of bay rum.

To lighten the color of the hair, use peroxide of hydrogen.
If used constantly and plentifully, it will make the hair a pretty
gold colour, and it is harmless. The hair must be thoroughly
washed, rinsed with clear water, and dried with a soft towel.
Pour 2 tablespoonfuls of peroxide into a saucer and rub into
the hair with a soft sponge. Brush with a perfectly clean brush,
and dry in the sun or before the fire. Use until the required
shade is obtained, and then apply once a month.

To make the hair fluffy, use of powdered bicarbonate of
soda, } oz ; rectified spirit, 2 fluid ozs. ; Eau de Cologne, 1 fluid
oz ; tincture of cochineal, } fluid oz ; distilled water, 16 ozs.
Shake well. Apply daily.

CurLinG Fruip.—Glycerine, } oz ; powdered cochineal, 1
drachm ; dried carbonate of potash, 2 drachms; liquid am-
monia, 2 drachms ; rectified gpirits, 3 ozs. ; essence of rose,
2 drachms ; distilled water, 36 ozs. Let the mixture remain
for a week, stir frequently, then filter. Moisten the hair with
the lotion when cuiling it.

For the Hands.

Rub together in a mortar 4 parts by weight of yolk of egg
with 5 parts of glycerine. No better ointment for the hands
can be procured. The compound may be preserved for years.

To make the hands white, take equa& parts of lemon and
glycerine ; mix, and bathe the hands just before retiring, and
sleep in kid gloves or woollen mits.

Another lotion especially good for whitening the hands is
made as follows: Soak a cupful of wheat bran for 24 hours
in white wine vinegar. Strain and add 1 oz. glycerine, the
beaten yolks of 4 eggs and a tablespoonful of rose water. Let
it stand well corked and unused for 20 days. Wash the hands
in warm water and apply the lotion with a fine sponge. Let
it stay on all night or for a few hours, and wash in tepid water.
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The following also is excellent for whitening the hands : Stir
one tablespoonful 'of camphor (liquid) into half a cup of glycer
ine ; put this in a pint bottle and fill up with rose-water. Rub
on the hands while wet from bathing, and wipe off with a towel.

An excellent pomade to whiten the hands is made of a
quarter pound of white wax, a flask of salad oil, the juice of 2
lemons and half a pound of honey. Cut the wax very small
mix all the ingredients together in a jar, melt slowly. When
all are melted, beat with a fork till cold.

One can have the hands in soap suds with soft soap without
injury to the skin if the hands are dipped in vinegar or lemon
juice immediately after. The acid destroys the corrosive effects
of the alkali, and makes the hands soft and white. Indian
meal and vinegar or lemon juice used on the hands when rough-
ened by cold or labor will heal and soften them. Rub the
hands in this, then wash off thoroughly and rub in glycerine.
Those who suffer with chapped hands in winter will find this
comforting. ‘

Throw oatmeal in the warm or tepid water in which you
wash your hands. It is well to keep a bowl of it standmg
where it can be used whenever needed.

Perfumes.

SwEET BRIAR.—11 oz. extract rose, 1 oz. extract of ca,ssxa 13
oz. extract orange, 1 oz. extract v1olet % oz. extract musk, five

drops of oil of neroli, five drops of oil of lemon grasse (verbena) ;
mix thoroughly, and bottle.

HELIOTROPE.—4 0z. extract of vanilla, 1} oz. extract of rose,
1 oz. extract of orange, 1 oz. extract of cassia, 1 oz. extract of
violet, 4 oz. extract of musk, 1 oz. extract of tuberose, four
drops of essential oil of almonds nine drops of otto of rose ;
mix thoroughly, and bottle.

HONEYSUCKLE. —3 0z. extract of rose, 3 0z. extract vxolet 3
oz. extract of tuberose, 2 oz. extract of vanilla, 3 oz. extract of
jasmine, 1 oz. extract of storax, three drops of oil of neroli, two
drops of essential oil of almonds, six drops of otto of rose.

PERFUME FOR SACHET BaGs.—Orris powder, coriander seeds,
lavender flowers, rose leaves, cassia and cloves, of each 1 drachm.
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: Reduce to powder ; add 10 drops of oils of lavender and lemon
and essence of bergamot.

Houe Mape Eavu pE CoLoGNE.—Bouguet No. 1.—Take 1}
gallons of Cologne alcohol, and into it put oil of bergamot, 2
oz. ; oil of lemon, 3 oz.; oil of lavender, ;3 oz. ; oil of cloves,
3 drachms ; tincture of musk, 4 oz ; tincture of orris, } oz
When these ingredients are put into a bottle, shake it thor-
oughly, so that the alcohol and other ingredients shall become
well mixed. Now stand it aside for a week, and then add two
pints of ordinary water and one pint of the best imported rose-
water. This gives a pleasing and inexpensive cologne water.

Another inexpensive formula is the following. Its perfume
is somewhat different from that of No. 1:

Bougquet No. 2.—Take 2 gallons of Cologne alcohol, and to
it add oil of bergamot, 4 oz.; oil of orange, 2 oz.; oil of
lavender, 1} oz ; oil of cloves, 1} oz ; oil of cinnamon (must
be genume) 1 drachm ; oil of Canada ’snake root, 4 drachm ;
tincture of orris, 4 oz.; tincture of Peru balaam, 2 cz.;
tincture of musk 3 oz.  Shake this well, and let it stand for
a week or ten days Then add two pints of ordinary water
angra pint of the best imported rose-water.

Eau de Cologne improves with age. After the mixture has
stood for a time, if a thoroughly clear article is desired, it will
have to be filtered. For this purpose a glass funnel may be
bought at a drug storey; also some carbonate of magnesia and
some French filtering paper. All of these are inexpensive.
The process of filtering is so simple that a child can do it after
a single showmg If you will ask your druggust to show you
how, a moment’s instyuction will suffice. '

A Frorau Por PourrL.—Collect all kinds of sc@nted rose-
leaves—the cabbgge and moss rose especially, as their per-
fume is the most \lasting—the leaves of the scented verbena, "
lavender flowers, clove:flowers, bay-leaves, a little thyme and
marjoram. Spread them on cloths on the floor of a room
where the.sun penetrates. When sufficiently dried put layers
of the leaves into your jars, sprinkling between each layer:
pounded bay-salt, pounded cloves, pounded orris-root, the
dried thin rind of oranges and lemons. The proportion is,
oz. cloves and % oz. oms-root to 1 lb. bay-salt. The bay-salt
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wust be liberally sprinkled over the layers of leaves. When
iu the jar you must well stir the ingredients daily for about a
week. You may add violets, dried in the spring, and fresh
_ rose-leaves in ensuing seasons. The mixture will retain its scent
cy for ten years and even longer.

‘ TooTH POWDER.—A simple and excellent powder for
“k whitening the teeth and keeping the gums healthy, is made of

camphorated chalk, 1 oz ; powdered myrrh, 1 drachm;
powdered cuttle-fish bone, 1 drachm.

ELper-FLower OINTMENT.—To make elder-flower ointment,
strip the fresh flowers from the stalk and simmer 2 Ib. in 2 lb.
hog’s lard until they become crisp, after which the ointment
in 1ts fluid state is strained through a coarse sieve and put into

pots for use; it is very suitable for cooling the skin after
sunburn.

ELDER FLOWER WATER.—To make elder-flower water, add
to 24 drachms elder flowers, one quart of boiling water, infuse
for an hour and strain. This is used as a wash for the face m
cases of sunburn; but it is not so delicate a preparation as the
distilled elder-flower water sold by chemists. =
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
