The IHonourable JAMES COLLEDoE POPE,
Minister of Marine and Fisheries.

SIR,-I have the honour to report on the transactions of this Department for the
fiscal year ended 30th June, 1880, and to give an account of a considerable portion of
the business up to 31st December, 1880. Two supplements will be issued with this
]leport, one comprising the Reports of the Chairmen of the Boards of Steamboat
1nsPection, and Examiners of Masters and Mates, the Reports of the Toronto, Mon-
treal, Quebec and Pictou Ilarbour Commissioners, the Pilotage Authorities, the
11arbour "Masters, the Shipping Masters, the Port Wardens, and on the Harbour
Police of Montreal and Quebec, together with statement of Wrecks and Casualities,
a"d list of Rewards for Saving Life ; and a second Supplement, embracing the
iisheries Reports.

The total amount expended on the various branches of the public service
administered by this Department, including the salaries of the Establishment Staff,
dulring the fiscal year ended 30th June last, was 8809,492.28, while the total amount
Voted was $890,043.52, which last-named amount includes the Departmental salaries.

The whole number of persons engaged in the Outside Service of the Department,
at the close of the calendar year, was 1,794.

The Lighthouse Service of the Dominion is comprised of the following Divisions,
VIZ :-The Ontario Division, embracing lights abovo Montreal ; the Quebec Division,
tending below Montreal, and including the River and Gulf of St. Lawrence; the
eW Brunswick Division; the Nova Scotia Division ; the Prince Edward Island
ivision ; and the British Columbia Division. The total number of Light Stations

i'n the Dominion on the 31st December last, was 452, and of lights shewn 551; the
àumiber of Steam Fog-Whistles, and Automatic Fog-Hlorns, 29; and the number of
light-keepers, Engineers of Fog-Whistles and other assistants, with crews of Light-
bhips, was 606.

ONTARIO LIGIITH1OUSE DIVISION.

This division includes the lighthouses and lightships in that part of the Province
of Quebec lying between Montreal and the boundary lino between the Provinces of
-Ontario and Quebec, as also all the lights and lightships in the Province of Ontario,
embracing tho lights on the Ottawa River, the St. Lawrence River above Montreal,
the Thames River, and Lakes Ontario, Simcoe, ,Erie and Huron, the Georgian Bay
and Lako Superior.

In the Province of Manitoba, a lightship has been established at the mouth of
tho Red River, information regarding which will be given further on in this Report.
No other lights in Manitoba are exhibited by the Dominion.

The number of lights in the Ontario Division, inclusive of the one in Manitoba,
.at the close of navigation, was 149. This number consists of lighthouses and light-
beacons, four lightships maintained by the Dominion, and one lightship maintained
in part by a subsidy from the Dominion. There are 104 buoys and 11 beacons.

The number of lightkeepers in this Division paid d'rectly by the Government
was 111, but in several cases assistants were employed by keepers and paid by then

ýout of the allowance made by the Government for the purpose.

With the exception of Ottawa River lights, which were afterwards inspected and
supplied, the lights in this Division were inspocted and the necessary stores and
other supplies delivered during the months of July and August last by the Super-

x
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lfntendent of Lights, the steamer " Acadia " being chartered for the sum. of $2,700
for the purpose. From the Report received it appears that the lighthouses are, on
the whole, well cared for by the keepers and their general condition satisfactory.

The erection of a lighthouse on Red. Rock, at the entrance of Parry Sound
Ilarbour, to replace that on Mink Island, referred to in last year's Report, has not yet
been begun-the person to whom the contract was first awarded having refused to
proceed with the work. The work has now been entrusted to Mr. Thomas Caton,
who is proceeding with the work and the 1ghthouse will be completed early next
Season.

The contractor for the new lighthouse at Kincardine, having failed to complete
ti cOntract within the time specified, and much of the work done having proved
'unsatisfactory, the contract was annulled, and the work given over to the local
insPector for complotion.

The repairs to the breakwater at Nine Mile Point light-station, near Kingston,
'lluded to in last year's Report, have been carried out satisfactorily at a cost of
4598.55, also those to the breakwater at the light-station at the east end of Long
Point, t a cost of $1,147.79.

The following new lighthouses have been built and put in operation during the
Past season

One on Gereaux Island, Byng Inlet, to replace an open tower built by the Mag-
-8nettawan Lumber Company. This work was lot to Mr. F. J. Sylvester, and its cost
Will appear in next year's accounts. The light vas shown for the first time in
October last, and is a fixed white catoptric one, elevated 47 feet above high-water
4-ark, and should be visible 12 miles from all points seaward.

A lighthouse on the shore near the pier at Leamington, in the County of Essex,
for which a sum of $1.000 was put in the Estimates, was satisfactorily completed by

r. peter Williams,; the contract price being $794. The light is a fixed white
'catoptric one, elevated 48 feet abovo high-water mark, and under favourable
conditions should bo visible 12 miles from all points seaward. The cost of this
Work Will appear in next year's accounte.

A contract has been lot for the construction of the lighthouse at South Bay Point,
PrincelEdward County, referred to in last year's Report, but the work has not yet
been conploted.

The back range tower at Goderich Pier was rebuilt last season, and the cost

appear in the accounts of the current year.

In consequence of the destruetin Eby lightni ig of the oit skoie at Gcderich
o it has been necessary to build a new one. As repairs ani additional accom-
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modation were also required to the keeper's dwelling, the whole of this work was-
embodied in one contract, which bas been awarded to Mr. Thomas Perrott for the
sum of $520.

Owing to the sunken condition of a portion of the foundation of the pier on
which the tower at Frenchman's Bay or Pickering Harbour is placed, it was found
necessary to adjust the foundation and tower and also to reduce the height of the

latter, as well as to renew the lantern. This work has been completed during the-
past season at a total cost of $1,100.38.

Tenders have been invited for the erection of light buildings on Strawberry
Island, near Little Current, on the Great Manitoulin Island, District of Algoma, for
which a sum of $1,500 was appropriated last year. This work will probably be
completed early next season.

Plans have been prepared for the renewal of the lighthouse tower on the outer
end of the breakwater pier at Port Stanley, in the County of Elgin, for which a sum
of 81,000 was appropriated, but the work lias been delayed, pending the completion
Of arrangements for the repair of the pier, which is not now in proper order to sup-
port a lighthouse.

A sum of $5,000 was appropriated on account of the cost of erecting a light-
bouse on a pier on Colchester Reef, Lake Erie, in the County of Essex. A
preliminary survey was made last season, and plans will shortly be prepared. This
lighthouse is intended to replace the vessel maintained by Messrs. Ilackett, for
which the usual subsidy of $700 has been allowed.

The breakwater at Bois Blanc Lighthouse, County of Essex, being in bad repair,
tenders have been invited to make an addition of 30 feet to its length, and to put in
200 cords additional of stone, as ballast and rip-rap. This work cannot be completed
before next spring.

It is proposed to make extensive repairs to the lighthouse piers at Jack Strav
Shoal, County of Leeds, at Valleyfield, County of Beauharnois, P.Q., and at Pointo
aux Anglais, Ottawa RiVer, they having been considerably damaged by ice.

A light-vessel bas been established in Lake Winnipeg in the Province of
Manitoba, at a cost of $2,468.28, Messrs. John and Charles Short being the builders at
the contract price of $1,950. It is placed at the mouth of the Red River, and bas a
fixed white catoptric light, elevated 21 feet above water, and should bo visible 10
miles. The vessel is scow shaped, with a small tower amidships from which the light
is sbown, and is painted white.

QUEBEC LIGHTHOUSE DIVISION.

This Division comprises the lighthouses and lightships at and below

Montreal, and on the Richelieu river, formerly under the charge of the
Montreal Trinity House, as also all the lights, lightships, steam fog-whistlea,
buoys and beacons in the River and Gulf of St. Lawrence, Straits of Belle Isle and
north-west coast of Newfoundland. At the close of navigation thero were in this-

Division 140 fixed and revolving lights; 8 lightships, three of which are supplied
-with steam fog-whistles; 7 steam fog-whistles and fog-horns at light-ves3els and.
ight-stations; 8 fog-guns; 81 buoys; 56 beacons; 8 provision depots for the relief of
shipwrecked mariners; and 9 life-saving canoes. The number of persons in charge-
of all these bcing 19J.

This important Division is under the charge of Mr. J. U. Gregory, as agent at,
Quebec, who, in addition to tho lighthouses, has also under bis superintendence-
several of the Dominion steamers, and the Qucbec River Police force and the Fisheries'
Protection service.

The light service between Quebec and Montreal, and on the River St. Lawrence-
between Quebec ard Point des Monts, was performed during the past season by the
steamer "l Druid," under command of Captain Marmen. The work of laying down,
taking up and keeping in position during the navigation season the numerous buoys
below Quebec was also attended to by Captain Marmen.

The necessary supplies and provisions for the lights, fcg-whistles and provision,
depôts in the Gulf of St. Lawrence and Straits of Belle Isle were delivered by the-
Superintendent of Lights in the steamer "Napoleon III," one trip bcing made in the
month of July and another in the month of September last.

The agent at Quebec reports that ho personally visited several of the stations
between Quebec and Montreal, the Saguenay district, the north and south shorcs-
of the River St. Lawrence, the Labrador and Gaspé caasts and the Bay of Chaleurs,
and found everything in good order and the service efficient.

Owing, however, to the age of many lighthouses in bis Division, and particularly
those cheaply built of wood, the Department will now be called upon annually for the
expenditure of greater amounts than formerly for repairs.

The range light towers upon the upper end of le Ste. Thérèse, in the County of
HIochelaga, which were referred to in last year's Report, have been satisfactorily
completed at a total cost of $1,308.83. Theyare for the purpose of leading vessels-
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through the new channel at Point aux Trembles, and are in charge of Mr. Samuel
iieeves.

The range lights at Ste. Emelie, in the County of Lotbinière, referred to in last
Year's Report, have been satisfactorily completed. $500.02 have been expended up
to the 30th June last, and the remainder of the cost will appear in next year's
acceunts. It is not intended to put these lights, which are to replace those at Cape-
Charles, in operation until the deep water channel being dredged by the Montreal
HIarbeur Commissioners, is ready for use. The range lights are to guide vessels in
Passing throngh the new Cap la Roche channel. They are:in charge of Mr. Arthur
Laliberté, keeper of the back light, and Mr. Felix Laliberté, keeper of the front light.

Tenders will be invited during the winter for the construction of the new towers
requiPd at Lavaltrie and Sorel, so that these lights may be ready for the opening of
navigation in 18l. The tower at Ile aux Prunes will also require to undergo repairs
or be renewed. The Montreal Harbour lights also require renewing.

Considerable repairs have been made during last summer to the lighthouse at Ile:
à la Pierre, which were deemed necessary for the safety of the tower.

Owing to the exorbitaLt sums asked for the removal of PaspebiacLighthouse-
referred to in last year's Report, it has been deemed advisable to have the removal
carried out by days' work under a competent forenian.

The cofntract for the erection of a lighthouse tower at Fame Point, Gaspé County,.
referred to in last year's report, was awarded to Mr. R. Cameron, of Lancaster,.
Ontario by who'm the work was satisfactorily completed. The cost up to the 30th
June last has been $2,051.34, and the remainder of the cost will appear in next year's.
acOunts. The light is a fixed white catoptric, varied by red flashes every 20
seconds. It is elevated about 200 feet above high-water mark, and in clear weather-
abould be visible 20 miles from all points seaward.

A& small dioptric apparatus was placed in tne towor on the pier at Algernon,
oek, soutlh from the Stone Pillars, in the County of Kamouraska, and a fixed white

light exhibited from it for the first time on the 20th April last. The light is clevated36 fet above high-water mark, and in clear weather should be visible 6 miles up andstrean. It is intended to guide passing vessels clear of the rock.

An appropriation of $5,000 was made for the erection of light-buildings on Cape

for t, the nor'thernmost point of Newfoundland, and tenders will shortly be invited
oths 'Work, as well as for light-buildings required on St. Peter's Island or Flatptock in the County 0f Gaspé, for which a sum of $1,500 was voted.

The two snall towers required on the River Saguenay, for which an appropria-
0f $300 was made, have been erected and put in operation at a cost of $257.34.
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The Publie Works Department being at present engaged in raising the level of
the Government wharf at Rivière du Loup, it is proposed to delr the erection of the
tower, for which an appropriation of $600 was made, until the completion of such
work.

By Order in Council of the 19th July last, Mr. Edouard Chabot was apipointed
keeper of the lighthouse at Point St. Laurent, Island of Orleans, at a salary of $300
per annum, in the room of Mr. Joseph Chabot, superannuated.

The total amount expended for the maintenance of lights, lightships, provision
depots, buoys and boacons, and fog-whistles, in this Division during tho year ended
30th June last, amounted to $113,223.47.

The sum of $7,797.75 was expended on construction of lights during the same
periiod.

NEW BRUNSWICK LIGHTHOUSE DIVISION.

This Division embraces all the lighthouses, fog-whistles, buoys and beacons
on the Coast of the Province of New Brunswick, and is under the charge of Mr. J. H
Etarding, Agent of this Department at St. John, N. B. In this Division there were
at the close of navigation, 83 lights, including a ilightship and 10 fog-whistles
4nder the charge of 70 light-keepers and assistants.

.lI the annual Report received from the Agent, the lighthouse and coast service
in connection with this Division is stated as having been maintained in an efficient

ondition during the past year. Owing, however, to a very severe gale which
Occurred in October, 1879, much damage was caused to the following lighthôuses
stationed on the North Shore, viz.: Shippegan, Tracadie, Tabusintac, Neguao, Fox
Island and Sheldrake Island. Tenders were invited for the repairs necessary, and
tholighthouses have been kept in operation during the past season, but the repairs
at all the stations have not been fully completed, Contracts for the repairs required
Were awarded as follows: Removal ot buildings at Shippegan, and repairs, to Mr.
Michael Hayden, at $288; repairs at north-west end of Fox Island, to Mr. Daniel
Ciamon, at $250; repairs and additions at Tabusintac and Neguac, to Mr. Daniel

rimmon, at 61,037; and repairs and additions at North and South Tracadie, to Mr.
Aex. Le Breton, at $270.

Reference was male in the Report of last year to the lighthouse erected upon
ll Cliff at the south-west head of Grand Manan. This lighthouse was put in

operation on the lst February last. The light is revolving catoptric in character,
1makes a complete revolution in two minutes, showing three white flashes and three
red flashes with intervals of eclipse of -0 seconds. It is elevated 200 ft. above high
Water and is visible in clear weather at a distance of 24 miles. The building consists
of a square wooden tower with dwelling attached, painted white, and is 43 ft. high

romn base to vane. As will be seen by referring to Appendix -No. 8 the sum of$2,339.44 was expended on this lighthouse during the year ended 30th June last,
)XMaking the total cost with previous expenditures amount to $4,164.44.

A fog-trumpet of improved description, manufactured by the Neptune Fog-Horn
'' of Quebec, has been erected at lead larbour on the Island of Campobello, and put
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into operation on the 30th January last. During thick weather, fogs and snow storms
the trumpet sounds blasts of eight seconds duration with intervals of thirty-five
seconds between them. Our Agent reports that this trumpet has proved a great,
success, and gives universal satisfaction, being considered by the commanders of
steamers the loudest and best sounding fog-alarm in the Bay of Fundy. The cost,
of this fog-trumpet, including fog-trumpet, necessary buildings, reservoir, &c.,
amounted to $6,198.99.

As stated in the Report of last year, it was in contemplation to ereot a fog-
trumpet on Split Rock, at the entrance to Musquash Ilarbour, to serve not only the-
purposes of a guide into the harbour, b'ut also for steamers and other vessels bound to-
the port of St. John. As, however, the erection of a fog-trumpet at this place would
necessarily involve a large expenditure it was decided to mark this dangerous rock
with one of the Courtenay automatic buoys which had beon tried in Halifax HJarbour,
and been proved to be very efficient and reliable. Arrangements were accordingly
made last season to place a buoy of the description named off the rock, but at the
request of pilots and captains it was thought better to place it at a distance of two-
miles from the rock, so that timely notice might be given of approach to the danger.
The buoy has been placed accordingly, and our Agent reports that it is eonsidered an
invaluable guide and protection to shipping. The cost of this buoy, together with
necessary moorings, will appear in the accounts of the present fiscal year.

The lighthouse at Shippegan Gully, owing to damages received by the gale of
October, 1879, was removed to Alexander Point, on the north-east side of tho,
entrance to the gully, and the light put into operation on the 4th June last. A
small light, consisting of a lantern hoisted on a pole, to serve as a range light, wa8
also established 484 feetfrom the.main light.

Referenco was made in the Report of last year to the erection of six beacon

lighthouses on the Restigouche River. It was found necessary during the past,
season, in the interests of navigation, to supploment these lights by establishing a
floating light at Point LeGarde, to be kept up two nights in the week to suit the
ste.qmer "City of St. John " on ber passago up the river to Campbellton. Tenders
were invited for this service, and a contract awarded to Mr. Alexander McKillop for
a sum of $125 for the scason, the contractor supplying vessel, lantern, lamps, &e-
The sum of $433.28 was expended during the past fiscal year on the Restigouche
beacons, making the total cost of their construction amount to $1,045.30.

During the ;past season it was found ueecssary to erect a new iron lantern oný
the lighthouse at Portage Island, Miramichi Bay, the wost of which, together with
necessary repairs to the building, amounted to $744.92.

Provision was made in the Estimates of last Session for the erection of beacon

lights at Buctouche, Pokesudie, near Caraquet, Fox Island and Hay Island, at the
Xviii
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entrance of Neguac Gully, and steps are being taken to have these lighthouses,
erected.

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NOVA SCOTIA LIGHTHOUSE DIVISION.

This very important Division, under charge of Mr. H. W. Johnston, Agent of
the Department for the Province of Nova Scotia, includes 122 lighthouses, 10 steam
fog-whistles, 1 lightship, 1 fog-bell station, 3 fog-gun stations, 4 automatic signal buoys
including spare, 7 large iron bell buoys including spare, 341 iron can buoys, wooden
-can buoys, spar and other buoys, 7 life-boat stations. 3 humane establishments, 4 signal
stations and 6 stationary beacons.

One of the lighthouses enumerated in the above list is not yet in operation, al-
though completed, viz.:-Little Narrows, Bras d'Or Lake.

During the past year a lighthouse has been erected near the eastern end of St.
Esprit Island, Richmond County, Cape Breton. It was put in operation on the lt
November, 1880.

The building is of wood, and consists of a square tower 55 feet high from base to
vane of lantern, painted white with two red bands. A keeper's dwelling is attached
to the tower, and also a wood-store. An oil shed is built about fifty yards distant.

The contract was awarded to Mr. Thomos O'Neill, of Salmon River, Guysboro,
County, for the sum of $2,234.

The lantern is of iron, 10J feet in diameter, having 12 sides glazed with plate
glass.

The light, which is on the catoptric principle, is a revolving white, attaining its

greatest brilliancy every thirty seconds. It is elevated 78 feet above high-water mark,
and in clear weather should be seen 14 miles from all points of approach.

The light is shown by means of six lamps and reflectors, arranged on a spider
frame. The lamps are improved circular burners, with constant level oil reservoirs
,of the oval pattern, and trumpet-shaped copper flues, two inches in diameter, con-
nected with vertical flues 4 inches in diameter.

- The reflectors are 21 inches in diameter, by 13î inches deep. Large-sized clock-
work machinery is provided for revolving the spider franes once in a minute and a
half, the weight falling through a space of about 40 feet.

This;is a coast light, and in the published notice, occasion 'i3 taken to draw
attention to the fact that the dangerous shoal known as the " Bad Neighbour," lying
S. W. î W. j mile from the light, has not more than 12 feet of water on it at low
,tide, instead of 18 feet as shown onthe chart.

Mr. Angus McLeod of L'Ardoise, was appointed keeper by Order in Council,
27th October, 1880, at an annual salary of $400.

. In the Report of last year reference was made to a lighthouse, proposed to be
erected on Sutf Point, Shelburne Harbour. It was found expelient, in the interests

oftrade, to change the site and to place the light on the sand spit on the other side
,of the harbour.
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Tenders were asked for, and the contract was awarded to Mr. George Dechamps
of Shelburne, for the sum of $1,725, the contractor receiving the materials which
remnained on hand, and which had been provided for the building originally intended
for Surf Point.

The light tower is 12 feet high and painted white, and is built on a pier situ--
ated four feet above the low-water lino and 240 feet from the extremity of the sand
8Pit. The pier is of hemlock timber, 30 feet square on top, and sloping to 33¾ feet
square at bottom. It is sunk two feet in the sand, and the top is about 10 feet abovo
the average high tide. The sides are sheathed with oak plank, and an iron plate is
Put On the north-east angles as a protection against ice. Rip-rap stone work is built
UP five feet high on the pier, and extends at bottom nine feet on every side.

The lantern is of iron, e foet in diameter, having six sides glazed with plate-
glass 3 6 X36X" inch, and tvo sides blank.

The lighting apparatus consists of four large flat-wick lamps, three with 20-inch
reflectors, and the fourth without any reflector ; they are arranged on an iron shelf
n the lantern.

The light, which is for the purpose of leading vessels into Shelburne Harbor, is
fixed red. It is elevated 47 feet above the level of high water, and in clear weather
Should be seen from a distance of about 10 miles.

The light was put in operation on 15th December, 1880.

A lighthouse has also been erected at Little Narrows, in the Bras d'Or Lake, Cape
Breton. The building is a square wooden tower painted white, thirty-five feet high
fromt base to vane. It is built on a foundation of hemlock posts.

The contract was awarded to Mr. Neil McKenzie for $390.
The lantern is of iron, 51 feet in diameter, having six sides, three sides glazed

with plate glass, 30X30X¾ inch, and the other three sides blank. It is provided
With two large flat.wick lamps, 18-inch reflectors, and one lamp of same kind
Without a reflector.

The light will bo fixed white, elovated 40 feet above high water, and should be
seen for a distance of eight miles.

It will be put in op ration on the opening of navigation in the spring of 1881.
By Order in Council of 29th October, 1880, Mr. John Ferguson, of South Side

Jttlo Narrows, bas been appointed keeper-at a salary of 8120 per annum, to date
fr0 r time light is put in operation.

During the past year two small beacon range lights have been established for
th0 Purpose of leading into Margarce Harbour, Cape Breton. The lights which are

e, are shown by means of lanterns elevated on posts about twenty-five fect high
S130 feet apart. They are about 500 feet from the mouth of the harbour, and

abOIt 90 feet above the level of high water. The lights are under the charge of Mr.
r acfarane, who provide>s the lights, oil and everything connected with themper annum.
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The light were put in operation on 17th 'May, and are extinguished about the
1st December.

During the season of navigation a small light has 'been kept in operation at
West Bay, in the Bras d'Or Lake, chiefly for the accommodation of the steamer
"Neptune." It is simply a lantern hoisted on a high post.

The Department furnishes the lantern and oil, and the light is attended to undor
the directions of the captain of the S.S. "Neptune." The light is only shov as
may be necessary for the convenience of that vessel.

Repairs have been made at the different lighthouse and fog-whistle stations, as
follows:-

The boiler of the fog-whistle at;Seal Island, which had been in a defective stato
for some time, became so bad in August last that it was considered unsafe to work it.
A new and larger boiler being at the time under contract for this place, it was not
considered advisable to spend a further sum in makihg repairs to the old one, which
would last only a short time. Notice was therefore given that the whistle would be
stopped till the new boiler was placed. This work is now in progress, the boiler
having been landed from the steamship " Newfield " a few days ago.

The engine house will undergo some alterations to accommodate the increased
size of the boiler, and the brick foundation on which it is to rest will be relaid in a
solid manner. The new boiler was supplied under contract by Mr. John Patterson,
for the sum of $800.

The wharf at Cape Fourchu station, ¡Yarmouth, which was swept away by the

gales of last winter, has not yet been rebuilt. Some smalL repairs were done to the
foundation wall. A new and larger boiler has been placed to work the fog-whistle,
the old one being wore out. This boiter was also supplied under contract by Mr.
John Patterson, for the sum of $800.

A new and enlarged boiter has been landed at Brier Island Station, and is now
being fitted up. Some small alterations to the engine house will be made, and the
coai-shed enlarged. An oil store is also being erected., This boiler was also supplied
under contract by Mr. John Patterson, for the sum of $800.

The protection work at Parrsboro' was referred to in the last Report as requiring
extensive repairs. These have now been completed. Two. wings wero built, one at
right angles to the eastwardly end of the present breakwater in front of the light-
house, 50 feet long by 7 feet wide and about 7 feet high, with stepped courses tO
correspond with the inclined surface of the beach, which has a rise of about on
vertical to six horizontal.

The winig at the west end is similar in every respect, except that it is only 44
feet long.
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The west breakwater 650 feet long bas been thoroughly repaired and another
tier of timber built on the old work. The whole interior was filled with coarse
gravel and the top planked over.

An Oil-store was built on the inside beach west of the main building, 16 feet
long, 12 feet wide and 8 feet high. It is placed on a foundation of timber sufficiently
high to keep it from the reach of the sea.

The contract for this work was awarded to Mr. James Gillespie, of Parrsboro', for
41,495, and was conducted under the local supervision of Mr. Augus McGillvary.

Mr. Torlinson also visited and inspected the work during its progress.

In September last tenders were invited for the extension of the Pile Breakwater
protecting Meagher's Beach on plans prepared by the Department. Owing to the
lateness of the season, the tenders ran very high, and it was therefore considered
advisable to postpone the work till the spring.

1n the meantime a very heavy gale from the southward considerably widened
the breach at the east end of the breakwater, rendering it necessary to take imme-
'liate steps to protect this part. A double row of piles has therefore been placed
extending 160 feet from the old work with sloepers and cross-ties, and the whole
f1lled il with brush and stone.

A new iron lantern 9Î feet in diameter, having. twelve sides, bas been erected on
the Western tower at Devil Island Station. An improved lighting apparatus has

iso been fitted, consisting of 15 mammoth flat-wick lamps, with reflectors arranged
in two rows, 6 above and 9 below, on an iron hoop attached to a spider frame. The
'lntern is glazed with plate glass 60 x 30 and î in. thick.

rhe tower underwent what repairs were necessary and received a new platform
to aceommodate the increased size of the new lantern.

The two lights ut the station now show with equal brilliancy.

Tenders have been invited for the construction of a new lighthouse, with
d.Wlling attached, at Cranberry Island.

A new boiler of large size to work a 10-inch whistle will be sent here in the
spring. A coal shed will be erected and also an oil store.

A new iron lantern 9î feet in diameter, with an improved lighting apparatus has
been landed at Bird Island Station, and will be erected in the early part of the spring.
A new platform will be placed on the tower at the same time to suit the increased
size of the lantern.

A new iron lantern 6 feet in diameter is in course of erection at Pugwash
Stat ion. There will also be an improved lighting apparatus. The top of the tower
Will be fitted to receive the large lantern.

4 new and larger boiler, for the fog-alarm at Saint Paul's Island, was landed at
this station in August last, and has been fitted to wo*rk a ten-inch whistle.
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The brick foundation having settled, it was built up and extended; and, in order
to suit the increased size of the boiler, the arrangements in the engine-house hadc
to be altered by moving the engine and enlarging the building. A new piston-rod
was fitted to the ongine, and the brasses, governor and other parts examined andt

pul in order.
The old boiler was then removed to the coaling station, and fitted to a double

cylinder hoisting winch, which has been placed near the edge of the cliff to facilitate
the hitherto difficult task of getting the annual supply of coal from the boat to the
coal-shed. A wooden projection bas been built from the side of the coal-shed as a
covering over the hoisting gear.

A brick water-ci.tern las been placed in the cell&r of the engineer's dwelling,
the water supply at this part of the island often running short. Material was sup-
plied to the Superintendent of the island for repairing the landing slip, and also-
some fencing to be erected at the edge of the steep cliff near the S. W. Light.

Very extensive repairs have been made on Sable Ibland during the past season.
At the eastern light-tower, the principal beam forming the main support of the

dioptrie apparatus, and also the two beams on either side of it, were found to be
split, and it became necessary to secure them with upright posts having oak caps
and placed from story to story. The inside covering boards of the buttress, con-
taining the concrete ballast, were seen to be somewhat decayed, and an examinationk
was therefore made. The result showe: that the posts of the tower, with the other
woodwork covered by the concrete, were completely rotten, the outside board&
and shingling being also much affected. The end of the joists supporting the

lantern platforn were also found to be touched with dry rot. An examination wa,-
at the same time made of the buttresses of the western tower, and they were found
in much the same state as the other.

In order to effect such important repairs, six carpenters were sent to the island,
in charge of Mr. Jacob Bowser as foreman, with the necessary material. The wholo
of the decayed work has been removed, and both lighhouses put in a thorough state

of repair.

On the 15th of March, 1880, notice was given that the bell buoy, on the north-
west ledge, near Brier Island, Bay of Fundy, had gone adrift, and could not be
replaced until further notice. A bell buoy was first placed there in July, 1876,
moored with a large Trotman anchor and sixty fathoms of 1- inch chain. SomO
months after, it parted its moorings, and, drifting into the breakers, was battered to
pieces before it could be recovered.

On the 10th of January, 1877, another buoy had been moored at the same place-
In March, 1878, this one broke adrift, but being held by the broken chai:
catching in a rock was held outside the breakers until its recovery by a tug frou

Yarmouth.
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1DnA'pril the buoy was replaced. On 15th November an attempt was made to
lift the noorings for examination, but the chain had fouled round the rocks and it
could not be cleared. An additional piece was therefore shackled on to relieve the
strain. In June another attempt was made to lift its moorings, but without success,
and they had to be slipped, involving the loss of the anchor and chain. A relief
btoy was then put in position with new moorings, andi on 25th January last informa-
t'ou was received that the buoy had again gone adrift. It drifted toward Cape St.
Mary's, Where the broken chain beld it. It was brought ashore by a tug and landed
safely.

Steamers had to bûe despatched on two occasions to the Bay of Fundy on account
of this buoy, at a very bad time of year, and when the vessels are usually laid up.
The anchors and chain lost amount to about $1,450 ; the buoy destioyed $1,200,
and ttug service about $600. The fact is, the bottom in the vicinity of the North-
Western Ledge is exceedingly rugged and composed of sharp-pointed rocks, aad
Under these circumstances it is almost impossible to keep the buoy in place for any
considerable time. On recommendation of the Agent at Halifax it has been discon-
tinued, at any rate for the present.

The bell buoy, heretofore moored off Cape Canso was, in May, 1880, replaced
by an autolatic signal buoy, sounding a 10-inch whistle.

The buoy, which is painted black, and marked "Cape Canso," is moored in 20
athoms water, E.S.E. (magnetic), l miles from Grimes' Shoal, off Cape Canso.

In July, a bell buoy, surmounted by a staff and cage, and colored red, was
eed. 500 yards S.S.W. (magnetic) from the Brig Rock, off Jeddore, Halifax County,
latitude 44.37.20 N., longitude 62.55.50 W.

BRITISH COLUMBIA LIGHTHOUSE DIVISION.

As stated in the Report of last year, the lighthouses in this Division are under the
charge of Mr. F. Revely, Agent of this Department at Victoria, who was appointed
on the 11th July, 1879, in the room of Capt. James Cooper, whose appointment was
cancelled.

The lighthouses in this Province are six in number, and there is also a lightship
stationed at the mouth of Fraser River. The number of light-keepers and assistants
is 14.

The lightship at Fraser River having become unserviceable was withdrawn on the
23rd September, 187.9, and a schooner was placed in position under contract as a
temporary lightship on the 4th May last. It is proposed to erect a lighthouse on iro»
screw piles on the Sand Heads near the mouth of the river, and an appropriation of
$14,000 was made by Parlianent for this purpose at its last session. The screw piles
have been ordered from England, and the lighthouse will probably be erected in the
course of next season.

During the past season the beacon on Walker Rock, which was commenced il
1879, has been conpleted at a cost of $691.06. This beacon is built of rubble stone
set in cement, the centre being filled with concrete.

The following changes have occurred in the keepership of the lights of this
division since the date of last Report, viz. :-

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OIL.
The oil required for the use of the different lighthouses in the Dominion during

the past season, excepting those in British Columbia, was supplied under contract by
Messrs. F. A. Fitzgerald & Co., Union Petroleum Works, London. This contract,
Particulars of which have been supplied in the Report for the year 1878, is now about
to expire, and tenders will shortly be invited for a'supply required for the next year.
The quantity supplied to the lighthouses above Montreal during the past season
amounted to 21,981 gallons; to the lights in the Quebec District, 24,705 gallons;
to the lights in the New Brunswick District, 13,754 gallons; to the Nova Scotia
lights, 42,552 gallons; and to the lights in Prince Edward Island, 5,200; making in all
108,192 gallons.

DOMINION STEAMERS.
The steamers under the control of this Department consist of the screw steamer

Napoleon III.," the "Druid," paddle-wheel, the " Newfield," screw, the "Glendon,"
screw, the "Sir James Douglaq," screw, and the small steam launch, 4 Dolphin,"
erPloyed at Quebec in connection with the River Police Service.

.The steamship "Napoleon III." was employed during the past season in sup-
Plying the light stations in the lower portions of the Quebec District, the north shore
of the River St. Lawrence, the Gulf of St. Lawrence, the Straits of Belle Isle, and
the north shore of New Brunswick and Prince Edward Island. Daring the past
season two trips were made to all the principal stations in the Gulf, one in the early
sumear and the other in the fall. Our Agent at Quebec reports that ropairs are re-
quired to the boilers to make the vessel reliable for service next season.

The steamer " Druid " has been employed during the past season in supplying
the lights from Point-des-Monts to Montreal, and in laying down and taking up, and
keepig in position the large number of buoys below Quebec. Considerable repairs
are required to the hull and upper 'deck, and it is probable that these will be
TUade during the winter.

The steamer "Newfield," after supplying a number of the lights in the Nova
a istrict, was despatched to England in June last to bring out the telegraph
to connect Anticosti and the Magdalen Islands, Grand Manan and Campobello

With the mainland. The vessel was fitted up for the service, and the cable success-
f7lly laid by her in the months of October and Novomber last.

The steamer " Glendon " has been engaged during the past year in attending, to

the altifax buoy service, as well as buoy. service on different parts of the coast, and in
pplying lights and fog-whistles in the Nova Scotia District.

The steamer "Sir James Douglas" employed in British nolumbia, has attended
'0 te lighthouse and buoy service in that Province. She has also been occasionally

betwoyed on telegraph. ,ervice, in taking men and material, for repairs to the cable
een the islands of the San Juan group and the mainland.

The winter steamer "Northern Light " is employed for the purpose of mail-
taining communication between Prince Edward Island and the mainlaud during the
winter season. She commenced to ply between Georgetown and Pictou on the 17th
December, 1879, and made daily and occasional trips to the 11lth March, when, owing
to the packing of the ice in the Gulf, she was unable to reach Georgetown, and ws
obliged to remain outside of that harbour until the 28th March. On the 10th April
trips were resumed and continued till the 6th May, when the ordinary steamer
cemmenced to run.

The earnings of this vessel during the winter season amounted to $1,282 40; av,
the cost of repairs, improvements and running expenses for the fiscal year ended
30th June last, amounted to $14,429.52, as will be seen by reference to Appendi
No. 9.

The amount expended during the fiscal year ended 30th June last, as will be
seen by reference to Appendix No. 9, for the maintenance of the "Napoleon III.,'
was $26,996.56 ; of the " Drdid," 622,322.37; of the " Newfield," $21,738.53; of th'
" Glendon," $10,836.11; of the " Northern Light," $14,429.52 ; and of the " Sir Janmce
Douglas," $9,733.34, making an entire expenditure of $106,051.43.

IIARBOUR POLICE.

A Police Force is maintained at each of the harbours of Montreal and Queboo
for the purpose of keeping order amongst the shipping during the season of navigy'
tion, and for restraining the practice of crimping. A tax of three cents per ton foe
the support of the force is imposed under the provisions of the Act 31 Vie., cap. 6z
on all vessels arriving at these ports-vossels of 100 tons and under being requird
to pay the tax once in each year,'and vessels over 100 tons twice in each year.

QUEBEC.

The Report of Mr. Benjamin Trudel, Chief Constable of the Quebec HarbOlo
Police, together with a return of all the arrests made during the past season, will b
found in Supplement No. I to this Report. The force was, as usual, sworn in on the
lst of May and disbanded on the 30th November. It consisted of the following:
The Chief Constable, who is also Shipping Master, at a salary of $1,200 for the joio
offices; a Deputy Chief Constablo, who is also steersman of the steamer " Dolphio,
at $1.90 per diem; seven coxswains (one of whom acts as detective and clerk in t
shipping office) at $1.50 per diem, and thirty constables at $1 per diem ; togethb
with two engincors at $1.30 each per diem.

An addition or bonus of 25 cents per diem was paid to each of the men for
entire season.

It appears that the duties of the force at Quebec have been very arduous dari
the past season, owing to the large increaso in shipping, -the scarcity of sailors ,

consequent temptation to crimps to ply their nefarions trade. The Chief Consta'1 '
reports that desertions becomir.g frequent, the force made vigorous efforts to or
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the crimping trade. In the several crimping dens searches were made, and men
found hidden between false partitions, floors, presses, imitation spring palliases
cellars, hay-lofts, &c. One month's determined action having showed the crimps
that deserters could not be stowed away in the boarding-houses, they resorted to the
Plan of placing the runaways on the Plains of Abraham and into the neighbouring
country, keeping them there until such time as the several vessels would leave. This
was immediately discovered, for miles round the country was searched, sometimes
a8 many as eight deserters being secured in one patrol. In every case where the
Police Could trace either enticers or harborers, legal proceedings were taken, and
thus ten actions were commenced for harboring, six for enticing, one for loitering
and One for going on board without permission-or, in all, eighteen actions. Sixteen
convictions were obtained, the other two cases being dismissed on the ground of in-
sUcient identification. The effect of this vigorous execution of the law was that the
crimrps were terrified, and dnring the latter portion of the season there were but few
desertions.

As regards those convictions, a most important point has arisen. A question of
Ju"sdiction was submitted to Judge Casault, of the Superior Court, in which one of
the convicted persons, named James O'Brien, was liberated on a writ of Habeas
OO)pus. The contention was that section 101 of 36 Vie., chap. 129, intituled: "An
Act respecting the shipping of Seamen," gave no jurisdiction to the Judge of Sessions
when out of sessions. The contention was sustained, and O'Brien and all the other
Persons Convicted under the same clause were liberated. Under these circumstances
aln amendment to the law may be found to be necessary.

The Report of the Chief Constable in Supplement No. 1 to this Report, gives a
good deal of information on this important subject,[and embraces suggestions worthy
Of cojnsideration. 705 arrests were made and 2,434 seamen received the services and
care of the Quebec Harbour Police during the past season.

The total amount expended in connection with this service for the last fiscal
year ended 30th June last, was $22,094.4Q, while the dues collected for the period
a, Ounted to $14,118.21, showing a deficiency of $7,976.27.

A detailed statement of the exponditure of the Quebec Harbour Police, showing
the anounts disbursed for pay and clothing, maintenance of the Police steamers, and
the contingencies, will be found in Appendix No. 15 to this-Report.

MONTREAL.

Prom the Report of MIr. H.jSt. A. Ormond, the Inspector of the Harbour Police
f ontreal, it will be seen that the force consisted, during the past season, of one

lspector (who is also Agent of the Department), receiving a salary of $1,400 per
Sanu, one Chief Constable, who received $3 per diem, three sergeants who received

l1.50 per diem each, and 25 constables, who received $1 per diem each, an increase
f six constables over last year.
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A gratuity of 25 cents per diem for the whole season was allowed to each of the

sergeants and constables at its close.

From the report, which will be found in supplement No. 1, it appears that the

number of persons arrested during the last fiscal year was 293, and the number who

sought refuge at the police station was 110. These numbers do not include seamoa
temporarily cared for, and who were, when in a fit state for duty, placed on board
their respective vessels, as requested by their officers. .The desertions from vessele
in the harbour during the past season of navigation lias never been so great ia
previous years. This state of things was principally caused by the wages having
advanced to a large extent. Saccessful measures having been taken to check the
evil, a large number of deserters were captured, punished and restored to their vessels.

The total expenditure on account of the Montreal Harbour Police for the past
fiscal year, as will be seen by referring to Appendix No. 15, was $13,131.06,;while
the amount of Harbour Police dues collected at Montreal during the same period Was
$7,391.94, showing an excoss of expenditure over receipts of $5,739.12.

The total amount expended during the past fiscal yoar at Quebec and Montreal
on account of the Harbour Police servicu was $35,225.54, and the amount voted for
the service was $35,090.

The total amount collected at Montreal and Quebec during the year ended 30th

June last was $21,510.15, being $45.18 more than the amount collected during the

previous year, and the expenditure of the past year was $1,260.96 less than the"

amount expended during the previous period. The excess of expenditure over

receipts during the past year was $13,715.43.

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SICK AND DISTRESSED MARINERS.

UJnder the provisions of the Act 38 Vic., cap. 31, amending the Act respecting
the treatment and relief of sick and distressed mariners, vessels of greater burthen
than 100 tons register are liable to pay a duty of two cents per ton three times in
eaeh calendar year, instead of twice, as formerly; vessels of 100 tons and under
Paying the duty once in each year. The receipts for the fiscal year ended 30th June
last, arounted to $42,523.20, being an increase, as compared with the receipts of the
preceding year, of $4,743.63.

The Sick Mariners Act does not apply to the Province of Ontario, and conse-
quently no dues are collected from vessels in that Province, and no expenditure
11nCurred on account of sick seamen. For a number of years past, however, a grant
has been made by Parliament of $500 to the General Hospital at Kingston, and a
simDilar amount to the General and Marine Hospital at St. Catharines, for the care of
sulch Sick seamen as may be received in these institutions. In the P.rovince of
Qnebec the expenditure on account of siek and distressed seamen, including the total
expenditure for the Marine and Immigrant Hospital at Quebec, amounted to
822,554.03, as will be seen by reference to Appendix No. 18. Of this sum 856.35
Was expended on account of shipwrecked and distressed seamen, and 8853.16 for sick
seamen at ports other than those of Montreal and Quebec.

At the Port of Montreal, sick seamen are cared for at the General Hospital, under
an arrangement made by the Department, by which 90 cents per diem is paid for the
b0rd and medical attendance of each seaman. The expenditure for seamen treated
in this hospital during the past fiscal year amounted to $1,653.30. The amount of
sick mnarinerb' dues collected at the Port of Montreal during the same period was,

At the Port of Quebec sick scamen are provided for at the Marine and Immi-
grant Ilospital. The sum of $20,000 was appropriated by Parliament for the main-

the Government of Quebec, and $335.50 from paying patients' rent of beach-lots,
k aking the total amountdeposited to the credit of the Receiver-General 83,002.17,thu reducing the cost of maintenance to the Government of the Domir.ion to $16,989.05.

thhs sum the cost of maintaining sick immigrants as well as seamen, is included;
a estimating the cost of immigrants, of whom there were 49 in the hospital, having1,088 days' treatment at $716.60, the cost of sick seamen would amount to 816,272.45.

threference, however, to the Report of the Resident Physician, it appears that during
Past fiscal year, out of 886 patients admitted 498 were seamen, having 9,188
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days' treatment; 49 were immigrants having 1,088 days' treatment, and 339 res
dents of Quebec, having 15,518 days' treatment in the hospital. As stated, therefore,
in previous Reports, the amount contributed by the Government of Quebec towardo
the maintenance of the institution, viz., $2,666.67, is altogether inadequate towardO
the support of residents in the hospital. A fair proportion of tho cost of the insti'
tution for the last fiscal year would be as follows: for seamen, $7,120,90; for imni'
grants, $343.63, and for residents, $12,026.69. Taking into consideration the tota
number of days spent in the hospital by seamen, -immigrants and residents o1
Quebec, viz., 25,794, the cost per diom of maintaining each patient is about 71
cents.

The amount of sick mariners dues collected at the Port of Quebec duriPA
the last fiscal year, was $10,099.82, being $341.22 in excess of that of the
preceding year; and the total amount collected in the Province of Quebec for the
same period vas $15,891.66, instead of $14,806.80 collected in the previous year. Th10

expenditure for sick and distressed seamen at the different ports in the Province for
the last fiscal year, estimating the actual charge to the fund for the Marine Hospitâ'
at Quebec at $16,989.05, as above stated, amoants to $19,551.86, showing an exced0

of expenditure over receipts of $3,750.20.

The expenditure on account of sick and disabled seamen in the Province of Ne0
Brunswick amouited during the last fiscal year to $9,954.99, and for shipwrecked ad
distressed seamen, to $295.46, making a total expenditure of $10,250.45, while th'
receipts for the saine period amounted to $10,539.80, showing an excess of receipU
over expenditures of $289.35. Marine Hospitals are established in New Brunswie
at the Ports of St. John, St. Andrews, Miramichi, Richibucto, Bathurst, and Sackvilý
and returns are received weekly from the physicians in charge as to the number 0
patients. From these returns it would appear that the average weekly number
patients at the different hospitals is as follows, viz., St. John Marine Hospital, 13;
Miramichi, 6; St. Andrews, 1 ; Richibucto, 2; and Sackville, 1.

In Appendix No. 18 details will be found of expenditre at the differeO
hospitals.

The sick miariners' dues collected at the Port of St. John during the last fis
year amounted ,o $5,694.76, and the cost of maintenance of the Marine Hospital
that place amo&nted to $3,982.92.

In the Province of Nova Scotia Marine Hospitals have been established at
Ports of Yarmouth, Sydney, and Lunenburg. At Halifax provision is made for
-seamen at the Provincial and City Hospital, under special arrangements made with
managers of that institution. The sum of 90 cents per diem is at present allowed P
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board and medical attendance. The sum of $5,833.96 was collected at Halifax during
the past fiscal year as sick mariners' dues, and the sum paid the Provincial and City
Uospital for the saie period was $4,497. At the other ports in the Province,where no
hospitals exist, sick scamen are cared for under the direction of Chief Officers of Cus-
ts By referring to Appendix No. 18 details will be found of the expenditure at the
different ports. The total expenditure for sick and disabled seamen in Nova Scotia during.
the past fiscal year amounted to $9,954.99, and for shipwrecked and distressed seamen,
to 81,373.77, making the total expenditure $11,241.43, being $2,133.23 less than that
of the preccding year. The total receipts amounted to $12,585.26, showing an excess
of receipts over expenditure of $1,343.83.

ln the Province of Prince Edward Island the expenditure on account of sick,
disabled, and shipwrecked seamen during the last fiscal year amounted to $3,693.16,
and the collections for sick mariners' dues, to $753.54. A large portion of the expen-
ditu-re was occasioned by the breaking out of small pox in some of the vessels arriving
at the Island. Marine Hospitals have been established at the Ports of Charlottetown
and Souris. At the former port a new hospital will be erected, tho present
building being quite unsuitable for the purposes required.

In the Province of British Columbia the sum of $3,006.79 was expended
duiring the past year for sick and disabled seamen, and the receipts of the Sick
Mariners' Fund amounted to $2,842.94. A Marine Hospital has been established at
Victoria.

iDuring the past fiscal year th'e sun of $3,285.37 was paid to Her Majesty's Gov-
ernmnent to reimburse expenses incurred in caring for shipwrecked and distressed
Canadian seamen at forcign ports.

The total expenditure by this Department on account of sick, disabled, ship-
Wrecked and distressed seamen during the past fiscal year, including the grant of
8500 to each of the hospitals at St. Catharines and Kingston, and the entire expendi-
ture on account of a Marine Hospital at Quebec, amounted to $55,031.23, being
$3,206.11 less than that of the preceding year, and $8,968.77 less than the amount
aPpropriated by Parliament for the service. It will be seen, however, that as the
entire collections of sick mariners' dues amounted only to $41,523.20, the excess of
exPenditure over receipts amounted to $12,508.03. Should a deduction, however,

'Made of the fair proportion of expense of maintaining residents and immigrants in
the Marine Ilospital at Quebec, which amounts, as stated above, to $12,870.32, the
exPenditure would amount only to $42,160.91, and there would be an excess of receipts
over expenditure of $362.29.

IMPROVEMENT OF HARBOURS.

Under the provisions of the Act 32 and 33 Victoria, cap. 40, a tax of ten centS
per ton was formerly imposed for the improvement of harbours on all vessels arriving
at the Ports of Bathurst and Richibucto, .B., Amherst and House Harbour, Mag-
dalen Islands, and Cape Chatte, Quebec; these Ports having been proclaimed to be
under the operation of the Act referred to. By Order in Council of the 7th May,
1877, the tonnage duty was reducel to four cents for every ton of the registered
measurem eut of vessels entering the Ports in question.

By Order in Council of the 12th April last, the Port of Bathurst, N.B., was
excepted from the provisions of the Proclamation referre:1 to, and the tonnage duty on1
vessels entcring the hari our no longer enforced, as the amount collected was con-
siderably in excess of the amouat expended, and no further improvements to the
harbour were required.

Ly Order in Council of the 1st May, 1877, the Port of Southern iBaY,
Ingonish, in the County of Victoria, N.S., was proclaimed under the operation of the'
Act, and a tonnage duty of six cents per ton imposed on all vessels entering thtl
Port.

The Report ot the Chairman of the Board of Steamboat Inspection, for the year
ended 31st December last, will be found in Supplement No. 1 to this Report, together
with statements showing the names of engineers examimed, and to whom certificates

had b

had been granted and renewed, the amount of fees paid for iuch certificates, the
steatnboats inspected and the amount of duties and fees collected; also, statements
shOWing the steamboats added to the number in the Dominion, and those broken up,lost, or rendered unfit for service during the year. From the report and statements it
'i1 appear that during the last calendar year there have been issied 1,264 certificates

to engineers, being 101 more than issued in the preceding yeair. The certificates
granted are classed as follows: First, second and third class engineers, 424; first,
second and third class assistant engineers, 601; limited and confined to special
teaners 123. The sum of $2,946 was received by the chairman as fees for cer-
ificates, and deposited to the credit of the Steamboat Inspection Fund, being an

ase of $58 over the amount received during the preceding year.
The total number of steamboats in the Dominion is 797, having a gross tonnage

ef 158,862 tons and 97,552 tons register. Of this number 214 belonged to the West
ntario, nuron and Lake Superior Division; 113 to the East Ontario Division; 133

to the Montreal Division; 54 to the Three iRivers Division ; 107 to the Quebec Divi-
on;116 to the Maritime Provinces; 40 to British Columbia, and 20 to Manitoba.
O e Whole number, 294 were paddle, 503 screw, 361 passenger steamers, 77 freight,

buring the last calendar year, 65 new steamers were added to the list, having a
a tonnage of 6,325 tons, and 4,228 tons register. During the same period 36iearers were lost or put out of service, having a gross tonnage of 4,999 tons and 3,318

register. This shows a gain in steamers of 29, and of gross tonnage 1,326 tons,
910 tons register. The principal increase in tonnage was in East Ontario, Quebec
British Columbia Divisions.
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The amount received during the last fiscal year on account of tonnage dues,
inspection of steamboats, and certificates to engineers, was $15,421.02, of which sum
$12,762.02 was for tonnage dues and inspection fees, and $2,662 for certificates to
engineers. This shows an increase in receipts as compared with the preeeding year
of $3,19186 in tonnage dues and inspection fees, and a decrease of $99 in fees for
certificates, or an increase on the whole of $3,092.86. The expenditure for steamboat
inspection during the past fiscal year as will be seen by reference to Appendix No. 11,
amounted to $11,854.d4, and as the receipts amounted to $15,42-4.02 there is a surplus
for the past year of $3,569.68.

The Chairman in his report refers to the wreck of the Steaner " Zealand " in
November last, at Long Point, Lake Ontario, with the loss of her entire erew consisting
of eighteen all told, and of the PropellerI "Simcoe" in the sane nonth, off Manitoulin
Island, Lake Hur-on, with a loss of twelve out of a crew of seventeen persons, and
points out the necessity for the appointment of an Inspector of Hiulls, to determine as
to the seaworthiness or otherwise of such vessels. The question of making such
appointment is under the consideration of the Departnent. A statement of the differ-
ent casualties in the itespective Divisions will be found in the Report of the Chairman.

The question of amending the Steamboat Inspection Act in regard to the testing
of boilers, and also of exempting steam pleasure boats, used exclusively for pleasure
or private use without hire, is at present under consideration.

It will be seen by the following comparative statement of receipts and expenditure
on account of Steamboat Inspection Fund for the past eleven fiscal years. that during
that period the entire receipts, $ 150,486.61, have exceeded the expenditure, $122,'.S31.06,
by the sum of $28,255.55, which remains as a balance to the credit of the Fund.

The amount voted by Parliament for this
service was $4,250. Thus it will be seen that the excess of expendituro over the
amount voted has been $3.43. A list of certificates cancelled during the last
calendar year will also be found in Supplement No. 1 to this Report.

On the 8th November last Lieutenant D. M. Browne, R.N., of Halifax, N.S., was
appointed an E-Zaminer of Masters and Mates and Acting Chairman of the Board of
Examiners during the temporary absence, in Europe, of the Chairman, Capt. P. A.
Scott, who was sent to England on public business.

Applications having been frequently received by the Departmeut for permission
to clear vessels loaded and ready for sea, without the duly certificated officers required
by law, the Minister of Marine considered it advisable to remind shipownersthat they
should take the necessary steps to provide such officers, in time, and not delay this
important matter until their vessels are ready for sea, as such applications, in future,
would not be entertained by the Department. Circulars to this effect were printed
on the lst February last, and circulated for the information of shipowners.

The disasters rOported to this Department as having occurre.i to vessels on the
inland Waters of Canada, dnrin g the last calendar year, were 49, and the tonnage
lvolved in these casualties was 10,705 tons register. The amount of loss sustained

is estimated at $192,030, and the number of lives reportel lost was 49.

When the wreck register was closed for publication at the close of 1R79 there
Were a number of casualties reported of which the Department had not sufficient par-
tieulars to enable it to publish thein in the list for that year. Returns were subse.
quently received for many of those casualties, and a list of them will be found in
Suplement No. 1 to this Report. These casualties have been added to the number
Of disasters previouslr reported, and have largely increased the amount of loss and
damage sustained by the mercantile marine in 1879.

Four pilots were pensioned, three died, one
was suspended and one fined. Of pilots on. the active list 24 were in tho
employ of Steamship Companies, and in charge of Dominion steamers and light
vessels. The number of decayed pilots on the list is 44, and the pensions rarge fromn,,
$80 to $120. 84 widows receive a pension of $70, 11 widows $56, 7 widows $44, 14
widows $40, and 21 children pensions ranging from $10 to $20. The amount paid for.
pensions during the year was $11.865.52, and the percentage on contributions of
pilots to the fund amounted to $10,452.70, and the sum of $3,187.52 was received for,'
interest. The total receipts on account of the fund for the year, including a balance.
from the preceding year, amounted to '$15,969.64, and the expenses amounted to
$15,734.72.

The net earnings of the pilots during the past season amounted to $124,450.80,
giving to each pilot on the active list a dividend of $680.

The Commissioners report that six trials were held by them during the season -
five on complaints of.ship-nasters, and the other on complaint of the Corporation O0
Pilots. In three of these cases the pilots were acquitted; one case was dismissed;

METEOROLOGICAL SERVICE.

In Appendix No. 34 will be found the annual Report of the Meteorological
Service of Canada, for the year ended 31st Dec. last, as given by the Superintendent,
Mr. Carpmael, of Toronto, who was appointed to this position in February last, on the
retirement, from ill-health, of Professor Kingston, who bad been Superintendent of the
service froin its first establishment, and to whose exertions its existence was largelf
due. The Superintendent reports a gratifying increase in the number of volunteer
observers, and a high degree of accuracy in the storm-warnings issued during the

year. The number of warnings issued during the year was 889, being an increas
over the number issued in 1879 of 177. The increase was owing to the larger number
of stations on the lakes than formerly.

The total number of weather predictions was 5,106, and the high percentage of

verification of la4 year, viz, 93-6, fully maintained. The number of places receiving

probabilities was more than quadrupled during the past year.

Details as to the working of the service, with lists of the chief and other statioli,
will be found in the Superintendent's Report.

The sun of $37,000 was. appropriated by Parliament for the Meteorological SeOr

vice; and by reference to Appendix No. 20 it wili be seen that this amount has beae

-expended as follows, viz.:-For salaries: Central office, $6,630; Chief stations, $4,900
Telegraph and drum stations, $5,747.50. Instruments, stationery and booko,

$4,009.07; Telegraphing, $10,532.46; Expenses of stations, &c., $1,033.05; Miscel

laneous, $3,547.91.

OBSERVATORIES.

In Appendix No. 35 will be found the Report of the Magnetie Observatory e
Toronto, for the year ended 31st December last. The sum of $4,890 was voted bf
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Parliament for the purposes of this Observatory ; and in Appendix No. 24 will be
found a statement of the expenditure for the fiscal year ended 30th June lat.

An appropriation of $2,400 was made by Parliament for the Observatory at
q1uebec; $ 1,200 for the Observatory at St. John; 8500 each for the Observatories at
Mon'treal and Kingston; and the reports of the directors of these institutions will be
found with the .A£ppendices to this Report.

An allowance of 8100 is made to Mr. Robt. H. Cogswell, who gives the true tiime
at loon to the public at Halifax, by means of a ball dropped at bis establishment.

PORT WARDENS.

MONTREAL.

The office of Port Warden of Montreal was established in the year 1863, under
the provisions of the Act 26 Vie., cap. 52, the appointment being made by the
Gover]nor in Council, on the recommendation of the Board of Trade of Nontreal. The
Council of that Board was empowered to appoint a Board of Examiners, five in
nuaber, to examine all candidates for the office of Port Warden, and such num-ber of
beputy Port Wardens as the Council might deem necessary for the business of the
harbour. The Port Warden is bound, at bis own expense, to keep his office always open
during certain hours on lawful days; to have a seal of office and the necessary books
in which to record lis fees and matters pertaining to the office. The Act does not
aPPear to have contemplated the accumulation of any money-the fees being made
Payable to the Port Warden for services performed by him and his deputies; but an
al ended Act, 29 Vie., cap, 59, allowed the Board of Trade, if they saw fit, to fix a

Y to the Port Warden, to include the remuneration to bis deputies, and the ex-
Penses of the office, or otherwise, as might be arranged ; and any balance which might
aPPear from his certified annual return was to be paid over by the Port Warden to such
Person as the Board of Trade should depute to receive the same. The Act of 1874
hUther, in amendment, requires the Port Warden to transmit yearly, within seven

aYB after the lst of January, to the Minister of Marine and Fisheries, a report of the
busiess done in bis office, and of the receipts and expenditure thereof, in such manner
and forn as the Minister may direct.

The duties of the Port Warden consist inter alia in examining the condition and
%towage of cargees on board vessels, and, if any goods are damagcd, in ascertaining

ecause arnd making a record of the same in his books of office. Ho is also, when
lired, to proceed to any vessel, warehouse, dwelling or wharf, and examine and

e a similar record of any goods alleged to be damaged on board any vessel. In
Iike "anner he shal, when required, be surveyor on any vessel which may have
ritered Wreck or damage, or which shall be deemed unfit to proceed on ber voyage;

shall also be surveyor of the repairs necessary to render the vessel scaworthy, and
liii
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his certificate that these repairs have been properly made shall be evidence that tbe
vessel is seaworthy. He is also to have cognizance of all matters relating to the
survey of veýsels and their cargoes arriving in port damaged, and, when requiredi
shall give certificates of such surveys. He is likewise, when required, to estimate the
value and measurement of any vessel, when the same is in dispute or otherwie
needed, and hear and arbitrate upon any difficulty or matiter in dispute, between the
master or consignee and any proprietor or consignee of the cargo; and on the demand
of any person interested, the Port Warden shall furnish certificates of any matters of
record in his office.

Under the principal Act fees were established by Order in Couneil, payable to
the Port Warden for making surveys and granting certificates, for the valuation aud
inspection of vessels, and for settling disputes; but the amended Act, 29 Vie. cap. 59,
provides for additional fees being made payable by shippers, on grain, flour, asheo
and other articles shipped from the Port of Montreal.

From the passing of the original Act to the date (1866) when the amendment
referred to was passed, the office of Port Warden appears to have been self-support
ing; but from, 1866 to the end of the year 1877, as will be seen from the statemenl
given on page xxviii of Supplement No. 2 to the Tenth Annual Report of this Depart
ment, the sum of $.28,3l9.37 had been accumulated', $26,419.45 of which wis investe4

in stocks shown. For the year 1878 there was a revenue of 86,897.38, an expenditure
of $5,085.55, with a balance to credit of $1,811.83. For the year 1879 there was
revenue of $8,281.14, an expenditure of 85,274.59, with a balance of $3,006.55. VY
to 30th November, 1880, the revenue was $7,904.87, the expenditure 8$,714.04, witb
a balance of $1,190.83.

Previous to 1873, the law was not sufficiently stringent to prevent accidents t0
vessels carrying grain to Europe, as it was found that the masters of some
them would rather pay the penalty of forty dollars than comply with the law whic
prohibited their proceeding to sea without the Port Warden's certificate. Tbt
result during the year 1872 of this violation of the law was the loss of several so
going vessels laden with grain from Montreal to Europe. In 1973, however,
Act was passed prohibiting grain-laden vessels proceeding to sea or obtaining
clearance without the Port Warden's certificate, with a penalty of eight hundrf
dollars instead of forty dollars, as formerly, and this law, which applies also to t&

Port of Quebec, has been found to worg very satisfactorily, and has, no doubt, boo
of much service in saving both life and property.

QUEBEO.

The office of Port Warden for the. Port of Quebee, was created in the year 18711
under the Act 34 Vie. chap. 33. The appointment to the office is made by the GO'

ernor General in Council, on the recommendation of the Board of Trade of Quebe.

MERCHANT SHIPPING.

The total number of vessels remaining on the register books of the Dominion
on the 3lst December, 1880, including old and new vessels, sailing vessels, steamers
anid barges, was 7,377, measuring 1,311,218 tons register tonnage, being a decrease of
94 Vessels and 20,876 tons register as compared with 1879. The number of steamers.
on the registry books on the same date was 918, with a gross tonnage of 190,159 tons,
an anet tonnage of 120,141 tons. Assuming the average value to be $30 per ton, the
Va'lue1û of the registered tonnage of Canada on the 31st December last, would be-
839,336,510 or £7,867,308 sterling.

A statement is appended whieh bas been conpiled from the Repertoire Général for
1880 and 1881 from which it appears that the tonnage upon the registry books of the
British Empire, including Canada and the other colonies, was 8,259,748 tons register.
The United States of America comes next with a tonnage of 2,438,912 tons; followed
by Norway with a tonnage of 1,420,788. Canada stands next with a tonnage of
1,311,218 tons, followed by Germany with a tonnage of 1,157,178 tons. From this
statement it appears that Canada is fourth on the list of the ship-owning countries of
the World; but these figures do not include the tonnage of inland sailing vessels or of
steamrers under 100 tons register, except in the case of Canada. The Canadian figures
inelude registered vessels of every description and registered steamers of every
tonnage.

The number of new vessels built and registered in the Dominion of Canada during
the last year was 271, measuring 65,441 tons register tonnage. Estimating the value
of the new tonnage at $45 per ton, it gives a total value of $2,944,845 or £588,969
sterling for new vessels.

To the Honorable
The Minister of Marine and Fisheries,

Ottawa.

SIR,-The Trustees of the àfarine and Immigrant hospital of Quebec have the
honor of submitting their report for the fiscal year 1879-80, as well as the report of
the Resident Physician, on the admissions, discharges and deaths that have occurred
in the hospital during the saine period of time.

A detailed statement of the expenses iicurred for the maintenance cf the
hospital accompanies this report.

By the report of the Resident Physician it appears that 977 patients were
treated at the hospital during the course of the year, and the movements of patients
have been as follows:-

If we take into consideration the considerable number of accidents, almost of
Klaily occurrence, on board vessels frequenting our port, the figure of mortality, 4-8
per cent., will seem very low, and will give an idea of the excellent hygienic condi-
tions of the hospital.

The total number of days' attendance in hospital was 25,794, and the average of
26 or thereabouts. With reference to the average attendance, which differs little
from that of the preceding years, the Trustees would, this year again, have you
notice that many of the patients treated, have long convalescences, the result of
serious accidents, and that each fall at the close of navigation there remains in
the hospital a certain number of individuals whose state of health will not allow of
their being discharged, and who must be kept all winter.

As to the total number of days' attendance, there is this year an overplus of
3,701 days compared with last year. This fact, joined to the costly repairs which
have been made, may explain wby thero romains on the 30th Junc an amount of $900
'Or thereabouts of accounts to liquidate.
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The Trustees regret that they cannot this year acknowledge a diminution in the
general expenses of the hospital, notwithstanding they have exercised all necessary
control, and have limited themselves to the strict necessaries consistent with the-
relief or comfort of patients.

Ronourable the Minister of Narine and Fisheries, statements of the receipts and
disbursements of the '. Monti eal Decayed Pilot Fund " for the year ended the 31st
December, 1880, also a statenent showing the condition of the said fund at that
date.

The Fund continues in a very satisfactory condition, the amount received for
poundage being $2,394.23 as against $1,934.07 in 1879, an increase of $470.16. The
interest on investments, &c., was $1,836i.96, and sundry receipts $24, making a total
of $4,255.19, the total increase in the fund being $1,904.08.

There were no deaths among the pensioners on the tund during the year.
Pilot Onesime Naud the elder, aged seventy-five, who has been piloting for

upwards of fifty years, was superannuated on the Ist January, on a pension of $-00
per annum; and Pilot P. M. Mathieu, aged sixty-one, was, at his own request, placed
on the retired list on account of failing sight, on the lst September, and was granted
an allowance of $120 per annum.

There are now twenty-five pensioners on the Fund, viz: twenty women and
five men; and the total amount paid them as pensions during the year was $2,166.57.

SIR,-I have the honour to submit herewith my Annual Report for the year
ending 31st December, 1880.

It gives me much satisfaction to be able to report a continued increase in the
nlumber of volunteer observers.

The observations at Welland which had been discontinued since August, 1879,
Owing to the departure of Mr. H. A. Millett, were resumed in September, by Mr.
W. B. Raymond.

The observations at Strathroy which had been suspended since February, 1880,
OWing to the inability of the observer, Mr. Edmond S. Nugent, F.R.C.S.J., to con-
tinue them, were resumed on lst December, 1880, by Mr. G. S. Challoner.

Point du Chêne, N.B., has been raised from 3rd to 2nd class station, Mr. R. H.
Schaefer undertaking to take temperature observations in addition to those of rain.
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At Mount Allison College, Sackville, N.S., where, owing to difficulty in making
arrangements for taking observations during vacation, they had been discontinued,
they have been resumed by Prof. Meldon, and it ii hoped that arrangements may be
completed to insure the observations being taken without interruption.

At King's College, Windsor, N. S., the observations were suspended for several
months during the past year, owing to Professor Owen, who had charge of the
,observations there, having left the country. I am glad to say these observations have
now been resumed under the supervision of Professor W. R. Butler.

Professor Bourne having left Winnipeg, Manitoba; the Rev. C. P. Dundas has
succeeded him in the supervision of the observations at the first-class station at St.
John's College, Winnipeg.

On the ist of February last, Lieut. Eardley Wilmot, R. N., commenced taking
observations at Yarmouth, N. S., at 10:50 p.m., Toronto time, in addition to the twO
other telegraph hours, at which he had previously observed.

No observations have been received froia Belleville, Ont., during the past year;
and they have also been discontinued ut Port Perry, owing to the observer having
left the country.

During the winter of 18;9-80, te1egraph reports of observations wiere received
with ome degree of regularity from Edmonton, Humboldt and Battleford, in the
North.West Territory, and proved of great service in predicting the approach of
severe cold. From the opening of spring, however, until 2nd December, owing tO
the interruption in telegraphie communication, we received but few reports fromu
these stations. Had ihey been received during the last quarter of the year they
would have been of immense benefit to me in predicting the approach of some of the
severe fall storms on the lakes.

STORM WARNINGS.

I am happy to be able to report that the storm warnings have again proved in a
high degree accurate. In the year 1877, the percentage of warnings verified was
69.0, in 1878 ; 78.3, in 1879 ; 83.0, and in 1880, 82.8; and the number of warnings
which owing to the delay in the graphie transmission arrived too late to be of service
were in 1878,36; in 1879, 18 and in 1880, 18.

Table No. 1 gives the number of warnings issuod in each quarter to each district
with the number and percentage verified.

The number of warnings issued during the year was 889, being an increase of 177
Ôver the number issued in 1879, and notwithstanding this increase the percentage of
verification is about the same as last year, viz: 82.8. The increase in the number of
warnings was owing to a larger number having been issued to the Lake stations,
292 only having been issued in 1879, whilst in 1880 there were 494. Part of this
illorease is due to the fact that warnings are now issued to a larger number of
tations on the lakes than formerly.

Of the 736 warnings verified, 41 were issued too late to arrive before the storm
Commenced, but twenty-two of these arrived in time to be of service.

The want of sufficient reports from distant stations and interruption in telegra-
phie communication, are generally the cause of lateness in the issuing of these
Warnings.

Reports were received from twenty-two stations during the year of the
Occurrence of storms, when no warning was issued, of which ten appear to have
related to purely local storms, and twelve to storins which were more general, five
of which were reports of one storm which occurred on Lakes Erie and Ontario
during the first week in November.

In order that the benefit to be derived from the storm warnings issued by this
Office niight be secured, maLts have been erected at various stations; the cost of
erection of the masts, and of the gear, being borne either by private individuals or by>
the corporations at the several places, viz: on Lake Ontario, at Mill Point, by
Messrs. Rathbun and Son ; and at Port Credit, by various individuals interested in
shipping; on Lake Huron, at Sarnia, Bayfield and Owen Sound, by the several
corporations at those places.

The mast and gear at Kincardine having been greatly in need of repair, the
1eorporation of the town placed the same in a most efficient condition at their own
expenge.

A cautionary storm-signal station has been established at Point Lepreau, N.B.,
and arrangements are being made for re-erecting the storm signal mast at Port
liastings, the old mast having been destroyed in the gale of October 2cth, 1879.

If any evidence were needed of the public appreciation of the usefulness of the
storm warnings, the fact above mentioned that corporations, public bodies, and
large shippers find it to their interest to go to considerable expense in order to be
able to avail themselves of storm, warnings, and that another corporation, which has
l'ad long experience of their usefulness, has expended money in necessary repairs,
Would be strong proof that the general accuracy of the warnings is fully
appreciated.

A list of stations to which storm warnings are issued is appended.

PROBABILITIES.

The total number of weather predictions contained in our daily probabilities
Was 5,106, which was 1,017 more than in the previous year ; notwithstanding this
increase, the high percentage of verification was fully maintained. A table is given
showing the number of predictions and percentage of fulfilment for each District, in
6ach month, and in the whole year.

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The number of places receiving these probabilities has been more than
quadrupled during the past year. Several railway comipanies have made arrangennte
for posting the probabilities at all their stations, and some at their principal stations
only. The companies at present doing this are the Grand Trunk, Great Western,
Canada Central, Toronto, Grey and Bruce, Port Dover and Lake Huron, Credit
Valley, and Quebec, Ottawa, Montreal and Occidental. In addition to this I succeeded
in making arrangements with the Montreal and Dominion Telegraph Companies under
which the probabilities were to be furnished daily to 300 stations fairly distributed
through the different parts of the Dominion reached by these companies and by the
Western Union. In addition to these, so great is the demand for the probabilities
that the telegraph companies find it to their interest to furnish them to many stations
not provided for in this agreement, and applications are constantly being received
from all quarters, asking to be furnisbed with them.

It is occasionally found possible to predict the weather not only as is usually
done for twenty-four hours in advance, but for two or three days. On one occasion a
prediction that fine weather would last over thiiee days was issued separately and
posted up generally throughout the country and was fully verified. This has since
been done in connection with the ordinary probabilities when it was considered that
there was a fair prospect of success. Some extended predictions of this kind were
issued at the hay season, and as the weather had been unusually showery they proved
of great benefit to the farming community, Such predictions might be more
frequently made if we received telegraphie reports from a more extended area.

When heavy snow storms, accompanied or followed by high winds to cause
drifting, are expected, I have sent a notification to that effect to the general managers
of railway companies whose lines pass through the districts likely to be affected.

lin addition to the information thus regularly made public we frequently made
special predictions in answer to individual inquiries. The enquiries are frequently
as to the prospect of a favorable wind for sailing from a specifiel port to some other;
but it is not only from those interested in shipping that enquiries are received, but
from various other commercial interests who find a knowledge of the approaching
changes of the weather of great service to them, and it is becoming generally realized
that all classes of the community are receiving benefit fron the work of this office.

CENTRAL OFFICE.

Early in the year just closed, Professor G. T. Kingston wlio had been Superin-
tendent of the Meteorological Service of the Dominion of Canada from its first estab-
lishment, and to whose exertions the existence of the service is chiefly due, was obliged,
through failing health, to resign his position. The loss of his survices will be regret-
ted by all who have been connected with him in this work. As the failure of his
health was due in a great measure to the labour and anxiety of his office, it is to be
trusted, that now he is relieved from bis duties, he may in some measure recover bis
health and yet do good work towards the advancement of meteorology. On the Ist
of February I was appointed to succeed Professor Kingston as Superintendent of the
service. The post of Deputy Superintendent which 1 thereby vacated was not how-
ever filled until the 1st August, when Lieutenant A. R. Gordon, R. N. was appointed.
These, however, are not the only changes in the staff of the Meteorological Office which
have taken place during the year, for Lieutenant S. A. Roberts, R. N. who had been
for seven years Inspector of Stations, resigned his position, seeing no prospect of
receiving an adequate remuneration for his services, and Mr. Payne was promoteJ to
the position thus vacated, and the staff was brought to the same numerical strength
as heretofore by the appointment of Mr. G. F. Hector to a Clerkship.

The growth of the system referred to by Professor Kingslon in his last report as
being such as to make it difficult for the staff to get through the ordinary routine
work of the office, has continued in an increased proportion, but no increase has been
made in the staff to meet the greater demand of the work, and consequently everY
one in the office has more work to do than he eau well accomplish.

The recommendation made by Professor Kingston, that the staff should be en-
couraged by giving permanency to their appointments by placing them on the Civil
Service list, I most heartily endorse. It must not be forgotten that the work per-
formed by this office is largely of a nature for which it is impossible to obtain persons
already trained, and consequently the loss of any of the members of the staff entails
a waste of a very large amount of time in making those who are brought in to fill
the vacancy acquainted with the work; and, more particularly, if those w hose duties it
is to make out the daily probabilities and storm-warnings were to leave, the training
Of new persons until they had acquired a similar degree of precisiôn would be the
Work of years, and there might be also time wasted in finding a person who would be
Capable of acquiring the requisite knowledge.

It is difficult for persons unacquainted with the peculiar nature of the work con-
laected with a meteorological office to realize the disastrous results which
Would follow the loss of only two or three trained members where the staff of the
Office is as small as in our case.

UNITED STATES;SIGNAL OFFICE.

The Chief Signal Officer at Washington bas continued courteously to interchange
reports with this office. I regret to have to record the death during the past year of
Brig. Gen. J. Myer, late Chief Signal Officer, U.S.A. but for whose co-operation with
1ly predecessor, the metereoogical service of Canada could never have attained to its
Present state of efficiency.

Although considering the small amount of funds at the disposal of the Meteoro-
logical Service, it bas performed a vast am ount of work and reached a high degree of
efficiency. Yet there are many respects in which improvement is needed, and much
Yet remains to be done, and while some of these improvements might be effected
Without much expense, the service couldnever be brought into a state which, con-
Sidering the large amount of shipping and agricultural interests to be benefitted by
it, it should reach without a considerable increase in the funds appropriated to it.

First, with regard to our daily probabilities which are made out at 10 a.m. This
crresponds in time to something after Il a.m., in the Maritime Provinces, and when
We take into account the time occupied in telegraphic transmission, it is fully midday
before they are made public in the east, which greatly impairs their usefulness. In
Order to get over this difficulty, the probabilities should be issued at midnight,
'ýhich would enable us to furnish them to the Associated Press in time for publication

i all morning newspapers, and in any other way that might be desired. To enable
48 to do this we should have to receive at Toronto a large additional amount of infor-
Ination by telegraph atmidnight, a portion of the staff, also in addition to the attend-
ance i n office hours, would have to work from 11 p.m., to 1 a.m at night continually,
Instead of, as now, occasionally. This would entail increased expenditure.

With regard to the storm warnings, it has been mentioned that localities
lagely interested in shipping are now erecting the masts at their own expense..

Chile there is no reason why the cost should. not be borne in such cases by those
to be immediately benefitted by the warnings, there are many points where vessels
Pass, and at which the diQplay of storm signals would be a great benefit, but where
there are no large corporations who are interested in shipping to pay for the cost of
erection. At such puints the cost should be borne by the Government, as the benefit
is One to be derived by ship owners generally, rather than those trading with any
particular port.

The funds at my disposa], however, scarcely admit of anything being done in
this direction.

The accuracy of the storm warnings might be improved in a very inexpensive
Way, if accurate information were received at this office of the weather each day at
variOus points along the coast, as this would give us data for finding out in what
cas 8e storms had occurred which were not predicted, and also when the weather
following the storm warning was not such as to justify it. This, by leading to inves.
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tigation as to the cause which led to the failures, would ve:': soon inilrove the general
4ceuiaey of the warnings. Such information miglit convetneitly be forwarded from
various lighthouses along the sea coast. Part might be advantageously telegraphed
now that the lighthouses are many of them connected with telegraph lines under
Dr. Fortin's scheme, and a larger number of points might report by mail.

The warningb and also daily probabilities in the Gulf of St. Lawrence would be
very much improved were reports received at Toronto regularly by telegraph frorn
the south-west point of Anticosti, and from the Bird Rocks; the latter point has
already a full supply of instruments, and could commence telegraphing observationS
at anytime, and the completion of the equipment of the station at Anticosti might
be accomplished as soon as navigation opens in the spring.

In view of the probable immediate development of the North-West TerritorieS
and British Columnbia, it is to be regretted that so little reliable information is posses-
sed of the climate of' these regions. We have, indeed, a few scattered observations
taken almost entirely by volunteer observers, some of whom have been contending
with the considerable hardships of a pioneer lie, while yet devoting a portion of
their time to the advancement of a knowledge of the climate of these regions.

It would be very desirable that at a few selected points an adequate reiuneration
should le given to observers to enable them to take systematic observations from
which we might obtain a fairly accurate notion of the general climatology of the
country.

INTERNATIONAL POLAR COMMISSION.

I have been requested by the International Polar Commission to endeavor to
obtain the co-operation of Canada in a scheme for circling the North Pole with posta
of observations for one year, commencing in the fall of 1882. The<e observations have
for their object the acquiring of more definite knowledge as to the movement of
atmospherie disturbances from the polar regions, so as to be better able to trace the
effect of changes in the weather occurring in lower latitudes where they are referable
to atmospherie conditions in regions at present unexplored. At the same time
observations will be taken of the magnetic elements to increase our knowledge of
magnetie science, and if possible to find a link between meteorological and magnetical
phenomena.

It is needless to say that Canuda, having so large a territory in northern latitudes,
will derive a greater direct benefit from any advance of knowledge in this direction,
than almost any other country, and as the expensé of'such an undertaking need not, if
properly conducted, be large, I would strongly urge you to, if possible, obtain the
favorable consideration of the Canadian Governnent for the co-operation of Canada in
this project.

Ihave .to express my thanks to the volunteer observers for their valuable assist-
ance and co-operation, considering that little if any immediate benefit is obtained by
them as a result of their observations. The country is to i e congratulated on having
se many who sufficiently recognize the importance of the science to devote their
service to it gratuitously. They might still further add to the efficiency of the
service by inducing others to take observations of the rain-fall in various localities.

To the Thirteenth Annual Report of the Department of Marine and Fisheries, being
the Report of the Director of the Magnetie Observatory, Toronto, for the Calendar
year ended 31st December, 1880.

MAoNETIC OBSERVATORY,
TORONTO, CANADA, 1th January, 1881.

SIR,-I have the honour to submit herewith my annual report for the year
ending 31st December, 1880.

The late Director, Professor G. T. Kingston, M.A., in his report for 1874, and for
subsequent years, has given a description of the objects of the Observatory and of the
various instruments employed in it. The observations of all these instruments have
continued as heretofore, the only change being in the time of taking the eye observa-
tions, which was changed by order of the late Birector, on lst January, 1880, froml
6 and 8 a.m., and 2, 4, 10 and 12 p.m., to 6.50, 10.50 a.m., and 2.50, 6.50, 10.50 p.I.
for meteoiological, and ten minutes later for magnetic instruments.

The measuring of the photographie traces, which was much in arrear, has been
pushed on as far as possible. All current traces are now measured very shortly after
being developed, and the old traces as time will permit.

A considerable amount of trouble having been experienced in accurately deter-
mining the times to which different portions of the magnetie traces referred, a"
automatic arrangement for cutting off the light from the instruments, simultaneously
with the eut-off of the barograph, was constructed, and put into action on the 9th
December, 1880 the arrangement by which this is effected is as follows:-

A square frame, pivoted in the middle of two of its sides, surrounds the base 0
which the revolving cylinders carrying the photographie paper are mounted. This
frame carries three narrow screens which, in the ordinary position, are out of the
line of liglit ; the frame also has attached to it the armature of a small electro-magnet.
At two minutes before every even hour, the barograph clock, in turning the screer
to eut off the light from that instrument, also closes an electrie circuit. The small
electro-magnet then draws down the armature, and brings the frame into a positionl
in which the light of the three magnetic instruments is cut off. At two minutes
alter the hour the circuit is again broken and the frame falls back into the normal
position. Before constructing this apparatus, experiments were made by me to
detect whether the small electro-magnet would perceptibly affect the magnetie instra-
ments; and I found that, in the position in which it is placod, the instruments were
none of them affected to an appreciable extent, even when the circuit was closed, at
which time, as there is no registration, any smail movement would be immaterial.

During October, the Observatory was visited by Lieutenant S. W. Very, United
States Navy, in order to determine the constants ot the magnet of his portable
theodolite magnetometer, by comparing observations made with it, with the
magnetic elements as determined with the more complete instruments of this
observatory. Lieutenant Very had, during the summer, made numerous observations
with bis instrument between Lake Superior and Moose Factory, and desired to
determine the constants, so as to reduce his results into absolute measure.

I am happy to be able to report, that the observations taken at this Observatory
in past years, together with those at a few others, are being worked up by Professor
Balfour Stewart, of Owen's College, Manchester, England, with a view to connect
meteorological and magnetie phenomena with solar physies. -He has already
communicated to the Royal Society of England certain valuable results wbich ho
has deduced from his research.
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At my appointment to the position of Director, the (overnment gave me the use
of the Director's house. Owing to a claim, however, having been advanced by the
University of Toronto to the ownership of this house, which is at present uninhabi-
table, the Government have decided not to execute the necessary repairs until the
claim is definitely settled, and I have accordingly not been able to occupy the
house.

This has naturally caused much inconvenience and has prevented me from
exercising so efficient a control over the work of the Observatory, as I could have
done had I been residing on the spot. I trust, therefore, that a speedy settlement will
be arrived at.

At the close of the year 1881 there will be ten years of unpublished records of
Observations taken at this Observatory. As my staff is insufficient to do much
towards deducing results, it is of the utmost importance that these observations
should be published, and so made accessible to such scientific men as are devoting
their time to the investigation of magnetic and meteorological phenomena. As I
-have already mentioned certain investigations have already been conducted based on
Our observations, the necessary data having been furnished from this office in
ianuscript. We have also received an application from Carlish P. Paterson, Esq.,
Superintendent United States Coast and Geodetic Survey, for the results of certain of
our observations, in order that he may publish them, and offering at the same time to
pay for cost of copying.

It appears to me unreasonable that other nations should be put to expense in
'obtaining the results of our observations, especally when we consider that tbeir
results are published and furnished to us free of charge. I would, therefore,
respectfully recommed, that provision be made for the publication of the results of
the decade ending 3 1st December, 1881.

McGILL COLLEGE,
MONTREAL, 1st January, 1881.

SIR,-I have the honour to report tbat the meteorological observations at this
Observatory have been made without interruption throughout the year. On the lst
of January last, the observaion hours were, by request of the Superintendent of the
Meteorological Service, changed to 3.13 a.m., 7.13 a.m., 11.13 a.m., 3.13 p.m., 7.13
p.m., and 11.13 p.m.; with a spee al observation at 7.-18 a.m. for the International
Bulletin. The tr-daily telegraphic signals in connection with the Canadian and
United States systeis of simultaneous observations have been continued as-
heretofore.

During the year much labour bas been expended in collecting and arranging
old meteorological observations made at Montreal ; this work when completed will
secure for us a contmnuous record from the year 1867.

Resuits of observations for each day have been published in the Gazette news-
paper, and also a summary for each month of the year. Copies of the monthly
summaries have been regularly distributed to upwards of forty persons interested in
meteorology. In addition to the information furnished the publie in this way a large
number ot applications for special information regarding the weather have been
answered by letter. Appended hereto is a summary of meteorological results for
the year.

The time service, described in detail in last year's report, bas been continued
throughout the year with the greatest possible accuracy. The railways have also-
been provided with time signals through the agenty of the Montreal Telegraph
Company.

An accurate comparison of the position of this Observatory and of the time-ball,
with that of a station in Viger Garden in this city, bas been made in order to
redetermine the longitude of the observatory. The longitude of the station in Viger
Square was determined by Captain Ashe, R.N., in 1857, by telegraphic signalis with
the Observatory at Quebec. The result of this determination is four hours 54
minutes 11.85 west of Greenwich. This Observatory is 5-68 seconds west of the
Viger Square; making the longitude of this point 4 hours 54 minutes 17-53
seconds. The longitude of the time-ball was similarly found to be 4 hours, 54
minutes, 11.6 seconds west of Greenwich. It is intended to secure, at as early a date
as possible, a check upon these values by direct telegraphie connection with the
Cambridge (Mass.) Observatory.

During the summer and fall a series of observations bave been made on the
transit of stars over the prime vertical for the more accurate determination of
latitude. These observations, owing to press of other work, have only been partlY
roduced, and it would therefore be premature to announce a resuit in this report.

A clock movement, specially designed for the purpose, bas within the last few
days been attached to the equatorial telescope. The train of this clock is driven by
a weight, and its motion is controlled by an adjustable governor-fan. There has not
yet occurred an opportunity of testing its performance, but good work may'
undoubtedly be anticipated froin it.

The Blackman telescope bas been used chiefly for the educational purposes of the
University.

Lowest
barometer reading was 29°.228, on March 5th; giving a range for the year of 1.636
in. The lowest relative humidity was 26, on the 26th of March. Greatest mileago
of wind in one hour was 47, on January 10th ; wlien the greatest velocity was at the
rate of 68 miles per bour.

TION FOR THE ÇALENDAR YEAR ENDED 31sT DECEMBER, 1880.

Si,--I have the honour to submit herewith my annual report for the year ended
31st December, 1880.

The loss of steamer " Wabuno " on the 22nd November last year with all
on board, led to the recommendation by me for the appointment of an Inspector
of hulls of steam vessels, such person to have supervision over their seaworthiness as
Well as over their construction.

The loss of two steamers this year under, as far as we can judge, like circum-
stances and about the same time of the year, the one on the 6th and the other on the
24th November, directs attention again to the importance of such appointment.

The propeller "Zealand," one of the vessels alluded to, was lost somewhere off
Long Point, Lake Ontario, on ber way to Montreal. The vessel was well bilt of her
class and well appointed ; the master, Captain Zealand, was also owner ; he was an
experienced, careful and good sailor, and, I believe, had a good crew under him. The
Vessel's carrying capacity was rated at about 17,000 bushets. Atthe time ot her loss she
had in the hold about 12,000. As that amount would allow ample space for the grain
te shift and thereby make the vessel unmanageable, it may be assumed that that was
the direct cause of her foundering. She was inspected in April, when she had a crew
Of eighteen all told. Whether she lad that number on board when she went down I
am1 not informed ; all on board were lost.

The propeller " Simce " was lost on the 24th November, off Manitoulin Island,
Lake Huron, on her way from Chicago; of a crew of seventeen, twelve were lost. The
vessel appears to have been loaded to within about eighteen inches of the main deck,
the cause of her loss is reported to be stress of weather, bursting of gangways and
floding of the deck. No doubt, I think, but she was overloaded. The light joiners' work
from the main deck up would offer small resistance against a heavy sea, and when
fairly exposed to it, would soon give way. This actually occurred, the crew were
uinable to keep the water out and in a few hours the vessel tilled and went down. To
send a vessel to sea with so beavy a load, in the worst season of the year, should be
Made a criminal offence, particularly with a heavy deek load.

In addition to the danger by heavy gales in the fail of the year, is the severe
cold which generally attends them; ice will accumulate on the decks in a few hours
several feet thick, and from this cause a vessel may become quite unmanageable, and
the crew, from cold, almost helpless either to save themselves or the vessel. On the
"Simcoe " the boat's tackle was frozen fast, and but for the daring and presence of
t'ind of the men who risked their lives in the method they adopted to get the boat
clear of the vessel when she went down, it is motre than probable no one would have
been saved from the ship. Finding that the boat could not be launched fron the deck
of the steamer, the mate and others got into her and waited until the shipwentdown
and the water ro ;e about them; where at the critical moment they eut away the
fastening and floated over the sunken vessel. The captain with somne of the crew
tried the same dangerous expedient with another boat but probably failed to eut away
in tirme, or together, from the vessel, and consequently were lost.

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The propeller "City of St. Catherines," on her way from Montreal to Chicago,
on the 12th July, when about 40 miles off Fort Gratiot, on Lake Huron, 4j miles
from the American shore, sunk by collision with the American steam barge " George
A. Marsh ;" no lives lost and nobody injured.

The tug " D. E. McFarlarid " was lost while on her way from Port Maitland to
Port Colborne, on the 18th August, with one of the crew. The vessel was last
inspected in 1879, to be employed on the Welland Canal ; she was not suitable for
the lakes and should not have been placed there ; she had no small boat on board and
was also deficient in life preservers for the safety of lier crew, and this violation of
law was duly reported to the Department by me on the 29th September last.

A liue was also lost by the burning of the tug " George Maythan," on Georgian
Bay, about 7 miles from shore ; there weie three hands on board at the time of the
accident. one ot whom was lost by jumping overboard. The tug had no small boat
and was not certified to run on the lakes.

The Steamboat Inspection Act, as amended by section 1, 40th Victoria chapter 18,
nakes lie Inspector's certificate good for 12 months. This amendment would appear
to contliit with section 7 of the original Act 31 Victoria, chapter 65, which empowers a iy
Inspector to inspect a vessel whenever he may deem il necessary. A Bill was before
Parlianient last Session, but wa-s laid over for want of time to further ainend the Act,
a clause of which empowers the Inspector to limit the certificato for a period less
than 12 months ; such proviion wo)uld enable the Inspector to prevent vessels
unfitted for fall navigation from running beyond a period of safety.

From the other divisions in the Dominion you will be pleased to learn that no
accidents to steam vessels are reported.

The practice of engineers of low gruade assuming positions in charge as chief
engineer for which their certificate does not qualifv thein (referr'ed to in my last
Annual Report) still continues; several cases of this offence have been brought before
Board and wiil be submitted to you for punishment by revocation of their ceitiicates,
also a few caýses of drunkenne-s.

A meeting oi the Board, representing Montreal, Sorel, Quebec and St. John, N.B.,
was convened at Montreal. on the 10th October. Mr. Sinith could not be present
fromi illness, and Mr. Samson was called away, also by illness, leaving a bare quorum
for business. Closing up the Quebec and Soiel work, the Board was adjourued to
Toronto for the 2nd December. Here again Mr. Sinith's illness prevented his atten-
dance, and Mr. Burgess, after a few days' stay, was also calied away, leaving Messes.
Taylor and Meneilley to assist me.

With reference to altering the law requiring small passenger steamers carrying
a 17-foot bont, section 19 of the Act provides that steamboats under tifty tons burthen
may carry one good boat of the size and description provided in the manner approved
of in each case by the Inspector; to this clause might be added, in view of having
uniformity among Inspectors in passing such boats less than 17 feet, the words
"with the consent of the Chairman."

Mr. A. P. Cockburn, M. P., addressed a letter to me from Ottawa on the 9th
instant, informing me that as there is a strong feeling existing among steamboat
owners and eigineers in the Muskoka District, the Board should bold a meeting at
Gravenhurst. The Board see no objection to granting the request, and 1 an directed
to include it among the Board sittings for next year.

The Act further amending the Acts relating to the Inspection of Steamboats
introduced and withdrawn by you last Session from Parliament has been reconsidered
by theBoard and approved, except striking out the words " or mark with " and substitu-
ting the words " with the mark or," in place thereof. The object being to accep t

the trade mark of the imanufacturer as identical with the name of the maker of the
plates.

The Board is of opinion that the words " within reasonable time," in section 33
of the Act 31st Victoria, chapter 65, should be struck out from that clause. It i
assumed by the Board that 'he Inspector is the proper judge to determine when à
ve6ssel shou id be detained by a Collector of Customs from running; that on an Inspector

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reporting a vessel for detention when she may be in a dangerous condition, the
Collector assumes a responsibility allowing her to run after being so reported, which
it is not the intention of the Act to invest him with, and for which he is not account-
able under the Act.

Owing to irregularities in the examinations and promotions to higher grades of
engineers, further rules have been framed for the guidance of Inspectors in these
examinations, as follows: They will be forwarded for the approval of Council.

-Rules for the guidance of Inspectors of Steamboats in the examination of Engineers.
Approved by the Board, Toronto, 9th December, 1880.

lst. The examination to be taken on oath, as prescribed in Form No. 3, with the
ignature of the applicant appended thereto.

2nd. That the revised Form No. 3 be used in all examinations.
3rd. That the period of service of the candidate, whether with or without a

a certificate, be entered in Form Nýo. 3, under the head corresponding to that of his
certificate, and also under the head corresponding to his services inîwhich he bas had
experience without a certificate,

4th. Examiners in stating their opinion of the qualifications of the applicant in
answer to Clause 39, must express it concisely and as comprebensively as possible
that the Board, in the absence of the Examiner, may judge, as to bis opinion, of the
candidate's intelligence and knowledge in the duties and responsibilities of an engi-
Ileer.

5th. Examinations, Form No. 3, must be signed by the Examiner, and the date
and place at which the examination is made, duly entere: on it.

6th. Examples by the candidate, given in answer to questions in Form No. 3,
are to be made by him on separate sheets of paper to be filed and kept by the Exam-
iners, those abbreviated and initialed as correct, or incorrect, as the case may be, are
to be transferred to the back of Form No, 3, by the Examiner, in a neat and careful
111anner.

7th. The examination paper, Form No. 3, may be used in promotion of the can-
didate from third-class to first-class assistant engineer, by the endorsement of the
requirenients which qualif'y him for such promotion on the examination papers, by
the Examiner; when thore is not room for such endorsement a fresh form must be
ulsed. The same examination papers may, in like manner, be used for third and
Recond-class chief engineers, with similar endorsements as to qualifications. In all
Cases a fresh examination in full is required for first-class chief engineers.

During the year, 1,2G4 engincers' certificates have been issued, on account of
Which the sum of $2,9 16 has been received by me to be placed to the credit of the
Steamboat Inspection Fund.

The receipts from wharfage are largely in excess of any previous year, being
$61,075 more than 1879, and $45,292 over 1874, which was the year of our greatest
revenue prior to this.

The local traffic continues to fall off, being $2,567 less than last year, which is
caused, as has already been stated in former reports, by the increased railway
facilities.

The Chief Engineer's report, which is forwarded you, contains a full account of'
the works within the barbour. You will notice that mention is made therein to the
lighting of a large portion of the harbour by the Brush Electric Light.

The following annual reports are also transmitted :-lst. The larbour Master'S,
with comparative statements of the trade of the port. 2nd. The Superintendent of
Pilots, with reference to the maintenance of the buoys in the harbour and river. 3rd.
That for the Pilotage District of Montreal.

It will be seen from the Harbour Master's statements that the total amount of
tonnage, inland and sea-going, is 1,672,651 tons-the largest on record, and an increase
over last year of 348,259 tons. The sea-going steam tonnage shows an increase of
205,863 tons over 1878, and of 97,388 tons over 1879. The average size of the vessels

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is also larger ; and the opening of the new channel at Cap la Roche lias enabled thern
to load down two feet more than formerly, thus making a large saving in
lighterage, &c. *

The deepening of the Ship Channel between Montreal and Quebec is progressing
Inost satisfactorily. The Chief Engineer's annual report on this matter for the year
ended the 30th June last, has been forwarded to the Department of Public Works as
usual.

S.R,-I beg to submit, for the information of the Board of Harbour Commis-

Sioners, the following, as my annual report for the year 1880, with accompanying
Comparative statements, showing the numbers, tonnage classification, &c., of
vessels that arrived in port the past ten years.

On the 1st January the weather was fair and pleasant,.the thermometer at
eight a.m. registering 40 above zero; in the afternoon it was very much milder.
NVind south-west; sleighing good; the river opposite the city was full of floating ice,
PasSing slowly downwards, and the water six feet over the wharves, and still rising;
teams were crossing the river about two miles below Longueuil, and landing two
nmiles above Long Point. On the 2nd January, the water reached its highest
Point, seventeen feet four inches above the summer level; the ice then became-
Stationary, a road was made over it from Longueuil to Ilochelaga, and teams crossed
the same day; several people on foot also crossed from St. Lambert's to the city. On
the 3rd January a road was made to St. Lambert's antid teams crossed ; people
c'ossed on foot from Laprairie the same day. On the 5th January, a road was made
to Laprairie, and teams crossed the sane afternoon. On the 13th Januarv, the
mTanagers of the Quebec, Montreal, Ottawa and Occidental Railroad, and the
managers of the South Eastern Railroad, commenced laying a track on the ice from

ochelaga to Longueuil, connecting the two roads, and completed it on the 30th.
e following day the road was opened and ready for business, and trains commencedlunnng regularly. The average height of the water in the harbour in January was

1a feet 5 inches above the sunmer level, and the average temperature of the month,at 8 a.n., was 19' Fahrenheit. The coldest day of the month was the 30th, thethermometer at 8 a.m. registering 20 below zero.
Psbruary commenced with a heavy snow storm; the weather daring the month

Was changeable, but not as cold as the previous February. The average height ofWRer in the harbour during the month was 11 feet above the summer level,g9radually falling) and the average temperature, at 8 a.m., 16°. The coldest day
'vas the 2nd the thermometer at 8 a.m. registering 100 below zero.

March commenced with clear, bright weather; there was a scarcity of snow forgood sleighing, and many wheeled vehicles were to be seen in the streets. On the5th, 6th and 7th, several inches of snow fell, and on the 8th sleighing was verygood and wheeled vehieles disappeared. The sleighing continued fair up to the 18th,
aen the weather grew mild; snow and ice began to thaw rapidly, wheels a ainaPpeared i the streets and increased daily, until they came into general use. ho4verage height of water in the harbour in March was 10 feet 3 inches above the

193
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summer level, and the average femperature, at 8 a.m., 18°. The coldest day of the
month was the 11th, the thermometer registering, at 8 a.m., 5° below zero. On the
30th, the water reached its lowest point, 5 feet 3 inches above the summer level, and
on the 31st began to rise again.

April comnmenced with fine, mild weather. On the afternoon of the first, the ice
in the river began to show symptoms of weakness and decay. In the evening of the
same day, a commencement was made to remove the ice bridge railroad connecting
Hochelaga with Longueuil, from the river, and its removal was completed on tho
night of the 4th. All parties interested in the enter-prise were well pleased, as it
proved to be a complete success.

The first shove of the ice, opposite the city, took place in the morning of the 5th
April, and again in the aiternoon, when a large body of ice passed downwards. The
water in the harbour that day was 10 feet 8 inehes above the summer level and still
rising. On the 6th the ice shoved again, and early in the norning of the 7th a very
heavy shove took place, piling it in several plaeos very high, particularly on Mouton
Island, where it was piled up to the height of forty-four feet; the water in the
harbour at that time was seventeen feet above the summer level, and iimmediately
begai to recede. An open channel was then to bo seen from St. Hlen's Islani to
as fur as could be seen above the Victoria Bridge. There was no crossing on the ice
from the south shore this da'. On the 9th teais crossed from the south shore to
Longue Pointe. On the 13ih a large quantity of ice left the harbour, the water fall-
ing rapidly, a large quantity of ice deposited upon the wharves from one end of the
harbour to the other. On the 14th the tops of the wharves were visible, on the 15th
the channel was open some distance below the Cotton Factory, and a large number of
labourers were engaged in removing the ice from the principal wharves; the icO
daily kept moving downwards, and the waler continued to recede. On the 17th two
schooners (river craft) arrived in port from Boucherville, where they wintered. On
the 20tlh of April a large number of labourers were still engaged in removing ice and
snow from wharves. On the 21st the ferry steamer " Longueuil " arrived in port,
and immediately comncnced running her regular trips ; the steamer "Berthier ''
also arrived in port from Sorel, the first boat of the season from that place. The
steamship eompanies commeneed erecting their sheds on the wharves, and aill neces-
sary arrangements were being made for the reception of the spring fleet. On the
22nid market steamers " Cham bly " and " Hero " arrived in port from Sorel, and
the market steamer " Berthier " left on Lier first trip. The tug steamers "St. Paut''
and " St. John " arrived in port fronm Sorel with dredges, derricks, scows,
property belonging to the Ilarbour Trust. On the 26th April there were a consider-
able numuber of small vessels in the harbour; the dredges commenced work in,
(leepening the channel, and the Larbour in front of the city began to have quite a
lively appearance. On the 29th April the ice bridge at Cap Rouge, near Quebee,
gave way, and the following day the channel was open from this port to the sea.
The average height of water in the harbour in April was 8 ft. 10 in. above the
summer level, and the average temperature at 8 a.m., 380. The coldest day of the
montli was the 12th, the thermometer at 8 a.m. registering 17 0.

On the 1st May the steamer " Montreal " arrived in port from Sorel, and le.t
the same evening for Quebec. on lier first trip. On the 2nd May the steamshiP
" Prussian " arrived in port from Glasgow, the first vessel from sea; and on the 4th
the ship " Abeona " arrived in port trom Glasgow, the first sailing vessel from sea.
From that date vessels arrived dtilv, and by the middle of the month there werO a
considerable number in port, and business fairly commeneed.

The improvements made in the harbour were of great advantage to the trade of
the port, the wharves being all in good condition, and alâthough the tonnage has
never been as large as it bas been this year, there was ample accommodation for al,
vessels that arrived, and not one of them was at any time detained for want 0f a
suitab-e berth to transact their business in.

There were 7,966,263 feet of lumber shipped for South America this season,
20 vessels of the aggregate tonnage of 10,124 tons. This business is carried on at the
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IOver end of the harbour, and, no doubt, will yearly increase when the wharves now
1 course of construction at that point are complete:. They will afford extensive

accommodation for that branch of industry.
Seven hundred and ton (710) sea-going vessels arrived in port this season, of the

aggregate tonnage of 628,271 tons, 395 of which vere built of iron, of the aggregate
tonnage of 523,638 tons, and 315 were built of wood, of the aggregate tonnage of
104,633 tons. These vessels were naviga ted by 18,046 scamen and composed of the

The principal works of the past year are the enlargement and deepening of the
*Windmill Point Basin, the renewal from water lino upward of the old wharf in
Sections 1 and 13, and raising it up to standard level; tho completion of the new
wha. f im Sections 13 and 14, and the consequont removal of the outer end of Wel-
lington Pier, and tilling of part of Metcalfe Basin; the widening out of the wharf
in Section 17 to the lino of that in Section 16; the renewal of the lower end and
inner sid:e of Victoria Pier, Section 20, from the water lino upward and raising it to
the standard level; the dredging away of a great part of the shoal between the front
of the wharves and the main channel opposite Sections 22 to 25; the construction
to medium water level of 4.7 feet of wharf in sections 38 and 39, between the
Hochelaga and Hudon wharves ; the further deepening and improvement of the
main ship channel through the harbor from opposite Section 21 up to Section 13;
the installation of electric lightiig on the wharves of the central part of the harbour;
and the construction of cattle sheds.

The following are the chief details: Sections 5 to 10 (Windmill Point, Basin
and Wharf). There was no e:tension in length of timber work of the wharf
this year, but the upper end which was left unplanked in 1879, was entirely
finished in 1880, and the back-filling in rear was also carried up to the finished
beight and to the full breadth of the harbour property.

The roadway ceded to the Harbour Commissioners from thoir property to Mill
Street at the bouinidary lino between hydraulic lots 11 and 12, has been graded so as
to afford more easy and direct access to the wharf in Section 6.

Dredging to the extent of 43,000 cubic yards has been done in deepening and
widening the basin, and the work has so far progressed that at low water vessels
drawing 20 feet are now berthed up to a distance of 1930 feet from the lower end
of the wharf, and vessels of 15 feot or under are berthed to 500 feet further up.

Expenditure in 188o on wharf back-filling and roadway, $2,186; on dredging-
$16,430.

Section 11.-Some shallow places in front of the wharf between the new
entrance of the Lachine Canal and the outer corner of the Windmill Point wharf
were dredged out to a depth of 24 foot, at a cost of $1,750.

Sections 13 and 14.-At the close of work in 1879, the new wharf under
construction across the basin and in lino of the wharf in sections 12 and 13 had been
carried up to six feet above low water mark, about one-third of the basin had been filled
up and the greater part of the projecting end of Wellington Pier nad been removed.
Work was vigorously resumed at the opening of navigation in 1880, and by 2nd
June the tiaber work of the new wharf was finished, and by 7th July the basin was
filled in, and the whole work completed for use. The length of broken wharf frontage
abolisbed by the improvement is 817 lineal feet, and the length substituted in line of
sections 12 and 13,.is 8.8,lineal feet, together with an increased wharf area of 29,400
square feet.

Expenditure in 1880.-Timbor workr$1,533; backfilling and macadamizing,
$4,167; dredging, $4,388; total, $10,088.

Section 17.-Tn order to increase the effective accommodation of the wharves in
Sections 16 and 17, which were divided into two portions each, of which was longer
than necessary to berth one ordinary ship, but not enough for two, the wharf ia
section 17 was extended forward into the basin to the lino of that in Section 16, thus
naking a continuous wharf line of 892 feet and gaining 18,488 square feet in area.
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The new piece of vharf is of pile work, 425 feet in length of front, 62 feet in
breadth at one end and 25 feet at the other, and lias 25 feet and over in depth at low

avatOr. Cost, $7,654.
Sections 22 to 25.-The clearing away of the shoal extending from Victoria

pier, Section 20 to Section 28, lias been continued throughout the summer, two
dred'es having been engaged upon it the greater part of the time. The upper and
wider half of the shoal has nov been deepened to 25 feet at low water, but the
dredging romains to be provel and any overlooked lumps removed., Quantity
drcedgedi this summacr G9,800 cubie yards, at a cjst of$12,27i.

Sections 38 and 39.-Plans and estimates for the construction of a wharf to fill
the spueo betweeni the Hochelaga and Hudon Wharves, 1,102 feet in length, were

lade in the early part of the summer, and on lst September the Board orderod the
wVork to be carried out. Construction was commenced forthwith at the up stream end,
and by the close of navigation 427 lineal feet of crib-work had been built up about
tWo feet above lov water level, and the backfilling also made. A considerable
lluantity of backfilling has also been deposited fron the derricks, but it is not yet

levelled down on the remaining part of the beach. Expenditure, $7,040.
Sections 40 and 41.-A considerable quantity of surplus dredging bave been

deposited along the beach both above and below water line from the Hudon wharf
dOwnward so as to be utilized in the construction of any wharves.which may here-
after be required.

Ship Channel in the Ilarbour.-Though not a part of the harbour work proper,
the deepening of the Ship Channel through the harbour is usually noted in the Harbour
Report. This year one to three dredges have been employed in doopening to 25 feet
-at low water, and widening the part of the Channel from opposite Section 21 to near
the mouth of the Lachine Canal. Total quantity dredged 47,500 cubie yards at a
'cost of $10,500.

Electr ic Lighting of Wharves.-For over two years past, the various systems of
-electric lighting which appeared to have been successfully brought into use on an
extensive scale have been carefully watched, with a yiew to ascertaining if any of
them17 might be applied with advantage to lighting the Montreal wharves so as te
allow of cargo being handled with facility during night. After extended correspon-
'dence with prominent makers of apparatus on this continent and abroad, and with11sers of the light on a considerable beale, and on comparing the estimated cost with
that of other systems of lighting, the Board arranged last spring with the Brush
Iýlectrie Light Company of New York to furnish apparatus for lighting the
central part of the harbour on certain conditions, the chief of which was that the
Biard might purchase the apparatus or not as might seem fit after sufficient
-trial.

Lighting was commenced on llth June, with one machine and sixteen lamps,
and after seven weeks use, the apparatus was purchased, together with an increased
numrber of lamps, so as to reach additional wharves, and the lighting was continued
'With satisfactory results till the close of navigation. Power was, through the
kindness of the Dominion Government, furnished temporarily from an engine int he Custom House.

The lighting equipment as it stood till taken down at the close of navigation
consisted of one Brush Dynamo-Electrie Machine, working a single circuit of
14,600 feet, or 2î miles, in length, on which are arranged 21 lamps, any 16 or lesser
'Iuber of which may be used at once on such wharves as vessels desire to handle
catrgoes during the night, the remaining lamps being simply switched out as a gas
amp may be turned off. The length of the district covered by the lamps is 1e mile,and the wharf frontage, including piers, is 9,100 lineal feet, or nearly 1¾ mile, over

lWhieh the light of the 16 lamps may be distributed as desired.
The system is worthy of note as being the first known example of lighting an

'Otensive une of wharves by electricity.
The capital cost of the apparatus, including all but the engine, was $6,981. Theeross outlay for working from 11th June to November 22nd, equal to 22,694 houra
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lightiig of one lamp, was $1,509, or 71 cents per lamp per hour. This does not
include interest or depreciation, but,. on the other hand. it, inclides many expenses
incident to the installation of a new systei and to the working of an engine which is
not adapted to the purpose, and whicb, totn its construction and position, is by no
rneans economical in fuel or attendance.

Cattle Sheds.-In order to provide suitable shelter for cattle and other live stock
kept waiting for export shipment, a series of partly covered pens was built in the
early part of the summer on the wide space in the rear of the wharves on Section 22.
They cover an area of 66,000 square feet, giving an aggregate capacity for about
1,100 cattle, and are divided into 13 pens of different sizes holding 45 to 125 head.

Each pen is provided with a light roof covering nearly half its area, and with
feeding and. watering troughs, platforms for receiving animais from railway trains or
discharging for shipment, &c., and the whole are built so as to allow of being erccted
in spring and taken down in autumn to avoid damage by ice. Cost, $5,258.

The repairs have largely consisted of the many light;works necessary to the proper
maintenance of the wharves, roadways and other part of the harbour property, only
the following being worthy of special note.

Sections 12 and 13.-The oldest portion of the wharf, 835 feet in length, had
become sunken and decayed, was taken down to niear low water level in the latter part
of the summer and rebuilt to the standard level, and the roadway in rear was aiso-
made up to corresponding height. Cost $3,766.

Section 20, Victoria River.-The lower end and portion of the inshore side of
the pier not previously repaired. was this year taken down to low water and renewed
and raised to the standard level. The part thus repaired is 827 feet in length, and
iwith the other parts treated in the same way in the ast three years, completes the
renewal of- the whole pier above water and raising it to the height of the newer
wharves. Expenditure in 1880, $3,499.

Dredging.
The bar bour dredges and two tugs were quartered at Sorel, and the remainder of

the fleet at Chenail du Moine and Boucherville during the winter of 1879-80, and the
whole received the usual winter repairs and outfit at the Commissioners' works.
Immediately on the clearing away of the.St. Lawrence ice, the dredges were brought
up to Montreal and were got to work on the 26th April, and kept working without
serious casualty till the 20th and 22nd November, when they were driven off by the
sudden closing in of continued severe frost. The fleet consisted as usual of five spoon
dredges, two clam-shell derricks for unloading scows, three tugs, thirteen flat scows
and seven hopper-bottomed scows, and one floating shop for machinery repairs, details
of which will be found in the appended tables.

The number of working days on duty from commencing in spring to closing in
the fail, was 179 each for two of the dredges, and 180 each for the other three, equal
to an aggregate of 898 days of one dredge, and an average of 179¾ days for each,
without deductions for stoppages. The nominal working hours are ten per day,
giving an aggregate of 8,980 hours, but there were lost by stoppages and detentions
of all kinds 1,3511 hours, Ieaving 7,628J hours actual dredging, or 85 per cent of the

nominal time.
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Dredges 2, 4 and 5 were put in dry dock during the summer for caulking and
light repairs below water line, causing a loss of time of 3, and 5 days respectively.

Derricks 2 and 3 vere hauled out on the ways at Section 40, also for caulking
and light repairs, causing a loss of time of 2 and 5 days respectively.

The tug " St. Peter" was put in dry dock and received a new propeller wheel,
and caulking and light repairs below water.

The total quantity dredged during the working season was 186,430 cubie yards,
and the total cost of working the fleet-inclding2' repairs, outfit, fuel, wages, salaries,
însurance. and ail other outlays, except interest on capital and depreciation of plant-
was $46,914. 10, giving, therefore, a general average cost of 25½ cents per cubic yard
for dredging, towing, and unloading or dumping.

About 111,217 cubic yards were unloaded ashore by clam-shell derricks for wharf
building and other purposes, and the remaining 75,213 cubic yards were dunped in
the river from hopper-bottomed scows.

SIR,-I beg to submit, for the information of the Iarbour Commissioners, a report
of what has becn doie for the maintenance of buoys during the season of navigation
of 1880.

The tug " John Pratt " was employed in this work seventy-four days, reckoning
from the 16th April, the date she luft Montreal in the spring. After -having spent
several days in Sorel iln pieparing the buoys, I commenced to place then on the 24th.

riom then to the 1st of May, three trips had to be made to Sorel to procure buoys.
On the first trip thirteen were taken, on the second,tifty, and on the third, thirty-five;
making a total cf ninety-eight buoys that were put down. Besides these, several
eXtra buoys were takeni to replace those which were too old or had been damaged by
the ice, and a'so some that were lost. As bas already been nentioned in my first
report, dated 19th May, thirty-three buoys were left in place for the winter, only
'eleven were found to be cariied away in the spring, and lhey were subsequently
recovered during the summer, and also six iron buoys with their chains and anchors.
As it constantly happens that the buoys are displaced or lose their vertical position.
which it is impossible to prevent, close attention is required to keep them in good
Order so that they nay be as conspicuous as possible ; it would be well, also, if the
Pilots were more particular in reporting any derangment of the buoys to prevent
accidents. As the water lowers and the bad weather of autunin approaches frequent
inspections aie required in order to put down buoys at different places for the greater
s;afety of navigation.

It is with pleasure that I state that the " John Pratt " has been at my entire
disposal this year, and that I have had all the liberty desirable for these visits, and I
wvas, therefore, able to keep the luoys in muci better order than heretofore, and to
avoid the complaints which were made during the previous year. Unhappily, in
spite of the utmost vigilance, it was impossible to keep them always in good order,
but still a great improvement bas been made. Tugs and rafts should be compelled
to take at certain places different channels from those of the deep draft vessels, and
Whieh have been marked out for them by special buoys ; as it is, they do the most
damage, carrying away this seasoa no less than fifteen buoys and five barrels.

The extremely cold weather of this year, whicn has been so disastrous to navi-
gation, has also caused much loss in my Department, and I regret to have to report
that it was impossible to save a single buoy, except those of the harbour, seven in

urnber. The most of them were lost with their chains and anchors.

REPORT OF THE QUEBEC HARBOURI COMMISSIONERS FOR THE

CALENDAR YEAR ENDED 31sT DECEMBER, 1880.

QUEBEC, 12th January, 1881.
To the Honorable J. C. POPE,

Minister of Marine and Fisheries, Ottawa.

SIR,-In accordance with the provisions of section 14 of the 3Sth Victoria, chap.
55, I have the honor to report as follows on the doings of the Quebec Harbour Com-
Missioners for the year 1880:-

The enclosed report from the Resident Engineer, Mr. Woodford Pilkington,
U.I.Ç.E., will convey to you all the information having reference to the progreqs of
the works, both of the harbour improvements and the graving dock, during the year
just ended.

The contractors for the harbour improvements have not been able to fulfil their
engagement to complete their contract for the 2nd October.

They have applied for an extension of time, in order to avoid paying the fine
stipulated.

Their application is still under consideration. Meanwhile, they have been duly
protested.

Mr. Morris, of the firm Kinipple & Morris, chief engineers to the harbour and
graving dock works, has made his visit of inspection in the month of August.

le bas reported that he found that the first-class character of the works had
been maintained, although in both cases he has drawn the attention of the contractors
to the slow progress that was being made with their works.

You are aware that the present contract for the harbour improvements, when
comnpleted, will not be the completion of the scheme of the wet dock and tidal basin,
as Originally contemplated.

The completion of the scheme will necessitate, according to the Engineer's
e8timate, a further expenditure of' forty-three thousand pounds sterling or two
hllndred and fifty thousand dollars ($250,000). The expenditure represents the
eOlstruction of a cross wall to connect Dalhousie Street with the main works.

Last year the Commissioners applied by petition to be allowed to borrow
from the Government the said sum of two hundred and fifty thousand dollars
(8250,000), to enable them to complete their scheme of improvements. Amongst the

any reasons set forth to induce the Government to comply with their request, the
strlngest, in their opinion, is that, if the Cross Wall is not constructed, the largest
Portion of the present improvements, that is to say, all the quay extending west to
the tidal basin, comprising a length of over two thousand feet, will be useless for
vessels draweing more than eight or nine feet.

Lifting Barge.

The barge left her winter quarters on the 10th May, but, on account of someimportant repairs and changes made to ber machinery, she was unable to resume ber
Work before the 21st of the same month.

The services of the former master, Captain Claude Giguère, having been secured,
the barge was immediately placed under bis command, the crew being composed as
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follows: the master, two mates, a chief engineer with an as.sistant, a diver, a cook,
and nine sailors. Two more sailors were subsequently required and added to the
crew.

The work of clcaring the obstructions caused by the boulders inside the fly-bank,
already commenced the two previous years, has been continued with great success
during the whole season, with the exception of four instances, when the services ot
the Barge were specially required. Three hundred and seventy-five boulders have
been secured of the following average weights:-

The owner of Wolfe's Cove, Mr. John Roche, has been kind enough to allow
the largest boulders to be landed and blasted at his cove. The debris of same, as well
as the other boulders, have been dunped in the deep water channel opposite St.
Joseph de Lévis.

By adding the 139 boulders previously raise l it gives a total of 514 boulders
raised inside the fly-bnnk since the work ofclearing the obstructions of this portion
of the barbour bas beci conmenced.

Fifty pieces of copper belonging to the outsides of ships' bottoms, and a certain
quantity of lead, bave also been found scattered around the boulders, After a careful
examination of their size by competent judges, it was clearly established that each of
them represented a very serious damage to the ship that had touched.

In my report for the year 1878, i state that a vessel belonging to the Allan
line, which had touched one of the boulders raised that year, had sustained damages
to the amount of eight thousand dollars. It is, in presence of such an evidence, very
easily to infer that a very large amount of damage to shipping is represented by the
above mentioned copper.

In the nonth of August, obstructions having been reportod in existence round the
Pointe-à-Carcy Wharf, the Commissioners taking advantage of the presence of the
barge at that end of the harbour, for dumping boulders and taking coals, caused a
survey to be made of all the surroundings of the wharf. The result of the survey
was that, at the end one of the lower fenders was found started with 30 fathoms of
Chain entangled in it. At the two sides, north and soutb, one block of Ohio stone,
one flat iron knee, 30 fathoms of chain and one piece of oak 40 feet long bave also
been found. The whole was safely raised and landed.

The block of stone was subsequently surrendered to the Hon. Thomas McGreevy,
M.P., upon proof that he was owner of the same.

It has always been the custom to allow the lifting barge to go to the assistance
of ships whose anchors were lost or entangled, it being understood that the expenses
be borne by the owner of the vessel applying for assistance.

During the season the services of the barge have been required three times.
The first, by the Agent of the steanship "Texas," for a lost anchor which was

raised.
The second, by the master of the barque "iRonochan," for the purpose of rais-

ing and disentangling the anchors of his vessel, which, during a gale on the lower
ballast ground, had become entangled vith those of the ship "I ed Jacket." The
niest that had been formed, consisting of 3 anchors and 135 fathoms chain, was, after
two days work, safely secured and disentangled.
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The third and last, by the master of the ship " Zambesi," for two lost anchors.
Owing to the fact that not a single length of chain was attached to either of them,they could not be found.

When last year the Commissioners applied for an allowance of ton thousand dol-
lars ($10,000) they stated that it was to enable them tocompletethework of clearing
the harbour. T hey were under the impression that the work could roally be com-
Pleted during last season; but, owing to the large quantity of boulders found, far
Inore larger than anticipated, it bas been impossible to complete the work. Now
that this so important and so iuch needed improvement has been undertaken at the
sPeeia1 request of all those interested in the shipping trade, it is considered as a
necessity to complote it, and the Commissioners do, therefore, most respectfully
Vequest the Government will allow them a fuirther sumi of ton thousand dollars
($10,000) to enable themthis time, to complete the work of clearing the harbour.

As you are aware, all the anchors and chains raised by the lifting barge, remain-
]ng on hand in 1879, have been sold in conformity with the instructions received
fron your Department. One anchor has been reserved for the purpose of keeping
it as a souvenir of the so suecessful operations of the barge. It is the intention of
the Commissioners to place that anchor in the centre of the piece of ground in rear
of the Custom House, whieh is now being converted into an Open Exchange.

The anchor so roserved is the largest raised and is described in my report for the
-year 1878.

The annexed comparative statement contains the usual particulars furnished to
Your Department, as to the cost of the lifting barge and her yearly working expenses
fron the beginning of lier operations in 1875, as also the yearly quantity of anchors,
chains, boulders, &c., secured by her during the saine period.

In conclusion, I am most hiappy to state that the Iaster of the barge, Captain
iguère, bas, in the execution of his duties, continued to give the same satisfaction

as formerly.

Ballast.

It is gratifying to be able to state that the By-Law of 1877, regulating the dis-
tharging of ballast, bas continued to work as satisfactorily as during the previous
years it bas been in force.

Under the authority of this By-Law, forty-two ballast ships have been sent
ýuring the season to the breakwater, where they have discharged their ballast amount-
ing to 16,850 tons.

Since the By-Law is in operation, 62,483 tons of ballast, representing the ballast
163 vessels, have been dumped into the breakwater.

It is expected that the ballasting of this wharf will be completed about August
4ext.

The filling up of Pointe-à-Carcy Wharf has made a fair progress during the year,
though less in proportion to the previous year, only 1,834 tons of filling material

aving been secured. This is entirely due to the difficulty of obtaining the material.
The traffie on this wharf has increased to such an extent since the running on it

of the Q.M.O. & O. Railway, that the Commissioners are more than ever satisfied
that its filling up should be pushed forward as fast as the material could be obtained-

The expenditure connected with the ballast of the breakwater and of the Pointe.
a-Carey Wharf bas been as follows :-

Repair3 to Property.
This branch of the service has not been neglected, and a sum'of four thousand

tore hundred and fifty-six dollars and twenty-eighit cents (84,556.28) bas been affected
the various repairs that were considered the most urgent.

The estimate given in the last report for conpleting Reynar's wharf has been
execeeded in consequence of the enlargement of its planking and of the addition of
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a boom for the protection of vessels using it. Instead of two hundred dollars an
amount of eleven hundred and fifty-five dollars and fifty-five cents ($1,155.55) has
been required to complote this wharf. It is now in a perfect condition, and is consi-
dered as one of the best wharves that exist here for storing coals.

Nothing in the shape of repairs bas been done to Marmette's wharf. Its face is
fast decaying and it will be necessary to renew it before long; it is now even the
intention of the Commissioners to have it repaired, if possible, during next summer.

The south face of Atkinson's wharf bas been renewed at a cost of fourteen hun-
dred and fifty-six dollars and six-five cents ($1,456.65). The end of the wharf will
have to be repnired early next spring. The timber to perform this work is already
on hand.

Only a sma!l amount, $136.69, bas been spent on Wellington Wharf, a part of
which was to meet the expenditure connected with the filling up of the lot that was
left vacant on account of the demolition of the store known as "Zinc Store," which
in the month of April gave way when a gang of men were in the act of raising it
with jackscrews, for the purpose of renewing its foundations.

The high tides of May having flooded the main portion of the new wharf occu-
pied by the Grand Trunk Railway Company, it bas been necessary to raise that part
of this property in order to proteoct the goods that are constantly stored in the large
shed thereon erected. A sum of three hundred and seventy-six dollars and seven
cents bas been expended to perform this work.

Seventeen hundred and sixty-tbree (1,763) tons of fidling material have moreover
been required to complete the filling up of the rear of this large property. This last
mentioned portion of the premises, which is used by the carters carrying the freight
coming from and going to the railway, will have to be macadamized.

A sum of three hundred and forty-six dollars and forty-nine cents ($346.49) has
been spent on East India wharf for repairs. Out of this amount, two hundred and
three dollars ($203) have been applied to the Store No. 6, known as Salt Store, which
has been newly shingled.

In the portion of this report under the hcading of " Lifting Barge," I mention
obstructions that had been reported in existence around Pointc-à-Carcy wharf, and I
state what the barge has donc in connection with same.

The work was afterwards continued with a large scow hired for that purpose.
The whole surroundings of the wharf together with the entrance in the new Barbor
works have been carefully surveyed with the aid of a diver, and all the obstructions
discovered have been removed. The expenditure connected with this work bas
reached the sum of one thousand and twenty dollars ($1,020).

No repair, worth mentioning bas been donc to the bieakwater during the year,
the expenditure under that heading having only attained sixty-five dollars ($65). As
soon as the ballasting of this important portion of the property of the Commission
will have been comploted, it is the intention of the Commissioners to have the whole
thoroughly levelled and repaired. They have not been able to put into execution
their project of repairing the northern end of the breakwater called L, as stated in the
last report.

.Dredging of the Channet inside the Fly Bank.
The dredging of the channel inside the Fly Bank has not made the desired

progress although it bas fairly advanced. It was expected that the work would be
completed in July or August, which bas not been the case. At the rate this work
bas been progressing it is not probable that the channel will be utilized before the
end of August next. The quantity of material dredged during theyear is represented
by 6,580 cubie yards, which, added to the 2,593 cubie yards dredged the previous
year, gives a total of 9,173 cubie yards.

Open ExchWge.
The filling up of the pieceof ground in rear of the Custorm House, which is to be

converted into an open exchange, is fast approaching to completion in consequence of
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ýan agreement entered into with the contractor for the dredging ot the channel inside
Fly Bank. He has undertaken to dump into that spot, at the rate of fifteen cents per
ton of 2,000 lbs., al[ the material dredged by him. Six thousand tons have already
been delivered under the arrangement.

Coasting and Foreign Trade.

The following is a statement of the Coasting Trade for the season of navigation:

Forming an aggregate tonnage of 311,601 tons, being an increase of 25,247 tons
the previous year.

Thirty-nine thousand three hundred and fifty-two passengers have been landec.
during the season by the vessels engaged in the coasting trade, being a decrease of
6,272 passengers on the arrivals of 1879. The decrease is certainly due to the
facilities of travelling by railways.

The annexed comparative statement No. 1, (A & B) prepared by Mr. Belleau,
One of the Custom's officers, will convey to you the usual information having reference
to the Foreign Trade of this port for this year as compared with the. previous years
therein mentioned.

Annex No. 2, prepared by the Chief Clerk, contains a statement of the varions
inward entries made by the coasting vessels for the season of 1880.

Annex No. 3, also prepared by the Chief Clerk, contains a statement of lightered
Cargoes, inwards and outwards, for the same season.

The various statements annexed, respectively numbered 4, 5, 6, 7, 8 and 9,
contain the information of the same nature that has been previously eonveyed to
Your Department.

Revenue.

larbour Commission, Quebec.

Sr,-In conpliance with your reqnest, I have the honour to report as follows on
the progress of the works inder nv charge for the yeair 1880.

Htar>our Improvements, Rre' St. Charles.

A continuation of the harbour improvement work was only resumed on the
15th of Mav of this year, notwithstanding that the contractors' entire plant had been
wintered under the protection of the works in progress, an advantage not available
in 1878.

iNer lthe whole of the temporary protection thrown up had been carried away
by the high tiood tides at the close of the severe winter season then past, doing soma
slight damage at ihe end of the unflnisbed masonrv.

During this tine the permanent works maintained their form Ihroughout, proved
by the fact that the levels recorded last year on the coping then laid, and also on the
thirteenth course at the end of the nasonry showed no appreciable change by
instrumental observation.

The progress made with the masonry was, during this season, more rapid and
satisfactory-the Tidal Htarbour Quay wall having been completed to coping level
by the Ist ot July, for a length of 1,200 feet.

A space having been reserved in the centre of this length for the " Tablet Stone,"
which was duh- laid by Her Royal Ilighness the Princess Louise, in commemoration
of her gracious consent to the embankment and docks being styled " The Princess
Louise Embankment and Docks."

From this date. the 29th of July, the masonry has been completed to coping
level for a length of 1,200 feet on the quay wall of the proposed Wet Dock, and has
been backed up for an average width of 30 feet.

The piling and sinking of the caissons forming the sub-structure of this vall has
been completed, including the concrete fidling of the contract end of this work, not a
siugle obstruction to the driving of the piles having occurred by boulders throughout
the entire length of 2,230 fect.

The dredging of the 10 foot channel of the upper reach or wet dock portion of
the work, and hie 24 foot channel of the tidal basin, preliminary works included inl
this contract, have beei completed for final finishing up; and the dredging of the
tidal basin. as included in the supplenentary particulars of flie second or supplementary
tender included in this contract, in all 250,000 cubie yards, have been excavated less a
balance of 75,000 cubic yards. This, with thc material already carried into the
works, will be sufficient to complete the banking in of the northern cribwork and
quay walls for an average width of 30 feet in each instance,

Supplementing this brief sumnmary of progress with a statement of what is yet
to be done, it will be sufnicient to state that this initial work and contract, will, in all
probability, be brought to a successful conclusion by the end of the present fiscal
year,-that is, June 30thf, 1881.

Profiting by the experience of the winter season of 1879-80, the raking end of
the unfinisbed masonry lias this season been left wholly unencunibered, and exposed
to the full action of the frost and ice. With the known strength of the materi'ls
employed the resuit is looked forward to as a crucial one with the utmost confidence.

It may be well to mention that the adoption of' masonry for the upper portion
of the quay walls, was an alternative method, but an afterthought so far as the
original designs were concerned. These shewed a front or casing of timber with
concrete filling from foundation to coping, the lower crib-work, caissons of the
main work, ending as now at a level of four feet above average low wateri mark
spring tides.

This was obviously the best point for the " afterthought masonry " to commence.
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Low water in the St. Lawrence during the spring of the year at Quebec, from
Sundry causes, freshets, wind and ice, being from two to three feet higher than it is
in July and August, a iasonry superstructure, therefore, at a lower level than that
Selected, could hardly have been attempted without the aid of a coffer-dam, or with-
Out time and cost, the objects primarily in view, being set aside.

Practically in fresh water, with the known fact that timber in such a position
is almost imperishable, an improved appearance of the watt in elevation at dead low
Water, a time at which the work is only exceptionably seen, would have formed the
¾m total of the benefit thus derived.

The final completion and equipment of these works is a consummation in the
interest of the Port of Queboc devoutly to be wished ; one of the necessary useful
resuits, by their inception and progress, being now apparent in the protection already
given to a large number of sailing craft and steamers of various tonnage, which were
Uiable, owing to the sudden setting in of the present wînter season, to obtain shelter
as usual elsewhere.

During the last season protection was offered to only two schooners and some
floating stages. This season more that twelve vessels and steamers, together with the
floating pontoons and depot of the Grand Trunk Railway are safely wintered.

According to contract this section of the works, as originally initiated, was to
bave been completed by the lst ot October, 1882, but the contractors have asked for
eXtension of time, which is now under consideration.

' he work so far executed bas therefore fallen short of the complement expected
by 1,100 feet of the superstructure of the wet dock quy wall, the 425 feet of pitched
'inside slope of the shore junctions at the Gas Works wharf, together with 75,000
Yards of the supplementary dredging in the Tidal Basin, and the complete banking
il' and finishing of the northern cribwork and wet dock quay walf.

If, however, the maximum result anticipated has not been attained, what has
already been donc. leaves no ground for apprehension but that the future returns on
the completed works will be a great public benefit, recompensating all the trouble
and anxiety that has been lavished upon them, and returning in their ultimate value,
as real estate, the cost of construction.

Graving Dock Works, Sf. Joseph de Lévis.

The Graving Dock bas also been subject in its ineasure to retardation as to pro-
greSs, owing to the tides in the spring and early summer not fallitig within some
2 or 3 feet of low water mark ordinary spring tides.

The commencement of the masonry of the entrance works was thus delayed for
a Considerable time, and it was not until Monday, the 17th of June, when His Excel-
lency the Governor G'eneral the Marquis of Lorne graciously laid the first
stone of the Wing Wall, that the water became low enough to bed the masonry
of the superstructure.

Since then, however, at times encountering considerable difficulty from the
force of wind and water in sucli an exposed position in a tide way, the work has slowly
but steadily proceeded.

iBoth the Wing Walls east and west have now been brought to coping level and
the bollards fixed in position.

The retaining wall between the Government property and Mr. James Patton's
Inills on the east has also been brought to copig level and the cofferdam finished
according to plans and specifications.

The excavations of the upper half sections of the dock pit, out of which 30,000
cubie yards bave been removed, is the only other work at present proceeding on the
dock site.

The whole of the stone comprised in the inner masonry of the dock proper has110w been cut, and the greater part deliveied on the site of the works from the
¶uarries of St. Vincent de Paul.
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The work still to be done includes the balance of the excavation, masonry and
concreting of the dock proper, together with the engine-house, pump, wells and
culverts of the builder's contract.

The travelling caisson for closing the dock, with the hauling gear, has arrived
from England, and has been placed under shedding for stonage during the winter
months. This will require to be put together in the finished portions of the dock
floor available for tbits purpose next year at the cost of the Commissioners.

The pumping machinery, the first sections of which, viz.: the auxilliary engine
and drainage pumps are now provisionally complete, has been let by contract to
Messrs. Carrier, Lainé & Co., of Point Lévis, comprising further the main engines,
gearing and main pumps, sluices, &c., the whole of which, subject to test, has to be
completely furnished and fixed in works,

The character of this work is exceptional, it being the first of the kind in the
Dominion of Canada-and the difficulties connected with, and, indeed, inseparable
from it-particularly with the cut-walls and entrance must be met and overcome by
that fearless struggle which must always ensue when the requirements of men are in
conflict with the forces of nature.

G;E.-TLEMEN,-J bug to -teport, for~ the information of the Commission, the fol-
lowing items connec'ted with the Trust for the year 1880.

i'Vavigation.-The ice loft the Bay on the nineteenth day of Febi'uary. Navi-
gation began -on the third day of iMarcli, and elosed on the fourth day of December.
The Bay froze over on the twenty-second day of November, wvas clear of ice on the
sixtlî of'Docember, and frozo again on the eighth of the same month.
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Vessels.--The number of vessels arrived at the Port during the season was two
rthousand two hundrel and twenty-one.

The number of vessels winterinrg here is fifty-four, representing a tonnage of
'about 10,835 tons.

Receipts.-The receipts on harbour tolls amounted to $6,451.37, showing a fall-
img off as compared with Last year of $!,407.99.

The total revenue for the year amounted to $9,482.19.
The total expenditures for the year vas 29,461.96.
There was at the credit of the Trust on the lst of January, in the Bank of

Toronto, $5,487.10, and cash on hand $19.79, which, added to the revenue for the
year $0,482.19, makes a grand total of $14,989.04, and deducting the amount

-expended for all purposes, $9,461.96, leaves a balance to the credit of the Trust of
$5,52.7.08.

Coal.-The amount of coal imported was 85,532 tons, a deficiency as compared
with last year of 40,406 tons.

NOT.-The amount of coal received by rail, as per information received at Custom House, was
hard coal, 59,512; soft coal, 23,189; total, 82,701 tons.

Grain.-There is also a deficiency in the receipt of grain of 151,227 bushels.
Both the above were owing in a great measure to the sudden setting in of winter.
Other Importations.-All other importations show a falling off, more or less, with

the exception of the following, which show an increase:-Merchandise, 734 tons;
lime plaster, &c., 1.006 barrels ; fish, tallow, oil, &c., 269 barrels; fruit, 16,027
baskets; unwrought building stone, 368 tons.

Water.-The highest water registered this year was 19 inches above zero on the
4th day of June, and the lowest was 7 below zero on the 30th of December.

Western Channel.-There was an average depth of water in mid-channel of twelve

The sand bar continues to encroach on the western channel, there being at
present only a width of 220 feet from the Queen's wharf to the buoy in ten feet of
Water.

Cut.-Captain Murray has made a cut, under directions from the Dominion
11 Overnment, through the sand bar through the south of the western chaunel, at a
distance of about 700 fet from the Queen's wharf, for the purpose, I understand, of

-ascertaining whether a depth of water of 16 feet could be attained.

Buoys.-The buoys were taken up ln the Eastern Gap on the 2nd day of Decem-
'ber. Those at the Point and in the Western Çhannel by the 20th day of December.
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Lights.--The old lights on the Queen's wharf have been replaced by six patent
headlight burners and semaphore lenses at a cost of $19E.21, and now give great
satisfaction.

A better light than that at present in use is much needed at the Point, and I
would suggest the advisability of an application being made to the Dominion Gov-
ernment for its improvement.

Li/e-Boat.-The Solicitor for the Trust having reported that the Commissioners
could not legally expend any Trust moneys on life-saving apparatus, the Commis-
sioners have handed over the life-boat to the Corporation of the City of Toronto, in
trust, who have erected a boat-house at the Island, and have agreed to pay for the
maintenance of the same.

Buildings.-Mr. Tully, the Engineer ofthe Trust, having reported to the Commis-
sioners that the storehouses on the Queen's wharf were in a state of decay and totally-
unfit for the storage of grain, it was decided by the Board to advertise the same for
sale by auction, which was clone. The buildings were sold by F. W. Coate & Co.,
and the amount realized by the sale was $331.

The Commissioners have effected a new lease of the Queen's wharf to the Toronto,
Grey & Bruce Railway Company for a further term of twenty years at an advanced
rate of $900 per annum, and have agreed to replace the old storehouse at a cost of
$10,000 to the Trust. The railway company further engage to put machinery in the
storehouse at their own expense, which will make it a most servicable addition to-
the harbour property, and attract a large quaritity of grain from the upper lakes, and
increase the trade of our harbour.

As stated in previous reports, particularly in that for 1875, I would again po int
out the nccessity of calling the attention of the City Council to the increasing
annual expenditure for dredging, which might be avoided if the River Don was
diverted into Ashbridge's Bay, and a "general systen of drainage devised to prevent
the contents of the sewers from being emptied into the Bay."

The late City Engineer recommended the construction of a Trunk Sewer on Front
street, to intercept the drainage from the main sewers through which the sewage
would be discharged into Ashbridge's Bay. As I consider the proposition to be
practicable, I would reconmmend the Board to co-operate with the City Council for its
early construction.

REPORT OF THE IIARBOUR COMMISSIONERS OF NORTH SYDNEY,
N.S., FOR THE CALENDAR YEAR ENDED 31sT DECEMBER, 1879.

NORTH SYDNEY, 12th January, 1880.

SIR,-The Commissioners of North Sydney Harbour beg to submit the accom-
panying attested accounts and reports of their proceedings for the year ending 31st
December, 1879.

They also enclose the Harbour Master's Report.
The Commissioners received their appointment 19th July, 1879; and on assum-

ing charge of the affairs of the harbour, found it very nearly in the condition
described by Mr. Perley, C.E., in the following Report to the Minister of Publie
Works in 1875:-

"REPORT RELATIVE TO THE CONDITION OF TUE NORTiH BAR, SYDNEY IIARBoUR, C.B.

" The Harbour of Sydney, Cape Breton, is described by Admiral Bayfield as one
of the fmest ports in the world, being equally easy of access and egress, and capable
of containing any number of the largest vessels in safety. It is three mites wide at
the outer entrance, but the navigable channel contracts rapidly to the breadth of
one-half mile between the two bars, which are of sand and shingle, and extend from
the shore on either side at five (sca) miles within the light-house at that point.
Inside of these bars the harbour divides into the West and South Arms

" The town of Sydney, three and a-half miles up the South Arm, is the sbire town
of the county. The town of North Sydney is situated within the North-West Bar,
and is principally known as the loading ground of the General Mining Association
in the shipment of coal raised at their mines. The North-West Bar, lying one-fourth
of a mile to the seaward side of the new pier, lately erected by the General Mining
Association, extends 1,100 feet into the harbour, and bas a width of about 1,400 feet;
over this area the depth at low water spring tide varies from six inches to two feet.
This bar-extending as it does so far from the shore, and baving an immense area of
shore ground-breaks the force of the sea from the northward, and forms a shelter
for the wharves and anchorage.

"Nearly all the vessels calling for coal at North Sydney, arrive in ballast, which
is discharged at the ballast ground south of the wbarves. This ground, from the
accumulation of years, now extends 900 feet into the harbour to a depth of 22 feet,
at low water, and shelters the wharves during southerly gales.

" Bayfield's chart of 1849 shows the bar to be dry at low water. It has now, as
before stated, a depth of from six inches to two feet over it at such time, thus proving
a denudation of the surf«ce has taken place, as stated by Messrs. Ruthford and
Morrow.

"Shoaling lias taken place about and around the wharves, and dredging has been
done to restore the original depth.

"I This shoaling may be thus accounted for: Ballastof all kinds is deposited at the
ballast ground, and all the finer material, such as earth, sand, &c., is, by the action of
the sea, washed out, leaving only the coarser material. Again, the bottom al[ over
the West and South Arms is of nud. The wharves lying opposite the junction of
these arms are exposed to the full force of southerly gales, and any soft material,
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whether brought down by the sea or washed out of the ballast ground, would be
checked by the North-West Bar, and deposited at the wharves and anchorage.

" in regard to the proposal that vessels arriving in ballast should, in future, dis-
charge at the bar instead of the present ballast ground, I am of opinion that such
a course would be admirable, and for the following reasons -

"l st. The present ballast ground has been carried out to deep water, and no fur-
ther extension is required for the purposes of shelter.

" 2nd. The present ground is difficult of access, and the damage to the harbour
from the washing out of the softer material would be unchecked.

" 3rd. By discharging ballast on the South-West Bar a breakwater would, in the
course of time, be made, which would render the anchorage and wharf property still
More secure, and would increase the sheltered area, at present rather small.

" Should it be deemed advisable to create a place for discharging ballast on the
North-West Bar, it will be necessary to place a continuous line of close-faced wharf-
ing on its inside edge, in 16 feet of water.

" This wharfing would have to be built by degrees, commencing at the shore end,
and constructing at first about 370 feet to reach deep water, so that vessels of all
classes could disoharge; and to this length extensions could be added when found
necessary.

"I estimate the cost of the 370 feet alluded to placed, as per plan, at $10,000.
"Looking at the construction of a new ballast wharf in the light of a necessity fbr

the protection of private wharves and the accommodation of vessels, it is a question
to what extent the Dominion is interested in its construction, and whether its cost
should not be wholly or in part defrayed by a tonnage due levied on vessels using the
barbour. At present, I believe there are not any dues collected for this purpose; and
it might be advisable to consider this question.

The Commissioners' approve of Mr. Perley's suggestions in the main and intend
locating ballast ground on the North Bar as soon as circumstances will permit,
and also of having another survey to ascertain the best means of preventing further
shoaling of the harbour, but at present a breastwork on the face of the old ballast
ground bas been decided upon to prevent the wash from shoaling the harbour from
that quarter, and to enable vessels to discharge ballast with safety, and avoid the
Unnecessary expenses of discharging at private wharves, which now require little or
no more to fill up their ballast space.

S1a,-I have the honor, by direction of the Harbour Commissioners of Montreal,
to submit herewith for the information of the Honorable the Minister of Marine and
Pisheries, the Annual Report of the Pilotage District of Montreal, for the year ended
the 31st December, 1880.

An examination of apprentice pilots was held by the Commissioners' on the 9th,
10th and 11th ultimo, and at which thirteen candidates presented themselves, but
only the following five were successful, and they have received their licenses as
Branch Pilots, viz.:-Louis Mayrand, George Dufresne, Norbert Arcand, Uldorie
Toupen and Tancrôde Bouillé.

Joseph Barnabé dit Lafrenière, aged 67, in accordance with the 36th Section of
the Act, 36 Vie., cap. 54, was granted a license to pilot for a year.

Pilot Onésime Naud, the elder, aged 76, was s erannuated on 1st January, and
Pilot P. M. Mathieu, aged 61, was, at his own reqXst, superannuated on lst Septern.
ber, on account of failing sight.

These were no deaths amongst the pilots the past year.

The casualties on the river were ail of a minor character with two exceptions.
On the luth June, in the afternoon, the S.S. IlPolynesian," in char-ge of Pilot

.Adolphe Lisé, went aground near Port St. Francis, and was obliged to lighter nearly
b1er entire cargo betore getting off; the vessel -was flot otherwise much damaged. An
inlvestigation was beld, and evidence taken under oath, which went to show that the
Pilot was causing the steamship to be driven at too gret and us.necssary rate of
8Peed. The Pilot wvas sentenced to be suspended from piloting for three months. Hie
then made application to the Supreme Court for a writ of certiorari which was refused.

On the 1lth August the S.S. IlWaldensian," Pilot Pierre Gagnon, grounded at
POinte-aux.Trembles en bas, and was considerably damaged, as was also a portion of
b1er cargo. The agents made no complaintte against the pilot as this portion of the
river is not within the jurisdiction of the trust and is riot properly buoyed, but asked
that an inquii.y be held. As the resuit of this inquiry it appeared the pilot was in
the channel keepirig his regular land marks, and that at the place in question it was
always considered there was plenty of water, but owing te the opening of Cap la
]Roche new channel, vessels -were enabled te load down two feet more than in previeus
Years, and thi8 was probably the cause of the accident. The Commissioners, there-
f'ore, decided that no action should bc taken against the pilot, bu.t ordered soundings

il a-17
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to be taken and placed a buoy to make out a channel suitable for the increased draft
of water of the vessels.

On the 17th November the S.S. "Lombard," in charge of Pilot François Desjordy,
collided with the barques " Farewell" and "Luis Martinez " in tow of tug "Challenger,"
and was driven ashore. She got off on the 20th without damage, having lightened a
portion of ber cargo. No complaint was made against the pilot.

On the 22nd November, about mid-day, the S.S. " Ottawa," Pilot Joseph Chan-
donnet, went aground between the old and new channels at Cap la Roche, the weather
had been very cold and considerable drift ice in the river. In endeavoring to save
ihe vessel a large portion of her cargo was jettisoned but without success, and she is
now likely to become a total wreck. No complaint having yet been made against the
pilot, the Commissioners have ordered an inquiry which will be held on the 7th
instant with a view of ascertaining the cause of the disaster.

And on the same day, a short time afterwards, the ship " Boyne," Pilot Joseph
Toupin, in tow of the tug "Champion No. 1," while endeavoring to pass through the
old channel at Cap la Roche struck on a boulder and was so badly damaged that it
ýwas found necessary to beach her a short distance below Cap Charles, where she now
lies a complete wreck. In this case also no complaint was made, and the inquiry has
been fixed for the same date as the above.

The maintenance of the buoys in the Richelieu River between St."John and
Rouse's Point, and in the Rivière des Prairies, which devolves on the Commissioners,
was duly attended to.

IREPORT OF THE PILOTAGE AUTHORITY OF QUEBEC FOR THE
CALENDAR YEAR, ENDED 31sT DECEMBER, 1880.

QUEBEC, 12th January, 1881.

SIR,-1 have the honour to submit the following Report of the Quebec Harbour
'COInmissioners, as pilotage authority, prepared in accordance with the provisions of-
the 24th section of the Act respecting Pilotage, 36th Victoria, chapter 54.

The operations of the year commnenced on the 17th April, by the departure of
-eight pilots, who were sent by railway to the Bic station to join the Pilot schooner
No.4.

Next day, the schooner No. 5 left with thirty pilots. She was followed on the
21st of the same month by the schooner No. 2. carrying twenty pilots.

The 3rd of May, schooner No. 1 took her departure with thirty-five pilots, and
seven days later she was followed by the schooner No. 3, with thirty pilots.

The service of all the pilot stations has been performed with satrsfa.ction during
the whole season. This year, the railway has been frequently used in order to
supply the different stations that were now and then in need of pilots.

OLD PILOTS.

All the old pilots having attained the age of 65 and over were all summoned,
'1 fuder the authority of the law, to be examined before the opening of the navigation.
Thirty-six came under its action.

Thirty-five were found able to continue to practice and their licenses were
acco.rdingly renewed for one year.

One old pilot, Damien Boulanger, was doclared unable to fulfil his duties on
-account of his bodily infirmities, and was therefore*placed on the pension list.

Three other old pilots, Anselme Marmon, Marcel Coté and Edouard Rousseau,
Ivere also placed on the Pension List during the year.

TRIALs.

Six trials-were held during the season, five of which on complaints lodged by
Ship-masters and the other on two complaints of the Corporation of Pilots against one
Pilot for infringenents of their regulations.

The annex No. 1 shows the particulars as to the nature of the complaint and the
result of the trial in each case.

DEATIS.

Three deaths have occurred, during the year, amongst the pilots on hIe Active
List: Jean Baptiste Tremblay, Charles Poulibt and Damase Babin.

APPRENTICE PILOTS.

After undergoing the usual examination, the following namued five young menhave been indentured as apprentice pilots: Moise Arthur Lachance, Frs. X. Lavoie,
Joseph Talbot, Louis Thivierge and twrenee Larochelle.
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INCREASE OF PILOTAGE RATES.

The Commissioners, acting under the compulsory authority of the law, have, in
March last, on a petition of the pilots, adopted a by-law to increase the rates of
pilotage.

This by-law bas not been recommended to the sanction of His Excellency the
Governor General on the ground that you were of "opinion that efforts should be
imade to reduce the number of pilots to 150, by abstaining fron licensing any neW
pilots until the number bas been reduced, and also by superannuating the old pilots
who had arrived at such an age as would entitle them to expect rest and retirement."

The Commissioners, after consulting with their legal advisers, have established,
that they could not, without amending the law to that effect, reduce the number of
pilots by superannuating the old pilots and abstaining from licensing new ones until
the number bas been brought down to the desired figure.

Referring to the superannuation of old pilots, we nust bear in mind that it
would be a hard thing to superannuate against their will, without offering any other
compensation than an annual pension not exceeding one hundred and thirty dollars,
old pilots still capable of performing their duties. It must be remembered also that
most of them are depending entirely upon their earnings as pilots to support their
families.

The ani;exures respectively iumbered 2, 3, 4 and 5, contain the usual informa-
icn tbat are yearly conveyed to your Department.

REPORT OF TUE MONTREAL HARBOUR POLICE FOR THE FISCAL YEAR
ENDED 30th JUNE, 1880.

SIR,-I have the honor to submit the Annual Report of the Government Harbor
Police of Montreal, for the fiscal year ended 30th June, 1880.

Urged by the continued representations of the mercantile and shipping interest,
and convinced. by personal examination, the Department was induced to make a small
increase in the number of Constables, making the authorised force for the year: one
Chief Constable, three Sergeants and twenty-five men.

The annexed return of prisoners arrested and persons to whom nocturnal protec-
tion was extended shows an increase of forty-six. The arrests numbered 293; and
the refugees, 110.

This, however, does not include a large number of seamen temporarily cared for,
and who were, when in a fit state for duty, placed on board their respective ships, as
requested by their officers.

The number of accidents and fatalities on the wharves is in advance of previous
years, but so has been the amount of business transacted. Twenty-four persons were
drowned and twenty-seven rescued.

On the 29th June, about meridian, the local passenger and traffic steamer
"Bohemian,' of the Richelieu and Ontario Steam Navigation Company, en route to
pass from the canal basin through the first lock at Bridge No. 1 (known as Black's
Bridge), ran against the upper gates of Lock No. 2 with such force as to unship and
otherwise injure them, letting loose the embedded water.

The steamer, after having been whirled about by the torrent, staving in her bows
and badly damaging ber stern, was by strenuous exertion got alongside of the com-
pany's wharf, where she sank.

It was feared at one time-so great was the volume and powerful the flood and
rush of water-that she would have been carried over the lower lock gates, and the
excitement was very great. The steamer "St. Francis " and several other canal
craft were more or less injured, of which a detailed report hae been furnished.

The Superintendent of Lachine Canal, Mr. Conway, was at once on the spot,
and the prompt and energetie measures adopted by him relieved the accumulated
vessels and freight much sooner than the most sanguine anticipated.

The desertions from vessels in the harbour have never been so great, caused
principally by a large advance in wages. Measures were taken to check the evil,
and to a great extent were successful, a large number of " running " seamen having
been captured, punished and restored to their vessels.

The Harbour Commissioners' having completed the line of wharves to the Victor
Hudon Cotton Factory at Hochelaga, a further addition to the force will be necessi-
tated. The large craft employed in the lumber trade are to be berthed at these new
sections. Two hundred and forty vessels, or thereabouts, were moored below Long
Wharf last season, and a large increase is anticipated the coming one.

Since your last inspection, notwithstanding the additional facilities granted by
you for extending the patrol, it was with difficulty a limited protection was afforded
at the lower sections; and in future not only will additional men be required, but a
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small, movable, wooden sub-station will have to be erected on a wharf below the Bon-
secours Market, under such regulations as will be submitted hereafter for youri
approval.

RETURN OF ACCIDENTS AND CASUALTIES ON THE wHIARVES, &C., FOR THE FISCAL YEAB
ENDED 30TIH JUNE, 1880.

Juily lst, 1879.-A man was found floating in the basin; Coroner notified.
July 2nd.-While the steamer "Montarville " was putting into the wharf she

struck her bow, causing a young lad to fall overboard who would have been drowned
but for assistance.

July 2nd,-A seamen of the barque " Sir Henry Havelock " fell overboard whil
painting the ship and was drowned ; Coroner Notified.

July 3rd.-A boy was drowned at the St. Helen's Island while bathing; body
recovered; Coroner notified.

July 7th.-A boy fell into the river opposite the Allan's shed, who would have
been drowned but for the assistance of the constable on duty.

July 12th.-The body of a man, unknown, was found floating in the river oppo-
site Molson's wharf; Coroner notified.

July 13th.-A man jumped off the steamer "Laprairie " into the river and was
drowned.

July 17th.--A boy fiell into the canal at St. Gabriefs locks and was drowned;
Coroner notified.

July 22nd.-A man jumped into the Bonsecours basin, who would have beel
drowned but for the constable on duty who jumped in after him and hauled him out.

July 29th.-A boy, while playing with a lino on board the barge " Vera," lying
in the canal, fell overboard and was drowned; Coroner notified.

July 30th.-A man fell from the revetment wall on the wharf; he was severelY
injured about the head; sent to hospital.

July 31st.-A man working on board a ship had one of his feet badly crushed
by a bar of pig iron falling on it.

July 31st.-A man unloading wood from a barge at the long wharf fell betweel
the barge and the wharf into the river and was rescued by the hands on board.

August 4th.-A boy fell into the canal basin white gathering chips, and would
have been drowned but for assistance.

August 10th.-A horse backed over the romp with a load of iron, breaking the
truck and cutting himself very badly.

August 14th,-A man while unloading goods fell between the vessel and the
wharf and was severely injured ; conveyed to hospital.

August 15th.-A seaman belonging to the steamship "Indies" while in the act of
saving a comrade fron being drowned was drowned himself.

August 19tb.-A boy belonging to the barge " Milwaukee " fell into the cana,
while passing through Çoté St. Paul and was drowned; the body being recovered ;
Coroner notified.
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August 22nd.-The body of a man was seen entangled in one of the paddle-wheels
of the steamer " Cultivateur; " removed to the morgue ; Coroner notified.

August 24th.-A man while removing pig-iron from the wharf a bar fell on his
foot, severely injuring it.

August 26th.-A seamen belonging to the steamship " Brooklyn," on board the
steamship " Thanes," fell from the bow into the river and was drowned; the body
reeovered ; Coroner notified.

August 29th.-Two deck hands belonging to the propeller " Lake Ontario " fell
from the gangway into the canal basin; rescued by hands on board.

August 30th.-A man while in the act of throwing a heaving-line to a ship long
side, to fasten a barge, fell overboard and was drowned.

August 30th.-A hand on board the barge " Emmanuel " in jumping from the
barge to the wharf fell into the river and was drowned.

Sept. Ist.-A boy was drowned while bathing in the canal basin ; the body was
recovered; Cororer notified.

Sept. 9th.-A passenger on board the Quebec steamer fell overboard and was
drowned.

Sept. 10th.-A boy fell off the long wharf into the river and would have been
drowned but for assistance rendered.

Sept. 12th.-A fire was discovered smouldering in a large pile of lumber on the
wharf. . It was speedily put out by the employees of the Harbour Commissioners.

Sept. 15th.-A ràan got badly eut about the head by falling off one of the freiglit
cars on the wharf; sent to hospital.

Sept. 17th.-A man walking along the canal bank fell in and was drowned;
Coroner notified.

Sept. 20th.-Two men assisting to unload one of the Allan steamers, a bar of
railway iron fel upon them injuring them severely.

Sept. 22nd.-A passenger on board the steamer "St. Francis" fell into the canal;
rescued by the constable on duty.

Sept. 26th.-A boy fell into the canal near Black bridge and was rescued from
being drowned.

Sept. 28th.-A man jumped on a scow in the Elgin basin overbalanced hinself
and fel into the river; rescued by the constable on duty.

Oct. 2nd.-A woman fell into the river at the Mlerchants' wharf and was rescued
by the constable on duty with the assistance of others.

Oct. 3rd.-A man while coming off the steamer " Princess " feul into the canal;
rescued by the constable on duty.

Oct. 4th.-A seaman belonging to the steamship " Brooklyn" haI his leg broken
while working at the donkey engine; lie was removed to the hospital.

Oct. 4th.-A man while attempting to get on board the steamer " Valetta " fel
between the vessel and the wharf ; rescued.

Oct. 6th.-A horse and carriage ran away on the Island wharf, breaking the
shafts and badly injuring the driver.

Oct. 10th.-A seaman belonging to the barque " Louis A. Martiney " fell into
the hold of the vessel and was dangerously hurt; conveyed to the hospital.

Oct. 13th.- A band belonging to the barque " Nette " fell into the canal basin;
the constable on duty hearing the cries threw him a rope and saved him from
drowning.

Oct. 16th.-A man of the vessel " L. E. Owens" fell into the canal basin and
was drowned ; Coroner notified.

Oct. 16th.-A man loading pig iron got badly hurt; sent to Hospital.
Oct. 22nd,-A man fell into the river; the constable on duty hearing bis cries

ran to his assistance and rescued him.
Oct. 26th.-A man while walking along the deck of the steamship " Quebec"

fell into the hold and was badly injured ; conveyed to hospital.
Oct. 27th.-A man while unloading wood from a barge at the long wharf fell

Overboard; rescued by the hands on board.
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Nov. 6th,-A ma9n working in the hold of the steamship " Peruvian," while a
bundle of iron was being hoisted was severely injured by the iron falling on him;
sent to the hospital.

Nov. 8th.-A hand on board the tug " Dauntless" was killed by the explosion of
a steam pipe leading from the boiler of the tug; Coroner notified.

Nov. 8th.-A seaman belonging to the steamship " Enmore" had three of his
fingers cut off while at the winch; conveyed to hospital.

Nov. 11th.-A boy fell into the river at the Commissioners' wharf and would
have been drowned but for the assistance of the constable on duty.

Nov. 12th.-A man was found floating in the canal basin opposite the new flour
sheds ; removed to his residence; Coroner notified.

Nov. 16th.-A seaman belonging to the steamship " Brooklyn " got the fingers
of his right hand broken while working the winch on board; sent to hospital.

"Bellona " fell between the vessel and the wharf ; was rescued by the hands.

May 26th.-Two men, while working on board the S.S. "South Tyne," the
sling broke, allowing the iron to làti onthem; one had both legs broken; the other
was badly hurt about the body; both were conveyed to hospital.

May 26th.-A man, while working in the hold of the S.S. "Ontario," a barrel
feUl, cutting hin severely about the head; ent to hospital.

May 29th.-The tug boat "C.W. Jones," with the barge "Mohawk" in tow,
struck against the tug boat " Star," and stove in two of her state rooms.

May 29th.-A man, working on board the steamship "Belze," got one of his legs
severely injured ; sent to hospital.

May 29th.-A man, working in the bold of the steamship " Lake Nepigon," a
bar of iron fell, severcly hurting him; sent to hospital.

May 29th.-A man fell from the revetment wall on the wharf, and was severely
injured ; sont to hospital.

June 2nd.-A boy fell into the canal basin and would have been drowned but for
assistance of the constable on duty.

June 4th.-Vhile the shlip " Glencairn" was being towed into port, collided With
the steamer " Filgate," damaging the upper deck of the " Filgate."

June 4th.-A man was found drowned in the Canal at Black's bridge; Coroner
notified.
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June 6th.-A hand on board the barge " Lion" accidentally fell into the river
and was drowned; the body recovered ; Coroner notified.

June 10th.-A sailor belonging to the steamship " Clanden' fell from the dock
into stoke hold ; was badly injured ; removed to hospital.

June 10th.-A boy fell into the river at the long wharf and was drowned;
Coroner notified.

June 13th.-A man fell from the deck of the steamship "Quebee" into the river;
saved by the hands on board.

June 13th -While the steamer " Margaret" was going through the lock at
Black's bridge, a man attempted to get on board, missed his footing and fell into the
Canal ; rescued by the constable on duty.

June 21st.-A boy fell info the canal basin and would have been drowned but
for the assistance of the constable on duty.

June 22nd -Two men, working on boa:-d the steamship " Canadian," while
carrying railroad iron to the wharf, a bar fell on one of thom breaking his leg, and
crushing the other man's foot ; both sent to the hospital.

June 24th.-A man passing along the wharf fel on a large spike, severely
injuring himself ; sent to bis home.

June 25th.-A man standing on the Jacques Cartier wharf observing the Quebec
boat going out, accidentally fel into the river; rescued by tlhe constable on duty.

June 29th.-The steamer "Bohemian," entering No. 2 Lock of the Lachine
C.ana, at Montreal, ran against the lock gates with great force, break ing the gates to
such an extent that all the water flowed ont of the other basins, doing great damage
to the barges and steamers, and completely smashing her own bow and damaging
the upper dock of the steamer "St. Francis."

June 29th.-A man working on the wharf removing railway iron, a bar fell on
him, causing severe injury.

REPORT OF THE CHEF OF THE QUEBEC RIVER POLICE FOR THE
CALENDAR YEAR ENDED 31sr DECEMBER, 1880.

QUEBEC, 3lst December, 1880.

SIR,-In accordance with your letter of the 17th instant, I hasten to submit for
your consideration my Annual Report as Chief of the Government River Police at
this port.

Appended you will find a statement showing the number of arrests made by our
force, -vith a description of the offences and the nationality of the offenders.

On the 1st of May, the force resumed duty with the following staff, viz: The
Chief, who is also Shipping Master, at a salary of $1,200 per annum for the joint
offices; with Mr. James Cunningham acting as Deputy-Chief and Steersman of steamer
"Dolphin," who receives $2.15 per day; seven Coxswains (one of whom acts as
detective and clerk in the shipping office) at $1.50 per day, and 20 Constables at $1
per day, all of whom were, as usual, sworn in for duty before lis Honor the Judge
of the Sessions.

To the above are to be added two Engineers, at $39 each per month.
The steamer " Wannonish " being found useless, the " Dolphin " only was used

during this season, and in consequence the hours for steamer-service were increased
from ten hours daily-the former time-to sixteen hours. The Engineers were told
off for alternate work of eight hours each, viz., from 5 a.m. to 1 p.m. and from this
latter hour to 9 p.m. Thus a constant and efficient patrol of the river was maintained,
and every two hours after the cessation of steamer service, the river was swept in
row boats. With the above mentioned number of men duty was performed up to
the 14th of same month, on which date ten additional Constables were sworn in, thus
increasing the force to the total number of forty.

An addition or bonus of 25c. per day was paid to each of the men, for the
entire season, on the lst of October.

This favor was granted in recognition of their good conduct, and as a mark of
approval for the efficient services of the force as a body.

For this increase the men are very grateful to the Hon. Minister of Marine and
Fisheries.

As the annual statement will show, this year bas been an unusually busy one,
over three thousand persons having passed through our hands; yet up to the 8th of
October it seemed as if it would be my pleasing duty to report that this scason was
going to be the most peaceable ever experienced at this port.

The fears which bad been entertained at the beginning that the different
organizations of the Ship Laborers' Society would again seriously disagree, were
happily dissipated; an amicable understanding was early arrived at, and all worked
in harmony. But on the said Sth of October, there occurred one of those unfortunate
crimes which so often resuit from intemperance.

A murder was committed on board the ship " Bosphorus ;" the guilty party was
arrested and committed at the Coroner's inquest for trial before the Queen's Bench,
which opened on the 28th of the same month. The verdict rendered in the case was
mianslaughter, and owing to strong extenuating circumstances,-the prisoner having
received great provocation, and all the parties in the affray being more or less under
the influence of liquor when the crime was committed,-he was sentenced to but two
years in the penitentiary.
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In connection with the now celebrated case of the " Atalaya," which has attracted
considerable attention here and in the United States, I was grateful to have had your
sanction of my procedure (the items of which were submitted to you at the time) in
the matter of said vessel's arrest; and it is also pleasing to know that in all that
related to the search of the same, etc., Mr. J. W. Dunscomb, Collector of Customs,
to whom the order regarding the same had been forwarded from headquarters, and
who entrusted me with their execution, found subject for his approval.

A greater number of vessels than for some years past have visited us this season,
and the crimps made extra effort in plying their unworthy calling, using every
possible means practiced in their business, and employing every device taught them
by past experience.

As a consequence desertions became frequent, whereupan the force began a
vigorous campaign, resolved to crush the nefarious trade. In the several crimping-
dens searches were made, and men found hidden between false partitions, floors, presses,
imitation spring palliases, cellars, hay lofts, &c., &c. One month's determined action
of this nature, showed the crimps that the deserters could not be stowed away in the
boarding-houses, and they resorted to the plan of placing the runaways on the Plains
of Abraham, and into the neighboring country, keeping them there until such time as
the several vessels would leave. This was immediately discovered; for miles round we
searched the country, sometimes securing as many as eight deserters in one patrol.
In any case where we could trace either enticers or harborers we commenced legal
proceedings, so that as a result ten actions were taken for harboring, six for enticing,
one for loitering and one for going on board without permission, or in all eighteen
actions, in which sixteen convictions were obtained, the other two cases baving been
dismissed on the ground of insufficient identification.

The effect of this vigorous execution of the law was that the crimps were terri-
fied, and during the latter portion of the season there were but few desertions.

As regards these said convictions a most important point (already reported in
my letter of the 20th ultimo), has arisen. A question of jurisdiction was submitted
to Judge Casauli of the Superior Court, on a test case, in which one of the convicted
parties, James O'Brien, was liberated on a writ of habeas corpus. The pretention
alleged was that section 104 of 36 Vie., chap. 129 (entitled an Act respecting the ship-
ping of Seamen), gave no jurisdiction to the Judge of Sessions out of sessions. This
pretention was maintained-the writ was granted, and, by the liberation of said
O'Brien and all ofthe other parties convicted under the same clause, the convictions
were nullified.

In my report of last year, I urged that the jurisdiction in these cases be extended,
because of the failure of justice, caused by the sickness and death of Judges Doucet
and Holt, respectively; and it now appears to me that urgent steps should be taken
to settle this question, and in a specific manner to declare and define the powers of
the Judge of the Sessions. I furthermore respectfully represent that as it has
already been shown that owing to illness or absence of such judge prisoners have
escaped, it would be advisable to extend his powers to the local magistracy in this
regard ; and it should be remembered that bad the flaw in the Act upon whichJudge
Casault maintained the before stated allegations been discovered in the earlier portion
of the year an incalculable amount of mischief and inconvenience to the shipping
interest would have occurred.

The execution of the law and the proceedings in connection therewith aroused
the fury of the crimps-cries of persecution were raised-some interested parties
expressed a maudlin sympathy with the law-breakers, and some tall talk was indulged
in in reference to the right of searching and arresting. The question of search is a
delicate one, but disinterested and law-abiding persons approved of the police action
in vigorously enforcing the means by which crimping would be crushed. I, there-
fore, submit that the most careful revision of the Act is necessary, and in removing
every possible loop hole through which crimps can escape, the Department will have
the support of every good citizen. Otherwise the police cannot serve as an effeetive
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check on this system, which is, in itself, the cause of untold hardships to poor sailors,
and for which humanity itself calls for the severest methods of repression.

In this suggested revision of the Act, I would also recommend that the mode of
procedure be changed. At present we proceed by information, and, in lieu thereof,
I urge that it should be by warrant of arrest. I would also suggest that the option
of a fine should be given in cases where the penalty at present is laid down for the
first offence, from three to six months' gaol, say from $50 to $100, and in cases where
for second and subsequent offences the penalty is from six to twelve months, say
from $100 to $200. I also believe that such offences might be made bailable, viz.:
that immediately after arrest and pending trial the accused rnay enjoy liberty by
depositing in the office of the Chief of the River Police the amount of the fine which
might be imposed were conviction obtained.

Power might also, and with great advantage, be given the Chief of the River
Police to take in custody or charge any witness, &c., whose testimony is essential to
secure justice. This latter is a practical necessity, for the crinp when be receives
the information, immediately attempts, through hi:nself or bis friend4, to tamper
with witnesses, offering tempting inducements to the same not to appear in court,
which offers, if not accepted, are supplemented by threats of violence, &c , and too-
often are the aims of justice thus defeated. Such arrestel witnesses should be treated
with all the available comforts which the police station could afford; and in cases
where the removal of a witness from a ship would be a source of inconvenience cither
to the master or to the witness, a sentry might be placed on board to prevent any
improper communication with such person. Another clause might be added making
liable to arrest and detention for twenty-four hours, any sailor found in boarding
bouses or loitering on the streets who could not produce his discharge, or a pass
signed by the master or mate, showing that such sailor is not absent without leave.
To meet this case, the Government could issue blank forms, printed and bound, con-
taining say 100 forms, which might be sold to the captains at the rate of one dollar
for every such book-the form to read thus:-

The value of this would be that as captains always report absence without leave
and desertione, we immediately could notify such captains that there were in custody
certain men who had no passes, and thus afford a chance of speedy identification, wbich
if not made within above stated period of detention, viz., twenty-four hours, would
entitle such sailors as were arrested on suspicion to be discharged from further custody.

I also find in the instructions as to the duty and general business of shipping
masters, "section twelve of said Act 36 Victoria, chap. 129, being paragraph seven
of said section, that it shall be the duty of every shipping master before hiing, &c.,
to require such seaman to produce his certificate of discharge from his last ship, &c.
This paragraph should, in my opinion, be modified, and placed in the language of
"instructions to shipping masters, under the Merchants Shipping Act, 1854," viz.:
It is desirable that shipping masters should at this time ask for the production of the
certificate of discharge from the last ship. They cannot insist upon it, but it has
become a general practice and acts as a salutary check on men who have misconducted
themselves. I am particular on this point, because I am credibly informed that the
crimps lawyers have determined to act against me next year, not as chief of police, but
as shipping master, and I desire no loop hole to be left, by which they ean so act.
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Every seaian without such certificate is an object of suspicion, but when asked for
the sane, the reply is " i have lost it."

Behind that assertion I cannet go, and although untrue, as 1 believe, in most
cases, it is doubtless true in others. If the shipping master were to positively refuse
to ship men who have no proof of discliarge ho might be inflicting wrong on those
who are in good faith, while he would also interfere with trade, and cause a large
number of men to remain idle. I desire, in the inter est of the Government and of the
shipping interest, to have a strict Act, but. a reasonable latitude must be allowed to
one holding a position in which there are such conflicting duties and onerous respon-
sibility. But if I thus urge the enactinent and execution of the most stringent means
by which the evils of crimping may be suppressed, I also submit that a measure to
prevent their possible recurrence would be of groater public advantage; and such a
measure of public good would be secured by mnaking Quebec a port of discharge. At
one blow the various violations of the law would be struck down-loitering, enticing,
going on board without permission, harboring, absence without leave, and therefere
desertion would cease-the police force could be considerably reduced, and the ship-
ping office be made a source of revenue. Then, again, a sailor's home could be founded
at a trifling cost (the Government being already possessed of suitable premises) and
an immense stride taken towards improving their condition, morally and pecuniarily;
and furthermore, such an institution would also be a source of revenue. How far such
a stop would improve the condition of things at this port can only be properly
imagined by an eye-witness of the (rimes and sufferings of the land-sharks on the
one hand and their victims on the other.

To the making of Quebec a port of discharge no serious objection can be made by
shipowners, when it is considered that their crews are not allowed to work in the
loading of ships, while wages, maintenance and other items of expenses run on. The
incentives to crime on the part of either boarding-house keepers or sailors would be
removed; and through the agency of a well conducted shipping office, and from a
properly managed sailor's home, master of vessels would be always able to procure
gool seanen. I am of opinion that wages would remain on a par with that engaged
for and paid in England, and did any slight increase occur the difference would be
amply compensated for in that maintenance, idle and vexatious lawsuits, &c., would be
succeeded by independent action purchased -at a small price. I would beg to recall
your attention to the suggestions made in my letter to the Department of 19th
February last, viz., my several recommendations concerning the mode of selecting
the force, over which the Chief is responsible having nocontrol in such selection, the
Chief who is looked to by, at once, the Department and the public, may at times find
hiniself unable to bave police duties performed in a satisfactory manner, owing to
physical or moral incapacity on the part of some of the men. The numerical strength
of the force is already too little to suffer any diminution, owing to the large amount
of duty to be performed. Hence the selection of any incompetent man is an injury
to the public in a double sense, a deprivation of effective power to the force, and a
charge upon the public service without adequate return of service.

I also suggested an improvement in the equipment of the men. This has been
partially made by the Department in supplying them with revolvers, but, to be fully
effective, I believe that a short rifle, such as is used by the ]River Police of Montreal,
should be furnished in lieu of the revolver. Cases of grave emergency have occurred
here and most likely will again, and, therefore, the rifle would serve as a stronger
repressive agent than the revolver.

i, furthermore, recommend the establishment of telephonic communication
between my office and five certain centres in this harbour, such as IIall's Booms,
Sillery, Bridgewater, New Liverpool and Indian Cove, thereby enabling captains
requiring police protection, whose vessels lie at points distant from speedy reach of
the police station, to secure such assistance with the least possible delay. The boonm
owners near such berths vould readily avail themselves of such a convenience ; their
clerks would attend to it during the day, while their watchmen would look after it
during the night; and the cost of its introduction and maintenance would not exceed
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-40.00 per year for each telephone. Circulars could be issued informing captains of
its existence, and its great value would be that the force would in each case know its
precise locality and nature, and thus be enaLled to proceed with whatever measura of
strength that wouild be necessary to maintain order and enforce the law.

Another and most important improvement required is that of a seaworthy and
speedy going steamer, with a power sufficient to at least run fifteen knots an hour.
The service suffers considerably at present from the lack of such improvement, and
in my said letter I gave several instances in which the steamer now in use proved
to be wholly inadequate to perform the requisite duty. The operations during the
present year have further convinced me of the almost indispensable nature of this
improvement.

It bas occurred to me that very important assistance could be rendered in saving
life and property towards the close of navigation, and when the river is filied with
floating ice, were a canoe, such as is used by boatmen in plying at this season between
Quebec, Lévis and other adjacent points, placed at my disposition by the Department.

For such service eight men should be chosen from the force and properly
equipped with long boots, &c., and might be called the Salvage Corps of the River
Police. To prove the utility of such proposed service, I may cite the recent cases of
vrecks, viz.: the S.S. " Ottawa " and the " Boyne," in which, with such a canoe, and
manned by eight of the best men under my conmmand, it would have been in my
power to save thousands of dollars worth of property. In considoring this recom-
mendation I would ask you to remember that ordinary boats are useless at the times
I speak of, and that points desired to be reached cannot be arrived at except in a canoe.

The interests of' humanity impel me to recommend the Department to provide
appliances for the removal of invalids, or of persons suffering from accidents, &c.
Frequently I have observed the greatest agony endured by some unfortunate victim
who bas to be placel on perhaps a plank and thence in a vehicle not at all suitable
for his removal to hospital. For this purpose stretchers might be provided, and an
easy ambulance should also be furnisbed. I am confident that this addition to the
inprovements I suggest, would receive the unqualified approval of the community,
while it would assuredly mitigate suffering, and in many cases prevent death.

That the moral elevation of seamen is no less desirable than praiseworthy cannot
be denied. With a higher standard in this respect many of the crimes and misdoings
which entail punishment and suffering on poor sailors would cease, and an improved
tone be given to the mercantile marine. Hence I would urgently press upon the
clergymen of all religious denominations the importance of attending to this matter.
This port is annually visited by seamen of all nationalities and creeds, and a good
advice or heartfelt exhortation would, no doubt. at times arouse the sensibilities of
those hardy men whose lives are spent in an occupation involving continual peril and
constant danger.

The Rev. Mr. Davis, already uses the police boats as a means to br ing him-
self in contact with the sailors on board, and captains.gladly avail themselves of his
presence, hoping that in reminding their men of the moral and Christian duties they
Owe to their Creator and themselves, he may aiso serve as an instrument to promote
sobriety, peace and, consequently industry and attention amongst the crews. Subject
to permission and approval of the Department, any and all clergymen may use the
services of the force to the end of' furthering moral improvement amongst seamen,
and I respectfully draw the attention of the Roman Catholic and Norwegian clergy-
mTen to this point, which, if followed up, cannot fail to have a most salutary effect.

I have had the honour of already informing you that my efforts to discharge my
duty in a proper manner, received an expression of marked approval from the Consul
Of Sweden and Norway, as also from the captains who visited this port during the
past year. These testimonials as to the efficiency of the force were followed by an
address of confidence from the men under my command ; and I respectfully hope,
that as the mercantile community have, in my humble person, recognized the value
of the force, and as this latter bas amply shown the esprit de corps, which is neces-
hary in order to have an effective police service, the ion. Minister of Marine and
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Fisheries may give this report, and the several suggestions contained therein, his,
approval and sanction.

REPORT OF THE PORT WARDEN FOR THE PORT OF MONTREAL, FOR
TUE CALENDAR YEAR ENDED 3IsT DECEMBER, 1880.

MONTREAL, 31st December, 188),

SIR,-I have the honour to submit this, my Annual Report of the affairs of the
office during the past year, accompanied by statement of receipts and expenditure
during that period.

Navigation opened here this year about the same time as the two preceding
years. The first arrival from sea was the steamship "Prussian," on the second of
May; but up to the tifteenih of May we had only fifteen arrivals, the great bulk of
the spring fleet having been delayed by ice in the Gulf, which was more than usually
large in quantity, as well as more formidable and destructive than it generally is in
the spring of the year; eighteen of the early arrivais were more or less injured by it,
and some of them came into port with their forward compartment fill of water.

The season closed somewhat abruptly by the unexpectedly sudden formation of
ice in the river on the 21st November and sub>equent days. The steaniships
"Peruvian" and "Dominion," the last of our sea-going vessels, hurriedly left port on
the twenty-first day of November; they did not, however, get farther than Sorel,
whero they are detained for the winter, the river being full of ice, making it unsafe
for thein to proceed to sea.

This sudden and unexpected closing of navigation so much earlier than usual
has had most disastrous effects. Amongst other serious losses might be mentionei
the stranding of the ship "Boyne" and steanship "Ottawa,'' which left port on the
twentieth of November, near Cap la Roche, the whole of their valuable cargoes
being almost a total loss. Two grain-laden vessels, viz.: the " Scotia" andI "Cerere,"
which left tbis port on the nineteenth of November, have got no farther than Quebec,
vhere they must remain ali winter. The former of these vessels sustained consider-

able injury by the ice cutting into some of her planks.
The volume of business doue this year in shipping has been largely in excess of

any preceding year, and the amount of work done in this oflice has consequently
increased, so much so that our present permanent staff could not overtake it, and we
were obliged to get temporary assistance to help us through with our out-door work.

In view of the increasing trade of the port, and the much greater extent of the
harbour, now extending from the Windmill Point to the Hudon Cotton Factory at
Hochelaga, it might be desirable to increase the permanent statf so as to meet
promptly the increasing demand for our services.

There were four hundred and fifty-two (452) ships, viz.: two hundred and sixty-
.even (267) steam, and one hundred and eighty-five (185) sail, entered on the books
of this office this season, with an aggregate tonnage of five hundred and thirty-five
thousand one hundred and three (535,103) tons, which gives the average tonnage of
eaci ship, eleven hundred and eighty-four (1,184) tons, showing an excess over last
year of sixty-eight ships, with a tonnage of ninety thousand five hundred and
twenty-nine (90,529) tons. One noticeable feature in this connection is the fact that.
the increase in steamships is gradually, year by year, becoming greater than lie
increase in sailing ships.

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Ever since the present law came into force, in the year eighteen hundred and
seventy-three (1873), making it compulsory for every grain-loading vessel to load
under our rules, we have had no missing ships or ships lost from overloading or
shifting of cargo, from this port. I am happy to say this year is no exception, none
having been lost from these causes. Some very heavy gales of wind swept over the
Atlantic in the autumn and early winter months; some ships suffered very severely,
and many more sustained more or less damage, but so far as I can learn there are
none of them missing.

The shipmnents of grain were very large all the first and latter part of the scason,
but there was a luill or slack tine for several weeks in August and September, when
they fell off very much, still there was, on the whole, a large busines-< doue, far in
excess of any previous year, the total shipments being twenty million four hundred
and nincteen thousand eight hundred and eighty-five (20,419,885) bushels, which is
three million two hundred and sixteen thousand three hundred and ninety-one
(3,216,391) bushels more than last year. On the opening of navigation I received
instructions from the President of the Board of Trade to charge no export fees on
grain, so our receipts have derived no benefit from them.

The export of cattle has also very much increased, and is larger than in any
previous year. Some of the objectionable features connected with this business-
which I had occasion to refer to in my two last annual reports-still exist, viz.:
ships leaving port with their upper decks too much lumbered up with cattle stalls,
and some having even sheds for sheep erected above them, besides the practice of
carrying a large quantity of cattle feed on top of the sheds is a very dangerous one,
and exposes the ship to great risk of fire. A consequence of the above has been that
during the very tempestuous weather that was experienced on the Atlantic during
the month of November, heavy losses were sustained by shippers of both cattle and
sheep, from their being washed overboard, or drowned in the large quantities of
water by which the decks were frequently deluged.

The shipments of butter, cheese, apples, phosphates, and deals were also in
excess of previous years, the increase in the amount of export focs collected on these
and some other articles go in great measure to make up for the loss of revenue on
grain.

In the month of June this year the Government at Ottawa requested the Council
of the Board of Trade to send one of their port officials to London to give evidence
before a Committeo of the British House of Commons respecting the loading of
vessels at Montreal. The Council deeming it important that the official head of the
office should remain at headquarters sent Mr. Shaw the Deputy Port Warden on
that service. Mr. Shaw received at the same time verbal instructions from the
President of the Board of Trade to visit some of the principal grain receiving ports
in Great Britain to sec how grain from otlier countries than Canada was carried,
with a view to get information that would be useful to the office.

Mr. Shaw's evidence before the Committee helped to prove among other things
that our present system of loading grain partly in bulk and partly in bags is better
than loading all in bags. -During Mr. Shaw's absence in England, Mr. Hugh Barclay,
a gentleman well qualified for the position, was appointed a Deputy Port Warden to
assist me in carrying on my work.

The business of discharging and loading ships in this harbour by stevedores still
continues in a very unsatisfactory state, and will 'so continue so long as the law
allows unlicensed and unskilled persons to exercise that calling. In my last three
annual reports I have called the attention of the Board to this matter, and suggested
a remedy, viz., to expunge clause 8 of 28 Vie. chap. 14, entitled an " Act to regulate
the business of Stevedores and Liners in the harbour of Montreal," but hitherto no
action has been taken.

The books and accounts of the office for the year ending this day have been
examined by Mr. Simpson, the Auditor appointed by the Council of the Board of
Trade to audit them, and have been found correct.

SIR,-I beg to notify you that your vessel the " Souvenir," now in this harbour, is
unseaworthy from over-loading, and request that you will have her put in a fit state
to proceed to sea, by removing deck load or otherwise; also that you are not to leave
this port until the required conditions are fulfilled.

The increasing trade with cattle from this port has been most satisfactory with
that care exercised before shipment, also the care exercised after having been placed,
on board.

REPORT OF THE PORT WARDEN OF THE PORT OF HALIFAX, FOR
THE CALENDAR YEAR ENDED 31sT DECEMBER, 1880.

HALIFAX, N.S., 31st December, 1880.

SIR,-I have the honour to submit my Report of the affairs of this office, accom-
panied by a statement of the fees collected and ihe expenditure incurred, and by a
list cf the damaged vessels upon which surveys have been held during the year now
ended.

The brigantine " America," referred to in my Report of last year, after having
been repaired, reloaded her cargo and sailed for ber destination. She encountered
boisterous weather during the pa-sage, and put into a port on the west coast of
Ireland, where ber cargo of pease was sold by order of the surveyors. The barque
" Ada Barton," also referred to in the said report, was towed to St. John, N.B., to be
repaired.

The brigantine " Kate McDougall," on a voyage from Nassau to Liver-
pool, N.S., in ballast, was stranded at the entrance of this harbour. She was taken
off and placed upon the marine railvay, where a survey was held upon lier and
the necessary repairs recommended to be made, accompanied by an estimate of
the cost. The repairs recommended to be made were not completed. She loaded a
cargo of lumber at this port, and sailed for the West Indies; no certificate of sea-
worthiness having been given b.y me previous to ber sailing. Upon the passage she
encountered boisterous weather and was-subsequently abandoned water-logged.

The brigantine " M. P. Harrington " arrived at this port in distress, on a voyage
from N ew York, bound to Monte Video, with a cargo of seed wheat in bag A survey
was held upon the cargo, which was found to be so badly damaged by water and
sweat, the ground tier being completely rotten, that it would all have required to be
kiln-dried, at a heavy expense, previous to re-shipment. The shippers in New York
and " Lloyds," in London, where the cargo was insured, were notified of its con-
dition, and'instructions were received by Lloyd's agent here to dispose of it to the best
advantage. It was subsequently sold by tender.

The barque " Bella Mudge " is now in port undergoing repairs. No repairs
have, as yet, been made to the brig " Ann."

All the vessels that arrived at this port in a damaged condition, to which certifi-
etes of seaworthiness were given by me, were satisfactorily repaired, and those of
them destined with their cargoes to other ports (with the exception of the " M. P.
larrington ") reloaded their cargoes, and have all arrived safely at their destination,

with the exception of the, brigantine " America " above alluded to.
The barque " Chili " is now being prepared to load a cargo of grain, at Rich-

mond, for a European port. Although the facilities for loading grain cargoes are
inot all that could be desired. I think that with the arrangements made, the vessel
will receive reasonable despatch. With the deep-water terminus of the Intercolonial
Railway at Richmond, and facilities for handling grain cargoes with dispatch, I
venture to hope that a portion of the products of the west will increasingly find an
outlet by this harbour to European and other ports during the season the navigation
of the St. Lawrence is closed.

CHARLOTTETOWN, 20th December 1880.

SIR,-I have the honour herewith to transmit my Report from date of appoint-
ment, 15th May, to 20th December, 1880.

I regret to say that we have had an vnusual early close of navigation, which
prevented more produce being sbipped from the Island this season.

I feel convinced that the new method of placing dunnage and shifting-boards
will greatly add to the safety of ships and cargoes in the future.

There are two ports still open at which vessels are loading, viz., Souris and
Georgetown. I will have to report hereafter.

I may here remark that while I consider vessels clearing from this Province fit
to carry their cargoes to its destination, yet some are deficient in many respects, not
being supplied with a sufficient number of boats.

I would most respectfully suggest that the Port Wârden should have power to
compel masters of ships of 200 tons and upwards to have two good boats, well
equipped, and two or more life-buoys, and to submit to an examination of compasses,
log-lines, hand and deep-sea leads, side-lights, anchor-lights, fog-horn, &c.

The above suggestions I respectfully submit as they tend materially to the safety
of ships.

ANNUAL REPORT OF THE FISHERY OFFICER IN CHARGE OF THE
FISIIEIIS PROTECTION SERVICE IN THE GULF AND LOWER
ST. LAWRENCE, DURING THE SEASON OF LSO.

GASPÉ, 31st Decemibcr, 1880.
To the lion. J. C. POPE,

Minister of Marine and Fisheries.

SIR),-I have the honor to enclose you herewith my Report of the state and value
of the fisheries in my division for the season just closed. As I have not yet been able
to visit the greater part of the division, I shall confine the report to a comparative
statement of the catch and value of the fisheries as compared with 1879. I must
again repeat my remarks of last year with regard to the need of a vessel for the pro-
tection of the fisheries; this service has been kept up since 1855, and has always been
found useful and necessary. An annually increasing number of schooners visit the
fishing grounds of the lower part of the Labrador coast, for the prosecution of the
Cod fishery; it is almost entirely an in-shore fishery, and as things are at present it
is entirely impossible for the local officers to protect the rights of the shore fisher-
nen. I do trust that this coming season I may be placed in the same position as my
predecessors, that I may be enabled to visit regularly ail my division, and assist the
local oflicers in maintaining order and enforcing the various provisions of the Fish-
eries Act.

The fisheries show a sligbt falling off when compared with 1879. The fisheries
Of the South Shore, Magdalen Islands and Anticosti have all fallen away materially,
flotably the (od and salmon, and the seal fishery at the Magdalen Islands. The fish-
eries of the North Shore show a considerable increase, especially the cod and seal.

I herewith present a comparative table of catch and value for 1879 and 1880:-

SOUTH SHORE.

Cod Fishery.

This fishery began late and was comparatively a failute, the decrcase this season
being 33,842 cwt. when compared with the catch of 1879. It was even less than in
1878, wbich was considered a very poor year.

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This great decrease in the South Shore cod fishery has had a disheartening
effect on the fishermen of Gaspé and Bonaventure, many of whom have moved west
this Fall-some Io settle permanently there as farmers or laborers, others to spend
the winter in the lumbering camps of Michigan, U.S., and the Upper Ottawa,
and to return again to the fishing in the spring. The re-opening of the lumber
camps at Pabos, by the Messrs. King Bros., has given employment to most of the
men in that immediate neighborhood. The camps at Magdalen River, opened by
Messrs. Ross & Ritchie, will also give employment to many men on the river coasts.

The price given on the coast for cod was low, but the merchants were not
warranted in giving more, in view of the low price of dry cod in all the foreign
markets. There is a tendency among the larger tiris to restrict the advanîce and
curtail the expenditure at all the large fishing stations.

Lobsters.

There bas been an increase in the quantity of lobsters canned ini the County of
Bonaventure, and a falling off in Gaspé, though on the whole the increase is con-
si(lerable. The slight extension of the open season for lobsters was not very generally
taken advantage of.

The lobster can ning establishnent of iho Canada Packing Company was removed
from Seal Cove, in Gaspé Bay, to Cape Despair. Ail the lobsters canued were taken
betvee:i Percé and Port Daniel, the lobster fishory boing entirely abandoned in the
uppeier part of the Bay Chaleur.

Salmon.

This fishery has proved a most disastrous failure on the South Shore, as well as
on the North Shore and Anticosti. I do not thiîk that we should attribute this
suddeni falling oW to over-fishinig during the last twenty-tive years. I am told by old
fishermen that the salmon have missed in this same way more than once. I think it
was due to the ice which remained across the entratnce to the gulf till the end of
Mav. As I wvrole fully to your Departmient on this subject in August last, I shall

not repeat here what I sal then. The fiailure has been the cause of some distress
among the sahuon fishernen, manîy of whom had foolishly taken advances on accotIt
of their salmon tishery; the fishery failing, they were left without the means of
meeting the advance. 1 hope this may ho a warning to those fishermen in future,
to bu more careful how they accept advances whici, in some cases, are forced upofl
them by traders who are too eager to secure their tish. This systen of advance may
have worked vel in the palmy days of the cod-fishery; but all our large firms a0e
now seeking to abolish or restrain it, and it is a pity that it should be introdnced ilntO
the t rade in fresh fish. I thinik ail those nost interested in the gulf fisheries are now
agreed, that the sooncr the system of advance is abolished, and the business arrang-
iments between lishermen and nierchants managed on a purely cash basis, the better
it will be for ail parties.

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Owing to the smallness of the catch, and the fact that the price offered for fresh
salmon in the United States was considered good, no salmon was sent to England ttis
year.

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down as much fresh fish as could be saved and distributed among the inhabitants.
Some of the people told me that the only fresh salmon they had tasted for years was
what was given them by Mr. Ellice. The secret of Mr. Dawson's wratb, and that
which has led him to write what is unfair and untrue seems to be the fact that Mir.
Ellice is an Englishman-" A titled Buglish flunky," as he says. I can, however,
positively deny the statement made by MIr. Dawson that salmon were taken in 1879
in the Grand Cascapedia River and allowed to rot and go to waste.

Jlerring.

There has been a slight increase in the number of barrels of herring, but it is
noticeable that the herring are getting scarce in the upper parts of the Bay Chaleur.
At one time quite a large herring fishery was carried on in Carleton Bay, and even
further up, but now few herrings aie taken above Bonaventure.

Mackerel.

Mackerel was more abundant and of better quality; but this fishing is not prose-
cuted to any great extent. A few people about (aspé Bay and Port Daniel fish for
mackerel from boats and flats with jiggers, but too much attention is devoted to the
cod fishery, to the utter neglect of the mackerel. There is no doubt that some few
years ago the mackerel was so much disturbed by the host of American mackerel
schooners, with their destructive purse seines, that this fish was driven off the coast.
During the last three years we have seen fewer American vessels, and now the
mackerel are frequenting their old haunts in greater numbers. This season they were
seen schooling in great quantities all the way from Cape Chatte to Maguasha Head.

This tislery has been one of' unusual abundance. The season was far advanced
before the tishing began, but there seemed to be no limit to the quantity of fish. The
various fishing establishments were taxod to the utmost to handle the fish, and il
some cases there was a scareity of sait for curing purposes. Had we bad telegrapic
communication with the North Shore, as 1 trust we will have before very long, manY
of our South Shore Iishernen would have abandoned the fishing on the South Shore,
and taken themsclves and appliances across to the North Shore where the fishing Was
so good. The North Shore cod fishery has been improving for several seasons, and all
the firms are strengthening their establishments on that coast,-it is to be hoped that
tlie cod will continue to strike along the north coast, as a largo number of nen and
boats will be ergauged fo- this fislery during the winter. The num ber of outside
vessels, mostly seiners from Newfoundland, the Maritime Provinces and the United
States, lias considerably increased this season. There must have been at least 500
schooners codfishing oitf St. Augustine and Bonne Esperance Divisions. They fish,

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The foregoing statistics are, I think, as accurate as possible, with the exception
of the quantity of fish used for bait and manure, and domestic consumption; for thesoitems, 1 believe, the estimates given are too low. The quantities of cod, salmon,Seals, and lobsters, which are the principal items, we are in all cases able to give with
tolerable accuracy, and I consider that the statistics given can be relied on. In the
lists of fish cargoes outwards from the ports of New Carlisle, Percé and Gaspé, Ido not include any cargoes of fish cleared for Dominion ports, but only those cleared
for foreign markets. Several cargoes are sent annually to Halifax.

I arm glad to be able to say that the cables laid during the fall to Anticosti and
the Magdalen Islands are working well. The Anticosti cable had hardly been laid
before its value to the shipping was very clearly proved in the cases of steamship
'<Otter," disabled off the West Point, the barque "Pimlico," wrecked near Ellis Bay,
as Well as a number of Gaspé fishing and trading schooners that were driven ashore
in English Bay. The Gulf telegraph system will, however, not be complete without

aving a powerful tug stationed at Gaspé so as to be able to render help at once to
Wrecked or disabled vessels. When this is done, and a floating dock or marine slip
has been constructed at Gaspé, I think the Government will have contributedl ail
'tcould reasonably be expected to towards facilitating and making safe the navigation
Of this port of the St. Lawrence.

OVERstER MCDONALI) reports that, owing to protection, lake trout is increasing
in Lake Megantic. The dry weather produced the same effect on fish in his division
as in Overseer Willis'. The water kept very low, and this spoiled the sport of
anglers.

REPORT OF W. 11. ROGERS, EsQ,, INSPECTOR OF FISIHERIES FOR THLEI
PROVINCE OF NOVA SCOTIA, FOR THE YEAR, 1880.

AMHiERST, 31st December, 1880.

SIR,-I have the honor to submit my Annual Report on the Fisheries of Nova
Scotia, for the year now ending, together with the statistics, which show an increase
in the value of fish taken of $538,125 over the previous year. The prices at which
this aggregate is made up is, in most cases, somewhat above that obtained by the
fishermen; but as the prices of fish fluctuate more or less year by year, and, as there
is considerable difference in prices ruling in different parts of the Province, it is difti
cult to obtain a correct rate, I have, therefore, adopted a uniform price for each iteflr
and continue it, because this will the more readily indicate the increase or decrease Of
the quantity of fish taken year by year throughout the Province.

Although $6291,061 may seem to be a large amount as an annual yield for this
Province, I am well satisfied that we have, for various reasons, never yet been ablr
to obtain within from a-half to three-quarters of a million of dollars of the true value
of fish taken in Nova Scotia. I am, of course, making my estimate upon the basis
of prices given in the returns each year. The accompanying table giving the value
of fish caught in each County during twelve years, since 1867; also. the aggregate Of
the entire Province, during the same period, proves pretty clearly that our fish farti
is losing nothing of its productiveness, but is rather improving, despite the manY
slovenly and destructive practices pursued by fishermen. These evils, so often refer-
red to in our annual reports, are being considerably reduced under the laws and
management of your Department, and many of the fishermen themselves are begiil
ning to realize the value and importance of wise and wholesome laws for increasin&l
the productiveness of this great industry.

There is no better moral educator than wise laws, even when not rigidly enforced-
The very knowledge of their existence, with a staff of officers to enforce ther1o,
bas not only an educating and moralizing effect, but secures a continued increasing
respect for and obedience to their provisions, which is rarely taken into account bY
the general public. That this is true of the fishery laws in this Province is quite
noticeable to those more immediately interested, whether they are all willing to
believe it or not.

Up to the year 1867, the management of our fisheries wos in the hands of the
General Sessions of each County. Wardens were annually appointed to look after the]"
and to enforce the laws, but were paid nothing for their services, hence nothing wha t

ever was donc ; poachers plied their calling without let or hinderance; mill-dams8
were unprovided with fish-ways ; there was not a single paqs in any of the hundreds
of mill-dams, which effectually impede the ascent of all kinds of fish; mill refuse of
every kind was thrown into the streams, and there were none to object or find faul t '
as there were tben no salaried officers to warm into being the numerous disinterested
patriots who have been besieging and flooding your office with all kinds of inform
tion regarding the wanton destruction of the fisheries, and the criminal neglectof
the officers paid for looking after them. At the same time, the patriotic industrY o
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hese self-sacrificing gentlemen may have led to more vigilance in certain places.
The undersigned cannot say that he was either disturbed or enlightened by their
lucubrations. That great and many improvements, however, have been thus far made in
respect to former abuses and neglects, no intelligent man who desires to speak the
truth can deny ; nor am I disposed to say that there is not still room for much improve-
ment in the future. On the contrary, I believe, with proper management, based
Uon an intelligent, practical knowledge of the necessities and capobilities of the
fsheries of this Provnce, their productiveness may, in a very few years, be more
than doubled in value. That one of Nova Scotia's richest, if not the very richest,natural endowments is ber inexhaustible fisheries, no person can question, but, like
her other invaluable wealth producing resources, her own sons seerm to be the slowest
and last to either fully appreciate or take proper advantage of.

An improvement in curing, packing and properly preparing fish for the various
'narkets Of the world is very much needed. In this art our fishermen are much
behind most other countries. More care in this direction would naturally improve
their. market value, as well as secure a more ready sale.

An idea has been pretty generally held that the larger portion of our fish are
*caught at long distances from our shores, and that our returns do not furnish a fair
criterion by which to judge of the value of our shre and coast fisheries ; but a glance
ut the number of men employed in vessels and boats. the former being but 6,478men, wh ile the latter employed 22,789 last year, will settle that matter. The shore
dshing is mostly but not entirely conducted with boats, which are employed mostly
during the whole spring, summer and autumn seasons, while the schooners are much
tf their time on their way to and from their fishing grounds, and often employ a por-
tion of their time in the coasting trade, consequently do not really catch as many

sh per man as those employed in boats. A portion of the vessels are really engaged
111 the coast or shore fisheries of our own Province. I should think that from 85 to
90 per cent of our lish are taken within the three-mile-limit.

DIPED1MENTS TO THE INCREASE OF THE FISIIERIES.

Under this head may be grouped a great variety of preventable practices and
structions to the increase of the fisheries in this Province as well as those,Which at present appear to be almost or quite impossible of removal. In discussingOr Pointing out the latter class of evils, I may refer to the universally acknowledged

fact that, as the country becomes settled apd the wilderness cleared from the water$heds, towns and villages multiplied, the size of the rivers is not only largely curtailed
in consequence of the increased evaporation, but they are subject to heavier and more
baPid fluctuations in the height of the freshets, and, worse than all, the water necessarily
becomXies more and more impure and obnoxious to the fish as civilization advances and
mfanufacturiIg and other enterprises multiply.

Many of the smaller streams which formerly, when shaded with bushes and
overhanging trees, were the homes of myriads of valuable fish, are now entirely dried
np, and instead of producing fish, their beds are cultivated, producing hay and other

rops to the agriculturist. Hlappily this class of unavoidable evils is being largely
.set by the discoveries of modern science and art, which will be referred to when
'1susing preventable impediments further on. In the class of unpreventable evils,
thilnk we may include the habit of throwing fish offal into the water on the fishing

grounds at least outside of the three mile limit, which all admit is very destructive to
the fisheries in the localities where practiced. Within the three miles it is possibleto Cl1rtah 1 the practice, but it would be attended with large expense. What is true of
,, praetice is equally true of trawl fishing, and the effectual prevention of both

lad I might include the use of " purse seines" in mackerel fishing), would be of the
greast Possible advantage to the fisheries. I am not quite sure, however, but that
trat and purse seines fishing could be effectually prohibited by an international
ireaty, with proper laws for the enforcement of its conditions, enacted and enforced

eah country interested. The injurious effects of necessary appliances for and
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modes of taking one kind of fish, upon other branches of this industry, is another
class of evils which seems almost impossible to remedy, without injury or interfer-
enee with either. The effect of the mode and appliance used for taking and packing
lobsters, upon the herring, salmon, mackerel and other fisheries, is a case in point,
and is referred to from time to time in the reports of the local Overseers. Seining
for mackerel and salmon net fishing, which in many localities it is necessary to con-
duct on the same grounds and at the same time, are irreconcilably antagonistic the
one to the other, in some localities causing considerable difficulties and' contentionlS
between the differen t fishermen interested. This, however, is not so serious a matter
as the others alluded to, because the salmon fishing is generally pretty well advanced
in these localities before the mackerel make their appearance, and the latter being
the most valuable and important, the former have to yield the ground by removing
their nets.

The practice of leaving herring and mackerel nets set during the day time is'
also a very serious evil, and one which, in most case,, is difficult to remedy. Upol
this I have prepared a special report, having during last spring sent a circular to the
different Overseers asking their views as to the desirability of enacting a law to pro-
hibit the practice throughout the Province. My report and the views of the Over-
seers will convey to you my views as to what is best to be doue to remedy as far as
possible this practice.

PREVENTABLE IMPEDIMENTS.

Under this head there is a field for a wide range of discussion, because the evil&
existing are numerous and many of them very destructive, while there is no good
reason why the majority of them should exist at all.

The most destructive and inexcusable of them all is poaching, which is conducted
by the most enterprising, recklessly daring and ignorant part of the population. Tbis
business is, however, on the deuline, as it is becoming unprofitable, hazardous and
exceedingly unpopular, under the influence of the rebukes it receives from time to
time.

The wanton destruction of young fish by careless and slovenly modes of fishing

practiced in some branches of the fisheries, is another serious evil which should nOt
be continued, because comparatively easy of remedy. If the fishermen interested
fullv realized its destructive resuits, they would very soon find means to avoid it in
most cases. I am happy to be able to say, however, that much interest is now being
felt in the matter, and this evil is being also remediod, and will, I hope, soon disappe3
altogether. It is difficuIt to frame or enforce laws to prevent the practice in most
cases.

Another very injurious practice, but not so gencrally indulged in as formerly,
is the habit of throwing fish heads and other garbage into the harbors and baYs.
There is no necessity whatever for doing this, because in most cases it can be pUl
upon the land as a fertilizer. The law prohibits this practice, and is enforced tO
some extent, so that this evil is also gradually giving way, and ere long will b£, D'
doubt, entirely discontinued.

Mill rubbish, with the exception of saw-dust, which is of little consequence as
relates to the fisheries, is kept out of the streans generally in this Province.

Nova Scotia lias a coast line of between twelve and thirteen miles, indented its
entire length with harbors and bays, into which innumerable streams and outlets Of
lakes empty. The larger of these are pretty generally obstructed by mill darnI
which are mostly supplied with wooden tish ladders of the old pattern, which at best
only provide a partial or limited means for the passage of fisb. Also, such rivers a
the Grand, in Richmond County, the Avon, in Hants County, the Sissaboo a!d
Montagon, in Digby County, are obstructed near their mouths with impassable
natural falls, varying from flifteen to thirty feet in height ; but with a moderato
outlay of money could, with my new fishway, be rendered quite as easy of ascent a
any other portion of the river. Many of the smaller streams visited annually b.
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alewives, smelts, sea-trout, eels, &c., are obstructed at their mouths by stones and
gravel beaches often thrown up by the action of the sea, which could also be much
imlproved by a moderate expenditure. Then there are many place5 on branches of
the larger rivers and head waters of the smallor streams very seriously obstructed by
the accumulation of dead trees and other rubbish, the removal of which is very desir-
able, and would tend much to improve and increase our annual fish crop. The
remnoval of the preventable evils above alluded to would tend much to offset those
Which are not so easily overcome. I am quite sure that if the Legislature fully
realized the importance and value to the country which the expenditure of a few
thousand dollars each year for the purposes above mentioned would prove, the
Inecessary funds would be provided forthwith. I feel quite safe in predicting that,
as a result of so thoroughly opening the dams on the Liverpool River last year, by
lie construction of the new fishways, there will be a crop exceeding by many
thousands of dollars annually that produced for forty years previous, and thus yield
to the people of the county more than ten times the cost of the improvement each
Year. This is designed by the God of nature to be a fish country, and nothing
but inexcusable negligence on the part of the people and Government can prevent it
from producing an inexhaustible supply of the ocean's natural wealth year by
Year. I propose in future to devote a portion of my time in talking to the people inthe Way of public addresses in relation to the matters referred to in this report, withthe view of interesting and securing the co-operation and intelligent influence of the
People in general and the fishermen in particular. This will go far towards
strengthening the bands of the officers of your Department in enforcing the laws and
'1 putting down existing abuses in every possible way.
b There are stili other abuses which might be referred to, but I fear my report will

considered sufficiently lengthy on this phase of the subject, and will now proceed
ho the consideration of other points of importance.

SALMON.

The decline in the quantity taken of these fish, as shown by our returns froin
Year to year, is mainly the result of over fishing during the past ten or twelve years,
Which bas beeri stimulated by the rapid modes of transporting fresh fish to distant
markets, and a consequent increase in price. The results are that where there was
one salmon net set twelve or fifteen years ago, there are probably fifteen to twenty
flOw. Almost every man that can obtain twine and a place on the coast to set his
'et has one. This cannot be wondered at when it is known tbat during the salmon
fishing season, on much of the western coast uf the Province, an average sized salmon
Will purchase a barrel of flour for the poor fisherman, and will sell for the cash assOon as landed. In proof of this, I may state here that a poor family living on the
Medway River in the month of March last, being in a state of want and almost
suffering for food, set their net in the river near by their bouse and in the morning
bad four fine salmon, which were sold at once for $32, sufficient funds to buy fivebarrels of flour. Under such circumstances as this it is almost impossible to curtail
lie extent of the fishing, but we must address ourselves to the work of removing,
afar as possible, ail obstructions to the ascent of these fish to their spawning'
grounds, and aid nature as far as possible by increasing artificial hatching establish-1 Ints such as that at Bedford. Tbere bas, however, been an uncommonly small crop of
8almon this year in ail parts of North America, the causes for which must be of a
general nature and not local. It will be noticed, by referring to our returns from
Year to year, that by far the largest decrease in salmon is in those salted in barrels,

ch are ail taken in the eastern counties, in Cape Breton and on the Labrador
coast, wherc the rivers are neither obstructed by mill dams or afflicted witli sawdust
or Pnochers to any extent.
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ALEWIVES.

As you are already aware, thesc fish have, from unknown cause, yielded during
the past few years but a very small return, the whole Province producing in the
years:

1877, but 5,433 bbls.
1878, 5,738
1879, 9,489
1880, 16,148

In consequence of the rapid falling off from the years 1874 and 1875, when We
caught from 13,000 to 14,000 bbls., much complaint was raised against mill dams, fis,'
ladders, sawdust, and fishery officers, and all sorts of local causes were assigned as e
reason. The utter rain of this valuable and important branch of our fisheries was
confidently predicted by men who fancied they knew all about the matter. The
undersigned, however, contended that these, like other fish, were subject to general
movements for which no certain reason could be assigned and that their return might
be confidently looked for at an early date and in great abundance. Accordingly here
they are in greater abundance than at any time during the past fifteen years or so-
Next year I confidently look for a yield of over 20,000 barrels. This improvemell
I claim to be the result of fishways and protective laws during the past twelve or
thirteen years. For the same reasons, there is little doubt but that the salnOI
fisheries will also begin rapidly to show a like increase.

The importance of these fish has often been pointed out in former reports and
cannot be too strongly urged. No branch of our fisheries is so susceptible of exten-
sive expansion. Our inland waters, lakes, brooks and rivers, are both numeroS
and extensive into which these fish press their way during their spawning seasoui
-with wonderful perseverance, and it is surprising to see them pushing their way Ua
through little brooks where there appears to be scarcely enough water for any kiJld
of fish. They usually spawn in lakes and still waters, their instincts seeming to lead
them to brooks and streams which lead to them ; hence it is very important that their
outlets should be kept as free as possible from all kinds of obstructions.

Besides being valuable as a bait for line fishermen, they attract cod and other fish
near the shores in spring, and theh. young fill the harbors and bays in fall months5
when descending the streams, when maekerel rush in from the coasts to feed upoeI
them.

As a market fish they are pretty uniform in demand and price, finding a readY
sale in the West Indies, as they can be carried further south than other pickled fish,

SIIAD.

The catch of these fish was soimewhat smaller than the previous year, but prices
ruled higher in the United States, so that the profits to the fishermen and all co0
cerned were greater than the year before. I an looking for a large increase in tb
fishery, for reasons stated in former reports. The facilities for artificially cultivating
them in Nova Scotia are first class, and the work ought to be engaged in as soon e
possible.

Some of the modes adopted for taking shad are toth destructive to the fishery
and difficult to remedy. An account of the great rise and fall of the tide, brush weirS
are extensively used, wbich destroy the young fish in large numbers. A netting I.
the bunt or lower part of the weir has been tried, but is only a partial remedy, as
very soon gets choked up with the large fish and the small ones cannot pass out.

LOBSTERS.

These fish have been plentiful, and a fair quantity has been packed, as will
seen in our statistics. The present close time, according to the reports of the OeV
soers, is not satisfactory to the fishermen, rany of whom depend largely upon the
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returns they get from the fall catch to buy supplies for the winter. The present close
time entirely deprives them of this source of income. I think that from the 10th
July to the 0th September would afford ail the close time required to fully preserve
them from decrease in any part of the Province, and would give two months of fail
fishing when the fish are as good as in any period of the year. At present the
Season for fishing isvery short, especially in the eastern part of the Province and in
Cape Breton, where the ice is often blown in on the shores until late in the season
aInd no fishing can be done. The ten days' extension of time given this year was not
as great a boon as was expected. Lobsters seemed to have moved off the shores, or
for some cause but few were taken.

MACKEREL.

Mackerel were quite lilentiful on many parts of the coast. The catch was nearly25,000 barrels in excess of the previous year, but the quality was inferior and prices
v1ery low, consequently the profits were small.

There was aiso a small increase in the quantity of cod, herring and smelts
taught, as will be seen by the returns herewith.

FISHWAYS.

Three new ones have been constructed during the past season on the plan of my
Ie patent ; one on B. Young & Co.'s dam on River Hebert in this county; one on
'hank1es dam at Hubbard's Cove; and one on Chisholm's dam on East Sheet Harbor
ever in Halifax County. Also, the old ladder on Black Bros. & Co.'s dam at Moses

iver was rebuilt, mostly after the new model, and the Warden reports fish ascendingit last fall. One of the ladders on Mr. Davison's lower dam on the Lahave River, in
the County of Lunenberg, was also rebuilt and extended up into the pond on the new
Plinciple, as far as it-could be without building it entirely new. A new fishway was
e'sopit in a dam on the Middle River, near Chester. In this case a natural brook or

Y-water was made round the end of the dam, as local circumstances favored such an
arranygemnent.

THE NEW FISHIWAY.

As will be seen on reading Mr. Sellon's and some others of the reports, this fishway
giving full satisfaction wherever put in the dams. Itis being generally endorsed by
e lCmmissioners of Fisheries and others in the United States. I have had much

eorreSpondence regarding it, and there seems to be no two opinions regarding its
ifteetiveness. The press, too, have published cuts and favorable editorial notices of
't in many States of the Union free of any cost. Some of the State Commissionera
are Publishing'cuts of it in their annual reports to their Governments, with a view,
0s they put it, of showing something practicable in the way of fishways.

I 80 fully described it in my last year's report, that it will be unnecessary to
epeat it here. The fishway is shown resting against the pickets on the upper face

cf the dam, through which an opening five feet wide and four feet high is made to
]rQeeive the lower end of the ladder. The breaks, or buckets, may be seen through

e temporary opening in the side; these I usually make four feet high, thua
Providing a channel four feet by five, with a still pond of water behind every bucket;nehan Opening through which the waters pass down and the fish pass up-fourteen1nesh wide by four feet in height. The opening in the upper end of the ladder
.t0vides for a rise or fall in the pond of say three feet, and when the pond settles
1w that, the gates in the sides will admit the fish at any height of water, so that

the difficulties heretofore met with in passing fish over mill dams are fully metOvercome. No matter how wide the river, one ladder will allow all the fish
a8cending to pass up about as readily as if no dam existed.

Thi8 fishway should be adopted as the legal fishway for this Dominion, and iW enacted èompelling all parties constructing new dams to build one into them,
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when it can be done much more cheaply
and effectually. If this is done it will
save much trouble and expense in
future, especially in our great North-
West, where so many mills are sure to
be put up as the country becomes set-
tled. This should also be done in the
older Provinces. As far as Nova Scotia
is concerned, I am putting them in, and
intend to as fast as I can get them built.
But there ai e sorne very important
places in the Province, which I think,
in order to save, time, this should be
done at public expense. I refer to cases
where the old ladder exists and the mill
owners bave been put to large expense
already in building and maintaining
them. A small sum voted by Parlia-
ment each year for this special purpose,
would be money well expended, and
yield, eventually, large returns to the
country. I regard this as the most im-
yortant part of our work, at least in this

rovince, the rivers being small and
mill dams numerous.

The following eut will give a fair
idea of this fBshway :-
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SYNOPSES OF FISHERY OVERSEERS' REPORTS IN THE PROVINCE oF
NOVA SCOTIA, FOR THE YEAR 1880.

ANNAPOLIS COUNTY.

h OVERSEER W. T. CARTY, of Tupperville, reports that, although greater efforts
have been. made by the fishermen this year than last, there is a falling off. He thinks
this may be attributed to the great amount of trawling carried on in the mouth of
the Bay. The herring fishery in the Annapolis and Digby Basins has exceeded in
quantity that for many years, but they were very small. They came into the Gut
fin great abundance, and the weirs near the mouth of Bear River were completely
paeked, notwithstanding the fact that the gales were large ànd kept open. In the

tatter part of October many hundreds of barrels grounded. He thinks it advisable
O have the weirs taken up by the 15th September. Many of the fishermen are ilso

desirous of this. Sawdust and mill rubbish have not polluted the waters of Bear
River this fall, and this is looked upon as the cause of the herring leaving that
Particular locality in previous years. He hopes that it will not prove fatal to the
Young fish.

t The fishways are in fair order, but there is great trouble in properly protecting
herm. The greatest amount of poaching is done in the night, and the Wardens

refuse to watch them. One might travel ail over the Annapolis River and its tribu-
taries in daylight and not find a single violation of the law. He spoke to Warden
]aily about watching Round Hill stream, and the results may be seen in his statement
of fines. He believes that were Wardens allowed half the fines anq forfeitures. the
fisheries would be more faithfully attended to. There seems to be a large crowd of
Wilful violators of the law that infest the salmon streams in the coun ty and extra
Ineans have to be made use of to arrest them The stream from the old fishway on
the Round Hill stream, since the saw-mill bas been replaced by quite an extensive
Pail factory, does not seem to attract the salmon. They ail go up tbe east brook
Where the waste water empties. He recommends that the old fishway be closed and
a nw one be put in at the wasteway on the east brook.

ANTIGONISH COUNTY.

OVERsEER JOHN MOIDoNALD, of Doctor's Cove, reports that while his returns show
falling off in the catch of salmon, cod and hake, the total value of the fisheries is

greater than the previous year, owing chiefly to a larger catch of mackerel and
lObsters. He can assign no reason for the falling off in the catch of salmon. In.
August he visited the Warden and inspected the fishways within bis limits, and found

e latter ail in good order, except the one on Fraser's mill dam and the one at
urphY's. He thinks they had not botter be rebuilt on the old principle, as they are

'ot efficient for all purposes, but that the Department will instruct Mr. Rogers to
have them rebuilt on his new model, of which Mr. McDonald states ho highly
approves.

fie bas little to say of \abuses, except in one case when a com plaint was made,
n'd the necessary papers served; but the complainant did not follow up the case, and
colsequently a judgment was entered against him for costs.

the lie has had considerable trouble in granting licenses and arranging the berths for
salmon fishermen along the coasts. The number of licenses granted and the

'T nount of fees collected can be ascertained by referring to the return of duplicates.There bas been some dissatisfaction between the lobster and salmon fishermen of0 ape George, but the matter has been satisfactorily settled.

CUMBERLAND COUNTY.

this OVERSEER JAMEs KINO, of Amherst, reports a smallincrease in the salmon fishery-Year over that of last, both as regards the catch and the numbers in the rivers
ring the spawning season. Herring were quite plentiful in the early part of the
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season, but the small catch is accounted for by the fact that two of the largest weirs
in the district were not put in. Alewives were very plentiful this season and a pretty
large increase is noticeable. The cod fishery shows a decrease, but as they left early
the hake fishery continued for some time, and consequently shows an increase. There
is a large decrease in shad this season. They came in the bay quite early in very large
quantities, but in a few days seemed to leave and did not again return in any consider-
able quantities. This decrease in shad, and the two large weirs above-mentioned not
being used, show a small decrease in the returns this year. The people are becoming
better acquainted with the fishery law, and are not disposed to violate it as before.
This leaves no fines to report this year. The fishways in this section are in a fair
state of repair, taken as a whole. There is a new one on the River Hebert, built by
B. Young, Esq., which is likely to be a success.

COLCHESTER COUNTY.

OVERSEER HENRY BLAIR, of Truro, reports that there has been no violation of the
law in his division. The only real trouble bas been with mill rubbish. Shad have
been less plentiful this year than last, still the catch has been very good. Salmon
were scarce in the Bay of Fundy this summer. The rivers were so low early in the
season that none got up. In November there were two fine runs and the rivers were
in a good condition for them to get to their spawning grounds. He reports alewives
plentiful this season, and thinks with proper protection it will be a very valuable
fishery. lie says there are no fishways in his division and thinks this should have
attention as soon as possible.

OVERSEER HENDERsON GAss reports that the salmon fishery has been almost a
total failure, searcely any having been caught up to the close season. He reports no
violation of the law, but severat attempts at poaching were made in the French
River. He believes, for the want of a Warden at Waugh's River, that poaching has
been carried on to a considerable extent, as the two streams cannot be attended to at
once. The fishway at the Balfour mill dam is in good order, but as far as-he car,
learn the salmon have not got that far up the river. Whether there are none to go
up, or no water to take them up, he is not prepared to say.

The catch of herring, principally for lobster bait, has been unusually large.
There is one lobster factory in his district. The catch has been larger this year thal
last, and the factory is doing a good business. The boats which appear in the returfn
are principally employed in the lobster fishery. A few were engaged in the herring
and cod fishery, but with very little success.

OVERsEER R. J. POLLOCK, Lower Stewiacke, reports that the sum total, as see)
in bis returns. exceeds that of last year. From the 10th of June to the lst of August
about 360 salmon were caught. The river was by that time so very low that the fish
stopped coming up. The water continued low until the 16th October, but since that
time there las been an abundance. About half the salmon, half the shad, one quarter
of the smelts, and all the trout and bass are used for home consumption. lie sayk
the quantity of sawdust on Little River is so small that it does no injury to the fish.
There bas been no violation of the law.

OVERSEER J. W. DAVISON, of Little Bass Rivbr, reports a considerable decrease
in the catch of shad since last year. Last season, however, was an exceptional one,
and the principal falling _ff has been in the quantities taken in the brush weirs. The
net fishermen, although not obtaining quite such large quantities, have realized
equally good profits, the price in the United States market being $9.50, while IaSt
year it was but $6.

The catch of salmon has slightly increased; while in the catch of cod, haddock,
hake, smelts and herrings there has been a decrease, owing to a less vigorous prosecu-
tion of those branches of the fisheries. The home consumption of all kinds of fish
has been about the same as usual; one-third of the catch of shad being sold in NovI
Scotia and New Brunswick, the rest being shipped to the United States, principallY
to Philadelphia.
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The fish-ways have all been kept open during the season. No new ones have
been built, but two of the old ones have been 1epaired. Some difficulty exists in
regard to settling disputes between weir owners. Those who hold weirs have no
lease of their seats, and no law exists which defines any claim they may have. These
seats are often sold at large prices, and if a man in the following season does not put

li t appearance he loses bis claim. Many otber troubles arise, but there seems to be
"0 redress. This causes a good deal of dissatisfaction, and should be prevented by
causing them to obtain leases, or some kind of clearly defned claim of their pro-
Perty.

CAPE BRETON COUNTY.

OVERSEER FRANCIS QUINAN, of Kilkenny Lake, reports that the total catch of
fish exeeeds that of last year. There bas been, however, a decided falling off in
many kinds of fish, and the excess is altogether accidental, resulting from the unpre-
edented run of summer herring. Salmon, mackerel, codfib, halibut and haddock, as
well as the smaller fish-hake, trout, smelts and eels show a small return. The failure
of the salmon fishery is likely duo to the long stay of the drift ice on our coast last
5Pring, which caused the fish to take another course. The codfish catch bas not been
exactly a failure, but the total catch is smaller than that of former years. Trawl fish-
lfg has caused great scarcity of halibut. The oil from the cod liver shows a remark-
able decrease; and the fishermen give various explainations. A salmon net set in
the close season has been seized at Salmon River. L bas been impossible to prove
who the owner of it is. This is the only violation of the law to be reported. Saw-
dust does not trouble us much, as we have but few mills and they are not actively
elployed. Alewives are returning to the rivers in good numbers, and if the Govern-
Would only allow seventy or eighty dollars for clearing away fallen trees and brush-
Wood from the beds of two or three of our streams they would soon become, as in
t1met past, noted for the quantity and quality of their alewives.

OVERsEER ALEX. MCDONALD, of East Bay, reports an increase in mackerel,
herrings and codfish. The eastern coast of the district was impeded in the early
season by ice, which prevented the fishermen from taking advantage of the first run
of codfish. The catch of salinon is the same as last year; but fewer men have been
engaged. The season for angling bas been poor, owing to the dry weather which
prevailed during the angling eason. He strongly recommends the appointment of
a fishery warden at Gabarus. The station is about thirty miles from bis residence,
and ther'e is a lobster factory at the place, where he found a violation of the law.

b OVERsEER YORK BARRINGTON, of Barrington Park, C.B., reports that there has
deen a decrease in almost al the fisheries, except herring, whaich where very abun-
dant. The decrease in cod was owing to the foggy weather, as the fishing grounds
could not be found. Heavy storms in June and July washed the salmon net5 ashore
IiIan!y times, and thus lessened the catch of that fish. Mackerel did not come as early
this yeaîr as usual, and the fishermen had to soon take up their nets on account of
sto)rms. The f'ailure in haddock and halibut cannot easily be accounted for. Almost
al[ the fish except éod were consumed at home. le does not see that sawdust does
any harm in streams, as it never lays in mid-channel, but is washed to the sides.

8ogs and brushwood, which some rather object to, are rather a benefit than otherwise
as they prevent spearing and angling, and, besides, the fieh can always swim past
them.

GUYSBOROUGH COUNTY.

OVERSEER JAMES A. ToRY, of Guysborough, reports a considerable increase in
almost every kind of fish; but especially so in mackerel, codfish and lobsters.
.&though this bas been the case, the season bas terminated rather disastrously to thet ishermen and others engaged therein., The prospects of the spring and summer
Portions of the season were the best that bave been known for many years past; but
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the depression in prices and the total failure of the fall fishery will cause want and
suffering, especially so at Cape Canso. When looking at the quantities taken this
may appear strange, but when the values are considered the circumstances become
different. For instance, take mackerel. In former years these fish averaged $10 per
barrel, but this year not 84; a loss on the year's catch to the fishermen of $71,000,
besides the loss on ail other kinds of fish, although not in so great proportion. Had
it not been for the excess in the catch, the fisheries, as a whole, would have been
ruinous to all concerned, and starvation to many would have been the result of the
vear's work. He has no fines to report, although in a few instances violations in the
rivers have taken place, but after taking into consideration the pecuniary circumstan-
ces of the parties, and a promise from them to observe the law more strictly, he has
allowed them to pass.

The lobster factory has been a success, or, in other words, the canning establish-
ments have had as many as they could work at, nothwihstanding the close season,
and the quantities put up will be quite enough for the market demands. He thinks
this a good proof of the desirability of continuing the present restrictions. There is
a large increase in the catch of alewives. This looks as if these fish were again
returning to their old haunts. Such an event is much to be desired, as it would
place them within the reach of a class of persons otherwise deprived of thein.
Salmon and trout did not appear as plentiful in the rivers as formerly, but this may
be owing to the dryness of the season at the customary time of their ascending the
rivers. There were eight trap licenses applied for in the past season, but only six
have been delivered to the applicants. Opposition by the inhabitants against the
other two was the cause of their being withheld. Those put in use did not prove
very reinunerative to their owners, which tact will no doubt have a tendency to
decrease their number another year.

OVERSEER ALLEN MCQUARRIE, District of St. Mary, reports a decided increase in
the deep sea fisheries of the district over that of last year, amounting to over $18,000.
Salmon are yearly decreasing in quantity, although not in quality. It is not easy to
assign a reason for this, yet it is thought that the lobster factories and the trap
fishing at the mouth of the St. Mary's have very much to do with the falling off in,
this river. At any rate this decrease in salmon has caused much odium to be heaped
upon the system of licensing. Lobster fishing has been quite a success to the
packers, owing perhaps to the fact that they .secured a large quantity in a short
season, but the fishermen complain greatly of what they consider an unnecessary
length of the close season. They are invariably of the opinion that lobster fishing
should not commence before the lst May, and then stop from the 15th July to the
15th of September, thus giving a close season of two months, besides the winter
months. This arrangement would meet the approval of ail the fishermen, and alsO
afford the lobsters sufficient protection to make the industry a success. The fishermen
argue that the present law only protects the packers, who are chiefly foreigners, and
deprive those who are natives ofthe fall fishing on which they have alwaysdepended
for their winter supplies. Last winter many of the fishermen experienced very hard
times, and this spring, it is supposed, will also see many in want. He, therefore,
says that the Order in Council of 13th March, 1879, is most injurious to the fisher-
men at the four factories in this district. There will be five -ext year as there is
another now being built. The several close seasons have been as well observed as
could be expected. He says that the Warden she recommended last year, Suttis al
Indian Harnor and Mclntosh at Marie Joseph, are indispensable to the fisheries and
ought to be appointed. It is utterly impossble to enforce the law at Ecum-Secuni
without a Warden. Masked poachers assemble after night and clean every fish out Of
the river by the most illegal methods. The fishways are ail in fair working or.der,
and the saw-dust amounts to nothing, except in the Liscombe River, where many
thinmk there arc some grounds for complaint. He has no fines to report this year,
although some charges were brought, but not properly substantiated. In conclusiofl,
he expresses his satisfaction with the Wardens in his district.
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HALIFAX COUNTY.

OVERSEER WM. ANDERSON, of Musquodoboit, reports that the season's fishing has
een w advance of last year. There bas been a large increase in the catch of lobsters

and alewives, but a lalling off in salmon. He bas made careful enquiry, and finds that
lobsters are both more scarce and soft shelled during July and August than at any
other time It is said that in September lobsters are good and 1 lentiful, and he thinks
July and August should be the close season and the other ten months free to all.
The present law is very unpopular, and he recommends a change. It is generally-admitted now that a close season is necessary for the protection of the fish. He has
!nade strict enquiry as to how a law prohibiting nets to remain set on the coast dur-
11)g the day would answer. Nearly ail admit that it is injurious to the fisheries as it
lkeeps fish fron the shores, but to cause all to take their nets up in the morning
wVould debar- mary from fishing at ail, especially so with the poorer classes. Again,

mn rackerel fishing they have to set their nets so far off that one trip per day is about
Tlthey can accomplish. He would by no ineans recommend a change at present.
Te regulations for East Halifax are worse than nothing. Other counties have
certain times and places to dip alewives, but they have none. The people clamor for

sPecting the mode of treatment the salmon received, caught at Musquodoboit,carried to Petpezwick River, and then after spawning let go; ho then said, and thefaets now bear him out in it, that it would be the means of drawing the salmon from

eusquodoboit altogether. This year, instead of hundreds, they -caught three. Not a
h Of any kind passed up the river from early in September until late in November.

3r. Anderson says that ho offered, if clothed with authority of the Department, to
8ee the fish return and cared for, but it is now too late. He says that he has not had
the encouragement he expected from the Government. He bas done cverything inhis POwer to remove obstructions of every kind, and has spent his own money rather
than see ithe fish stopped, but bas as yet received no response from the Government.

le is glad to report that the new fishways at Sheet Harbor and Moser's River
are doing first rate and are giving general satisfaction. If one of the new fishways'wele Corstructed at Ship Harbor and a passage made through the reef at West Sheet
flarbor there would be less grumbling and both Overseer and Wardens would be
n'ore able to do their dity.

As to sawdust, ho has no fault to find with the millers, but, of course, there is a
ertain amount that escapes, which cannot be prevented. He does not believe that

Ilean sawdust does much injury, as he knows it to be a fact that underneath
mill in every stream there are the most salmon. le lias observed this
Years, and it neither seems to choke nor blind them. It is not asgreat a uisance as the fish gurry used for lobster bait, and the setting and
ing of traps, which disturbs particularly salmon and herring, neither of whichWîl live in polluted water, but it seems nothing can be donc.
Canned lobsters have become one of the staple articles of export and a means of

support for many of their fishermen. He considers the smelts and alewives of ten
tnles more value in bringing our line fish to the coast than the few scattering salmoneaught bore and there.

inc rVERSEER JOHN FITZGERALD, Portuguese Cove, also reports a considerable
thatse the catch of almost ail kinds of fish, except salmon. He regrets to state

the fall mackerel have been a total failure this season. The fat mackerel do
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not seem to have struck their shores the past few years. Ho believes that sawdust
does a great injury to the rivers. There are only three rivers in his district that
have saw mills on them. Two of these are at the mouth of the harbor, and if they were
allowed to drop their sawdust into the river they would soon tilt up the harbor, as
the river is very shoal and the rubbish dropped would float out among the fishermen '
nets and seines to their great injury. The fish used in bis district for home consump-
tion outside of the City of Halifax is, as near as I can ascertain, about $1,200 wortb.

HANTS COUNTY.

OVERSEER T. B O'BRIEN, of Maitland, reports that the catch of fis-h there as a
whole about equals that of last year, which was considered a remarkably prosperous
season. lis return for 1879 shows that fish were taken in excess of this year to the
value of about $3,000, but this exeess is accounted for by the larger number engaged
in fishing in that year. During this season there were five weirs and one boat less ,
employed, so that taking this into consideration this year's catch ful]y equals that of
last. This yeAr three-fourths of the shad taken have been sold in Boston, at priceS
varying from 89 to $10 per bbi., realizing to the fishermen a greater return than any
previous year of his term of office. It is impossible to obtain a correct account of
the fish caught in the Shubenacadie River, as it appears to be the custom of those
fishing there to take them in any way whatever so long as they manage to escape
the law. In November he received information of violation of law on said river by
parties setting nets and catching bass while they were ascending to the lakes. I D
has spent some time on the river in company with Overseer Colter, but they have
failed to prove anything. Some nets were seized, for which no claimants have yet
appeared. He thinks there is a strong necessity for a Warden upon the Shube-
nacadie near Grand Lake, and that such an appointment would be a great benefit to
the fisberies there. le still has the saine complaint to niake concerning the con-
struction of the weirs, the brush being so closcly woven together as to prevent small
fish yassing through, and that they are thus destroyed by the thousands.

OVERSEER P. T. BURNHAM, of West Hants, reports that shad have been much more
plentiful this year than last, but not quite as good in quality. Salmon have almost
wholly disappeared from the Avon River. He thinks this is owing to the dr1
season, for there was not enough water to carry thein to their spawning grounds.
Ilerring have been even more plentiful than last ycar and also of better quality-
Smelts were never known to be so plentiful. The number of boats and ne 1

employed was rather larger than in 1879 and more remunerative to those engaged.
Ail the fishermen, whether drifting or catching in weirs, have tried all in their power
to carry out the laws, and this, ho thinks, is one reason why the fish are agaio
returning to these waters. All the rivers are kept open for fish to go up and down -

OVERSEER J. B. COLTER, of Milford, reports that the catch of fish in his district
on the Shubenacadie River was bettèr- this year than last, taken as a whole. The
salmon were not so plentiful, but there was a good run of alewives. H1e recommende
the appointnent of a Warden to have charge of part of the river. He bas charge Of
22 miles of this river, and the fisbing of salmon and bass is usually after nightfall, SO
that he says this is too much for one man. There are two mills on streams thte
empty into the Shubenacadie, one is on Gay's River and the other about three mile&
up the river above Milford. Both of them are in Halifax County. The sawdus t

from these mills does not in any way injure the fish, for long before the salmon cofle
they have to be stopped on account of low water.

INVERNESS COUNTY.

OVERSEER D. F. McLEAN, of Port Hood, Western Division, reports that while
there has been a decrease in several branches of the fisheries in his division durign
the year just closed, there bas been a considerable increase in the larger number
branches as cornpared with the pieceding year. The total value of the quantity Of
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fih taken in his division of the County for the year 1880 is $192,390.20 (being ant1herease over the products of 1879 ot $13,637.85). Out of this amount the value of
the quantity used for home consumption must be estimated at about $35,000. It wil
be seen by the returns that there is a considerable decrease in the catch of herring.
Pne reason for this falling off is that the fishermen are allowed to have their nets set
1f the day time. This abuse bas existed for years and still is practised. The resultof this is that the fish are turned from the coast, or they have changed their usual

OVERSEER JAMES COADY, of S.W. Margaree, reports that the value of the year 
flisheries of bis district amounted to about $92,500, and that about $35,000 worth of
this was used in home consumption. This makes an increase of over $8,000 over
that of last year. There bas been a decrease both in the catch of codfish and berringe
owing chietiy to their scarcity on the coasts. There has been an increase in the
catch of mackeral, amounting to over $5,6'0, and a small increase in the catch of
salmon. The lobster fishery shows an increase of over $9,000. The catch of alewives
is sonewhat less than that of last year, owing both to the scarcity of fish and the
extended close time-from Friday night to Monday morning-allowing the fisherael
only five days to fish, instead of six as usual. Two slight violations of the Fisheriel
Act have come to bis notice, and will be.dealt with according to law. He bas visited
the lobster factory on several occasions and found that every attention was paid to
the Order-in-Council of March 13th. The fishermen are disposed to carry out the
regulations as well as they can. Mr. Uoady thinks that the sawdust in bis distiet
has no injurious effect upon the fish, there being but a very few saw mills in the WhOl'
district. He is well satisfied with all the officials and Wardens with whom he has to
deal.

OVERSEER DAVrD Ross, of NE. Margaree, has to report two violations of the la
in the northern end of his district, at a place called Little River, where no Warde"
:bas yet been appointed. In both cases the fine was naid without further trouble, the
parties pleading ignorance of the law. Several reports of infringements of the
Fisheries Act came under his notice at a place called Big Interval, on the Margaree
River, but as no evidence could be obtained ho was unable to convict the suspcted
parties. The increase in value of this year's fisheries over that of last is about
$11,340, owing chiefly to the very large catch of mackerel. Codfish did not strike
there till late in the season, and it was at first thought that the catch would be mach
smaller than usual, but in the latter part of October and first of November a grea
many were caught, and this made a fair average for the season. Outside salmoe
fishing was prosecuted with more than ordinary vigor, still the catch was a complete
failure. Spearing and sweeping the pools on the river for salmon are the princiPal
abuses in bis district. Mr. -Ross says that the close season bas never been better
observed than in the past year. There are no fish-ways in this district. He thinke
the law could be better enforced if two efficient Wardens were appointed at Big
Interval, Margaree, a district of twelve miles from where he lives, and another at
Little River, Cheticamp, twenty-five miles from bis home. The value of fish in thie
district.for home consumption is about $28,161.

KING'S cOUNTY.

OVERSEER J. E. STARR, of Starr Point, reports a dccreasc from the usual catch
For an unknown reason the fish do not seem to have come up the Bay of Fundy this
year in their usual numberà. This is true at every fishing station, and with all kind'
of fish. The Gaspereaux River, however, was an exception, for the alewives were
unusually plentiful there. The water was very high during the largest part of the
Iishing season, and the first were thus enabled to ascend the river and a large number
iassed up the fish-ladder at the Calder dam. This ladder is in perfect order when the

water is high, but it should be made somewhat longer at the lower end, where the
water is low, to enable salmon to pass up. Mr. Starr states that he made a speciae
request to the miiil owners to have this donc, but they neglectod to do anything. Ife
does not think there would be any difficulty for any kind of fish to pass up if th'
slight addition were made. He would again recommend a strict prohibition of a
fishing on this river until it again becomes restocked with fish. This, he thinkfS
could easily be accomplished from the appearance of fish in the spring, and fromn the
very fine lot of young fry that passed down to sea towards autumn.
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b OERSEER REUBEN F. REîD, of Wolfville, reports that considerable complaint has
ben made during the past year in reference to the fishway at White Rock Milis, asan obstruction o the ascent ofsalmon and alewives up the Gaspereaux River, and also

111 regard to the great falling off in the quantity of fish taken there. The improvements Mr. Reid refers to as having been made by the mill ownerfdde nothing to the former effectiveness of the ladder, but was needed on account
o 1'juries donc by the action of a freshet.

LUNENBURG COUNTY.

, OVERSEER H. S. JosT, of Western Lunenburg, reports an increase of the value
bout si2.81,432, the total value being about $1,000,783.
The increase is principally the result of bank fishing, besides there were severallare vessels than usually engaged. The Labrador vessels, and also those codfishing

~the bay, returned generally with full fares. Lobsters show an increase of $1,500.
bel, general opinion in this county is that lobsters should not be taken in July. It is
teved that early in July the lobsters begin to get into that state which renders
dr l untit for food; and that the best regulation would be to allow them to be caught
dayngthe months of April, May, June, September, October and November, as far as
aY be found advisable. The fishermen say that such a regulation would cover thebole time in which lobsters are fit to eat, or are likely to be fished for.

habit fVESEER C. E. GODDARD, of Bridgewater, reports that persons have been in the

t 'f aking largo quantities o tish called togue out of Sherbrooke Lake. He
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states that he went up there early in October and forbade their setting any nets this
year in the lake. About the 12th October these fish leave the deep water and go into
the coves to spawn, and are, with large trout, taken in nets set at the mouth of the
coves. It is a fearful slaughter and should at once be stopped. He has seen bushels
of spawn piled on the banks of the lake when Up there other years. The persons
told him, as there was no laws to prohibit them, they would set their nets. He wrote
Mr. Jost some years ago and he was of the same opinion, and there ought to be an
order passed prohibiting the taking of these fish at spawning time. Mr. Goddard
hopes that they will be able to bring some influénce to bear both on Mr. Kaulbach
and the Department so that they will get efficient fish passes put on the dams here
as well as that in Liverpool. Something of that kind is very much needed.

PICTOU COUNTY.

OVERSEER A. C. PRITcHARD, of Middle Division, reports that it has become imlper-
ative to him to bring forcibly under consideration the seeming negligence of the
Wardens for his district. le says that this district bears the reputation cf being pre-
eminently subject to poaching. The facilities of the river for such a practice are so
great that it would require the greatest vigilance to entirely suppress it. Still, as the
salmon only frequent the streams during two months of the year (the spawning sea-
son), a little extra exertion on the part of those in charge might be expected, especi-
ally when spearing, &c., is almost nightly practiced in the vicinity of the Wardens
bouses. Mr. Pritchard thinîks there are just grounds for impugning the fidelity of
these officers. In order to estabish a better protection of the fisheries, he would sug-
gest that, in all cases of such negligence of duty, summary measures be used to
prevent the recurrence of such evils. He highly commends the energy Cisplayed by
Warden Campbell of New Glasgow, who always seems to be at his post.

With reference to the pollution of rivers by sawdust, Mr. Pritchard remarks that
on the Middle and West Rivers the lumber buÀiness is fast declining, that the small
quantity of mill refuse that finds its way into the water is so trifling that it would
scarcely warrant him in taking action in the matter; but the east branch of East
River is considerably-impregnated with it, and serious complaints are raised against
the mill owners in consequence. McLennan's Brook, a tributary of East River, is
greatly subject to this nuisance, and he bas duly informed the mill owners that such
a violation of the law will no longer be tolerated.

-He regrets to state that the tishways in his district cannot be said to be efficient
ones. He says he can safeliy ffirm that not a salmon had passed through the lat
two years. Ail the migratory fish congregate at the foot of the dams, and do not tind
the entrance, and thus the fish, debarred from their spawningbeds, become an easy
prey to poachers. These fishways are all in a tolerable state of repair, except the
one at MciDonald's Dam, Hopewell, which he reported.

The run of salmon on the Middle and West Rivers was about the average. l
the tidal part of the East River the run was more than an ordinary one, but in conse-
quence of the lowness of the water in the stream from the tide-head up but few left
the salt water.

Sea trout are annually decreasing in the rivers, a fact which he attributes to the
effects of saw-dust, an opinion endorsed by the majority of the people there. The
lakes which tcn years ago yielded a large supply of trout of a superior quality are
gradually being fished out. It has been suggested that the Government prohibit
fishing in certain places until they are restocked with fish.

The run of gasperaux has been about the average.
- OVERSEER CHAs. E. HENRY, of River John, reports a decline in shore fisheries.
The fishermen there seem to be chiefly farmers, and, therefore, do not pay their
whole attention to it. The decline of herring is thought by many to be in conse-
quence of the lobster bait and traps. Tho smaill quantities of smelts, alewives and
eels which are caught in the river and ponds are used for home consumption. Mr.
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Hlenry thinks that the saw-dust does no injury to the fish in any of the streans of
his district.

The fishway at Weir's Dam has been rebuilt this season, but as there has been
but one small run of water this fali very few salmon will get up.

OVERSEER D. S. Mc DONALD, of Lismore, again reports a decrease in the catch of
salmon, due to no other cause than the scarcity of the fish. Old fishermen say that
Periods of scarcity have occurred before, and that the salmon would again return. A
Salmon catcher's appliance costs froim $243 to $400, exclusive of an annual outlay of
$30 to $40, to say nothing of the labor expenided, from which it will appear that if
the coming season proves no botter than the last two years those engaged in this
branch will suffer severely. The other fisheries, however, have been better than last
Year, mackerel especially being more numerous and of a much superior quality. The
Value of the lobsters packed at the establishment of Shed, Moore & Co., on Pictou
Island, %ent far to make up for the deficiency. The same company bas erected a
second factory on Pictou Island, and anothor on Big Island, \erigonish, both of which
Will be in operation next season. No serious abuses prevail in his distiier. The
Wardens are diligent and the close season is well observed. Complaints were made
that Mr. Dewar was casting large quantities of sawdust into Barney's River, which,
it Was contended, injured the trouting on that streami. He consented to erect a pipe
through which the dust is now conveyed soine distance from the river. The value of
fish used for home consumption, as nearly as can be estimated, is $2,785. The past
season has been renarkably dry, and on some streams where great numbers of salion
lsed to ascend scarcely any have been seen.

QUEEN's COUNTY.

OVERSEER S. T. N. SELLON, of Liverpool, reports that the reason the amount of
6ish is les» this year than last, is owing somewhat to the fact that many of the young
tishermen have found employment in other countries, or in American vessels for
deep sea fishing. There has been success in getting salmon and alewives up the rivers,
further up than at any other time during his terni of office, or about twelve years;
giving all reason to believe that our river fisheries will be in the future largely
increased. The catch of salmon was small, owing principally to the fact that the
ladders allowed them to go up, preventing any accumulation at the dam, where they
Were formerly dipped in considerable quantities. For the first time for many years
'$almon were taken out at the Indian Gardens, 28 miles up the river, and also at the
Oudgemecudge Lake, 45 miles from the harbor, a circumstance unknown to happen
for 30 or 40 years. The fish go up the river to the first and second lakes, then
through the large Lake Rossignol into Lake George and to the Cudgemecudge Lake,
and it is said that the:.e and the adjoining lakes cover an area of 50 miles.

The catch of alewives in float nets in the harbors was the largest for many years,but the catch by dipping was small, for the same reason as that of salmon. The
Indians called bis attention to the great number of small alewives up the river. He
visited the place, about 8 miles above the mills, and found the statement to be true,
and far beyond what he had expected. A few days afterwards they were seen in the
ladders going down, and then in small pools in the tidai waters. This continued, he
says, for five or six weeks, when to his great surprise a second run of young fish was
seen as late as November 20th, at Mountain Falls among the dFive of logs. From
'this Mr. Sellon infers that the old fish must have gone up the river before the usual
tifte for dipping and also after that time.

Codfish were in very good supply for the small number of vessels and boats
-el'Ployed. Mackerel did not go into their harbors as in years past. Herrings were
searce in the sùmmer, but the catch was good in the fall. The catch of lobsters was
smnall, and they were inferior in size. Ie believes that the foul bait or garbage used
for lobsters keeps salmon, alewives, mackerel and herring out of the harbors and
rivers, and as proof he refers to the fact that these fish do not come in during the
tile when lobster pots are on the shores, but that when, in afew weeks they are
aremloved, herring then corne in, and this fail in good quantities.
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OVERSEER JHN FITZGERALD, of Mill Village, reports a decrease in the catch of
salmon for the past year. The dams are all provided with efficient fishways which
are always kept open, and as the catch seems to be smaller in other rivers the cause
of the decrease must be unknown. There is reason to believe that many salmon went
up the rivers in February before nets coild be set. There is a large increase in the
catch of alewives. The old fish and the young have been seen in the tributaries of
the Medway, where they have not been known to be for 30 years or more, and the
river bas been swarming with the young fish for months. Eels are more plentiful
than last year and a smali quantity will be exported. The saine is true of smelts,
but frost fish were not as plentiful as usual. From bis own observation, and from
the opinion of competent judges, Mr. Fitzgerald believes that in Medway River saw-
dust does no injury to the fisheries. The mills are situated on the mouth of the river
far below the spawning grounds, and the nature of the currents are such as to carry
most of it to sea. The mili owners have been very careful in providing a free course
for fish both up and down the river, and in keeping out the mill rubbish. le is fully
convinced that it would be for the benefit of the salmon fishery if nets were not
allowed to be set in this river later than Thursday at sunset in each week.

RICJHMOND COUNTY.

OVERSEER FRANCIS MAR11EAU, of Arichat, reports an increase in the fisheries
nearly twofold in the catch of mackerel, herrings, haddock and lobsters. These fishi
appeared on the coast comparatively early, and even of a superior quality, and con-
tinued to yield a moderate catch throughout their respective seasons. The increase
of lobsters may be attributed to the good management of the Government. In bis
district there are no brooks nor rivers into which sawdust is allowed, so that he cannot
give any important information as to its injurious effects upon the fish.

OVERSEER DUNCAN CAMERON, Of St. Peter's, reports an increase Over that of last
year in nearly every branch of this industry. The increase with lobsters is quite a
marked one, being an excess of 4,700 cans over last year's catch. He bas no infringe-
ment of the fishery law to report. All parties seem to respect the- enactments of
the Government for the protection of the fisheries. Among the fishermen themselves
the utmost harmony and good feeling prevails. It is to be regretted that this season's
market quotations will not afford them remunerations commensurate with their
industry.

SHELBURNE COUNTY.

OVERSEER WM. J. MCGILL, of Shelburne, reports a number of new vessels added
to the fishing business, some of the old ones being lost and others sold. There is,
however, an increase of 7 vessels over last year. The catch of fish was rather better
than lastyear, excepting a slight falling off in haddock ; but the prices were low,
and if there is no improvement in the market it will be a hard winter for our fisher-
men. Trap fishing is about the same as last year. The shore fishermen depend
largely on the traps for bait. Lobsters continue quite plentiful on our coast, and the
business bas proved to be a profitable one. There is considerable anxiety among the
net fishermen concerning the lobster fishing. They say the impure bait used has a
tendency to pollute the water, and that consequently the fish will not come into their
natural spawning grounds. The lobster fishermen say that it is to their advantage
to use fresh bait, and that they see that all. refuse bait is removed from the fishing
ground. Some of the factories have not been careful enough in regard to the taking
of small lobsters. -He bas been compelled to impose a fine on two of them for viola-
tion of the law in this respect. The new fishway at Clyde River bas. proved satis-
factory, quite a number of alewives were seen passing through, and the people gene-
rally speak in favor of it. He watched the fish for two days passing through, and
they were seen eighteen miles up the river. Quite a nuniber of young fish were seeni
returning early in the fall. He cannot speak favorably of the Jordan fishway. It is'
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evident that the trouble is at the entrance, and if the easi end were lowered the fish
cOuld easily enter and pass through. It is estimated that $25,000 worth of fish is
consumed in the county. The close season for lobsters was closely observed. Saw-
dust is generally considered injurious to our river fisheries. It appears quite evident
that the present law should be enforced.

VICTORIA COUNTY.

OVERSEER DONALD McRAE, ofBaddeck, reports a decrease in the quantity of fish
taken this vear from that of last, although there has been a small increase in value.
This is ow«ing to a more correct account of the quantity used for home consumption,
Which is 950 cwt. of cod, and 1,300 bbls. of herring. The general complaint through-
Out the whole district appears to be scarcity of fish. Washabuck River is consider-
ably blocked with fallen timber, &c., which prevents the fish from ascending and de-
Scending the stream. As the settlers there cannot bc convinced that it wouild be for
their interest to have these obstructions removed, be hopes the Government will grant
a small amount for that purpose. The close season, as far as he can ascertain, has been
Pretty well observed. He has heard of a few instances of torches seen about the
rivers, but has, up to the present, been unable to ascertain who they were. The two
cases under consideration reported last year were dealt with according to law. The
defendants were young men not worth any property and not appearing to understand
the law. The amounts of penalty were consequently made small, nevertheless it had
the desired effect as there has been no trouble since in protecting that district.

OVERSEER JOHN W. BURKE, of Ingonish, reports that the catch of fish for the
past season was far below the average in all cases, except mackerel. Cod were very
scarce owing to the pressure of drift ice on the coast late in the spring. Salmon
have been uncommonly scarce. Mackerel were very plentiful and the catch for the
season was very large, and the quality superior. Herring were somewhat more
Plentiful than usual.

YARMOUTH COUNTY,

OVERSEER ENOS GARDNER, of Tusket, reports the value of fish for home con-
suinption to be about $60,000. There is quite an increase over last year, and the
fishermen have had a successful and profitable year's fishing both in deep sea and
river fishery. The trap nets tor mackerel all got a fair quantity, and as they were
sold early in the season the prices obtained were satisfactory. Large quantities
Were sold fresh to American vessels and taken to the United States. in ice. He
lIspected the coast during the fishing season to sce that the fish offal was properly
disposed of. The river fishery for alewives has not been so g9od for many years.
The fish struck in early in large quantities, and in the early part of May there was a
very high freshet, which enabled the fish to ascend the rivers to the head waters and
lakes. In the autumn, also, the freshet was good for the voung fish, and very large
quantities came down the river. Salmon were scarce during the whole fishing
season, and on all the rivers. The fish ladders at Carleton and Kemptville were
kept in good repair. The ladder at the latter place gives the fish a fair passage up
the river. That at Carleton River without doubt affords passage to sone, but it is
1not what it ought to be. Very many alewives were in the river, and large quantities
Were seen under the dam. It was reported that the residents took large quantities of
them from there, but up to the present he has been unable to convict any person.
Mr. Gardner thinks if one of the improved fishways was put in this river it would be
a great benefit to that fishery. The rivers are very generally free from sawdust and
al mill rubbish, add are making improvements in this respect every year.

The lobsters were of good size and plentiful. The persons in charge of the
factories are of the opinion ;that the months of July and August should be a close
tu1ne. Owing to the cold and stormy weather of April it is practically a close time
to the fishermen, and a large number of lobsters in July are soft shelled and not fit
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for food. They will, no doubt, ask for some alteration by the Government during
the present Parliament. The law was strictly observed, and the factories closed at
the required tiine. Some eel weirs were found in the river this fall, and as they
destroyed young fish they were taken out and the owners fined.

LOCAL OFFICERS.

The Overseers and Wardens, with a very few exceptions, appear to attend to
their duties very satisfactorily. Those who have been for several years in office
now understand their duties much better than formerly. Still there is in some
respects room for improvement and I hope in a few years more our work will not only
be more effectually done, but that the officers will be more liberally paid for the lime
devoted to the public service. This would tend to improve the efficiency of the staff.
A little more liberality in the direction indicated would prove of the greatest possible
advantage to the country.

REPORT OF W. 11. VENNING, EsQ., INSPECTOR OF FISHIERIES FOR THE
PROVINCE OF NEW BRUNSWICK, FOR TUE YEAR 1880.

Sî,-I have the honor to submit the following Report and remarks on the

fisheries of New Brunswick, together with a statement of the catch for the year
nlow closing.

sALMON.

From some causes unknown even to scientific enquirers, there bas been a very
serions falling off in the catch of salmon during the past year. In some localities
but little over half the usual catch bas been made, while in the whole Province the
decrease bas been fully thirty per cent as compared with former years. I regret
my inability to assign all the causes of so serions a failure in one of our most
important fisheries. No doubt some unusual and exceptional cause has been in
operation, but, so far, it bas escaped the research of both fishermen and savants.
But, in addition to this unusual and unknown cause, there can be no doubt that in
all our estuaries and rivers the number of nets bas been excessive and ont of pro-
portion to the stock of fish. In view of these facts I nust again express my con-
viction that no additional nets should be licensed in any of our salmon rivers or
their estuaries. And it becomes a matter for serious consideration whether the
weekly close time should not be lengthened by at least twelve hours. Under
present circumstances I know of no other practical means of enabling a sufficient
number of parent fish to reach their spawning beds to keep up the supply.

BASS.

This fishery shows signs of improvement, and the catch exceeds somewhat that
of last year. In Northumberland, where the new smelt regulations have prevented,
in a great measure, the destruction of young bass, the improvement bas been most
marked, and at the present time this fishery is yielding very ehcouraging returns.
If any doubt existed as to the wisdoir of the protective measures adopted by the
Department, the marked improvement now visible in the Miramichi fishery would
effectually dispel it, and I trust the present regutations will be adhered to as
absolutely necessary to the preservation of this valuable fishery, notwitbstanding the
misrepresentations of interested persons. For the first time in many years bas this
industry shown any marked signs of improvement, and there can be no doubt that
the change is due entirely to the protective regulations ordered by the Department
and enforced by its officers.

sHAD.

There is no improvement to be noted in this fishery. For many years it has
continued to decline, owing, as I have often stated, to excessive fishing. An
additional weekly close timo is the only measure I can recommend for its improve-
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nent; but it is doubtful whether even this would do more than prolong for a few
years its existence as a profitable industry. The catch of this fish in New Brunswick,1 believe, depends entirely on the stock bred in the St. John. All the spring catchconsists of gravid fish approaching and ascending that river to spawn. After having
sPawned, the remnant that escapes the nets and weirs descends the river and resorts
to the mud flats at the head of the Bay of Fundy to feed. Here they soon become
fat, and continue playing up and down with the tide in search of food, until the
mIolth of October, when they disappear entirely from our coast. From the time of
their first appearance in the spring until their departure in the fall, they are captured
by drift nets, set nets, and weirs. The ability of the fish to multiply is not equal to
the Power of fishermen to capture them, and the gradual extinction of this fishery in

ew Brunswick waters I believe to be inevitable.

GASPEREAUX.

The causes assigned in all my former reports for the decrease in this fishery
still continue unabated, and no reasonable hopes of any marked improvement can be
entertained as loug- as excessive fishing and wasteful modes of fishing are allowed.

SMELT.

I regret to say' that this fishery is still pursued in the wasteful manner described
11mY former reports. The catch last year largely exceeded that of the year previous,and Markets have been so glutted that no improvement in prices was possible. Those
obtamd this winter have left no margin for profit to shippers, and but poor remuner-

ation for fishermen. Properly pursued this fishery would be very lucrative to all
engaged in it ; but over production is now depleting our waters without any adequatereturne to the country. The shortened time allowed for fishing, if adbered to, will
have a good effect in reducing the catch and easing the markets, when prices may
P.sibly advance to figures that, if they leave no margin for profit, will at least save
%hippers from loss.

STURGEON.

During the last summer a new industry has been developed on the St. John river.Several Germans came from New York in the month of June, and engaged in the
capture of sturgeons, which are plentiful in the St. John, but have never previously
been turned to any profitable use. These foreigners brought several nets with them,
but had their boats built on the river, under their instructions, by resident workmen.
They also employed resident fishermen on the river to work these boats and nets, and
taid them one dollar each for all the sturgeons they caught. The following is a

rief description of the mode of catching and handling this fish.
The boats are large flat bottomed affairs, roughly made of thin planks, but well

adapted for their purpose. The nets are made of strong cotton cord, about 12h inches
lu the mesh, from 40 to 60 yards long, and 15 to 20 feet deep. They are operated by

fting, each net attended by a boat and two men. Fishing commences at dark and
colatinues until daylight. Sometimes as many as 20 fish are taken in a night by one
boat; but more commonly about five to eight per boat. In the morning the fish are
thken to a floating platform attached to the shore. The heads and tails are cut off;
the entrails removed ; the skin taken off; the back bone cut out, and the two sidesof the fish are packed in ice in large boxes and exported to New York, where the flesh
is srnoked by small dealers for immediate consumption.

able very portion of the sturgeon, as handled by these Germans, is turned to profit-
tur -se. The roe, which is developed in astonishing quantity, closely resembles
bnip seed ii size and color. This is made into the famous caviar, so highly relished

y European gourmets. The " sound " or air-bladder of the sturgeon, which is very
large, 18 carefully dried for export, being used in the manufacture of gelatine and the

er qualities of glue. The head, tail, skin, entrails and backbone are dried out over
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a slow fire, and yield a considerable quantity of valuable oil, which is in groat demand
by leather dressers. The refuse, after the oil has been extracted, makes a valuable
fertilizer and is composted by farmers in the neigbourhool of the fishery. Thus it will
be seen that every part of this fish, hitherto considered useless by our people, is
turned to profitable account when properly hand[ed, and its4 pursuit will, in future,
afford our river fishermen a new source of remunerative enploynent. ln a special
report I have called attention to the necessity of regulating and protecting this fishery,
and have recommended such restrictions as will secure this end with the least inter-
ference with the profitable pursuit of the industry.

HERRING.

The returns from this fishery show an increase of salted fish, but a considerable
falling off in smoked fish. This latter may be attributed to the increased attention
given to the catch of small herrings for the sardine factories in Eastport. The pre-
paration of sardines has grown into large proportions, and is increasing rapidly.

The great bulk of the fish for the supply of these factories is caught in our waters,
and their capture gives employment and remunerative prices to a large number of our
fishermen. No less than 20,269 hhds., at an average price of $5 per hhd., found a ready
sale last year. As several new factories are in course of erection, a still larger
demand will probably be made the coning summer. This new business will utilize
all the small sized herring which were formerly pressed for oil, and will open up a
new source of proafitable employment for our herring fishers. This demand for small
herrings and the quantities consequently taken, cannot fail to have a material effect
upon this fishery. I would therefore urge that all known spawning grounds be
protected during the spawning season, and no fishing of any kind allowed within
their limits. I consider this measure of protection absolutely necessary. The good
results of protecting the spawning grounds at the southern head of Grand Manan
require no proof-they are patent to all.

Similar beneficial results will follow from the same protection being extended to
other localities where vast schools of herrings are in the habit of spawning.

The winter fishery in Charlotte County has opened well, and large quantities of
herrings are now being caught and sold in a frozen state at fair prices.

MACK[EREL.

There has been a large increase in the catch of this fish, and the quality lias
been somewhat better than in past years. This fishery is pursued in open boats and
near shore. If our fishermen would adopt the American mode of fishery in suitable
vessels farther off shore, a much larger catch would reward their enterprises.

COD.

The returns from this fishery show a considerable increase over those of last
yeal ; but in most of our counties cod fishing is pursued in a desultory manner. In
the northern counties the large increase in the number of lobster factories has
diverted attention to that industry, and fewer persons now engage in cod fishing.
The great bulk of the whole catch is made in Gloucester and Charlotte Counties.

POLLOCK, HADDOCK, IIAKE AND HALIBUT.

The returns show about an average catch .of these fishes ; but the great bulk of
the whole is from the County of Charlotte, where alone these fisheries are systemi-
cally pursued.

LOBSTERS.

The over-production of canned lobsters still continues and threatens to end in
the extinction of the fish, and the ruin of those engaged in the business of canning.
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The nurmber of factories continues to increace. while the average size of the lobster
cOntinues to diminish in all districts where the fishery has been pursued for any great
length of time. At the present rate of production the supply cannot continue for
"nany ycrs ; but, blind to every consideration, except present profit, those engaged
ila the bu.iness are striving to make larger production compensate for low prices, and
are seeking to get the present insufficient close season shortened. The returns show
an increase of nearly a million pounds over the catch of last year.

Much disputing and quarrelling have arisen among neighboring factories about
shing limits, and this occasions much trouble to the overseers, whose time is largely

occupied in laying out limits and settling these disputes. I apprehend increasedtrouble f rom this source, as factories are becoming so numerous that it is difficult for
themn to find protitable fishing grounds.

OYSTERS.

No improvement in the yield of our oyster beds can be hoped for, as long as the
present wasteful mode of raking them is pursued. No effort at culture has yet been
hl ade in any part of the Province, and the old beds yield less and less every year.
the slight increase in the returns is owing to the larger quantity raked in Miramichi;
the demand being so great that even these inferior oysters now find a ready market.

The following is the substance of the reports received from the several district
?verseers, appended to which are the returns of catch from all the fishing districts
In the Province.

RESTIGOUCHE.

OVERSEER MOWAT, of the upper division of this county, reports the catch of
Salmaon as two-fitfhs less than the average for the last six years. He does not offer
any explanation of this serious decrease; but he considers that the number of nets in
the estuary and river is now too great for the supply of fish. He expresses his con-
Viction that no further increase in the number of nets should be allowed, and that the
Weekly close time should be extended at least twelve hours, or one additional tide,O Order to allow a greater number of parent fish to ascend the river.

OVERSEER MCPHERSON, of the coast division, reports a similar decrease in the
catch of salmon. He does not attri bute this to any known local cause, but thinks it
'due to some exceptional circumstances not well understood.

GLOUCESTER COUNTY.

OVERsEER lICKsON reports a decrease of nearly fifty per cent. ip the catch of
alnon in his county, but in other branches of fishing the returns show a large

'ncrease. Mr. Hickson again urges that more liberal assistance from the hatchingr.ouses at Dee Side and Miramichi, be given to the Nepissiguit, upon which smallriver and its tributaries the salmon fishery on the coast of Gloucester is mainly
dependent.

k OVERsEER LANDRY, of Pokemouche district, reports an improved catch of all
8nd of fish, excpt herring and cod, which have yielded less than usual. The catch

'of srnelt has largely increased, and that of gaspereaux bas been above the average.
OVERSEER SAVOY, of Tracadie district, also reports a good catch of all kinds

Of fsh at fair prices.

NORTHUMBERLAND COUNTY.

OVERsEER RoBICHA Ux, of Neguac district, reports that herrings were more
PleIltiful than for many previous years. Cod fisbing was good and gave about au
average catch. Mackerel were plentiful, and somewhat better in quality than usual.
at non fishing was very poor as in all other districts. The establishment of a freezer
'l e.guac bas given a fresh impetus to fishing, and large quantities of bass and
llackerel were frozen for distant markets.
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OVERSEER STYMAST, of Tabusintac district, reports a great scarcity of salmon,
but other kinds of fish were plentifal. Two new lobster establishments have been
built in the district, and preparations made for prosecuting this fishery on a large
scale.

OVERSEER WILLSTON, of Bay du Vin, reports a most serious decrease in the
catch of salmon, but other kinds of fish gave an average yield.

OVERSEER RUssELL, of Portage Island and Burnt Church district, reports a
falling off in the catch of salmon of 41,170 Ibs., as compared with last year. This
lie attributes to a scarcity of fish, as no want of preparation or of energy on the part
of fishermen was manifested. Mackerel and herring were abundant, but gaspereaux
were scarce, and but few were caught. New canning establishihents have been
operated at Portage Island, and the lobster fishery bas been prosecuted to a much
greater extent than in any former year.

OVERSEER WYsE, of Chatham district, has the same story to tel of failure in the
salmon fisbery. fie reports a great improvement in the bass fishery, which he
attributes to the measures adopted for the preservation of gravid fish, and the pro-
tection of young bass from the destructive effects of bag-nets used in the smelt fishery.
lie recommends that the time asked by shippers for the commencement and ending
of the smelt fishery be complied with, in order to prevent over-production, which
keeps prices so low that no profits accrue from the busines .

OVERSEER HoGAN, of Newcastle and North Esk district, reports the same failure
in the salmon fishery that marks other districts. The bass fishery last winter was
poor; but it opened welt this winter, and at the present time is very good, and gives
promise of a large yield.

OVERSEER PARKER, of Upper Nelson and Derby districts, reports the total
failure of the salmon fishery, and all the overseers above him, in Blackville, Blissfield,
Doaktown and the Upper South-West, repeat the saine story. As salmon is the only
fish caught in these districts their reports contain nothing further of interest.

KENT COUNTY.

OVERSEER SUTHERLAND, of the upper division, reports a decreased catch of
salmon and bass; but codfish, mackerel and herring show an increase over last year's
catch. The improvement in gaspereaux fishing which was noticed in his last report,
has been repeated this year. The smelt fishing has been pursued on a more extensive
scale and has given employment to a large number of persons. The catch of lobsters
bas exceeded that of any previous year, and two new canning houses are to be built,
ready for operation next season.

OvERSEER GIRoUARD,of Buctouche district, reports an increased catch of mackerel
and an improvément in the bass fishery, which, in his district, is pursued principally
with hook and line. But more attention is now given to the lobster fishery, which
furnishes employment nearer home and diverts tishermen fron their old pursuits.
The once valuable oyster beds of Buctouche are now almost exhausted, and no hope
of their improvement can be entertained under the present insufficient protection
afforded them.

OVERSEER CoRMIER, of the lower district, reports a fair catch of al[ kinds of fish.
Mackerel were very plentiful, and the catch considerably exceeds that of last year.
The lobster fishery is the most important one in this district and the business con-
tinues to be pursued with increased energy.

WESTMORELAND COUNTY.

OVERSEER DEAOON, of Shediac and Cape Bald division, reports as follows :-" The
catch of fish generally has been good. Mackerel were more abundant than usual, of
good size and fine quality. Bass are steadily becoming more numerous. Not a very
large quantity of smelts was taken last wnter, as the markets became glutted as soon
as the enormous catches from Miramichi were sent forward, and prices immediately
fell so low that fishermen could no longer make ordinary wages. I think if the
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license fee for bag-nets were increased to fivé dollars it would have the effect of pro-
tcting this valuable fish by lessening the catch, and then some profit would ace'rue
to those engaged in the business. It seems siniul to have these fish wasted as they
lave been and are at present. There were nine lobster bouses in operation in mvdistrict, and two niew ones will be built for next season." Mr. Deacon strongly
exPresses his opinion that a change in the close time would be advantageous to packersWithout increasing the length of the fishing season, and he urges that such a change
twould prevent vast numbers of unhealthy lobsters from being taken. He proposes
that fishing should commence 1st May and continue until 15th July, after which date
o') lobsters should be taken until the 15th August, when fishing should be alloweduntil 20th September. He considers it wanton waste to allow lobsters to be taken in

dog days, ut which tine four fish will not yield as much meat as one healthy fish,
and he expresses his belief that during the heated term they are not fit for food. Mr.
theacon is not alone in this opinion. Overseer McPherson, of Restigouche, expresses
the same belief and urges the same change. The proposal is worthy of considerationand enquiry,

Since the death of Overseer Hugh Davidson, the Bay Verte division of this
unflty bas been without an officer. During the past season, I directed Overseereacon to make occasional visits through the district. It will be necessury either toappoint a new officer, or to include Bay Verte in the district of Mr. Deacon.

of OVERsEER T. D. CoRMIER, of Dorchester Bay district, reports a fair catch of shad
ofrgood quality, for which high prices were obtained, ranging from $8 to $12 perbltrei. Cod and herring were plentiful in the lower part of the district, but very
littie attention is given to these fisheries.

ALBERT COUNTY.

th OVERSEER AKERLEY reports a decrease in the catch of shad, but an increase in
at of salmon. Line fishing has not been pursued to the same extent as in formerYears, and but a small catch of sea fish was made. Fish-ways have been kept openand i good order in the dams across Salmon and Point Wolf Rivers. Those in the

das of Coverdale and Pollet Rivers have been torn out by freshets. 'These small
e are so obstructed by logs and lumber, and have been so long deserted by migra-

tory fish, that no practical end would be served by their reconstruction. Mr. Akerleytepresses his belief that these rivers should be exempted from the requirements of
the Fisheries Act, and in this opinion I entirely agree, as fish-ways there would be

of ne practical benefit.

VICTORIA COUNTY.

OVERSEER MCCLUsKEY reports that never, in his recollection, were salmon so
ea ree in the upper parts of the St. John. This he attributes to several causes.th fting outside and inside the harbor of St. John, overfishing in the lower parts of

the river, sawdust and mill refuse in the water, and want of proper protection on the
bque River. Mr. McCluskey says: " In several former reports I have urged the

aPpOintnent of two special guardians, whose duty it would be to travel continually
Qp and down the Tobique, and work in concert with the local wardens, but no notice
bas been taken of the matter," I have frequently called attention to the necessity of

ore assistance on the Tobique, and now beg to repeat that I consider the appoint-
rent Of at least two special guardians should be no longer delayed.

CARLETON OoUNTY.

StOVERsEER BURTT reports but few fish taken in his county. He still complainsthe persistence of mill-owners in allowing sawdust and rubbish to go into the river.
l'eevil is increasing rather than diminishing, and calls loudly for some effectuai
s'ek. The district of this officer is so extended that he finds i impossible, without

assistance, tO give it necessary supervision, and he asks that a warden be appointed

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for the upper part of the county. I consider it impossible for one man to enforce the
law in so large a district, and would recommend that at least one warden be appointed
to assist the overseer the coming season.

OVERSEER MILLS, whose duty it is to protect the spawning beds in the upper
waters of the South-West Miramichi, both branches of which flow through Carletox
County, reports that bis attention has been directed to this end, and that lie has, in a
great measure, put a stop to the spearing and illegal netting which formerly prevailed
on these waters.

YORK COUNTY.

OVERsEER ORR reports the catch of salmon in this county to be fifty per cent,
less than that of iast year, which he attributes to causes in operation in the lower
portions and mouth of the river. The catch of bass has increased and a new industrY
has sprung up in the capture of sturgeons and eels, which bids fair to grow into col-
siderable importance.

' Wardens Campbell and Brown report a small catch of salmon. The latter says:
"The causes of this scarcity I have not been able fully to understand ; but one cause,
which I have investigated and which I know has had a great influence in lessening
the number of saçon, is the sawdust and rubbish which is allowed to go into the
rivers from mills on the St. John and its tributaries, the prohibition of which I havO
constantly advocated. Another cause which bas materially decreased the number of
fish which reach this county, is the practice of using drift nets in the harbor and its
approaches. While this is permitted no increase in these upper districts can be
expected."

SUNBURY COUNTY.

OVERSEER HoBEN reports an improved catch of gaspereaux; but that of shad was
less than last year, as was also that of salmon. The catch of bass was better, and the
fish in fine condition. The sturgeon fishery and that for eels and pickerel have givea
new sources of industry to the people, and these fisheries will probably be pursued tO
a large extent in future. Overseer H1oben has devoted special attention to the
sturgeon fishery and has satisfied himself that they spawn all through the months Of
July, August and September. lie considers a close time and some minor regulations
necessary to control the fishery and protect the spawning and young fish, so that
over-fishing may not exhaust the stock in the river.

QUEEN'S COUNTY.

OVERSEER IIETHERINGTON reports as follows:-" Salmon have not been so plenti'
ful as they were last year, and but few have been taken. Warden Phillips infornal
me that lie saw numbers spawning below the rapids in Canaan River, and thinko,
from their size, that they are the fish put into the head waters from the Miramicli
hatchery. Shad have been scarcer than ever, but gaspereaux were plentiful the first
of the season, and had the extended close time been enforced, I am persuaded that
large schools would have reached their spawning places. Eels have always been very
plentiful and there is now a prospect of a good business being done in their capture for
the American market. Sturgeon fishing has attained considerable importance; a
large humber of fish were caught last summer, and the flesh packed in ice exported
to American marketb. I was misinformed last year as to the snawning time of this
flish. From personal observations made this season, I am now sure they spawn in the
months of July, August and September, the greater number in the latter two months.
I would suggest that some suitable regulations be made to prevent this new industrY
from being destroyed by over-fishing."

KING'S CoUNTY.

OVERSEER BELYEA, of Westfield and Belleisle district, reports a very poor catch
of salmon. In the early part of the seasoin the catch of gaspereaux was better than"
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'Isual; but as the spring advanced they became very scarce. Shad were not so
Plentiful as last year; but bass more numerous. Mr. Belyea says -" At Oak Point a
large sturgeon fishery has been started, which gave employment and fair wages to a
onâsiderable number of our people. As this fishery will probably be followed on a

larger scale next season, I would suggest that some suitable regulations be made to
revent its exhaustion. The young fish should not be killed, and spawning fish should

te protected by a close season."
OVERSEER GosLINE, of Kennebecasis and its tributaries, reports but lttle improve-

mnent in these rivers. Alewives, shad, bass, eels and hake continue to be taken in
Illited quantities, and a considerable number of salmon still frequent both the main
and Hlammond River. The facilities for poaching are so great in both streams when
the water is low, that but few of them are allowed to spawn. Unless the people
residing on the banks of these rivers awake to the importance of protecting the smali
atock of fish yet resorting to them, but little hope of restoring their fisheries remains.

ST. JOHN COUNTY.
OVERSEER O'BRIEN reports a decrease in the catch of nearly all kinds of fish in

his division. This is more marked in the catch of salmon, which is fully thirty per
cent less than that of last year. Gaspereaux gave about the same catch as last year;
but the herring fishery yielded less. Lobsters were plentiful; but the catch was con-
fined to supplying the local demand. Overseer O'Brien again calls attention to the
great de4truction of young gaspereaux by the weirs. He says :-" One of the greatest
evils that mark oui harbor fisheries is the destruction of young alewives. In point
of numbers, as many of young fish are destroyed as of grown fish taken, and the con-
tinuance of the species is simply impossible if this wasteful mode of fishing is con-
tinued." I have so otten called attention to this monstrous evil, that nothing further

can say will add force to what I bave already put on record.
OVERSEER SKILLEN, of St. Martin district, reports a large increase in the catch

Of herring, but a falling off in line fish. He complains of great difficulty in enforcing
the weekly close time, especially during the spawning season of herring, when the
largest catches are made. Mr. Skillen is of opinion that no nets should be allowed
to be set in the immediate neighborhood of the spawning ground in his district from
the 10th of July to the 20th August. In this opinion I entirely agree, and would
urge that ail spawning places of herring be protected, by prohibiting netting within
their limits during the spawning season.

CHARLOTTE COUNTY.
OVERsEER TODD, of St. Croix district, reports an increase in the catch of

Mackerel and alewives, but a decrease in salmon. The practice of drifting for
salmon near the fishways had become so prevalent that I authorized Mr. Todd to
emaploy a night watchman, whose vigilance put an end to this ilegal work. The
fishways have been kept open and in good repair. During the low stage of water in
the river, that at Baring was improved and made effective. This Mr. Todd did at
his own expense. He found it necessary to employ an assistant for a short time, to

revent poachers from netting the spawning beds of the land-locked salmon in Palfrey
trook and Skiff Lake. A warden or special guardian would be of great service in
Protecting this valuable fish. The stream and lake is too far distant from Mr. Todd's
residence to admit of more than an occasional visit.

OVERSEER CUNNINGHAM, of St. Andrews Bay district, reports a large catch of
herrings, of good quality, which found a ready sale. Large quantities of small
herrings were taken for the sardine factories at Eastport, and the demand is increasing.
Mlackerel came into the bay earlier than usual, and a large catch was made ; but the
quality was not so good as could be desired. Less attention is paid to coast fishing,
and the catch of cod, haddock, hake and pollock was less than last year. The catch
of lobsters was smaller than usual, fewer men being engaged in this fishery. Over-
seer Cunningham strongly urges the suppression of all brush weirs loft dry at low tide,
as they destroy large quantities of young fish which are in great demand by the
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sardine factories, and for which a good price could be had. While there is a ready
market for these fish, any mode of fishing which necessarily destroys them should
be prohibited. The great increase of weirs in Mr. Cunningham's district bas added
largely to his duties, and his present salary is not adequate compensation for his
services. As he is an old and faithful officer, 1 ask for his case your favorable con-
sideration.

OVERSEER BEsT, of Beaver Harbor district, reports about an average catch of
lino fish, and a considerable increase in the yield of the herring fishery. He reports
no violations of the law.

OVERsEER LORD, of Deer Island and La Tête district, reports us follows :-" The
results of this year's work are satisfactory, especially in a financial point of view.
Although there has been a falling off in the catch of some kinds of fish, it has been
more than counterbalanced by increased yield from other kinds. The catch of line
fish was small compared with former years ; but this has arisen from the fact that
many of our fishermen, who formerly followed this branch of the business, have left
it to engage in weir fishing. The quantity of smoked herrings is larger than usual,
and shows a considerable increase over last year. The weirs, and the number of meti
engaged in fishing them, have greatly increased. At the close of 1878 there were
only thirty weirs in this district, while now there are nearly one hundred under
license. This great increase bas been caused by the demand for small herrings,
which are put up as sardines in the factories at Bastport, of which there are ten noW
in operation, and several more in course of erection. As you will see by my returns,
there have been taken and sold in this district 5,000 hhds., at an average price of $5
per hhd,, which has had the effect of putting $25,000 in circulation among our people.
If the Canadian market could be secured to us, factories would be started in this
county, employment would be given to a large number of our population, and we
would soon be a prosperous conimunity. The winter herring fishery has opened well
and as fish are plentiful, a good winter's catch is anticipated ."

From the above it will be seen that the duties of Overseer Lori have increased to
such an extent that they necessarily occupy the greater part of his time and atten-
tion. He is an active and painstaking officer, attentive to his duties, and methodical
and correct in bis returns and remittances. Ris present salary bears no proportion
to his services, and is quite inadequate to compensate him for the duties he performas
so well. I respectfully ask for this useful officer your most favourable consideratioln.
consideration.

OVERsEER BRowN, of Campobello, reports a decrease in all kinds of line fisb,
but an improvement in weir fishing.

OvERsEER MCLAUGILIN, of Grand Manan, reports as follows: "Since my last
annual report the various fisheries of this district have been vigorously prosecuted
with about the same results as last year, except in the weir and lobster fisheries, in
both of which branches there has been a great falling off. The herring weirs about
North Head, Long Island, Farmer Rock, Bancroft's Point, Woodward's Cove and the
Duck Islands have had a good run of fish, which, compared with former years, yielded
over an average both in quantity and quality. But the weirs in Cow Passage,
Cheney's Passage, Whitehead Island, and other places in the southern part of the dis-
trict have been almost a total failure up to the first of the present month (Decomber).
This unfortunate failure is due to the tides, which have not been sufficiently high o
the bars and flats. The catch of lobsters, compared with former years, is very small.
There are no sardine establishments in Grand Manan; Eastport having, so far, A
monopoly of this lucrative business. There is no danger of a depletion of the ber'
ring fishery from the sardine business, so long as the spawning grounds are protected,
and I am well satisfied that no action should be taken to interfere with this industry.
If anything could be done to secure the Canadian market for our own product, a pro-
fitable business could be built up in this county, and employment given to a large
number of our people. All the herrings suitable for sardines are caught in our waters,
but the United States duty on fish, preserved in oil, operates as a bar to our prosecu-
tion of the business for export. The catch of line fish is about equal to that of lasV
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Year, and at the present time they are plentiful in these waters. Our unsuccessful
Weir fishers are making every effort, by catching them, to retrieve their bad luck."

Overseer McLAUGIHLIN again urges that Warden Grilmour be provided with a
suitable boat to enable him to perform his duties more effectually. He states that
colplaints of illegal fishing, which, without a boat, the Warden is powerless to
prevent are frequently made, and immunity in wrong doing only encourages the
offnrders. le also repeats his request that Mr. David Engalls be appointed Warden
at Three Islands which place is so distant that a resident officer is necessary to
enforce the law.

From the foregoing reports and extracts, Your Honor will notice that in almost
1 districts in the northern counties the winter smelt fishory and the great increase

i the lobster fishery have added much to the duties of both Overseers and Wardens.
Thi8 bas occasioned a larger expenditure for necessary disbursements in enforcing the
regulations. The sardine fishery in Charlotte County, and the great increase in the
1'umber of weirs have had the same effect. In many instances the salaries paid to
omffeers are not sufficient to remunerate them for the increased time and attention
their duties demand, and I would respectfully recommend that active and faithful
Officers receive some substantial addition to their present small stipends.

REPORT OF J. 11. DUVAR, ESQ., INSPECTOR OF FISLIERIES FOR THF2
PROVINCE OF PRINCE EDWARD ISLAND, FOR THE YEAR 1880.

ALBERTON, P.E.I., 22nd November, 1880.
The Honorable the

Minister of Marine and Fisheries.

S1R,-1 have the honor to transmit herewith tabulated Statenents of the product
of this Fishery Division for the present year 1880, together with the Report on the
several fisheries.

GENERAL SUMMARY.

The total product of the fisheries of Prince Edward Island this year amounts
to $1,675,088.90, showing an increase of $272,787.50 over the unprecedented large
returns of 1879. This increase bas been almost wholly in mackerel and lobsters.
The truth is that these two have become the staple fisheries of the Province and
occupy the fishermen to the growing neglect of other products.

Mackerel exhibit an increase of 12,485 barrels, of a grade superior to last
year. Total catch, 82,570 barrels, besides a few canned, value $660,560.
The fishery may be thus briefly summed up: came in all along the coast about
the usual time, and a little larger than usual, kept improving all the time until about
one-third were number ones, one-third number twos, and the remainder number threes.
There have been few American vessels fishing in the bay, having missed the chance
of the fish schooling early they did comparatively little in mackerel, but better in cod.

Lobsters show the large production of 3,551,050 pound cans, value $7.0,210,
being an increase of 1,278,225 pounds. Quality good, with no perceptible falling off
in the supply. Ail the factories closed promptly on the required day, and the traps
were taken up as quickly as the weather would permit, excepting in two instances
complained of, which were enquired into and explained. The reputed success of the
lobster canning business has awakened the most lively competition, and many new
factories are under contract to be ready before next season. In view of this expAn-
sion, regulations seem called for in regard to the licensing of sites, with a view to
prevent future complications.

Both in lobsters and mackerel, the full capacity of each tishery in men and
material bas been employed without break during the season.

Cod, hake and haddock have been rather scarce and not largely fished for, show-
ing, therefore, a decrease of 7,414 cwt. of cod, 8,1 i9 cwt. of hake, and 112,700 lbs. Of
haddock, a total deficit of $60,775, which is more than made up by the increase on
mackerel. Fish oil and sounds show a proportionate decrease.

Herrings having ceased to be an export, are mainly a fishory for bait, and show
a further falling off of 6,059 bbls. Alewives have made an improvement of 297 bbis.

Although the total catch of salmon is no more than 8,990 lbs. weight, it is
suggested that the time is come to regulate this fishery with a view to the future Of
the artificially hatched fish. At the salmon breeding establishment at Dunk River
the salmon fry hatched in the spring of this year wore distributed successfully, and
at the date of writing this report the prospects are fair for another year's supply of ova.

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There is nothing to report in regwrd to tho fish of the streams. Several fishwayshave been ordered. A good many otfences, all of them of sinall account, have beea
deait with.

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quoted pretty firm at about $13 to $14 for number ones, $5 to $6 for number twos and
up to $1 for threes. Therefore an official estimate of $3 over all is not this.year so
rnuch at variance with the prices obtainable.

With reference to the American fleet off our coast an authority in Gloucester,
Massachusetts, bas kindly supplied me with the following, and a paragraph appeared
to the same effect in the Cape Ann Advertiser, the fishing organ of Now England, of
date the middle of October: " The tigures will be small this season. The Bay St.
Lawrence mackerel fishory has been almost a failure so far as the Aican fleet is
concern-d. Only 53 American mackerel catchers visited the Ray, some of wvhich did
not remain any time and caught nothing. Ten of the fleet ,iti romain in the Bay.
The foity-three that returned home hailed for 6,657 barrels mackerel, an average of
155 barrels apiece.'

It is diflicult for us on shore to obtain accurate accounts of the doings of Ameri-
cans at so, but Longshoi e Island reports say that some of the earlier American
vessels secure i much larger fares than the above paragraph would indicate. One
schooner, for oxample, soit two car.goes, amounting to some hundred barrels over the
P. E. I. Railroad for transport, vüt Shediac, to the United States. The complaint of
the Amnerians is that the fish did not school excepting very early in the season. Of
their vcsselsseven lay off Cable Head, King's County, from the 7ti to the 12th August,
vainly waiting for a chance to seine, and then lett for parts unknown. From the
few Ameticars ithat visited the Gulf the damage donc by seining must be le s than
formerly. Predatory fish seem to have been more numerous than usual, vh.ch may
.partly account for the early scattering of the sehools.

Several complaints, rather vague in tl e evidence offered along witb them, have
been made to me that the bandling of lobster traps is hurtful to the maekerel fishery
by, breaking up the schools. As there is no seining donc by our people the breaking
.up of the schools is less detrimental than it would otherwise be, unless it makes the
fish take the bait less readily in consequence. The statement that bait drifted out of
the lobster traps along the bottom supplies food and prevents the fish fron takingthe
Jiook bas yet to be pioved, inasmuch as mackerel do not sink, but rise to feed, as may
be noticed by the casting of toll-bait to bring thom near the surface. Besides,
mackerei do not prefer putrid bait as lobsters do. This year's catch, equal to three
and a half millions of pounds of preserved lobsters, would imply 35,000 traps, at the
rate 'of 1,000 traps to 100,000 caris, set, as complainants say, just on the mackerel
ground and taken up twico a day, every thousand traps extending a distance of about
four miles along shore in six to ight fathons water. A natural inference is that the
handling ofso nany traps mut " scare " the schooling fish, but, on the other hand,
the hook and line fishers this year have taken as many mackerel as their materials of
stages, boats, barrels and salt would allow. With the threatened rise of a complote
belt of lobster factories all around the coast, the matter-if there is anything in it-maY
become of im ortance. The orly practical remedy as yet suggested by the complain-
ants, namely, that lobster fishing to restricted to deep water, could scarcely prove a
remedy but rather an aggravation of the alleged evil, for the reason that the schoolo
would be equally liable to be broken up by the same line of traps only farther off the
coast. lerring and cod fishers say their business is similarly damaged. Of the
three the herring fishermen seem to have most cause of complaint. This is a matter
that was not foreseen when the Fishery Laws were enacted twelve years since, an
has arisen here from the peculiar circumstances of Prince Edward Island, where s0
many factories have sprung up at once along a limited coast. Consequently a definito
remedy is not provided by enactment, and any individual case can only be judged by
taking the general tenor and spirit, rather than the letter of the Acts. I bring the
matter to the knowledge of the Department for further enquiry.

Thirty fair sized fish are reported to have been taken off Souris, King's County,
as early as the first week of June; ordinary fishing commencing there about June
20th, the earliest date for the Province. The latest caught were off Skinner's Pond,
Prince County, on the first of November, being ten to fifteen days later than the usua
date of closing.
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AI undoubted specimen of the Spanish mackorel, male, Cybiun MJaculatum of the
uJflited States, vas cauglit by hook at New London, Qucen's County, on the 7th of

'epteraber. It is rare to iind this fish iii so high a latitude.

COD, HAKE AND HADDOCK.

The fishery of cod, hake and haddock bas been poor, for rcasons not wholly to be
explailed. In the first place the fish were scarce on their respective grounds, and
iil the ncxt, the fishermen finding that good mackerel were striking in adundantly,
devýoted their attention mainly to the latter fishor.y. At ail events cod, hake and had-dock together show a decrease of 860,775. Whieh is more than made up by the in-
crease of $97,842.20 on mackerel. In sone localities so few haddock were taken thatthe Wardons i their returns lump them with cod. The fishing cormmenced about theloth Of June. Those taken throughout theseason were aboutaveragesizeanduality.
It is deubtful if any quantity wortth noting was caught within the Canadian three
n1iies 'mne. 1 uCnda hc

The truth is that cod fishing has now become a fishery of the decp) sea. It hasreceded and is yearly rceding farther from our shore. ' A cod fisher of eleven years'
Oxperience assures me that the cod fishery was fornierly a sure thing in five or six
-thoms of water, but that now it is by no means as good at twelve fathomsor deeper,that depth boing about four to five miles off the land. In English waters the best
fishing is at twenty-four fathoms and even out to sixty. To go out and romain at five
miles distance from the land requires superior boats to those that cur shore fishermen
POssess, and it is mostly beyond their individual means to procure botter. The prin-
eiplc Of partnîer'ship in a good sea-going outfit is as yet little understood or acted on,though it is freely admitted that something of the kind must bo donc to make the
fihing profitable. It may be mentioned that some remarks thrown out in last year's
report regarding a botter class of boats seem to have met with consideration, forseveral cOmmunications have reached me on the subject. The opinion of fishermen
's that cod ire always in or near certain localities in the gulf, and could be found if
boats were fitted to reach thein. As at prosent pursued the cod fisbery lasts about
'0n hundred and thirty-three days, from about the middle of June to tho middle of
<Jetober, after which the weather becomes broken.

A ilumber of boats, mostly from Caraquet, N.B., have been fishing off the north
,o the island, and are much complained of for throwing gurry overboard. Their
catch Of fi-h does not appear in the accompanying returns, except 2,500 lbs. of cod
sounds landed and sold at Cascumpec. These small crafts fish closer inshore than the
Americans do, and consequently do more injury to the boat fishin's. A partial
eeremeJy imight be provided by an Order in Council directing that all fishing vessels
PlYing their trade in Canadian waters within the Bay of St. Lawrence shall be fur-esh( dwith gurry tubs or kits. It is asserted, but 1 have no means of verifying the
assertioIn, that an order similar to this is in force on board American fishing vessels

American waters. Evidence accumulates that the cleaning of fish afloat is a most
lestructive practice, and several authentie cases have been found this season where
fish have been destroyed by swallowing backbones or' other offal. It is impossible
'hat the shore Wardens can prevent the abuse from taking place at sea, but any
{Janadian fishing craft putting into port without gurry kits on board might be made
labl0 to seizure.

b -t is Worth mention that one of the storekeepors in Summerside, Prince County,simported his rotail supply ofdried cod fish from Gapé, finding the fish of that
ast larger and the quality botter. A good beginning has been made by a firm at
eorgetown, King's, and another at Mininigasb, Prince, in introducing the manu-

boneless cod and hako put up in boxes for family use. The product is
atbtrive in appearance, and when it is botter known will doubtless make its way in

The authority in Gloucester before referred to states, of date 14th October, thatte twenty-seven American vessels cod fishing in the bay had thon caught 20,000
quintals.
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HERRING.

The herring fishery bas been duil and shows a deficiency of $24,316, equivalent
to 6,059 barrels fewer than last year. More could have been obtained had they been
sought. All our herrings are caight in spring, mainly as bait for other fish, excepting
the supply required for home consumption. Esport as a food commodity bas all but
ceased, and, indeed, some of the fishing stages have inported herrings for bait from
localities where abundant. Within a tew years this fishery has changed its character
from an export trade and bas become almost entirely subsidiary to the other fisheries.
Clams and other expensive baits were formerly in use, but now the mackerel and cod
fisheries depend on the supply of herrings, there being neither capelin, squid, mon-
haden or other bait fisb in sufficient quantity on this coast. In this point of view
the spring herring fishery is of importance, but the supply is regulated by the demand.
None are smoked or prepared as sardines.

Some of the larger curers iast year talked of giving attention to fall herring this
year. To go into that business requires both faith and outlay. Fishermen on a small
scale would only make the atiempt in a poor mackerol year. Capitalists might go
into it as a venture based on the chances of making more by herring for market than
by mackerel, but the generality of fishermen are content with a catch of mackerel,
and do not care to abandon a certainty even for a chance of making more, especially
as a different outfit of net would be needed with larger mesh than that required for
spring fishing. Mackerel this year having been a certainty there have been no
attempts to proseceute the fall fishery, although fish were known to be on the coast.
Total quantity of fali herring reported under fifty barrels.

The arrival of the spring herring on the island coast is irregular. The theoryis
that they come in from the outer sea, and consequently should strike the castern
shore sooner than the west. Returns gathered from fourteen fishing stations do not
appear to carry out this view. At the East Cape they appeared on the 5th of May,
at the North (west) Cape on the lst of May, and at various intermediate points at
irregular dates. A comparison of all the dates does not indicate any traceable course
of progression in the schools of fish.

Observation during coming years may possibly discover a clue to the order of
their reaching this coast, and it would be well to compare the dates of their appeai-
ance farther up the gulf. Al that seems to be established is that spring herring
arrive off this coast at an unceitain time, somewhere about tho beginning of May,
striko in along all parts of the shore within a few days, remain about twenty days,
thon depart. Also that as yet we are unable to trace any rule that governs their
migration, further than we may suppose it to bo influenced more or less by currents,
temperature, freedom from predaceous fish and local causes unexplained.

ALEWIVEs OR GASPEREAUX.

The alewives fisbery has fallon to a low ebb and continues to decrease, but not
altogether owing to local overfishing in former years. The only special places in
which it is still pursued on a scale large enough to be called a fisheiy is at North
Lake, in King's County, and Cousin's Pond, in Quoen's. A special watchman was
appointed to guard cach of these places during the past season. Cousin's is a pond
about half a mile in length by one-eighth of a mile wide, in which three hundred
fathoms of net were set, and as the entrance is a narrow run a watchman was noces-
sary to prevent it from being completely closed by nets. North Lake is of greater
extent but is much obstructed by a highway bridge crossing the narrow entrance.
The fishery at North Lake, which was once good for 3,000 barrels per year, now pro-
duces only 800, but is yet of importance as furnishing the supply of bait for a con-
siderable extent of coast.

Formerly alewives were taken in somo quantity in tho Bedford or Tracadie
Ponds, Queen's County, but the runs are nearly silted up, aad for want of a small
appropriation to re-open them, the fishery is there closed.

tay. This gave seven nights and one day per week, or about eighty-five hours for
the fish to run. The Order in Council gives a continuous run of about one hundred
a eight hours. The catch is slightly larger this year, say an improvement of 300barreis.

piI have no further feature to remark in this fishery, excepting that a small appro.priation to clear the runs might be laid out advantaýgeously. All the catch is usedfor bait expecting a trifling proportion for home use. None exp )rted. Tho fish
ne in rather earlier this year, but were not plentifut at any time. Quality betterthan lu~t year.

LOBsTERS.

Large as was the product of the lobster industry last year it has this yearincreased one-third, and reaiched the very large figure of over three millions and a
haoto f pounds canned, representing not less that ten millions of fish taken in the
fhort space of time allotted to the fishery. Where lastycar there were but thirty-five

aores there are now fifty-eight. Forty-seven others are contracted for or being
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already erected for next year. Several of the rew factories are intended to be
spacious buildings fully provided with the latest improvements in machinery for
steaming and tinning, as also with appliances to economize bait, which, from the
great demand and a poor supply, was scarce towards the close of the season. This
year lobsters, computed at oflicial rates, exceed in value the mackerel fishery of this
or any previons year.

During the whole season the fish came in steadily after they had once set in.
About the end of May the traps were so filled at New London and elsewhero as to
exceed the working capacity of the factories. It is stated from all parts of the
country, excepting fron the factories of Messrs. Forest & Co., at Spry Point, Grand
River, and Georgetown in King's County, that there is no perceptible falling off in
size from previous years. This is a matter that can only be ascertained by keeping
a record at each factory over a series of years. In the Blue Book for 1873 the
Inspector of Fisheries for Nova Scotia and New Brunswick mentions that in unfished
localities of his division the lobsters average three pounds in weight, and large
numbers run from that to four and often fivo pounds. No such weights are found
here. Six of ordinary size selected at several factories during the present season
weighed from 15 te 18 lbs., giving an average of tvo and a half to threo pounds.
The cause of the difference in weight observed at adjacent factories is not apparent.
It is stated that when the weight falls to one and a half pounds, the business, as at
present conducted, ceases to Le profitable.

A large amount of ready money is cireulated by this industry. Besides tho
erection and repair of buildings, tin and iron work, boat-building, fuel-cutting,
truckage, and much other outlay, fair wages are paid, directly or indirectly to
perhaps two thousand hands, male and femalo. Ilenco the industry is of consider-
able importance in the political economy of the Province. Its aid to the country is
to be estîmated at more than the mere amount of money it brings in. For Prince
Edward Island, in its social foatures, is the 8witzerland of the Dominion, inasmuch
as our youth have an aspiration to seek that fortune abroad which our sleepy social
system precludes them from making at home ; and any inducement that prevents
the necessity of their casting in their lot with a country politically and commercially
opposed to Canada is of a value to be estimated highly.

Information supplied shows that almost all the product is sent to England, the
ports being London and Liverpool. A portion, made up mostly ii flat tins, is shipped
to Germany via H[amburg. Only one factory appears to ship in quantity to the-
United States, aid one packer gives as his market " the wide, wide world."

The question of" when is the proper lime for a close season in this Province ?'
bas not ceased to be a matter of discussion, and a reply may perhaps be reached by a
brief sketch of the biography of the lobster as observed in theso waters.

It must be premiscd 1iat naturalists as well as fishermen are rather scant of
information in regard to this erustacean. The ova are known to remain attached to
the mother fish until the capsuîes rupture and the fry are able to maintain an inde-
pendent existence, but it is not known how long a time elapses between extrusion
and final hatching. On their first emancipation trom the shell the young reseible
water spiders of about one-third of an inch iii total length, including a spider-like
swimming apparatus. When grown to the length of an inch in the body they have
become perfectiy developed iii shape as miniature lobsters, but of a ruddy color, as if
boiled. In this stage they have been taken on this coast from the stomach of the
cod. Of the size of two or three inches, they are occasionally washed ashore after
storms, and have been found clinging alive to the meshes of hoop traps. After
attaining a layger size the growth appears to be slow, which would suggest that the
creature is long lived, as is further indicated by some mammoth specimens showing
the marks of age, that have been caught here, one of them of two feet length in the
body. Elsewhere female lobsters weighing not more than half a pound in weight
are said to have been found carrying eggs, but I have had no opportunity of observinog
a similar incident here, and believe any such instance to be abnormal. Experiments
at the French Government's sea tanks in Brittany lead to the belief that it takes the
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lobster five years to arrive at maturity and for the female to reach the age of
tfheundity. Science has not yet established during how many successive years the

e spawners continue to produce young. The exact period of spawniing-that is to
8ay, of detaching the egg with the capsule ruptured-re'nains among the mysteries.
&il that may be definitely accepted is that it varies in different latitudes and differentConditions of the water. In the colder water of the Atlantic coast, rock bound and
deep, although farther south, it would seem to be later than in the Bay of St.Lawrenee. The warm, shallow, sandy shores of Prince Edward I Iand offer con-ditions different from the cool margin of the ocean. During the past three years the
average temperature of the summer months on the north ot the Island has been in
dune 56> 56', July 63° 40', August 62° 27' Fahrenheit, and rather more than one
degree higher on the South shore. A sun of the fervency of July shining on the calmasurface Ot tix to not exceeding eight fathoms of water, reflected by a subaqueous floor
of ruddy sand, must cause a high temperature ait the bottom, speaking without close
experinient, I should say of 55 degrees. Possibly this water hot-bed explains why so
targe a proportion of the lobsters in these waters are found to spawn in July, and in
that mfonth to be soft shelled and debilitated. The circumstance that August and notJuly is the spawing month on the South shore is in accordance with the same view

The smallest enquiry may be aid to science. Consequ'ntly I have asked old
tands engaged in lob>ter flshing, " Where do the lobsters that strike in rnyriads on
the island come from ? Froma the Atlantic ? That is to say, do they cireuninavigate
Nowfoundliand, or do they remain during the winter in the Bay Of St. Lawrence ?"
Wthout one exception the replies received have contirmed my own view, namely,
that they remain in the Bay. If truc, this is one point gainel. The'habitat of the
bster, o valuable to Prince Edward Island, is altogether in t1he stretch of sea

tween the island and Labrador and in the other deep water immediately
surrounding,
ftDredging is said not to have discovered lobsters at a greater depth than thirt-y

thoms. f snch be the case it is evident that it is the same body of lobsters thut
comfle back to our island year by year. There is, in fact, but a ring or fi inge of this
valuable crustacean around our coast, and not backed up by inexhaustYbie relays from
the ocean. Witlhin the short period of seventy to eighty working days, fuir and
f.ui, Of the present year, not fewer than 10,000,000 of these were captured on our
lilhited water line. No reproductiveness can long stand such a strain unless the

oest stringent precautions are taken to preserve the breeders. The State of Maine,.S, becoming wise tee lato, was compelled to pass a law inflicting a fine of e1o fo'
every bi-eeder taken. Prince Edward Island, fortunately, has not yet arrived ut a
crisis that threatens extinction of the industry, but the experience of other coasts
should teach a needed les'on. Soft-shelled fish protect tleiselves, they are too
Sluggish to take the trouble of feeding or of locomotion, consequently few are caught;
and so long as the packers pay the fishermen so much per hundred, undersized fish
are not it, much danger, but tho systein of buying by tale offers no proteution what-

ver to spawners. The only real protection is that, the fictories shall refuse to receive
spawn1er's at any price.

In this con nection it may be mentioned that a paragraph has appeared in certain
newspapers to the effect that some of the earlier shipments fron Prince Edward

Land this season were "trash." An enemy hath done this. Nevertheless it is a
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mratter well worth careful consideration by such a guild of !ohster packers, as I
Nentred to suggost through the local press, whether this damaging slur on the islaud
product is not traceable to the blindness and greed of one or two less respectable eau-
nors in makinrg use of gravid and even soft-helled fish. The supposit ion thaàt such is
the case is quite admissible, and it seems cruel that a vast industry, employing labor
liberally and bringing to this small Province large remittances, should be put in peril
by law- breakers in their short-sighted improvidence. Nothing would tend more read-
iliv to-establish European confidence in islanîd shipments than a strong resolution passed
aid acted on by the miniient packers, pledging themselves to use no fish in their
cannerios excepting of full size, vigor and condition, and, moreover, committing less
conscientious competitors lo conforn to the regulation under pain of exposure. In
this way alone can the relations of the packers, the fishery officers and the public be
put on a proper basis. The proposail to appoint a special tishery constable, expressly
to look after the lobster trado, would be somewhat derogalory to the respectable
packing firms, and would be unnecessary in view of such action as above suggested.
I am happy that nany of the leading firmas act on and believe in the principle above
expressed. At the same time it is within my knowledge that a good many factories
.do make use of spawners, although it is all but impossible to bring home the offence.
31oral certainty is not legal proof. The only true protection of the industry, as
already said, rests with the loading men engaged in it. Such protective action should
be made universal, and should emanate froin the parties to be benefitted. In other
respects besides those above stated united action on the part of the packers seems
eminently desiralle for their intercsts, especially in making bepresentations to the
Government, where views set forth by a united body would naturally carry more
weight than the indivkdual expressions of opinion with which the Department is
fiooded. Lot me here take the opportunity of strongly asserting, from a knowledge
of the facts and with a view to the siatement reaching the public, that at present the
first-class brands of Prince Edward Island canned goods-provided they are first-class
brands-ean be received with every confidence.

To resune: It is adnitted that female lobsters are accasionally found carrying
oca at all seasons of the year when the water bas attained a degree of temperaturu
sufficiently warm for thema to seek the shore, and in greater or less numbers according
to the depth of water in which the traps are set. This bas induced sone fishermen to
believe that the brecders spawn twice a year and others to assert that they spawn at
ail times of the year. Such may be, but the balance of present evidence goes to
prove that on the Prince Edward Island Coast midsummer is the true spawning time,
and that any departure fXom it arises from causes that cannot be reckoned on. It is
reasonable to suppose that the work of reproduction having been accomplished in
J uly or August, the fish recover their vigor and remain full and wholesome until they
rotire into deeper water. And such is found to be the fact. Last year I myself
caused traps to be set later than closing day and the lobsters taken therein proved to
be in good condition. This year the fish were perfectly sound in quality, in all parts
of the Province, on the day of closing and not perceptibly fewer in num bers. In 1b79
returns from aimost all thc factories then iu operation gave, for the whole catch, only
from threc to ten per cent. of tish in spawn, much the larger proportion being in July.
Suppose the sexes equally divided, as there seems reason to believe is so, there results
that out of cvery one bundred lobsters in the sea or caught, only fifty are females,
end thee females take tive years from the egg to become feeund. And if the total
proportion of lob.ters in spawn does not in most cases, as reported to me, exceed ten
per cent. of the whole island catch of both sexes, it shows that one-fifth of the females
carry ova each year. That is to say, there are four times as nany young breeders
coming forward as there are egg-bearers, and one-fourth of that number come
into breeding year after yeir. The protection of undersized fish is, therefore, a pro-
tection of luture breedors, and there are so few actual breeders in every hundred
lobsters caught that to cau them is a wanton waste that even the perpetrators do not
excuse except on the plea that the canning time is so short that they are driven to
mnake use of ail that come to hand. The number of actual breeders is really so small
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that to omit them altogether would bave little appreciable effect on the business of a
'we1l conductel factory, especially were a longer time given in which to fill ordors.
What then is the best closed time to permit the,,e breeders to reproduce in peace-
confining the enquiry to Prince Edward Island only ?

In the course of communication with the packers I have been requested to bring
to the notice of the Department all manner of suggestions, ranging from a fèw of the

reat firms that are satisfied with the law as it stands, down to the denizens of a certain
headland who prav the powers that be to remove all restrictions and superannuate or
shoot lte Wardens. This is the place to offer some remarks on the more intelligent
tf these suggestions it being borne in mind that the problem is not solely to protect
-he fish (which could bLe donc by total prohibition) nor to please everybody (which is
1podible) but to render permanent in this part of Canada a valuable industry that
as proved fleetiig elsewhere, and, in attempting to render it permanent, neither toeranp present nor prospective enterprise nor to benup b expended capital.

Besides the views of those who are satisfied with existing regulations and of those
who wish for an extension of time, the following plans have met with advocates: to
Close the faetories during the warm weather of midsummer; to adopt different times
Of beginning and closing on the north and south shores of the island ; to place lobsters
On the same footing as finned fish of the sea, removing all restrictions as to time and
permitting them to be caught as long as they can be; and when the supply falls too

' Vto lly close all factories for one or more vears, as the exigencies of the case
%ay require.

Although observation indicates that the spawning season on this coast is July (or
'Ugust on the south) a proposal to close that month is beset by difficulties that woulde inore Oppressive to the packers than the simple remedy of refusing to receive fish

sp 'Pawn. Exporienced packers eau tell at a glance whether the spawn has beenrenoved by the villainous practice called " combing." This skill should be sufficient
for prevention withoat the harsh measure of totally stopping froin work. To close the

ctoris for a month in the middle of the season would be to disperse the hands who
ld neither find other employment during the rcess nor be readily recalled. The

aking Up and storing of traps would be at once a grievance and an expense. More-cher the limited staff of fishery officers would be even less able thar they are now to
e ek finfri gement of the law. Briefly then, the closing in July, even admitting it

true spawning season here, may at present be considered inpracticable.
The demand for a complete aboltioa of the close season seens founded on a want

S n)-Owledge of the difference in habits bttween lobsters and de3p sea fish, which I
endeavored to set forth above. Neither hQpes nor theory can stand in face of

the fact that the supply has been ruined on other coasts by over fisbing.
1'O other result could rationally be looked for on the island coast were it thrown

tolie b.The larger factories carriei on by responsible and judicious men are not those
Woured, but the crowd of smaller competitors that, without capital or coscience,

spring up with no other view than to fill the greatest number of cans without
e as to the contents. At presont there is no regulation to prevent a whole village

ofitbster shanties being set dow.n alongside of factories that are intended to be per-
Ilianent and that represent capital of some thousands of dollars each. When such
tiedatory adventures bave sudceeded in ruining the locality they can drop the

ansness without loss, whereas those packers who have erected expensive buildingsot do 0o. It must also be notel that were a close time abolished Goveriment
tid not grant the licenses that several of the packers have applied for. A close

i far f0om being a detriment, is therefore a protection to the legitimate fisher.
e views of the advocates of unrestrained fishing are set forth in the following com.

'1aunieations which two of the leading packers have favored me with.
1. Mr. Gavin, a mem ber of the Local Government, says :-

Respecting the close season I would wish to make a few remarks. For my ownPart i "ll t
t uL be quite well satisfied with it as it is at present, but there are other parts

0f bbe island where I know it operae.i disadvantageously, and this leads me to the
es5tiol: ' Why should there be a close season for lobitors?' I have given the subject
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some attention and although engaged in the business myself, I am not one of those
who would wish to see the lobster business receive a permanent injury for the sake of
naking it profitable for afew years. But I feel assured that the close season, while it

considerably hampers the operations of lobster packers, does not accomplish the object
it was intended to effect by its promoters. I presume the object of the cloFe season
is, first, to protect the lobsters while depositing thoir eggs, and, secondly, by limiting
the time for fishing to provide against the lobsters being fished out. I feel certain that
the close season bas not and cannot accomplish anything towards attaining the first
object, as it is now admitted by every one, who has had any experience in packing,
that lobsters in spawn are caught at all seasons of the year, and that they have no
particular season for spawning. With regard to the second object, I do not see any
reason to fear that lobsters would be fished out in the Straits and the Gulf of St.
Lawrence any sooner than other fish such as herring, mackerel, codfish, &c. Men who
have been engaged in the business on the south side of the island for a number of
years say that they sec no difference or fialling off in the supply, though the traps and
appliances for catching them bave been increased a thousand fold. Although I an
satisfied with the present arrangement, as far as my business on the north side is
concerned, still I look upon a close season as a mistake, and in view of the large
amount of capital invested in the business at present is almost a misfortune. My
principal objection to the close senson is, that it cannot be made to suit all parts of the
island at the same time. Lobsters with soft sheils are seldom seen on the north side
of the island, wvhilst on the south side almost ail that are caught in the month ofJuly
are soft and untit for canning. I do think the sooner the close season is done away
with and men are allowed to use their own judgment the better it will be for those
engaged in the business, and it would not tend to exhaust the supply any more than
under the present arrangement."

Hon. Mr. Prowse, likewise a member of the Local Government, and extensively
engaged in fishing on the east coast, further adds:-

" As we hold half the interest in two factories, our observation bas necossarily
been pretty close, and we are more than ever convinced that the lobsters are in better
condition every way after the 1t of September than they are at any time previous
to that date, and we are also convinced that, as a ruie, they are fit for use during the
whole year like any other fish. 0f course, no sane man would think of canninig a
soft sheli lobster which occasionally enter the traps throughout the whole summer,
but the number is very limited, owing, we think, to their inability or unwillingness
to move around while in that state. Several of our neighbors bave lost more or less
cans this season, and opinion is divided as to the cause. Of course, the mechanics in
charge mainain it is through -no fault of tbeirs, and attribute it to a disease in th
lobster; others that it is in the air, &c , &c., but I am most firmly convinced that it
is altogether owinig to the want of sufficient care and cleanliness in aid around the,
factories. When the lobsters were most plentiful they could not be cahned up as
quickly as it was necessary to do, and in consequence the tables, &c., too long
saturated with the fluid matter from the fish without being cleaned and washed off,
and, this happ-ening in the very hot weather, the meat very soon became tainted and
the result was ' blown cans.' We are stili strongly of opinion that there should be no
close season, but all parties should be allowed to preserve the lobster as -they are any
other fish, thon there will not be such anxiety to put up so many in so short a time.
We are convinced that to do a sueeessful busines extensive premises must be erected
and kept perfectly clean and airy. To ibis end we aie adding to our factory at
Guernsey Cove, which, when completed, will be nearly 200 feet long, while our factory-
on the north side of Murray Harbor is said to bo the best and largest on the island,
and in consequence has been most successful in preserving. Boping you will be able
to advise the abolition of any close season in future, &c."

The proposai to close the factories wholly for one or more years when the supply
fails is too ciude tobe oentertained. If it takes lobsters five years to grow adult froin
the egg, a single year's rest could have no other effect as to succeeding years' catch
than to advance surviving flsh one year forward in tho scale of age. A rest of'
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five consecutive years would be required to produce marketable fish, and a total
cessation fi om fishing during each alternate lustrum of five years would bo necessary
to keep up the full supply. Needless to say, such an arrangement is both complicated
and impossible.

To put the north and south coast of our narrow island under different regulations
would bo to establish a precedent that might become troublesome bere and clsewhere.
ln all competition better and worso chances occur that it is beyond the line of a
Government to supplenient. For instance, the choice of locality in which to carry
on an enterprise is a matter of individual judgment that can scarcely be expected to>
change general regulations excepting under very exceptional circumstances. Never-
theless, the packors on the south of the island, having mostly solected their sites before
the fishery regulations took shape for the Province, labor under disadvantages.
Their grievances are explained in a letter to the Inspector fron Mr. Anderson, pro-
prietor of an extensive factory at Belle Creek, Queen's Coînty. He writes:-

" On the south sido of the Island, of the four months given at present there are
only two months and twenty days at furthest that fishing can be done to be even
paying. Scarcely a fish can be caught till the 20th of May; from that time they
are good till 1st of August, when they begin to soften and continue bad or unfit for
canning uintil the latter part of August. In August plenty of fish aie caught, but
one-third of thcm at least are useless and are thrown away and thus uselessly
destroyed. Ths system is very destructive, as fishermen put out more traps in ordor
to counterbalance the loss from culling. Now, the canning of the other two4hirds,
being very inferior fish, has undoubtedly already been the cause of hurting the repu-
tation of our lobsters in the home market for a large proportion of those c:nned in
August fail before being shipped, which does not at all occur at any other season.
What is wanted is to have the time changed so as to be from the 15th of May to the-
15th of October, with August left out. Much capital has been invested to be only a
loss and ruinous to the reputation of our island fish."

I endorse the statements put forth by Mr. Anderson, and would suggest that the
remedy lies in a general change of time for the whole island, as diseussed in the
following paragraph:-

The design of the Government in fixing by general order the period of lobster
fishing froni 20th April to 20th August, was evidently to give fishermea one
hundrcd and six clear working days (this year 116). Practically they have no more
than about seventy days at the utmost. As thus, respectable packers will not now
can soft-shelled or breeding fish, and the period during which these bear too large a
proportion to leave a margin of profit on the general work of the factory is about a
Inonth-the monthb of July; deduct, say, half the working days of July and only
ninety-three days remain, from which have further to be deducted at least twenty
days of unseasonable weather at the beginning of the season, thus leaving only
seventy three days, fair or stormy, to work. The factories are supposed to open on
the 20th of April. According to a record supplied by the oflicial Meteorological
Observer on the north coast, horses crossed the river ice for the last time this spring
on the 22nd of April, and that ice drifted for many days about the coast. On April
23rd, 28th, 29th, 30th, May 1st, 2nd, 4th, 6tb, 7th, 10th, 12tb, 13th, 11th, 151h, 18th,
19th and 20th the wind blew from varions quarters for a part or the whole of each
day with the force of a fresh breeze sufficient to raise a sea too broken to b, safe for
Setting out traps.

Moreover, a circular letter sent by me to ·every factory shows the 13th of Mfay
was the earliest day on which any establishment opened, and on that day were only
two, five on the 15th, sixteen between the 18th and 21st, nineteen between the 24th
and 301th May, and the remainder in June. Further, au enquiry, " Were lobsters-
perfectly sound on the day of closing," has been replied to in writing by every packer,
to the effect that the fish were never in better order than on the 30th August, when
the fiactories were obliged to be shut down. This is evidence that cannot be over-
iridden by any arbitrary theory of time so far as this Province is concerned. Were
Our fishing season changed so as to commence on the 20th May and to close on the
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-20th of September it would give the one bundred and six days originally intended.
Having, practically, more days on which men can work within those dates there
would be less temptation for the packers to make up a given number of cans by fish-
ing during the unwholesome time. The change would, in a measure, suit the require-
monts of tho south sido of the island as well as of the north. Until further develop-
monts in the business shall necessitate other arrangements the change above suggested
would satisfy all interested with the exception perhaps of a few. Trade jealousies
are not in my way, otherwise it might be added that hostility to a change in the fish-
ing scason in Prince Edward Island comes not from islanders, but from competing
packers on the mainland.

Having at the close of last year held office but a short time, I hesitated to
express a definite opinion in the Annual Report. Further observation justifies me in
definitely recommending to your Honor, on the grounds above stated, that the lobster
fishery for the Province of Prince Edward Island (only) commence on the twentieth
day of May and close on the twentieth day of September. This recommendation is
made, not that a greater number of fish may be taken, but that the business of the
season being practically stretched over a greater number of working days may offer
.less temptation to destroy the breeders necessary for continued reproduction.

In the last Annual Report, pages 267-8, it was brought to notice that sooner or
later a system of licensing the sites for lobster factories would have to be introduced,
and it was added that in view of many complications that now exist and are certain
to multiply, probably the carlier it was donc the easier it would be to become master
of the situation. Another ycar's experienee goes strongly to confirm the suggestion.

Severat applications for licenses have been made and have been forwarded to the
Dopartment with my remarks on each individual case. The object sought to be
-attained is to secure certain limits of shore necessary for the healthful prosecution of
an industry that floats a large amount of capital and employs almost exclusively
Canadian labor.

At present no factory is secure against unfair competition. The legitimate
trader carefully selects a site at considerable outlay of money aInd research, erects
buildings thoreon and hazards some thousands of dollars in the enterprise. To carry
on the business a clear stretch of sea is required of from two to four miles according
to the number of traps to be set out. His suecess during the first few weeks is
watched, and if the experiment seems to pay, other parties crowd on the locality by
erecting competing factories alongside on the beach, or on some scrap of land pur-
chased for a trifle from some farmer who bas a shore frontage. The direct result is
overfishing. The Inspector'has been called three times during the past season to
adjust disputes caused by the overlapping of traps belonging to adjacent factories.
The system as it now stands is eminently unsatisfactory

The only practical remedy is in the assignment of lobster fishing stations,
similar in principle to the salmon fishing stations on the shores of the mainland.

Objections have been made that the power to grant licenses rests with the local
Government of the Province as having acquired the right to the fishery reserves by
becoming purchasers of the original land grants. On this subject I refer to my corres-
)ondence with the Department, of date 1Zth April last. At present the question is
less complicated than it may speedily become with the rapid increase of factories.
The peculiar tenure of land in this Province may make it necessary, under section 2
of the Fisheries Act, to submit a case to the law officers of the Crown, in which con-
tingency the points would sec'n to be : whether the Dominion Government, as
administering the general interest of Her Majesty in the Fisheries,-or whether the
local Government (and through it the holders of shore frontages from it), as pur-
chasers of the original grants from the Crown bave the right to issue license ? In
other words, whether or not power is inherent in the General Government solely, to
administer the fisheries of the migratory fish of the sea, and, in pursuance of that
administration (lobster fishing being a fishery of tne shore,-and shell-fish being
under the Act), to lay off the beach of this Island with the waters of Canada adjoin-
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ing, in lobster flshing stations, similar to the salmon fishing stations on other Cana-
dian shores, and without reference to shore farim frontages ?

I think the general feeling is in favor of paying an annual license fee for the
sole occupation of a given distance of shore, which would bring lobster fishing under
Sec. 13, Sub-sec. 1, of the Fishery Act of 1868, and would enable packers to claim
the assistance of the fishery officers to prevent encroachment on the ground licensed.
Assuming the power of the General Government to issue license there could be no
difficulty in regard to new factories, but the question arises in how far existing
factories built on purchased sites can be compelled to take out a license for protection-
of their station when they have not been hitherto protected fromn competition of site,.
but have been crowded into limits too small for their business.

A practical solution of the important question of lobster fishing licenses-as
regards this Province only-would be to lay off the chart of the coast in " stations,"
duly assigned with reference both to existing and future factories, and the taking ont
Of a license to be optional with existing factories, according to the circumtances of
each individual case. And such solution I beg to offer to your honor's consideration.

OYSTERS.

Illegal oyster fishing causes considerable trouble. Any person (excepting the
fishery officers) can procure oysters in Charlottetown and some other places at any
time throughout the close season. The general public appear incapable of believing
that during close time shel1 fish are~unfit for food. Wherever there is demand there
Will be supply, and as the restaurants are besought for oysters evon during the bot
days in suminer, they manage to minister to the depraved taste of their customers.
I was in hopes that the appointment of a special Warden for Charlottetown would
Prevent supplies being smuggled to the receivers in town, but as it somehow bas not
answered the purpose other arrangements will be required for next year.

Although it is to be hoped, even for hygienic reasons, that the vicions propensity
of eating unclean shell fish may be educated out, there is a more destructive agency
to the oyster fishery in " mussel mudding," or the taking of oyster shells for lime.
As matters at present stand the almost complete extinction of oysters in Prince
Edward Island is only a question of time, and, unless circumstances altogether
hostile can be reconciled, that time will be a short one. At present it is a tussle
between the farmer and fishmonger, and the weaker will go to the wall. Lot me
take some pains to make this clearly understood by the Department.

The soil of almost the whole Province of Prince Edward Island is a light loam
fromi disintegrated new red sandstone, so deficient in lime as not to effervesce vith
acids. There is no limestone to speak of. Crude stone for the few lime kilns at pre-
Sent burning has to be imported from Nova Scotia, New Brusswick and Anticosti.
Agricultural lime is, however, an absolute necessity. Hence the immense value to the
farner of what is known as "mussle-mud," that is, the shells and marine deposits of old
Oyster beds, which supply a large percentage of the purest lime, the remainder being
animal matter and marine alluvium, themselves valuable fertilizers. It is not saying
to much to assert that the product of grass and grain bas been increased one-third
by the use of this mud during the few years since it began to be generally made use
of. Twenty, not exceeding thirty, sleigh loads is the quantity used por acre. Last
Year the bulk extracted from the oyster beds could not have been less thain 200,000
loads, at a rough calculation, and as it is now conveyed inland by railway the
demand is vastly increasing. Durirg the season of winter the cumbrous digging
bnachines, worked by horse-power and each attended by two or throe men, cover the
oYster creeks like a scattered encampment.

The island coast is fringed by innumerable creeks-our so.called river mouths-
oer beds of sand, paved with patohes of broken sandstone or with an alluvial mud,

nOt soft enough to be called ooze. Many miniature bays present the like conditions.
rom time imemrnorial oysters have propagated on these floors. Like the coral

M'Ormn the bivalves are continuclly building up reefs. The tides covering these
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oyster reefs have no rapid rise or fall to wash the sprat out to sea, the medium rise
on the gulf being about three feet and on the Straits of Northumberland not very
much more in the sheltered coves. Geological indications testify that many of the
creeks and inlets were formerly deeper and narrower than they are now. Stratum
on stratum of oysters grow in them, the underlying layers dying in the ordinary
course of decay, each as it died forming a bed for its successor. On each stratum
grew other strata intermingled with drift continually growing higher until tho reef
reached into the region of the ice, when, of course, the surface stratumn, then the only
one alive, perished. It is this " midden " of mingled oyster shells and muck that is
called a mussel mud bed. Live beds are undergoing the same process of (locay and
growth, and are continually increasing in height, although yet below the level at
which they come in contact with the rasping of drift ice. Over these beds, alive and
dead, the digging machines are erected and eut deep sections in lie banks of
shells.

It will bo seen that without the added destruction of the mud diggers every
oyster bed will perish naturahy in process of time, but new beds would form in an
ever enlarging radius if left undisturbe 1. In three or, at most, four years from the
time the floating spawn fixes itself in a new locality full grown oysters are to bô
found.

Prior to Confederation a good deal of tinkering was done by local legislation in
regard to oysters. In the time of William the Fourth an Actwas passed to prevent the
practice of burning live oysters for lime. I am under the impression that at one time
export was prohibited for a period of three years. By another Act all persons, except
resident islanders, were forbidden to tish, under pain of fine and forfeiture. In 1865,
regulations were made for leasing, by auction, certain localities laid off as public pre-
serves, and persons owning creek lands were encouraged to apply for a grant of their
water frontages for oyster culture. S) far, so well. But next Ses.sion an Act,
remarkable for its crudity of expression and disregard of statute rights, was passed
containing this clause:-"Nothing shall prejudice the right of any person to take
from any river, whether within the uounds of any oyster fishery which shall have
been or may be granted or otherwise, any mud, mussels, or mud mixed with shells of
any kind, bondfide intended for the purpose of manure to be uod within this island,
although some of the oysters or oyster brood should be thereby unavoidably taken,
removed or disturbed."

After the lapse of some years this section was amended, but the objectionable
clause was suffered to remain. Thus the matter at present stands, and it strikes me,
as a more layman, that some nice questions of jurisprudence arise out of the position.
Such are-in how far can Dominion enactment in regard to the fisheries preclude the
local power of legislating on a different specific subject, namely, the promotion of
agriculture ? And, on the other hand, what right bas local legislation to set at
nought Dominion legislation by authorizing the disturbance of Dominion lishories,-
shell fish being under the Act ?

It is apparent what an anomalous position the Prince Edward Island oyster
fishery is in whein the General Fishery Law protects and requires its Wardens to
protect the oyster beds from fishermen in summer, in order that they may be
destroyed, under the Local Law, by the farmers in winter. Such, however, is pre-
cisely the case under the conflicting jurisdictions.

A practical remedy is hard to suggest. The object is, of course, at one and the
same lime to retain the oyster beds from extinction, and to interfere as little as
possible with the valuable privilege of the agriculturist. Perhaps both objects might
be attained by repealing the obnoxious section of the Local Act, or declaring it super-
seded, and substituting therefor a regulation setting aside certain spaces as Govorn-
ment reservos to be offered on lease, and further, by encouraging anew applications
for grants of shore for oyster-culture. Even wero this done to a reasornable extent,
and were such leases and grants wholly exempted from infringement by diggers,
there would still be room enough on dead beds for the requirements of the farmors.
Theoretically, the fishery Wardens night annually lay off definel localities for the
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use of ithe diggers, but practically an employment requiring so much care, time and
expense of travelling is beyond the reach of the present staff.

Any comparison between the relative values of mussel mud and oysters must be
in a manner fancifal, fr the reason that the market price of a load of mar.ure bears
but a slendor proportion to its results when applied by the hand of skilful labor.
Mud is sod, lifted on the ice, at eight cents per load, and, at a low estimate, there
wust be equal to one thousand farmers who use two hundred loads each per annum.

Cash vale of 200,000 loads of mud at 8 cents, $16,000-an armount not directly brought
into the iland. Quantity of oysters legitimately takea the past year, say 30,000
barrels, of which 20,000 barreis were exported at one dollar per barrel, cost price
$20,G000 which money is brought into the island; to which I must reluctantly add an
estimate of 500 barrols illegally taken in the close season for home consumption.
Statisties accompanying the next census returns will give the exact number of
mudding machines, at which, at present, I only guess.

The breeding of oysters artificially is now among the established industries of
the age. Prince and Queen's Counties, as well as several loealities in King's, are
especially well adapted to oyster culture. This Province. to>, has the advantage of
hiaving its name known as an oyster producing country. The famous Bedeque oysters
were long a bonne bouche loved of epicures. Bedeque is now oysterless. Almost all
that is required to partially retore the perishing fishery is a system of inexpensive
grants or leases, and protection against disturbance of the beds. The conditions,
however, are indispensable, for no scheme of destruction could be devised more
tertain to obliterate oysters from the list of island products than the digging of in-
numerable mud holes into which the spawn is washed, and being silted over, perishes.
Oyster culturists would, no doubt, attempt to remaedy this by the use of intercepting
fences of faggots, but such, at best, is a partial expedient.

As this report will likely be read by persons who may be disposed to try oyster
culture on a larger or smaller scale, I give a brief account of the oyster breeding
establishment at the Narrows, Lot 12, Prince County, the only one in the Province,
and the property of the Hon. J .C. Pope. The locality is on the mainland of Prince
County, and extends from the shore to mid-charinel of the narrows, which are here
One-quarter to one-half mile in width between the mainland and Lennox Island, the
property and home of the remnant of Micmac Indians. The site was leased prior to
Confederation, under the local Act for the encouragement of oyster culture. The
eystem pursued is to nurse the natqral beds and to build new ones where the water
and bottom of hard sand and hard mud are suitable. Average rise and fall of tide
about two to three feet. Fifteen acres of beds are already planted and a new one of
four acres is being laid down. During the fishing season thirty men with a like
lumber of small boats are employed. Spawn was formerly shipped to England but
is understood not to have paid. An attempt was made to rake the beds by means of
a dredge similar to those in use on the British and French coasts, but, 'from local
causes, it was not found to answer, and the oysters are now fished up altogether with
'tongs,"

One man in a day can fish one, two or three barrels according to circumstances.
The boats when laden discharge their cargoes at a receiving house where the oysters
are carefully hand-picked and separated into two marketable qualities, num:er ones
and number twos, the number ones being exceptionally large and fine. The
remainder, consisting of dead shells and small live oysters, are laid separately on the
nlew beds in a "culch" or stratum of about six inches in depth on which the young
brood develop rapidly, and in four years from the spawn become of full marketable
4 hiuensions. The first quality of number ones are shipped chiefly to Montreal,
vhence they find their way to the Capital. Number two3 are sold elsewhere. None

are canned. It is unnecessary to put on record here the quantity annually shipped.
The French method of cultivating on plats is not practised at this establishment, and
Inight be rather cumbrous where other means answer the purpose but, there is no
Idoubt it would be successful if tried. A piece of telegraph wire was recently fished
lup completely encrusted with good oysters cf uniform size, which indicates that the
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method by which spat is collected on potsherds strung on wire would answer here.
Now that a pottery has been established in Charlottetown a few thousand plats of'
baked clay would cost but a trifile, and the result would be alike interesting in science
and practice. It may be mentioned that the Indians are quiet neighbors, and some
of the less indolent are employed in tho lishery.

Shipments from the island were not over for the year at the date of writing this
Report.

In spots where it bas been possible for the Wardens to give strict supervision
during the past two seasons and where the ground was not disturbed by tishers of
mussel mud, considerable broods of young oysters have established themselves.

SALMON.

Nine thousand pounds weight of salmon are set against 6,805 pounds reported
last year, .the apparent diflèrence being due to more careful collection of statisties.
It cannot be said there is any regular salmon fishery either in stream or sea in this
Province. An attempt, on a small scale, is made annually by a Mr. O'Connor, at
Kildare Capes, Prince County, but the total result of his labor this season bas been
only 350 pounds. A very few have been accidentally captured in Meyrick's licensed
deep-sea trap at Tignisb, Prince County. On the north shore, froin Naufrage to
Tracadie, chiefly at St. Peter's, are the only localities wbre regular fishing is attempted.
At present the fishing there is donc by gill nets, by sorne few occasional fishermen.
wbo are resident by the shore. These persons have been notified that next year they
may be called on to pay a tax on the fish caught, if not charged for a license, but
were such a tax imposed it would be difficult to ascertain the quantity of fish caught
without such a remodelling of the Warden's services as I propose in another part of
this report.

As the salmon from the hatchery at Dunk River may be expected ere long to
return to our coast, it is desirable to organizo the fishery now, small as it is, with a
view to the future. In the report on the lobster fishery I bring to your lonor's
notice the urgent necessity there is to introduce a system of license for that industry,
and I bere suggest the desirability of issuing like license for assigned salmon stations.
The principle being once established, and the practice extended to this Province, the
remainder is a matter of detail and might be carried out either by making a charge
for the rent of the station, or by licensing nets of a certain mesh, or by levying a tax
on produce, or in any other way the Department may see fit.

All the salmon were sold fresh for home consumption, excepting a few boxes
canned as an experiment at the new lobster factory of Shaw & Rolffe, Americans,
near the mouth of St. Peter's Bay.

Complaint is made that salmon will not come in through the waters tinctured.
with the offal of lobster traps. As all the salmonidoe love the purest water, there
may be truth in this as a general assertion, but as a set-off, the Wardens of the three
reserved rivers which debouche on the north coast report no perceptible diminution in
the number coming up. Moreover, there are as yet few lobster stages near the
localities where the salmon have been taken, so that the complaint bas little
immediate weight.

No correct record of the size of the individual fish taken could be obtained, but
the average weight may be safely set down at ten pounds, which would show about
815 fish, and would form a basis for rcgulating the industry.

THE HATcHERY.

Last fall, 18719, the new Salmon Breeding Establishment at Dunk River was
opened under the personal direction of Mr. Samuel Wilmot, Superintendent of Fish
Culture, in accordance with whose plans the buildings and necessary works were
erected and regulations made. The runnels were stocked with 600,000 cggs of the
salmo salar, part obtained in the Dunk River and part imported from Nova Scotia,
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the number laid down being the full capacity of the bouse with one tier of trays.
The hatching was accomplished with success. In the spring of this year, Mr. Johxn
Mowat, the officer in charge, being called to the mainiand, I, in accordance with the
wishes of Mr. Wilmot, accompanied the then caretaker, Mr. Henry Clark, in bis dis-
tributing the fry. Eighty thousand, apparently in a high state of vigor, were placed
without accident in the forks of the Morell River, King's County, and a like rnumber
in the upper waters of Trout River, lot number ten, Prince County, in which last
named stream some of them are said to have been since observed on the shallows
when the water was low. The remainder of the clutch was turned into Dunk River
above the hatchway dam and likewise -successfully.

I have made frequent official visits to the Dunk River, and have observed that
the establishment is kept in good order by Mr. Clark, who lias since been appointed
overseer. Ileavy freshots last fall and this spring of 1880 tested the strength of the
dam and sluices but did no damage to speak of. As the summer has been unusually
dry there is a chance of their being stili further tested by freshets this f.dl. The
hatcher excites considerable interest and bas been much visited by the public.

The waters have been so low that many mills throughout the island have stopped
running, more or less, and anxiety was felt by the officer in charge and myseilf that
the fish, of which not so many were seen in the river as could be wished, would be
unable to reach the hatchery, but would spawn on the gravclly shallows near the sea.
This has been the case to some extent. The fact is, it is now that the past shameful
destruction of fish in the Dunk River is felt. Sec official reports of the Overseer
who was my predecessor in Prince County, for 1876-7-8, wherein it is stated, and
truly, that an organized gang of poachers, armed and disguised, habitually harrassed
the river and defied the Wardens. Some of these identical poachers have since
confessed that their share of the plunder has been from fifty to two hundred salmon
in a single night. It gives the other officers and myself pleasure to be able to stato
that this gang, finding its occupation gone, has voluntarily broken up. Two or three
individuals who belonged to it are still in suspicion and are beld under surveillance.
Two boats, one of which was supplied by the Department, have been useful in
enabling the Wardens to perform their duties. Wardens Burns and McBride are
commended for their zeal.

An observation made by Overseer Clark and myself by torchlight, on the night
of November 2nd, showel about a hundred salmon within a mile of the hatchery,
the water being very low. The fish were of small size, which is but the natural
result of the destruction in previous years. Some of these had evidently spawned,
for the gravel beds were a good deal ploughed up. Slabs and other suiken obstructions
prevented a net being used. As the supply in the Dunk this season seems to be about
one hundred salmon, and over two hundred are required to fill one tier of the trays,
the Department was notified to that effect and certain suggestions were made.
Prompt orders were received from your Honor in reply, the basis of which was that
a fuit supply was to be obtained from the Winter River or other itland streams. At
the date of writing this report these instructions are being c:rried out.

The Dunk River itself being under my supervision, I retest authority for two.
requirements apart from any other improvements that Superintendent Wilmot may
desire. The bed of the river isin places so full of spikes or branches and other rubbish
that a net cannot be drawn, consequently the hatcher'y offlers can only wait in
patience until the fish come into the trap of their own ace n d. 'l bese obsti uctions
ought to ho removed. Secondly, immediately above the bridge near the site of an
old mill dam, and some distance below the hatchery, gravel beds have been formedi
that are very attractive to spaw'ning fish. It is at this plae the fish mostly remain
when the water is low and there they spawn. A remedy would be to cover these
gravel beds with clay and re-open a channel through the old mill dam, in which
changed condition of the stream there would be no inducement foi fiNh to linger but
to push on into the hatchery trap. Neither of these improvements ned cost a large
-BUm.
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Applications have been received from several quarters praying that salmon fry
may be put into the streams of the localities.

REsERVED AND OTHER RIVERS.

There is nothing special to report in regard to the reserved rivers Morel], Midgell
and Winter. The Wardens who were appointed in spring have settled to their work
and keep a fair supervision over the streami. There seens to have been a mtrked
diminution of poaching although it cannot be said to be quite extinguishied. Warden
Dingwell, at the mouth of the Morell, says he is " keeping a close wateh on the river,
but as fai as can be discovered the salmon are not molestedi." The otier Wardens
Duffy, McCullough, O'Brien and Mitchell, on the Morell and Midgell, make similar
statements. Waiden German, Winter River, writes that, " Salmon are now in the
bay waiting for a freshet; they mostly eome up about the first week in November.
A fbw cean fish were in the river in summer, as well as large numbers of frv. There
has been ni case cf poaching since the prosecution of James Clow." The Wardons of
the reserved rivers are much in wvant of boats; also, considering the small sum it
.would cost, they should bc authorized to remove the old net and timiber stakes that
bdistle everywhere in the streams.

The Marie River, Kinîg's County, is a fine stream with a course of but a few miles,
.and suitable for the reception of salmon fry. Lying midway between the Moreli
(query morelle, nightshade*?) and the Midgell, about a mile and a half from each, per-
sons going to filh in the Marie are tempted to try their luck in these two reserved
rivers. It is to be con-ideredwhether the Marie ought not also to be reserved. Indeed,
I would strongly recornmend that all streams in which salmon fry are placed should
be reserved. Pot hunters might at first grumble, but as it is doubtle;s intended even-
tually to leawe the siroams there no true angler orgood Canadian but would be sibmis-
sive to a measure intended solely for the public benefit, for when the smolts are over a
year old and leap at the fly, inexperienced anglers cannot readily distinguish between
trout and salmon, and sometimes would not if they could. Such persons would be apt
to basket all that cime to hand, without a thought to the future salmon fishery. The
very liberal system of granting free angling passes, now in use, if extended to alit
.streams should be sufficient to satisfy every truc sportsman. In rivers not reserved a
fair share of young salmon has been observed. At Bonshaw, Queen's County, Warden
Mathieson calls the appearance of fry good. A few adults were scen as early as the
15th of October in the riveri flowing into the New London Bay. Warden Murphy
confirms that there was a moderately good supply of fry observable in these streams.
Some few grown fish were observed in the rivers of Prince County.

Several nets have been seized in different streams and destroyed. Offenders,
being generally neighbors of the Warden, watch his movements, and it is rarely that
the owner of an illegal net can be detected in the act of handling it. When nets seized
ire put up at auction there are usually no bidders excepting the person suspected, or
ais friend, who buys it for a trifle with the intention of using it again on the first
opportunity. It is therefore found bettor to cause it to bc destroyed by authority of
a warrant from me as J. P. under Section 16, sub-Section 4 (f the Act. Illegal fishers
-of oysters are in nost instances the poorest of the community, frequently boys who
are cunning enough to borrow a boat without the owner's permission, knowing that it
will be reclaimed. In such cases, where there are no offects to pay a fine, the offenders
have been mulcted in the costs and let go. This has genorally served as an example,
for I have been unwilling to involve the Government in the expense of sending
persons to gaol in any of the cases that have yet occurred, when a lesser punishment
would have sufficient effect. Two boats confiscated and sold for having oysters on
board in the close season were bought in for use of the Warden and Inspector, and a
third was sold to coverexpenses. An ex-Warden wasconvicted offishingin a ieserved
river, with fine or imprisonment, but the fine was remitted, verbally, by thp Minister
on condition of the payment of c sts of prosecution. A saw millee was fined for cast-
ing sawdust into the stream and has appealed on points of law. In addition to these
:a number of lesser offenders have been warned and put under promise of amendment.
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The expense of protecting the rivers, althougch much visible result must be the
-work of ycars, is, I think, well worth the cost. The fishery service will have attained
its highest state of efficiency when it can be conscientiously reported that " there is
,nothing to report," but as long as the least intelligent of the community continue to
hold the opinion that any person on the plea of being a " poor man " has a right to
steal from the public water farms for his own individual benefit, so long must public
money be spent in the fishery service.

As the result of personal inquiry into the circumstances of a good many persons
known or suspected to have hitherto made a business of poaching, I have found that
rarely, if ever, does the privilege of poverty they claim arise from the impossibility
of obtaining honest and legitimate work, and not in any case has that poverty been
ameliorated by the idie and precarious pursuit of plundering the streams.

VARIOUS FIs1.

A close season is wanted for bass. An extension to this Province of the regula-
tions that obtain in Nova Scotia under Order in Council, of date 28th April, 1875,
would answer the purpose. This sportsman's fish is now found in but a few places of
the island, where it is ruthlessly slaughtered by net and spear, but not often taken by
hook and line. Referring to last year's Report, page 269, I beg to renew the suggestion
that a small appropriation is required to tow out and boom a mass of drift logs at
Costain's Creek, Miminigash, Prince County, beneath which, at the falling of the
tides, some hundreds are annually crushed te death. As that is the place most fre-
quented by bass, the destruction is the more lamentable.

Eels of the first quality are abundantly taken in moveable traps of wire and lath
in King's County, but elsewhere are speared through the ice for home consumption.
No systematic attempt is made to send them to market. The hint may be worth
something that smoked eels are considered a delicacy by the German residents of
New York. Pickled eels are quoted high in the Gloucester market.

Clams are found in plenty between high and low water mark in the sandy margin
of almost every estuary. Formerly they were much used for mackerel bait, but are
now almost entirely supersEoded by chopped herring. Four cents per quart, shelled,
vas about the store rate given to the Acadian French, who made a business of collect-
ing them. At this price it is a question for commercial men to estimate whether it
would pay to can them for the market of New England, where these bivalves seem to
be a kind of institution. At all events none are canned hore, although I observe they
appear among the preserved products of the United States Fisheries, and samples
were sent to the Berlin Exposition.

The manufacture of "finnan haddies" (haddock) bas not yet been attempted
here.

Smeits, abundant in every brook, are oniy made use of for home consumption.
It seems noticeable that while the canning factories preserve most kinds of fish, flesh
and fowl, ihis valuable little fish, so well suited for a condiment, should be passed
over. A trial would pro.bably show that smelts may be prepared to resemble sardines
mnore closely than do the fry of herrings that are used for thiat purpose at Eastport,
Maine, and elsewbere.

At the Berlin and St. John, N.B., Expoitions premiums were taken for sardines
prepared in oil, in vinegar, in mustard and in spice, and it may be worth while for
some enterprising canner 1e try similar preparations of smelts. A close season is
scarcely required as yet. Two instances of seining smelts for manure in Queen's
County came to light, and steps were taken in regard to the offence.

jUalibut fishing searcely figures in this report. Eighteen hundred pounds were
taken as may be said as accident. The halibut fishery requires, for its full develop-
Ment, an equipment that none of our fishermen possess. The Americans who came
into Canadian waters expressly equipped for halibut fishing set about 290,000 yards,
Or ten miles, of ground fines twice a day, with hooks six feet apart, in two to three
hundred fathoms of water, and the result is lucrative. It is obvious that such a
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fishery cannot be prosecuted from the shore. Ships are required, not boats. And it
must not be forgotten that the Prince Edward Island fisheries, which produced, this
year, over one and three-quarter millions of dollars, is a boat fishcry only. The full
expansion of the fisheries of this Province is an affair of the future.

FISHWAYS.

Six fishways are ordered, namely, one in Prince County, two in Queen's,. a'nd thrce
in King's. Others will be suggested as circumstances may demand. Our rivers,
having no background of hills, run but short courses, and are dependent for their
floods solely on the rain fall of a local country nearly denuded of wood. Consequently
the supply of power is so scant that few inills have any water to spare from theirfalb
sawing at the time fish seek to ascend to the head waters to spawn. Add to this
that most of the mills are of but limited value, and that the oldest of them, built in
the time when there was no restriction as to site, are usually those that most
destructively block the streams. A few hundred dollars would purchase almost any
one of then. An expensive tishway would, therefore, be a grievous oppression to
the owner of such an establishmont, who runs, perhaps, no more than one or two up
and down saws. The excellent but expensive ladders in use in the older Provinces,
as well as in New England, Virginia and elsewhere, are totally inapplicable to the
small streams we, by courtesy, call "rivers." Mr. W. H. Rogers, Inspector of
Fisheries for NQva Scotia, has been good enough to bring to my attention a fishway
recently patented by him, in which the ladder-way is constructed in the body of the
dam. Admitting the correctness of the thoory of the Rogers ladder, its cost, in most
cases, would bear a large proportion to the total value ot' the mill, and the water
required would have the effect of crippling the business at the very season when the
millers require to do the bulk of their work. Under these cirmmstances I have
adopted, by permission of the Department, a fish-ladder of my own invention,
specially designed for use on small streams, and which will economize the flow of
water, and can be constructed at moderate cost, without the necessity of specially
skilled labor. This ladder partly gets rid of eddies and embraces the principle of
a succession of resting pools. Its practical working shall be duly reported to tho
Department.

Next to the persistent purchase by the public of oysters in the close season, the
casting of sawdust and mill-rubbish into the streams is the most exaiperating matter
the fishery officers have to deal with. A good deal lias been done this year in check-
ing the practice, but much more remains to be donc. Few of even the larrest mills
have a permanent staff attached to them, but are run by any casual labor that offers.
Consequently thero is a perpetual succession of irresponsible persons to deal with.
Even when the owner of the establishment is willing to act in conformity with the
law, his men find it easier to get rid of the rubbish by sending it down the stream
than to obey his orders by wheeling it away. It is true the law makes the servants
liable; but such persons have no means to pay a fine, and with the vision of a gaol
before them would cortainly disappear between the dates of summons and trial,-to
be succeeded by others equally irresponsible. Many of the mill-owners have been
communicated with, and a considerable number seem honestly endeavoring to meet
the requirements of the law. In one case evidence was found against the proprietor,
who was fined aecordingly. To wipe out this most objectionable practice of defiling
the streams will require pereoverance, patience, and, above all, time. I have given
attention to measures of repression rather than of punishment, as being the more
effectual.

Much hostility is exhibited against the introduction of fishways, but it is hoped
that when the millers see how little they really do lose by obeying the law they will
make up their minds to submit to what is absolutely necessary in the present state of
the streams, and when the public mind is somewhat quieted tho right of highway to
the fish seeking thoir spawning grounds will be generally recognized.

THE WARDENS.

Since I have had the honor to act for the Department in this fishery division, it
,has been my aim to keep down the expenses of the service. The time bas now corne
wi hen an increased expenditure would be beneficial to the« public interests. Such
augmented expenditure need not be large.

The present uniform salary of the Fishery Wardens in Prince Edward Island,
$30 per annum, was probably founded on the £5 annual pay of the water bailiffs
prior to Confederation. Taking into account the very economical scale on which
local office was then held. that remuneration was, perhaps, enough for the services
rendered. Things are, however, changed. The Wardens have now considerable work
to do, and are expected to do it. Their respective duties are by no means uniform
either in quantity or quality. Of the total number of forty Wardens, twenty look
-after the streams, and twenty have to do with the fisheries of the sea. In a few cases
where the river Warden can supervise a limited stretch of stream by looking from
his own door step, $20 pay is enough. In other cases where, besides the streams,
oyster beds in the estuaries have to be watched, $30 or $35 to $40 might fairly be
claimed. In yet other cases where the duties of the Warden lie along a coast with,
during the season, a temporary fishing village, including one or more lobster factories,
and, likely enough, a stream infested by sawdust running into the bay, $50 per annum
is not by any means too high a recompense for the attention required. However,
self-sacrificing a Warden may be it is too much to expect him to give a large portion
of his time for the remuneration he now receives. I would, therefore, suggest a
gradation of the Wardens' salaries according to a record I have kept of the work
performed by each during the past year.

The increase of lobster factories bas upset all previous calculations. Where
there were only thirty-two factories last year it is expected one hundred and five will
be in operation next spring. It is obvious that a number of new Wardens will be
wanted. Besides those specially required in the factory districts it is desirable that
one be appointed for Brudenel and Cardigan Rivers, and one for Richmond Bay, both
important points. And I would pray for, and lay great stress on the necessity of,
the appointment of one Special Warden at the maximum scale of remuneration, for
private service without any district assigned. This would make the fishery staff as
nearly complete as may be.

It is due to the present Wardens to say that, witb one or two exceptions, they
have seemed desirous to work faithfully and zealously, and I have no complaint to
anake of the manner in which they have carried out instructions.

CONCLUSION.

I have thus endeavored to lay before Your Honor the main features of the fish-
-eries of this Province as they at present stand, and think there is nothing further to
add, excepting that the visit of H.M.S. " Blanche " to the Gulf was received with
acceptance, and made our loyal fishermen feel that they too are worth looking after
as subjects of a great empire. Which leads me to say that, were the commander of
the Canadian Fishery Cruiser directed to pay an annual visit to this island, it would
-strengthen the hands of the fishery officers, morally and actually.

4REPORT OF THE INSPECTOR OF FISHERES FOR BRITISH COLUMBIA
FOR THE YEAR 1880.

VICTOIA, B.C., 5th January, 1881.
'The Honorable J. C. PoPE,

Minister of Marine and Fisheries,
Ottawa.

Srt,-I have the honor to transmit herewith, Return-Statement and other docu-
ments relating to the fisheries in this Province for the past year.

2. It will be perceived that, fromn all sources, there is a considerable increase
upon the proceeds of the preceding season; partly tributary to which have been the
enhanced value and augmented yield of the Fur-seal fisbery. In the article of canned
salmon, which may at present be regarded as the staple industry of the provincial
fishing interest, the increase has not bebn material-an excess of 756 cases only (4
dozen each) being shown. Briefly, the operations on the Fraser were less successful
than last year owing to a short run of salmon, while the increased amount put up at
the northern canneries more than compensated the deficiency to the extent noted.

3. Overseer Pittendreigh reports that on the whole the provisions of the Fisheries
Act, as modified to suit the circumstances of this Province, have been well observed
in his district. Several fines of small amount were found necessary for partial infrac-
tions of the law. Of these a statement is forwarded-incomplete at present, pending
a decision under appeal. During a visit which I made recently to New Westminster,
in company with the Deputy Minister, Mr. Smitb, some complaint was made before
that gentleman of undue strictness in the enforcement of the regulations on the part
of the Overseer. On enquiry there appeared to be no valid foundation for this oom-
plaint. It is, indeed, obvious that, since certain rules and restrictions for the general
'welfare of the fishing interests are found necessary and have been authoritatively
established, the enforcement or relaxation of such rules is fnot optional with the officer
specially appointed to watch their observance. Else we should revert to thut con-
dition of anarchy and obstruction which prevailed some years ago, which justly
elicited public complaint, and led to the appointment of a resident Overseer upon the
Fraser. At the same time I may mention that Mr. Pittendreigh bas, from the
beginning, been instructed to exercise the duties of his office with all oonsistent
leniency, and I feel satisfied that, to the best of his judgment, he has done so. I am
glad to be able to add that, notwithstanding the large concourse of fishermen of divers
nationalities annually assembling along the lower Fraser, a degree of order has been
establishod which is highly creditable to the management of the Overseer. On this
subject I subjoin the following extract from Mr. Pittendreigh's report:-

"I had occasion to call the attention of the cannery proprietors to the fact that
some fishermen were in the habit of dipping each others nets. I heard of this taking
place at Sea Island, and at once visited that part of the river, and only arrived in
time to prevent a serious breach of the peace. Otherwise there has been no dis-
putes." At my request Mr. Pittendreigh kept notes of the largest salmon caught in
the Fraser during the past summer. The result is as follows:-*

* The largest sturgeon noted weighed one thousand (1,000) lbs , caught near New Westmin-
ster. Its dimensions were twelve feet in length, by six feet in extreme girth. This is of the variety
classed by Dr. Richardson as Acipenser tranemontanus, and differs widely from that frequenting the
Waters of Lake Winnipeg, which is A. Sturio. The abundant roe of this fish, like that of the Russian

beluga," is specially fit for the manufacture of caviare.
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By an Indian, one of 76 lbs. weight.
Findlay, Durham & Co., one of 60 lbs. weight.
Haig & Sons, one of 52½ lbs. weight.
Mr. Ilerring, one of 52 lbs. weight.

These, it is needless to say, were far beyond the average size, and the capture of
suchexceptional fish is of rare occurrence. While on this subjecu I may add tbat
one of 73 Ibs. weight was reported as having been caught in the Skeena River during
the past season, also far in excess of the average in that locality.

4. Since the first settlement on the upper waters of Fraser River by the North
West Company, in 1806, and from its occupation afler the coalition with that Associa-
tion of the Hudson Bay Company, in 1821, up to the present time, the periodical
scarcity of salmon in this stream, alternated with periods of enormous abundance,
has been constantly noted. It is bard to conjecture the causes which influence this
mysterious alternation. So far as observation has gone we are justitied in concliding
that the periodical recurrences are in cycles of four years. Under this rule-if
indeed it be a tule-a heavy run may be anticipated for the coming season, and that
immediately succeeding, since the cycles dating fromi 1877 and 1878, years of great
abundance, will be then completed. Correspondingly, the two succeeding seasons
will probably show a comparative deficiency. I have more than once, in previous.
reports, adverted to the fact that the salmon resorting to the larger rivers on this
coa.t do not, as elsewhere, return to the sea after spawning, but die, exhausted, in
the upper waters. The admission of this fact-at no time fairly disputable, and now
recognized-by high scientific authorities from Washington, who bave visited this coast
-will probably afford a clue to trace the causes of the apparent anomaly of supply.
The number of young fish descending to the sea in each succeeding summer, to re-
ascend after attaining maturity, would necessarily depend greatly on the number of
fish which reached the spawning beds during the preceding autumn. The obvious
inference under all the circumstances of this hypothesis will ho, that a period of four
years is necesary for the samion to reach maturity before they finally ascend to
spawn.

5. The Skeena River, which as you are doubtless awarc, discharges at a point
some five bundred miles north of the Fraser, is not subject, or at least not in the same
degree, to the vicissitudes which characterize the latter mentioned streain. Though
comparatively a small river, the supply of salmon in the Skeena is both copious and
regular. There are two canning stations at the mouth of this river, which this year
have put up 19,694 cases of salmon ; an increase, as compared with last year, of
9,091 cases, owing not to the augmented supply of fish, but to more effective arrange-
ments.

6. Upon the Nass River, discharging close to the Alaska boundary, no canning
operations have yet been undertaken. About one thousand barrels of salted salmon
were packed, in addition to a quantity of Oolahans and Oolahan oil. The improve-
ments of the fishing grounds on this river provided for by the Department have been
partially effected, and will be completed, under the supervision of the Agent of the
Department of Public Works, in the early spring.

7. There are other rivers discharging at various points along the enormons coast
line of the Province, which doubtless present great encouragement for the future
establishment of canning stations. Under sanction of the Department, communi-
cated to me in March last, I had hoped to be able to visit and report upon soine of
these, during a tour of inspection by the Superintendent of Indian Affairs, whom I
was authorized to accompany on board of i.M.S. " Rocket." Various causes cons-
pired to prevent Superintendent Powell from carrying out his plans in the early
part of the season ; and the project was deferred from time to time for divers reasons
until it was too late in the year to undertake the tour to effective purpose. Hence
I was disappointed of tho expected opportunity. Col. Powell, however, informs me
that he is making arrangements to set out early in the approaching spring, and I
purpose to avail myself of the facilities thus afforded to note much useful information,
not otherwise easily obtainable.
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8. ln addition to the permanent stations already established along the coast, a
project, I am informed, is now under contemplation by an association in Victoria to
carry on operations by means of a moveable establishment. The plan, so far as
explained to me, is that large scows are to be employed, on board of which the
various curing processes are to be carried on. In conjunction with these a steam
tow-boat is to be employed, with the aid of which the most advantageous points of
operation can from time to time be reached. What the practical success of this novel
undertaking, if carried into effect, may be, it would be rash to anticipate ; but it may
at least be said that, as shown in my last year's report, the peculiar conformation of
the provincial coast line presents every facility for locomotion.

9. The oil station of the Skidegate Company, referred to by me last year as
having been then recently established on Queen Charlotte Island, has been moderately
successful and is apparently remunerative. The oil prepared by tbis eompany being
of perfect clearness and well refined, is in demand both as a lubricator and for light-
ing purposes. Of the crudo dog-fish oil, prepared on a small scale at various points
by the numerous white and native fishermen, large quantities are consumed locally,
and especially at the logging-camps.

At these last the employment of oil to lubricate the ways is indispensable, in
order to enable the teams to drag the gigantic timber to the water for rafting.
Beyond the local demand the surplus is shipped to London.

10. In paragraph 2 of this report I adverted casually to the fur-seal trade of this
coast ; a branch of industry which is constantly acquiring increased importance, and
merits fostering care. Failing the means of obtaining an absolutely correct return.
the yield of the past season, as given by me, is to be regarded only as an approxima-
tion, and is, I have reason to believe, short of the true number. In addition to these
upwards of six thousand skins were obtained by schooners from Neah Bay on the
Washington Territory side of the Fuca Strait. In all, upwards of twenty thousand
skins have probably been procured in the immediate neighborhood of Vancouver
Island during the past season As high as fourteen dollars per skin was paid in
Victoria for sorne of these, and the average price appears to have been about
twelve dollars; it is questionable, however, whether, under greatly augmented
supply, these high values will continue unimpaired. On the subject of the fur-seal
fishery I had the honor to address the Department on the ?3rd August and 19th No.
vember last, suggesting the adoption of certain measures for the future regnlation of
the traffic. To the substance of these suggestions I respectfully direct your attention.

11. The banks resorted to by the fur-seals extend along the west coast of Van-
couver Island at a varying distance, and with irregular soundings, both so far not
accurately determined. For the following approximate description I am indebted to
Captain Devereux, commanding the Dominion Steamer " Sir James Douglas," being
the result, chiefly, of his own transient observations:-

"In latitude 48° 10' N., and longitude 125° 35' W., thirty-five miles south-west
of Cape Flattery, soundings can be obtained on the bank at from 80 to 90 fathoms
(sand, gravel, &c.) shoaling to the eastward to cO fathoms, and again deepening to
140 and 100 fathoms ten miles off shore at the Cape. This deep-water channel rounds
the Cape and continues its cour'se in the middle of the Strait up to Race Rocks. From
Port San Juan westward to Capo Beale the soundings vary trom 18 fathoms along
shore to 30, 40 and 50 fathoms ten or twelve miles off the land.

"South of Cape Beale the soundings extend to a distance of forty miles, varying
from 16 to 90 fathoms (sand, gravel, stones and mud), and west of the Cape there is
an immense bank extending to a distance of fifty-six miles, with much the sane
character of bottom (and quite likely many shallower patches known to the Indians.
where they fish for halibut, as it is rumored there is a bank with only 13 fathoms of'
Water upon it). Along the edge of this bank the Barclay Sound Indians catch the
fur-seal in the early part of the summer.

"Off Clayoquot and Nootka Sound the bank trends a little more northward, and
is but twenty-five miles off shore at these points; and from thence to the N. W.
triangle, Cape Scott Islands, along the west shore of Vancouver Island, the soundings
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extend from five to ton miles off shore, and vary from 20 to 80 fathoms in depth,
bearing the character of good fishing grounds.

" On the north end of the island the soundings vary from 12 to 30 fathoms, ton
miles off shore. Thence through Queen Charlot-e Sound from 30 to 90 fathoms; and
all through Hecate Strait, from Queen Charlotte Island to the mainland, soundings
can be had from 100 down to 8 fathoms.

" But I believe the extent and character of these banks are not sufficiently known.
In fact they have not been thoroughly sueveyed-only in a navigating point of view."

For the more ready apprehension of the above description, kindly furnished to
me by Captain Devereux, I append a tracing, applicable to the official map of the
Province, upon which I have delineated, approximately, the assigned position of these
valuable banks.

12. A good deal of uncertainty attends the question of the habits of the fur-seais
caught in these southern latitudes, and their probable identity with, or difference
from, the schools resorting annually to the northern isiets of Alaska at the period of
copulation. One fact appears to be well established, namely, that the young of these
seals are born at sea, leaving it to be inferred that the animais resort annually to the
land solely for procreative purposes. Upon this point I quote from a letter of Mr.
James G. Swan, of the U.S. Fishery Commission in Washington Territory, who, at
Neah Bay, has had special opportunity of observation during the past summer, and
to whom I am indebted also for other interesting notes. He says:-

" The fact of pups being born in the water was proved in numerous instances
where the female seal was killed and the pup taken alive, often coming alongside the
canoe and bleating like a young lamb. Many of these littie pups were brought ashore
alive. On the 22nd day of May (1880) I called the attention of Professor D. S.
Jordan, of the U.S. Fishery Commission, who was bere (at Noah Bay) at the time,
to a live fur-seal pup in an Indian's lodge, which had been brought ashore the provious
duy, having been taken outside of Cape Flattery. It was very lively. We also saw
eleven female seals on the beach, just landed from one of the schooners, and as the
Indians were taking off their skins we noticed that every one had a foetal young one,
so far advanced that Professor Jordan gave it as his opinion that it was impossible
for the mothers to traverse the distance from Cape Flattery to the Pribloff Islands
(Northern Alaska) before every one we examined must have been born. In fact I do
not think the fur-seals which visit the entrance to Fuca Strait ever do go to Behring
Sea. I believe they are in some respects a distinct variety, and in this opinion I am
supported by Captain John W. White, of the U. S. Revenue Cutter ' Richard Rush,'
who was here about a month since, and who has had much experience and opportuity
for observation in Alaska, and particularly at St. Paul's and St. George's Islands."

Mr. Swan, from whom I have quoted above, goes on to point out seme apparently
Opecific differences noted by Capt. White; but, while these observations justify a
doubt, I question whether under the partial examination which has so far been made,
the evidence can be regarded as conclusive, that there is a positive difference of
species between the seals frequenting the one locality and the other. The greater
darkness of the fur which characterizes the seals killed on the banks Iying off Van-
couver Island-one of the points of difference noticed by Captain White-may, I
think, be accounted for by the difference of condition: these being killed in all their
fatnoss, while on the Alaskan Islands, soon after the arrival there of the "schools,"
they rapidly deteriorate in condition, the fur losing a portion, at least, of its lustre,
and probably undergoing a partial change of hue, as in the case of land animais.

13. Nevertheless, whatever the decision as to identity or difference of species
may ultimately be, there seems to exist little room for doubt that, in habits at least,
the southern seals are diverse from their Alaskan congeners. Sir George Simpson,
formerly Governor of the Rudson's Bay Company (see his " Overland Journey
Round the World," cap. 5) states as under: " In the month of May, with something
like the regularity of an almaniac, the fur-seals make their appearance at the Island
of St. Paul, one of the Alentian group. Each old male brings a herd of females under
his protection, varying in numbers according to his size and strength-sometimes as
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many as two hundred. From the date of their arrival in May to that of their depar-
ture in October, the whole of them are principally ashore on the beach. At last the
whole band departs, no one knows whither." Sir George adds that the young are
produced about a fortnight after the arrival of the seals at St. Paul's. The informa-
tion given by this writer was obtained directly from Governor Etholine, of the
IRussian American Company, and may be, therefore, regarded as authentic.

14. On the other hand, the period of the seal catch in the southern waters cannot
be reconciled with the foregoing statement. The first killed during the past season,
according to the notes of Mr. Swan, was on the 18th of January; the last on the 20th
June. On leaving the coast the " schools " did not migrate in a northerly direction,
having been met in June far to the westward by several vessels, and among the rest
by H.M.S. " Rocket " on ber way back from the Sandwich Islands. I am indebted to
Mr. Henry Colling, Paymaster of the last named ship, for the following memorandum:
" A little before noon on the 25th June, when in Lat. 48° 31' N., Long. 1270 6' W.,
Tatoosh Island bearing S. 85° E., 95 miles distant, we passed three schools of seals,
moving apparently in an opposite direction to our course, which was N.E. by E. The
first was very numerous, the animais sporting in and out of the water like salmon.
This was not the first time we had observed them, for a few were seen a. couple of
days before (23rd June) nearly 400 miles from Cape Flatcery-that is in Lat. 490 20'
N, Long. 1340 30' W. These seals passed to the southward of us about three miles
off and appeared to be travelling in a course nearly opposite to our own, which was
ea sterly."

15. The inference necessarily is that there existe at some undetermined point in
the Pacifie some islet or islets to which the fur-seals of this coast resort, or as it is
technically called "haul out," for procreative purposes. This appears to be the
general conviction among those concerned in the business; and I am informed that
under this view the Alaska Fur Company have, during the past two seasons, employed
two of their vessels to cruise in quest of the so far undiscovered position. I find upon
my chart of the Pacifie a group of unuamed islets laid down in about Lat. 34' N., and
near the 18>tb neridian; and, judging from the approximately ascertained line of
progress of the migratory schools, I should be disposed to assign these as the probable
locality, provided that, questionably, no other islet should intervene of nearer access.
In the supposition that some such undiscovqred land may exist there is no improba-
bility. Great as the traffic on the Northern Pacific now is, the same general lines of
transit are followed by mariners who navigate it, and thus some insignificant group,
interposed between the great ocean highways, might long escape observation. I may
add that some six or soven years ago an island was reported to the Admiralty as lying
between 40> 40' and 40' 50' N., and Long. 1500 50' and 151Q West, but there bas been
no confirmation of the statement. The distance from Cape Flattery of this reported
island, according to its assigned position, is about 1,380 miles, or sorne 980 miles
beyond the point where the migrating seals were first encountered by the " Rocket,"
and nearly in the apparent line of their migration. Whether, however, this dubious
land really exists or whether, like the renowned " Croker Mountains," it had an
existence only in nubîbus, remains an open question. I confess that 1 am disposed to
take the affirmative view ; and for navigatory reasons nlone, if for none other, it
seems desirable that the doubt should be authoritatively determined.

16. Putting aside, however, these hydrographical speculations, which for me
have possibly an interest which they may not generally convey, I may mention that,
apart fron the schools migrating westward as shown, and from those resorting to
the northern parts of Alaska and there abiding till October, there is a third, and
perhaps iess numerous, division of these seals apparently less migratory in their
habits. This I know from personal observation, having fallen in with several schools
while crossing Queen Charlotte Sound, late in August, 1878, on my return from a
visit to the northern fisheries. These probably, and i think we may justly conclude,
were a detachment from the main body already engaged in their westward
migration, composed of scals which had not yet attained maturity, and were, there-
fore, not impelled by the same procreative impulse as the rest to wander afar. In
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support of this conclusion I may state, on the authority before referred to, that the
female fur-seal does not breed till five years old.

17. The inducement to discover the "hauling out" locality frequented by the
schools annually migrating from the banks lying off our coast, is the facility and
trivial cost with which the animals eau be killed when on land for copulation. This,
of course was the incentive to the exertions said to have been made of late by the
Alaska Fur Company. That Association already bas a lease, with exclusive privi-
leges, of the fur-trade in Alaska, of which the annual seal-catch composes by far the
most important item. The mode of operation there is very simple. The seals, after
landing, are easily dealt with. The whole process, interesting in many of its details,
was well described in a New York publication (Harper's Magazine) some years ago.
I here quote the brief description given by Sir George Simpson: " At the proper
time the whole are driven like a flock of sheep to the establishment which is about a
mile distant from the sea, and there the males of four years, with the exception of a
few that are left to keep up the breed, are separated and killed." The weapon
employed is, I believe, a long-haridled club, and a single blow on the head suffices, it
is said, to extinguish life.

18. In the deep waters, on the other hand, where alone the British Columbian
chase is carried on, the process is both hazardous and difficult. It is necessary that
I give some description of this, in order that my further remarks on this subject may
be apprehended. And here I must premise that it is only with the aid of the Indians
of the West coast, expert in the management of canoes and habituated to this chase,
that success is at present found to be attainable. These are hired upon shares,
receiving one-third, I believe, of the produce of their chase or the equivalent in cash.
Small schooners are equipped, on board of which the bunters are received, with their
canoes, one of which is required for every two hunters. Lying-to off the banks
the canoes, weather permiting, are speedily launchod, and the seals, while sleeping
on the surface, are cautiously approachod. The spear only is employed, the head of
which disengages itsolf from the shaft as soon as the prey is struck. To this barbed
head a line is attached. If not killed outright the wounded victim is said to attack its
pursuers with much ferocity, but a blow on the head from a club kept constantly in
readiness soon terminates the unequal conflict. Of course accidents occasionally
occur, and the whole scene is described as being very exciting to those who, from the
deck of the attending schooner, watch the progress of the chase. Moderate weather,
it is needless to say, is a prime necessity; and from time to time the schooners are
compelled by stormy intervals to run ashore for shelter. The number of schooners
employed during the past season, belonging to Victoria, was seven ; and I am
indebted to Captain Spring, one of the principal men engaged in this business, for
the following memorandum :

The sealing season, as I have before mentioned, commences in January and con-

tinues till the latter part of June.
19. I have gone at some length into this subject of the fur-seal fishery, because,

valuable as the business already is, I have reason to believe it will acquire greatly
increased importance during the season now closely approaching. To show the,
dimensions to which it ha3 attained in Alaska, where, as I have already remarked, a
rich Association has exclusive privileges under lease from the United States Govern-
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ment, I quote from an article published some years ago by Mr. W. H. Dall, a gentle-
mari conversant with the subject; in estimating the annuat revenue from Alaska ho
gives the following figures:

With other items of profit which it is needless here to enumerate.
20. As noticed in the foregoing extract, the operations of the Alaska Company

are restricted to the killing of a certain number of fur-seals (fifty thousand) annually.
Else, save that commercial prudence might itself prompt a judicious economy, the
race wouldsoon be extirpated in their northern resorts. The same fate would noces-
sarily attend the " schools " now frequenting the southern coasts, should their place
of landing. apparently so eagerly sought for, be discovered and laid open for unres-
tricted slaughter. The following remarks by Sir George Simpson in the work already
cited have, on this point, a special bearing. Referring to Alaska, at that time a
Russian dependency, he says: " Some twenty or thirty years age there was a most
wasteful destruction of the fur-seal, when young and old, male and female, were
indiscriminately knocked on the head. This imprudence, as any one might have ex-
pected, proved detrimental in two ways. The race was almost extirpated, and the
market was glutted to such a degree, at the rate, for some time, of two hundred
thousand skins a year, that the prices did not even pay the expenses of carriage.
The Russians, however, have now adopted nearly the same plan which the Hudson 's
Bay Company pursues in recruiting any of its exhausted districts, killing only a
limited number of such males as have attained tneir full growth, a plan peculiarly
applicable to the fur-seal, inammuch as its habits render the system of husbanding as
easy and certain as that of destroying it. - - - Under the pre-
sent system the fur-seals are increasing rapidly. Previously to its introduction the
annual hunts had dwindled down to three or four thousand. They have now (1841)
graduallygotupthiicethatamount; and they are likelysoon to equal the full demand,
not exceeding thirty thousand skins, of the Russian market."

21. It is then obvious that, in the event of the discovery of the sought for breed-
ing resort of the southern seals, and by whomsoever that discovery may be made, a
similar restrictive policy will be necessary to perpetuate race in these waters.

22. By what has been said before in this report it is evident that in the method
adopted for the capture of these animals in the open sea, thero are objectionable
features: witness the facts mentioned regarding the gravid females. But there seems
to be no way in which these objections can be obviated. On the other hand the diffi-
culties of the chase, with the alternations of rough and tempestuous weather which
compel frequent cessation, preclude the supposition that all the efforts of the hunters
can effect perceptible diminution of the enormous aggregate. Nevertheless, if secure
froin the extirpation which must necessarily follow on their indiscriminate destruc-
tion on shore at their breeding haunts, there is a risk that, under imprudent molesta-
tion, these seals may be drivern to seek other resorts for their feeding grounds. The
use of fire-arms for killing them, for instance, would, it is confidently afflrmed, be
followed by the removal of the seals to another locality. If persisted in, the practice
would probably be followed by a general migration to less disturbed retreats. There
seems to be but one opinion on this point among those interested in the business
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leading to the expression of a general desire that the possible adoption of the practice
may be interdicted.

23. It is in view of all these circunistances that the suggestions contained in my
previons communications on this subject, already referred to, were framed. That the
United States authorities would gladly, on their side, co-operate in the adoption of
such regulations, I do not question, seeing that outside of the three-mile limit, a
common interest is involved.

24. In conclusion of this portion of my subject I may point out the necessity,
that some measure of co-operation for the development of this important industry
should be adopted by the Indian Department, to regulate the employment of the
native hunters on the west coast of Vancouver Island. In the adoption of this
measure there should be no delay; and it is only through the appointment of well
qualified sub-agents that the object can be effected. 1 have already, for some time
past, been in communication with Superintendent Powell on this subject, and that
gentleman is, equally with myself, alive to the necessities of the position.

25. To revert to the salmon fishery. Of the 61,849 cases packed during the
past season the greater proportion has been shipped to England, as under:-

In all 55,400 cases; leaving six thousand four hundred and forty-nine cases which
have been shipped to other markets, ineluding a portion by rail to Eastern Canada
throngh San Francisco. Owing to the general revival of trade the European demand
has been very active, and the prices realized give renewed encouragement to those
engaged in the business, both in this Province and elsewhere. During the past
season there has been a general disposition on the part of the Oregon canners to ship
iirectly to England on their own account, instead of doing so through second parties
in San Francisco, as heretofore. In this way 189,952 cases bad been shipped to
England up to October 12th, from the Columbia River alone; at which date owing to
scarcity of shipping, the shipments were retarded. But though the European demand
for canned salmon is greatly in exceEs of all the rest, there is an increasing market
in Australia, as well as in the Hawaiian Islands and other ports, including a limuited
demand in China.

From Or-egon there is a constantly increasing demand, by rail through San
Francisco, and by sea to Boston and New York for the Atlantic States ; Chicago being
the cbief distributing point for the western division. In this way about 183,000
cases have been disposed of during the past year, as against 133,000 cases in 1879, an
increase under this head of 50,000 cases.

26. The following synopsis, compiled from the trade report of Messrs. H. Hughes
& Co., of San Francisco, and other authorities quoted in the San Francisco Weekly
Bulletin, will show the condition of the trade up to a late period of the past year.

containing each four dozen one pound cans. Of this amount the followingshipments
have been noted up to the beginning of December:-

leaving 162,590 cases undisposed of, of which the greater portion has doubtless siice
been shipped. In the above statement of the amount gone to the Etstern States is
included, it may be assumed, the small consignment that has this year gone through
to Eastern Canada from British Columbia.

27. Upon the Columbia River, in Oregon, notwithstanding the gloomy vaticina-
tions that had been indulged in of deterioration from alleged over-fishing, it is gratify-
ing to krow that there has, during the past season, been a notable increase of the
average yield. The comparison for the past three years is as under .-

The 525,000 cases packed during the past season are the product of twenty-eight
canneries of varied capacity, giving an average of about 18,500 cases for each-the
extrE mes being 40,000 and 3,000 cases. I quote the following remarks:-" The run
of tish in July was unprecedented. The catch in July, 1879, was unusually heavy.
It vas out of proportion to any previous July. But this year it was still larger. It
took the canners completely by surprise. They were not prepared to take such
quantities. More than the usual number had to be salted, some had to be thrown
away, and some of the boats were withdrawn." This excessive yield is to be ascribed
to those natural and seemingly anomalous causes which affect to a certain extent the
Columbian fisheries, similarly with those of Frazer River, and for which, in the case
of the latter stream, i have before endeavored to suggest a reason. I mention this
fact lest, inconsiderately, the increase of 1880 should be ascribed to the effect of the
artificial propagation now in progress on the Columbian waters. As I have men-
tioned in a previous report a hatching establishment was put in operation there some
years ago, and there is every confidence of a beneficial result-still, however, pro-
spective. The first batch of young salmon liberated from this hatchery, of any
moment, was, according to the U.S. Fishery Report, in 1878, estimated at 1,213,000.
These fish, or the survivors of them, should attain maturity and return to the river, if
all calculation be not erroneous, in 1882. There was a small shoal (the first product
of the hatchery) liberated in 1877; but the number was inconsiderable, and in any
case can only affect the approaching season.

28. The Deputy Minister, Mr. Smith, bad the opportunity during his recent visit
to this Province, of listeniig to the various argumenta advanced by the cannery pro-
prietors in favor of the establishment of a hatchery on the Fraser; and aiso et
obtaining information and suggestions on other points. To the notes of that gentle-
man, and to my previous communications on the first named subject, I respectfully
refer you.

29. Several gentlemen, including Dr. Bean and Professor D. S. Jordan, of Wash-
ington, employed by the U.S. Fish Commission, have during the past summer been
occupied in examniniig the fisheries of this coast, and collecting specimens of their
products. The observations of these gentlemen will, when published, doubtless
convey much valuable information. So far I have seen only partial references to
their proceedings, conveyed in the meeting reports of the San Francisco Aca
Sciences. With regard to the codfish I extract the following:
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"They paid particular attention to the codfish and the balibut, and Dr. Bean
became very confident that the Pacific codfish is the same as those caught in the
Atlantic; and there is no reason why, in the course of time, with some care and
attention, the Pacifie codfish should not become as valuable and important on this
side of the continent as the Newfoundland fishes aie upoit the Atlantic." At the
same time, it may be noted that, though this fishery has not attracted attention in this
Province, it has already attained to some importance among our neighbors. About
twenty-two vessels are now, I understand, engaged in it, equipped by parties in San
Francisco, who prosecute the business of curing and selling the fish on a well estab-
lished basis. Hore, however, the inducements to enter upon this branch of industry
are liniited. The local demand is necessarily of small importance; and since we do
not share in the privileges of the Washington Treaty we are virtually ex('luded from
the only considerale markets near at hand in the United States, namely Portland,
in Oregon and San Francisco. It is then evident that, with a view to the prospective
development of the codfishery fron our shores, a more distant yet readily accessible
market must be sought. The field, however, is wide. Australia, China, Japan, and
the Sandwich Islands, are all consumers to a greater or less extent of fishery pro-
ductions, and in Chili and Peru there will doubtless be a renewed and very extensive
demand, so soon as their present agonizing struggle shall have terminated. With all
these countries we have already, in other branches of commerce, an extensive and
increasing trade from this Province. Thus, a demand being first established for our
tishery products, access to these convenient markets is already provided in con-
nection with other industries of local origin.

30. But although the cod-fishery from San Francisco has already, as before
nentioned, attained to considerable proportions, it bas not been established without

having undergone obstacles which by perseverance have been successfully overcome.
This may be gathered from the following passage, which 1 quote from a trade report
of the Bulletin :-

"I Cod-fishing, as carried on by San Francisco merchants, bas bitherto (1878)
sufferedfrom the active competition of the Eastern market, coupled with an existing
prejudice against Pacifie coast fish, which prejudice bas been carefully fostered by
such merchants as made largest profits on Eastern cod, and such Yankee epicures as
could see (or rather taste) no excellence in any fish not caught within sight of Cape
Cod. This year, however, San Francisco dealers have been able to place their owa
eoast fish on the local market at prices ruling two and three cents cheaper than
Eastern fish eould be profitably sold for in San Francisco. Per conseauence the
native article is now having a fair chance on its own merits, and is credited by
leadin grocers with full equality to its Atlantic cousin. - - - - North
coast fishing captains believe that other cod banks exist off the Alaskan coast fully
eqial to those near the Choumagin Islands. But as the expenses of a careful survey
would be considerable, individuals hesitate to assume an outlay, the results of which
would belong, in part at les t, to others. The large sales of Pacifie cod during the
past season wili doubtles stimnilate the fishing merchants to renewed efforts, and if
the attention of some one of the Government eruisers can be directed towards a
discovery so practical as the looation of new and accessible cod banks, the outlay of
Government time and money would be creditable to all concerned, and prove of
essential service to this market."

So far the San Francisco Bulletin; but whether the suggestion made has had a
practical result, and that the United States Government has taken the exploratory
measures recoiiimended, 1 am not informed.

31. In the absence of positive development in many branches it would be idle
for me to enter here into a detaikd notice of the minor industries cornected with the
fisheries in this Province ; and the less so since I have already, in previous reports,
goie somewhat iully into the subject. From the reports of Dr. Bean and Professor
Jordan, before mentioned, when published, much information regarding the fishes of
the Pacifie coast, with a proper classification of some questionable species, will doubt-
less be obtairied. The oil products of our waters, I may remark, already of import-
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ance, are capable of vast extension. So far the extraction of the dog-fish oil by a
systeniatic process has been adopted only by one tirm, the Skidegate Oil Company,
whose operations have been very successful, though so far prosecuted on a somewhat
limited scale. But many poor men secure, by industry, a competont support from the
same source. These mon pre-empt spots of land at various points along the coast,
where they reside with their families. A few acres of cultivated soil, a cow, and
other adjunets, contribute to the support of the household : the sea supplies the rest.
With economy a moderato competence may thus be realizod. An industrious fisher-
mari, in a good locality, may average his two or three dollars a day, or more, during
a considerable portion of the year. In this way, and from the natives, who also pro-
secute the busine-s, the supply of oil for local consumption and for exportation is at
present chiefly obtained.

32. I am glad to state that the services of the rising generation of our native
population, alorg the coast, and of the younger adults, are of great value in devolop-
ing the fishing interests. The expertness of these people as water-menl, and their
aptitude under instruction, qualify them peculiarly for the business of the fisheries.
I do not question that the Indian Department, in ail practieable ways, sanction
measures to develop and improve this invaluable source of labor, upon which the
succes:'ful prosecution of our fisheries, and indeed of otherlarge provincial indiustries,
at present in no snall degree depends. Nor is it under this utilitarian consïderation
alono that this subject will be regarded ; for it is by the prudett encouragument of
their industrial tendencies, conjoined with other teachings, that the beneficent inten-
tions of the Government towards its native protéqs will be best and most effectively
promoted.

Overseer Wilson reports whitefish and trout as abundant as formerly. The
slight falling off in the fisheries of the lower division of Lake Superior ho attributes
to great inducements for sending fresh fish to the United States from points easily
accessible to steamers on Lake Huron, as weIl as to the fact that several fishermen
went to the States to escape paying duty on their fish. He reports the fishery laws
-as being well observed. Nepigon River was visited during the month of August
and everything found in good order. The water was at least one foot highe teha
usual. Speckled trout were abundant and as fine as ever. The largest fish caught
during the season weighed seven pounds, Uhere were no bush fires.

Overseer Dickson states that the yield of the fisheries in the upper division of
lake Superior was far in excess of that of last year. This ho attributeS, firstr to a
larger amount of capital invested ; second, to a more plentiful supply of flsh, and
third, to the fact that fishermen set their nets in deép water insted of in-shoe as
formerly. Pickerel were caught in large qnantities. When pickled, these fish can
only be dispoeed of in United States markete, and at a time when the navigation is
-elosed. Owing, however, to the spirit of enterprise and energy of some of the
fishermen, a market for fresh pickerel was found this year and a good business done
in that ine. The fresh fish trade was not confined to pickerel, but extended to
other fish, and the Overseer thinks that to this fact is mainly due the considerable
increase experienced in the catch.

The returns for this division show a large increase in the yield of the fisheries,
as compared with 1879. This increase is attributed to the opening of a fresh fish
trade with the United States, which induces fishermen to display more enterprise and
energy. The practice of salting fish seems to become gradually abandoned.

GEORGIAN BAY DIVISION.

The above returns show a remarkable increase in the catch. The several Over-
seers agree in stating that fish were very numerous. At all the stations the
catch was good and would probably have been still larger had not stormy weather
prevailed in Messrs. Frazer's and McGown's divisions during the best part of the
season. The gales were so heavy that the nets were, in some instances, lost, and the
cold so intense that the men suffered considerably. The total catch was, how-
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ever, very remunerative. The ouly falling off is in the herring fishery, within the
limits of Mr. Frazer's district, and this decrease ho attributes to improved con-
dition in the labour market, which induced holders of free licenbes to pursue other
industries.

Overseer Muir reports fishing as having been very fair and prices good;
parties engaged in the business being well satisfied. The close-seasons were well
observed, and no complainte reached him of any violations of the law relative to saw
dust and mill rubbish.

Overseer McKinnon reports the yield of the fisheries in his district as in excems
of that of 1879; the total number of barrels of fish caught during the season being
3,751, against 3,250 in 1879. He also mentions the catching of a species of whitefis
never seen before, and presumes it must be the result of the breeding at the
hatchery of Sandwich. The fishery laws were well observed, and he concludes by
saying that fishermen now fully appreciate the benefits they reap from an honest
compliance with the fishery laws and regulations.

Overseer McFayden reports the catch in his division to be about the same as last
year's. He says that the sawdust nuisance is decreasing owing to repeated prosecu-
tions against parties who thus violate the law.

The above table shows an increase in the catch of Whitefish but a slight falling
off in other fish. Overseer Kerr reports that this is n'ot due to a decrease in the
number of fish frequenting the division, but to several causes, among which may be
reckoned the following: ist. Whitefish were so nume'ous that fshermen turne
their energy to the catch of this species alone, neglecting Salmon Trout; 2nd. Her-
rings appeared in great numbers in Burlington Bay to spawn, but too late to allow
fishermen to take advantage of their presence; 3rd. The tinusual early winter com.
pelled fishermen to raise their nets much sooner than usual, and mauny of them did
not fish at all. Mr. Kerr attributes the increase of Whitefish to artificial breeding
and to the protection afforded by the Department. Salmon were notieed during the
spawning season in Duffin's Creek, River Credit, and Twelve Mile Creek in satisfac-
tory numbers. Nine of these fish were accidentally caught by fiebermen and liberated
alive. Seven fishermen were fined for violating the fishery laws, but the Overseer
says that, generally speaking, the people show a laudable desire to obey his directions
and comply with the Fisheries Act.

Overseer Hughson reports the catch of fish in his district as satisfactory. He
had to prosecute fourteen'persons for fishing during the close season and nine mill-
owners for violating the law respecting sawdust and rubbish. Angling for Speckled
Trout was very good.

Overseer Hull reports Speckled Trout as being more numerous in the streams of
his district than formerly.

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Overseer Kiel reports the fish in the waters of his division as steadily increasing,
and cites as an example one sail boat manned by three men who caught, at Charity
Shoals, in two nights, 450 trout, weighing 3,500 pounds. The demand was, however,
limited, and the prices offered were so low that many of the fishermen had to earn a
living in some other way.

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Overseer McFadden reports that, owing to a better observance of the fishery
laws, an increase in the catch of tish was experienced above Ci'rleton Place, but that
below that point the catch shows a falling off, owing to the accumulation of sawdust
and mill refuse.

Overseer Deacon reports the fish in his division as being as numerous as usual,
but that net fishing was carried on by one person only.
