A handsome Treasure Chest of oak, has been pre
sented to the Cathedral by Miss Hessic R. Palmer, as a
Diocesan Memorial of her Father the late Venerable
Arthur Palmer, Archdeacon of Toronto from 1867 to
1875.  The gift was expressly intended for th: care
of the Book of Title deeds, but has been made large
enough to receive also other objects of interest at present
kept in the Library in a less orderly manner

I'he Choir boys and some of the men went to

office.”
