With the 
still hampering operations along the other part of the 
line, the French appear for the last two or three days 
to have developed great energy here, 
steady progress has been reported, while a decided 
advance has been made in the region of Perthes. Part 
of the attack along this front apparently has been 
for the purpose of pushing the Germans back from 
the positions where for months they have had Rheims 
under their heavy guns.

Of the success at any one point on the line, tile! 
official French War Office 
confining itself to reporting that progress in Cham- 
pagne appears “quite pronounced."

Arras again has been the scene of great artillery 
action, the Germans bringing their guns to bear on 
the positions of the Allies and subjecting them to 
severe bombardment. Fighting on the Belgian coast 
continues, the Germans striving desperately 
cover the hamlet of St. Georges, southeast of Nieu-" 
port. The enemy has had no success in their attempts 
to regain lost ground at this point for the Allies have 
succeeded in pushing a slight distance eastward be­
fore St. Georges, at a point opposite Polders and 
north of Lombartzyde.

The capture of St. George's was made possible by 
six French blue jackets who sacrificed 
the success of the attack, according to the "Matin" 
of Paris.

The Germans had been driven from the trenches to 
the houses of the town, from which they kept 
heavy fire on a force of Belgians isolated from the 
main attacking force. The British artillery at Ram- 
scapelle could not help. To save the situation the 
six blue jackets got a three-inch gun aboard a punt 
and poled it along the Yser Canal. As one fell, ano­
ther took his place and the last man died as the punt 
reached the bank where the gun could be,.hauled 
ashore.

Tÿe rçmaining houses in St. Georges were quickly 
knocked
ing the hamlet, a bridge was thrown across the canal 
and the Allies were able to debouch on the right bank 
of the Yser.

The Kaiser, who had gone to the western front 
after it was announced he had entirely recovered, is 
reported in despatches from Rome to have suffered a 
relapse and to be now in a serious condition.

Several women and children were killed by bombs 
dropped from four German aeroplanes which made a 
raid over Dunkirk. All fotir aeroplanes and another 
which kept guard outside the city, made their escape 
despite a brisk rifle fire.

Somewhat over 80 ships, of 300,000 gross tonnage, 
have so far been transferred from foreign to United 
States registry since the enabling legislation by Con-

Approximately 3,500,000 gross tonnage of German 
ships has been withdrawn by the war from the Bos­
ton and New York transatlantic services. This, with 
interned ships of the allies, has contributed to a re­
duction of about 25 per cent, in the total freight ton­
nage available therefor.

The transatlantic passenger movement is. practically 
nil as contrasted with its volume at the opening of the 
European conflict.

Steamship men do not believe that the German war 
crafts which a fortnight ago bombarded the English 
coast are in the Atlantic.

That was done about the middle of September, 
and it was only then that I realized what a Ger­
man success would mean to the world—how 
there could be nothing else but a world of armed 
camps, how we in this country, too, would have 
to adopt militarism in order to live. Just prior 
to that time, -in the first of my Sunday evening 
sermons in this course, I had praised the Kaiser, 
I believed in the German ideals, I believed in 
German progress, German inventions, German 
principles. But I was wrong. I have now be­
come convinced of what I never imagined be­
fore—that iq the German viewpoint the only 
sin against the Holy Ghost is military impo- 
tency, and, to use Treitschke’s words again, the 
only virtue is militarism."

Boston, Mass., December 31.—The American Tele­

phone Company has made arrangements by which 
employes of the Bell system who have been two years 
oi- more In the service and who so, desire may pur­
chase stock of the company for $110 per share on 
easy terms of payment.

No employe can purchase more than one share for 
each $300 of annual wages he receives nor more than 
ten shares whatever his wages.

The terms of payment will be $2 per share per 
month beginning with March. 1915, and the quarterly 
dividends paid on the stock will go towards paying for 
it after deducting Interest at 4 per cent, per annum 
on unpaid balances.

The American Co. has paid 8 per cent, dividends for 
seven years and it is calculated that dividends at this 
rate and the $2 per share per month payments by 
employes will pay for the stock in full by November, 
1918. *Any employe who so desires can after March 

1. 1917, but not before, pay in the balance on his stock 
and receive his stock certificate.

Should an employe leave the service or die before 
his stock is fully paid for, the amount he has paid in 
plus the accumulated dividends (less 4 per cent, in­
terest) will be paid bacft.

The American Telephone Co. has about 60,000 
stockholders and 160,000 employes.

The company makes it plain that no employe is un­
der any obligation to buy any stock, but it is believed 
that a considerable number of employes will take ad­
vantage of this opportunity to save a little money 
every month and invest it in the business.

Winnipeg, Man., December 31.—One of the inci­
dents in the financier life of. Winnlpej wnich indi­
cates that business here has not been, during the f^l 
and early winter, so far below the "normal is fauh-J 
in the fact that the street railway is writing cheques 
for its shareholders to the amount of $270,000. .This 
is the quarterly distribution at 3 per cent, on the 
common stock amounting to $9,000,000.

The statement was made in an eastern financial 
paper, some weeks ago that owing to the fact that 
the street railway had not floated its bonds last sum­
mer in London, the money which under normal con­
ditions would have gone at t,hls time In the year 
td stockholders would bo used temporarily to meet 
expenditures on capital account. It was also stated 
that there had been a marked loss in earnings as a 
result of the depression and that the company might 
be unable to pay the dividend on the common stock.

With reference to the earnings of the company, it 
is common knowledge that the patronage of the street 
cars has fallen off considerably since war was de­
clared. The receipts from the sale of gas and pow­
er are, however, said to be slightly in advance of the 
corresponding figures for 1913,-while the loss as com­
pared with last year, in the operation of the street 
railway kis really very slight. Steam railways offi­
cials in Canada would be happy indeed, if their show­
ing was as good. The net earnings of the company 
this year as compared with last, up to the end of 
September, are indicated in the following table:

Figures of the earnings of the street railway from 

month to month, strange as it may seem, are not 
given out in Winnipeg. They' are demanded by the 
bond holders, in London, and are, therefore, first 
printed there, from which city they are cabled back 
to Canada. October and November figures are not 
yet to hand.

At the close of 1913, after paying bond interest, 
dividends, etc., the company had at the credit of the 
profit and loss account, as the accumulation of 
eral years, over two and a quarter million dollars. 
From this it is clear that shareholders have "little to 
fear from the comparatively slight losses arising as 
a result of the war.
