and probably for nearly sixteen cen-
turies, made the Pope independent in
his administration of his high cflize,
will in due time restore to him that in-
dependence which he so long enjoyed.

There is no need for the agitation
of the Conservative party in England
on account of whatever the Doke may
tave gald, aa thare {8 no pretence on
his part that he spoke for Lord Salis-
bury's Government, of which he is not
a member, having resigned his posi-
tion as Postmaster General during
1900 to serve as a veolanteer in South
Africa. By this he ghowed his loyalty
to his country ; but the recent words
addressed to Pope Leo XIIL he shows
algo his unswerving loyalty to the Cath-
olic Church,thus proving that loyalty to
his faith and religion is not inconsistent
with patriotism, and no more than
this can be asked or expected from him
by the people of England, or by the
Conservative party to which he has all
along adhered with fidelity.

The acts of the Duke of Norfolk cer
tainly do not bind the Salisbury Gov-
ernment : nevertheless we see no rea-
gon why that Government, or any
Government of the British Isies, should
not desire that the Pope should be in-
dependent of all national Governments.
At least twelve million Britich subjects
acknowledge the Pope's sway in spir
itual matters ; and is it not to the in-
terest of Great Britain, as well as of all
other nations, that the Head of a
Church universally spread should be
able to perform the functions of his
sacred office without the interference

At the present time the liberty of the
Pope is interfered with, though not to
such an extent as to influence his acts
of administration ; but we cannot tell
how soon the Government of Italy may
interfere more directly with the Pope's
free government of the Church ; and
such interference certainly ought to be
resented by Great Britain, ard every
other nation. The only sure way,
therefore, in which the poseibility of
such interference can be averted is for
these Governments, whether Protestant
or Catholic, to take a share in the
restoration to the Pope of that temporal
independence which is his right,(and
of which he was deprived unjustly by
open violence. It would be a source
of glory to Lord Salisbury’s, or to any
other British Government, to take &
bhand in restoring to the Head of the
Catholic Church that independenge of
which he was deprived by thexlng

We do not for a moment sUppose
that Great Britain will at the present
moment intervene in favor of the Holy
See ; though with the other great
powers of Europe she assumes the right
to intervene for the correction of great
wrongs, and in pursuance of this claim
it would be a duty of all the powers to
restore the Pope's authority. There
s, however, mnothing to forbid a
private British citizen and a Catholic
from speaking candidly his conviction
of the wrong, and his hope that the
time may soon come when it will be
corrected. This is what the Duke of
Norfolk has courageously done, and he

THE NO-CREED THEORY.

It is a hobby_;-x;h unbelievers in

and this is the secret of the cry which
bas been ralsed by unbelievers against
creeds and dogmas. We are tcld that
the whcle duty of man is to love cur
fellow-man, and to do good to our
neighbors, and that creeds and dogmas
wean men from the fulfilment of this
duty.

It will be noticed that this theory
entirely ignores the existence of God,
aud our obligations to Him as crea-
tures to cur Creator, and thus leads
directly to Atheism. It has, neverthe
legs, fcund many supporters &mong
the Protegtant clergy, though it must
bo admitted that Protestant Churches
have not cffizially endorsed it, and
that the Protestant relizious press, for
the most part, still steutly maintain
the necessity of a certaln degree of
belief in the doctrines of Christianity,
and, as & consequence, the necessity of
creeds to set forth clearly what ought
to be believed.

The Rev. Dr. Chown, President of
the Toronto Msathodist Conference, at
a meeting of Protestant ministers of
various denominations, held in Toronto
on the evening cf the 4:h inst., gave
utterance to views which were appar-
ently endorsed by the majority of thoge
present, as there was no protest ut-
tared against them ; yet they were
logically identical with the infidel
tenets to which we have made refer-
ence.

Dr. Chown sald :

*“In many parts of our country an un-
holy rivalry exists in_ direct opposition to
the behest of Christ that we should all be
one. It is creed, not conduct, dogma, not
duty. We cannot even cbtain the desired
degree of religious instraction in our Public
school system because the Government is
afraid of our theological and denominational

snecantihilitias”

Weare tcld, further, that the speaker
instanced the confederation of the
Canadian provinces and its eplendld
results of an example tbat might be
followed in the religious sphere.

