James goes so far as to say
that a man's religion is vain unless he
bridleth his tongue.

Evil speaking, or relating the faults of
absent persouns, is one of the most prevalent
evils of our day. It is heard everywhere,
on the street, as well as in the shop ; in the
parlor as well as in the kitchen ; at home,
and abroad, ou Sunday as well as Monday ;
rich and poor, legroed and unlearned, wise
aud foolish, young and old, practice it.

Christians ought not to encourage it, as
it is very injurious to the soul's iuterest,
and displeasing to God. It might be well
to revive the old custom of reading occa-
sionally in public Mr. Wesley’s searching
sermon on evil speaking. It never was re-
yuired more than now ; and among Metho-
dists as much as among any people.

We are not surprised at the efforts of
the wiley foe to turn to his advantage this
powerful engine for good or -evil. He
made use of it at the first, and succeeded
in his hellish purpose, and be will doubtless
countinue to cootrol this power until he is
chaived by the superior forces of Cbris-
tianity.

As Christians we are not his slaves, and
therefore should not obey his behests.

our own personality, existing in epitome, as
we may say, to which no theory of impersonal
law can ever adjust itselt.  lmpersonal, inex-
orable law is just as black and forbidding an
atheism as Chauce or Fate; for, in peint of
fact, Chance brings the seasons in their time,
{and Fate always keeps him warmest who puts
| on most comtortable garments, If Law is su-
preme, either there is no God, or God is sub-
ordinate. If God is supreme, then law is sub-
ordinate and instrumental. God bolds it in
bis’band; and may, if he choose, subordinate
natural law to a bigher moral emergency.

@A Supreme God may subordinate force to
pity and goodness. He may bear our prayer,
and belp us through instrumental law, or over
it, or against it. His perfection does not seek
its brightest illustration in batural order, but
n goodness and mercy, holiness and truth; in
pitying, pardoning, puritying love to the
guilty. But it his favor rests specially on the
penitent and dutitul, then, in consequerce ot
the same personal qualities, his disfavor hangs
over the insolent and self-seeking. Iere is
the pith of the difficalty. Human pride spurns
the thought of penitence and submission, and
essays to walk ‘‘ nobly erect” into the kingdom
of God. Hear the semi-swagger of its pom-
pous boast, from the pen of the author ot the
(in)famous ‘‘ prayer-test” letter: ** For the
future be bas no anxiety; the supreme order
in which be bas a place and work cannot fail to
provide, and he submits without suggesting
Limits or a definition to the plan he never could
have devised and can not compass, too glad to
believe that all such order is not to be iu-
fluenced by buman interference.” Precisely !
* 'Too glad to believe” that a thiet and an
bonest man, a blasphemer and a praying man,
a Nero and a Paul, are equally sate, and will
tare equally well under the supreme order.
There is no sin except agaiost natural law! A
supreme personal God would make a great,
rationa!, righteous difference. Not so a
preme order! which is very grateful to the
thief and the blasphemer. Nero likes it;
hence believes it,

There we have it, in a nutshell. A Supreme
God will by no means clear the guilty. He
will be found of those that seek him with the
whole heart ; will hear prayer; will pardon the
penitens who break off their sins; will bring
every work ioto judgment, and every secret
thing, whether it be good or whether it be
evil. Away with him, shien ! says godless arro-
gance. Away with him ! says the pride of
sciolism. Away with him ! shout conceit and
ignorance and lust and appetite and ambition
and vanity and greed. Away with an eye
that sees, an ear that hears, an intelligence
that dibcriminates, a God that frowns on sin!|
Give us Eternal Law, Infinite Indifference, |
the dead unvarying shimmer of a limitless
Complacency, 8 ** Supreme Order!”

