Tbs conference 
was not avowedly |*olitical, but it was 
in direct antagonism to some of the in­
discreet and fierv utterances of Lord 
Beâconsfleld, and doubtless expressed 
the views of tbe great Liberal party of 
tbe day. Tbe papers which represent 
the Government, and others which sup- 
portTurkey through all her crimes and 
misdemeanors, were in great wrath at 
the decisions of the Conference. It 
was the extreme of rashness, and tbe 
reverse of every thing patriotic to 
assemble and discuss questions of high 
imperial policy at the present crisis, 
and on the very eve of the assembly of 
tbe European Council at Constanti­
nople. Much more of this loud talk 
was indulged in, but it is quite evident 
that the Conference has exerted a 
mighty influence in the interests of 
peace. The -oroveniment refused to 
call Parliament together, and there was 
no other way in which the voice of the 
people could be heard. Our rulers 
have taken counsel from the unmis- 
takeable expression of opinion, and 
Lord Salisbury is shaping his policy 
more after a peaeable fashion, and is 
not acting as if wc were in mortal fear 
and ternuly suspicion of every act and 
move on the part ot the Russian Gov­
ernment. I

THE MOHAMMEDAN PETITION,
from India, begging our Queen to 
mai:.tain the Sultan and his possess­
ions, and hinting at the possible conse­
quences to the vast myriuads in India 
who profess his faith, and own him as a 
kind of spiritual lord and head, is a 
fact of deep significance. Yet there 
are suspicious facts in the wording of 
the document, and the resemblance of 
tbu arguments to those invariably em­
ployed by certain parties at borne, that 
deprive the petition of much of its val­
ue, and lead to question its origin and 
inspiration. There can be no doubt as 
to the sympathy of millions in India, 
with the rule of Turkey as it is, and it 
is certain that in the event of a pro­
tracted war or_the existence of its 
Power, the Turkish Government could 
soon stir up a terrible manifestation of, 
sympathy and- wild enthusiasm in the 
midst of the Mohammedans of India.

w LETTER FROM. ONTAJHO.
Your correspondent • has long been

silent. Tbe locale of his residence has, in 
accordance with the inexorable laws of the 
church, been changed from where it was 
during the past three years, to the most 
southerly town of Canada, and at the ex­
treme south cast point of Ontario. The 
magnificent Detroit river, here four 
miles in width, and studded with fertile 
islets, sweeps majestically by it. The 
navigation of the great net work of lakes 
passes by it at an average of one ship in 
every six minutes. The Canadian south­
ern R. R. here terminates and is connect­
ed with the Chicago line, by an immense 
steam fen y boat, and numerous bridges 
which span the river. The town is one of 
the oldest but not most progressive in the 
Province. It has its historical interest, 
but is the centre of a large French settle­
ment, and Roman Catholicism is the pre­
vailing religion. We did not arrive at 
our new station till October. July found 
us in search ‘I health. Crossing the At­
lantic— thru amid the grand and pictures­
que scenery of Scotland’s lochs and tros 
sacksv then further south, till wo found 

ourselves locked arm in arm one day in 
the streets of Nottingham—on the way to 
the Conference-room, in company with 
yvUr English correspondent.

We left 
St.-Jvbn’s on Tukedsy, Jaly 4th, hut on 
account of heed winds did not reach La­
brador until the following Tuesday. My 
mission this summer nénmnirt Hen­
ley Harbor, which piece 1 did not reach 
last year. There I found several- Metho­
dists and a few Episcopalians, "meet of 
whom visit tbe place only f°r the 
months, but some tew families 
there dll tbe year' round.

We held servioe
by tbe late Rev. Mr. itiftctiteen, who was 
formerly tbe Episcopal missionary-a* Bat­
tle Harbour, Labrador, and who, in his 
truly catholic spirit, lor which he was 
dearly beloved by the members of the 
Methodist church as well as his own, left 
word that it was to be opened for Divine 
service to Protestants of all denomina­
tions. At each service, notwithstanding 
a very heavy shower of rain, there was a 
go<dly number present; and best of all 
the Master’s presence was felt, and it is to 
be hoped that good resulted from the 
preaching of the word. I was very much 
pleased at finding a Sabbath school or­
ganized, and in a flourishing condition ; 
this I visited, and presented to each of the 
scholars a small book which they seemed 
glad to receive, especially the natives, for 
whom I selected those with the most at­
tract1- e covers.

