The Scientific Preservation and Preparation of Foods

M
J{. l'KKKIDKNT ami gentle- 

meii—When your secretary 
did me the honor of asking 
me to address you at your 
annual meeting I under­

stood it as the expression of a feeling 
I lint a chemist, whose work has to do 
mainly with the products of animal and 
vegetable life, might he able from a 
theoretical standpoint to suggest some 
things which may lie of value to you as 
practical men, who have to do with the 
preparation and handling of food-stuff's 
that are of course obtained entirely from 
these same sources. I do not suppose 
that you will credit me as a professor 
of chemistry with more than a general 
knowledge of the many processes which 
you employ in the preparation of the 
various articles of food in which you are 
severally interested, it is from this 
si a that I wish to address you.

I shall commence with the assumption 
that the aim of the food manufacturer 
is to present to the public an article 
which is entirely wholesome, as appetis­
ing as possible, and therefore as like as 
possible to the original freshly prepared 
material even after the lapse of a con­
siderable period of time, at the minimum 
cl cost and with the maximum of profit, 
and I hope to be able to suggest one or 
two things which may. if followed out. 
advance that aim. I propose to con­
sider very briefly the food problem from 
two points of view : first, under what 
condition is even first class material 
likely to deteriorate by preservation and 
storing: second, are there any legitimate 
mean's by which material of a lower 
made may he so treated as to be of 
higher value than it is at present ? Roth 
■ I these are problems which as practical 
nen must he of very great interest to 
VI ui.

Deterioration by Preservation and 
Storing.

Regarding the first ipiestion I intend 
io say very little, for to the expert 
manufacturer along established lines the 
treatment of a high-class raw material 
's m»t likely to be a matter of very much

difficulty. 11c can afford to spend 
greater rare in its preservation because 
it will generally fetch its price in the 
market. Kveu here, however, there aie 
some fundamental chemical rules which 
ought to lie of guidance, while there are 
other points which arc open to debate.

In the case of meats or fish the best 
material preserved while fresh is very 
little liable to lie impaired by storing in 
tin even when the solder employed is not 
< f a good order, but the same can scarce­
ly lie said of fruits or of some vegetables. 
Fruits are mostly acid even when ripe, 
and should surely never lie canned in 
anything hut glass unless the best pos­
sible solder is employed, for the acid 
.juices are hound to act on the lead of 
a poor solder and give rise to a con­
tamination of the contents of the tin 
which must lie hurtful to the system 
when taken in ipiantity and frequently. 
Personally. I should never intentionally 
cat any fruit or tomato which had been 
canned in tin for this reason. 1 fail 
to understand why. as 1 am informed, 
only the highest grade of many of these 
classes of foods arc put up in glass. I 
cannot think that the cost is o much 
higher hut that a ready market would 
he found for even a secondary quality 
at a much lower figure with a quite rea­
sonable profit. Certainly, however, if 
it is necessary that tin should be used 
to meet the purse of the poorer coni 
sinner, the canner should see to il that 
the highest grade of solder is employed.

Take the case of peas. Here the can­
ning is not a matter of so much import­
ance hut the method of preserving em­
ployed in France at least ( I do not know 
if the Canadian canner does the same 
or not i is from a chemist’s point of 
view open to very grave question. There 
seems to be a publie demand for a nice 
green pea. and this is attained by heat­
ing in copper vats. The copper acts 
i n a certain constituent of the is*a and 
forms a bright green compound with 
it. But copper compounds are distinct! 
|y poisonous and although the amount 
i f it contained in a 1-lb. tin may lie 
quite harmless, it seems from analogy 
as if the continued use of such a food 
r ust in lie e::d lie hurtful. 1 would

suggest to any of you who are connected 
with that line that the same result 
might lie obtained in a in-rfcvtly harm­
less way by using the green coloring 
matter of plants, the so-called eliloro- 
pliyl. But it might need the aid of an 
expert chemist to work out a process of 
applying it.

Improving Lower Grade Material.
This mention of the service an expert 

chemist may give you in almost anv line 
whatever you choose to name, leads me 
to the second question that l proposed, 
viz., whether there are any legitimate 
means of so treating a substance of 
poorer quality that it will fetch a higher 
price in the market. It is here that a 
chemist would lie of use to you. As an 
example, let me take what lias in the 
last ten years come to tic one ot the 
great Canadian industries —the manufac­
ture of butter. Last Summer I spent 
part of my holiday on Speyside in Soot- 
land. and among tin* many delightful 
things that charmed me there was the 
delicious Imiter. It had a delicate 
flavor and aroma that 1 have seldom 
fourni before, and which is certainly 
wanting in the best grades of that ma­
terial which I van obtain in the city of 
Montreal. Canadian butter, as we get 
il here, may In* perfectly pun*, and it 
may be excellently preserved, luit I can 
seldom accuse it of having a flavor. 
Wherein lies the difference ? It was only 
necessary to walk along tlu* country 
roads at Speyside to feel that. The air 
was tilled with the delicious scent of 
some herb that abounded in tin* pastures 
and a small uuantitx of this fragrant 
chemical found its wav into tin* cream 
and tin* butter. Now. if Canadian Sum­
mers arc too dry to raise such pastures 
as that, if it needs tin* mist and tlu* rain 
of old Scotland, why cannot tin* Cana­
dian manufacturer set some one to work 
to lind out what tlu* chemical substance 
is which is contained in tlu* herbs ol 
that pasture and to which the butler 
there owes its flavor? It seems to me 
that it would assuredly pay him to do 
so: tile Imiter would command two or 
three cents a pound more. I should think.

s. that when he lias found out what 
a substance is. he is very often in a 
position to tell almost at once how the 
same substance may he made from some 
entirely different common material. To 
instance what I mean, take the produc­
tion of the fragrant vanilla from the 
hark of the pine trees, of the very valu­
able indie" dye from the naphthalene 
of coal tar. or of vinegar and alcohol 
from sawdust and wood chips. Such an 
addition^ to our Canadian butter 1 should 
call a perfectly legitimate means of ob­
taining a higher price for the article, 
as it surely would in any market. 1
may seem to he advocating a contra­
vention of the ‘‘Adulteration of Foods 
Act hut if such treatment of a neces­
sary food is contravention of the Act. 
the worse, say 1. for the Act. I he 
sooner it ceases to interfere with the 
ordinary citizen obtaining as delicately 
flavored an article of food as possible.
I lie better.

And if a trained organic chemist could 
he of use to you here, his service would 
surely he in equal demand in the fruit 
canning industry. How often does a 
spell of wet weather .Spoil the flavor of 
nearly a whole crop of strawberries, 
cherries, or peaches ! And yet to dis­
cover the essence to which any particular 
fruit owes its flavor and to prepare the 
identical substance from some other 
cheap source ought to be. for a well 
trained chemist, a comparatively simple 
operation. The necessary amount of 
the flavoring material could then he eas­
ily added, and the less valuable crop 
brought up to the best standard. This

suggestion would again. I think, be 
worth your while looking into, as a per­
fectly legitimate means of giving to a 
food the requisite quality, And even 
in preserving I lie best of fruits they 
lose something in flavor. Well, why not 
return it to them? We all want to 
think in Winter that our pears and 
jleaches have the full flavor of the fresh 
ripe fruit. It is only a question of put­
ting the right man to work on the sub­
ject to lind out the way of doing it. and 
assuredly the increased returns will soon 
pay the chemist's salary many times 
over. And then, what about the waste 
material which reaches very large pro­
portions in every canning industry ? In 
many other industries it is just the dis­
posal of the waste bye-product and its 
conversion into something useful which 
enables one manufacturer to compete 
against another, as you very well know. 
To take the fruit canning industry once 
more, it would not take an organic 
chemist of very extensive training to 
suggest a use for the skins and kernels 
and general refuse of peaches, pears, 
cherries and such like, or to find out 
whether something valuable could not 
be extracted from the leaves and pods 
of the pea or bean.

These, gentlemen, are some of the 
lines which occur to me in the short time 
which, in the stress of other business. I 
have been able to spend in considering 
what I should say that would be of in­
terest to you. In all of them the na­
tion or the man who would reap the 
profit must be first prepared for some 
outlay, but 1 have never yet heard of an 
industry in which a well trained chemist 
was employed where he did not rapidly 
save his employer far more than his 
salary, and that very often in the utiliza­
tion of what had before lieen waste. In 
fact it is very often the function of the
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chemist to fulfil the letter of scripture i 
“gathering up the fragment's that n 
main, that nothing be lost,” and not in 
frequently lie makes it worth tvvelvi 
basketfuls of the original material.

Hut I said a well trained chemist. Vo 
can scarcely expect a youth fresh Iron 
the mere routine work of college to un 
dertake at once the difficult task of find 
ing out the essential principles of plant ­
ain! fruits, (live him a chance first l, 
see how such work is done in collegi 
Let him stay on for a year or more d, 
ing scientific investigation; lie will leur, 
how to tackle the problems that you 
have to set him afterwards. I may have 
given a very poor outline of them; yo: 
know better than I what they are, and 
if he is worth his salt he will find then: 
out for himself when he gets into your 
business. Hut an extra year at college 
means extra expense to him, and lie i 
anxious to earn a livelihood as soon a 
possible. Why not help him. gentlemen 
to spend the extra year—the best yea: 
of all his course—in the university ? I 
will pay you in the long run as I haw 
tried to point out. by his far greater cl 
ticiency in knowing how to tackle you 
problems.

Gentlemen, I would conclude by sav 
ing that I hope in a short time to n

THE MOLASSES WAR.
' 5 HE molasses war goes merrily on, 

X and the arrival in St. John. N.B., 
of ever increasing supplies of the 

new crop will lend to reduce the price, 
says an eastern exchange. As recently 
as March 17 a large consignment from 
Barbadoes was received by rail.

The tight in the .... lasses market which
is now in progress, has been going on 
for live or six years, but broke out 
rather more fiercely than usual last sea­
son. when one concern almost cornered 
the market. This combine is known by 
different names in different places, and 
has agencies all through Canada as well 
as in different parts of the United States. 
East year the combine by buying high 
secured tile greater part of the output 
from Porto Rico and much of that from 
Barbadoes. Late in the season other 
wholesale dealers were unable to buy 
direct and had to get their supplies from 
I lie combine. This concern gradually 
increased the price to about ten cents 
per gallon more than usual, and the re­
sult was a proportionate increase in the 
retail price.

Early in January a large linn of mo­
lasses importers in St. John managed 
to get hold of a consignment of the new 
crop Porto Hico molasses. This was 
bought at such a reasonable rate that 
the firm was able to sell much below 
the prices then demanded by the com­

bine. and even lower than the latter 
concern could well afford to sell. Ac­
cordingly a cut of six cents per gallon 
was made, and all that the said linn 
could secure was rapidly disposed of. 
At that time the combine had |*erhaps 
15.000 puncheons of molasses of differ­
ent ijtiality in Canada, stored in ware­
houses at their agencies chiefly in St. 
John. Halifax and Montreal. Since 
that time the snow blockades on the 
railways have grgeally interfered with 
trade and some thousands of puncheons 
of old crop nlofasses are still held by the 
combine, in addtion to the sunplies of 
new crop now coming in.

Porto Rico molasses is the best and is 
now selling, according to size of lots pur­
chased, at .'15 or lib cents. Barbadoes 
new crop brings an average price of 27 
cents. There are some thousands of 
puncheons of Porto Rico and of the 
cheaper grades of molasses stored in the 
provinces, which must be sold at a re­
duced price. They belong to last year’s 
crop and have already been held long 
enough. These grades will in all pro­
bability be scdd for about 24 cents, and 
the sale will undoubtedly be forced by 
the steadily increasing importations of 
new crop now being received. The 
Porto Rico new crop is not yet here, but 
is due at almost any time, when further 
cutting of rates may be expected.

According to latest advices the com­
bine is again endeavoring to corner the 
market. At one port the St. John firm 
bought largely and next day the market 
dropped one cent. They then tried to 
purchase the balance of the output, but 
found that the combine had step|x?d in 
ahead and secured what remained.

FABULOUS PRICE PAID FOR 
POTATOES.

At a sale of seed potatoes at Spilsby, 
Lincolnshire, Eng., recently, all exist­
ing records for extraordinary prices 
were eclipsed. Six tubers of the El- 
dorado variety were disposed of by auc­
tion. the lot weighing only five ounces. 
They realized £50 .'Is (id, and as this 
works out at £402,058 Ids 4d per ton. 
it constitutes a world’s record. One 
potato sold for £11 and another for ten 
guineas. Nine guineas was paid for a 
tuber that weighed only half an ounce. 
A stone of a tiew variety, which has 
been named the Sir John Franklin, and 
which has only been on the market a 
fortnight, sold at the rate of £3,000 per 
ton.

