Two years ago he
said he gave a whole series of future
programmes and after a full survey
of the position the Admiralty were
satisfied that the provision for new
ships was sufficient.

Independent Guardian.

He now asked the House to confirm
in the third year the proposal which
he submitted in the first year. He de-
clared, with emphasis, that Great
Britain should remain the independ-
ent guardian of her interests in the
Mediterranean. The Government pro-
posed to place in the Mediterranean
during 1914 a battle squadron of eight
ships, six of which would be Dread-
noughts or Lord Nelson’s centered on
Malta. ,

They would make the British fleet
for Mediterranean consist of eight
ships and four large armoured cruis-
ers.

The First Lord avowed a prefer-
ence for aeroplanes instead of air-
ships, but admitted that the latter
possessed a greater radius of action
and carrying power, and were more
effective at night.
