MUNITION FACTORY .
BURNED IN OTTAWA

Firm of Grant-Holden-Graham Co., Making Tarpaulin,
Clothing and Haversacks For Militia Department,
Suffer From Work of Incendiary.

B8y Special Wire to Ll:e Courler. f
Ottawa, Feb. 5.—Fire of a myste:-
ious origin completely destroyed the

manufacturing establishment. of the
Grant-Holden-Graham Co., Limited,
on Albert street at an early hour this
morning. There were eight employes
in the building when the fire was dis-
covered on the second floor. Ix
spread rapidly, and the men had to
get out via the fire escape. James
Smith, the night-watchman, was on
the top floor at the time. The build-

elevator down to the second story,
where he was caught by Ernest Bon-
ard and assisted to the fire escape.
The old man suffered from shock and
was nearly suffocated when the fire-
men rescued him from the escape.

The firm was engaged in making
tarpaulins, clothing and haversacks
for the military department. Thou-
sands of dollars’ worth of material
was destroyed.

Smith, the nightwatchman, believ<s |
the blaze to have been the work of an |
incendiary. He said he was on the

second floor just a few minutes pre-
vious; and that there. was then no
sign of danger. The loss will be about
$20,000 on the building Which was a
six story brick structure.

Shortly afterwards it was
sold for £1,440, and in 1881 M. Sec-
retan had to give £5,000 more than
this for it. Regretting his bargain he
re-sold it to tne dealer for £8,000
and subsequently bought it back at
£12,000. And yet /poor Millet, long
after he had given this magnificent
canvas to the world, was pressed on
all sides by poverty, being on one
occasion absolutely penniless and his
family in a state of semi-starvation.

There are hundreds of other in-
stances of remarkable profits from
pictures. Landseer painted “The Mon.
arch of the Glen” for £300; it sold
for £6,150. For his “Titania” the
same artist was paid £500, and the
picture cost Lord Clinton nearly £2q,-
000. “Jack in Office” fetched 2,000
guineas, and “Dead Game” 1,200
guineas. But perhaps the largest
sums Landseer ever received were
for the four works exhibited in the
Royal Academy in 1846, for which he
got £7,000.

“The West,” he said, is wenderfully
prosperous this year as a result of a
Bumper crop—a crop which may well
be termed a double<crop, with yields
runnisg all the way from 30 to 72
hushels of wheat. Never has the West
made such a record; never have the
prairies so demonstrated . their fertil-
ity, and, T may add, never, both from
our point of view and that of the Em-
pire, was it so necessary for the West
to come through. In wheat alone, the
three prairie provinces last year yield-
ed wmore than all other grains put fo-
géther—340,000.000 bushels, as against
149,000,000 in 1914, and if you take
wheat, oats, barley and flax, we have a
vield in 1915 of over 700,000,000 bush-
iels against 320,000,000 in 1914. These
four crops in 1914 returmed to the
farmers approximately $219,000,000;
this 1915 crop on-a conservative basis,
will return $400,000,000. I have never
attempted to boost the crop yield, and
have always endeavored to be as accu-
rate as possible, but it is quite evident
that the 1915 crop surpassed anything
in the history eof the West, and that
the financial ~returns per acre are
greater than for any previous year; in
addition, favorable late fall- and early
winter weather has permitted the farm-
ers to thresh the greater part of their
crops. Figures issued by the Provincial
Governments just prior to my depart-
ure from Calgary, give Alberta a wheat
yield of 36.16 bushels per acre; Saskat-
chewan 28.75 bushels per acre: and
Manitoba, 28.50 bushels. Such vields
are much in excess of those in any
other portion of the hemisphere, but
must, of course, be looked upon as phe-
nomenal. Conditions are also much
improved in British Columbia. The
fruit districts of the province had the
largest crop in their hisiorv, and the
Inmbering and mining industries show-
ed marked revival and improvement
during the year.”

“What about immigration?”

