This may not 
be an insurmountable difficulty, how­
ever. as there is always the possibil­
ity of ice be *ig shipped in during the 
winter and stored for use in the 
summer.
Dairy Products Must Be Kept Cool.

If the quality of our dairy products 
Is ever to become supreme in the 
world it will be necessary for the 
producers of milk to get the natural 
heat out of the milk as qulckl 
Possible after it Is abstracted 
the cows. This will mean more effi­
cient methods of cooling than most 
farmers have to-day. Then would ice 
be required by all dairy farmers, and 
they would have to secure it either 
from nearby bodies of water, if pres­
ent, or through some suitable organ­
ization shipping It in as referred to 
before.
