THE BUSINESS OUTLOOK.

Present Dull  Condition of the ~ Stock

Market Accounted For.

The banking house of Henry Clews &
Co., New York city, favors us with the
foXlowmg advance proof of its weekly
financial review dated the Z7th., ult:
Midsummer dullness prevalls on the
Stock Exchange. Some activity was als-
played in the Industrials, with which the
professionals keep up their entertaining
game of battledbéor and shuttlecock; but
the railroad list was comparatively neg-
lected, and in spite of the many favor-
able conditions there was only moderate
buying except to cover the short con-
tracts put on by a few venturesome trad-
ers.
Tne present inactivity can be attribut-
ed to several causes, In.the first place
the artificial condition of the Exchange
market and the attendant possibility of
gold exports imevitably check outside
buying. It makes little difference that
the well-informed feel comparatively un-
concerned about gold exports, .so long
as the average investor and speculator
feels uneasy and holds aloof from the
market on that account. . Nor is this
the principal reason for uncertainty.
Theé critical period for the crops has mox
quite passed, and confidence has no sure
foundation to build upon until ‘the har-
vest is absolutely a certainty. Then,
too, Burope seems backward for -the
moment in taking any except our bese
securities. The foreign demand has not
by any means beenssatisfied; but\the
markets over there have been unsettlea
by possibilities connected with the Bul-
garian difficulties, and there is still re-
maining some distrust in England and
Germany concerning our national finan-
ces; a fear that our political jealousies
will. delay currency reform to a/disturb-
ing degree.- Finally, the restless atti-
tude of labor threatens the peaceful prog-
ress of the industrial future; for many
workmen are demanding a restoration of
wages out of all proportion to-the im-
provement of their employers’ position,
until the latter are often embarraséed
by such uncertainties. These  are the.

THE BUSINESS OUTLOOK.

Present Dull Condition of the - Btock
Market Accounted For.

The banking house of Henry Clews &
Co., New York city, favors us with the
following advance proof of its weekly
financial review dated the Zith., ult:
Midsummer dullness prevails on the
Stock Exchange. Some activity was ais-
played in the Industrials, with which the
professionals keep up their entertaining
game of battledoor and shuttlecock; but
the railroad list was comparatively neg-
lected, and in spite of the many favor-
able conditions there was ounly moderate
buying except to cover the short con-
tracts put on by a few venturesome trad-
ers. 7

Tne present inactivity can be attribut-
ed to several causes, In.the first place
the artificial condition of the Exchange
market and the attendant possibility of
gold exports mevitably check outside
buying. It makes ‘little difference that
the well-informed feel comparatively un-
concerned about gold exports, .so long |
as the average investor and speculator
feels uneasy and holds aloof from the
market on that account. Nor is this
the principal reason for uncertainty.
Thé critical period for the crops has nou
quite passed, and confidence has no sure
foundation to build upon until ‘the har-
vest is absolutely a certainty. Then,
too, Burope seems backward for ‘the
moment in taking any except our besv;
securities. The foreign demand has not
by any means been.satisfied; but\ the
markets over  there have been unsettlea
Dby possibilities connected with the Bul-
garian difficulties, and there is still re-
maining some distrust in England and
Germany concerning our national finan~
ces; a fear that our political jealousies
will delay currency reform to a rdisturb-
ing degree.- Finally, the restless atti-
tude of labor threatens the peaceful prog-
ress of the industrial future; for many
workmen are demanding a restoration of
wages out of all proportion to the im-
provement of their employers’ position,
until the latter are often embarraséed
by such uncertainties. These  dre the
conditions which account for the pre-
sent ‘dull eondldwtdthe B::cl Market.

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FOND OF CHANGE.

The Liberal defeat in Britain accentu-
ates the desire for political change and
leads to glancing back over the past. It
is pointed out that Lord Melbourne, a
‘Whig, was in power when Queen Vic-
toria ascended the throne in 1837. He con-
tinued in office for four years, with the
exception of an interregnum of a few
days, after Her Majesty began to, reign.
In 1841, the Conservatives, with Sir Rob-
ert Peél at their head, attained power.
For six years Sir Robert dominated public
affairs, and, though opposed by his party,
agreed to take the necessary steps to es-
tablish Free Trade in Britain. In 1846 the
Conservatives were defeated on the Irish
policy, and Lord John Russell headed a
Liberal ministry, which held sway till
1852, when it was compelled to give place
to the Conservatives who were then head-
ed by Lord Derby and Mr. Disraeli. The
Conservative friends of Sir Robert Peel,
who refused to, tolerate “squinting” to-
wards a return to ‘‘protection,” joined
with the Liberals, and Lord .Aberdeen,
grandfather of the presnt Governor-Gen-
eral of Canada, became Premier after the
Government had lasted a few months.
Mismanagement of the Crimean war re-
sulted in the break-down of the Aberdeen
cabinet, and Lord Palmerston, a Liberal,
took the reins, In 1838 the Liberals were
defeated, and the Conservatives, under
Lord Derby, were given one year in of-
fice. Lord Palmerston’s Liberal cabinet
was longer lived; it held office from 1859
till 1865. It was sustained when it ap-
pealed to the country, but shortly after-
wards Lord Palmerston died, and Earl
Russell took the place. Parliament re-
jected a reform bill brought in by the
ministry, and it resigned. Then the Con-
servatives had -their turn, headed suc-
cessively by Lord Derby and Mr. Dis-
raeli. This ministry was unable to with-
stand the Irish church disestablishment
proposals of Mr. Gladstone, affl a parlia-
mentary dissolution ensued, with the re-
sult that the Liberals came back with a
majority of 112. In the election of 1874
this large Liberal majority was wiped out,
and the Conservatives were given power
with a strong backing. When the‘elec-
tions took place in 1880, however, the Lib-
erals once more had a good' majority.
They carried the country in 1885, but were
compelled through the defeat of the Ad-
ministration on the Homq Rule bill, to
give place: to the ~Conservatives.
The Conservatives, in ‘turn, were
defeated in '1802; and mnow, in 189,
we have the Conservatives once more in
office.. On two occasions only has a
party been given power for two success-
ive Parliaments. In the two Instances,
where a second term was voted by the
people, the Liberals were in the ascen-
dancy, and the Government was not able
to keep its following together for a fuil
parliamentary term. The present tri-
umph may be, much earlier than imagin-
ed, converted into a defeat. It is difficult
to look far into the: future so far ‘as
statecraft across the Atlantic is con-
cerned.

