In the base, 
ment will be cells for prisoners, furnaces, 
etc. The first floor will be occupied by flour 
town clerk’s office, council chamber, fire* vey. 
men’s rooms. The second floor is to be 
devoted to an aasembly hall the full size 
o! the building, fitted up with all modern 
equipments and capable of seating from 
500 to 600 people. We congratulate 
our townsmen on this forward step and 
their enterprise in thus providing for 
the erection ef a town building which 
will be at once'k convenience and orna­
ment to the town.
