PATTON POOL 
MADE MILLIONS.
Jim Patton Has Cleared About Five 

Million Dollars.

Hill Says the States Will Have to 
Import Grain.

Wheat Will Always be Scarce and 
Comparatively Dear.

Chicago, April 17.—“The Patton pool 
has cleaned up between $4,000,000 and 
$5.000,000 on the May wheat deal,” says 
the Tribune in a news article to-day. 
“Of this amount Jim Patton has pock­
eted fully two-thirds.

“Market experts estimate that the 
broker and his coterie have sold to the 
public 20,000.000 bushels of May wheat 
al an average profit of 20 cents, giving 
them a profit of $4.000,000, and besides 
this he has made a substantial profit 
on July wheat, to say nothing of, the 
September and December operations, 
which he has scalped in the market for 
a profit of from 2 to 5 cents, making 
hi*, total winnings not much under $5,« 
000,000.”

HILL TALKS.
New York, April 17.—A special to the 

Tribune from Washington says : James 
•I. Mill, in discussing the wheat situa- 
tion with a prominent representative, 
declares that the price of wheat will 
never be substantially lower, and that 
in the near future the United States 
will be forced to import large quanti­
ties of grain to supply its own needs, 
lb* pointed out that the population in­
creases at the rate of 65 per cent., while 
the yield of wheat and other staple 
products increases only 25 per cent. 
From these figures he drew the deduction 
that ‘sooner or later the demand for 
wheat would far exceed the supply, Snd 
that the price of its products would 
constantly rise. Me gave as an example 
the large importations of barley every 
year from the Argentine Republic, al­
though a few years ago the United 
States raised all the barley it consumed. 
The same condition would, he said, ap­
ply to wheat in the not far distant fu-

He said that Patton and his associ­
ates had merely taken advantage of a 
normal situation, which was made ap­
parent to them by their business fore­
sight. Me declared that Patton knew 
there wm a decrease in the production 
of wheat, and a corresponding increase 
in the demand for it. and in his bull 
movement he was merely taking advan­
tage of the situation.

Rochester Herald : Marriage a.- it ex­
ists to-day is m a "shaky condition" t vd 
rapidly approaching a form of iminor 
alitv, according t<» views expressed oj 
Professor W. 1. Thomas, of the Univer­
sity of Chicago, in an article 011 “Tho 
Older and Newer Ideals of Marriage" iu ; 
the current issue of the American Mag»- } 
zinc. Woman's imprisonment within t: « 
home, her ""lack of intelligence" air! 
her passion for the frivolous arc blamed 
by Professor Thomas for this coud* ua 
of affairs.

Professor Thomas declares that * in­
telligent mothers'* arc extremely scarce 
and urges scientific training for child- 
r.urturv. Hç advocates activities . 11- 
sido the home. Matrimony, he says, ia 
often an arrangement by which the wo­
man “trades her irreproachable conduct 
ir. perpetuity for irreproachable gowu*. '

In present ing evidence to prove the 
need of scientific training of women, 
Professor Thomas says:

"At present women as a class not only 
have not the intelligence equal to the 
proper rearing of children, but they 
have so completely accepted marriage as 
a means of luxury, or at least as a mod# 
of livelihood, that they are apt to end 
by being contented to have nothing to 
do with children at all. Among the rich, 
especially, the woman who marries does 
so with the expectation of luxury and 
finery and the husbands expects to pro­
vide them.

"And after marriage the department 
stores, the milliners, the massage nar- 
ior, the silent, sacrament of bridge whist 
end the struggle for social pre-eminence 
almost drive the family and family life 
from her.

“To the extent, indeed, that women 
make finery and luxury dominant ideal» 
and provide themselves with no charme 
of mind and character they are putting 
themselves and marriage as well in 
competition with the abandoned clans 
ir. which these arc the dominant aud 
sole ideas.

It is also true that there never w^p 
a time iu the history of the family when 
it slod to much iu need of an intelli­
gent mother. Morality is with refer­
ence to society, not to‘the appetites of 
the individual, and a theory or prac­
tice which restricts the interests of rhe I 
mother and thereby stunts the life . f

the child is, in the profuuudest sense nl 
the word, immoral.

Professor Thomas departs from «. i.s 
view that monogamy i& a cure for all 
evils in the maiTicu state. He says oi 
the question •

"Inere are two errors concerning 
marriage, deeply rooted in the popular : 
mind and feeling —that monogamy is 
itself something nhich. if consistently 
practiced, will settle all the trouble at ! 
laclnng to the state of matrimony, aud 
that tuc participation of woman in ic- 
tivities or interests outside the home will I 
lead to the destruction of the family.

"The admirable point about monog- i 
ai.ty, as practiced both by animal» and 
mankind, h that it assures the v1 f- 
spriug unremitting attention fr<>m both 
parents until the period of puberty, 
when the new generation is prepared 
to take up life 011 its own account. And | 
the period of immaturity in the efi- ' 
spring the more important is monog- . 
ainv. Hut it is only an admirable form, 
within which, as we have seen, the 
most serious abuses may exist end 
marriage is in its present shaky coudi- ; 
tion precisely because we have failed to 
fill tile form with more intelligence si d 
with more good will.

