BIGOTRY!

Mr. Anglin is home from Pictou, 
and he has evidently whispered in the 
long ear of the Telegraph, ceni vidi 
vid. We do not know whether Pic 
ton is in the same place now as it 
was before Mr. Anglin went over 
there, or whether the Conservative 
candidate has been blotted out trora 
the lace of the earth or Hot, but we 
do know that some of the newspapers, 
and wo mean the conservative journ­
als, have written very much more 
about Mr. Anglins visit, than was 
either decent or manly. We will 
never be able to admire Mr. Anglins 
politics,because unfortunately for him­
self, in the begining, he got on the 
wrong side, but we do admire Mr. 
Anglin himself, and in our bnmblc 
judgment shall always pay just tribute 
to his abilities. The bead and front 
of Mr. Anglins offending in the eyes 
of three government papers in this 
province, and ’one disreputable sheet 
in Nova Scotia, seems to be that while 
a Roman Catholic,he had the temerity 
to go to Pictou, and speak to a large 
concourse of protestants! and they 
unearth disloyal remarks alleged to 
have been made bv Mr Anglin several 
years ago, in connexion with the 
proposal of some toast, and some re 
marks he made about Jolrn Knox in 
his newspaper,as further reasons why 
the presbyteriaus of Pictou should 
not hear him. If this is the kind of 
tactics the government press has made 
up its mind to adopt, we beg to be 
considered as having nothing in com­
mon with a ring with a programme 
so disreputable. We may be excus­
ed, too, for poiuting out to Sir Leon­
ard Tilley and to Sir Charles Tapper, 
both of whom are responsible to a 
great extent for the conduct of some 
of the journals referred to, that they 
will find it to their interest to give a 
word of advice to their organs in this 
regard. An insult offered to Mr- 
Anglin, by a government paper, by 
inuendo or open statement,as aCatho- 
lic, is an insult offered to the entire 
Catholic electorate of this province, 
and but that happily the insulting 
organs speak on such matters only 
for themselves, those to whom they 
owe their existence, would feel the 
consequences. Perhaps the threeNew 
Brunswick papers and the unmention­
able Halifax organ, know just what 
we mean.

We have uot one political sympathy 
iu common with Mr. Anglin, and 
we never expect to have, but at the 
same time *c regard him as one ot 
the ablest public meu in the Domi­
nion, a man of irreproachable private 
character, and we certainly think his 
assailants in the late campaign would 
have made a much better fight, had 
they kept their lips closed, since their 
strongest points were what he said 
about John Knox, aud what he did 
when a certain toast was proposed 
many, many years ago.

Mr. Anglins career as a private 
gentleman, and as a Catholic is un­
assailable, as we have just 
said,—but every principle of his 
policy is a legitimate and vulnerable 
subject tor attack. He belongs to the 
old mildewed school of politicians, 
who seem to sigh again for the days 
of oxen and stage coaches, whose 
principles are ethically correct as the 
canons of the moral law, but who 
would make the same rule that pre­
vailed in the days when leather money 
was circulated, do duty now when 
men deal in gold and paper. He is 
an able exponent of a policy that 
would keep this country to the axles 
m the mud; that would for the sake 
of being able to say that “trade is 
free as the wind that blows,” see the 
American artizan and manufacturer 
drive our own sons out of their own 
markets, and compel us to act hewers 
of wood and drawers of water to a 
foreign statc.lle belongs to that school 
whose highest title is “political 
critic,” who .originate nothing, but 
sneer at everything : who one day- 
old us the lands in the North West 

were no good, and the next day that 
the Government, had ruined Canada 
for ever by giving one eighth of these 
lands to a railway syndicate for con­
verting the oilier seven eighths into a 
nation ; who chiefly oppose railways, 
because in truth so antiquated are 
their doctriues that they do not “be­
lieve in railways;” aud finally to a 
body of men whose leaders unmis­
takably show that their own interest 
comes first, tlic public interest last. 
Why uot attack Mr. Anglin on these 
points!—wherein his shield was 
shaky ? Why degrade the press, and 
injure the party, by writing shallow 
bigotry about his religion?

THE KERR CASE.

We were not astray when we stated 
in a late issue that Mr Shanks Kerr 
would be assisted in his disreputable 
work by Jerry Travis. There is like­
wise another auxiliary, and who is 
also an ornament to I ho bar, besides 
Mr Travis, who comes forward with 
affidavits,to wit.MrBarbarie of Resti- 
gouche. It is a pity Mr. Kerr could 
not get Mr. Pcrigo, another able law­
yer, who lives in the woods a few 
miles out of Fredericton, likewise to 
come forward with an affidavit. The 
case has been opened, and to borrow 
an apt phrase from Judge King, Mr. 
Kerr has been throwing slime upon 
Judge Wetmore since the opening. 
We hope the clicking off point will 
soon be reached,and that immediately 
afterwards will follow the punishment 
Mr Ivcrr so richly deserves.