This is certainly strange teaching to
be virtually approved by a body of
supposedly orthodox or Kvangelicsl
Protestant clergymen. It ill becomes
these gentlemen to decry dogmatic
teaching, tor there is not a single Pra-
testant which has not such teaching,
and rome sects have very elaborate
dogmatic creeds, as the Presbyterians,
Anglicans, and evan the Mathodlsts, in
whose name we might suppose the
Rev. Dr. Chown to have some right to
epoak.

Letus app'y some theclogical reason-
ing to Dr. Chown’s utterances, and we
ghall soon see how utterly incoherent
they are, and inconsistent with the
basic nature of Christianity.

The duty of loving our neighbor, of
itself, implies our duties to God as tke
basis on which rests that of loving cur
neighbor.

Apart from the scriptural teaching,
which infidels repudiate, what reason
have we fo loving our neighbor ?

We shall be told that all men have
the same human nature with ourselves,
that we are 8o constituted that we must
live in soclety with them, that we
depend mutually upon each other, and
that all p itions recognizs that we have
mutual obligations toward each other.
Thus the thoughtful Cicero has said
that nature imposes upon us the obli-
gation that ** whatscever of good we
can do to our neighbor without injury
to curselves, that we should do to every
one, even though he be to us a strang-
er.”

He spoke in the intereet of
public morality, and the Italian Goy-
ernment will scarcely dare to allow
any violence to the distinguished visit:

This reasoning would seem to apply
lto irrational animals equally with
' humsn beings ; and yet, for the most
part, nature does not teach them the

creatures, even of the same gpecles
with themselves. They have no
thought of duty, and their only aim
{s to preserve thems:lves from {pjury,
and avold danger. Why ;shonld it be
otherwise with man ?

The only good reason, apart from
the teachings of revelation, which can
be given for the difference in the two
cases 18 that we are endowed with rea.
son, which the brute creatipn have
not, and that reason teaches us that
we are under an cbligation to obey
the law which our Creator impose:
upon u3, and the oblizations of which
are imprinted by Him on our nature
ftself.

Here, then, we find a first dogma
which we must believe as the founda-
tion of religious truth and morelity.
From the fact that we are creatures
of Ged, it follows that we have re
ceived all that we have from Him, and
that we must, even if we had no other
motive than gratitude, turn to Him in
homage as to our first Yeginning and
last end. To Him we must refer al
our acts, and we must pay Him wor
ship both interior and exterlor, that
we may submit to Him our whole
being.

We easily infer from these congider-
ations the reasonableness of Christian
dogmatic teaching. As there are re
lations between the Creator and the
creature, if it is God's will that His
rational creature, man, should be re-
warded in a future life, it is reason-
able that God should aid us by reveal-
ing to us something relating to the
means whereby we are to be eaved,
the remedies for sin, by means of
which tha sinner may be reconciled
God, the manner in which it is God
wili H3 shouid be served, and olbe:
matters which concern our galvation
and without a knowledge of which
galvation would be extremely diffizult,
if not absolutely impossible.

Hence arises the necessity of revel
ation ; and it {8 needless for us to
prove for the benefit of an assemblage
of Christian divines that we have such
a revelation in the Christian religion
for they admit all this. Such a reve-
lation necessarily includes many dog-
ma\ to cover even the points we have
enumerated. The nature of the
future life is made known €o us there-
in : the happiness of heaven, and the
everlasting punishments to be under
gone by the sinner in hell.

We are taught, further, the efficacy
of redemption through the sufferings
of Christ, who is at the same time God
and man., Wae find that Christ institut
ed certain sacraments as means of
grace, which He commanded to be
continued in use in His Church to the
end of time, and that He appointed &
ministry or priesthood in various
orders or degrees to continue His work
and to preserve the unity of faith to
the end of time, that we may not be
as little children, tossed to and fro by
every wind of doctrine,.

All these considerations prove be-
yond doubt that the Christian religion
is necessarily a religion of dogmas,
and those clergymen who echo the
objections of infidels against dogmas
and creeds, are promoting the cause
of Infidelity aad Atheism.

We notice also that the Rev. Mr.
Chown regrets that there cannot be
religious teaching in the Public schools
of Oatario, owing to the diversity of
the religious beliefs which exist in the
province, Theremedy for this trouble
is not what he proposes, a confedera-
ation of sects which will agree to re-
gard revealed truths as matters of no
{mportance, but a return to the one
true faith which was in the first place
given to the Saints, and which has
been preserved unchanged in the
teachings of the Catholic Church,

O'REILLY.

Bosten Pilot

Vere Foster, the English philan
thropist who died last week at the ad-
vanced age of elghty one, was making
Irish National echool books in 1566