In the solemn intercourse which Christ bad-
with bis disciples, before his death, one can- |
not {ail to mark how vividly bhe r:alized (hc;
dangers that threatened them trom the spirit |
of auti-christ which had possession ot the
world. He was about to go to the Father
through the agony of Gethsemane and Cavalry, |
but they were to remain and would be assailed |
by the unrelenting spirit that could no longer |
spend its energies on him. lle knew well the
subtlety and duplicity of the spirit of evil
which bad encountered’bim in the wilderness
with temptatioas of distrust of God and vis-
ions of earthly power and splendor, and which
bad now stirred against him the malice of his
own nalion. He knew, too, that these fiory
trials would be repéated in their experiences,
wrought into new activity by his own person-
al victory over the god of this world.

+ It seems that the natural suggestions of or-
dinary prudence bad crossed his mird: Why
not then secure their bappiness and holiness by
removing them at once from the fearful ocon-
tingencies of probation to the blessedness
which he bad prepared tor them? But this
was not in accord with the Father’s will. So
be prays not that they shall be taken out of
the world, but that they may be kept from.the
evil that will beset them every side. MHis
errand was the world's redemption, which
would not be fully accomplisbed without their
testimony and labors aided by the Holy Spirit.
They were to overcome, even as he overcame.
As be had manifested the Father, so were they
to manifest the Savior. There was to be de-
veloped in them the glory and beauty of the
divine life. Their love was to confront the
world's bate aad selfishness, and, conquering
it, establish the proof of the great love where-
with Clrist bad loved it. The holiness and
peace of their lives was to stand over against
the pollution and unrest of the unregenerate
soul, and attest the reality and reasonableness
of the divine commands.

This is the problem of the Christian hfe: To
be in the worid but not of it. To walk among
men who know not Christ, in the round of
daily duties, and yet be steadily moving heav-
enward. To be conscious of the beauties of
our earthly home and its wealth of material en

to know the movings of appetite
and the tender enticements of ease, and be
dead to them and alive to Christ. To find in
the word of God a wiser philosophy than in the
schools of wise men. Not to lose sight of the
Divine footsteps where men of science dis-
cern only a method of sequence. In the
proud unbelief of materialism jon every hand,
to secure a daily assurance ot Christ’s belpful-
ness and personal interest in our welfsre. To
count all things loss gladly that we may gain
Christ.

There is the disposition to say that this is
quite beyond The ordinary Christian life, and
that it must be difficult to attain. It is impos-
sible except to faith. Such a lile necessarily
must be hid with Christ ia God. It cannot
subsist with simple assent to Cbristian truth,
or any change less radical thon a renewed na-
ture, made after the image of the beavenly.
Indeed, heavenly-mindedness and spiritual-
mindedness are the only terms which rightly
describe this life of God in the soul. Other
qualities are always found in conjunction and
grow out of this. There is the most liberal
culture in it that the world has ever seen. Char-
ity and manliness characterise all. its actions.
it has the warmth and attraction of enthusiasm.
Men cannot be insensible to its influence, and

Lthey never fail to confess its powor of rebuke.

The charge against the Church to-day is
worldliness, the danger which the Savior per-
ceived imperrilled his followers, and from
which be prayed they might be delivered.
Christianity bas aot for centuries been so tree
from superstition and bigotry, and the vices
and inbumanity which bave darkemed history.
Intolerance and persecution are things of the
past. .