The next place I visited was Cape 
Charles ; bat did not get there before 
many of the people had gyne north ; so 
that the congregations were not so large 
as last year. Still we had a goodly num­
ber present at each service which was 
held in a store ; when the comforting in­
fluence of the Spirit was felt. Daring my 
stay there, I visited a young man, wbo 
was a resident, and bad been for some­
time sic? ; he seemed to be trusting in 
the Lord, but had not a clear a a ranee 
of his sins being forgiven. I tried as best 
I could, to point him, to Christ as Ins 
only S ivionr ; and. as he heard the good 
news that God loved him, it brought tears 
to his eyes.

From this place I took passage to the 
mail steamer So Dead Island, and fr- ui 
tb.-uce I went to Triangle; this time! 
stayed there over the S.ibbaih, they not 
having a minister oa tbe Sabbath for a 
long ti ne.

Sunday, m oomppnj with three men end 
the colporteur, belonging to the Britieh 
and Foreign BHfie Society, I left in » 
large boat belonging to a steamer, which 
was kindly lent us. We bad » fearful 
time, and often wished ourselves back, 
but we could not return ; some of the 
ballast was thrown, overboard, sails reef­
ed, and after a time one taken down ; 
great care bad to be token upon the part 
of the helmsman, ae. as not to have the 
full force of the waves, yet in consequence 
of tbe sea rolling in all directions, it was 
impossible to escape them all. All on 
board seemed to be anxious for their 
safety, especially as the wind was contin­
ually rising. We were bound for Fish- 
ingships Harbor, but gladly made for 
Ship Harbor, in doing so, we had a very 
narrow escape ; no one on board being ac­
quainted with the place, we had to run 
the risk of all shoals, and just outside of 
Snip JJarbor is a sunken bank, which in 
our ignorance wc passed over. Just as 
we were on it, a heavy gust of wind came 
off the land, and what with the extra mo­
tion of water on the shoal, and the wind, 
wc really thought our boat would have 
been swamped. A kind Providence how­
ever was near, especially in tbe shoal not 
breaking, for if it had done so, our boat, 
would certainly have been dashed V* 
pieces, and not one of ont- number left t» 
tell the tale. As may be expected v e 
we were glad to get into any harbor, and 
felt easy when once more sailing upon 
smooth water. Tbe people all wondered 
to see a boat coming in that dircctran, 
for they thought it impossible for a si toll 
boat to live in such a sea.

Prom a careful survey of our entire 

field of operations, it may be safely af­
firmed that our ministers and mem­
bership never manifested more lively 
interest in Sabbath-school work than 
at. present. The public meetings held 
at the annual Conferences were largely 
attended, and the addresses delivered 
marked by much ardor, and were well 
calculated to forward our work. ‘ On 
many district!, especially in the West- j 
era Conferences, conventions and insti- 
tutes have been held, some of which 
were amongst the most interesting ser­
vices of the church during the year. 
These have greatly benefitted the teach­
ers and officers of our schools. v The 
statistical returns have been more 
promptly and regularly made than in 
preceding years, and the records of our 
Sabbath school work, appear more fully 
in -the minutes of the annual Confer­
ences, than heretofore.

♦ RETURNS.

The statistical table, published in the 
Wesleyan in September last, shows in­
crease during the year in the follow - 
ing particulars, viz. : schools 10 ; teach- 
©re, 506 ; scholars, 2,602 ; conversions, 
1,888 ; scholars meeting in class, 3,244 ; 
schools using uniform lessons, 176 ; 
having regular meetings for the study 
of the lessons, 107 ; and of those kept 
open during tho whole year, 192. These 
figures are calculated to awaken grati­
tude to God, for his blessing on our 
work. Still we are deeply impressed 
with the fact that much more ought to 
be done, than has yet been accomplish­
ed; for while we have 2,971 preaching 
appointments in the Dominion, we 
have only 1,585 schools, leaving 1,386 
congregations without any church 
schools. Again, we find that, of the 
1 .-85 schools, only 845 are maintained 
uring the whole year, leaving 740 

schools closed during the winter ; this 
however is bettei than the year before 
by twenty-five cent.

receipts and expenditures.
T/ie total receipts for Sunday school 

work since the General Conference, to 
the first of October last, is $788.52. and 
the expenditures to that dates $584.12. 
In the Banner of Sept. 1875, ^detailed 
statement is given of the expenditures 
to. that date amounting to $305.45.