RICE GROWING IN TEXAS AND 
LOUISIANA.

rPilE development of rice culture on 
1. a commercial scale in Texas and 

Louisiana has been carefully fos­
tered for the past six years by the 
Bureau of Plant Industry. An expendi­
ture of about *3,000 annually has been 
devoted to the work, the amount being- 
spent in the introduction of new seed, 
the testing of varieties of rice and ex­
periments in better cultural methods. 
Largely as a result of this work the 
rice production of these two states has 
been increased from 115,000,000 pounds 
in 1808 to 300,000,000 pounds in 1903. 
With the increase of home production 
the imports of the United States have 
fallen from 4,000,000 pounds in 1880 to 
practically nothing in 1003. The value 
of the land in thees two states where 
rice is now grown has increased from 
*1.50 per acre, to *35 and *50 pet acre.

READJUSTMENT IN BUSINESS.

The firm of V. S. White & Co., 
grocers, lumber merchants, etc., St. 
John, N.B., in view of the increasing 
demands of their business, have been 
compelled to make some important re­
adjustments. Their grocery division 
will in the course of a short time he 
controlled by the St. John Mercantile 
Company, which will be composed of 
the White linn and McCavour & Co., 
who have been conducting a grocery 
business in the immediate vicinity.

EXTENDING BUSINESS.
The “Salada” Tea Company has 

opened a branch in Minneapolis with 
Mr. Weaver as manager. The “Salada" 
Tea Company has now branches in To­
ronto, Montreal, New York, Chicago, 
Buffalo, Detroit, Pittsburg, Boston and 
Philadelphia, and from those branches 
do a very large business extending from 
the Atlantic to the Pacific.

NEW DEPARTMENTAL STORE FOR 
WINNIPEG.

Another departmental store to be 
known as the Central Department 
Store, was opened in Winnipeg last 
week. Among other interesting fea­
tures in connection is the' accomoda­
tion for farmers provided by the pro­
prietors in the way of stables and at­
tendants for their horses.

Canadian Butter Trade.
V" I X < i In 11 iv «iir in I lit' Far East, 

sa vs l lie 'J'railv Bulletin, il is ex- 
[iveteil I liai a largely incrcas’ed 

ilvmainl will lie experienced fur Canadian 
lull 1er during I lie coming season, in 
consequence ol I lie |U'os|ieels *d a Ilea\ \ 
derreas'e in I lie Russian and Siberian 
siipplv. tlie gap in which, il is claimed. 
r;lii nnh he profitably tilled by Canada. 
It is mu thought, however, that there 
will be much call tor Canadian creamery 
before I lie grass product is available. 
Although shipments from Australia and 
New Zealand have talien off somewhat 
within the past few weeks. Jhey have 
still been ample. these, however, will 
soon show a material decrease, the Eng­
lish markets have already evinced signs 
of decided improvement. No very great 
advance in prices is looked tor. as the 
Irish and English make, as well as the 
Continental, will soon show an increase. 
But if the shrinkage in the Russian im­
ports into England prove as large during 
the coming season as European trade ap­
prehends there wil necessarily be a much 
greater demand for Canadian butter to 
take its place.

The imports ol Danish butter into 
i treat Britain for an nary were 126.109 
ewt.. against 1 61,988 for the same 
month last year, being a decrease of -•>.- 
Slid ewt. but those from Australia were 
pjti.lltlll cut., against 46.462 last year, 
showing an increase of 77.1100 ewt. The 
Danish decrease was there more than 
compensated by the large increase from 
Australasia and New Zealand. There 
were 2.972 packages shipped from Can­
ada in .January last against 2.624 pack­
ages in January 19014: but Canada has 
never shipped much butter of late years 
in January. February and March. She 
has just experienced an unusually long 
and severe Winter, which has extended 
into March and tile new milk product 
w ill be later than usual in coming on the 
market. Owing to the bad condition of 
the country roads it is still impossible 
to get the milk to the factories in many 
districts. It is therefore improbable 
that stocks on hand will last beyond the 
season when the new make is available.

Dairying in Price Edward Island.
One of the most important industries 

in Prince Edward Island is that of 
dairying. In 191)14 there were manufac­
tured in the province 2.729,556 pounds 
of cheese valued at $220.769. and 556.- 
- » 4 7 pounds of butter valued at $67,707.

Canadian Butter Industry.
I lie chief of the Dominion <iovern- 

ment Dairy Service has been suggest­
ing improvements to Canadian butter 
makers, which, if followed, will help 
Canadian butter greatly in the English 
market.

The chief complaint is that of irregu­
larity of quality, and the cause of this 
defect is held to be due to the fact that 
the butter is not kept cold enough at 
the creameries, is exposed to heat un­
necessarily in transit to Montreal, and 
is not frozen properly at that point be­
fore being placed in the cold storage 
chambers of the steamers conveying it 
to this country. The remedy is to be 
found in better sujiervision at the cream­
eries, on the railway, and at the port of 
shipment. Considering the interests at 
stake, measures will now be taken to 
secure the arrival of Canadian butter 
in a proper condition.

Mould on Butter.

C'OMPLAINTS are received from time 
/ to time at the dairy division, Ot­

tawa. regarding the appearance 
of mould on the parchment paper linings 
of butter packages, which in some cases 
is said to have penetrated the butter 
for some distance. Mould will grow 
readily in damp wood ; hence the neces­
sity for keeping the interior of a cream­
ery. and especially the refrigerating 
room, as clean and dry as possible. 
Poorly constructed refrigerators are apt 
to be damp, because the warm air which 
gets in from outside carries moisture 
with it. which is deposited on the cooler 
surfaces of the walls, floors and pack­
ages. Frequent and prolonged opening 
of the doors also causes dampness.

Care should also be taken that parch­
ment paper and empty packages are kept 
in a thoroughly dry. clean place, and 

-that only the very best pure vegetable 
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parchment paper is used, as inferior 
paper encourages the growth of mould 
and does not protect the butter.

Dairy Industry in Western Ontario.
As evidence of the large proportions 

the dairying industry is assuming in 
Western Ontario, it is reported that one 
firm in Ingersoll will use 7,000,000 lbs. 
of milk this season and that arrange 
ments are now being made for contracts 
to supply this vast quantity. The 
numerous cheese factories in the dis 
trict also consume a large amount of 
milk in the aggregate and are keenly 
prosecuting the development of the 
dairying industry.

in the non-jury sittings.

The suit involves the history of the 
pork packing industry in Stouffville. 
The first concern was known as the 
Pakenham Pork Packing Co. It be­
came involved, and was taken over by 
another concern of the same name with 
the word limited added. Through Mr. 
Wade the shareholders of the limited 
concern contend that the old concern 
unlawfully so manipulated matters that 
the new firm was loaded up with the 
liabilities as well as the assets of the 
old one, and that the latter benefited 
unlawfully thereby. The sum which it 
is sought to recover for the shareholders 
is about $40.000.

New Packing House in Egypt.
A Hamburg. Germany, company lias 

been organized and now has in opera 
lion a packing house at Matarien-Men 
jalen. Egypt, for the curing and ship­
ping of eels caught in the Nile and its 
tributaries. This unusual enterprise is 
purely the result of the high price of 
meat in Germany, and the consequent in­
crease in the consumption of dried and 
salted fish. The cause of the high prices 
of meat is attributed directly to the in­
hibitory measures of Germany against 
the importation of American cattle and 
meat products.

Large supplies of potatoes are living 

sent to the West Indies from Nova 
Scotia and Ngw Brunswick.

FresH and Cured Fish

New Regulations for Fishermen.
O.MF. radical changes in the 

regulations governing the tak­
ing of fish were agreed upon 
at the recent conference at 
Ottawa between Commission­

er Bastcdo. and Hon. R. Prefont-aine, 
Col. Cordeau and Prof. Prince, of the 
Ontario Fisheries Department. They 
are in effect as follows:

Orders-in-Coiineil will he issued to 
provide that in future no black bass 
under 12 inches in length van be taken, 
and the number to he taken in one day 
by a fisherman van not exceed eight. 
Formerly the minimum length of ten 
inches and the maxniiuin number 12.

A change is also lnade in the close 
season. In the past the season exend- 
ed from April l-’iMi to .June 15th. Imt 
it was found that- tons of lisli were 
slaughtered through the ice. either by 
spearing or by other means, so the close 
season will now extend from January 1st 
to June doth. Fishermen will note that 
it will he illegal to take black bass un­
til July 1st. A Winter close season is 
also provided for the protection of nias- 
kinongc and yellow pickerel or dore.

A new regulation prohibits absolutely 
the sale of bass, maskinonge and brook 
trout, either by whites or Indians, and 
the Order -in-Council permitting anglers 
to take fish out of the province will be 
cancelled.

An important change is meditated in 
regard ot the Lake Frie fisheries. In 
the past it has been the custom to take 
herring all the year round, a practice 
which lias had a bad effect on the fish­
ing. It is now proposed that no fishing 
be allowed in these waters from Novem­
ber 15th to March 15th. This meets 
the approval of the majority of the 
fishermen of Ontario, provided a similar 
law is enacted by the American States 
of New York, Pennsylvania. Ohio and 
Michigan. Judging by the expression 
of opinion at the recent Detroit confer­
ence, Mr. Bastedo is convinced that sim­
ilar regulations will be made by the 
Americans interested.

Another regulation of interest to lake 
fishermen is that increasing the mini­
mum size of lake trout and whitefish 
which may be taken. Heretofore the 
minimum has been two pounds, but at 

22

the Detroit conference experts stated 
that if it was desired to propagate the 
species it would be advisable not to 
take any fish of that kind which had 
not reached a weight of two and a-half 
pounds. In view of these arguments it 
was agreed that in future two and a-half 
pounds should be the minimum for Can­
adian waters. No sturgeon under ,'lti 
inches can he taken, and hereafter all 
jackliglits, or flares, will he prohibited. 
The penalty for infraction of the new 
regulations will lie a minimum of $10 
instead of $1. as in the (last, and Do­
minion authority will he conferred on 
all provincial fishery overseers.

There is no change in the close season 
for brook trout, but no angler can take 
in one day more than 20 trout, eight 
black bass, four maskinonge 12 yellow 
pickerel or four lake trout.

British Columbia Fish in Japan.
When war was first rumored in the 

Orient. British Columbia firms are re­
ported to have arranged provisionally 
with the Japanese Government for large 
shipments of salmon and herring in bar­
rels and salted for army provisions.

These orders are said to Thave been 
subsequently confirmed, and as a result 
extraordinary preparations to handle 
salted salmon for the Japanese army are 
now going on while herring now run­
ning near Nanaimo in Departure Bay 
are being shipped forward in large 
quantities by each steamship.

A Codfish Famine.

ST. JOHN is on the verge of a cured 
codfish famine, and the same con­
ditions will be felt all over the 

country, says an Eastern exchange. 
Prices have risen to figures much high­
er than usual and dealers are unable to 
get fish enough to fill their orders. 
Prices on codfish ex vessel have ad­
vanced steadily ; in fact, it is no longer 
merely a question of price, but simply 
can the fish be had? The price per quin­
tal has been $3.50 to $4, but $5 is about 
the least that must he paid. Vessel own­
ers are making unusual efforts to fit out 
their boats, hut as the season does not 
commence until the middle of April, it 
will he the beginning of June before 
fresh stock will be on the market. Long

To make matters 
"worse there is an unusual scarcity of 
hail, and it is unlikely that the codfish 
hunts will lie aide to make any quick 
I rips unless better weather conditions 
prevail. Last season’s catch was much 
below the average, which fact accounts 
for the present scarcity. Haddock are 
also haril to get and local dealers are 
importing quantities from Boston lor 
ilie manufacture of baddies.

Protection for Alaska Salmon Fisheries.
“ HE new administration hill for 

1 the further protection of salmon 
in Alaska,” says a Western ex­

change, “Is by far the most stringent 
means yet devised for the protection of 
the salmon fisheries, and will impose 
much hardship on several cannery own­
ers, although it is deemed necessary by 
the (iuvermnenl as a safeguard against 
the, serious depletion of the salmon 
stock.”

The most sweeping change in the bill 
is that by which all fishing for red and 
king salmon in the lesser streams of 
Alaska, above mflan low tide, is made 
unlawful, and penalized by fine and im­
prisonment .

The new bill also provides that the 
Secretary of Commerce may prohibit 
fishing for salmon of all kinds iir cer­
tain streams, tidal basins and estuaries, 
in order that these localities may be set 
aside for purposes of propogation.

Salmon Sold to Russia and Japan.
A report is curenrt in New York that 

an order for 1,800 rayes~7Tf red Alaska 
salmon at .fl.lk'i bad been placed there 
by an English export house, which was 
believed to be acting in behalf of the 
commissariat department of the Rus­
sian ( iovernment. There was also an 
inquiry for 11,000 eases more of the same 
grade. It is assumed that if such purl 
chases are being made for the Russian 
(Iovernment the fish is intended for the 
navy or for the army officers’ mess, and 
that if anything is bought for the rank 
and tile rations it will he cheap salmuin 
such as pink or humpback.