“That, of course, has fallen off,” he

United « States, Canada has a popula-
tion of approximately 8,000,000 as com-
pared with 100,000,000 south of the in-
ternational boundary. Possessed of
natural resources in our forests, mines,
fisheries, and vast areas of agricultural
land, Canada to-day is importing great
quantities of manufactured products
and foodstuffs, which could be and would
be here were the population increased
and distributed on a producing basis.

“Coincident with our remarkable ur-
ban development, the past decade has
shown great expansion in our manu-
facturing and industrial plants, but we
have not always built the superstruc-
ture on sound basis. Industrial de-
velopmént—particularly in the West,
has established many industries, the
raw product for which has to be im-
ported, while sufficient attention has
not been paid to those which would
handle the raw products of the%coun-
try, particularly those resulting from
agriculture and animal husbandry.
This fact is especially noticeable in
connection with the flour industry. It
is economically unsound that we
should ship such a large bulk of our
wheat out of the country instead of
milling it at home, shipping the fin-
ished product in the shape of flour
and retaining all the by-products,
which are urgently needed to assist
in expanding our stock-feeding and
stock-finishing activities. Not. only
do. we need more people on the land,
but to build up our industries, and put
our country on a self-producing basis.”

“In these trying times, Mr. Dennis,
where are you looking for immi-
grants?”

“If you take the Dominion Govern-
ment reports,” he replied, “you will
find that the total immigration for
the past 10 years has been a little over
2,500,000, of which approximately 1,000,-
000 are.reported to have come from
Great Britain; if these figures are cor-
rect, it is quite clear that only a small
proportion were looking for farm
homes and that the greater number
were of the laboring class. The report
further shows that about 900,000 came
from the United States and the bal-
ance from other countries. Whatever
ghe total may be, I am convinced that,
if we are going to have any success in

Ca.nada, we must so stimulate our im-
migration as to provide at least 500,000
a year for the next ten years.” 3
“How are we going to do it?”

“For the present, at least, we can’t
o very much other than advertise our
prosperity as widely as possible and

The United States is, unquestionably,
the field which should first be consid-
ered. They sent us appreximately
69,000 in 1915. Conditions there, par-

“That there will be a large move-
ment of these people to America when
the war terminates is my firm opinion.
There has been such a movement fol-
lowing every European war of medern
times, and, theugh it may be expected
that all countries engaged in the pre-
sent awful struggle will be desirous of
and attempt to keep their people at
home to assist in rehabilitating con-
ditions, it is inevitable that all who
can will be desirous of getting away
from enforced military service and
excessive war taxation, and move to
the United States and Canada. It
must be rememberéd also that there
are numbers of people of all the na-
tionalities engaged in the war already
resident on this side of the Atlantic,
and they will make every effort to get
their friends and relatives to come and
join them. 5

“There will of course, for a time, be
a sentiment both in Canada and the
countries with whom\Great Britain i®
at war against the immigration of
people of those countries into Canada,
but this feeling will eventually pass.

“The question of returned Canadian
soldiers after the close of the war and
disbanded soldiers in Great Britain is
going to be onme of the serious prob-
lems follawing the war. It has boen
an acute problem following all wars,
and our earliest celonization in (an-
ada was by discharged seldiers afi~r
the war of conquest in Canada, and
the Napoleonic wars of Europe. Ac-

The officials. in charge, however, de-
clare that every extinguisher is peri-
odically tested anl refilled under the
supervision of the Dominion police.

A searching investigation has beex:
ordered by the government, and every
possible bit of evidence bearing on
the fire will be taken. The final ver-
dict cannot be given for at least some
days.

ford. The cars have been over ths
road before, drawn by a steam engine,
but this was only the second time a
car made the trip under its own
power. The test was successful in
every way, the only trouble; experi-
enced being from ‘hot boxes,” * but
as the car was new, this was to. be
expected. The cars will be ready for
operation on Monday next.