EXCHANGING IDEAS.

‘While the attendance at the convention
of agriculturists is not large, if one can
judge from the excellence of the speeches
and the enthusiasm evinced lasting re-
sults will accrue, The Provincial Secre-
tary struck the right vein when he re-
ferred to the farming possibilities of the
Provinece, 50 many people imagine that it
is a rocky, barren expanse. A more fool-
ish notion could not be entertained. As
Col. Baker pointed out, our resources are
illimitable, and it only remains for the
hardy settler to go upon the land and
fertilize it.

Baunders, were of a high order and must
have been duly appreciated. We shall
look for much good from the delibera«
tions of the sturdy tillets of the soil.

LIQUOR AND AGE.

Some time ago The World published sta-
tistics showing that total abstainers from
intoxicating drinks ~were shorter-lived
than the moderate drinker. The tables
were published in Great Britain and were
taken from life insurance statistics, the
classes of total abstainers and moderate
drinkers being among the policy holders.
Now comes the International Medical As-
sociation with statistics' in the same di-
rection, but more startling. It has made
careful inquiry into 5,234 cases of deaths
of persons of over: 30 years of age, and
of all callings, which were divided into
five groups—total abstainers, moderate
drinkers, drinkers who were careful not
to drink .too much, heavy drinkers;, ex-

iiners, that they were.

an the excessive drinkers.
With regard to wine drinkers the re-
sults were: Moderate drinkers, 64 years;
héavier, but careful drinkers, 58; intem-
perate drinkers, 55; abstainers, 50. It is
said that statistics can be made to prove
anything you want to prove; but in this
instance, as well as in the insurance fig-
ures, they seem to prove what those
collecting the statistics had no intention
or desire to prove. It does not neces-
sarily follow that the use of intoxicants,
even moderately, is conducive to longevi-
ty. The statistics only show that with a
good constituion at the outset, one may
attain to a more advanced age than is
reached by people of feeble physique,
though the latter be a total abstainer; for
we think it will be found from observa-
tion and inquiry that a very large pro-
portion of the abstainers are abstainers
because they saw early in life that they
were not physically strong enough to
wrestle with King Alcohol, and another
large class of non-drinkers are the sons
of drinking parents, whose sins, as well
as their deterring example, have descend-
ed to thely children, and so shortened
the latter’s lives. The statistics quoted
may also be referred to as misleading,
inasmuch as they do not show what the
state of the health of each class was in
early life, and especially because they do
not tell anything as to the habits of the
parents of the individyals in the several
classes. A man may drink to excess; may
be intoxicated regularly every day, and
yvet live to be an old man, but it will
generally be found that his offspring are
feeble, if not sickly, and of short life,
notwithstanding that they never drink a
drop of intoxicating liquor -from first
to last. Statistics are potent helps to-
ward the solution of great social pro-
blems, but when they seem to prove
what is against common experience and
against common sense it is best not to
trust in them to confidingly.

ROADS AND STATUTE LABOR.

There is a great deal of trutn easy of
general application in the following from
the Independent of Bobcaygeon, Ont:
The Ontario Good Roads Association
is doing a most useful work, and pro-
mises to accomplish valuable results.
Its second annual convention was held
early in the present year, and the re-
port of that convention, printed by the
Ontario Government, is now being dis-
tributed. The report contains a large
amount of yaluable and interesting in-
formation on. the subject of roads, and
sur rural readers should send to ‘the de-
partment in Toronto for a copy and study
it carefully. Much of the success of the
association must be attributed to the
tact, energy and ability of the president,
A. Pattullo of Woodstbck, who has con-
ducted the' business of the association
with singular skill. ~The association is
only two years old, but in that time it
has succeeded in making road construc-
tion a subject of general discussion, and
has distributed throughout the Province
a large amount of practical Information
on the subject. The association has,
moreover, urged upon the authocities cf

of making the construction and mammten-
ance of roads part of the instruction
given to the students, and it is probable
that the Government will cause road
making to be one of the subjects taught
at that institution The effect will be
important, for when several hundred stu-
dents are taught how to construct and
maintain roads, and those studeuts are
subsequently diffused throughout the
Province, there is some hope of the work
of road-making being carried on in an
intelligent manner. The assocation fully
recognizes the folly and waste of the
present system of constructing roads by
means of statute labor, but it is not pre-
pared . to recommend the immediate
abandonment of that system It .points
out that the labor under that'system
is easily available, but that it is so
absurdly misdirected that it produces
little good results. The dollar’'s worth
of statute labor does not produce more
than 25 cents worth of good. The need
is to have the labor employed under a
superintendent who is an expert at road-
making, and who expends that labor on
a previously designed system. The pre-
sent mode of road-making places the
labor under pathmasters who have no
knowledge of the subject. Before the
ry improvefents in road con-
struction can be accomplished, the as-
sociation points out that the pathmasters
must have more knowledge of- how roads
should be made—in other words they
should be trained especially’ for the pur-
pose—and men who have no knowledge
of the subject should not be appointed.
e ¥