"The home, in -o far as it represent* : 
the superiority of man, is the survival 
of a system which is outworn and aban­
doned. If the family is to continue wo- j 
man must be recognized fully as a pci- • 
sonality, and the home must become a 
part of society, while preserving its in­
tegrity. The preservation of the home, 
in fact, depends on woman's possess! m 
of an intelligence worthy of her "uflu- 
enee and bei responsibility, and this -ne 
can procure only by being of the outer 
world, as well as of the home.”

Professor Thomas states that mar­
riage should lie a relation of “friendship 
and like-mindedness” rather than a 
purely sentimental one.

"Now. the romantic affection which 
springs up between young people i* 
very sincere and very beautiful, aud 
the proper beginning of a life in com­
mon," lie says. "But it is an infatua­
tion in its nature, dependent on appe­
tite aud to some extent on inaccessi­
bility, and consequently tends to the 
impermanent aud discourteous."

city from carrying out a contract with 
the Hydro-Electric Commission because 
the. terms of the contract were not 
those voted on by t-lie ratepayers, was 
argued by Mr. Justice Riddel] yesterday 
in Toronto and judgment will be given 
later. While the court expressed a de­
sire to see the matter passed upon by 
the highest court in the Empire, his 
lordship clearly indicated that he was 
not likely to change the views which he 
expressed in dealing with the Cobalt 
Lake matter to the effect that the Leg­
islature had the power to validât? these 
contracts even though they were entire­
ly different from those submitted to the 
people. It will be remembered that in 
the Cobalt case Justice Riddell upheld 
the entire competency of the legisla­
ture to deal with matters of property 
and civil rights assigned to its jurisdic­
tion by the B. N. A. Act. lie was quot­
ed as remarking significantly that the 
Ontario (Government is not bound by 
the Commandment: “Thou slialt not. 
et cal," nml if. by legislative action it 
destroyed private rights, there was no 
remedy provided. Yesterday lie pointed 
out that in this matter he felt bound by 
the decision in the Cobalt ease. “If 
there were rights existing,’’ he said, 
“could not the Legislature put an end 
to them?” Municipalities have no 
nights or powers except what they ob­
tain from the Legislature. If. then, the 
Ontario Government and Legislature 
cannot l>e compelled to respect the 
rights of the private citizen, it can 
hardly be overruled by a municipality 
of ita own creation.

It is "interesting to note that his 
lordship strongly declared for the view 
for which the Times has ever contended 
—that the Legislature is n parliament, j 
end entitled to exercise' all the powers 
of such within its limited spare, includ- ' 
ing the royal prerogative inhering in 
the Lieutenant-Governorship. lie holds 
that the .Legislature being in part com­
posed of the King, the royal preroga­
tive may be properly exercised by it.
Ir. Mr. Justice Riddell's expressed views 

ns to the powers of the Legislature to 
destroy private rights, without remedy, 
be upheld, it is not improbable tjiat an 
agitation will follow to revive the neg­
lected practice of disallowance of such 
Russian acts of injustice and confisca­
tion as those which have already dis­
graced the Whitney regime. There 
should certainly'be some legal means of 
leaching a government so lost to every 
■principle of right and justice that it 
should be said of it in the courts that 
it is not bound by the Commandment. 
“Thou shall not steal.’’ »

(transformation cost and loss not taken 
into account) would figure at $21.84 per 
li.-p. per annum, or $21,840. But of 
course he cannot do so. If he realizes 
70 per cent, usefulness in its consump­
tion, the cost rise* to $31.20 per horse­
power. Even if front some of the many 
causes he is obliged to reduce consump­
tion to less than half his quota he must 
pay a minimum charge of $912 a month, 
and if he sink ever so little below 30 
per cent., he must pay the next higher 
rate! If a private company made such 
conditions, what, music the “ownership” 
organs .would make!

The 300-iiorse-power consumer does 
not get the $1.82 per horse power hour 
rate. Oh. no! His rate is placed «it, 
$2.99, just the trifle of a little over 64 
per cent, higher! Such consideration for 
the small user over which the “owner­
ship” crowd has agonized so much jS 
surely touching. What will the user of 
five or of one horse power lie charged, 
when there is such n difference between ! 
the 1.000 and 300 li.-p. rates?

These are the flat rates, with which 
comparison is easy. The meter rates 
are about ns much of a problem œ «orne 
of the beautifully lithographed mining 
stock certificates which the public are 
invited to part with their money to ob­
tain. The public will be interested in 
discovering just how much the small 
users of power, say from 10 h.-p. down 
to h.-p., will be held up for under this 
liervevolent scheme. And it is safe to 
say that many an honest man will, be­
fore the first five years of its actual 
operation has passed, have acquired a 
familiarity with electrical power and its 
cost that wi41 prevent him from so read­
ily accepting at face value the stories of 
enthusiastic but ignorant, or interested 
and dishonest, promoters of schemes of 
the kind in future. Experience is a good 
teacher, if a dear one.

and packing industry. Every dollar of 
duty levied in this way would operate 
to the disadvantage of the grower and 
the packer.

According to the figures of prices for 
power in large blocks prepared by the 
Toronto “experte,” consumers of Hydro- 
Electric current are likely to be treated 
to some surprises: If they order 400 
li.-p. at $2.12 per h.-p. per month, and 
do not use that much, the price will be 
changed to $2,99, and they will have to 
pay for 200 h^.-p. Whether used or not!