Mr Kerr advances no less than ele­
ven reasons why the case should not 
proceed, but each one of the entire 
eleven is an original precedent in it­
self, inasmuch as the court has always 
tak n similar steps to those taken in 
the present case to protect itself from 
men of the type of Mr Kerr.

Mr Jordan, who would find more 
hotiovablc employment, perhaps, in 
the police court, read Mr Kerr’s affi­
davits, to which the Attorney Gen­
eral objected, but which the court 
consented to hear, reserving the right 
of subsequent admission or rejection 
of the same.

Mr. Jerry Travis came forward 
then with a bundle, over which lie 
spent many days and nights, expend­
ing as much venom as a hundred 
toads ; but the court refused to hear 
him. Mr. Travis then subsiddd for 
the nonce, and it is a pity the last of 
him liadnot been heard of during the 
the trial.

Mr Jordan then read two other af­
fidavits from Mr Kerr and one from 
the Itestigonchc. Probably these 
three, being mere deductions from 
alleged facts, will likewise be thrown 
out.

A portion of the Travis affidavit 
was we believe heard—Judge King 
Wi.s for rejecting it in toto.

Mr Kerr contended that the affida­
vit was admissable to show Judge 
Wetmore's conduct.

King, J.—Then go to Parliament 
aud impeach the Judge.

Mr. Kerr—I would rather die than 
go to Parliament.

King J.—It would lie much fairer 
to go to Parliament where the Judge 
could auswci, than 'attempt to cast 
slime over him here,where he canuot 
answer.

The case causes a good deal of ex­
citement in legal aud judicial circles, 
but the general feeling is that if Mr. 
Kerr had suffered injustice at the 
hands of Judge Welmoie—something 
that no one believes—lie should have 
taken his case to a higher court, in­
stead of submitting it to the populace 
who knew nothing of the merits of 
the case ; iu other words instead of 
trying to drag down and beslime the 
dignity of a judge by such a disres­
pectful, aud indecent course. When 
a judge is astray on a legal point, 
wilfully or ignorantly astray, there 
is generally impartial redress higher 
up in the courts ; and where this is 
uot available or does not exist, there 
is the Parliament above all the courts 
where the judge may be impeached. 
There each side has equal privileges, 
the one to charge tlieSiher to answer. 
In the case of Judge Wetmore and 
Mr. Kerr it is different, lhe Judge 
sits upon the bench, his tongue tied, 
while the other man claims the right 
to treacherously strike him, and 
denies all responsibility for his 
actions. For the judge to have an­
swered the lawyer through the press, 
as suggested by a low-grade St.John 
paper, would have been as degrading 
as tor him to have sat upon theBencli 
and heard aud decided the case be­
tween Mr. Kerr and himself.

This much from Mr. Kerrs defense 
seems evident. He fancied he could 
make any charge lie chosed against 
the judge with impunity, that is, lie 
believed there was no legal way of 
reaching him,while on the other hand 
lie knew, that so. far as defense was 
concerned, the judge was at his feet, 
his tongue being tie i on the Bench; 
aud that his dignity, aud the tradi­
tional dignity of the Bench, forbade 
a rejoinder in tho press. Perhaps 
there is no precedent under which 
Mr. Kerr cau be reached. If not 
then let the precedent be made at 
once, and let it be a precedent, vig 
orous, decisive : one that will in the 
future save the dignity of the Bench, 
aud the fair name of its judges from 
the cowardly assaults of professional 
harlequins like Mr. David Shanks 
Kerr.

If the Government 
did control the Board, we could see 
little to complain about, but as a 
matter of fact it does not. Nor does 
the Beard itself .control the Board 
The whole affair is simply in the 
hands of Mr. Julius L. Inches, a gen­
tleman not at. all too fit for such an 
bnporlantposition ot trust. Judging 
from the number of wires that Mr. 
Inches pulled, and from the fact that 
Proteus himself could not assume 
more nhapes than he did, to - secure 
the Secretaryship under the new re­
gime, there must have been a man­
agement coveted that would be just 
as safe in other hands.

forst&r’s speech.

Mr. Forster appeared to be laboring 
under considerable excitement,and spoke 
with more than his usual determination, 
and at times exasperation. He said that 
the forces which Her Majesty has sent to 
quell disturbances and to carry out the 
laws at Skibberqgn were, in his opinion, 
sufficient to maintain order and secure 
the enforcement of writs of evictions, in 
spite of all resistance, no matter how 
determined or virulent it might be. The 
instructions given to magistrates and to 
the commandant of the military forces 
in Ireland were that crowds assembled 
ostensibly to prevent the execution of 
writs of eviction, or to sympathize with 
the evicted in an offensive manner, were 
to be dispersed; the ringleaders qf such 
assemblages were to be arrested, and in 
cases of absolute physical resistance, the 
troops will be ordered to fire on the 
populace. Mr, Forster said that the 
Government hoped that the large forces 
now in Ireland, and which would be 
strengthened if necessity demanded, 
would prove to the Irish people that the 
law was not to be upset with impunity, 
and that, however painful its execution 
in individual cases might be, it must' be 
carried out at all hazards. Mr.Forster’s 
speech was received with cheers from 
the Conservative benches,and with some 
expressions of modified approval from 
Conservative Liberals, but it was observ­
ed that from below the gangway, where 
the Radical members of the House and 
the Home Rulers sit, violent expressions 
of disapproval, and even of horror, were 
heard

MURDEROUS MEDICINES.