tions of the deities; the air reeked from time
to time with the fat of victims or the fumes
of incense. When Caligula ascended the Im
perial throne the festivities extended over
thres wholc monthe, and 160,000 victims were
sacrificed in Rome alone. When during the
reign of Marcus Aurelius- a deadly pestilence
broke out, the Emperor snmmoned to the
metropolis the prieats of all religions, national
and foreign, and the city was'given over to
lustrations, sacrifices and rites of every kind
and every country. To all this the bald sim-
plicity of Christian worship stood in marked
contrast. A silent, mysterious gathering at
some stated time, in some obscure private
dwelling, seemed to exhaust the religion of
this anomalous sect. This inference, though
strangely at fault, was not altogether unbatu:
ral. These Chistians were supposed to be
atheists, batching, under the cloak of religion,
some vile conspiracy, The beathen bad stum-
bled on another of those secret clubs and ille-
gal associations which his jealous suspicions
were ever on the watch to detect. And this
strange misconception was persistently main-
tained. The beathen wanted to see the God
of the Christian, and the Christian could not
satisfy the test. ke bad nothing to show, uo-
thing which in the eyes of the heathen counted
for religion, nothing but a firm faith and a
beroic courage and clean bands and a blameless
life. It is thus clear that during the early
centuries the ritual of the Christians was, firom
the necessity of their position, not from their
prineiple, very simple. As a corporation they
were not reeognised by law, and common pru-
deoce, besides their inability to bold corporate
law property, would deter them from any out-
lay. Thus, there is no explicit solice of any
Church erected either in Rome or the pro-
vinces before the close of the.cecond ceatury,
though beyond the limit of the Empire the case
was different. In Syria, for example, where
the kings of Edessa early embraced Chris-

Having referred
to Justin Martyr's well known account of the
simple ritual of the early Church, and remark.
ing on it containing all the elements held 1
the preseat day requisite to the completeness
of Divine service—the reading of the Gospels
and Prophets, the word of exhortation or ser
mon, the prayers and thanksgivings, the minis
ter leading and the congregation responding,
and lastly, as the climax to whieh all the pre
vious service leads wp; the Eucharistic vele
bration ot the Holy Communien, which is the
supreme act of Christian worship, at omce the
strongest pledge of brotherly lowe and she
highest means of spivitual grace—the Canon
then remarked on almsgiving following theso
gatherings for worship as an inseparable part
of Divine service, observing that without prac-
tical benevolence there ~an be no true worship,
and noticed how hospitals, orphasages, ragged
schools, convalescent bemes, [idiot asylums,
and charitable institutions of all kinds, were
the results of Christinnity, the foundasions of
which were laid in the quiet little prayer-meet
ings held every seventh day in a retired up
per chamber. He then alluded to the tact
that, while the Roman law strictly forbade the
erection of Christian churches,, it offered ne
impediment to the [foundation of cemetries
A middle class Roman would, almost as a mat
ter of course, belong 1o some burial club, guild
or confraternity, which were recognized by the
government, and Christians were recognized as
members of such bodies. The first official oc
casion when a Roman buishop had relations
with the Ggvernment was when Callistus, then
Archdeacon of Rome, takes charge of the cata
comb which bears his name, and, though not
the earliest, is the most famous of the cata
combs. The learned Canon then gave a most
description of the catacombs, and took his
hearers with him in succession to the necropolis
of the heathen. and the cemetry of the Chris
tian—the Appian way above the ground aond
the Appian Way beoeath the soil—and remark
ed on the startling contrast, externally all be
ing #0 unfavourable to the Christian, so far a»
the advantages, of nature and the appliances ot
art were concerned ; but while the heatben ne-
cropolis presents one ceaseless wail of despair,
the consciousness of immortality floods and
glorifies the subterranean vaults of the Chris
tian catacombs, observing further that all the
inscriptions and emblems suggested nothiug
but anticipations of hope and triumph. The
lecture concluded as follows . As the survivors

It is extremely desirable that our denom-
inational literature should be widely diffus-
ed among our people. It is in many re-
spects a most valuable literature, and
calculated greatly to benefit those who study
it. Methodists everywhere ought to be
familiar with it. Methodist literature con-
tains a truthful history of tne rise and dev-
elopment of Methodism. A koowledge of
that history is essential to the proper un-
derstanding of Metbodism’s true place in
the world, and to & just appreciation of its
character and work. And surely Metho-
dists ought to arrive at such an understand-
" ing and appreciation. Besides, the story of
the rise and progress of Methodism is full
of marvels, and is of entrancing interest to
& mind rightly prepared to explore it.
Methodist literature splendidly illustrates
the beautiful theology which Methodism
finds in the Bible. That theology in all its
aspects and relations ought to be the sub-
Jject of as careful and extended a study as
eircumstances will admit of on the part of
all Methodists. It is grealy helpful to the
attainment of a rich and deep Christian ex-
perience and to the acquirement of stability
of Christian character, to have the mind
thoroughly grounded in Christiah truth.
For want of such grounding myriads of