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us in this work. But after visiting 
some points in the New Brunswick and 
Nava Scotia Conferences, and convers­
ing with many of our Reading Sabbath 
school iiien, both ministers and laymen, 
our Secretary discovered that the breth­
ren in these Conferences only needed 
evidence to show that a proper basis of 
operations had been adopted, and they 
would then enter heartily into the work 
with us. The Book Steward at Hali­
fax expressed great sympathy with our 
object and promised hearty co-opera- 
tiou, on condition that be be put in 
such a position by tho committee, as 
will enable him readily to procure the 
books recommended. Circulars are 
now prepared and will be forwarded to 
the brethren in the East requesting 
their assistance in reading and report­
ing on books yet to be examined. We 
are now receiving our books direct from 
the best publishing houses in Canada 
and the United States, and hope short­
ly to begin the examination of a large 
number of English books.

Third, another and perhaps the most 
serious hinderance to this work has 
hitherto been the want of funds. Up 
to last June all our operations were 
conducted on the credit system. We 
hope by the liberality of onr friends in 
the several Sabbath schools, hereafter 
to remain as we now are, free from 
debt.

Circulars were forwarded to a large 
number of ministers during the past 
year, asking them to send the titles of 
any good books they might have read 
in the ordinary course of their work, 
which they considered suitable for our 
Sabbath school libraries. Three hun­
dred books were in this way reported, 
of which only about one hundred were ! 
in stock at our Book Room, but sam­
ples of the remainder will be procured, 
and if, after examination they are ! 
found suitable,they will be placed on sale. 
The committee have now 500 volumes 
ready to be sent out to be read and re­
ported on. These will make in all 876 
volumes which have passed through the 
hands of the committeesir.ee the begin­
ning of our work.

Thirty aw» pibst tsab. Reckoning 
from Tibni's death, [compare terse 15.] 

Twelte 
years. Dating from Zimri’s death. [See 
ver8e 29.] He reigned four years with 
Tibni, and eight years alone. Six years. 
The first half of his reign. Tirsah. Ori­
ginally a Canaamtish royal city $ exact 
site not known, perhaps the modern TeU 
luiah, a place in the mountains north of 
Nablus, (Shechem,) about nine miles dis­
tant. The kings Baas ha, Bla, and Ziniri 
lived at Tirzah, and Jeroboam seems to 
have had a palace there.

Samabia. Shemer—tiro talents. See 
Special Exegctical No tee. On the hill. 
Samaria was situated on an oblong 'bill, 
having steep sides rising from a remark­
able basin, and a long flat top. Possess­
ing abondant springs of water, it was ad­
mirably adapted for defenses and, there­
fore, continued to be a royal city until 
the end of the kingdom.

Wbought evil. An expression used 
to describe the character of all the kings 
of Israel after Jrrvboaiti. Did worse. 
The “ statutes of Omri” are spoken of in 
Micah [6. 16] as kep* in his time. That 
he enacted laws for idolâtrons worship, 
And laid the foundation for the worse 
idolatry under Ahab, is highly probable.

Nothing-
ness, that is. worship of things which are 
nothing in themselves. " They that ob­
serve lying vanities forsake their own 
mercy.”

Best op thw acts. This record is only 
concerned with the apostasy of Israel, and 
those acts which led to it or helped it on. 
It appears from chap 20, 34, that there 
was war between Israel and Syria of Da­

Asa. Rehoboam’s grandson. Thirty 
and eighth year. Asa’s long reign con­
trasts with the short reigns of the wicked 
kings of Ist-ael. Twenty and two years, 
reckoning in the full years of his access­
ion and of his death. Compare chap. 15, 
10, with 22,51.

Evil. The great sin of Ahab, that by 
which be exceeded all hie predecessors, 
was his introduction ofj the very gross 
and positive idolatry of the Canaanitee, 
and its establishment as the religion of 
the State.

A light thing. Sin is never ’* a light 
thing.” It is rebellion against a God of 
holines, power and grace. It brought 
Christ from heaven. Look at Gethse- 
mane and Calvary. Can sin be “ a light 
thing ?’’ Jezebel. The most sinful, as 
she was the most powerful, woman of Old 
Testament times. A heathen, base, cruel 
intriguing, heartless. _ Her name “ be­
came a by-word for false doctrine, idolat­
ry and harlotry in after ages of the 
church.” Zidonians. And king also, in 
all probability, of Tyre. BaaL A 
woman’s influence for good or for evil is 
immense. Ahab’s bad heart clave unto a 
bad companion, and the heart became all 
the weaker and more wicked.