By some of the trade strong doubt is 
east upon the assumption that the pur­
chase of red Alaska salmon above refer­
red to was on behalf of Russia, the con­
tention being that if that country were 
a buyer of that grade it would go to the 
nearer London of Liverpool market.

where according to last advices, red 
salmon was obtainable at less than the 
equivalent of $1.30 New York. It was 
admitted, however, that reasons might 
exist which would make it advisable for 
Russia to buy in New York rather than 
in England, even though she would have 
to pay more for the goods.

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CANADIAN TRADE WITH WEST 
INDIES.

1' U. COOPER. secretary of the 
v. Montreal hraneli of the Camnlian 

Mnnufajctfilers' Association, who 
lias recently iidiirned from a trip to the 
West Indies and Ihit Isli (Iniana. reports 
as follows ori the pc.- dliiities of trade 
with these countries :

•• The West Indian producers realize 
the growing and permanent value of 
the Canadian market for their tropical 
products: they welcome every effort to 
create reciprocal trade.

■ " The Brussels convention. which 
achieved t he .abolit ion of the sugar boun­
ties, has not increased the price of West 
India sugar : the Cnitcd Slates market is 
now almost completely supplied by 
Porto Rican. Cilbnn and home-grown 
cane and beet ; the English market 
offers now more fav ruble terms to the 
colonial, than to derican sugar, so that 
the < nly market in which the West 
Indian Sugar has a preference is in 
Camilla. As yet we can lake onW 
about two-thirds of their total sugar 
product ion. a fact which keeps the Can­
adian price i f sugar almost equal to 
the New York parity, permitting but a 
small portion of the Canadian prefer­
ence to go to the sugar producer. They 
hope in time we shall need their entire 
output, but meanwhile the sugar indus­
try is languishing on account of the ex­
tremely low price of sugar.

Want Our Trade.
■' Additional estates are being aban­

doned year by year, and unless the most 
modern machinery is employed, it does 
no. mope than pay to harvest the crop, 
and that with labor getting from IS to 
dll cents per day. With all the cele­
brated fertility of these lands, only in 
one place ( British < iniana ) does the 
amount of exports exceed the imports. 
Many of the planters are deserting sugar 
for cocoa, oranges, limes and other tro­
pical productions.

'" These products the West Indian pro­
ducer hopes to sell in Canada, and the 
desire loser tire and retain for these 
commodities a permanent market in 
Canada is. to Canadian observers at 
least. I lie siipremest political desire in 
the West Indian's breast. Jf Downing 
street would grant the privilege (and 
it is not probable that its consent would 
be withheld) it should not be dillicult 
to negotiate a series of reciprocity treat­
ies with these colonies. Even federation 
is frequently advocated, the colonists 
feeling that the $200.000 per year paid 
to resident governors is not a profitable

investment. Since 1 left British Guiana 
1 see that their local governor has ex­
pressed a willingness to grant a prefer­
ence of 10 per cent. itpon Canadian 
goods, and 1 have no doubt that if our 
association would lake the matter up 
with the different chambers of com­
merce throughout the islands, we could 
initiate an agitation that would result 
in a general reciprocal tariff arrange­
ment .

•1 Although it would appear that there 
should be natural advantages for an ex­
change of commodities between Canada 
and the tropical colonies, yet we take 
only .") 1-2 per cent, of their exports and 
send them only .*> per cent, of their im- 
p< rls. The Enited States cnntibules 22 
per cent. < f the imports, and Great 
Britain 41 per cent. This year’s lig­
ures. I believe, will show a good in­
crease in their exports to Canada, in 
view of the large amount < f sugar now 
being bought on Canadian account, and 
it is. therefore, incumbent upon Can­
adian shippers to provide an equivalent 
increase in the opposite direction.

Canadian Flour.
The ' has been heard in

the West Indies that Canadian Hour 
would not stand the hot weather. That 
eeinplaint has been disproved, and has 
been «‘hanged to one of insufficient <|iian- 
lily. Regular shipments of Ontario 
Hour could supply the demand. Dem- 
crara alone imports lfi.liOO barrels of 
Ih ur a month, but only about 2.000 bar- 
uds come from Canada. Barbadi es 
takes 4.S.7ÔS barrels of Hour a year from 
the Cnitcd States, but not one-tenth of 
that amount from Canada. All food­
stuffs, including grains, beef and pork, 

.cheese, butter and canned goods, are 
wanted in proportionate quantities. If 
those could be obtained in sufficient 
quantities in Canada. 1 am confident that 
the cidtiiiies would not hesitate to grant 
Canadig a tariff preference. About the 
only commodity of which they can se­
cure sufficient quantity from Canada is 
fish.

“ Canadian soap linds considerable 
market in the West Indies. A few of 
the islands will take nothing but Can­
adian cheese, while in others you hear 
that it is too rich and becomes oily in 
the extreme heat. Supplying as we do 
both foodstuff's and manufactures, there 
is still much of that $30,000,000 market 
that could be gained, with effort and 
persistence, and an evident desire to 
give just what is asked for. It is 
doubtful whether there is a more favor­
able market offers to Canada now.”

TEA PRICES AND THE WAR IN THE 
EAST.

DISPATCH from Ottawa says 
that the Russo-Japanese war has 
caused an immense increase in * 

the importation of teas into Canada. 
The information is supplied by officials 
at the customs department, after a 
study of the import returns. Although 
the shipments show a heavy increase, 
there is, however, no indication that the 
proportion of suprious or deleterious 
teas is growing. The reason assigned 
for the greater importation is that mer­
chants in Canada fear that the war may 
cause a shortage, and are replenishing 
their stocks with that idea in mind. The 
apprehension that the Japan held may 
be closed is also causing an increased 
demand for the Indian and Ceylon varie­
ties.

So far the Russo-Jap war has scarce­
ly affected the market, beyond the heavy 
importations of teas mentioned. The 
fact that the Japanese control the sea 
means cheap tea for the people of the 
United States and Canada. If Russia 
had control of the Pacific she would 
blockade the Japanese ports, and tea 
prices would soar skyward in America.

Later on it may he found, if the war 
assumes very large proportions, that 
Japan requires many men to serve in 
the army whose places on the tea plan­
tations will he very hard to till, and 
thus a scarcity of labor may furnish a 
sufficient reason for the raising of the 
prices of tea. As a matter of fact, - 
however, the Pacific Ocean and all Jap­
anese ports are wide open, and as there 
is plenty of tea in Japan, it is hardly 
likely that even speculative attempts to 
increase the price will be crowned with 
success.

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MAPLE SUGAR PROSPECTS.

SOMK difference of opinion seems to 
exist ;is to the probable supply anil 
ipiality of this year’s syrup. Some 

ilealers are inclined to think both t|iian- 
t it y and ipialit r will he detieient. and 
give as reifsons/1 he faet that snow fol­
lowed the lirsl frost in very i|iiiek order 
and remained, covering the ground prac­
tically ever since. To ensure a plenti­
ful formation of sap. a frosted state of 
the earth is needful, and the snow banket 
they believe, will prevent the frost pene­
trating deeply. As a result there will 
he little sap. and on the first really warm 
day it will he released and How upwards, 
the premature How resulting in a “bud­
ded " flavor, as one put it .

Others, however, cannot see any men­
ace to the supply, and several predict 
an unusually good output . All. how­
ever. agree on one point, that the de­
mand will he easily met . There is on 
the market at present a lot of the adul­
terated left over from last year while 
some dealers make a practice of melting 
down their last year's surplus of maple 
sugar, converting it into syrup, which is 
claimed to sutler no loss in flavor.

From all accounts the adulterated 
form of syrup is driving the real stuff

out of the market. The former can he 
retailed at 90 cents a gallon, while the 
latter calls for $1.40 or $1.50. . “The 
public appear satisfied with what is 
handed out to them,” say the dealers, 
“and we get no encouragement to trade 
in the simon pure brand. ”

• ‘ 1 don’t suppose there will lie enough 
coming in to Toronto this year to till a 
cart,” remarked one. lie didn’t mean 
to be taken literally, of course, but his 
words were suggestive, it is authori­
tatively stated that nine-tenths of the 
so-called maple syrup consumed is an 
ingenious concoction in which brown 
sugar and water play leading parts.
“ We got our first barrel of real maple 
syrup in on the ‘idl'd of March last 
year,” said a representative of the 
Dawson Commission Company, “and it 
will probably lie about a month later 
this year. ”

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BRITISH GUIANA PREFERENCE.

1)|{ KFF.li KNTIAI. tariffs seem to lie 
in llit- air. The latest colony to 

ileelare a preferential tariff within the 
Umpire is British Guiana : Sir -lames 
Alexander Nweltinliam, governor of that 
eolony, having annoimeeil recently a 
11 re fere 1 fee of III per cent, in duties to 
imports from the United Kingdom itnd 
Canada. To Canada this is especial I v 
interesting, as it gives to Great Britain 
and herself an advantage over the for­
eigner in their markets. K. II. Goo|ier, 
secretary id' the Montreal hranch of the 
Canadian Manuafaelnrers’ Association, 
who has just returned from a trip to- 
the British West Indies, tells The 
Greece that the West Indian people 
want Canadian goods, and want to 
send us more goods. Figures show that 
I he exports from British Guiana to Can­
ada increased nearly four hundred per 
rent, in three years, and taking the 
statistics of ltlOl to 11)03, the hulk of 
this export trade was carried on in sugar 
and rum. It is the only place in tips
whole West Indies where the amount 
of export exceeds the imports.

EDITORIAL

And herein the preference will he most 
important to Canada. For instance, we 
should send to that colony far more 
Hour than we do, far more food stuffs id' 
all kinds, such as cheese, hotter, bacon, 
lard imd canned goods of all descrip­
tions. Nearly half of the goods import­
ed from Canada at the present time is 
lisli. The chief reason given by busi­
ness men for not exporting more of these 
goods to the British colonies, is that 
other exporters in the United States 
have established a connection there and 
a market is not easily obtained.

faking the report of Mr. Cooper as 
a basis, many of the sugar planters of 
the Indies a re abandoning their indus­
try and are taking up the cultivation of 
oranges, limes, cocoa, and other tropi­
cal! productions. If possible, there 
should be a chance for the Canadian 
trader without any disparagement to 
Californian and Florida fruits, to give 
the preference of his orders to the Brit­
ish West Indies. Such a move would 
invite reciprocity, anil the old saying of 

< ue good turn begetting another, would 
lie realized by Canadians taking ex­
change 1 filers at least or direct orders 
lor our excellent food products, which 
without boasting, cannot lie surpassed 
in the United States. The old yarn 
about our Canadian Hour being too full 
of acidity to he useable in tropical cli­
mates is entirely exploded. The com­
plaint is that we have not the ipiaiil il y 

•of the kind of goods they need ; if we 
have not got it is is high time our Can­
adian producers set about getting it. 
It would seem idle to tell us that On­
tario and I he Great West could not more 
I Inin supply the Indies with the very 
li 1 lest of food stuffs. To illustrate fur­
ther Barhadoes took nearly ôtl.tllMI bar­
rels of Hour from the United Stales per 
year, while less than one-tenth of this 
amount came from Canada.

In the butter export trade, for in­
stallée. a special variety of tins for 
packing butter has been brought into use 
by Mr. I’ierre de Bacourt, a Montrealer, 
manager of the Canadian Pressed But­
ter Co. It is a vacuum tin insuring per­
fect preservation of the contents in all 
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elin ales. This should he useful for the 
West Indian trade. Ill fact it is an 
old saw that states, “Where there is a 
will there is a way,” and this year's 
expoits will no doubt show a good in­
crease in the exports to Canada from 
this colony, and vice versa. In sugar. 
Canada gives a preference of 33 1-3 per 
cent, to West Indian products, but this 
suggests another complex subject, which 
is explained by a report received from 
the Canadian Commercial Agent at St. 
Kilts as follows:

• ‘ British West Indian sugar planters 
are drawing no benefit from the customs 
preference of 33 1-3 per cent. which 
West Indian sugars enjoy entering Can­
ada. The hone of contention in this 
matter is the retention by the reliners 
of the whole customs rebate, no portion 
of the advantage liiidiug its way into the 
pockets of the growers. At a meeting 
of sugar planters and merchants in St. 
Kits it was strongly urged that the pro­
ducers of muscovado sugar in the British 
West Indies should combine to cease all 
ei nsigniiienls to Canada for the present, 
with the just pc ssihlc result that if re- 
lined !•!> degree crystals, which Canadian 
reliners real lx waul, are scarce, there 
may lie some demand lor muscovadves to 
lake their place, and a cunseipicnt small 
improvement in ipiolations may follow. 
British West Indians recognize that this 
is the best market for their outiml of 
raxx sugar. Iml I lie price paid by retin­
ols lor inuseovadocs is the bare equiva­
lent of that paid in Now York.