After a trip on the new railway to
Brantford, one ean easily understand
the naming ‘of the Grand River. The

new electric road could appropriately

be named “G.G.G.” (meaning Grand
Survey, Grand Scenery and
Equipment), This new electric rail-
way is unequalled in the Dominion of
Canada, and linking up with ‘the G.
P.. & H.completesa system of elec-
tric transportaticn that will compare
favorably with that to be found any-
where,

The cars to be operated on the line
are of the latest design and equip-
ment, and a credit to their praducers,
the Preston Car and Coach Co., of
Preston. They are more powerful
than the cars in use on the G.P. & H.
railway, with the result that the trip
to Brantford, which now takes two
hours one way via the Grand Valley,
will be made to Brantford and retarn
bya L.E. & N. car in the same time.

The new railroad is now ready for
operation from Galt to Brantford, and
before many more weeks are passed
the remainder of the line from Brant-
tord to Port Dover will be completed.

LINE OPENS MONDAY

At the conclusion of the enjoyable
test run, Mr. M. N. Todd, President
of the Galt, Preston and Hespeler
Street Railway and General Manager
of the Lake Erie & Northern Rail-
way, informed the Reporter that the
new railway from Galt to Brantford
would be put into operation on Mon-
day next. The rest of the week will
be devoted to testing out the other
new cars, in order that everything

will be in first class working order |
when the line opens. An official trip |

has not been made so far.

For the rest of this month Mr Todd
stated, a two-hourly service would be
run from Galt, making each single
trip within the hcur, The cars will
leave here on the. odd .hour, but from
Brantford will leave on the even hour,
The G.V.R. serviceis on the odd hour
from both Galt and Brantford, and
a return trip occupied four hours,
while that over the L. E. & N. will
take only two hours, 2

HOURLY SERVICE COMING

The new line will, for the present,
be operated on a two-hourly schedule
but Mr Todd announced that as soon
as connections could be made with
the Brantford and Hamilton Railway
it was altogether likely an hourly ser-
vice would be put into effect between
Galt and Brantford.

THE FREIGHT SERVICE

On the first of March it is expect-
ed that the freight service will be put
into operation on the new line: 7he
equipment for handling freight busi-
ness is not at present quite complete,

and at any rate it would be impossible |

to start the freight service until the
passenger service 1s in perfect running
order. The survey of the new railway
is admirable for treight service as well
as passenger, the slight grades on the
line making it possible to haul large
trains over it. Shippers from Brant-
ford and Paris and other points south
will have a more direct freight de-
livery to Toronto and points east,
with the L. E. & N. making direct
connection with the C.P.R. here.
COMPLETION OF LINE

The wire gang which has been fin-
ishing up the work of the Brantford-
Galt end of the line and which has a
special train for this work, will start
next week on the overinead work be-
tween Brantford, Simcoe and Port
Dover. The roadbed and tracks of
this section have been complete for
some time. This work will be rushed
along as .ast as possible. Mr. Tod
states that the formal opening of the
road from Galt to Port Dover will be
made early in the spring.

! The Grand River is a winding
%stream-, but the Lake Erie & North-
jern Railway has overcome sharp
,curvcs throughout the entire survey,
thus making high speed possible. A
isecond feature of the new railway is
!that there is not a steep grade from
| Galt to Brantford, what hills there are
requiring no great amount’ of power
to negotiate. The most important fea
ture, however, of the new railway lins
is the few level crossings. From Galt
to Brantford there are not any more
than six cross roads which pass over
the track, and in every case a good
view can be gained of the railway on
approaching the line. All are marksd
with conspicuous danger signs. By
sclecting a route along the river bank
the new line keeps away from the
main road,
ENTRANCE TO PARIS,

The L, E. and N. runs more or less
parallel with the GV.R. until it
reaches Paris, and.then forsakes the
course of the beautiful Grand river.
Leaving the valley, it follows the ‘op
of the bluff which overlooks Paris
from the east. Here is located the
haadsome new L. E. and N. station,
from which a magniticant view of the
‘own~aelow,is obtained with the large
mwills of the Penman Co. facing the
depot.

A SPLENDID DEPOCT.

A short stop was made at Paris for
che party to see the station. It is of
similar lines to the new ones built by
‘he C.P.R. between Galt and Toronto.
It is of red brick and stone, built low
with a sloping roof. The station is
divided into two waiting rooms and
lavatories. There is a very attractive
ticket office in the centre of the large
room, and the building is steam heat-
ed.