A few weeks ago, says the Rossland
Miner, nothing was talked of but Mur-
phy creek, Sullivan creek and China
creek. . A good deal of ground was locat-
ed, but the excitement subsided and very
little was heard of the section for a
while. Meanwhile a little development
work was being done with ‘most satisfac-
tory results'and during the last week the
obtaining of some very high grade ore
over there has renewed the excitement and
caused a fresh stampede. Ben Finnell,
whe returned from the headwaters of
Murphy and Sullivan creeks, says that he
met more outfits going in there than he
could count, and they were all so,anxicus
to get on the ground that they would
not stop to talk ‘to him on the '’ way.
Ben, along with Steve Walsh, Bob Mac-~
kie and Bob Smith, was out doing deve!-
opment work on a ledge he and his part-
rers discovered some time ago, and on
which they located three claims, tracing
the ore clean into the snow.

The group now consists of the
Golden Age, Mackie, Golden Cress and
Nevada, and the owners are McFadden,
Finnell, Walsh, Mackie, 8mith and side
partners. Ben Finnell says the property
looks all right, although they have pracs
tically no work done yet cxcept their
blacksmith shop set up, and a little pros-
pecting on the ledge. Two othér claims
in the same district are the Solo and the
Standard, in which Gen. Charles Warren
has just acquired an interest with the
locators, H. P. Jackson and A. Chisholm.
There is a big surface showing on the
claims, and a prospecting shaft will be
sunk on each of them at once.

Stevenson, the well-known miner. ~This
claim seems destined to prove to be a re-
gular bonanza. It is undoubtedly rich,
and the supply of water is unlimited. All
the facilities are exceptionally good and
under such good management it is bound
to yield big returns, Mr, Anderson also
noted that the crops in the Nicola valley
were looking splendid when- he passed
through. He is somewhat browned, but
it is ‘evident that the trip has done him
good.

FOUND AN ICE MINE.

Scientists have a work to do in the
neighborhood of Osoyoos lake, in this
Province, if the story told by F. C. Johns
is correct, says the Spokane Chronicle.
Mr. Johns, who has just come down from
that country, says there is some increas-
ed activity in that district this season
and some new mining locations have been
made. But the most notable sight seen
by Mr. Johns was a never-failing mine of
ice, for the existence of which he cannot
account. “That is a warm region, much
warmer than Spokane,’”’ said Mr. Johns,
‘“put the seasons seem to have little ef-
fect upon the mine of ice. It is located
near. the shore of the lake, not far from
the international boundary, on the side
of a steep rocky slope, The slope is cov-
ered with shale rock, and when one goes
about half way up the 'side and digs
down through this loose rock he can find
great chunks of ice at almost any time
of year.

‘There are w=o roots
close to the stump for this grass: to interfere
with, but it makes just the shelter that the
.apple tree horer beetle needs when depositing
its eggs. It also obstructs the view of the
tree trunk. Every orchardist should watch
his trees closely during the summer for signs
of the borer, and the bunch of grass growing
around® the root of the trees is what most of-
ten prevenmts the first work of the borer from
being observed.,

COMING EVENTS.

Not the least interesting item upon the
agenda of last Tuesday’s council meeting
of the B. C. Board of Trade was the in-
terview with Mr. Wilkinson of The Van-
couver World, who, at the instance of
the ‘President, expatiated at some length
upon the result of his recent visit to
{Kootenay.- It is true that the mining
resources of British Columbia have for
some time past réceived due prominence
in the provincial press.* The up-country
papers have not been backward in de-
picting the literally golden ' future in
store for the mining industry, and sev-
eral of the coast journals, notably the
Vancouver World and the Province, have
been issuing a series of articles by a
travelling representative who has visited
many of the most important camps and
written his impressions as to the present
and future conditions, not from hearsay
but from personal observation. But
newspaper articles, however valuable the
information they disseminate, rarely pro-
duce the satisfaction which pertains to
possession of knowledge acquired by the
simple process of question and answer,
and for this reason half an hour’s conver-
sation with a man who has been on the
spot and who can readily meet such ob-
jections as may beé raised in the caurse
of verbal inquiry often makes converts
where newspaper articles fail. Again,
there may be a suspicion that the dic-
tum of the press is occasionally biased
by local surroundings or personal inter-
est, and a liberal discount is, therefore al-
lowed mno less upon notices of mining
prospects than upon those of ‘theatrical
performances. But when one gets a man
in the witness box and can thoroughly
cross-examine him these disabilities in-
stantly disappear, and it is probable that
the pertinent questions put to' Mr. Wil-
kinson during his stay in Victoria, and
the satisfactory answers he was able to
return to them have gone far to con-
solidate many wavyering opinions as to
the solidity of the mining industry of
British Columbia. The industry unques-
tionably is being founded on a sound
basis and the outlook may be said to be
nassured. The elements of boom and
mania which have hitherto been the in-
variable concomitants to gold discoveries
in different countries are happily conspi-
cuous by their absence. The actual state
of affairs does not, except in one or two
isolated instances, even appear to have
been exaggerated. Things are even t-
ter than is commonly believed, which is
highly satisfactory seeing, generally
speaking, the contrary rule prevails. The
chances of the bottom falling out of any
of the mines arée exceedingly small, the
reason being that in all cases capital has
been regquired for development, and capi-
tal has taken good care to make care-
ful inquiries as to prospects before en-
gaging in the work, and once capital is