TORONTO POWER PRICES.
The rates to he charged by Toronto 

for power sold to the city by the Hydro- 
Electric ( Minmis-iim under contracts for 
from 2.fHK) to 200 hor*c-pmver have 
lieen announced. While such contracts 
will probably be feu. and an- presented 
mostly as a matter of making as favor­
able a Wowing as po.**ible. the figures 
published enable us t<> form some idea 
of how the city expects it to work out, 
ami to understand that tin- promises to 
give small users as favorable rates as 
large users are not intended to In? im 
plemented. by Toronto at least. These 
promises were for Hydro campaign pur 
poses, and having served their turn, 
may now be forgottei^

After glancing over the schedule Man 
flger Hawkins, of the Cataract Power 
Company, estimates that the flat rate 
figures average 30 to 35 per cent, higher 
than the rates actually charged by Ins 
company under the “monopoly” of which 
so much has been made by the Hydro 
crowd and it* newspaper mouthpiece. 
That must surely bp humiliating to ho», 
est peuple who have bepn deluded by the 
stories of the "ownership” boomer*.

But there are other features. The 
lovai power monopoly organ in its anti- 
Hamilton campaign refused to admit 
that if the city took this power, it or 
Its customers would have any transfor­
mation charges to bear. The schedule 
of prices given by the Toronto World 
yesterday is introduced by the state­
ment that it is for “primary current” at 
12.000 to 13,000 volts, and the World ex­
plains. “the consumer to attend to the 
transforming and regulating.” He must 
bear all the cost and loss connected 
therewith.

Thr meter rate announced is most de­
lusive, the conditions as to quantity of 
current used and price to be charged 
“on’ or "off” peak load hours, and the 
obligation to pay for half the total or­
der, whether used or not. are rendered 
more difficult by changing the rate per 
hour charge to the higher price for the 
next *maller contract whenever con­
sumption falls below a certain propor­

tion. Then at all peak hours the charge 
is increased from the schedule rate of 
.53 to .71 cents to no less than 6 cents 
per h.-p. per hour! The customer must 
guarantee to pay a minimum sum per 
month, which guarantee he may change 
once in tlie fir*t year, but thereafter 
only at intervals of 12 months, each con. 
tract to lx* for not less than five years. 
Hamilton users of power may be very 
glad they are not at the tender mercies 
of such a scheme.

Although it is very unlikely that 
many 1,000 li.-p. contracts will lie made, 
it is worth while comparing the cost of 
power to the users of several blocks of 
power quoted. Nothing lower than 300 
h.-p. is mentioned. The consumers of 
1,000 h.-p. is quoted a flat rate of $1.82 
per h.-p. per month, and must pay each 

month not lees than $912. If lie could 
use the 1,000 h.-p. all year, his power

The Time? is asked to say if it would 
be "a good buy” to purchase at a stat­
ed figure—a merely nominal one—a
block of stock in "a silver mine sure to 
prove a bonanza, 
that we think it would.

This opinion is, however, based solely 
on the facts presented to us. That is 
what lawyers' opinions are based on.
Many times lawyers’ opinions are not 
realized in litigation, and clients some­
times blame them for failures when the 
fault is the client's own. The ‘‘facts” 
furnished to the lawyers are some­
times incomplete, or they prove to be 
misnomers.

Our correspondent should guard 
against similar errors. In all human 
dealings there are elements of risk. It 
i* merely a matter of more or less. If 
lie will paidon us for our frankness, we 
may say that we suspect ho is in dan­
ger of more rather than less.

Does he know—is he reasonably sure 
that he has evidence to convince him 
that this “mine” will prove a bonanza?
Is his evidence of the bonanza eharac- 
tei of the ‘"mine” as strong, say, as he 
would demand of the man who asked 
him to accept for value a $5 cheque 
drawn by a person of whom he knew 
not King :

Is it a ‘ mine” at all, or merely a hole 
in the ground: Is there precious metal 
there, and how docs he know? Is it be­
yond doubt that ore shown him came 
from that hole? Is there even a hole?

Further, if this "mine” is so sure to 
become such a bonanza, does it not 
strike him as odd that the owners should 
hire men to peddle its stock out in drib­
lets at so many cents a share? Are they | Pro<]ei 
conducting a shrewd business scheme, 
or devoting their lives and fortunes to 
the benevolent work of enriching him 
and others like him?

Yes, we think that getting a block of 
stock in a sure thing bonanza, for a few 
dollars, is "a good buy”; only be sure 
that you are in on a bonanza. Such 
things happen, of course; 'we've read of 
them in the story books; but that does­
n't justify you in throwing away cau­
tion and business prudence. There are 
many good mining propositions; there 
are mines that yield dividends. But iu 
this world men usually have to pay for 
what they get. Indeed most of them bav» 
reason to lie thankful if they get what 
they pay for.

There seems to l>o little hope that the 
i final draft of the United States tariff

SECURITIES STRONG.
(Toronto Saturday Night.)