The use of quieting medicines for in­
fants, at the pleasure of nurse or mothei, 
is simply murderous and should be pun­
ished by law. Among those used in 
England and America, Mrs. Winslow’s 
Soothing Syrup was found to contain one 
grain of morphia to an ounce, with 
other opium alkaliods. Two doses have 
caused the .death of a child aged 
fifteen months. Godfrey’s Cordial con 
tains half a grain of opium to the 
ounce; Dalby’s Carminative contains at 
least a sixth of a grain of opium to an 
ounce; Atkinson’s Infaut Preservative (!) 
and Kaye’s ditto have a drachm or 
more of laudanum to the pint, while 
Steedmru’s powders (or Steadman’s) 
have three-quarters ot a grain of cal­
omel to each powder, and kill many in­
fants.

ST. JOHN NOTES.

A novel as well as interesting case 
has been occupying the attention of His 
Honor Mr. Justice Duff, sittiog in chamb­
ers, for the last few weeks. It is that 
of a father who is seeking by legal means 
to obtain possession of children whose 
filial affection was not sufficiently devel­
oped to listen to the voice of him to 
whom they were indebted for their be­
ing.

The first step taken by Mr. Edward 
O’Shaughneeay, the applicant, was to 
obtain a writ of Habeas Corpus calling 
upon one DorotheaBell and her daughter 
Kate Bell to produce in court the bodies 
of Cora A. and Ada H. hie children.

Tbe facts of the case are as follows ; 
In the year 1862 EdwardO’Shaughnessy 
was a color «ergant inHerMsjesty’s 15th 
Regiment, stationed at the time, in this 
City. There he contracted a marriage 
with Miss Rebecca Bell a daughter and 
sister of tbt respondents mentioned in the 
writ. After leaving St John he went 
with his company to Bermàda where his 
wife died leaving the two children men­
tioned ; subsequently he received a num 
her of letters from his mother-in law, 
praying that she be intrusted with the 
charge of the infants. Accordingly he 
came to this City in February, 1870,and 
left them with her, agreeing to pay 
the sum of £1 sterling for their 
maintainance and education. Shortly 
afterwards his regiment was ordered to 
Ireland and up to the present he was un­
able to get a leave of absence long 
enough to enable him to come to Am­
erica to look after them.

In February 1873, he made a demand 
for his children but was refused. He 
then forwarded to His Lordship Bishcm 
Sweeney, a power of Attorney authorizing 
him to take possession of the children, 
they having been brought up in the pro­
testant faith, contrary to his instructions; 
the matter was heard before Judge Wet- 
more but it was only another instance 
of legal technicality being allowed to 
over-ride justice. The matter here drop­
ped until Mr. O'Shaaghnessy, a few 
weeks ago, appeared in town and retain­
ed R. F. Quigley, Esq., of the profes­
sional firm of Willet &. Quigley, to 
pioceed according to law and recover 
the children if possible.

Messrs. Fred E. Barker and John 
Kerr were immediatly engaged as coun­
sels for the respondents. The first argu­
ment took place on the return of a sum­
mons obtained to set aside the writ but 
the Judge decided that the grounds taken 
by the respondent’s council were not 
tenable.

A return was then made to the writ 
setting forth that at the time it was issued 
and up to the present, the children had 
not and have not been in their possession 
or under their control or detained by 
them.

To this retura Mr Quigley took ex­
ceptions and made application to have 
attachment issued against Mrs. and Miss 
Bell for an insufficient return in not pro­
ducing the children and thereby com­
mitting a contempt of Court. This was 
granted by his honor yesterday forenoon 
and the parties have been allowed until 
tile 25th inst. to appear before th^full 
bench at Fredericton to shew cause why 
the attachment should not be ratified.

OUR QUEBEC LETTER.

[For the Star.]
Dear Sir :—

You will have ere now received through 
your exchanges, full details of the dis­
astrous conflagration which occurred in 
St. John and Montcalm Wards of this 
City on the night of the 7th and 8th 
instant. The total number of houses 
destroyed by actual count of the corpora 
lion assessment books is 640. As many 
of them contained two, three or even 
four tenements it is scarcely an over, 
estimate to say that about 1,200 families 
are rendered houseless, which at an aver­
age of say six to such family would 
leave about 7,500 persons without shel­
ter. Tbe loss is fully $2,000,000 and 
the Insurance amounts to about $800, 
000. All the companies involved are 
firm—including our local Co., the Que­
bec FireAssuranee which is in for $300,- 
000. Mapy 5f them have already an­
nounced their intention of settling at 
once without taking advantage of the 
60 days of grace. The largest single loss 
was the largest and handsomest church 
in the city—St. John’s—and the pres­
bytery." They were valued at, about 
$120,000 and the insurance was $63,-