. Methodists flnd themselves placed at disad
vantage in conflicts which they cannot avoid,
snd in which they are not always victorious.
Methodist literature in a striking man-
ner embodies the genius and spirit of Me-
thodism. In its uncommonly rich biogra-
phical stores lie treasured mementos of the
seal, the courage, the energy, the faith, the
enthusiasm which have marked the career
of so many noble Methodist heroes, who
would have graced by their virtues the best
Christian ages had their lot been cast in
those times. Itis of the greatest import-
ance that the old Methodist spirit of fire
and force should be maintained at its high-
est level in the bosom of Methodism. The
Methodism of the future will do but little
for God or man if this spirit should sink
low in its heart ; and the Methodism of the
present would operate to immensely greater
advantage were it possessed of a double
portion of this spirit.
This spirit comes from above; but it
comes to him who seeks it expecting to re-
ceive. Were all to seek it in the proper
way all would be imbued with it. We
know of no earthly means whose use is bet-
ter fitted to create a desire for the possess-
ion of this spirit .han the careful perusal of
the lives of men whose souls were aflame
with it, and who were burning and shining
lights in their day and sphere. The record
of the lives of Wesley, Fletcher, Nelson,
Benson, Bramwell, Smith, Stoner, Cellins,
"and of many, many others dear to the
Chaurch, is full of inspiration. One cannot
thoughtfully peruse that record without feel-
ing his heart.stirred to its depths, and
yearning for the heavenly influences which
clothed these blessed men with the power
which they wielded in the service of their
adorable Master. The biographies of these
men of saintly memory ought to be circu-
lated in eyery direction throughout our
Church. Theirs were types of piety as
much ‘needed, and as likely to be honored
on a large scale in the field of labour now
as ever they were.
Methodist literatire ought to be studied
generally by the peeple called Methodists
that they may preserve their individuality
as a denomination distinct and clear. They
are never 80 likely to play their part nobly
in the station in Christendom to which God
has been pleased to call them as when they
are unmistakably Methodist in thought, pur-
pose and spirit. Let brotherly love between
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them and their brethren of other shades of

Christian faith by all means continue, and
abound more and more. To love those who
love God was always in harmony with the
genius of Methodism. But Methodism is
most lovable when it is Methodism pure
aod simple. A little of one thing and a
little of the other is practically not much
of anything.