WANTED—A NEW REFORM FOR 
AN OLD VICE.

The temperance organisation has 
partly spent its strength. Most of 
{fee headway made to-dav against in­
temperance, in the use of alcoholic 
gtimul into, is made by agencies and 
examples outside ot\ the lodge-room.
From the temperance ranks came ori­
ginally a good, firm, intelligent senti­
ment ; but those who carry chiefly the 
force of that sentiment against the in­
dulgences of the masses, are not now 
members of any temperance organisa- 
flon, excepting as the churches and 
family may be called such. A mighty 
work the temperance reform has 
achieved ; and if it have succeeded to 
the extent of infusing its own life and 
purpose into the outside Christian 
World, it may be content to let them 
continue the great work in their own 
HS»y and place. Now that an opening 
is presented for a new riform move­
ment, however, it is seasonable to ivnite 
attention to another, and what seems 
tb us, an awful evil,—an evil growing 
shamefully prevalent; coming so pro­
minently into fashiou everywhere that 
men cease to regard it as sinful in any 
degree.

Within the past few months several 
instances have come to onr notice of 
surgical operations performed for the 
removal of tobacco-cancer. We can 
recall many' familiar faces which have 
been more or less deformed by the sur­
geon’s knife, as a result of tobacco poi­
soning, bringing on fleshy growths
about the mouth and lips, and yielding A prominent member of the Methodist 
only to desperate remedies at the close Uhurcb, who has been honoured with

appointments to important offices, was 
chosen President of the Evangelical 
Alliance, and in that capacity attached 
his name to the annual circular of the 
society. This was made a text for one 
of the most cowardly and vulgar attacks 
presented to public eyes for many a 
day. The offence is the more intoler­
able coming as it does from a paper 
which has been assuming as many airs 
of importance and dignity as if it really 
were controlled by exalted principles

of their deadly development. Churrbes 
have recently been summoned to prayer 
for the preservation of Christian’s lives, 
endangered by an indulgence of years 
in this habit of smoking a poisonous 
weed, from pipes rendered filthy and 
fatal by tobacco-juice. Our young men 
—and children—are following in the 
footsteps of their fathers, submitting 
first to pay the penalty of disgust and 
gfckness, necessary to acquire a fond­
ness for tobacco, then yielding the 
colour from their cheeks, the firmness 
from their nerves, and the sweetness 
from their breath forever after. Chris­
tian bodies which sigh under the pov­
erty that leaves their missionary trea­
suries in debt, toeir ministers miserably 
paid, their parsonages and churches 
encumbered, are wasting, «quand- 

millions of dollars in a vice 
ev know to be forbidden 

of God and injurious to mankind. 
Much of the righteous inaignation 
which has been expended over the Cbi- 
■csc opium traffic, might well lie spared 
for our own plausible, costly, demora­
lizing tobacco business.

It is about time society were waking 
up to look at this sin. Christians 
especially have need to pray for gra ;e 
fib at they may be able to examine pa­
tiently a vice so very plausible and po­
tent—to look at it squarely, instead of 
Caking refuge in arguments which seem 
to justify or extenuate the offence.

That ministers of the Gospel use tobac­
co is no defence of this sin. Certificates 
from clergymen are valuable, as we all 
know. , Thank God, with the world 
there is always faith in men set apnrt 
to sacred work. While good morals 
•re to be sustained by force of example,

Wshave had occasion recently to sav, 
more than once, that men with any re­
gard for their reputation, cannot now 
well enter political life in Nova 8cotia. 
The public have so far permitted a low» 
personal mode of warfare in-some of 
the daily papers that it has come to 
this :—He who would give himself to 
hie country must first resign his self- 
respect. A man cannot be religious 
any longer and be a politician—cannot 
take a leading part in religious enter­
prise without becoming a target for 
shafts from his political opponents. 
And it is now evidently the intention 
to kill off any honourable element which 
may remain in politics. We congratu­
late this Province in advance, upon the 
results which are sure to follow, pro­
viding these journalistic thugs are 
permitted to pursue their present avo­
cation.