To explain this statement clearly 
would require an intricate and techni­
cal explanation of I he sugar grading. 
Iml that max he done in a special article. 
The point is, that Canada is not the 
market for the West Indian sugar, which 
it ought to be. or at least, conditions are 
in t as favorable as they might be.

Another fact which will he very im­
portant to fruit dealers in Montreal and 
Toronto, is that there is likely to he a di­
rect line of steamers established between 
Montreal and the British West Indies, 
the Bickford \ Black service from Hali­
fax and St. John, it is understood, liv­
ing withdrawn as far as Government 
support is concerned.* The advantages 
of such a service to Camilla cannot lie 
spoken of here, but must be sell-oxi­
de lit .

There is a specific 
dut v of SI .li.s I-2 percent, on raw sugar 
entering the United States, and in I In- 
ease of t'lihan sugars there is a prclcr- 
enee of 211 per cent., making the net 
duly Sl.df). Thus tin- total cost of this 
sugar duly paid in New York is .fd.till 
per ewt . according to the prices ruling 
at the time of writing.

The volume of ( ithau product ion at 
present is just sufficient to dominate the 
New York market during the mouths 
when sugars from that island and I he 
other West Judies are entering the 
I idled Stales and I he sugar producers 
o 1 tlie British West Indies have to meet 
the price named for I he t'lihan produel, 
duly paid, in New York. s

Since West Indian sugars have to 
compete in New York with t'uhans the 
regular duty of .fl .lis 1-2 per ewt . leaves 
only SI.hi 12 for West Indian !Hi 
centrifugal sugars e. and f. New York.

< 'anadian re liners, it is asserted, have 
made an arrangement with brokers 
whereby they pay the same price as 
that which rules in New York e. and f. 
dian sugars duly paid is only S2.TS 1-2 
The speeilie Canadian duly is Tie. per 
ewt. on raw sugars and there is a pre­
ference of 22c. making the net duly 
47e. The total cost then of West In­
dian sugar duly paid is onIy~^f2Tin1 -2 

per ewt. It is easily seen that Can­

adian re liners have the advantage of the 
New York price in addition to that of 
the Canadian preference.

One local sugar broker when ipies- 
I ii lied on the subject, said there was no 
ipiestion about the West Indian sugar 
planters having the poorer end of the 
bargain and that Canadian reliners were 
prolit ing from what was neither more 
nor less than a favorable turn of com­
merce. It is a ipiest ion whether eel- 
lain brokers are not to be blamed for 
the situation and the apparent injustice 
to West Indian sugar planters. lint 
win ever may he to blame it is evident 
that the planters in the West Indies 
are at present deriving little or no bene­
fit from 1 he Canadian preferential lari If.

RECIPROCITY WITH THE UNITED 
STATES.

IT seems to he I In- universal tendency 
of man to fail in appreciation of 

what is within reach and to ever strive 
after the unattainable.

At one time Canadian economists, 
politicians and business men were con- 
yinced that Canada needed closer emu- 
meieial relations with I he I'nited Stales. 
Delegation after delegation went from 
the < anadian Parliament to Washington 
to ask for a reciprocal tariff arrange­
ment which might he of advantage to 
both countries. Canada was at I he 
lime willing, even anxious, to give much' 
in the hope of some gain for herself. 
But the I niled Stales would not deign 
to even consider seriously I he Canadian 
proposals. Barge interests which might 
have been affected by reciprocity \(ith 
Canada used their influence so skillfully 
and so persistently that the efforts of 
those "who desired closer relations with 
Canada were eomplelelv overshadowed.

lu I he passage of the “ McKinley 
Bill. the climax of I'nited Stales hos­
tility to Canada was reached. At one 
stroke this enactment shut out many 
products, I he sale of w hich contributed 
lunch to the country’s prosperity.

In the opinion of many Canada was 
ruined by this hostile legislation. It 
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is well known that it takes years to 
turn the farmer from the crops he has 
found profitable under certain circum­
stances and to direct his energies to 
building up industries Comparatively 
new to him. But this was done, and 
while the years immediately after tin- 
passage ol the McKinley Bill were de­
cidedly lean ones, they were well spent 
in turning the attention of the Canadian 
farmer to stock raising, cheese and but­
ter making, etc. In a decade a market 
has been secured for Canadian products 
in tirent Britain which is infinitely more 
valuable to Canada than our exports of 
agrieulaural products to the United 
Stales ever could have been.

At the same time the contemptuous in 
difference to Canadian trade manifested 
by the utterances of leading public men 
of the United Stales was exasperating 
in the extreme.

All of this combined to nourish a na 
lional spirit and to develop a bond of 
imperial loyally which expressed itsell 
first in the preference of 22 l-.'i per cent .
to British products and later in I he gen

»
oral approval which greeted the state 
meut by Sir Wilfrid Baurier, after tin- 
fail 11 re of the treaty negotiations in 
Washington a couple of years ago, that 
“Canada should go no more to Wash 
inglon for tariff" favors. ”

Since that utterance, which bears ! la­
w-eight of the conviction of the Can 
adiau I’remier ami the moral support ol 
I lie Canadian people, reciprocity has 
been a dead issue in Canada. Almost 
in inverse ratio as the desire I'm reri 
proeily has decreased in Canada it Inis 
increased in the United Slates. To-day 
it is recognized that Canada is, in com 
partitive proportion and almost in ag 
gregale volume, the best customer tIn- 
United States has. It is also recognized 
that the strongest industrial organiza 
I ion in the Dominion, the Canadian 
Manufacturers’ Association, seeks a 
higher tariff against United States good- 
even though that entailed a bigger pri­
fe mice to tireal Britain.

So far Canada has never lieeu 
stampeded into tariff enactments as a 
result of the hostility aroused by the
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unfriendly tariff legislation of the 
United States. And it is to he hoped 
that the same vaut ion, the same moder­
ation will dominate our future relations 
with the hig Republie, to the south.

Yet it must he made elear to United 
Stales eommereial bodies that any move­
ment for reeiproeily with Canada must 
lie initiated by the United Stales and 
must he harked by sullieient iuilueuee 
to guarantee to the Canadian Uarlia- 
moiit that its proposals will be consider- 
ed on a purely business basis. Canada 
is willing to give advantages to the 
United States, hut for eaeli advantage 
she gives she will insist on an equiva­
lent in return.

At a banquet in Boston the other even­
ing two of I he foremost speakers, II. 
M. Whitney and Col. Clarke, in point­
ing out Boston’s need of developing the 
lisli trade, declared in no uncertain tone 
in favor of reeiproeily with Canada.

it must be remembered, however, that 
Camilla is unready to discuss reciprocity 
in any one line. Unless the United 
Slates lisli interests, lumber interests, 
manufacturing interests, etc., who de­
sire closer relations with Canada can 
unite their forces sullieiently to win the 
support of the United States Congress 
and overcome the antagonism of the 
United States Senate their desires for 
reciprocity will he of no avail.

A DROP IN POTATOES.
OTATOKS became much easier in 

Montreal on Tuesday ; in fact they 
dropped from Stic, to title, a bag on 
hack lots. This was accounted for the 
merchants having laid in large stocks, 
before the roads broke up to prevent 
movement of large lots.

Rice—A high advance in Japan rice is 
recorded, but l'alna and Rangoon re­
main unchanged.

Rutter—There is a heavy demand for 
choice butter with the market a little 
tinner. Good fresh pound prints are 
worth 25c. Tub butter remains un­
changed, ranging front 10c tip.

Kggs—The market is easier, case eggs 
being worth about 28c. We may expect 
lower prices.

Flour—The market remains firm ajid 
the demand for flour is still heavy. No.
I patent being quoted at $2.75.

Cured Meats—The market is somewhat 
tinner. Hams are quoted at 13Jc, 
breakfast bellies at 13Jc, picnic hams at 
9c, breakfast hacks 11 jc, long spice 
rolls lie, short rolls 9Je1, dry salt 
long clear 10c, and long dry clear 9c.

Canned Vegetables—There is practi­
cally no change in prices and the market 
remains firm.

I.aid—The market is somewhat firmer 
with pure lard in 50 lb. ttills quoted at 
$5.20, 20 lb. pails $2.15, 10 lb. pails in 
eases $(>.50, :i lb. tins $0.65, and 5 lb.

WEST INDIA SUGAR PLANTERS 
MAY COMBINE.

A report received by the Minister ot 
Trade and Commerce from the 'Canadian 
Commercial Agent in St. Kitts says that 
Rrilisli West Indian sugar planters are 
drawing no henelit from the customs pre­
ference of X\ 1-d per cent, which West 
Indian-sugar enjoys entering Canada. The 
hone of contention in this matter is the 
retention by the refiners of the whole 
custom rebate, no portion of the ailvan- 
liige finding its way into the pockets of 
the growers. At a meeting of sugar 
planters and merchants in St. Kitts it 
was strongly urged that the producers of 
muscovado sugar in the British West In­
dies should combine to cease all consign­
ments to Canada for the present with 
the just possible result that if refining of 
I'd crystals, which Canadian refiners 
really want, are scarce, there may be 
some room for muscovadoes to take their 
place and a consequent small improve­
ment in quotations may follow. British 
West Indians recognize that this is the 
best market for their output of raw- 
sugar but the price paid by refiners for 
nmseavadoes is the hare equivalent of 
that paid in New York.

Indian Tea.
11E Indian tea crop tor 191(2-11 

totalled 14tj.750.000 against 155,- 
750,000 lbs the previous season. 

The yield of the present season promises 
to be easily 18.000.000 pounds ahead of 
this. Last season eohl weather set in 
very early and very little tea was made 
after November. This year the weather 
is open and prophets ealeulate an extra 
outrun of at least 0.000.000 or 8.000,000 
pounds between the end of November 
and the «dosing of the season.

I p to the beginning of December 7,- 
000.000 pounds of the surplus hail been 
reoeiveil but about 15,000,000 pounds ex­
tra are rei|iiired this season if all wants 
are to be supplied and prices kept steady, 
since Ceylon imports have fallen off 
9.000.000 and there is no reason to anti­
cipate that this deficit will lie made up 
in the lirst half of next year. China is 
also short and it is unkkcly that New 
York will lit- of much assistance.

The total deliveries for the year show 
a falling off of about 2.000.000 pounds 
home constitution shows 1.000.000 pounds 
increase, with a decrease of 5.000.000 
pounds in re-exports. Continental and 
Russian houses now have their own buy­
ers or agents in Calcutta, and the busi­
ness is being done direct. Russia, by a 
recently made new law, is assisting di­
rect importations via the new Siberian 
Railway, and London is fast losing its 
position of being the centre of supply 
to the whole World. Kver since the 
great dock strike the Continent have 
been taking the bulk of their wants di­
rect from China, and the'recently in­
creased Russian import on all tea not 
coming direct from its port of origin 
aims at shutting out all orders from 
thence to our market lor cither Chinese 
or Hrilish-grown tea.

China Tea.
Figures point to an improvement in 

the demand for China tea during 1905. 
During the season 1902-5 nearly two 
million pounds less were landed in Lon­
don than during the present season, 
while this season > crop will be again 2 
or 5 million lbs. less. Kxport shows 
a small falling off this year, partly ow­
ing to cargoes destined lor the London 
market being diverted to the .continent . 
During the earlier part of this season 
more was received than for the corre­
sponding period last year, bill lately there 
has been a marked falling off in the im­
ports. Old stocks of common tea have

been gradually used up. New York has 
supplied several million pounds since the 
Spring, otherwise the price would have 
been forced up to the extent of pro­
hibiting consumption altogether. Fresh 
supplies in quantity from any quarter 
cannot be hoped for, and six or seven 
months must yet elapse before next 
season’-s supply comes to hand. Home 
consumption of China tea shows an in­
crease of over 5 million lbs. while re­
exports have decreasel about 5-4 million 
lbs.