The one man in Germany who is
not afraid to voice the opinion of th:
civilized world is Dr. Karl Liebknecht !
of Berlin. The German Socialists, re- |
sponding ‘to the Imperial nod, have
cast him out of the party, He comes
of worthy stock, his father having
been a thorn in the side of the Junk-
ers and having spent much time ir
prison as a result of his protes’s
against the national worship of war.

Of Dr. Liebknecht, James Walter
Smith writes in the Boston Trans-
cript: :

The father cied in 1g00. Kari
Liebknecht was then a praciising law-
yer in Berlin. He had been born in
1871, when the father was making his
memorable fight against chauvinism. |

The fighting spirit which has so
characterized him during the last te1'
years was born in him, and he grew |
up in an atmosphere of independencs
and intellectuality. He studied law ir
Leipsic, and when he had finished, in
1893, proceeded to Berlin. He now
served his conscript year,in the pion-
eer battalion, and then engaged in
active practice. In 1902, after his
father's death, he was clected to the
city governmenéﬂ Berlin. In 1907 he
published his remarkable book “Mi!-
itarismus and  Anti-Militarismus.”
The government forbade its circula-
tion in Germany, and clapped the
author into prison for eighteea!
months on a charge of high treason.
He came out of jail and was elected
to the Prussian chamber of deputies.
He was then 37 years old. His im |
prisonment had made him a marksd
man, and in the Diet his speeches
showed that his party hzd found =
leader. By the Socialists—particu-
larly by those who wanted a clear
fight and not a mealy-mouthed. pro- |
paganda—he was looked upon as the
one man on whom the masses could
rely for the raising of the burc_lem
under which they were suffering. !
And the Emperor hated him. Lieb-
knecht could not be suppressed.

MR. LAPLANTE SUFFOCATED

The death of Mr. Laplante is also
shrouded in mystery. He was sit-
ting beside the Clerk of the House at
the table of the Commons when the
| fire came. He told Dr. Flint, the
Clerk of the House, that he was go-
ing up to his room on the seconi
story. A few moments later Mr. E.
Norman Lewis, M.P. who was on the
sccond corricor assisting two or
three visitors from the gallery who
had rushed to a fire hose and wers
attempting to play it on the oncom-
ing flames, saw him in his room just
off the gallerysentrance to the Com-
mons. Mr. Lewis was himself hur-
rying to escape, but says he saw Mr.
Laplante changing from his official
robes to a suit for outdoor wear. So
far as he knew, that was the last
seen of him, The inrushing smoke
probably caused his death from
asphyxiation before the flames which
followed did their part.

MAY USE OLD WALLS AND RE-
MODEL INTERIOR.

The financial loss and the prospects
of being able again to utilize the walls
which are still standing cannot be
determined until the Public Works
! Department has catefully looked over
‘the ruins. Externally it looks as if
the walls and the main tower could
be left standing, although in many
places the stones are cracked by the
heat, and some of the finer towers
and turrets have crumbled. The roof
over practically the whole buildinz
has collapsed, and the whole interior
with the exception of but a very few
rooms is.nothing* but a mass of
charred debris. & :

WILL REMAKE INTERIOR

Certain it is, however, that if it 1s
decided not to raze the building to
the ground and start all over again
with a new and even more splendid
| structure the whole interior plan wiil
i be changed, providing for more com-
modious and better arranged Com-
mons and Serate Chambers, bette:
ventilation, the elimination of the
waste spaces of the wells in the in-
terior of the building, and generally
safer and larger offices and rooms for
the members.

ORIGINAL COST $2,500,000

On the actual construction of the
building there was spent about
82,500,000,  but building rates and
material were much cheaper at the
time of Confederation. The loss in

i contents will run up into the hun-

dreds of thousands. Altogether, it is
pretty safe to estimate the cost of re-
\newal of at least three million dollars.