d the ind t is rather to stay
with than to abandon a project. This is
a strong point in favor of our mines as
now worked and compared with the hap-
py-go-lucky and apparently unscientific
methods employed 30 years ago. But let
it not be forgotten that indications point
strongly in the direction that Americans
and not Britishers are making and are
going to make the big hauls out of Brit-
ish Columbia. The gquestion may be fair-
ly asked, Why? The answer lies in a
nutshell. They ‘have greater energy,
take greater chances and are more busi-
ness-like. - 'When they decide on opening
up a mine-they send a man’ to take
charge whom they can trust with full
powers and plenty of money. If they
don’t trust him they don’t send him. The
British method, judging from what we
hear, is to send a man whom his com-
pany or principals do not trust, with no
powers and -no money and to try and
manage a mine from a London office 10,«
000 miles away. If we do'nothing else let
us take a leaf out of the Yankee book
shall be “badly left.”

Charles Maule Ramsay in Forfarshire.
Young Sir Robert. Peel seems to have
turned over a new leaf since his acces-
sion to his title, He did yeoman service
for the Liberal candidate in his district,
evoking a very cordial letter from Mr.

Mr. Ramsay won his
district as a Conservative last year, but
lost the seat now. Mr. Gladstone con-
cludes his letter to Mr. Ramsay's oppo-
nent thus: “I am out of the political
world, but there is hardly more than one
of the successes achieved by the Liberals
in this singular election than the result
which you have so kindly announced.”

I understand that Justin McCarthy has
determined- to resign the leadership of
the Irish party. If this is so his support-
ers will press Dillon as his successor, or
perhaps Sexton, the latter having been
re-elected in spite of his protests.

NEW COAL FIND.

Another sample of coal, which, in ap-
pearance, closely resembles anthracite of
a superior quality, was taken to Vernon
by Gus Hewitt last week, who has lo-
cated a seam on Powers’ creek, about 8ix
miles below Kelowna, on the opposite side
of the lake. The seam crops out in the
creek below water and appears to be
about 18 inches in thickness, though it
has not been ascertaired how deep it
goes. It is back from the lake about a
mile and half, and can be reached with-
out difficulty with a wagon. If the seam
develops into a thickness that will make
it pay to work, the value of the discovery
cannot be overestimated, as its quality
appears to be of the very best and
shipping facilities are all that could be
desired.

THE PUBLIC HEALTH.

Hon. Col. Baker inspected the Provin-
cial asylum for the insane at New West-
minster yesterday and found everything
in excellent. order, under the able man-
agement of Dr. Bodington. The asylum
is now so full that there was not room
for some recent female patients, but
through the kindness of Mrs, Bodington,
who has placed two of her own rooms at
the disposal of women nearly cured, the
difficulty has been overcome. Col. Baker
also gave instructions to Mr. Warwick,
the Government agent, to take the neces-
sary steps under the Health act for pre-
ventitive measures in connection with the
outbreak -of ‘diphtheria at Aliceville, and
that care should be taken to have a lib-
eral supply of anti-toxine at hand,

and that is so far true that our natural
mineral wealth is no doubt greater than
our valuable agricultural wealth, but that
does not mean that our natural agricul-
tural wealth is not very great indeed. In
British Columbia we have to deal with
magnificent areas. We have within the
confines of the Province over $20,000,600
acres of land, and it is not an exagger-
ated statement to say that out of that
quantity 20,000,000 acres is suitable for
settlement. There is not a year passes
without the discovery of new tracts of
land fit for agriculture. The surveying
parties on the coast who are locating
lands for the settlement of colonies have
already discovered large tracts of good
land, and it was only last week that I
had a letter from ‘the surveyor in charge
of a road for a colony on the north of
Vancouver Island who said that he had
discovered at least 15,000 acres of land
admirably adapted for settlement.

THE GLORY OF AGRICULTURE.

E. Hutcherson was first called on, and
read a paper as follows:

To the members of the Central Farm-
ers’ Institute, the Fruit Growers and
Dairymen’s Association, and the Farm-
ers of British Columbia, Ladies and Gen-
tlemen: We have assembled here for
the holding of the second annual con-
vention, under the auspices of the above
associations. It having become custo-
mary for the president of the different
assoctation to read an article before you
on behalf of the Central Farmers Insti-
tute, I have much pleasure in submitting
the following: The day and age of pro~
gression it is expected if a man pre-
sumes to stand before the people and
demand the attention of the public ear,
that he has something interesting, if not
,entirely new, to communicate. And a
though the subject of agriculture is a
broad as the universe, and the people
affected thereby as numerous as the
stars which bedeck the night heavens,
still the agricultural press, the agricul-
tural collége, and the farmers institute
have made it very difficult to say any-
-thing new upon this subject. Broad as
it may be, 1 wish to say to you to-day,
that I never had the least occasion to
regret my chosen profession. I believe
there is no business on earth which af-
fords the same amount of pleasure and