Securities geneially continue to show 
great strength. The reasons for such a 
condition arc not logical. Conservative 
operators arc doing little in the market 
as the outside public are still holding 
a loot from speculation. But stocks are 
Wing taken core <»f, and it is generally 
remarked that the floating supply is 
gradually diminishing. The present state 
of the industries, with the outlook ahead 
for business, would hardly warrant a 
boom in security prices. The stimulus 
to the buying is the cheapness of money, 
which enables a few daring speculators 
to manipulate prices. The interest 
charges throughout the world are at 
the lowest level in a great many years. 
London has experienced a rate of 3-4 of 
1 per cent., Paris 1 per cent.. New York 
1 1-2 per cent, ami Berlin 2 per rent. 
At each of the European centres the 
supplies of gold have mounted to epoch- 
making records. The great foreign 
lui nk* hold $2.935,000.000 specie against 
$2.590.000.0(8) last year. The cheap 
money is fostering injudicious opera­
tions by professional stock speculators. 
One of the favorable features is that 
the railway* and big corporations can 
mise capital on attractive term*, and 
thus prosecute extensions and improve­
ments in their work*. The reduction 
in metal price* ha* brought and is bring­
ing in extensive order* for all kinds ot 
railway material. While there ha* linen 
no apparent improvement in general 
trade, the railway earnings are much 
better than tliex were.

At the Waldorf Hotel parlors yester­
day afternoon- there was a distinguished 
gathering consisting of Miss Emma R. 
Steiner, of New York, composer of the. 
music of ‘‘Burra Pundit," the light opera 

i which was given at the Grand Opera 
House last Wednesday night; Miss Mar­
garet MacDonald, of Woodstock, libret­
tist. of the piece ; C. Percival Garratt, 
musical director; Vernon Carey and 
Robert Mc-Lelland, soloists ; Mrs. (Dr.) 
Woolverton. a patroness, and Mr. E. 
Fisher, of the T., H. & B., who was the 
host of the gathering. Two newspaper 
men were also there, and the entertain­
ment consisted of musical numbers by 
Miss Steiner, Mr. Garratt and Mr. Fisher, 
all of their own compositions: partaking 
of light refreshments by the whole gath­
ering, and explanations from Miss 
Steiner, Mr. Fisher and Mr. Garratt. The 
explanations were for the benefit of the 
newspaper men. The principals of the 
opera considered that the production had 
not been given a fair show by the dra­
matic critics of the three papers of the 
city, and that was why they wanted the 
newspaper men to understand the diffi­
culties they had to work under to pro­
duce the play at all.

Conclusion of Mr. Ritchie's Ad­

dress in Gospel Hall.

Continuing hi* talk on “Life" last 
evening at the Gospel Hall, 140 MacNab 
Street, Mr. John Ritchie, of Kilmarnock, 
Scotland, took up the subject along the 

of fellowship, lie went briefly over 
evening's address, when he 

snoke on the lire which was imparted to 
the individual the, moment he received 
the Bon of God as his Saviour. Last 
evening he read the first chapter of I. 
John, pointing out that the words “life" 
and “fellowship'’ occurred several times 
in the chapter. He explained that life 
was essential to fellowship; imleetd, 
fellowship consisted of life. love and 
light, in the order mentioned, lie dwelt 
particularly on the seventh verse, ex­
plaining that the fellowship therein 
mentioned was the fellowship of believer 
witii believer, and that the word of 
God was very plain in regard to fel­
lowship of believers with unbeliever-, 
life with death, efce. That is, that in 
spiritual things, the man who had the 
“life" hy faitli was not to have fellow­
ship with the one who rejected and de­
spised the Saviour.

Then, turning to the second chapter 
of Acts, he showed that those who glad­
ly received the word of God. through 
Peter, were baptized and continued 
stedfastly in the Apostles’ doctrine and 
fellowship and in breaking of bread and 
in prayers. 1 he speaker brought some 
truths out. of this portion, speaking on 
and dealing with subjects of interest to 
every child of God. lie had an unfailing 
fund of experiences to simplify and give 
power to his assertions, and.‘though he 
spoke for two hours, less a few minutes, 
interest never flagged at«any time. As 
the hour was rather late, Mr. Ritchie 
had to pass very briefly over the ques­
tion of “Fellowship in Service." How­
ever, he gave some good advice to those 
who were endeavoring to do gospel 
work, exhorting them to choose the 
right partner, that their fellowship 
might be joyful and unbroken.

It is hoped that Mr. Ritchie wiil visit 
Hamilton again before leaving for his 
home in Scotland, as those who heard 
him got enough to make them hunger 
for more.

“We carried^ uIk* Public Library by­
law after ilu^nph' had twice voted it 
down,” was"the slogan the president 
gave them. “And by the same means 
we ought to he able to do something on 
this question."