There is cause for complaint both in

The Archbishop of the English Church
appointed Friday, Dec. 27th, as a day for
special services and intercession on behalf
of the Foreign Missionary work. The
Clergy appear to bave met the request in a
spirit of cordial assent, and with a degree
of unanimity that was pleasant to behold.
In all the priocipal churches in London
and throughout the country sermons appro-
priate to the day were preached, and much
earnest prayer for further measures ot the
Divine blessing upon this great undertaking
was offered up.  The attention of the great
tleading papers was brought to the subject,
and we were not only favored with full re-
ports of many of the able sermous which
were preached, but editorials appeared
treating on many phases of Missionary
work, and not unfrequently betraying la-
mentable ignorance of the real work ac-
complished in the Mission Field. Many
strange assertions were made, and doleful
prophecies were uttered in regard to the
future. These were of little worth, but it
is possible te learn somewhat even from
our foes. Taking the sad admission from
the lips of authorities in the church, they
have dwelt upon the fact of the difficulty
experienced in procuring competent young
men to fill the posts abroad; and another
equally painful circumstance is the presence
in England of fourteen or sixteen Mission-
ary Bishops, returned from their foreign
work, and not uawilling to abide in quiet
at home. Good has arisen from all this
stirring up of the great question as to the
duty aod ability of the Church of Christ to
evangelise the world, and one immediate
result has been the reception of offers from
many suitable candidates for foreign ser-
vice, and an aroused and quickened interest
in the mMst of the Church at home.
The good Earl of Shaftesbury is still
foremost in works of philanthrophy, and
is held in high estimation and esteem for
his work’s sake by all classes in the com-
munity. He has receutly been called to
pass through a heavy domestic trial, in the
protracted illness and death of his wife.
The deceased Countess has been for many
years well knowa as her distinguished hus-
band’s helper in all his various plans of
benevolence, aud bhas earned a good re-
nown for her faithful services on behalf of
the ignorant and destitute, and sorely will
she be missed from the ranks of toiling
self-sacrificing workers on bebalf of the
sufferind masses. Another heavy bereave-
ment has befallen the Earl, in the death of
a beloved daughter, after a protracted
period of weakness and suffering. Much
svmpathy has been expressed by the pub-
lic, and earnmest prayer has beenm offered
by many on behalf of the mogrning family.
The Ex-Emperor of the great French
Empire, Louis Napoleon Bounaparte, has
just been called away by death. He has
been in rather feeble health ever since his
tremendous calamities came upon him.
During the two years of his exile in Eng-
land he has been compelled to exercise ex-
treme care, and at length had to undergo
a severe painful operation. His death
was sudden at the last, and quite unexpec-
ted. His career has been one of the most
extraordinary of modern times, and during
his eventful life he passed through every
gradation of suffering and weary exile,
and also counted over twenty years of bril-
liant power and widely-extended authority.
It is a straoge and romantic story which
the future historian will have to. tell of this
able and remarkable man. He possessed
some ability of a high order, and toiled

his beloved France, as he accounted great-
pess. His upward career led to the com-
mission of many deeds or wrong and blood
shedding, and his last mistakes involved
his bleeding country in fearful miseries,
and laid burdens on her people which many
years will not remove. But all is now
over with the poor frail man, and he now
lies, the conquered by death, an alien in
thie land, and surrounded only by his sor-
rowing wife and the son for whom he ven-

clung to him to the last, and England pays
marked respect to the event which has
transpired, and places an illustrious name
on the death roll of the New Year.

This
has resulted in a quarrel between them and
the reference of the matter to the Pope at
Rowe. The Montreal Witness thinks the
Jesuit University scheme has received its
quietus by a telegram from Rome expressly
stating that to lay it before Parliament
would be an act of disobedience to the Holy
See. What. the Jesuits will do in the face
of this remaians to be seen. The contest
between the two great parties of the Roman
Catholic Church in Canada seems to be
hotter every day.

INJUSTICE AND PERSECUTION.
We have received from the Rev. John
Borland a pamphlet on ‘ The Seminary of
St. Sulpice, and the Iudians of the Lake of
the Two Mountains,” in four letters ad-
dressed to the Hen. Joseph Howe, Secre-
tary of State for the Indian Department.
Most of our readers are aware that sioce the
great proportion of the Indians of the mis-
sion revolted from uuder the centrol and
teaching of the priests of the Seminary, they
have been bitterly persecuted, and no effort
spared to cast them out of the inheritanee,
originally granted for their benefit by the
Kiog of France, which the priests of the
Seminary now claim as their own private
property, on which the Indians have no
claim. The priests commenced legal ac-
tion, to prevent Protestant Indians building
a small house for a place of worship; and
have imprisoned and fined Protestant
Indians for trespass, because they have cut
timber off the land for necessary purposes.
Mr. Borland brings to light several impor-
tans facts in the history of the case, which
reveal the unprincipled shrewdness with
which the Seminary people have sought to
obtain the complete control of the lands,
which they held in trust for the Indians. A
guardian of orphansfwho should adroitly
[cheat his wards out of their rightful pro-
perty, and keep it for his own purposes,
would be no more guilty than are those
greedy cormorants, who, under one pretext
and another, have managed to clutch so
large a portion of the public domain of
Lower Canada. But because the Seminary
is powerful through its wealth, and its
ecclesiastical and political influence, the cry
of the poor Indian has been disregarded-;
statesmen, politicians and magistrates being
only too anxious to favor this powertul cor-
poration. But as the Montreal Gazette per-
tinently remarks: *“ We admit the strength
and influence of the gentlemen of the Semi-
nary. We admit that, as a corporation,
they wield an enormous power in this Pro-
vince of Quebec, and through this Province
in the Dominion of Canada. We admit
that a fight between a handful ot poor
Indians who have committed the offence
of becoming Protestants, headed by their
miniaster, and so influential an organization,
appears almost quixotic. But itis well to
remember that the race is not always to the
swift, nor the battle to the strong. No
body, subjected to religious persecution, has
ever yet failed to triumph in the end, what-
ever the odds against it. And even so
important a body as the Seminary, if in-
fluenced by the worldly wisdom with the
possession of which it is generally credited,
will pause before precipitating such a con-
test.”
We are compelled to defer a statement of
the facts and argumeats presented in Mr.
Borland’s pampblet till our next issue.—
Christian Guardian.