On Sabbath, Oct 15th, diphtheria made 
its appearance here. We were preparing 
for our anniversary and Sabbath School 
Concert, which was to take place on the 
next Sabbath, Oct. 22nd. But ob, what a 
change has this disease made in our little 
village. Many who were to sing on that 
day now sing tbe songs o* the Redeemer 
in Heaven. Onr Sabbath School, which 
made an overage of 65 this year, is now 
broken up, onr class meetings and prayer 
meetings closed, and the panic is so uni­
versal that very few even tome up to the 
house of tbe Lord at the regular Sabbath 
day s -rrice. And we, in the bitterness of 
our anguish, would cry, “ Turn us again, 
oh, Lord God of hosts, cause thy face to 
shine, and we shall be saved.”

Twenty children from our midst have 
succumbed to this dire disease, and no 
language can picture the anguish of our 
hearts or tbe desolation in our homes. 
The last child laid away, to await that 
glorious re-union, which by faith we can 
anticipate, was Freddie A. D. Elderkin, 
youngest son of « eptha and Nancy El­
derkin, aged nine years and five months. 
Little Freddie was a boy of bright pro­
mise and most unflinching integrity. 
A mom? his boy playmates he was a great 
favourite, for his bright, cheerful disposi­
tion shed its light wherever be went, but 
he positively refused to play with s boy 
who would use bad language or swear. 
Therefore, he exercised a beneficial re­
straint uwon the careless ones with whom 
he associated. Nothing could prevent 
him from doing what he believed to be 
right, and during the last three years he 
has never once been absent from the Sab­
bath School when it was in session. For 
fifteen days Freddie battled with the dis­
ease, taking all the medicine prescribed 
by the doctors, but nature at last gave 
way, and on Tuesday, tbe 12th inst., “ he 
was not, for God had taken hi n.”

A few minutes before the close I said, 
—“ Freddie, bow arc you now ?” “ Not
much better,” was his reply ; which was 
characteristic of the manly boy who bad 
borne bis sufferings without a complaint. 
To a dear and absent sister be sent this 
message,—’• Tell her to come to me in 
heaven but in Freddie’s case no fare­
well was said, the messenger came so 
peacefully and so quietly that the flower 
was plucked, and we saw not the ap­
proaches of ?he hand of Death. But 
amidst our sorrows ife have bright gleams 
of joy. Many of our children, and 
especially our Sabbath School children, 
died rejoicing in God ; although their 
difficulty of breathing was very great 
yet their minds in most cases seemed as 
clear, or even more so, than in health.

One boy, only 13 years of age, and 
whose opportunities in this world were 
but few, received so much of God’s grace 
and light during his sickness, that he 
used to call his unconverted father and 
mother, and all his careless friends, 
around him, and pray with them, and tell 
them of the love of Jesus. He had no 
desire to recover, he feared that the 
world’s influence might blind his richer 
j„y8. The other saw the angel throng so 
bright and glorious thst he believed all 
in tbe room must see it too. Thus you 
see we have light amidst our darkness and 
joy amidst our sorrows.

DIPHTHERÏA.
Mb. Editor,—Every week, and nearly 

every day, we r-ad *.f new sorrows and re­
peated bereavements by this dreadful 
scourge, diphtheria, and we ask, in the 
name of hnm inity, and for the sake of onr 
suffering, dying children, can nothing be 
done to stay the progress of this dire 
disease, the horrors of which no human 
language can portray ?

I won! I, in the agony of a mother’s 
heart, torn and bleeding by recent be­
reavements, call upon the most learned 
and skillful in the medical profession, to 
devise some plan whereby a more general 
and thorough knowledge of this disease 
may be arrived at. Could not a medical 
association be held for this especial pur­
pose ; so organized that advice from its 
oldest and most learned physicians could 
be easily obtained by the younger mem­
bers of the society t Would not consulta­
tion develop facts with regard to this dis­
ease not yet fully made known P If this 
disease is as contagions as some would 
have ns believe, the world should know it 
and it should be treated as such danger­
ous epidemics are. If it is not thus con­
tagious, but only developed by colds and 
other circumstances, then let.it be known, 
for in many cases both parents and chil­
dren, especially in country places, suffer 
from want of assistance and attention 
after they are attacked with this malady.

Since tbe I5tb of October, 20 children 
bave been taken out of this little settle­
ment. The disease shewed itself in three 
different families nearly at the same time, 
and we can in no iray account for its de­
velopment. We have watched its pro­
gress as carefully as we could, but it has 
been so strange that we car.not even make 
up our own minds.