Ceylon Tea.
Deliveries of Ceylon lea have fallen 

off considerably, the decline being at­
tributed entirely to the falling off in 
the supply. < 'ey lop teas are fast grow­
ing in favor with all other countries of 
the world to lhe displacement of China 
tea and now that the largest consum­
ers have there own buyers on the spot, 
shipments are being made direct in­
stead of getting their supplies from the 
London market . Hence one of the rea­
sons of a smaller import for 1995 of 
9.9119.909 pounds. Deliveries show a 
decline of about 8,999,999 pounds made 
up of li,.>00.000 less for home consump­
tion and 1,599,999 less for export . The 
shipment of Ceylon tea direct to other 
countries for 1992 was 45,999,999 pounds, 
and this year will be more owing to the 
manufacture of some 19.999.909 or 125
999.999 pounds of green tea, the bulk of" 
which goes to Canada and the-States. 
Australia now takes some 18,999,999 or
29.999.999 pounds instead of ("Tima tea. 
and Russia comes a good second with 
about 12,000,000 pounds, while the de­
mand from the latter is likely to grow 
considerably, as I lie taste for ( Yylons in­
creases. Other countries, however, are 
not likely to divert so much as Russia 
in proportion unless it is in the form of 
green lea. It will thus be seen that, Fng- 
lainl is not likely to get any appreciably 
larger supplies of Ceylon tea for next 
year, at all events, and the home trade 
must not expert fo see the low prices of 
a year or so ago for some time to come. 
The quality throughout the year has 
been fairly good, but there are too many 
light liquoring teas about to please the 
trade, and values in consequence often 
hulk very cheap. Thick liquoring and 
really line teas have been scarce, and 
have always commanded full prices and 
keen competition.

grocery stock and this time of the year. 
A principle is involved in this recog­
nition of days of local, national or world­
wide importance which will give the 
public the impression that the merchant 
is up-to-date and attentive to the needs 
of his business.

In the Master window of the grocery 
stole I he stock itself can he used to 
make up a great part of the display, lint 
in addition there can lie something of 
a spectacular nature that will not de­
tract from the goods offered for sale, 
while forming an additional attraction 
for the crowd. Mggs arc the articles most 
closely connected with the season and 
a great deal should he made of them. 
The little novelties in addition which are 
now such a common sight at this time of 
the year are all carried by grocers. 
Among these are chocolate and cream 
eggs in all sizes and with all kinds of 
decorations, liens, gloves, rabbits, nests 
with eggs inside, and a variety without 
end which is being added to each year. 
There are tiny chickens and ducks from 
Holland which are said to he the young 
fowl killed when very young and stuffed. 
At any rate they are as natural as the 
live ones.

The presentation side of Master is 
gaining more force every year, particu­
larly the presentation of small articles 
and confectionery. This should be 
taken advantage of In the display of 
candy ligures, and also of the little toys 
so common. A very attractive window 
can lie made from these, which verv few 
will pass by. < 'it y grocers have been 
showing them for a couple of weeks and 
report great profit therefrom.

Flowers are a never failing drawing 
card, and just now they have an extra 
value, as they speak so strongly of 
Spring and its wealth of colors. Many 
grocers are now handling flowers as a 

-purl of their stock and to such are open

very effective windows and interiors. 
Banks of different colors are good in­
side, and for the window, a large cen­
tral bloom, surrounded by lilies, 
hyacinths, carnations, palms, etc., look 
exceedingly well if some judgment is 
used. To those who do not sell flowers, 
it would pay to purchase a few for the 
occasion.

The egg is, however, the most suitable 
and most fertile groundwork of a gro­
cer’s Master window. Many a window 
tilled with eggs on a straw or packing 
foundation will be seen, and though 
extreme simplicity is its characteristic, 
it is always attractive. Bank them 
up towards the back iinil scatter 
a few colored eggs through, which 
will improve the effect. Any 
article of color such as canned goods, 
bottles, etc., arranged in rows through 
I lie eggs, break the monotony of the 
sjirface. The colored egg of Master 
affords a simple and striking color 
scheme for the windows. An effective 
curtain for any arrangement is that 
made of egg shells, white or colored. 
These are strung on strings attached a 
few inches apart at the top of the win­
dow and draped down to the sides. The 
eggs need not be close together. Or a 
tent of egg shells on strings can be ar­
ranged over some object of special in­
terest in the centre of lire window. 
Single eggs on I he end of strings drop­
ped from the ceiling and arranged along 
the front glass will attract attention. 
The name can lie spell in eggs on the 
floor of the window, or dozens of other 
designs can he thought of if the window 
dresser possesses any ingenuity.

A large egg can he made by placing 
two wooden chopping bowls of different 
sizes the proper distance apart and 
facing each other. Attach these to­
gether by means of slats which can he 
bent to represent the curve of the egg. 
The result is an egg shaped object that 
can he covered w ith any material. One 
of these placed in the centre of the win­
dow can be surrounded with white cloth 
rabbits. This egg can expose an open­
ing towards the glass, and inside can be 
displayed a spend line, many of which 
can easily “be found in the grocer’s 
stock.

Chickens have always been objects of 
great interest to the public, particularly 
in large centres where live fowl are sel­
dom seen. A lieu with her brood of 
chickens enclosed in a part or all of the 
window will attract crowds who will lie 
constantly amused with the actions of 
the fearless little chicks, who never no­
tide the people gazing in at them. One 
merchant set an incubator hatching, so 
thaï the chickens would arrive just at 
Master time, and during the last few 
days kept the incubator in the window, 
where the hatching could he watched. 
These little chickens when allowed to 
run around the window are perfectly 
fearless.

Witli a little thought and ingenuity 
a window dresser can design schemes 
for a grocery window which will com­
bine the picture with the advertising 
display. But this point should he re­
membered in every trim. All attempts 
at the introduction into the display id' 
crosses, “gates ajar,” etc., the sacred 
memories of the first Master, should lie 
strictly avoided. The window has no 
other purpose than to advertise, and as 
a part of the business should not make 
use of sacred things for purposes of 
gain. This custom of working upon the 
feelings by means of Biblical references 
is altogether too common, and should 
he frowned upon.

Above all have the windows bright 
and Springlike. Make it appear than 
your store, as well as Nature, has open­
ed up with renewed life. Endeavor to 
have fully as attractive (preferable more 
so) a window as your competitor, and 
Work nights to make sure that the de­
sign is novel, and contains many original 
points. Make it appear that much time 
and labor has been expended on the ar­
rangement, for by this means the spec­
tator will feel more firmly convinced 
that his custom is considered of sulli- 
cient importance to draw forth special 
efforts on the part of the merchant, and 
he will think that the same care and 
thoughtfulness will be shown his trade 
if he enters.

Don’t confine the decorations entirely 
to the windows. It is a good plan to 
turn the store a round in some way as

This re­
taining of the same interior plan from 
year to year is apt to give llie impres­
sion that old time methods are living 
used in all parts of the store system. A 
re-arrangement will show that improve­
ment is aimed at, and whether it is really 
obtained or not, the novelty of it will 
have the desired effect. It is well to 
have some dividing line, some definite 
division between tlie Spring and Win­
ter seasons, ami Faster time is the pro­
per time to bring this about.

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BAKING POWDER COMBINE.
1)VICKS from New York are to the 

effort that the mamifaejurers of 
the cheaper grade goods through­

out the Coiled Stales are preparing for 
a merger or combination id' interests. 
It is not understood that there is to he 
any merging of plants, hut that the 
union shall he a sort of agreement un­
der the terms of which all shall work 
together for mutual henelit. In this way 
they hope to increase their own infill- 
cure sufficiently to counteract any de­
leterious influence of any other company 
and still preserve their separate iden­
tities.

The baking powder business has reach­
ed enormous proportions. Where form­
erly soda and cream of tartar were the 
ingredients used in practically all house­
hold culinary operations, now they are 
scarcely ever used, excepting in remote 
country districts. Baking powder has 
taken their place in nearly all parts of 
the country.

Cnder such circumstances it can he 
readily understood why a light should 
lie made for an absolute understanding, 
from the point of view of the manufac­
turers an understanding is necessary, 
otherwise competition will reduce profits 
below the living point. fortunes have 
been spent in advertising baking pow­
ders and there are still immense sums 
of money paid for that purpose. All 
advertising has been direct to the con­
sumer and the demand thus created has 
been satisfied through the reader and 
wholesaler, hut they both complain of 
more or less unsatisfactory business 
tactics and declare that they have not 
received their rightful share of the in­
come. It is represented that ope of 
the things, the proposed new combine 
will take up will he better treatment of 
Hie retailer.

MEXICO TO TRADE WITH CANADA.
A. Ansell, Consul-! leneral for 

. Mexico in Canada, says regard­
ing the steamship subsidy re­

commended by the Dominion Govern­
ment :

Immediate advantage will lie taken 
of the subsidy of $50,000 that the Do­
minion Government have offered for the 
establishment of a steamship service 
between Canada and Mexico. At pres- 
enj_ there are three companies anxious 
lo lake the subsidy, two of which are 
leading Canadian companies. In or­
der to bring about closer commercial 
relations, I may say that Mexico has 
decided to place consuls in all parts of

Canada just as soon as arrange­
ments are made for the establishment of 
the line. The amount of business that 
will he done between the two countries 
will he found so large that thé subsidy 
will not be necessary after a few years. 
It is intended that the new line will run 
from Montreal to Vera Cruz by way of 
Havana and I’rogresso. from Canada 
thousands of tons of coal and unlimited 
amounts of manufactured goods will lie 
shipped, and in return Mexico will al­
ways he able lo supply full cargoes in 
the way of sugar and hemp, and the 
steamer by calling at Havana will he 
able to get large consignments of to­
bacco. The service will he passenger 
as well as freight, and the trip from 
Montreal to Vera Cruz, whence the run 
to Mexico will take hut twelve hours, 
will he made in eight or nine days. ”

DO KNOW BEANS.
Editor of The Canadian Grocer— We 

have noticed in the last number of your 
paper your article entitled *’Didn’t 
Know Beans,” page -lli, and must pro­
test against such a statement in the 
name of the (Quebec people. We “do 
knew beaus,” and we do know, too, how 
difficult it is to get redress from cer­
tain Ontario shippers when after paying 
their drafts we find the goods inferior 
to standard sold. To avoid trouble, 
however, and law suits from one pro­
vince to another, which means a lot of 
expense and time.wasted, we have stood 
a lot in the past. We may show ship­
pers in the future that we are up to all 
the tricks of the trade and can detect 
as well as they do a ff-lh picker from a 
li-lh. lu December we rejected four 
cars from one man and now out of ten 
cars received during the past three 
weeks we would have had to refuse at 
least six cars had it not been for diffi­
culties above mentioned and scarcity of 
beans on spot due to blockade id’ rail­
roads.

The bean tester does not adjust claims 
and what we would impure more than 
anything else is an understanding be­
tween shippers and receivers lo appoint 
an arbitrator in Montreal to sample and 
test all ears of beans upon which there 
would be a dispute. If the test was not 
up to specification of contract an allow­
ance should he made to the buyer.

Being, we think, one of the largest re­
ceivers of lie a i is in Montreal we are 
willing to enter into such an agreement, 
sincerely believing it would great I v hene­
lit all concerned in this line.

In short, ‘‘we do know beans,” hut 
that we are not kickers, is what Stevens 
and Newman should have said for the 
benefit of the readers of your valuable 
eortmiercial paper, after their flying trip 
through Montreal and Quebec.

COCOA CULTIVATION. 
rp«K following tnynmranda represents 

1 in outline the process of prepar­
ing the Colombia cocoa bean for 

commerce.
The first thing is to observe care in 

gathering the crop in season, else I he 
bean suffers in appearance and quality.

The cocoa berry is generally extracted 
at the plantation, thus avoiding trans­
portation of the husk.

No machinery is used for the purpose 
of extracting the berry, the husk being 
broken by hand with a wooden mallet or 
with a short curved-edge machete. The 
husk is cut open lengthwise by two cuts 
(.n opposite sides, care being taken not 
to cut the berry.

After opening the husk the grains are 
removed by hand or a small wooden 
ladle and taken to the cleaning house, 
where they are pul in a wooden tank 
Jiuving a slight slope, or into a room 
tiled with bricks and also having an in­
clined floor. I lie object of which is the 
draining vlT of the fluid from the cocoa. 
'I his tank or room is known as a drain.
I he cocoa is left to drain for from ltd 
to IS hours and is then placed in the sun 
to dry, either in brick-yards or on 
hurdles of wood which can lie covered 
with sacking.

After a day in the sun it is stored 
two days for ferment at ion, as this is 
necessary to give the cocoa grains the 
market requirements. It is then placed 
in the sun every day to thoroughly dry 
and, to hurry this process, is laid out 
in layers and stirred frequently with 
wooden rakes.

Whenever this sunning process is 
hindered by rain, hurdles are used, be­
ing placed over a lire made of dry wood, 
the latter precaution being taken to pre­
vent smoke. There is also a machine 
made lor the purpose of drying cocoa.

I here is also a kind of cocoa known 
as “Caracas cocoa,” and sometimes it 
is desired to give cocoa the appearance 
ol the Caracas. In this case a differ­
ent process must be gone through, as 
follows :

I hiring the sunning and previous to 
laying out in yards or hurdles, and while 
I he cocoa is still fairly moist, it should 
lie mixed up with brick dust to which 
has keen added a little common ash in 
the proportion1 of about !l to 1. The 
result of this is that a varnish-like “dust 
forms over it, giving it not only the ne­
cessary color hut preserving it from 
what is known as the grub insect.