OFF THE HILL TILL 1918

Thére are few sanguine enough to
expect that Parliament will again
meet on Parliament Hill before the
fall of 1918. For the balance of this
session the Victoria Memorial Museum
almost as large as the old Commons
wing, will be utilized, with the Com-
mons occupying the eastern half and
the Senate the western half. Mean-
while it is expected that arrange-
ments will oe made at once for tem-
porarily remodelling the new million-
dollar customs building at Ottawa so
as to provide accommodation for
Parliament next session.

Of tragic interest i the story of
how Policeman Desjardines lost his
lite after assisting Mr. E. W. Nesbitt,
M.P,, to escape.

He thought it was but a small
blaze and would be quickly put out.

ing rapidity, Without bothering to go
out and see where the fire was,
turned to his newspaper at his desk.
Asorbed in it he did not fully realize
what was going on. Suddenly the in-
rush of smoke through the doors :t
the north end of the Commons
aroused him, as it did also five or
six other members who were still in
the Chamber.
RUSHING FOR AN ESCAPE

There was a rush for an exit at the
middle eastern door of the Commons
Chamber. A blinding pall of smoke
drove them back. Another rush was
made: for the doors back of the
Speaker’s chair with the same result.
It was then realized that the situa-
tion was becoming desperate. The
lights had, gone out. The Chamber
was filling with smoke, and the cor-
ridors glowed through . the smoke
with the fire which leapt along the
wainscoted ceiling apparently two or
three feet per second. ' Groping in
the darkness the members sought
escape by the southernmost doors.
Finally they burst into the corridor;
and with linked hands made their
way into the main lobby and thence
by the side entrance door out into
the open. Mr. Nesbitt, however, got
lost trom the rest and started first
down the corridor between the Com-
mons Chamber and Conservative

real thing; for it does not make us
actuglly perfect. We have the same
brain, the same mind, the same body,
as before. It is merely a matter of
reckoned righteousness.

He does so he-
cause we accept the One whom He
has appointed to be our Advocate.
‘““We [the Church] have an Advocate
with the Father, Jesus Christ the
Righteous.”

ing. When we gave up our own
wills and God accepted our sacrifice,
we received the begetting of the Holy
Spirit. and became New Creatures in
Christ. (2 Corinthians 5:17.) Old
things passed away, and all things
became mew. This robe of Christ’s
Jmputed righteousness covers our
flesh, which is imperfect. The New
Creature needs no covering; for it is
begotten of God. It is only because
the New, Creature has not yet receiv-
ed its new body that it needs its old
body as a tabernacle and as an in-
strument -of service.—2 Corinthians
6: 1-10.

This was not true with us before
‘wé became Christians, It is only
sine® we became New Creatures that
we are not at home in the body. God
has prepared a Heavenly, spiritual
body for every one of us who are
His people. This spiritual body He
will give us in due time, but not
until we develop the necessary char-
acter in thesé old bodies. It is as if
He said to us, “Keep this old body for
2 while, and let Me see how you will
make out with it. Let Me see how
you will fight against the flesh. But
remember, however, that you are not
to fight with carnal weapons, but
with the weapons of My Spirit.”

i As Christians, we have the whole
armor ~f God—the helmet of salva-
tion, the girdle of truth, the breast-
plate righteousness, .the shield of
faith, fand the Sword of the Spirit,
with which to fight against the Ad-
wversary and the imperfections of the
flesh. (Ephesians 6:12-18.) The
mind is the great battle-ground. Sur-
rounded by the imperfections of the
wold nature and beset by temptations
from without, we find it necessary to
wage a continual warfare, to fight a
zood fight, that we may come off
eonquerors, yea, ‘‘more than conquer-
ors, through Him who loved us’ and
eave Himself for us.

When the eye is in trouble,
i has the attention of the whole
mind. So it is with God’s care for
the members of His Church. We are
very glad to have this special love
which has led God to put upon us the
robe of Christ’s righteousness. Our
Father is not now looking upon us as
sinners; for our imperfect flesh ig
covered by the robe. But the flesh
is not to be preserved. Our bodies
have been presented as a living sac-
rifice. (Romans 12:1.) They are
to be consumed.
High Calling vs. Restitution.