raising can be prosecuted, but in the
southern half of the Province we know
that we can grow almost all the roots
and cereals, and that many parts of the
country are particularly suited to fruit-
growing and the cultivation of hops. We
know also that the higher the altitude
in which fruit can be grown the better
the flavor of the fruit. Well, gentlemen,
if there is one thing we do possess is is
plepty of altitude, therefors ihe flavor of
our fruit is assured. Then as to easy
access to good markets. We have in the
jnterfor of the country navigable lakes
and rivers which are in touch with a |
trunk line of railway stretching for 3,000“
miles over to the Atlantic ocean. We |
have an extended seaboard on the Paci-
fic. ocean which places us in touch by
water communication with the principal
markets of the world, and as to our
merkets we may conveniently devide them
into home and foreign markets, What is
the position of our home market? V\‘hyl
at the present time we are importing
three-fourths of the food we consume,
therefore we have right here at our very
door an abundant market for all we can
grow. Then we see our mining industry
increasing with giant strides and this
means an increase in population and con-
sequently an expanding < home market.
‘When ' we turn to our foreign trade we
find that to the south we are in touch

independence that may be found in sys-
tematic, and sensible farming. ‘Where
.can you find a place where the bright-
ness and beauty of the spring are seen
so 'abundantly as on & farm? What can
be more beautiful than the broad pas-
tures dotted with cattle and ‘sheep, and
the orchards with their laden branches
sending forth the richest of perfumes,
and promising abundant harvest? With
summer comes the click .of the busy
mower and the smell of the new mown
hay. In all parts of the day from
morning until evening, thege are some
spots of brightness if' we will but see
them. ‘What is more beautiful to the
farmer though he is weary from his
days labor, than his herds of sleek cat-
tle coming one by one into the barnyard
for their food and drink. The flock of
bleating sheep and even the calls of the
‘homely pigs, and the cluck of the mother
hen, all these remind him that in the
cold winter. months he will not want,
_and his table will be bountitully supplied
“with the frults of his summer labor. T
wish I could disabuse the minds of the
people of the thought that anybody
knows how to farm. If we shall ever
take our place among the business men
of earth, to which th% importance of
our calling entmeé us, it will be after
we have exhausted every means within
our reach for a complete understanding
of our work. The people must eventu-
ally discoyer that labor and capital em-
ployed in tillage and husbandry are as
worthy of legislative consideration as
jabor and capital employed in mining,
commerce, and manufacture. And the
sooner the fact shall’'be fully establish-
ed in the minds of the people, the sooner
will the struggle of the friends of im-
provement be crowned success, and
the victory won over ignorance and tradi-
tions. There i8 & grand principle invol-

succeeding generations, and forms the
basis of all permanent inprovements, and
the highest hopes of an intelligent and
progressive people.

with the most enterprising nation of the
world, numbering seventy millions of peo-
ple, to the west across the Pacific we
bave the Chinese and Japanese empires,
numbering over three hundred and fifty
millions of people, end we may confident-
1y expect just results from the recent
events, the war between China and Japan.
The effect of that war will be to open
up the vast Chinese empire to the trade
of the world and to British Columbia es-
peclally. Therefore, in respect to good
markets British Columbia could not be
more favored than she is. With regard
to the last factor for success, a sufticient
of labor and capital. we know that capi-
tal is now pouring into the Province to de-
wvelop our mining indusiry and labor al-
ways fouows in the wake of capital.
Therefore in all four factors which are
necessary for successful farming, British
Columbia is pre-eminently favored. It was
very gratifying to me as I traveled here
in the tramn to witness the splendid crops
by the wayside, more espeeially so be-
cavse it was the result of the assistance
given to the farmers of the Fraser river
valley by advancing them seed in the
hour of their need. This adds '‘another
blessing to the circumstances of the Brit-
ish Columbia farmers that they live un-
der a paternal government which watches
over their interests as it does over the
interest of every industry in the country
(Laughter.) I cannot sit down without
alluding to what may be called the scien-
tific ‘branch of our agricultural associa-
ticn, namely the Fruit Growers’ Associa-
tion and Board of Horticulture. I be-
lieve one of the principal objects of that
board is the extermination of pests. Well,
ladies and gentlemen, that is a very ex-
tensive order and I only hope that more
gentlemen will be around at the next
general election when they will have am-
ple opportunity for the display of any
energies they may have in that respect.
But, seriously speaking, the extermina-
tion ‘of fruit and '@t pests is a subject
of the utmost importance to the farmers
and we all owe a deep debt of gratitude
to science for all that it has done in this
direction. We may truly say that the
revelations of csience within the last half
century have revolutionized the indus-
tries of the world. 1t is difficult to =ay
which of the discoveries is the most won-
derful, those in the direction of the in-
finitely great or of ' the infinitisémally
small. The' telescope and camera have
enabled us to measure distances so great
that at last the imagination becomes
lost in space, while the microscope and
camera enable us to study the domestic
economy and pursuits of minute organ-
iems so smail that if they were placed
side by side on a half dollar piece it
would take over six hundred millions of
these bacteria to cover the coin. It was
but yesterday that the atom was eonsid-
ered  the smallest thing - that could be
studied, but even that has now been di-
vided. en we come to consider the lar-
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each month, and- by experiments they
found that it lost some 40 per cent. of its
value. He urged farmers to pay par-
ticular attention to manuring their lands,
He also spoke on artificial fertilizers.
Then he told of plowing down'clover and
other crops as a good ‘means of enrich-
ing the soil. - Some clover roots extend
down, over.four feet in the ground, from
one year's growth, which, if plowed
down, would be equal to a coating of
manure from 10 to 15 tons per acre. His
object was to make plain the value of
different manures for enriching the
ground.
THE UPPER COUNTRY.