In his opening remarks Dr. Lyle said 
that the Art School was run less on pfi­
xate lines now than at any time since 
it. wa* started. It is an institution of 
the city now, governed and controlled 
by the city. The Mayor was a member 
by virtue of his office, the Council sent 
one member to its board, t.he Board of 
Education sent three members and the 
Trades and Labor Council sent a mem­
ber. Continuing. Dr. Lyle said that in 
the face of having such a good law­
yer as Mr- Lazier on the board and in 
the face of having such a good lawyer 
and Letute man as the Lieutemuit-Gov- 
ernor on its board, both of these men 
having been members for some time, it 
had been lately discovered that the 
board had been yearly receiving money 
tlmt it should not have taken—receiv­
ing it as a favor. It was the Mayor of 
the city, he said, who made this wonder­
ful discovery. He followed this up by 
remarking ironically that in the minds 
of many the Mayor was considered a 
imui with a very big head as a result of 
his discovery. "Now I profess ordinary 
common sense and reason,” said Dr.
Lyle, "and I want to fight fair. To my 
mind this discovery of the Mayor's is 
not a discovery at all. lie lias merely 
found what does not exist. When he 
discovers that this grant should not be 
given he recommends money to be given 
to the military and the sporting fac­
tions. Now, 1 have nothing to say 
against the military or the sports, hut 
1 have to say against the man who says 
to give to the bowlers, the Tigers and 
what not ami refuses to give to the Art 
School.” This was grvet#d with a 
burst of applause and cheers. The doc­
tor said tlmt when the military asked 
for money. His Worship the Mayor, was 
nil smiles and all favors and looked as 
if he wanted them to a.sk for more than 
they did. lie had tried hard to find out 
why the military should la- given money 
and not the Art School. "But then there 
are the Highlanders,” smiled the speak­
er. He said that under the Mayor’s 
idea of principle the Board of Education 
should take hold of the Art School.
“Now. mark the principle, for this is a 
matter of principle. How about the 
military? The Government built them 
a Drill Hall, the greatest of its kind in 
the country, and does it not stand as a 
monument that the Government is do­
ing all that is necessary to help the mil­
itia ? It is principle when it comes to 
the Art School, but it i« not principle j sister! by J). 
before or after the Art School. If lie Sojourner

hands, and the chairman of finance cast | 
bis vote without the least justification.” j 
Speaking of what the city would lose 1 
when the civic grant was withdrawn 
from the Art School, Dr. Lyle said $2,-

He said there were three things to do. 
One was to close up the school on the 
last day of June of this year, and there­
by lose the Government money and the 
services of Mr. Neyland. Losing the 
Government grant was worse than losing 
the Normal College, and the Government 
money got through it. He said that the 
only money derived from the Govern­
ment by the Normal College was pay­
ment for one old professor, who whs 
paid to prepare teachers for the whole 
of the Province.

The second alternative was to continue 
on ns at present on the money in hand, 
to take chances on the Council of next 
\ear paying the grant again by throw­
ing out the rider passed by the Council. 
In the event of next year's Council 
crowding out the grant., the school 
would have to face a deficit.

The third alternative was to ask the 
Board of Education to take over the 
granting of the money, and they had 
said they would not do this, or to turn 
over the work to that board. The I ait ter 
would mean limiting technical education 
to boys and girls playing with saws and 
hammers.

Dr. Lyle said it was the essence of 
stupidity, and showed the infallibility 
of stupidity, to talk about, booming 
Hamilton, ami doing wh-at was in-tended 
to lie done by the rider to the civic 
grant.

The real 
cause of the complications which arose 
during the performance was the throw- 
down which the performers got at the 
last moment when they were not allowed 
the use of the Opera House the night 
previous for a «lvess rehearsal. The 
Opera House was at the last moment 
refused, find it could not be expected 
that amateurs, wearied and worried by 
an all day rehearsal, could come before 
the public and do justice either to them­
selves. the composer or the librettist.

“The Burra Pundit” in its present 
state can lie put through in three hours 
under favorable eireumstances. The pro­
duction previous to the one given in 
Hamilton finished at 11.10.

The plot i> not broken up by the musi­
cal numbers, because each number is 
fitted to its respective place and circum­
stance. For the benefit of those who 
offered suclAerudc criticism. I will say 
that the mustc_js tlie chief attribute of 
an opera, and that'"in the listener suffi­
cient penetration is required to lie able 
to follow the plot through the blend of 
the dialogue and the lyrics.

in Coemons.

Government Subsidy For French 
Steimship Service Carried.

Ottawa, April 16.—After the turbulent 
■oenee of the past few days tlie pro­
ceedings in the House of Commons 
to-da-y were quiet almost to the point 
of dullness. Most of the session was 
■pent in consideration of Government 
bille. Final touches were applied to 
Hon. Mr. Aylesworth’s bill prohibiting 
the payment or acceptance of illicit or 
secret commissions. The House approved 
of an amendment, which had been 
added by the Senate, making any person 
who may be a party or knowingly 
privy to the offences in the act liable 
to punishment as well as the agent.

Some discussion was evoked by Hon. 
Mr. Brodeur's bill, under which it was 
proposed to give the Government power 
to lease wharves and piers to railway 
companies or shipping companies. The 
Minister of Marine and Fisheries ex­
plained that the object of the bill was to 
increase the revenues from wharves and 
pier», but members of the Opposition 
were afraid that the Government's con­
trol of these works might l»e weakened 
by the legislation proposed, and it was 
agreed to allow the bill to stand ov 
indefinitely.

It was then proposed to take up 
bill providing for the establishment of 
a department of external affairs, but in 
the absence of Mr. Borden, who, it was 

1 etated, desired to discuss it further, enn- 
' sidération of it was postponed.

Hon. Mr. Brodeur moved a resolution 
authorizing the Government to grant a 
subsidy not exceeding $*200.000 a year for 
the purpose of a steamship service

Mr. Henderson objected to the proposal 
on the ground that Canada’s trade with 
France was not sufficiently great to war­
rant such an expenditure.