CURRIE ON BAPTISM.

Dear Sir,—I bave just read a voluwe by the
Rev. D. D. Currie, Secretary of the Eastern
British American Conference, entitled a
** Catechism ‘of Baptism.” In the interest of
trutb, [ crave a small portion of your space for
the purpose of calling the attention of the read-
ers of the &uardain to a really valuable book.

As its title implies, the volume discusses the
subject of Baptism in the form of question and
answer; and almost every question that can be
raised as to the difterences between Baptists
and others respecting the nature, subjects and
mode of baptism is asked ard answered here.
Yet the book is not large, being a duodecimo
of 130 pages. The arrangemeat is excellent;
and by means of short chapte: s with well chosen
titles, and a full table of contents, the reader
can as easily turn to a given branch ot the sub-
ject, as he can find a passage of Seripture when
be knows the chapter and verse. The aim of
the author seems to be to present, in a pithy
and vigorous style, and as briefly as is consis-
tent with perspicuity, the results of the long
processes of reasoning to be fouad in the elabo-
rate works ot standard writers on this subject.
It seems to me that this is just the book for
those of our people who have not much time at
command for reading, or wish to devote what
time they bave to the perusal of books of a
devotional, rather than ot a controversial char-
acter, and ye: desire to be informed on those
questions that arise between Baptists and our-
selves, especially respecting the subjects and
mode of baptism. In my opinion, it is also
just the book to place ia the hands ot those per-
sons, generally young, whose minds are not
settled as to whether there is any baptism but
by immersion ; tor bere are satisfactory answers
to those quibbles by which the minds of the
young are sometimes unsettled on this point.
The reader will find all those stock phrases ot
the Baptists, such as, ** follow the Lord down
into the water,” ** buried with bim by bap-
tism,” *‘ only one meaning to the verb baptizo,
and that to immerse,” etc., etc., concisely and
satisfactorily disposed of in this volume.
I should like to give some specimens of the
clever Secretary’s catechizing, but economy of
space forbids. His chapters on ** The scrip-
tural meaning of the word baptize,” *‘ The
baptism of the Holy Spirit,” *‘ John's bap-
tism,” ** Christ's baptism,” *‘ Paul and Re-
generation,” and ** The testimony ot Christian
Greek writers" are especially good.
I will not recommend the tactics for which
the Baptists have acquired an unenviable no-
toriety, but will say, nevertheless, that when
a Baptist hands a sermou or tract on immer-
sion to a Methodist for the purpose of saving
him from error and perdition, it would be well
to reciprocate his zealous concern, and give
him the reading ot Bro. Currie) catechism, to
redeem him from that dangerous ritualism into
which he bas fallen; for, if ritualism consists
in making the eflicacy of an ordinance reside
in the form in which it is celebrated, rather
than the Spirit which accompanies it, then the