It has made its appearance in several 
families quite distant from the others, and 
who have bad no connection with the sick 
in any way ; while the parents in some 
cases have worked with the sick and dy­
ing day and night through the whole two 
months of our affliction, and yet their fa­
milies of young children have not taken 
it. In other cases it would seem to be 
carried in clothes or communicated by a 
circumstance so obscure and so slight as 
to be truly startling. We think it only 
right that something certain should be 
arrived at by the m idical faculty and by 
them made known to tbe world. One 
doctor tells us it is like small pox, spread­
ing from germs. Another contradicts 
this statement, while all kinds of treat­
ments are prescribed. Meanwhile our 
children are being gathered to the silent 
grave on every hand, and in numbers per­
fectly appalling. This disease is no longer 
in its infancy, its ravages among the chil­
dren of our land have broken many hearts 
and whitened many beads, and we pray 
that some philanthropic noble hearted 
medical man, or men, umy devise some 
plan for a more extensive end thorough 
knowledge of its character and its treat­
ment. ®-

With the exception of $500 to 
the Acadia College Endowment Fund, and 
$500 to the Foreign Mission Fund, the be­
quests are of a private nature, the bulk ofhis 
estate, between $100.000 and $120,000, being 
left to his family.

The North Sydney Marine Railway Com­
pany has declared a dividend of 7 per cent, 
on its last years business.

The failure is announced of Cbipman, 
Stone A Co., of York, and Yokohama, Japan, 
one of the largest firms in the Japan trade. 
Liabilities are variously estimated from $250,- 
000 to $500,000. The junior partner of the 
firm was a young Nova Scotian, Mr. Holmes 
Cbipman, ofCornwallis, whose many friend sat 
home will regret to hear that he has sustained 
a reverse of fortune.

The “ Pent,” which left Halifax for New 
York on 1st inst., experienced a terrific gale 
the next day, in which she lost her smoke­
stack and mainsail, and stove two life-boats. 
She made temporary repairs at Shelburne, 
and returned to Halifax for a new smoke­
stack.

The bank of Nova Scotia intend having a 
new safe placed in their building, the cost of 
which, will be in the vicinity of $5,000.

Two young men were seriously injur­
ed at Salmon River, on Friday last, 29th ult., 
by the explosion of dynamite. Their names 
are Edward McLeod, (aon of Captain McLeod, 
of Beaver Harbor) and John Hartland. Mc- 
leod had three fingers and the thumb of hie 
left hand completely blown off, and received 
a severe cut on his chin, Young Hartland 
had his eyes somewhat injured, but not 
seriously.

Oxford, up to the present time, has had 75 
cases of diphtheria, and 14 deaths, the disease 
appears to have abated, there are two new 
cases and present ones are progressing 
favorably.

The schooner “ S. T. A. Frost,” owned by 
Messrs. Stoneman A Co., of Yarmouth, load­
ed with sugar and molasses, is a total wreck 
at Vineyard Haven. She is insured here 
fc r about ten thousand dollars.

The brig Louisa, Sanderson master, was 
abandoned at sea December 27th. Crew have 
arrived at New York. No insurance on ves­
sel.

NOVA SCOTIA.

On Saturday a little girl named Roche, 
aged 12 years, broke through the ice at Keys’s 
Pond, Dartmouth, and had a narrow escape 
from drowning. She was rescued by a 
younger brother and a lad named Carroll, 
who were with her. They pushed a sled to 
her, which she caught hold of, and was 
dragged out.

NEW BRUNSWICK & P. E. ISLAND

The cottage of Joseph Winslow, at Freder­
icton, was totally destroyed by fire Jan., 4th. 
During the fire a great many persons had 
their ears and faces frozen.

On Monday morning, 18th ult., Solomon 
Miner started from his home, in York county, 
for a lumber camp on Porter’s mill-stream, 
having only some eight miles to go. He took 
no food and had only two matches. A snow­
storm came on and he lit a fire with the 
matches. For six days he, wandered about 
before reaching the camp, having been with­
out food all the time. His hands, neck and 
feet are badly frozen, and he will loose his 
toes. He kept walking' all the time, being 
afraid to lie down for fear of being frozen.

There has lately been a scarcity of pitch 
pine in St. John, for ship-building purposes, 
and this is due to various causes, one of 
which is the prevalence of yellow fever in 
Southern ports. Mr. Hamilton, of Portland, 
a week or two ago imported a fine lot of 
spars.