The husk of the cocoa is used mi the 
plantations as manure.

with it small appropriai inn gave least at­
tention to follow-up, whereas he shnultl 
have given the most, nf necessity.

Any one of these ilefeets was sufficient 
in itself In bring disaster to the adver­
tiser, and had done so in many of the 
eases diagnosed. Then what chance nf 
success did an advertiser stand where 
two nr all three were present in his cam­
paign? Nothing better Ilian the chances 
of great good luck, of about the chance

that makes for (lie recovery of a patient 
"'ilh Iithereulosis, typhoid ami appendi 
eilis in conjunction. To apply the re 
suits id these discoveries In individual 
advertisers was not easy or reassuring. 
There was, for example, the successful 
business man who said lie had managed 
his business llms far without adverlis 
ing and could get along without it: and 
I here was I lie man who '‘would adver 
lise his own business in his own way.”

Many advertise because it is the fash­
ion to advertise, because competitors 
advertise; because they are forced into 
doing some advertising by the persistent 
solicitations of advertising men. Back 
of such advertising is little conviction, 
little faith. It is a sort of leap into the 
dark with a hope that tilings will turn 
out well —a hope that is Imt poorly sus­
tained. There is no real deliberation 
over the matter, no genuine investiga­
tion into conditions, mediums or means. 
If success attends the effort there is sur­
prise; if failure, il is “just what was 
expected,” and there is a relapse into 
the former disbelief.

'I’o what extent a man should adver­
tise—how much money to s|iend, what 
mediums to use, what pamphlets, cala- 
logues, circulars, etc., to issue, how to 
tell one’s story effectively are matters 
callable of a fairly delinite statement. Al 
any rale, the element of doubt, of con­
jecture, can he largely eliminated. Bill 
il requires patient and thorough study 
a study that will pay for itself in money 
saved. A man will consider with full 
deliberation the purchase of merchan­
dise. machinery or equipment, reckon­
ing the cost from the view point of an 
investment, hut when it comes to Inly­
ing space in a magazine, newspaper or 
trade journal,—he too often neglects to 
make the same searching inquiries.

If there are people to buy what one 
lias to sell there is an opportunity for 
advertising, for influence, for making 
the advertiser and I lie buyer see eye to 
eye. There is a compelling force about 
advertising which if properly and per­
sistently used will work wonders, but 
which if ignorantly and indifferently 
employed represents lost power and op­
portunity.

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JAPAN IN THE TWENTIETH CEN­
TURY.

P
ROBABLY the most significant 

fact in tin* history of the 
latter half of the nineteenth 
century has been the rapid
rise of .Japan to a leading1

. t
position in the vomit y of nations, liu 
the short space of little more than a- 
generation she has brought herself from 
conditions of feudalism to a strong po­
sition of consolidated military power, 
able and determined to make her influ­
ence felt among the nations of the 
world, especially in all matters affecting 
Far Fast cm policy. Although the ad­
vance achieved by .Japan is much talked 
of, it is certainly a fact that the real 
measure of lier attainments is not really 
fully realized. This probably arises 
from the fact that no connected account 
has yet been published which indicates 
all the lines of progress made by Japan. 
Numerous articles, dealing with special 
aspects, have appeared, but they are 
disconnected, and few readers are suffi­
cient !v intercsTeiT'in the subject to at­
tempt to co-ordinates)ho various activi­
ties Jnto a complete pisufre of national 
life, while the books which have been 
published about .Japan have for the 
most part been superficial and imperfect.

The want lias been supplied to certain 
extent by the publication of a compila­
tion by Mr Uaruki Yamawaki, the 
private secretary to the Minister at 
Agriculture and Commerce, which, while 
making no pretence to literary grace, is 
a perfect mine of statistics and exact in­
formation regarding the developments of 
l lie various departments of Govern­
ment .

After an introductory section dealing 
with the geography, the population, 1 he 
administrative system, and the land as 
an institution, Mr Yamawaki gives very 
full information of what he (illy calls 
the primary industries, beginning with 
agriculture*. The Japanese recognize the 
importance of this, the oldest ol the in­
dustries. and have been doing all in 
their power to develop it, so that tile 
produce of the land may keep abreast 
with the increase of population. That 
increase is ai the rate of almost lialf-a- 
niillion a year, and with normal crops 
the improve* Rents w hich have been made 
in the met rods of cultivation and the 
additional ijfnil which has been taken in 
have almost made the produce sufficient 
for the wants of the people, and only in 
years of bad harvests rice and other 
forms of food have to be imported.

The efforts which have been made by 
the Japanese Government for the im­
provement of agriculture afford in some 
directions object lessons to the Indian 
Government. Colleges, schools, experi­
mental stations, and a large number of

special institutions have been organized, 
not only for the ordinary departments 
of agriculture, but also for the produc­
tion of tea and silk, stock-breeding, 
dairy-farming. poultry-rearing, bee­
keeping, and other subsidiary rural in­
dustries.

Great attention has also been paid to 
the fisheries of Japan,, rice and fish be­
ing tbe staples of the ordinary food, 
The development of manufacturing in­
dustry and the need of wood for pur­
poses of construction has stimulated at­
tention to forestry. For some time af­
ter the restoration of the F.mperor to 
power tile forests were cut down in a 
very reckless manner, hut now care is 
taken to develop to the fui I their natur­
al capabilities by increasing their pro­
ductive powers by the application of 
technical methods.

Considerable developments have taken 
place in mining, and gold, silver, lead, 
copper and iron ores are extracted to a 
fair amount Coal mining, however, has 
attained the most importance, and Jap­
anese coals are now used, to a large ex­
tent, by the • steamships frequenting 
Kastern seas. The methods of metal­
lurgy hâve been improved, and a large 
steel works has been laid down in the 
south of" Japan, which is intended to 
supply the materials required for ship­
building and engineering purposes. For 
some time past operations have been at 
a standstill on account of financial diffi­
culties. the cost of the works having 
largely exceeded the estimates, but no 
doubt, in lime,'these will lie removed.

When we turn to manufacturing indus­
tries, we find the greatest developments. 
Not only-are the old Japanese industries 
greatly extended, but many new ones 
have been introduced. It has sometimes 
been said that Japan is being trans­
formed from an agricultural to an in­
dustrial country. It would be more cor­
rect to say that manufacturing kbdiîsTry’ 
is being added in agriculture. Not only 
are the wants of the .Japanese them­
selves being largely supplied, but manu­
factured goods now form a very import­
ant part of the export trade of Japan. 
Taking the year Itltltl, we find that the 
export trade consisted of the following 
kinds of goods to the amounts given :

Agricultural..................... 7.1 880.825
Fishery.............................. 5,902,628
Mining..............................  27,459.979
Miscellaneous................. 12 924.859

Total ........................192.H12.54li yen.
A glance over the list of manufactured 

goods exported shows that it includes a 
very large variety. Cotton yarns figure 
in 19011 to tlie amount of 20,589,20 8 yen, 
which means that in addition to sup­
plying the greater part of their own 
wants, the Japanese were able to send 
large quantities of yarn to China and

Korea. They have, indeed, been able 
practically to stop the trade in Indian 
yarns with China. They arc also be­
ginning tTT export coFtou cloths of vari­
ous kinds.

The export of manufactured goods, 
however, gives a very imperfect idea of 
the development of manufacturing indus­
try which has taken place in Japan, for 
a-large part of the products are used in 
the country. Mr. Yamawaki gives \try 
elaborate statistics. The list is headed 
by woven goods, of the total value of 
170 million yen, followed by sake with 
100 million yen, cotton yarns with 70 
million yen, soy with 28 million yen, 
and paper with 20 million yen. other 
commodities worth mentioning are 
sugar, earthenware, matches, lacquered 
ware, ships and boats, machines of all 
sorts, cement, glassware, fancy matting, 
straw plait, umbrellas, bronze and cop­
per ware.

The number of manufacturing com­
panies in 1900 was 2,551. with an aggre­
gate capital of-2Hi,700,908 yen, and a 
paid-up capital of 158,851,780 yen. The 
number of workshops w'ith motors was 
2,708, and without motors, 8,788. The 
list of industries shows that all the 
more important Western industries have 
been introduced into Japan, and the 
most of them seem to be in a flourishing, 
condition.

In general, the working hours of the 
operatives are 12 hours a day, but 
sometimes they extend as long as 10 or 
17 hours.J The rate of wages is about 
80 sen a day for adult males employed 
in filatures, cotton mills and weaving 
shops, while that of females is about 29 
sen. In machine shops and shipbuilding 
yards the rate is usually 50 or till sen 
per day, and a skfiled artisan gets more 
Ilian 1 yen. In match factories, on the 
other hand, the rate is much lower, be­
ing 12 to 2b sen for ordinary female op­
eratives, and 5 to 18 sen for little girls. 
In tobacco factories and printing shops 
ordinary females get about 20 sen and 
males about 10 to 50 sen. (Note 1 yen 
equals about 2s., equals 100 sen.)

Very complete arrangeaient s have 
been made for every department of in­
dustrial education, from the engineering 
colleges of the universities of Tokyo and 
Kyoto to technical schools of all kinds 
and grades suitable to the requirements 
of the most important industries.

In 1878 there were 18 miles in exist­
ence in Japan, now there are over 4,000 
miles in working order, and a consider­
able addition under construction. In 
1901 the Japanese mercantile marine 
consisted of 1,895 steamers with a ton­
nage of 588,582, and 1,020 sailing ships 
with a tonnage of 886,180, besides near­
ly 20,000 junks. Shipbuilding is making 
considerable progress, and the yard in 
Nagasaki now turns out vessels of 6,000 
tons, which are thoroughly efficient.

Fruit Dealers Meet.
UK annual meeting of the Fruit 

Dealers’ Section of the Re­
tail Merchants’ Association 
of ( 'anada was lield oil Mardi 

-18. The Dominion secretary, 
E. M. Trowern. who has just returned 
from Ottawa, reported that he had in­
terviewed the Minister .of Agriculture 
regarding the recent prosecution made 
against a dealer for selling a hag of 
potatoes for less than ninety pounds, 
and which was dismissed because there 
is no law in Ontario at present govern­
ing the Weight of a hag. in Quebec a 
bag of potatoes must weigh SO pounds, 
and in Ontario it has been the ruling 
custom that 90 pounds constitutes a bag. 
The matter will be considered by the de­
partment, and some change is likely to 
be made.

In view of the amendments which 
are now being made to the Assessment 
Act. and which will “ place a business 
tax upon all retailers, both large and 
small, the members decided to wait un­
til the law came into operation, and 
then have the Transient Traders’ and 
Peddlers’ License law amended to suit 
modern conditions. It was decided to 
communicate with all retail fruit deal­
ers throughout Canada and obtain united 
action in their general interests.

South African Fruit in Montreal.
UK arrival in Montreal of a con­

signment of peaches and plums 
from South Africa is reported. 

The fruit arrived in perfect condition, 
hill the price * 1 per dozen indicates that 
the market for it in ( anada will he a 
rather limited one. There were till 
peaches in a single layer box, each fruit 
wrapper and plenty of finest quality ex­
celsior al top and bottom of each case. 
Plums were put up in tlie same style, 
but 45 to the case. The consignee had 
also some very tine English hothouse 
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grapes that arrived via New York in 
perfect order. These were put in cot­
ton battings bags, 1 1-4 lbs. in each of 
four bags or 5 lbs. to the box, with 
plenty of tissue paper clippings for pad­
ding. Tlie price was $2 a pound.

Canadian Apples in Scotland.
According to the United States Con­

sul in Edinburg, Canadian apple imports 
are gaining a very strong position in the 
Scotch markets. The system of inspec­
tion adopted in Canada and subsequent­
ly renewed at the ports of Great Britain 
has undoubtedly served as a guarantee 
to the buyers of Canadian fruit, and lias 
thus proved useful both to seller and 
purchaser.

Uniform Packages.
Canada once more scores a point 

against the United States, this time in 
regard to uniformity in fruit packages. 
Our American cousins are still strug­
gling with this question, while in Can­
ada the fruit growers of Ontario, Que­
bec, British Columbia, Nova Scotia and 
Prince Edward Island have all adopted 
a uniform case 10x11x20 inches, inside 
measurements fur the shipment of 
apples. A case half this size is found 
u very suitable package for pears. .

Good and Bad Fruit in Boxes.
The inspector al Glasgow for the 

Dominion Department of Agriculture, 
reports that a shipment of 1,422 cases 
of apples from ail Ontario packer was 
landed al that poll recently. The ship­
ment consisted entirely of XXX Spies, 
all wrapped individually in paper and 
graded in size from 2 1-2 inches up­
ward. The fruit was in splendid con­
dition and in tlie extra trouble and care 
bestowed on the apples the shippers were 
well repaid. The large sized fruit real­
ized from 7s to 7s tid (small cases hold­
ing only about .45 lbs), the smaller fruit 
(is to lis tid.