It is a wrong thought to suppose
that God will give us who have con-
secrated ourselves the best of every-
thing for our mortal body, and will
so guard us as to prevent any injury
to our body.. It is the New Creature
that the Father is preparing for
glory, not the natural man; and this
He is doing by means of His precious
promises, which are all made to the
New Creature. The old nature is per-
ishing. God will not give us Restitu-
tion. That blessing is for the world
in the future.

We who have received the High
Calling cannot get Restitution. Like
the child who went to buy a cake
with a penny, and who found that he
could not keep the penny and get the
cake, we cannot get the glory 'of the
High Calling and at the same time
hold on to earthly blessings. We
have become heirs of the Heavenly
things, haying been begotten again as
spirit beings, like the Lord Jesus.
Therefore let us not think that God
is offering us Restitution also. We
are to sacrifice our humanity. If you
find that you have no sufferings for
Christ, you have every reason to
question whether God is dealing with
you as a son.

God delivered up Jesus freely for
us all, and permitted His enemies to
smite Him, to spit upon Him, to put

{a crown of thorns upon His head, to
| mock and to

cerucify Him. Jesus
truly said, ‘“Foxes have holes, and

He must choose every one of them,
to which He has called
chastening, disciplining,
It is a wonderful thing that
God wishes to test the loyalty and
faithfulness unto death of every one
who will be of that glorious com-
pany. So then, instead of thinking
that you are having such great trials,
that you are always in some kind of

respect, you will rather think, “How
is it that the Lord lets me have so
I should
think that He would wish to prove
me more thoroughly.”

Not many will prove themselves
worthy. ‘Fear not, little flock; for
it is your Father’s good pleasure to
give you the Kingdom,” said the Mas-
ter. (Luke 12:32.) It is only a
“little flock” that the Father is call-
ing out now. He is the Chief Shep-
herd of this “little flock,” who walk
the narrow way. ‘‘Strait is the gate,
and narrow is the way, which leadth
unto life, and few there be that find
it.”” {(Matthew 7:14.) The Heaven-
ly Father is the One who has called
us. We are following Jesus because
God has appointed Him to be the
Captain of our salvation, whom the
Father made perfect through suffer-
ing. Every one who follows Jesus
must first be called, then proven and
found faithful through sufferings,
even unto death. In all this the Fa-
ther is deeply interested.

The Covenant by Sacrifice.

I remind you, dear friends, you
whom God has called, if indeed it be
that you have heard His voice, that
Jesus did nothing but what He heard
from the Father. He said, ‘“My word
is not Mine, but the Father’s who
sent Me,”” So the Message that Jesus
gave us is the Message of the Great
Chief Shepherd, the Father. This
Message coming te us from the Fath-
er has been for the purpose of calling
us now to be His shoep. ‘‘Gather My
saints together unto Me,” saith Jeho-
vah, “those that have made a coven-
ant with Me by sacrifice.” (Psalm
50:5.) As the Apostle puts it, “Ye
see your Calling, brethren.”—1 Cor-
inthians 1:26-29.

This class are called to make a
Covenant with Jehovah God by sacri-
fice. There are those who will come
into covenant relationship with God
without sacrifice, but not during this
Age. But those who come now are
called to sacrifice. There are no ex-
ceptions. If you are not a sacrificer,
then you are not of this class. Thege
have heard the Father's Call, and
have presented their bodies to be
living sacrifices, holy, acceptable
unto God. (Romans 12:1.) Jesus,
our great High Priest, has made an
atonement for our sins, and thus
has made possible our approach to
the Father. He has become our
Surety, our Advocate, and makes us
acceptable as sacrifices.