Hewitt Bostock was next called upon
for an address. He hardly understood
why he was asked to do so other than
that he was somewhat connected with
agriculture in the ‘interior. He haa
listened with much interest to what Pror.
Saunders had said. - The upper. country
was not a dairying country, and ‘'a num-
ber of ranchers thought that it was .no
use dairying and have used condensed
milk. It, however, is better adapted for
fruit-growing, They are sadly in need
of irrigation. One man had spent $10,000
on a ditch but had not given it sufficient
fall, and his money if the products of
the interior. 'They purpose going into
the canning of small fruits up there,
and supply in a measure a portion of
the Northwest. He believed in co-opera-
tion in marketing. As to their cattle
men, the smaller farmers have a poor
chiance to sell as certain large firms get
every chance. If the smaller farmers
would ‘work together or co-operate in
selling, they  could ‘do better. = Owing
to the great development in mining, he
was of the opinion that they would yet
have to import cattle to supply . the
demand.  He did not consider the:up-
per couniry a good country for sheep.

them. Plums and prumes seem  to be
the only fruit which now uphold the re-
cord of bygone days, for them we can al-
most say yet, they require neither care
or attention. Many fruit growers are
discouraged, but let them study - the
cause of their discouragement, before
giving wup. There is one way to look
at it, if all.fruits had thrived like plums
and prunes, agriculture would have been
neglected:; now the only one who, gets
this reward, is the devoted pains-taking
fruit-grower, who tries to excel in his
calling. - Perhaps it is better in this
way, if nature doesn’t do more than her
share, the “fittest surviver” and fruit
growing is not over done. To be succes-
ful we must -read, study, and practice
all the approved methods. There is 4
remedy for every trouble that arises in
fruit-growing; the Government employes
are constantly studying these remedies
for us, and we may ‘have the advantage
of their labors.. We cannot enjoy the
good things without striving for therh.
Often because we have to strive for them
we «call them good. Mr. Henry here
iltustrated his statements in this regard
by reading several appropriate . verses.
In other ecountries the - fruit-growers
have as many drawbacks as we have.
Tn the east the fruit is affected with
disease, different from our diseases but
atill affected, and . their climates is no
better, nor nearly so good as ours, This
spring they have had frost and drouth,
and many of their orchards are destitute
of fruit, and the fruit-growers to the
south of us, are also affected with many
troubles. I am not speaking idly, for
I have had a practical experience in
Ontario, #nd I say ‘there is as much
hope in, this Province as there iever was.
As for co-operation through the Province,
there are district assoclations formed for
the purpose of marketing fruit. But
we should guard against districts worx

ing in opposition to one another through
jealousy. . We should send Manitoba%and

more direct communication with the con-
sumer; by you being placed in a position
to obtain more suitable rates in freight,
and by keeping yourselves acquainted
with the markets so as to place your pro-
ducts to the greatest advantage, and the
small producer will have the same show
as the larger one. Many difficulties exist
in the way of carrying such a scheme
into practice, but if they are overcome
elsewhere, there is no reason why they
should not be overcome here,' Jealousy
is the most potent factor against co-oper-
ation in this Province. Co-operation is
thriving in Australia, New Zealand and in
the eastern part of the Dominion. In
Australia three years ago scarcely enough
fruit and dairy articles were produced
for their own consumption, now they ex-
port in vast quantities under the benefi-
cent influence of co-operation, and as for
Ontario, here numerous dairies and cheese
factories tell the tale. Her success at Chi-
cago is another indication of the .good
results of co-operation. In British Colum-
bia we are exceptionally well situated
for markets outside the Province: the
Northwest, the Orient, Australia, and par-
ticularly our own markets, we can always
depend upon.for our surplus production
when it comes. At present, however, we
may only think of supplying our own
wants. For the encouragement of dairy-

- T was pointed out the spot where the
Americans landed 'hefore they captured 'the
town of Nlagara, then known'as Fort Missa-
&us, the only fort in Upper ‘Canada; the
American fort of Niagara on ‘the opposite
shore had been captured by the British. Next
we observed old Fort George, above the town
of Niagara, built by the Immortal Gen.
Brock, and the old Navy haH, in which the
#irst Parliament of Upper Canada was held.
Across the river I was pointed out a couple of
plne trees which mank the place where the
Ome Hundredth Regiment landed préparatory
to their successful attack upon Fort Niagara.
The river is a beautiful green, placid stream
here; but a few miles further up it lashes it-
self into a mBky-white foam, on {ts onwird
oareer to the cataract, and the great leap
taken at the Falls, and a maddened torrent it
becomes just at the old Suspension Bridge.
Then we come to