Hon. Mr. Brodeur thought that under 
the minimum tariff privileges insured by 
the treaty, trade with France was bound 
to improve.

The resolution was adopted, and 
"bill based upon it was introduced and 
read a first time.

The whole of the evening ses-ion 
occupied by a discussion of Hon. Mr. 
Templeman’s bill to compel the manu­
facturers of fertilizers to register with 
the Department of Inland Revenue and 
to disclose on the label of each package 
the guaranteed analysis of the product. 

Progress was reported.

FOR HITTING AN M. P.

Fredericton Magistrate Inflicts Pen- 
•alty on O. S. Crockett's Assailant.

Fredericton. X. B., April 16.—Police 
Magistrate Marsh this morning con 

. vie ted A. E. Hansom, land surveyor, 
'".of this city, on a charge of assoult- 

■ ing O. 8. Crockett, M.‘ P.. and scntcnc- 
,ed him to one month's imprisonment 
without the option of a fine. Defend­
ant was ordered to pay costs amount­
ing to fifty-five dollars.

His Honor explained that he had 
imposed a severe penalty because he 
thought it was the duty of the courts 
to protect public men from being sub­
jected to personal violence for state­
ments made i-1 Parliament. Defend­
ant’s counsel applied for a stay of pro­
ceedings, and will ap;eal the case.

U. S. LABOR UNIONS.
Objection to Interference in Cana­

Ottawa, April 16.—The interference of 
American labor organizations in Canadian 
industrial affairs is severely censured in 
the majority report presented to the 
Labor Department to-day by the Board 
of Conciliation and Inquiry into the dis­
pute between tho Dominion Coal Com­
pany and its men. relative to the refusal 
of the company to recognize the Ameri- 
•an Mine Workers’ Union.

DEAR BREAD.
Threats to Kill Patten, the Wheat 

King.

Chicago, April 16.—Threats to kill 
him, letters written by Anarchists or 
cranks x'owing to blow up hia palatial 
residence in Evanston, rumors of Fed­
eral interference in the wheat corner, 
and reports of the advancing price of 
bread and consequent hardship for the 
pool-—none of these held any terrors to­
day for James A. Patten, king of the 
wheat market.

After glancing carelessly at half a 
dozen letters from Anarchists avl 
cranks, in which all sorts of threats 
were made against him if the .«vice 
of breadstuffs continued to advance, 
Patten calmly announced, desp.te a 
sudden slump, that xvheat would go 
even higher than it had been . While 
he spoke the May option slumped to 
31.25 1-2, a drop of four cents from 
the high mark or Thursday and two 
cents below the closing of the same

It is the belief of the entire street 
that Patten has closed out practically 
all of his May line, and is getting heav­
ily into the July market.

In the first mail of the day wcie 
seven letters addressed to the wheat 
king at his office, and all of them 
carried threats of violence unless the 
price that governs that of bread were 
forthwith reduced.

While loath to discuss such threats, 
Mr. Patten continues to keep about 
him a body guard. He admitted that 
a number of the threatening letters 
had been received, but said he was in 
uc way alarmed.

“Why is a Star ?” 
Answered by Harry Dixey.

Though not interested in astrooniny. 
there, is no subject that xvill more quick­
ly win tlie enthusiastic interest of Henry 
K. Dixey than that of stars. The other 
day he xxras successfully started on a 
discussion of theatrical astron *my by 
au innocent query of an innotrent by­
stander.

"Mr. Dixey," said he. “why is a star?"
Dixey sat for a moment gazing 

thoughtfully into space. He rubbed his 
foreb«*ad in the celebrated Dixey xvay. 
And then he answered, scriously 
enoug4i :

"Be«*au.>? a star is an actor or actress 
who plays a part better than anyone 
else can; one xvho makes the part his 
own and stamps it xvith tlie indelible 
impression of his individuality.

"Some people are «-afled stars because 
they have tlieir names on three sheets 
a ml* have tlie word star under their 
name, or perhaps they are put in th.* 
part by a manager, or again are made a 
■tar because the father i* a senator. Y**t 
such people are n«»t *tar.s and can never 
rise to the heights of a star. No amount 
of advertising or boosting by managers 
can make them stars.

"The real star must be like the jnint 
er or sculptor -he must create the part : 
ami xx'hen he plays it his rendition must 
stand out as clear and distinct a* the 
painting or the xvork of the sculptor, 
so that the master touch can he recog­
nized immediately.

"They say the play is the thing, and 
I grant you it is of great importance; 
hut xrhat is the play without the actor 

"to interpret the part ? lxiuk at such 
plays a* "Hamlet.' "Rip Van Winkle." and 
the "Fritz* j«iays; they are all good, hut 
we lack the a«-tor t«i play them. There 
is none to take up the pieces that Lott.i 
ami Maggie Mitchell mad? famous, and 
yet their plays are exeellent.

"Who was it but the actor that made 
Shakespeare famous? Without the a* 
tor the beautiful works of that great 
master might nex-er hax-e h*»en known, 
and there can lie no doubt that the actor 
lias made the characters of the Bard of 
Avon appreciated as they could have 
been in no other way. lbsv«i would h:tx> 
been known to a select l'exv. but the 
stage ha> made the character* known al! 
oxer the world.