The waiting rooms at Moncton station are 
at present undergoing repairs and alterations ; 
consequently travellers now stopping there 
are put to some little inconvenience. When 
completed, the accomodation will be much I 
greater than before.

On Wednesday last, at early dawn, a fox 
was discovered on the marsh opposite the vil­
lage of Hillsboro’. From morn until eve some 
20 or 30 men and boys chased it witli guns 
and sticks to and fro to the amusement of the . 
village inhabitants. Several shots were fired 
to no purpose, for dt sunset the cunning fox 
dodged the whole party, and made for the : 
forest—he is likely running yet.

The St. Jtephen Journal says :
The snow is new three an a half feet deep 

in the woods, and lumbermen complain that 
there is too much of it for successful work. 
The teaius on Machias Branch, are coming 
out of the woods on account of the crust, and 
deep snow.

The Union Freestone Company of Dor­
chester shipped 3,500 tons last season, an in­
crease of 500 tons over the previous year.

After two days spent in the hunt they cap­
tured the animal, completly fatigued," it in a 
snow drift.

The schooner “Aden,” which got ashore at 
St. Martin’s some time since, threw overboard 
her cargo of coni, which was rapidly taken 
care of by the natives of West Quaco, who 
were overjoyed at getting their winter’s fuel 
at so reasonable a rate as the bare cost of 
cartage.

Mr. Wetmore, the contractor for the bell 
tower at the lighthouse on Quaco Reef, lost a 
scow valued at $50 while attempting to bring 
her ashore after transporting a quantity of 
material to the reef.

MldCELLANEOUS.

The steamer “ Ambassador,” formerly a 
tender to the cable steamer “ Faraday," 
foundered recently while on a voyage from 
Bombay to Calcutta, and 48 lives were lost. 
The captain (Williamson) was saved, but it 
is said that others of the officers were lost.

The ship John Nicholson, which cleared 
at the port of New York for Shanghao, a few 
days since, took out 2089 packages of dom­
estic cottons, mostly on account of Boston 
manufactures.

The declared value of steam engines ex­
ported by England during the first eleven 
months of the past year amounted to £2,000,- 
000, more than double the value of 1865 ex­
portations.

A new line of British steamers will shortly 
commence running between New York, Rio 
and other ports of Brazil. The first ship of 
the line is now on her way from the Mediter­
ranean.

The oyster market is just now very short 
of supplies, owing to the interruption of the 
Virginia traffic- by the ice blockade in Chesa­
peake Bay.

In the general absence of orders for rail­
road iron, the rolling mills in the North of 
England are going into the manufacturer of 
heavy house and ship-building material.

The large fields of ice coming down the 
Hudson River have so obstructed navigation 
in New York Harbor that many of the ferry­
boats have been compelled to suspend their 
regular trips. Boston Harbor remains as 
free from ice as it was last July.

A drouth prevails in California, and unless 
rain conics soon the next season’s crops will 
be serious|y diminished. The prospect is so 
unpromising that business generally is af­
fected by if.

Under date of Dec. 28th, a Baltimore dis - 
patch cays, this port ie completely ice-bound. 
No vessels have cleared from here for one- 
week. Thirty vessels are now ready to leave 
and are waiting for the ice to break up. 
Tugs arc charging $500 to take vessels out; 
the usual price is $25.

James Gorden Bennett, of the Ileiald, 
was publicly whipped by Fred. May, broth­
er of his betrothed, on Fifth Avenue, New 
York, Jan 3rd. It is stated that the mar­
riage was to have taken place that morning 
and Bennett did not appear.

A Providence, Rhode Island, company is 
manufacturing 170,000 rifles of improved pat­
tern for Turkey. Seventy thousand will be 
shipped this week.

A despatch from Copenhagen says nine 
laborers were killed and thirty injured by a 
railroad train running off the track. There 
were 100 laborers on the train. This is the 
first fatal railroad accident in Denmark.

Russian officers are reconnoitering the low­
er Danube to find crossing places, and ships 
are being contracted for to aid the crossing.

The largest sugar refinery in Nantes, 
France, stopped work for want of raw mat­
erial. and many other houses have dischirg- 
ed their workmen.

ISjUiOodore Cornelius Vanderbilt died at 
New York, at 10 o'clock, on 4th inst., after 
an illness of several months. The property 
in his possession was estimated at a hundred 
million dollars. A full disposition of his in­
terest in numerous railroad and navigation 
companies was made before his death, and 
stocks were consequently not materially 
affected.