Another shipment by tlie same hoal 
consisted of 41<i barrels and 401 cases. 
These were nearly all Spies and were 
very - much frosted and wasty. Had 
these apples been properly repacked 
and looked after, they would probably 
have landed in much better conditiou.

American Apple Exports.

SINCE the Fall of 1003 nearly 11,000,- 
000 barrels of apples, almost a mil­
lion more than in the previous 

year, have been exported from American 
ports. Most of these have gone to 
Ureal Britain and other European coun­
tries. where they have found a ivady 
market at good prices.

The demand for the fruit still keeps 
up and thousands of barrels are being 
shipped each week to the other side, 
tiermany has taken to the American 
apple this season and Baldwins and New­
ton Pippins, which are the favorite var­
ieties with the <lermuns, now are fre­
quently found in the small stores and 
on stands and pedlers’ wagons in Ber­
lin and other large cities.

A curious feature of the American 
apple trade in F.urope has been the 
large sale on the Continent in the last 
few months of the evaporated product 
for wine making purposes. The short­
age of the grape crop in France has led 
lo a corresponding scarcity of wine and 
the peasant and others of the poorer 
classes, unable to buy the native wines, 
have been forced to tall back on I he 
dried apple.

From what are known in the apple 
trade as chops, or apples cut up and 
dried, the peasants make a cheap drink 
which is,said to have satisfying proper­
ties and to furnish a very fair substi­
tute for the wine pressed from the grape. 
A New York çxporter who has sampled 
this beverage, says of it:

“ It's a sort of apple champagne or 
beer, and it’s not bad either. The na­
tives make it by putting the dried apples 
iul11 a barrel or tub of water, adding 
a quantity of yeast and letting the mix­
ture stand for a week or so.

“ By that time it’s good and sharp 
and ready for drinking. It’s to the 
Frenchman about what cider is to our 
American farmers, and they smack tlieiif 
lips over it just as if it was the real 
thing. ”

Several hundred carloads of dried 
apples have been sent to France for 
this use since last Fall, and fresh ship­
ments are going forward every week.

The fruit costs about two and one-half 
cents a pound in New York, and the 
freight to the other side is only one 
quarter of a cent more, so that the 
Frenchman who wants a cheap substi­
tute for the native wine gets it.

The Germans also make an inexpeu- 
sive wine from dried apples: hut the 
practice is not so general with them as 
with the French, and the exports of 
American dried apples to Germany are 
therefore more limited. A good many 
hundreds of tons ot dried apple cores 
and skins have been sold in German 
markets this year for use as a basis foi- 
certain jams and jellies.

A Market for Fruit.
A deputation of Western Ontario 

fruit growers wailed upon the Minister 
of Railways. Ottawa, on March 11 to 
ask for the extension of the Dominion 
F.xpress Co., which now only operates 
from St. John to Halifax, over the whole 
of the Intercolonial Railway system, in 
order to open the Maritime Provinces 
market to the fruit tields of Western 
Ontario.

Increase in Canadian Apple Exports.
According to an English exchange 

much of the increase in importations of 
Canadian apples by England must be 
attributed to the practical steps taken 
by the_ Canadian Government to dis­
cover and comply with the requirements 
of the British market.

Banana Growing in Costa Rica.
(’CORDING to a report from the 

British consul at Port Limon, the 
area uniter banana cultivation in 

Costa Rica continues to increase vapid­
ly, over 2,5011 acres of new plantations 
having turn made during the year 19ti2. 
and the number of hunches exported 
shows an increase of 7.8ti per cent, over 
the tigures for 1510X. The export of this 
fruit to the Clilted States was begun in 
1881 and has grown from 8UU hunches in 
that year to 1,179,199 bunches in 19U2. 
Steamers to the number of 280, laden 
with bananas, cleared from Port Limon 
for the Vidled States in 1902 During 
19112 a cargo .if bananas was shipped to 
Bristol by the Coiled Emit Company, 
and it turned out sullicirntly well to 
warrant the establishment of a regular 
monthly fruit service between Limon and 
BristoT and ! Manchester, which during 
1908 has become a fortnightly service.

I In- legal |ioints "f I lie trade, and that 
there are three imprutant factors that 
neeiir in this enmieetimi. In tiie first 
place, it has heroine doubly important 
that every grocer should regularly and 
intelligently read his trade paper : see- 
on d h. every grocer should belong to a 
trade association : and thirdly, the com­
ing generation of grocers must be better 
trained either by a return to the appren­
ticeship system or some other method. 
There may not be so much hard manual 
labor attached to the trade as in bygone 
days, but it demands a close and intelli­
gent study of a thousand and one details 
that years ago was unknown and grocers 
are entitled 1" be paid for head work 
as much as for handiwork.

Therefore, while they light against 
every form of dishonesty, and endeavor 
In obey the law in every detail, let trad­
ers also see that their legitimate pro­
fit > are maintained at a level that will 
lemunerate them adequately and raise 
I he whole status of the trade from the 
foolish cut-throat competition that has 
too long thrown a shadow over it.

ALL EGGS ARE GOOD FOR SOME­
THING, EVEN BAD ONES.

'"I ' HE career of the egg may not be 
1 romantic, but frequently it is in­

teresting. The full and perfect 
career is without doubt to develop into 
a lusty young chick, a rolly-polly ball 
of yellow down with plaintive peek and 
toothpick legs. Bui the full and perfect 
career is as rare among eggs as among 
human beings, for many things inter­
vene to cut it short, and its usefulness 
is diverted into channels of which few 
housewives and poultry raisers dream.

Several fates lie in wait for the fresh, 
clean egg that reaches mantel, with 
dozens of its fellows, in its Pasteboard 
compart ment of the typical egg case. 
It may be sold for dottiestic lûtes, and 
be fried with a piece of ham or bacon, 
or become an ingredient of the numer­
ous products of the housewife's baking 
day. It iVtru-^ form part of a most 
tempting drink or fall into the hands of 
a hairdresser or barber, and cleanse the 
raven locks of a debutante or the mane 
of a policeman.

It may be that the egg is broken on 
its way to market, or its shell is 
cheeked so that it will not sell. Then 
it is broken with countless others into

live-gallon cans and frozen. The rumor 
is that these frozen eggs are sold to 
bakers in the larger cities to he used in 
Winter.

Should the egg survive until it pass­
es the zenith of its existence and enters 
into a decline, it may be sent to some 
of the large coffee joasters of the East 
and be used to glaze coffee.

Even should the' egg survive the first 
period of decline and enter into the 
last stage it is not without value. It is 
used commercially for tanning kid gloves 
and other tine leathers.

The usefulness of the egg is not ex­
hausted when it has met with one of 
these several fates. The shells where 
large quantities of eggs are used, are 
carefully gathered, and the portion 
which is not used for hen food is 
ground and form a common adulterant 
for spices. The shell can be roasted to 
the desired shade, is absolutely harm­
less. and is very dillicult for any but 
the chemist to detect.

FARM LAND IN NEW ONTARIO.
The recent report of the Commission­

er of Crown Lands for Ontario says 
that the greater part (of the district west 
of Lake Abittibe. which was surveyed 
last Summer, is preeminently suited for 
lumbering and agriculture. Deep clay 
and loam with spruce, balsam, poplar, 
white birch and cedar aie found every­
where. Low-lying portions appear to 
lie local in extent and can be drained at 
reasonable cost.

TEST FOR MOLASSES.
A decision of importance to the whole­

sale grocers, baking and confectionery 
trades has been given by the Customs 
department. It refers to the duty on 
molasses. In future the rate on this 
article imported into Canada will be 
dtermined by double polarization, ac­
cording to I he amount of cane sugar or 
sucrose contained in the importation. 
The minimum duly of 1 .1-4 cents per 
gallon will not apply to any molasses as­
certained to contain less than 40 degrees 
of cane sugar or sucrose after test by 
indirect polarization. When the test 
shows under .10 degrees of cane sugar or 
sucrose the duty will be three-quarters 
of a cent per pound under the classifi­
cation in the tariff “Molasses not other­
wise provided for.” It is held by the 
department that the test by indirect 
polarization is the true test for the cane 
sugar. It is believed that this decision 
will operate against the mixing of cer­
tain molasses with other ingredients.

WEALTH OF OUR FARMS.
i i I'*HE flourishing condition of agri- 

I culture in Canada at the present 
time is undoubtedly due to or­

ganization. co-operation and education,” 
says Hon. K. Fisher, Minister of Agri­
culture for the Dominion. The old idea 
that farming is a species of drudgery 
to be pursued in a bap-hazard way, is 
a thing of the past .■ The successful 
farmer of to-day is as thoughtful, studi­
ous, alert and businesslike as any other 
man in the management of his property.

Mr. Fisher says the basis of agricul­
ture in Canada must be live stock. In 
this northern part of the temperate 
zone the climatic conditions produce not 
only the highest physical types of men 
and women, but the best qualities of do­
mestic animals. The herds of breeder- 
not only in the United States, but in 
South America, Mexico and the West 
Indies, are being replenished from tin 
superior stock of this country. Willi 
in a short time stock-breeding will In
the foundati........ if agriculture in the
great west, as it is in Ontario to-dav 
While that vast country will always be 
able to produce the finest quality ol 
wheat the time is coming when the main 
stay of the West will be its live stock.

Canada is behind only one country on 
earth in the organization of its argicul 
tarai industry, namely, Denmark, which, 
at the same time is the most dangerous 
rival of Canada in the markets of (ileal 
Britain. Denmark is ahead of Canada 
in its system of agricultural education 
and in the quality of its products. Can 
ada is a gvod second, however, and tin 
rest of the world is nowhere.

One example of the development "I 
the industry is the increase in the ex 
port poultry trade from $18,0(111 t" 
$300,000 in four years by catering to tin 
demand for fattened fowls. Anotlin 
is that of the total exports of $214,000. 
000 from Canada last year, of which ovn 
$114,000.000 was represented by farm 
products.

SUGAR BEET CROP IN EUROPE.
Although the final estimates of tin- 

beet sugar crop in Europe for 1003 have 
not yet been received, the following 
figures may be taken as approximate :

In 190.3 4,110,300 acres were sown t" 
beets in Europe, the largest acreage be­
ing in Germany and Russia, as against 
4,178,800 acres in 1902. The crop oi 
beets in 1903 is estimated at .39,171.001» 
tons and the amount of sugar produced 
therefrom at 5,605.000 tons.

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Northwest Will Produce 75,000,000 
Bushels of Wheat.

T
HE Canadian Pacific Railway 

is reported to lie making 
herculean efforts to get its 
Western lines in shape for 
this season's grain carrying 

trade .which is expected to he unusually 
heavy on account of the largely increas­
ed acreage that will result not oldv from 
new settlement, hut also by reason of 
llie high prices of wheat which will un­
doubtedly induce the farmers to plant 
larger areas. Taking last year's ligures 
as a basis and the probable increase from 
the causes mentioned, it is estimated 
that this year's wheat area in Manitoba 
a lid the Territories will not be less than 
3.800,000 acres. Estimating an aver­
age yield of from IS to 20 bushels to 
the acre, which is conservative in the 
light of past f experiences, it can be 
readily realized that it is most import­
ant that the railroads should be 'ire- 
pared .

Granary of the World.
'HERE are something like 230,- 

000.000 acres of arable land in 
the Northwest." says ex-Chief 

Justice Maguire of the Northwest Ter­
ritories. *• Half of this vast territory 
may be called wheat lands. There has 
never been a yield less, even in the worst 
of seasons, than nine bushels to the acre. 
With half of this wheat belt used for 
wheat purposes the Northwest, in 1 5 
years from date will be able to raise 350.- 
000.000 bushels. Now. as England only 
imports from all sources. 200,000.000 
bushels, this fact of the possibilities of 
Canada will soon put an end to the argu­
ment that the Cni-tcd States must be 
placated, because the I niled States sup­
plies a large proportion of the total 
amount of wheat which England needs 
annually.

Stamped Union Bread.
At a recent meeting of the bakers' 

union of St. John. N.B. to consider the 
placing of a union stamp on bread made 
in the city bakeries. Seven shops agreed 
to use the slump and the proprietors 
were willing to pay for the stamps, the

cost being seven cents a thousand. No 
mucilage is used to make the stamps 
adhere to the bread. The stamp is 
placed face down in the pan, and in the 
baking the stamp becomes part of the 
Tout'.

The union has 20.000 stamps on hand 
and as these would not last a great while 
it has been decided to order 80,000 more 
before stamping the bread, so that when 
once started there will he no interrup-j 
lion for lack- of stamps.