At the age of thirty, Jesus came
to John the Baptist at Jordan. He
came as soon as it was possible under
the Law. There He presented Him-
seif to the Father. What He did on
that occasion we all know. The Pro-
phet, speaking for Jesus and telling
what were His heart sentiments, says,

“Lo, I come to do Thy will, O God!”
—everything writtew in the Book of
the Law and the Prophets. Every-
thing that God had caused
written respecting the Messiah Jesus
was ready to do.—Psalm 40: 6-8.
There was the serpent which was
lifted up in the wilderness by Moses.
There was the bulloek slain by the
high priest, Aaron, on the Day of
Atonement, in connection with the
Tabernacle. service. There was the
lamb that was slain every spring at
the Passover. All this was '‘written
in the Book” concerning Him, the
Lamb of God. It was
too, that He would be led as a lamb
to the slaughter, and that as a sheep
before her shearers is dumb, so He

When at the time of His consacra-
tion Jesus said, “I come to da Thy
will, O My God, as in the volume of
the Book it is written of Me,” He
could not th.. understand all that
was, written. But nevertheless He

said, *‘I delight to do Thy will, O |

My God!”—Whatever Thou hast
written in the Book, show it to Me,
dear Father. I cannot see it clearly
now; but whatever is there I will de-
light to do it, no matter how severe
or how great the sacrifice. Then
Jesus symbolized His comnsecration
unto death by His baptism in ' the
Jordan, thus showing forth both His
death and His resurreection.

Consecration Must Be to God Only.

This same figure of baptism in wa-
ter is for all the consecrated, and it
becomes an outward confession that
whatever is written in the Book con-
cerning us we will gladly do. We re-
joice to do the will of God, and de-
sire that His will may be done in us,
even as it was done in our Master.
This is the only kind of sacrifice that
God will accept. Not all of God’s
people see this point, however. One
says, I have consecrated myself to
my church. Another says, I will con-
secrate myself to God and then will
try mission work. Still another says,
I will consecrate myself to work for
God in the temperance field. But
God has not asked them to do these
things. He says that we are to con-
secrate ourselves to Him alone and
to put no restrictions whatever
around our sacrifice. “Thy will be
done in me, whatever may be that
will,”” should be the sentiment of our
hearts.

So then we see what God has ar-
ranged for us, and how reasonable
it all is that we should have been
invited to become partakers of
Christ’s sufferings now in order that
we may become sharers in His glory
to follow. It has been an invitation,
not a command. A command to sac-
rifice our lives would not have been
Just. God sets before the Church a
great prize. (Philippians 3: 13,14.)
He has made no threat, used no
force. If we do not wish to come
without being forced, we cannot come
at all, i

Is Your Co-Hearer in Tune?

The Gospel Call is like the message
that goes forth from the wireless tel-
egraph instrument. Waves of sound
go out from that instrument clear
across the Atlanmtic Ocean. But it is
not everybody that can catch the
message. The sending instrument is
tuned to a certain key. If one has a
good co-hearer, or receiving instru-
ment, and yet does not have it pro-
perly tuned, he cannot receive the
message. Often it is necessary to
tune the co-hearer higher and higher
before it gets in tune with the re-
ceiving instrument.

So you and I must have been in
tune with God before we could hear
His Message; and we must continue
to keep in tune with Him if we'
would continue to receive messages
from Him. God’s messages pass over
the heads of millions of people, and
they do not hear. “Eyes have they,
but they see not; ears have they, but
they hear not.”  ‘‘Blessed are your
eyes, for they see; and your eafs, for
they hear.” In Jesus’ day many had
co-hearers that were not properly
tuned to receive the Message of the
Son of God; and they refused His
words. Their thoughts were not at-
tune. So it is to-day. God is find-
ing the humble and sincere, those
who art attune with Him.

I trust that we are in tune to re-
ceive the Message which our God is
sending forth; that we have true co-
hearers, and are keeping our instru-
ments in tune with the Infinite One,
so that we shall be able to hear the
Message more and more fully; that
Wwe are continuing in that love which
rejoices to lay down life itself in His
service; for God has fore-ordained
that all who would be of the Church
class in glory must be copies of His
dear Son. None others can obtain
the prize of the High Calling.—Rom-
ans 8: 29,

‘He was born in
England in' 1868 and as a young man
went into railroad engineering, After
an extensive experience in Great
Britain and the United States he came
to Canada, where he joined the Can-
adian Pacific Railway eventually be-
coming Assistant to the Vice-Presi-
dent. .