writh. which forever will be associated the bat-
tle and conflicts which took place there, in
awvhich Gen. Brock lost his life, as did also his
A. D. C., Adjutant McDonnell. The spot
where they fell and are buried is indicated by
aa immense maonument over 200 feet in height,
on the top /of which is a statue of the dis-
¢inguished general. It is a credit to those wha
were Instrumental in having .it erected. The
oorner stone was laid by H. R. H. the Prince
of Wales in 1860. The remains of the heroes—
Gen. Brock and his WAdjutant—were first in-
terred in Fort George, but were afterwards
transferred to the spot I am referring to.
From the top of the moument a magnificent
wview is to be obtained of the peninsula of Ni-
agara, The surrounding country is a beautiful
@ane, and its settlers, I was informed, are all
well to do. The monument is guarded day and
might, the year round, by policemen. The
Sendscape here 48 truly grand, and I was for-
tunate in beholding it in ail its summer glory.
‘What a panoramic s#ight it was! For some
#ime 1 feasted on the scene and reflectively
thought of all that happened hereabouts within
the last 90 years. The breast-works are yet
stnding and the battle-field was pointed out.,
No tourist sheuld miss visiting the spot.

After having thoroughly satisfied ourselves
with all that could be seen of Queenston
Heights, we took the electric railway for the
Fells and Chippewa. The road skirts the
bank of the river the entire distance. It re-
minded me very much of the Fraser and
Thompson river canyons, from Yale to Ash-
oroft. Both sides, to mervous people, are ever
memorable. A stop is made at the Whirlpoot,
where I beheld for the first time the marvel-
ous workings of the river. I was informed of
the manner in ‘which the miniature steamer,
the Maid of the Mist, acted in the pool, when
being taken from the foot of the Falls to the
fake to evade the clutches of some parties
&olding claims against her for debt. I had
thought the attempt of Capt. John Irving,
during early railway construction days, to get
@& steamer to ascend the Fraser from Yale to
Lytton a hazardous  undertaking—as {t un-
doubtedly was—but the manner in which the
two men who undertook the job of taking the
®Maid of the Mist"from her landing down the
river, was indeed the greatest act of personal
daring which has come to my knowledge,
‘Those W witnessed the “event must have
®een spell-bound and breathless, - watching the
doughty little craft tossed upon the angry wa-
ters like a piece of cork. At times even
the little funnel disappeared. But safe waters
were reached in a few minutes, and the two
men who undertook the job had earmed their
reward—and the Mald of the Mist was safe.

Those who desired to descend the elevator
to the brink of the river could do so. We
pursued our course up to the Carleton House,
from which a fine view of the great cataract
was obtained. This point we reached about
L o'clock. We brought our luncheon with us,
and having selected a shady spot,” we, like
thousands of others there that day, partook
of our meal, and at the same time all were
feasting upon a sight universally admitted to
be one of the great natural wonders of the
world. Truly this is a delightful resort. The
spray from the Falls renders the atmosphere
TWmumid and the verdure everywhere of the
deepest green. At an enormous expense the
Ontario Government, some years since, in ac-
cordance 'with the powers vested in #t by the
Legislature, bought several miles of the prop-
erty extending along the river, and at once
met to work to put the grounds in proper con-
daition, throwing all open to the public. This
was a boon worthy its name, as now every
one is welcome to a seat.and a cup of cold
water, or the use of heated water for coffee,
tea or chocolate, or any other such purpose.
This asuredly was the act of ealizh*ased
statesmenship, and the Governm:ant of Sir
Oliver Mowat, in conferring such a hoon wn
the visitors to the Falls has ever since re-
celved the gratitude of the people.

GRAND SCENERY.

I am not going to attempt a description of
the Falls, for the most gifted pens of modern
days have utterly failed to do it justice.
There I was transfixed, and for minutes could
not but regard my own insignificance as com-
pared with the works of the All Wise One,
in Whose hands I felt my own safety rested.
One false step taken, and that is the last to
be seen of those doing so, for death is in-
evitable., For unknown ages the same thing
das been going on night and day, week after
week, year after year for untold ages; and
et there is no cessation of the process of the
water plunging over a precipice from the
awful abyss of which no one has ever re-
turned to tell the tale of how it happened.
Whe Horseshoe Falls are incomparably grand-
er than the American side of the cataract.
Attempts have been made to estimate the vol-
ume of water going over the falls each hour,
and the quantity of gallons runs into the bil-
lions—numbers with which I do not intend to
wrestle. I had read many years since of the
ship Caroline being cut adrift from her moor-
ings at Chippewa, set on fire and then placed
#n the rapids and going over the precipice
-whilst she was one mass of fire. That must
have been a grand sight to behold, as between
the roar of the cataract aend  thé hissing
flames as they struck the water there must
have been sights seen and sounds heard, the
like of which are not likely ever to happen
again. That was during the rebellion of 1837,
and by the order of Captain, atterwards the

fect they produced. I have learned that peo-
ple in authority are now devoting more at-
tention m':nd ever before to render spaces, such
as It

in the matters of planting

and thereby beautifylng the city, are dilia-
tory and very far behind the age. Stanley
park at Vancouver could be made the pride
of the West, and the boast of the Province.