‘"Every star must have three things—** 
technique, personalty and intelligence. 
He nuist hax-e tlie intelligence to com­
prehend tin* re<priremp_nts of the part, 
the personality to impress on the part 
so that when he creates it he makes it 
his owi , ami then the technique U 
essential to a perfect pt*rformance. Often 
a <"janager and the author will not grasp 
the strength of a part and will consider 
the strong character of the piece one 
xx'hich is of minor dramatic interest. '

‘"In a prcxluction the star is the head 
a ml the other members of the rompany, 
as well a- Hk* manager, look to the star 
to give the chara<*ter to the play, and a 
«careless or imlifferent star can «to an 
incah-ulable amount of «lamage to the 
play and the players. Belasco. one of 
the grrate/t master-* of stagev^raft the 
xvorbi has ever knoxvn. never produces a 
play without a star. It is a well-known 
fact that certain actors hax-e so made 
parts their own that xvhen they retire 
from the cast the box office receips fell 
off. ami thit- is a most ««-curate xxray to 
test the wish. <ir. I may say. the appre­
ciation of the public.• ‘Trilby* was newer 
a success without laickaye in his part of 
Svengali. and xvhen he would play the 
receipts would h«* almost double.

“We bear much about the necessity 
of going abroad tor material for plays 
but right here in America xve have an 
a blinde ne* of stuff for good plax*s for 
years to come, and it is time our au­
thors should appreciate this fact. If one 
should travel «»Ver this «-^uintry as I 
hax'e they could see thi- fact. In Amer­
ica life i* filled xvith sweet, innocent, and 
romantic incidents, and in the xvest much 
nohility of character is wen.

“We have too many B. A. actors to­
day." continued Mr. Dixey.

"And xvhat do you mean by B. A.—*

This was 
the right order; wc must know “who" 
he is before we can know "what" we 
are to do; must be one with Christ 
through his salvation -before we can be 
one with him in service. Then he gives 
the work (Eph. 4:12. 2 Thess. 2:17); 
his power accomplishes it (Heb. 12:20, 
21; Phil. 2:12); to him we account for 
our faithfulness (Horn. 14:12); from 
him we may receive the approving, 
“Well done"* (Matt. 25.21).

Saul’s conversion and consecration 
were almost simultaneous. His surren­
der was immediately tested, but he was 
“not disobedient unto the heavenly 
vision" (Acts 2(5:19). The persecutor of 
men became a prisoner of God. He who 
had meant to ride to Damascus as a 
leader to command (v. 2) was “led” “as 
a child to obey” (v. 8). He who was 
going in pride to persecute, entered in 
humility to suffer, not to destroy the 
Christians, but to be one of them. "He 
was three days without sight, and 
neither did eat nor drink" (v. 9). Viv­
idly came before him all his opposition 
to God, hi© rejection of Christ, his perse­
cution of the holy ones; lie saw the 
awfulness of his sin. Saul passed three 
days in darkness as Jesus lay three days 
in the grave. There in the darkness he 
surrendered pride of (1) birth as "of 
Israel;’’ (2) ancestry as "of Benjamin;” 
(3) nationality ns “an Hebrew” (Phil. 
3:5) ; (4) position as “a Pharisee” (Acts 
2(5:5) A. C. 31.

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LONDON POWER 
CASE ARGUED.

Mr. Justice RiddJI oo the Legis­
lature’s Authority.

The first Case of Its Kind That 
Has Come Up.

Legis’ature Was Within Its Rights 

ia Validating the Contract.

Toronto, April IT.—The case of R. 
H. Smith against the corporation of 
live city of London, in which the 
plaintiff, a ratepayer of the city of 
London, is seeking to restrain the city 
from carrying out a contract with the 
Hydro-Electric Power Commission, on 
the ground that the contract, which 
was declared valid by legislation pass­
ed by the Ontario Government, was 
not the contract voted on by the rate- 
pavers, was argued yesterday before 
Mr. Justice Riddell in Osgoode Hall. 
The Judge remarked upon the im­
portance of the case, which is the 
first one of the kind that has come 
up, and in view of the widespread 
interest and great importance attach­
ed to it, said that he would give it 
the most careful consideration, and 
would not decide it without having 
given the utmost attention to the au­
thorities quoted, of which, however. 
Mr. Johnston could cite very few that 
had any bearing upon the special fea­
tures. His Lordship paid a compli­
ment to Mr. Johnston's careful presen­
tation of the arguments, and express­
ed his desire to hear Mr. McEvoy, 
whose large acquaintance with con- 
si itutional law he commented upon, 
vpeak upon this nmtter.as also to give 
all the counsel all the time they de­
sired to present their views.

‘MR JUSTICE RIDDELL’S VIEW.
The argument was Begun at 11 

o’clock, and lasted, with an hours' 
adjournment f"r luncheon, until a 
late hour in the afternoon. In finally 
reserving his decision Ida Lordship 
remarked again upon the great sig­
nificance of the action, but said that 
he did not think he would find any 
reason to alter the view he now had. 
Hint the Legislature were well within 
their right - in acting as they had 
done in validating the London power 
contract.