Canadian Stops Wheat Blockade.
T. Tail, who went from the C.I’.R. 

to the command of the Government rail­
ways in Victoria, Australia, is applying 
Canadian railway principles to good ef­
fect in his operations under the South­
ern Cross. A hopeless wheat blockade 
was predicted recently in the State of 
Victoria, owing to the fact that it was 
presumed that the railway had not suffi­
cient cars to move the volume of traffic 
that would offer in this line. Mr. Tait 
immediately met the exigency bv issu­
ing an order to the effect that if ship­
pers desired to store wheat in the cars 
they would have to pay demurrage after 
the lirst 24 hours. There was conse- 
ipiently no wheat blockade.

The general consensus of opinion fav­
ors the belief that a wheat crop of about 
28,000,000 bushels will be harvested in 
1904 although climatic conditions are 
still adverse to favorable harvesting.
A heavy rainfall has done a great deal 
of damage both to the standing wheat 
and to the grain already reaped and 
standing in stacks ready for threshing.
It is.the custom in Australian husbandry 
to strip the wheat, leaving the straw 
standing, into which cattle are turned,

62

or else the straw is burned off. The 
experience of drough, however, has 
made farmers more thirfty this year, and 
a great deal of wheat and straw have 
been cut together with the intention of 
threshing later and saving the straw for 
feed purposes. Continuous rainfall dur­
ing harvest time has somewhat discount­
ed their good intentions, however, and 
now many are worse off than if they had 
saved the grain and wasted the straw.

A Huge Car of Corn.
The largest . shipment of corn ever 

received in London, Ont., in a single car 
arrived on March 17. The car contain­
ed 95.200 pounds, within 4.800 pounds 
of its total capacity, or in other words 
1.700 bushels. A few years ago 30.000 
pounds was considered a large carload. 
More recently shippers have become ac­
customed to 00,000-pound cars. Ap­
parently there is no limit to the pos­
sibilities of the situation.

Cereal Notes.
The Ogilvie Flour Mills Company have 

announced their intention of establish­
ing a Heel of their own on the upper 
lakes. It is reported that Port Colbome 
wil he the eastern port.

The Columbia Flour Mills Co., Endcr- 
by, have increased their capital to $100.- 
000. and will double the output of the 
mill, thus carrying on there one of the 
largest Hour milling enterprises in Brit­
ish Columbia.

A great rush is reported on the lines 
of the C.P.R. in Manitoba and the Ter­
ritories to get grain out of the interior 
to milling centres. Both the milling 
companies and the elevators are clamor­
ing for more cars. The cause assigned 
for the rush is not the fear of a short­
age in the wheat crop but the anticipa­
te» of a shortage for the Spring market.

The Irish Tobacco Trade During 1903.

T
HE year 1903 was in some ways 

I lie most unsatisfactory that 
Irish manufacturers of tobac­
co have experienced for a 
very lengthened period. In 

BMIli the Irish tobacco manufacturing 
industry was attacked by the British 
combine which continued its onslaught 
all through limit. During this whole 
period British manufacturers continued 
to dump or sell under cost “roll” and 
other tobaccos all over Ireland. Not­
withstanding the keenness of the struggle 
however, the Irish .manufacturers in the 
main, backed up by the Irish tobacco 
dealers, more than held their own with 
legat'd to output, with the exception, 
perhaps, of one or two of the smaller 
manufacturers. As regards the local 
retail trade, it is scarcely possible that 
the past year could be a record one. or 
ei|iial to the previous year, in view of the 
had Summer, when the number of 
tourist " visitors must have fallen 
very much short of previous years. 
This branch of the trade was a 
growing one. and desirable in many 
ways. I'nfortunately many branches 
of trade suffered more or less from 
the bail Summer, but if all reports 
are true the North of Ireland was better 
off than some other districts. It is to 
he hoped that 1904"may prove more 
salisfactorv altallround.

Free Trade Between Uncle Sam and the 
Philippines.

trade thinking in time what to do to 
prevent the threatened irruption .of free 
tobacco and cigars from the Philippines, 
says an American exchange. Even -if 
the present Congress on account of the 
approaching Presidential, election should 
be afraid of a further change in the tariff 
the trade may be assured that the ipies- 
tion of free trade with the Philippines 
can at least be only postponed but not 
ijtielched altogether.

have on the American cigar industry is 
plainly proven by the table incorporated 
in the Philippine Tobacco Workers’ 
petition, which table goes to show that 
a perfecto size of Manila cigars can be 
laid down in San Francisco at .fjli per 
thousand, a I’anatela at .flT and a 
Londres at .+ 12. With such prices even 
American domestic seed cigars could not 
compete any longer. As the possibili­
ties of the Philippine Islands to raise 
tobacco and manufacture cigars are 
almost unlimited and as the P. S. De­
partment of Agriculture is enticing the 
farmers of every Stale in the Fnimi P. 
convert their Helds into tobacco planta­
tions the prospects are of being blessed 
a few years hence with such fabulous 
crops of tobacco and production of cigars 
that every man, woman and child in the 
I'nited States will be compelled to live 
on cigars if the consumption is to ab­
sorb only part id' the possible produc­
tion. i

TOBACCOS AND CKSARS
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Duty on Foreign Cigarettes

THK l nited Kingdom Cigarette 
Manufacturers’ Association hav­
ing recently sent a memorial to 

the Chancellor of the Exchequer urging 
that the British import duty on foreign 
cigarettes should he raised to the same 
level as the duty on foreign eigai’s, the 
Chancellor’s secretary has replied as
follows :

“ The Chancellor of the Exchequer 
desires me to say, with further refer­
ence to the memorials of your associa­
tion respecting imported cigarettes, that, 
after making careful enquiries into the 
matter, he has come to the conclusion 
that to raise the duty on foreign cigar­
ettes to the same level as the duty on 
foreign cigars would lie prohibitive to 
the importation of cigarettes, and would 
he contrary to the principle underlying 
our present Customs duties, which are 
not intended to exclude foreign compe- 
tion. He would point out, however, that 
the British cigarette industry does not 
appear to he in other than a satisfactory 
condition, having regard to the fact that 
the import of foreign cigarettes decreas­
ed in llttld by over 2."> per cent.. viz front 
til9.0110 lbs. to 402.000 lbs. ”

Tobacco Display at St. Louis Fair.
r 1 x 11E Louisiana Purchase Exposition 

X Commission has secured, for de­
corative purposes, from the manu­

facturers of the several American states 
a ltd of tobacco, the same to he con­
tributed by the manufacturers for this 
pm pose. With this end in view appli­
cation has been made to the commission­
ers for permission to use this tobacco 
without the payment of tax. as the same 
is not to be sold.

In replying to the application the . 
commissioner holds that in view of the 
regulations providing that all packages 
of manufactured tobacco or snuff found 
on the market or outside of the factory 
premises without the proper stamp 
affixed shall be forfeited to the United 
States, and prohibiting the removal, 
except in proper tax-paid packages, of 
any manufactured Tobacco from any 
factory or place where tobacco oi snuff 
is made, he is unable to see how the 
prvilege desired can be accorded with­
out a violation of the law.

The gdminissioner suggests that if it 
is desired to show at the Exposition the 
process of manufacturing tobacco, the 
commission endeavor to obtain a cer­
tain space i or territory within the Ex- 

/ prsitii n grounds which they can bond

as a factory, keep the necessary books, 
and make the proper reports required 
by law, thereby giving them all the op­
portunities for displaying the material 
in its finished condition, as well as in 
the different processes necessary to 
reach the manufactured state. Under 
conditions of this kind all existing law 
and regulations governing the manufac­
ture of tobacco could be applied to this 
temporary factory.

Another plan would lie for the com­
mission to restrict its exhibit only to 
such tobacco products as are put up at 
factories in statutory packages, properly 
stamped, branded and labeled. The law 
and regulations at present provide foil 
such variety in the size and style of 
packages as would permit an elaborate 
display : and the stamps, brands and 
labels • would not only add. to the at­
tractiveness of the package, but would 
illustrate to the public the requirements 
of the (lovernment to which manufaej 
tpurcrs must conform' hi placing their 
goods on the market. Of course, at the 
close of the Exposition, or at any time, 
the management could sell or dispose of 
such an exhibit without restriction.

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TO COLLECT DEBTS.
A T :i imnt meeting or the Retail

I ivoeers’ Assoeiat ion. of St. John.
X . I ».. hehl to dismiss the i|iiestion 

of eolleetion of hail debts, the following 
plan was recommended :

The lirs! or mild course is a rei|iiest 
to the debtor from the grocer for pay­
ment. with a delicate hint that failure 
to pay «ill necessitate his account being 
forwarded to 'the association. when 
every member of that body will be in-~ 
•formed of the fact . The next or me­
dium course follows in due time in I he 
form of a letter from the secretary, 
stating that the debtor's name has been 
reported tee him. and if the debt is not 
satisfactorily arranged by a certain time 
the name «ill be reported to the mem­
bers. and thereafter the debtor will not 
lie able to obtain credit, and will be sub­
ject to the expenses of a law suit. I'Ve 
asked for this letter, twenty-live cents. 
If the foregoing is unsatisfactory, the 
strong arm of the la « is threatened with­
out any beating about the bush. Fee 
asked for this letter 'lit cents. Should 
the debtor still elude the payment of 
his account, the desperate or tinal move 
is made. A letter is written to his em- 

,plover, stating that the association's ob­
ject is to employ all honorable means to 
collect bad debts, and that as one of his 
employes is reported for neglecting to 
pay a bill, as a last resort the matter is 
referred to him in the hope that his in­
fluence may bring about a settlement . 
Xu Ice is charged to the debtor tor this 
tinal effort, the association probably 
feeling that the relied ion id the exceed­
ingly uncomfortable ipiarler id' an hour 
the debtor «'ill have with his employer 
is ample compensation for their efforts.

AGE IMPROVES VINEGAR.
rT' 11 If highest quality id' white vinegar 

1 is not delivered until at least a 
year after the process of manu­

facture is completed. Malt vinegar is 
aged for two years before it is sent out.

While wine vinegar is produced from 
alcohol by a process of fermentation. 
The alcohol is poured into a large vat. 
into which a little water and malt ex­
tract has been placed. When the fer­
mentation is fairly commenced I he li­
quid is slowly tillered through tillers of 
beech shavings. The process of fer­
mentation is completed during this til­
lering, and at'its close the liquid is col­
lected in vats, from which it is placed 
into barrels. The substance called 
vinegar is developed from the alcohol

by the interaction of the oxygen and 
carbon.

Malt vinegar requires a more compli­
cated process, similar to that of brew­
ing. First the barley malt is ground 
and passed into a masher. This is a 
vat in which a circular rake revolves in 
order to stir the malt, as the water is 
slowly poured on it. The liquid that 
comes from this is pumped up into an­
other large vat. where it is boiled for 
a lime, after which it is passed through 
a cooler. From the cooler the liquid 
is passed into more vats, in which it is 
allowed to ferment. After that it is 
allowed to settle and then run into an 
acidilier. It is here that it acquires 
that sharp taste essential to vinegar. It 
is allowed to stay there for about a week 
and then it is poured into filters, which 
settle and refine it. After it has been 
in these for about three weeks it is bot­
tled. It is still far from ready to be 
sent out, as it must stand for two years 
to become old and mellow.

The Government plays a large pari 
in these processes. The alcohol has to 
be kept in bond and taken out only in 
the presence of a Government inspector 
who has an official right in the building. 
When the vinegar is finally readv for 
the barrels and bottles it is tested and 
measured by this same official. He 
keeps an accurate account of all the vine­
gar made, because before it run leave 
the factory the manufacturer must pay 
a duty of 4 cents on the gallon.

REMOVAL.
The increased business of B. O. Be­

laud. 17 Lemoine street, Montreal, has 
necessitated his removal to larger prem­
ises and he has accordingly leased the 
large and appropriately arranged build­
ing at 1(184 Notre Dame street, now oc­
cupied by the Auer Light Co. The loca­
tion- is very central being just east of 
Place D’Armes square and Notre Dame 
Cathedral. Mr. Belaud expects to be 
thoroughly established by May 1st. In 
the meantime an opportunity is offered 
to the trade to secure a lot of his high- 
grade goods at attractive prices before 
removal.

TO VISIT NEWFOUNDLAND.
In view of the probability of closer 

trade relations being established be­
tween Canada and Newfoundland it is 
interesting to note that the" Canadian 
Manufacturers’ Association intend mak­
ing Newfoundland the objective point 
for their annual tour this year.

Dominion.

11. Inquiry is made for names of Canadian 
furniture manufacturers who can ship office furni­
ture, telescope tables, bedroom suites, etc,, by a 
pei son seeking to sell on commission or to obtain 
a buying agency.