The Premier, Sir Mackenzie Bowell, the
Minister of the Interior, Hon. T. M. Daly,
Hayter Reed, Deputy Supt.-General of the
Indian Department, Indian Agent Lomas
of Cowichan, J. M. Bowell, Colleator of
Customs, and wife, and A. W. Vowell,
Supt. of Indian Affairs for British Col-
umbia, left by the Quadra on Sunday af-
ternoon for the North. They took their
departure for the steamer from the Van-
couver Boating Club wharf, and on that
wharf, khowing that they were to use it,
there perched during the long, hot Sun-
day afternoon three newspaper menmn, It
was stated that the party would leave at
3 o’clock and the scribes were there in
advance.

It might have been about remedial legis-
lation or it might not, they were non-
committal. Sir John's term ‘as Lieut.-
Governor expired a year ago, but a suc-
cessor has not been appointed.

Sir John Schultz was seen later in the
evening at Hotel ‘Vancouver by
a World reporter. He said that his mis-
sion to Vancouver was not a political one.
He was traveling purely for his health.
He had intended to come only as far as
Harrison Hot Springs at present, but
when he heard that the Premier was to
be here till Sunday afternoon he came
through, having received a telegraphic
request from the Premier to do so. The
Premier had kindly invited him to ac-
company him North, but he had not
thought it wise to take a sea trip at
present. He had had a chat with the Pre-
mier, but it.was not on political matters,
Had he desired to talk politics he had
plenty of opportunity when the Premier
was at Winnipeg. Sir John intends to
remain here a couple of days. He will
then carry out his original intention of
going to Harrison Hot Springs for a
while. After that, by invitation, he will
visit the Governor-General’s ranch in the
Okanagan valley. The Aberdeens, Sir
John said, are exceedingly popular in
Manitoba with all classes. This is due to
their never failing kindliness of manner
and charitable acts. The school question
is of course exciting a great deal of in-
terest in Manitoba at present and no
prominent person can move about any-
where without the conclusion being
drawn that his trip has something to do
with that matter. He hoped to see it
settled in a way suitable to all parties.
Nothing was more painful to any lover
of his country than the contemplaion of
anyhing calculated to arouse racial or re-
ligious troubles. Next to the school ques-
tion ‘the crops are attracting most atten-
tion in. Manitoba at present, and the pros-
pects are that they will be enormous.
Through the Experimental Farm authori-
ties various experiments have been made
with different wheats, but the farmers
are mostly dropping back to the red fife
—the old No. 1 hard—which is most popu-
lar with the millers and consequently
commands more per bushel, though being
a late ripener it runs more risk of be-
ing nipped by the August frosts. In some
parts of Manitoba the farmers have fol-
lowed the lead of the Mennonites and
have raised crops of flax. "For this they
got good returns and they will be much
increased if the raising of flax is con-
tinued and arrangements are made for
handling the fibre. Up to the present the
only market was for the seed and the
fibre was wasted.

Barnardo to be Recognized—Dundee
Shooting Affray.

Douglas Freshfield says that £250 is still
required to gomplete the beacon which
is to be erected on Freshwater Down,
Isle of Wright, in memory of Lord Ten-
nyson. The monumental - Iona cross
which is to replace the perishable and
periodically renewed frame ‘work which
now serves as a landmark to passing
vessels, has been designed by Mr. Pear-
san, R. A. It will be executed in Corn-
ish granite. Its height will be 32 ft.,
and the cross itself, 24 ft., in height, will
be in two blocks, which are now being
quarried. 'The Trinity house and board
of trade have agreed to accept the monu-
ment as national property. We might
well carve on it, Mr. Freshfield says, the
lines from In Memoriam:

Henceforth, wherever thou mayst roam,
My blessing, like a line of light,

And like & beacon guides thee home.

The spring and summer mackerel fish-
ing for 1895 has just come to a close in
the southern waters, after, perhaps, one
of the most adverse seasons, taking it
all round, in the history of the Irish
mackerel fishery. The failure was not
confined to any particular area, but was
general all along the southwest coast,
from the Shannon to Kinsale. There
was not one week’s continuous good fish-
ing at any station; indeed, any fair suc-
cess which attended it was confined to
two or three successive nights, and there
are hundreds of poor fishermen who have
not £2 clear to their credit after all their
long, weary and hazardous toil, but there
are also hundreds of others who have
done fairly well. This however, is all
due to the exceptionally high price which
the fish commanded, owing to the limit-
ed supply—from 16s. to £1 5s. per 100
being paid all along since the season
opened, instead of from 6s. to 10s. as
compared with years of prosperity.

ON FOREIGN STRANDS,

A remarkable tragedy was enacted in
one of the Paris police courts on the
3rd inst. A number of Russians living
in the city had quarreled among them-
selves, and the police court proceedings
which ensued resulted in one -of them
being fined a trifling sum. The defen-
dant, a man named Orman, thereupon
accused one of the witnesses of com-
mitting perjury. Blows were exchanged,
the others joined in, and in the course
of the struggle Orman fell stabbed to
the heart, much to the consternation of
the magistrate and officials, who were
powerless to suppress the affray when it
started, and had some difficulty in restor-
ing order. . The other Russians, a man
and two women, were arrested.

An extraordinary affray, with  serfous’
consequences, occurred on June 27th., aw
the Spanish; village of San Mateo, near
Ferrol. There was a fair at the place,
and a feature of the days’s fetes was a
religious procession to a spot outside the
village. A quarrel arose as to who
should carry the picture of the patron
saint of the village; San Pelayo, and the
disputants fell to blows. They fought
with knives and sticks, and some, even
used revolvers, The parish priests did
not escape injury, and when peace was
restored it was found that 40 persons had
received wounds. )