Judge replied that all the mimics pel 
powers came from the Legislature. 
“Show me one power that they have 
that couM not be take® away from 
them by the Legislature to-morrow,’’ 
said he. Mr. Johnston thought they 
could not take away everything. 
“Every blessed thing.” was the answer 
of the Bench. Air. Johnston, however, 
still argued that in taking away the 
right of the ratepayers to make their 
own contract the Legislature was doing 
away with a civil right. While they 
might have tfie power to regulate, they 
oould not prohibit, and he instanced 
liquor licenses, but the. Judge thought 
that the Legislature would have the 
right to say that they would not wane 
any liquor licenses. He thought they 
might even legislate to do away with 
marriage if they chose. 'They would 
have the power legally, but of course 
not morally, to do many of these things.

Mr. McEvoy, Mr. DuVernet, Mr. 
Lefroy and Mr. Oartwright all pre­
sented their respective sides of the 
case briefly in the afternoon, and Mr. 
Johnston replied.

ANÔUTRÂGE.
Ottawa Ceuple Carried Off and 

Tarred and Feathered.

Ottawa, April 16. —A sensational 
story was told to the local police de­
partment to-day by an Ottawa couple 
named Killingbeck, who figured in a 
Police Court case yesterday as com­
plainants against a well-known Hiu- 
tonburg young man named Lockhart, 
accused of assaulting Mrs. Killing- 
beck. The Magistrate declined to 
believe her story, and dismissed the 
charge. This morning Mr. and Mrs. 
Killingbeck appeared in the police office, 
bearing all the evidence of having been 
very roughly used. They declared that, 
last night while walking on Bellevue 
avenue an express wagon containing 
four masked men drove up, and before 
either of the Killingbecks could raise an 
outcry they were seized, gagged ami 
tumbled into the wagon.

The men then drove several miles in­
to the country, where 1 he victims wet* 
taken to a barn, severely beaten and 
covered with tar. They were then driven 
halfway back to the city and left to 
make the rest of their way home on 
foot. Their appearance this morning 
bore out the story and the detectives are 
now looking for the guilty parties.

STOCK RUSTLERS.

Justice Riddell, commenting on the 
argument that the powers of the On­
tario législature were limited by the 
British North America Act, ‘‘sitting 
as a Judge, I can try this case as a 
Judge, but, speaking a* a Canadian, 
and knowing mv countrymen as I be­
lieve I know tnem, I do not believe 
that Canadian* would be satisfied for 
one minute that any such restriction 
should bo put upon their governing 
body. H it could, then there would 
soon be a change made, and the 
quicker the change were made the bet­
ter.”

His Lordship held that the power- 
of the Legislature, while not so great 
in extension, were a.* great in intension 
as those exercised by the British Parlia 
ment. Whv, he asked, should not Eng­
lishmen in Canada have the same rights 
as Englishmen in England?

Mr. Justice Riddell could not agree 
with Mr. Johnston’s submission that 
the législature, having delegated <;er 
tain powers to some body, would not 
have the right to exercise those powers 
itself.

His Lordship, remarking that this 
is a matter of exceedingly great pub­
lic importance, a case of first instance, 
and of enormous importance to our 
commonwealth, to our laws and to our 
State, and that lie would do his very 
best in the determination of the ques­
tion. but that lie hoped it would lé de­
termined ultimately by the highest court 
in the empire, said that he was most 
concerned with this point: “Why has 
not the Legislature the power of saying 
that this contract shall be valid if it. has 
the power to say that if contracta he 
entered into on certain terms and condi­
tio»* they shall be valid?” He *aid it 
wait like the legislation frequently en­
acted effecting "cities over 100,000 in­
habitants.” when everyone knew there, 
was only one such city in the Province, 
and that the legislation was made spe­
cially for Toronto.

Magnificent Young Team Made 

a Double Runaway.

Considerable excitement was caused 
on Market street and around the City 
Hall yesterday afternoon by a run away 
team. Mr. F. McLaren, » Fruitland 
farmer, had just purchased u wagon 
from the Massey-Harris Company, and 
was hitching his team of colls to it in 
a yard behind the Dominion Hotel, when 
the team suddenly became frightened 
and made a dash for the street.

QUEEN’S.
Hamilton s Former Students Hear 

One of the Professors.

The illustrated lecture given by Prof. 
James Cappon under the auspices of the 
Queen’s College Alumni Association in 
St. Paul's Sunday school last evening 
was a genuine treat, and was greatly 
enjoyed by the large audience. Dr. Mal- 
loeh presided, and formally introduced 
the speaker, whose subject was, “The 
Pre-Raphaelite Movement.” The three
men who did most for this movement 
were Rossetti. Holman Hunt and Millais. 
Hunt did less than the other two to 
make it what it now is. Rossetti ad­
hered to the style of bringing out the 
details which Millais almost entirely 
ignored. Millais was one of the first of 
the impressionists. He aimed to impress 
the spirit behind the life of the charac­
ter. His large scenes were never a great 
success. He then turned his attention 
to child life, and it was here that he 
triumphed most. His picture of Glad­
stone, painted in 1884. suggests the 
great debater am? the strong character 
brought out in the ljnes of his face, es- 
jH*cially his eyes. I» his portrait of 
Gladstone of 1879 he emphasizes the 
aesthetic, or churchy appearance.
