A correspondent of the New York Sports­
man says :—“ About ten years ago there 
lived in Scranton, Pa., a gentleman named 
George W. Rand, who was a noted sporting 
man. One day, while on his way to Pittston, 
Mr. Rand saw a horse lying by the roadside, 
apparently dead. He stopped and examined 
the horse, and found both forelegs broken by 
a railroad train. He had the horse taken to 
his stable at Scranton, where the animal was 
well cared for, and in a few months iyas able 
to walk. The horse improved very fast, and 
in seven months Mr, Rand’s son Harry, a lad 
of twelve years, drove him a mile in 2.23. 
Mr. Rand was so pleased that he gave the 
horse to the boy, acd from that day be was 
known as Harry Rand. He was kept in the 
Rand stable for five years, and was then sold 
for $4,500. It is said that he has a record of 
$2.19J. On Thursday last Harry Rand was 
run over by a car, breaking bis hind legs at 
the gambrel joint This morning I had a 
letter from his owner saying : • Harry is im- 
Biroving.’ I telegraphed him saying that I 
would give $100 for the horse to place in a 
museum. The ansyver was that $5,000 would 
not buy him. This is probably the only horse 
that has had all his legs broken and lived 
through it.”

In a letter to a New Yorker, dated Liver­
pool, May 27, Jem Mace writes anent his 
English experiences. He says that on the last 
night of bis stay in Leeds Slade had “his 
first English trial horse, a stiff-set, tidy 
boxer, Molloy, but the New Zealander was 
master from beginning to end.” Mace and 
Slade sparred in several of the Yorkshire 
towns, and in Sheffield drew a great throng. 
Daring the Derby week they packed some of 
the largest halls in London ; “but still,” 
Mace writes, “ this country is not like the 
other side. Sixpences are not dollars ; it 
takes 1,000 persons to make £120.” “Slade 
has lost twenty-one pounds,” Mace continues, 
and he adds : “ I have seen the principal 
spirrers here, and am really thunderstruck 
to see such exhibitions. There is not one 
here that I could not do in a trot myself—at 
my age, too.” In conclusion Mace says : 
“ When I come hack I will-try and arrange 
two events, one for Slade to spar Sullivan 
and the other for me to spar Mitchell, and 
yon will see what the little man can do with 
the old master of the scientific game of boxing. 
I am looking for the best man here to bring 
him with me, and for that purpose will have 
an exhibition in London, as the swells have 
asked me, and will give a belt to the winner 
and a tenner to the second best. I shall 
bring Burke over with me anyway, the man 
who fought a draw with Mitchell, "

A Rome despatch say» :—The recent action 
of Germany respecting the May laws and 
ecclesiastical legislation has occasioned ranch 
difference of opinion at the Vatican, and 
there is a growing tendency in the highest 
quarters in favour of accepting the concessions 
offered by Germany, and of not opposing the 
intended legislation.

The Czar has commuted the death sen­
tences of Nihilists Boganvitch, Tellaloff, and 
Boutzvitch to penal servitude for an indefinite 
period. He has reduced the life sentence of 
btefanovitch to eignt years’ penal servitude, 
and the sentence of the women Lizofskaya 
and Pribyleva to four years. He has also 
mitigated tbe sentences of thirty others. .

The trial at Xeres of seventeen members 
of the Black Hand Society for the assassina­
tion of a man named Benacoaz, a member of. 
the society who was suspected by the chiefs 
to be ready to turn informer, was concluded 
to-day. Seven of the prisoners were sentenced 
to death, eight were sentenced to seventeen 
years’ imprisonment, and two were acquitted.

_A St Petersburg despatch says :—The 
Minister of Foreign Affairs has sent a circular 
to the Russian ambassadors at foreign capi­
tals sta ing that the Emperor and the people 
of Russia are highly gratified at the proof of 
esteem received from the foreign powers, 
which are regarded by the Emperor as a fresh 
pledge of concord and peace, fully according 
with his peaceful intentions.

The Queen of Spain passed through Paris 
on Wednesday on her way to meet her mo­
ther at Franzensbad. Madrid is rife with 
rumours of a great court scandal to the effect 
that having ascertained the relations of the 
King with a lady of tbe royal circle the 
Qneep fled with her children, and will never 
return. A Madrid newspaper has been sen­
tenced to suspension for thirty days for pub­
lishing scandalous reports respecting the de­
parture of the Queen for Bohemia.

Ostend dealers have been caught sending 
over to the English markets dressed cats and 
selling them for rabbits. In a recent case 
the services of an anatomist were called in for 
a post-mortem examination before the identity 
of the subject was fully established, and it 
ptoved to be " poor pussy ” sure enough, ac­
cording to the American interpretation of the 
term, Stewgd cat may be all well enough as 
an prticle of diet, but it is no sweeter by any

If laps can be trained info good men by the 
force ot law and the vigilance of the police, 
the youth of Hoerde, a town in Prussian Ger­
many, ought to develop into most remarkable 
citizens, No.lad under seventeen is admitted 
to a ball or’ served with alcoholic beverages 
unless accompanied by his parents. Total 
masques no such youths are admitted on any 
pretence whatever. And, finally, no lad 
under sixteen is allowed to smoke on the pub­
lic streets. The police of Hcerde have a 
lively time. k

For some time past the various steamers 
arriving at Marseilles from Alexandria and 
Messina have brought considerable quantities 
of quails, which are to be fpnnd in abund­
ance in the districts near both those ports. 
The birds arc caught in nets and conveyed in 
shallow, well-ventilated boxes, and supplied 
with plenty of food during the voyage, so 
that they may reach their destination in good 
condition. Each box contains an average of 
100 quails. Some stcameis have brought in 
this way in a single voyage as many as 20,000 
quails, and one of the Messageries line landed 
30,000.

The Government of Russia is hopelessly 
corrupt. A former Minister of the Interior 
was a notorious, although secret,' bribe-taker, 
A head of a great department committed 
suicide, not long ago, owing to the impossi­
bility of concealing his defalcations any 
longer. An honest-official, when one hap­
pens to be found, is looked on as an extor­
tioner as a matter of course. Nor is reform 
in this direction the only reform needed. In 
the Russian villages there is no individual 
property in land. A sort of Henry George 
communism prevails, and the result is that 
industry is discouraged.

German police authorities have published' 
along list of poisonous colours which are 
strictly forbidden in the manufactories of 
that country. These colours were formerly 
made of extracts from harmless plants, but 
these have recently given place to anilines, 
which} when made properly, are not poison­
ous. Anilines are poisonous only when the 
arsenic used as a function in their manufac­
ture has not been all eliminated. Every shade 
of the rainbow may be produced from 
anilines, but the average cost is $5 per 
pound.

Tho Germans have invented a new game 
somewhat like chess for the use and training 
of military men. It is called the “ game of 
war.” The board, instead of being cat up 
into squares, is a miniature map, with hills, 
valleys, rivers, etc., and p plain for the 
battle-field, all represented in geographical 
order. The figures are made of wood or tin, 
and are of varied importance, according to 
their size and form. Each adversary tries to 
make tbe .most of hia position by placing the 
figures according to the rules' of the art of 
strategy, the arrangement being made to 
satisfy his own judgment, though opponents 
are not allowed to see each others strategic 
movements till all are finished. ’ The game is 
then conducted in strict observance of the 
principles of military tactics, which decide 
the winning or losing of the game. Any 
chances of good luck are settled by a throw of 
dice. The game has bean introduced as a 
preparatory exercise for military novices in 
military schools, from which much practical 
instruction can be obtained.

The Russian Nihilists.
' Some of the Russian Nihilists favour the 

substitution of armed revolt for terrorism. 
That they think such a change in their re­
volutionary methods as this would be possible, 
indicates better than a thousand tracts or ten 
thousand bombs could indicate, the strength 
of Nihilism throughout the Empire. Proba­
bly, however, the standard of insurrection 
will not be raised at present, nor will a reign 
of terror be introduced until it is more fully 
prepared for. The times are not quite 
ripe for the overthrow of Russian 
absolutism by an armed revolution like 
oars of 76. Nevertheless, the spirit of re­
volt pervades every order of society. It is 
as sure to materialize as justice is to be done 
in the long run. The discovery of a military 
conspiracy shortly before the coronation 
threw some light on the forces at work in 
Russia. The intention of the schemers— 
officers of the artillery and marine—was to 
establish a military republie. A quantity of 
dynamita and other explosives was seized at

tho headquarters of the organization in Som- 
lensk. It may well be imagined that “ some­
thing is up" when members of noble families, 
administrative officers of the ‘ State, atten­
dants upon the Czar, officers of high rank in 
the army and navy, men and women of let­
ters, students—representatives in fact, of 
every station in life—join irndemands, which 
they are ready to enforce with their lives, tor 
changes in the political system of the country.

Fighting for LWprty.
The straggle of the Albanians against the 

Montenegrins and Tnrlu is watched wnth 
eagerness and anxiety.. The clause of the 
Berlin treaty giving to Montenegro a slice of 
Albanian territory has always been regarded 
in Vienna as one of the most pernicious and 
productive of discord. There is a strong feel- 
mg in Berlin in favour of tbe Albanians. The 
Montenegrins are considered as the nucleus of 
the Russian »nd Slav designs. Tbe A'eiiie 
Freie Presse says “ The Albanian League 
has sprung into vigour again, and no one can 
foresee the fall consequences. The Albanians 
are at last aroused. They are fighting for 
autonomy and nationality.

Nutt followed and fired two more 
shots into his prostrate body, one taking 
effect in the neck. Dnkes was 
dead before anyone could get to him. The 
revolver that did the work is the same that 
Capt. Nutt carried on the morning of his 
de»th. Young Nutt gave himself up, and is 
now in gaoL He was calm, bat as pale as a 
sheet. Five shots were fired, four taking

The coroner’s jury in this case returned a 
verdict that the deceased came to his death at 
Nutt’s hands.

London specials say Mr. Gladstone shows 
signs of a recurrence of the symptoms which 
rendered his visit to Cannes necessary.

ed. He moved that Mr. Bright's utterance» 
be declared a breach of privilege. Mr. Bright, 
who was much cheered on rising, said he had 
a right to speak with great freedom to bis 
constituency. The term “alliance” waa 
capable of a meaning he did not intend, but 
it was the ope that tiret, occurred la hmL
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witness the manner in which some members 
of the Hoese clamoured at the Premier ; such 
conduct was a modern innovation. Mr. 
Bright commented on the existence df so­
cieties in America which were disloyal to tho 
British Crown and sending funds to similar 
disloyal societies in Great Britain. If the 
Irish members of Parliament disavowed con­
nection with the disloyal societies of America 
and declared their loyalty to the Crown, he 
would withdraw the word “ rebel ” and apolo­
gize for having used it.

Mr. Thomas Power O’Connor, member for 
Galway, also addressed the House. In the 
course of hia speech he alluded to Mr. Bright’» 
“ vain old age,” which remark elicited lend 
protests from many members.

Mr. Gladstone followed. Mr. O’Connor 
had declared that the portion objected to of 
Mr. Bright's speech at Birmingham waa not 
the breach of privilege. He (Mr. Gladstone) 
waa sorry for the remarks that had just been 
made by Mr. O’Connor concerning Mr. 
Bright’s declining years, and regretted the 
course tasen by some members in regard to 
the Binpihgham affair. As a matter of fact 
he thought Mr. Bright’s explanation m* en­
tirely satisfactory.

THE TWO LICENSE ACTS,

The'Crooks Act wad the McCarthy A OS

The Opposition have been very busy in 
misrepresenting the McCarthy Act as com­
pared with the Crooks Act. We have at 
varions times made various corrections of the 
misstatements of the Grit papers on this 
question. The following is a more extended 
comparison between the two Acts. It will 
b*. useful to ell honest and intelligent persons 
who wish to have a good understanding Of 
the new Act The Opposition organs bave 
been trying to misrepresent the new Act in 
detail. They will find here details they have 
not dared to disease, to which we direct 
their attention i—

LICENSE COMMISSIONED.
The McCarthy Act makes on# commissioner 

a judge ; the second, » warden elected by the 
ople ; and the third, the only one appoint­

ed from year to year, by the Government 
Advantages—First, stability ; second, recog­
nition of rights of monicipolities ; third, re­
moval of temptation to prostitute the tem­
perance cause to party politics.

The Crooks Act requires that all commis­
sioners shall be appointed by the Provincial 
Government for one year. <

LICENSE IN8FBCTOB8.
Under the McCarthy Act the Board of 

License Commissioners appoint the chief in­
spector and the inspectors. The result is the 
' lepectors are removed from party polities.

Under the Crooks Act the Provincial Gov­
ernment appoint the inspectors. The result 
is the inspectors become political tools.

ISSUE OF LICENSES.
The McCarthy Act provides that any ten 

or more electors at a polling subdivision have 
by

la the Crooks Act the inspectors’ report i
the^only limitation placed upon the liquc

The McCarthy Act greatly extends the ob­
jections which may be urged against the 
granting of a license by allowing that it may 
be objected as a reason against the granting 
of the license that the house is near a plaça 
of worship, a public school, a hospital eta

The Crooks Aot simply requires that the 
ispector reports that the applicant is a fit 
nd proper person to have a license.
The McCarthy Act requires that every ap­

plication for a license, and all objections to 
every such application, shall be heard at a 
meeting of the board in the district, and 
shall be open to the public.

The Crooks Act makes the proceedings of 
the board a secret tribunal—a Star Chamber 
proceeding in fact.

The McCarthy Act requires that the 
inspector shall report upon the number, po­
sition, and distance from the house, in re­
spect of which a license is sought, of other 
licensed houses in the neighbourhood, besides 
other matters calculated to restrain the num­
ber of licensed houses.

The Crooks j Aot has no such salutary re­
straining regulations.

ACCOMMODATION.
The McCarthy Act provides that every 

licensed hotel in addition to the rooms re­
quired for the family, shall have in cities and 
towns not leas than six bedrooms, and in 
other places not less than three, fitted up, 
and proper stabling for at least six horses, 
besides the hotel-keeper’s own.

The Crooks Act only requires four bed­
rooms, thus encouraging the small groggery 
business.

The McCarthy Act provides that the 
Council of any city, incorporated village, 
town, or township may prescribe farther re­
quirements as to accommodation to be pos­
sessed by hotels and saloons. This extension 
is in the interests of temperance.

The Crooks Act gives this power of limita­
tion to the Cdhndls of cities and towns.

The Crooks Act giv< * no each power to the 
Council to influence the board in the inter­
est* of peace and good g-vemment.

HOW IT DEALS WITH AN UNFIT MAN.
The McCarthy Act provides that if an 

applicant for a license has at any time, or in 
any place, been refused on the ground that 
he is not a fit person to hold a license, he is 
afint out for two yean.

The Crooks Act will allow a man to try is 
many times as he liées, in as many places, 
all over the province.

The McCarthy Act provides that no 
license sba l be granted if two-thirds of the 
electors in the subdivision petition against it.

This power of preventing licenses by peti­
tion is utterly unknown to the Crooks Act.

The McCarthy Act provides that no 
hotel license shall be granted in any city, 
town, or incorporated village unless such 
house has a separate front entrance in addi­
tion to the entrance to the bar.

The Crooks Act fails to remove the power­
ful temptation caused by being able to go in 
the same door both for the hotel and for ite 
bar.

SECURITY REQUIRED.
The McCarthy Act requires that before any 

hotel, saloon, or shop license shall be granted 
the person applying «ball give security in $500 
himself and two sureties in the sum of $150 
each. Shop licenses are put under the same 
wholesome restriction as hotel and saloon 
licensee.

The Crooks Act requires security of tavern 
licenses, and then only $200 by the applicant 
and $100 by each of two sureties. Shop 
licenses are exempt from this wholesome 
curb,

NUMRER OF LICENSES.
The McCarthy Act provides in cities, 

towns, and incorporated villages one license 
(hotel and saloon) for each 250 of the first 
thousand, and one for each 500 over one thou­
sand.

The Crooks Act gives one for each 400 over 
one thousand.

The McCarthy Act provides that the num­
ber of shop licenses shall not be more than 
one fob each 400 up to 1,200 of the population, 
and one for each full thousand beyond 1.200.

The Crooks Act makes no limitation of the 
number of shop licenses.

LOCAL OPTION CLAUSE.
The MoCerthy Act provides that when­

ever, in any municipality (save counties and 
cities), three-fifths of the electors therein vote 
by ballot that no liquor shall be sold, and no 
licenses granted, their will shall be law for the 
district.

The Crooks Act knows nothing about this 
valuable and important local option clause.

TRANSFER OF LICENSES.
In the McCarthy Act clauses are added to 

those in the Crooks Act still restricting more 
fully the transfer of licenses.

JYit in the Crooks Act.
REMOVAL OF LICENSES.

The McCarthy Act provides that an appli­
cation for the removal from one place to an­
other of any hotel, saloon, or shop license 
must be accompanied by a certificate, signed 
by one-third of the electors of the polling dis­
trict to which -removal is sought

In the Crooks Adt the inspector has all the 
say in transfers, and the people are without 
a voice.

LICENSE FUND.

Under the McCarthy Act the money re­
maining after payment of expenses is to be 
paid over to the treasurer of the city, tpwn, 
village or township in which the licensed 
premises are situated.

Under the Crooks Act only two-thirds of the 
residue, after payihent of expeneee, goes to 
the treasurer of the municipality.

LIQUOR FOB MEDICINAL PURPOSES.

Under the McCarthy Aot only a resident 
physician, actually attending a patient can 
sign a requisition for the procurement at 
liquors for medical purposes, and he ie under 
a penalty of $30 for each contravention of this

Under the Oraoka Art, hj licensed medi­

cal men can sign a requisition for the pro­
curement of liquors for medicinal purposes. 
The Crooks Act has no penalty, and is is fact

The -McCarthy Act has a limitation that 
not more than one pint shall be «old, and no 
liquor is allowed to be drank on the premises, 
under a penalty of $40 for each eontraven 
tion.

The Crooks Act provides no penalty and 
makes no restriction ae to quantity.

The person selling liquors on such requisi­
tion must make a «worn monthly report, 
showing the names of persons buying, the 
certificate, and the quantity, under a penalty 
for neglect of $20. y

The Crooks Act leaves everything to loose 
that drinking by certificate on Sunday is a 
favourite plan.

REGISTER OF LICENSES*
The McCarthy Act provides a register in 

which all forfeitures of licensee, disqualifica­
tions of licensees, record of convictions, are 
entered. _ ’

There is no each provision in the Crooks 
Act.

Under the McCarthy Act not more H».g 
one bar can be kept in any house or promisee 
licensed.

The Crooks Act is silent about thi« neces­
sary restriction.

SUNDAY DRINKING.
Under the McCarthy Act, in all places 

where iqtoxicating liquors are to be sold by 
wholesale or retail, no sale or other disposal 
of liquors can take place from seven Saturday 
night to six on Monday morning, except for 
medical purposes.

Under the Crooks Act the medical certifi­
cate is worse than useless.

It is further provided under the McCarthy 
Aot that in hotels liquor may be sold 

oday to guests, bona jut* i
arding in such houses, during -------- , —

tween 1 p.m. and 3 pm., and between 5 and 
7, to be drank or used only et their meals 
at table.

“ As far as the Crooks Act is concerned, 
all hotels are allowed to sell to their guests 
between 7 Saturday night and 6 a.m. Mon­
day. At present (under the Crooks Act) 
the law allows a guest to get liquor at any 
time from 7 o’clock on Saturday night to 
6 o’clock Monday morning, and that necessi­
tates the hotel-keeper keeping a man in the 
bar to supply the guests when they ring the 
bell. Outsiders know this, and from friend­
ship intimidation, and other causes, they 
come and insist on being supplied also, mak­
ing these hotels do a large business on Sun­
day. when I know it is often their wish not 
to do to."—Mr, Hodge.

SHOP LICENSES.
The McCarthy Act provides that shop 

licenses after 1st May, 1890, in cities and 
towns, and in other places after 1st May, 
1887, shall not be continued to persons now 
holding them in connection with grocery and 
other stores, and that no new ones shall be 
granted at alL

The Crooks Act allows the sal* of liquors 
in connection with groceries, etc,

MINORS.
The McCarthy Act provides that no liquors 

isll be supplied to minors under 16 years 
of age under a penalty of $20 for each 
offence.

The Crooks Act takes no care of minors at 
alL

VESSEL LICENSES.
The McCarthy Act provides that a vessel 

license shall not permit the sale or disposing 
of liquors at port, or except at regular metis 
and to actual passengers only. It prohibits 
a bar being kept on board vessels at any time.

The Crooks Act allows the sale of liquors

Sehod Act, 87 Vie., oh. 28, eee. 142, permit- 
ting the parente of any child having conscien­tious objections to the reading* of Holy 
Scripture to withdraw the child from such read­
ing. ‘ That this oonferenee further .agrees 
to press upon the Government the restoration 
ot scriptural and moral instruction contained 
m the first series of the national readers 
leaned by the Education Department for 
use m the Public Schools, or some similar in­
struction.”

The report was adopted.
The following resolution passed by thelart 

Synod was confirmed :—
Addition of clause 16 to the canon for the 

administration of the Widows’and Orphans’ 
fund of the diocese of Toronto :

“This canon sh'all be held to' apply to 
cases of clergymen who were on the superan­
nuated list of the diocese on the 4th Novem­
ber, 1881. And as to clergymen labouring 
in the diocese on said date, of sixty years of 
age and upwards, who were ordained or who 
entered the diocese, at an advanced period in 
life, the Widows’ and Orphans’ Fund Com­
mittee are authorised and empowered to deal 
with such cases in snch manner as they may 
deem just and reasonable. ’’

ROGATION DAYS.
Rev. A. H. Baldwin submitted a form of 

prayer for use on Rogation days. He said 
he hadjong felt the necessity of such a ser­
vice as this, which was not supplied in the 
Book of Common Prayer.

After some discussion, Rev. Mr. Ford 
withdrew his amendment, and Rev. Mr. 
Baldwin substituted for his motion the fol­
lowing :—“That the Bishop be requested to 
prepare a yrm of prayer for use on Rogation

This was carried.
------- PROHIBITION.
Rev. A. J. Broughall submitted the report 

of the committee on the memorial of the 
Dominion Alliaace.

They recommended the following resolution 
for adoption :— •

“That this Synod, while rejoicing at all 
well directed efforts for the prevention of in­
temperance, declare! its conviction that the 
endeavour to totally suppress the liquor 
traffic is at present premature. Farther, the 
Synod rejoices to know that an association on 
the basis of the Church of England Temper­
ance Association has been formed by sanction 
of this Synod in this diocese, and that active 
and snçceesful branches of the association are 
being formed in different parte of the diocese, 
and that sermons are preached with a 
view to the promotion of the oanse of temper­
ance. ”

Dr. Sxrluno moved as in addition “ the 
Synod endorses the proposal to preach an an­
nual temperance sermon on such a day as 
may be arranged by the Bishop and the Do- 
minjon Alliance."

The amendment was carried with the sub­
stitution of the words “ Church of England 
Temperance Association" for “ Dominion 
Alliance. ”

SABBATH OBSERVANCE.
Rev. Canon O’Meara submitted a report 

from the Sabbath Observance Committee re­
commending that the Bishop bq requested to 
appoint a committee to act in conjunction 
with committees from other denominations in 
taking etepe to prevent the desecration of the 
Sabbath.

The report was adopted.
Fourth Day.

The minutes of the previous day’s proceed­
ings were read, corrected, and oonfirmed.

FREE CHURCH VESTRIES.

Mr. Worrell introduced a canon providing 
for the protection of vestries in free churches 
for all the purposes mentioned in the Church 
Temporalities Act, Slid for the election-and 
appointment of churchwardens and the con­
ferring upon them the poweis'of a corporate 
body.

Mr. Worrell also suggested that applica­

A motion was passed authorizing the Mis­
sion Board to employ a travelling missionary 
agent

Mr. Barlow Cumberland moved that the 
provision disfranchising parishes who did not 
pay their assessments to the Widows’ and 
O'Phana’ Fund be enforced in future.

His Lordship strongly opposed the motion, 
on the ground that it was not in accordance 
with Christian spirit to compel these people 
to contribute.

The motion was withdrawn.

THE .SYNOD OF ONTARIO.
Kingston, June 12.—The Synod of the 

Diocese of Ontario met this afternoon. The 
Bishop made a lengthy and interesting 
charge. He said that during the last eighteen 
months he confirmed 997 males and 1,292 
females. Tbe total number of those con- 
firmed is 2,289, of whom 2,163 received their 
first communion at the time of their con- 
firmation. The number is larger than ever 
before in th* same space of time and with 
the same area. He held four ordinations, 
at which ten candidates were admitted 
to the holy order of deacons and nine 
were promoted to the priesthood. Tbe 
following churches were consecrated :—St, 
Paul’s, Renfrew ; Trinity, Siiannonville ; 
St. Anne’s, Easton’s Corners ; Christ church, 
Amherst island ; St. Thomas, Torbolton ; 
St. George’s, Alice ; St Mark’s, Pakenham, 
and Holy Trinity, Chesterville. Five per 
cent of all confirmed by him in the last 21 
years were converti.to the Church, and very 
many of them persons of rank and intelli­
gence who knew why they became Church­
men. and when it is considered that the whole 
number confirmed in that time was 20,700, of 
whom 16,139 became communicants, tbe 
proselytes have been numerous, and the 
diocese has not been without vitality. The 
number of churches in the diocese twenty-one 
years ago was 69, it is now 171, and taking 
into account the 24 chnrchos that have been 
rebuilt on a larger scale, the increase in new 
churches has been 128, with many new in pro­
cess of erection. There were only 19 parsonages 
in the diocese in 1862 ; now there are 64. 
Very few country missions being unprovided 
with a parsonage house. Lastly, the number

continued by or against their successors in 
office. Bnt nothing herein contained shall be 
deemed to release or exonerate tbe property 
of the c"hurch which is vested in any church­
warden by virtue of this Act from liability to 
answer tbe debt» or obligations incurred by 
any snch churchwarden within the scope of 
his authority, or with the sanction of the 
vestry.”

The motion was carried on a division.
CHURCH OF ENGLAND TEMPERANCE.

Mr. G. B. Kirkpatrick moved, seconded 
by Rev. Hyson Hague, •• That this Synod 
regrets to learn that more has not been done 
in the diocese towards carrying out the 
organization of branch societies of the Church 
of Eaglsnd Temperance Society, to which it 
pledged itself at the last meeting of Synod ; 
reaffirms its approval of the great desirability 
of immediate action, and urges the members 
of the Synod (clerical and lay) lo form 
societies at once intheir respective parishes, so 
that the Diocesan Society may be forthwith 
organized. Resolved, That hie Lordship the 
Bishop be authorized and respectfully re­
quested to appoint an organizing agent for 
the carrying out of its objects. " • He pointed 
to the magnificent results in the way of tem­
perance reformation effected in England by 
the Church organisation*, and predicted au 
equally favourable issue from similar organi­
zations in Canada.

The motion was carried.
THE CANONS AND BY-LAWS,

The discussion on Mr. Hoskins’ motion to 
confirm the printed copy of the canons as the 
canons of the Synod was resumed.

Two amendments were moved to Mr. Hos­
kins’ resolution, but were both-lost The 
original motion then passed. '

8T. JAMES’ RECTORY SURPLUS.

Ven. Archdeacon Boddy moved that the 
icheme of proportional distribution submitted 
o and adopted qy the Synod of last year 

(Jane, 1882) be confirmed and adopted for 
the distribution of any aurplns that shall be 
adjudged by the coart as accruing to this 
Synod from the Toronto rectory up to the 
first of July next, 1883. But that sny sur­
plus which may accrue after the first of July 
next, 1883, shall be distributed as follows, 
that is to say, tbe incumbents of the follow­
ing three endowed churches ; Trinity East, 
Holy Trinity, and the Church of Ascensioni 
shall receive the following sums per annum 
Trinity East, ,$800 ; Holy Trinity, $600; 
tbe Charon of Ascension, $400 ; and the 
balance shall be distributed eqnslly among 
the incumbents of the other ohnrchei in tie 
city, that is to say, among the incumbents of 
St Paul’s church, St. George’s, St 
John’s, St Stephen’s, St Anne’s, St 
Peter’s, St. Luke’s, AH. Saints, St 
Matthias’,. St Thomas’, St Philip’s, Grace 
Church, St Bartholomew*», end tbe Church 
of the Redeemer,' provided, however, that a 
sufficient sum shall be reserved to increase 
the allowance by $200 per annum additional 
to the three following churches : Grace 
church, St Matthias , and St Bartholomew’s, 
situated in the poorer parte of the eity, pro­
vided further that 5-22 of the whole undivid­
ed surplus shall, as agreed upon laat year, be 
reserved, and shall not be thus distributed

_ -___ . Iwn—A*. the Synod to-day
the Committee on the Division ofthe Diocese 
reported that they heartily agreed with the 
Bishop’s remarks concerning the necessity for 
a division of the diocese, and recommended 
that a division of the existing Diocese of 
Ontario upon the basis of the boundaries 
of the archdeaconries of Ottawa and Kings­
ton is expedient, the former containing the 
counties of Carleton, Dnndas, Glengarry, 
Lanark, Prescott, Renfrew, Russell, and 
Stormont, and having a church population of 
42,933 ; the latter containing the counties of 
Addington, Lennox, Hostings, Frontenac, 
Prince Edward, and Leeds and Gren­
ville, with a population of 42,338 ; 
the archdeaconry of Kingston having 
about 62 clergy, and that of Ottawa 42. The 
committee further recommended that* appli­
cation should be made by the Synod to the 
House of Bishops of the Provincial Synod for 
the purpose of obtaining their consent to such 
division ; and further, that a committee on 
the subject, to meet and report from time to 
time, should be appointed at this Synod. The 
report was adopted, and the Chancellor 
moved, seconded by the Archdeacon of Ot­
tawa :—“That this Synod approves of the 
proposed division of the Diocese of Ontario ; 
that a new diocese be formed out 
of the counties of Renfrew, Carleton, 
Russel), Prescott, Stormont, Dundss. 
and Glengarry ; that the House of 
Bishops be memorialized for the formation of 
such new diocese, pursuant to the canons of 
the Provincial Synod ; that a committee be 
appointed to arrange all preliminaries to the 
election of a bishop for the new diocese ; 
that such committee be a standing committee 
until the election of the bishop, and report 
to this Synod and to the Executive Com­
mittee from time to time.” Carried.

SYNOD OF MONTREAL,
The annual Svnod of this diocese opened 

in Montreal on Tuesday! After a sermon by 
Rev. Mr. Machm, of Sorel, the bishop 
took the chair, and after a preliminary 
welcome to the members his Lordship sail' 
there were nine churches building and much 
good was being done at the east end of the 
city. He spoke feelingly of the deaths dar­
ing the year of Dr.1 Scott, Mr. N. S. Whitney, 
and W. B. Simpson, paying a high tribute to 
their memory. The late Major Mills left by 
will$30.000, of which $10,030 to the Theolo­
gical coliege and $9,000 to the superannuated 
fund. He aaid that no incoming clergyman 
would receive less than $800 per annum, #s 
he could not see ho™' a clergyman could live 
on $500 per annum and keep a horse. Since 
the last meeting they had suffered the loss of 
the Rev. George Robinson, rural dean, who 
was noted for his earnestness and zeal in the 
mission work on the upper Ottawa. In re­
gard to pastoral visitation he recommended 
that at least twice in every year each family 
should be visited. In the country more fre­
quent visiting is desirable than i» the town, 
where there ate not so many obetructions to 
getting to church. He advocated more sta­
tistical accuracy in visiting lists.

METHODIST CHUKOH.

Proceedings of the London Oonferenee at 
St. Catharines.

Eighth Day.
St. Catharine^ June 13.—The confer­

ence assembled at 9 a. m., and opened with 
singing the 562nd Hymn, the secretary of the 
conference reading PhiUppians L, and Rev. 
C. Stringfellow leading in prayer. The 
minutes of the former session were read and 
approved.

The Sabbath School Committee presented 
a report of a very encouraging character. Dr. 
Sanderson also presented tbe report of the 
Superannnsbon Fund Committee. The in- 
come is larger than any preceding year, but 
there has been an increase in the number of 
claimants.

Rev. A. L. Russell wanted to know if the 
new regulation relative to raising amounts 
for the superannuation fund would go into 
force this next year.

Dr. Sanderson—Yes ; that is on the 
assumption that the basis of anion does not 
carry. If it should carry, why, we know not 
what regulations may be made. .

Dr. RyokmaN arose to the question of 
privilege, He Was sorry to have to refer to

the fact that the resolution which he offered

Some miscellaneous matters were then at­
tended to.

Ninth Day.
St. Catharines, June 14.—Conference 

resumed this morning at 9 o’clock. Rev. W. 
K- Parker, M. A., president, presiding.
«.“SL’-.» C",Sl£tk^ Pre,ente'l tiie report of 
the Children’» Fnnd Committee, which was 
adopted. The amount per member to be 
raised next year is forty-three cents.

The item in the report of the Memorial 
Committee relative te the request of the 
Woodstock district to do away with the schol­
arship system was taken up. The committee 
recommended that no change be made at 
present. However, on resolution, the con­
ference decided that iq future the chairmen 
of district! should not be required to ask for 
them, but that the matter be left optional

Rev. A. McPhillips, B.D., presented the 
report of the Temperance Committee. The 
eonferanee re-affirmed its adhesion to the 
oanse of total abstinence and legal prohibi­
tion, and called upon the members of the
conference to use the following agencies :_
First, the pulpit—A sermon to be preached 
by each pastor on abstinence and prohibition. 
Second, the press—Approve the introduction 
of temperance text-books in Public Schools and 
the preparation and circulation of temperance 
traota and leaflet». Third, tbe home—The 
introduction of family pledge carda by the 
pastor, and the reporting of temperance work 
at the district meeting. 'Fourth, the polls— 
The people are strongly urged to sustain to 
the utmost of their pow* the Canada Tem­
perance Act of 1878 where in force, and to 
assist at every favourable opportunity to 
bring it into force. The principle of “ local 
option ” embodied in the Dominion license 
law was approved. Fifth, commnnion—The 
request of two years ago to use nnfermented 
wine in the administration of the Lord’s Sup­
per was renewed. Hearty sympathy with 
tbe Women’s Christian Temperance Union 
and the Dominion Alliance was voted until 
prohibition should be secured.
. A committee was appointed to eonfer with 
any other committees which might be ap­
pointed to agitate the question of the intro­
duction of the Bible into the common schools.

Moved by Dr. Fowler, seconded by Rev. 
J. Graham ;*• That this conference tenders 
its warm symnathy to our beloved brother 
James Hannon, whose failure in health neces­
sitates a year’s superannuation, and also ex­
presses the confidence and esteem which he 
has won by his faithful, honoured, and suc­
cessful ministry while amongst us. We pray 
Almighty God that his health may be restor­
ed, and we shall hail with joy his return to 
the active work of the Christian ministry.”

Rev. Mr. Hannon acknowledged the reso­
lution in fitting terms.

Rev. A. S. Russell, B.D., presented the 
report of the Church prosperity. The com­
mittee on motion for permission to sell the 
Platteville personage property elicited the 
statement frbm a minister that they owed 
him $20 insurance money on that property, 
which they refused to pay.

The discussion of the basis of onion was 
then resumed, and continued until midnight,

The president read a telegram just 
received from the London Conference that 
the M Williams’ amendment was carried by 
101 to 88,” which was received with partial 
cheérs. The ** Williams amendment” was 
that the basis of union be not accepted.

Dr. Burwash presented the report of the 
Educational Committee :■—

At ten o’clock the memorial service in re­
membrance of those ministers who had died 
during the year was held. The hymn.

Come let us join our friends above, &o.” 
was sung, after which Bevs. Drs. Rose and 
Carroll led in prayer.

The districts were called iir order, and the 
secretaries read the names of the deceased. 
The first was Rev. W. Price, aged 61, who 
died at Brantford. He had long been feeble, 
and lived in retirement He died well.

Rev. V, B. Howard died at Cobourg. The 
obituary was read by Rev. R. Jones. He 
hyl been superannuated several years, but 
died after a short illness.

Rev. W. Steer died at Grafton, obituary 
read by Professor Burwash. He was a ven- 
erable,man, who died at the advanced age of 
four score. He was a Beulah land Christian.

Rev. Ashton Fletcher died at Peterboro’, 
the obituary was read by Rev. D. McAmus. 
He was an earnest Christian, and laboured 
hard to do good among his fellowmen.

Rev. R. G. James was a passenger in the 
Asia, which foundered last September in the 
Georgian bay. The only surviving passenger 
in that dreadful catastrophe testified that at 
the last he exhorted his fellow passengers to 
look to Jesns in the hour of tneir great ex­
tremity. The «solemn servie» was closed 
wim suitable devotional exercises.

At two o’clock the President took the 
chair. Rev. J. Hodgson #led in prayer. The 
minutes of the prenons session were read 
and confirmed. The cases of some ministers 
who desired a superannuated relation were 
referred to the committee which was appoint­
ed at a former session, bu^wasjomitted from 
our report. The following was the appoint- 
ment of the epopipmotion of Rev. 
W. Tmdal a committee oq conference rela­
tions was appeinted " to dohsider all new ap­
plications for superannuation, the said com­
mittee to be composed of Dr. Dewart, H. S. 
Mathews, Dr. Jeffers, J. Learoyd, J. G. 
Laird, W. Tindall, and J. Bredio. J

Several memorials and special resolutions 
were presented, and referred to the respective 
committees. One was signed by forty widows, 
who are claimants of the superannuation 
fund, and pray that snch steps may be taken 
ae shall prevent a further diminution of their 
small claims on that fund. The reading of 
the document was listened to with breatnless 
attention.

At 5.30 the conference adjourned, with the 
benediction by Dr. Roee.

Fourth Day.
Rej- H. S. Matthews read the rejtort of 

tbe Superannuation Committee, which recom­
mended that Revs. H. Wilkinson and P. D. 
Will should be placed on the superannuated 
list

On motion of Rev. R. Duke, seconded by 
R*v. A. Haimes, a vote of thanks was ten­
dered to the unknown donor of Dr. Duff's 
Life to the members of this conference. Rev. 
W. Briggs, through whom the gift was made, 
shall communicate the resolution to the gen­
tleman. '

Dr. Rose read a report of the Ministers’ 
Aid Society, and gave a lengthened explana­
tion respecting matters which he thought 
would further increase the usefnlness of the 
society. Dr. Rose was very cordially thanked 
for his services, and a committee of five 
members of the conference was appointed to 
meet other committees to make arrangements 
for the future management of the society.

Rev. John Bhedin read a report from the 
Stationing Committee reepeetiug new mie- 
sious. Monmouth, to the north-west of 
Lindsay, where there are eut townships with­
out Protestant worship, is to be formed into 
anew mission. Dunsford and Lindsay East 
are to become a mission, aa they were a year 
ago. Six new missions were formed in the 
Brandon district. Big Piain, and others. 
Four new missions are to be formed in the 
Portage la Prairie district ; eight new mis- 
siens m the Regina district, which becomes 
the head of a new district at this conference. 
Eight new missions are also to be formed in 
the Saskatchewan district 'Of the domestic 
missions, Wooler, Cobourg district i« to be­
come a mission ; Madoc North is also to be 
known henceforth as a mission. Fonr new 
missions are to be formed in the Algoma dis­
trict.

Fifth Day,
The following notice of motion, referring to 

the basis of union, wss given by Dr. Suther­
land .

Moved by Rev. Dr. Sutherland, seconded 
by Rev. Hugh Johnston, ED,, “That this 
conference, adhering to the traditional policv 
of _ our Church in favour of the organic 
union of the varions Methodist Churches 
in this Dominion, is stiff in hearty 
sympathy with that object, and with 
the union sentiment so generally prevalent 
throughout the country ; and believing that 
the baaia of union now submitted is substan­
tially, the only oneupon which’all the branches 
of our divided Methodism can unite, the con­
ference hereby accepts the same, having 
every confidence that tile General Conference 
of the united Church will be able, under the 
guidance of the providence of tiod, so to per­
fect all necessary details as to meet the 
reasonable and just demands of all con­
cerned.

"2. That inasmuch as the proposed union 
involves questions of Church property and 
other matters having a legal aspect, this con­
ference recommends the authorities of the 
General Conference to obtain tbe best posai-* 
ble legal advice touching all snch pointe, and 
submit the same' to the said conference be­
fore the final action is takeu, so that if legal 
difficulties are found to exist they may be 
provided for and removed before the anion is 
consummated. ’’

Rev. J. Hunter moved in amendment, 
seconded by Rev. John Bredin,

“ 1. That this conference affirms the de­
sirability of the organic union of the 
Methodist Chnrchhe represented by the 
joint committees on union, and feels itself 
bound to do everything in its power to 
further this project, provided it shall aeeare- 
such general and harmonious co-operation of 
the several bodies as shall give ground to

“(a) la view of the decision of the last 
General Conference in regard to the pro­
jected union restricting the committee from 
making any arrangement which would per­
mit the general superintendent to interfere 
with the annual conferences and confining 
him to the sphere of General Conference work, 
which restriction we believe was wise and 
designed to maintain the constitutional rights 
vested in the annual conferences by the terms 
of the union of 1874 and incorporated in the 
Book of Discipline. We disapprove of that 
condition of the basis which makes it the 
prerogative of the general superintendent to 
interfere with the rights of the annual confer­
ences by presiding alternately with the "an­
nual president, conducting the ordination ser­
vice, and jointly signing the ordination parch­
ments.

“(b) We disapprove of the omission and 
consequent abolition Of the restrictive rules 

section 15, page 40, of our 
Discipline ; first, because we believe that 
these restrictions wisely protect the Church 
against changes in matters of fundamental 
importance, and, secondly, because the Gener­
al Conference has no power to do away with 
them.

“(c.) We disapprove of the abolition of the
restriction upon the General Conference 
legislation affecting the rights and privileges 
of annual conferenced contained in section 17, 
page 98, of our Discipline."ordinarily known 
as the veto power, and believe that it would 
be nnseemly to lessen the powers of the 
annual conferences at a time when provision 
is being made for the introduction of equal 
lay representation of these bodies.

“ 3. In view, therefore, of the reasons be­
fore mentioned, snd in view algo of the seri­
ous dissatisfaction that exists both in our 
own Church and the others, the strong ground 
there is to believe that there sre grave legal 
irregularities in the. method of procedure 
that has been adopted, the organized op­
position of the Methodist Episcopal Church, 
and the strong probability of any union 
carried out on the lines of the present basis 
producing irritation and possible disruption, 
we respectfully and earnestly request the 
General Conference to delay action until all 
legal questions are satisfactorily settled ana 
tbe objectionable features of "the basis elimi­
nated. ”

Moved by Rev. Dr. Hunter, seconded by 
Rev. William Briggs,

“ That this conference «gratified to learn 
that there « a very general desire on the part 
of both the ministers and laymen of the 
various branches of the Methodist Church in 
this country that these branches should be 
brought into organic union.

“ That this desire has been practically 
manifested by the appointment of a joint 
committee composed of representatives of the 
Methodist Church of Canada, the 
Methodist Episcopal Chnrçh "in Cana­
da, the Primitive Methodist Chqrch in 
Canada, and the Bible Christian Church in 
Canada, for the purpose of preparing a basis 
of union, which basis has beeu accepted by a 
large majority of the quarterly official meet­
ings of onr Church, and is now submitted for 
the approval of this conference.

“ lhat we have learned with pleasure that 
the Primitive Methodist and Bible Christian 
Churches, while accepting the basis for the 
sake of union, are nevertheless willing to se­
cede to snch changes in the basis as may 
render it more acceptable to a large number 
of the parties concerned in the proposed 
union.

“ That the ministers of the Montreal, Lon­
don, and Toronto conferences of the 
Methodist Church of "Canada are al­
most equally divided in opinion on the 
acceptamce of this basis, even for the 
sake of union, and that the brethren who ob- 
i*®kto the bpsis assure as that theya^e 
aetnated by a profound conviction that union. 
on the prissent basis cannot secure tbe peace 
and prosperity of the Church, and that they 
cannot accept tbe basis without doing violence 
to their conscientious convictions ana without 
the sacrifice of principle which they regard as 
vital and fundamental.

“ That these brethren have devoted life, 
talents, and influence to the service of the 
'Church of their choice and affections, and that 
we, as a conference of ministers acting in thé 
fear of God,,and deeply impressed with the 
gravity of the situation and the responsibility 
of the hoar, dare not attempt to force the pro- 
poeed union on the basis in its. present form, 
and thus incur the risk ef alienation, disrup­
tion,anddisintegration. Therefore,resolved :—

“ 1. That for the sake of union and to meet 
the views of onr brethren of the Methodist 
Episcopal Church we accept a general super­
intendence with an eight years’ term of office; 
provided that the general superintendent or 
superintendents shall not interfere with the 
duties and powers of the Annual Conference 
officers nor of church Courts.

“2. That in deference to the polity of the 
Primitive Methodist and Bible Christian 
Churches we accept the principle of Uy re­
presentation in the annual conferences as 
contained in the baste, or as may be consti­
tutionally modified by the general conference 
of the united church.

“3. That, with the understanding A at the 
restrictive rules are not abolished by the 
basis bnt were left ont of it inadvertently, 
and will be incorporated in the constitution 
of tbe united Cfinrch, we accept in all other 
particulars the basil of the union as now pre­
sented.

“4. That we request the adjourned 
General Conference to take the necessary 
legal etepe to consummate union with those 
branches of the Methodist Church in this 
eoontry that are prepared to accept the slight 
modifications of the basis indicated in these 
resolutions, hoping and praying that the 

'Spirit of mutual concession which has worked 
this great movement from its inception until 
now will prompt to this further concession 
on the part of all concerned, and without 
which we conceive a lasting and harmonious 
union to be impracticable and impossible at 
the present jnnutnre in the history of Cana­
dian Methodism.”

Rev. R. D. Burns read the treasurer’s re­
port of the superannuation fund, which was 
received and adopted. It showed the receipta 
f/om circuits in 1883 to be $6,832.66 and from 
ministers $3,122, a total of $9,954.68. being 
an increase of $650.11 over the receipts of 
last year.

The report of the Temperance Committee 
was read by Rev. T. Cullen. It recited that 
the prohibitory liquor law of the North-West 
Territories was beiug infringed, and recom­
mended that the strongest pressure be 
brought to bear upon tbe proper authorities. 
It also recommended that children should be 
advised in the principles of total abstinence, 
for tbe purpose of inonlcatiog which the 
Minister ofEducation should be petitioned to 
introduce text-books, that annual sermons 
should be preached, and collections taken up 
thereat. It also assured tbe Women’s Tem­
perance Union that the conference would co­
operate in their arduous labours. The ques­
tion of the purity of sacramental wine was also 
touched upon, and strong recommendations 
were made in reference thereto.

Rev. Messrs. Burn», Rice," Brown, Suther­
land, Nelles, Rice, and Rose offered sugges­
tions, and all earnestly recommended that 
only the pure nnfermented juke of the grape 
should be used for sacramental purposes.

The balance of the session was devoted to 
discussing the union question.

Sixth Day.
Rev. J. W. Totten read a report of the 

Committee on Church Property.
Rev. Thomas Cullen read the report, of 

the Committee on Temperance, which 
among other thiogs recommended that the 
Imeal Legislature be petitioned to make cer­
tain changes in the Liquor Lioense Act. This 
part of the report gave rise to considerable 
discussion, and on motion of Rev. Mr, Slack- 
stock, who thought the clauses might cause 
political entanglement and be used as politi­
cal arguments, it was eliminated.

On motion of Rev. Mr. Brown it was 
ordered that no wioe but sacramental wine 
be used at the conference love feast, and that 
ou> people be urgently requested to use at the 
Lord’s table only nnfermented wine.

PRES B YTERI AN CHURCH.

Meeting of the ueneral Assembly at Lon- 
don.

London, June 13.—The ninth General As- 
•embly of the Presbyterian Church in Canada 
waa opened in London this evening. In no 
more inviting place could the Assembly ooa- 
vene than in St. Andrew’» church, which is 
one of the finest m the Dominion.

At the appointed hour, accompanied by 
the pastor of the church, Rev. J. A. Mnrrav, 
the retiring Moderator, Rev- Wm. Cochran^ 
D.D., of Brantford, appeared before a Urge 
and intelligent congregation. The 67th Psalm 
was sung, the 42nd chapter of T.*i*L WM 
read, and prayer was offered, after which 
■Key, Dr.^ Cochrane announced as his text, 
Joshua xiii., 1 : “ There remaineth yet very 
much lana to be possessed.”

After the Assembly roll bad been called 
and the attendance duly noted.

Dr. Cochrane, on retiring from the mode- 
rator s chair, said :—

Fathers and Brethren,—Twelve months 
ago, by vour great kindness, I waa unani­
mously elected to preside over you in Gen­
eral Assembly. I now, with feelings I can­
not express, return yon my -thanks for the 
support given me then and daring the year 
in iny endeavours to advance the interests of 
onr Zion. It has been a year of anxious. 
**"“•* labour to many of us, bet we have 
not toiledin vain. Never in onr history aa 
a united Church baa there "been greater en- 
couragement to prosecute God’s work in onr 
own and in heathen lands. It seems to ***** 
that we have entered upon a new era of 
missionary enterprise, and that in proportion 
to our faith shall be tbe resources necessary 
for the work. “I will ,hake all nations, 
and the desire of aU nations shall come, and 
I wmfill thte honsewith glory, aaiththe 
Lora. lhere are many thoughts that 
struggle for expression on such an occa­
sion, suggested oy the changes of the past 
year. The deaths in the ministry have 
been numerous, some in tbe very prime of 
life, others called, like watch-worn and 
weary sentinels, to put* their armour off and 

™ heaven. But the mortality among 
the eldership and prominent members of the 
Church has been startling and beyond all 
precedent. Out of this long death roll each 
is in some respects a memorable man. Shall 
it be deemed insidious if I mention the names 
of Alexander McLeod and James Bai nes, 
of Halifax ; David Greenshields, Jas. Court, 
and Edward Mickey, of Montreal; John 
McMurnch and James Michie, ef Toronto i 
Col. Haul tain, of Peterboro’ ; Warren 
of London, and Duncan McVicar, of Chatham. 
The poets say the eonls of snch that die are 
bnt sunbeams lifted higher. Nor will this 
General Assembly think it strange if I men­
tion yet another name, Elizabeth Bonar 
Burns, a sweet, saintly, gracious, active spirit, 
whose good deeds and holy activities will, 
with the lifeandlaboursof Dr. Borns, neverbe 
forgotten by the Presbyterian. Church in 
Canada. And now, fathers and brethren, I 
ask yon to elect a successor to the moderator- 
ship of this venerable court, and I 
for him the same forbearance and charity 
you have so uniformly accorded me during 
my term of office.

ELECTION OF MODERATOR.
In pithy addresses the follosring gentlemen 

were proposed :—Bev. Dr. Kin, of Toronto ; 
Rev. E. Kenneth McLennan, by Mr. James 
Croil and Mr. Duff ; Rev. Dr. MacLaren, by 
Rev. Mr. Gordon and Rev. R. N. Grant.

A vote was token between Rev. K. Me 
Lennan and Dr. McLaren, when the latter 
received » majority of votes.

A vote was taken- between Dr. McLaren 
and pr. King, when it was found that 63 
were in favour.of .the former, and 86 in favour 
of the*! tee... v

Dr, Proudfoot moved, and Dr. McLaren 
seconded, that Dr. King’s nomination now be 
made unanimous. This was carried.

THE NEW MODERATOR’S ADDRESS.
Dr. King then retired, and in a little 

while, accompanied by his mover and sec­
onder, appeared and addressed the General 
Assembly, He thanked the Assembly for the 
honour now bestowed, said he had no special 
qualifications for the position, hoped that by 
grace granted from on High, and 
through the courtesy of the brethren, 
he would do his duty. In happy 
terms he referred to the subject of union 
which is now before a sister Church. He said

brethren may feel encouraged to follow.
Dr. Cochrane laid on the table repliee 

from her Majesty and tbe Governor-General 
to the loyal addresses, and the Assembly ad­
journed.

Second Day.
At 12 o’clock sharp business was resumed.
Bev. Mr. Laing reported on behalf of the 

committee appointed at the last Assembly 
to take into consideration the whole matter of 
ministerial support. The report was receiv­
ed, and on motion of the convener, seconded 
by Rev. A. B. Mackay, it was agreed to take 
up this subject the first thing to-morrow 
morning.

The following ire the applications from 
ministers and licentiates for admission into 
the Presbyterian Church in Canada :—Sydney 
Presbytery, Rev. Jas. Scott, of the Methodist 
Church ; Halifax, Messrs. J. M. Robinson 
and Jas. Anderson ; Toronto, W. H. Hunt, 
from tbe United State? ; Owen Sound, Gao. 
Law, from Scotland ; London, Geo. Crombie, 
from China ; Stratford, H. Morris ; Huron, 
G. A. Frances, of the M.E. Church. These 
applications were put into the hands of a 
committee.

In the case of Mr. McIntyre, an applicant, 
it was moved by Dr. Grant, and seconded by 
Rev. Joo. McMillan, that on aoconnt of the 
satisfactory reasons heard, leave be granted 
to make Mr. McIntyre’s case a special ono 
throughout his after course of study.

A request came up from the College Senate 
of Halifax asking for sanction for a special 
arrangement with certain students who, OB 
account of the lateneee of the meeting of the 
Maritime Province Synod, were licensed at a 
date out of the regular order. Rev. R. 
Campbell spoke against such a procedure, bnt 
after remarks made by Drs. McKnight and 
McGregor the sanction of the Assembly was 
granted. Leave was granted the presbytery 
of Lindsay to take on trial for lioense Mr. R. 
Myers, a student of Prinoeton.

An appeal of Rev. Adam Spkncer, of Bow- 
manville, from the decision of the Synod of 
Toronto and Kingston, was next brought up. 
Papers were read, and Mr. Spencer addressed 
the Assembly for half an hour, when the hour 
of adjournment arrived, and it waa agreed to 
take np his case again to-morrow.

The evening sederunt was devoted to the 
subject of Home missions.

The report of the Eastern Section Commit­
tee was presented and spoken to by the Rev. 
Geo. Bruce, of St John, N.R. The great aim 
among the workers in the eastern section was 
“ To eee that the people of their owe land 
have the Gospel and divine ordinances within 
their reach, to provide supply for the vacant 
charges and for the mission stations, and to 
follow with the message of peace those who 
are dwelling solitary in the woods or by the 
sea shore.” The workers employed were 
twelve organized missionaries, eight proba­
tioners, and thirty-two theological students. 
There are 36 weak congregations assisted by 
grants varying from $50 to $200. The moneys 
raised and expended during the year in the 
Maritime Synod are as follows ;—Mission sta­
tions, $3,944 ; aiding weak charges, $3,943 ; 
removal of debt, $2,539 ; itinerant missionary 
in St. John Presbytery, $500. Total, 
$10,920. AU debt has been removed within 
a year, leaving a balance of $800.

Rev. Dr. Cochrane, convener, presented" 
the report of the Western Committee. He 
gave an interesting summary of the work per- 
lormed in the presbyteries of Ontario and 
Quebec. Coming to Manitoba and the North- 
West. and referring to the rapid settlement 
of the country, be showed how urgent were 
the needs of the mission. There $100 given

Every day some new victim of Mr. 

Blake’s slander syndicate is heard from. 
A week ago Mr. Manning gave these 
traducera of public men and private 
individuals a well-deserved dressing down.

Then Mr. Hamah, M P., 
came to the fore and denied their accusa­
tion against him.

It is not surprising, therefore, 
that Mr. H. G. Bell, C.E., has written to 
the Glebe in the following terms :

“I have to request on behalf of Mr. Don­
kin and myself that you will put that threat 
into execution as soon aa possible. You must 
be well aware of the fact that a statement of 
that kind involves a dishonourable inference 
that cannot be otherwise than injurious to 
Mr. Donkin and to me.”
The challenge Mr. Bell has issued in be­
half of himself and his colleague is that of 
a man whose character has been grossly 
attacked. We shall see with what alacrity 
his assailants will take it up.

TER GRIT ORGAN AND LORD 
Durr BRIN.

Ok May 29th the Grit organ declared 
that “ Lord Demux was never insulted 
“ by Liberal leaders or newspapers.” This 
wss rubbish, ss everyone knew, since a 
perfect flood of insolent criticism was pour­
ed out on Lord Duffebin after the proro­
gation in August, 1873. On the 19th of 
Jane (yesterday), m a review of Mr. Ool- 
unb’ Life and Times of Sir John Mac­
donald, the Grit organ famishes ns with 
a rehash of some of its own ten-year-old 
insolence. Lord Düffshin is accused of 
misrepresentation. It is insinuated that 
he told a falsehold in an official despatch.

There can be very little doubt now in 
the mind of anyone that those who are 
most deeply interested in the cause of tem­
perance are most strongly impressed in 
favour of the McCarthy Act of the late 
session. The more the Act is examined, 
and compared with the Crooks Act, the 
more this will appear. We publish this 
morning a portion of the address to the 
grand jury delivered at St Thomas by 
Judge Hughes. In the course of it the 
judge enforces two opinions in which the 
public will, we judge, either now or in due 
time, most cordially agree.

The first is that the existing provincial 
legislation has been improperly admin­
istered, for political, and not for legitimate, 
purposes. This is now an accepted truism. 
The Grit organs have of late been profes­
sing that the Local Government does not 
think the Crooks Act perfection, and that 
Mr. Mow at is willing to amend it But 
we defy any Grit organ to point 
out to us a single case in which 
Mr. Mowat has not defended as 
perfect the maladministration and the 
weakness which everyone but himself re­
cognized. Mr. Mowat and his Govern­
ment have always professed in effect that 
the Crooks Act is perfect And they have 
used it as a political weapon in a way tip 
moat shameless.. This is now a fact be­
yond question. "

The second point is, that the present Act 
is a decided improvement on the Crooks 
Act Judge Hughes says that the pro­
visions of the McCarthy Act “ bear the beet

promise of any License Act that we have 
1 ever had in force. ” There is no doubt 

at all on this subject The opinion of 
Judge Huohbs is the opinion of every in­
telligent and earnest man. The attempts that 
have been made to compare the McCarthy 
Act unfavourably with the Crooks Act 
have resulted in simply enabling us in 
many cases to.give the Grit organs their 
quietus, and to put the public more com­
pletely into the possession of the facts. 
We commend Judge Hughes’ remarks to 
the consideration of our readers.

THE TWO LICENSE ACTS

On 
the other hand the licensees have the satis­
faction of knowing that, though the penal­
ties of illegal dealing are severe and the 
regulations more stringent, they are freed 
from the tyranny of the partisan license 
inspector and all his cigar jobs and politi­
cal wire-pullings. Thit vicious and vulgar 
excrescence on temperance legislation is 
quite cut away.

We have no need to condense any far­
ther the condensation we publish" else­
where. Our object is to call special atten­
tion to it It will prove to any 
reasonable being that the License Act of 
1883 is a public boon. The Grit party 
will continue to oppose and refuse it tor 
obvious reasons.

1st Because their own administration 
of the Crooks Act was a shamelessly 
cynical system of political jobbery and 
persecution.

2nd. Because the leaders of the party 
made the terrible mistake of refusing to 
give their aid to the Government to frame 
a good temperance measure, and they are 
now ashamed to accept as good the legisla­
tion they refused to forward.

3rd. Because the Local Government 
wants to keep up an inaeniate cry about 
“ Provincial, Rights and is willing to 
sacrifice temperance, order, law, public 
safety, public peace, and even the union 
itself, rather than lose power.

Nevertheless we entertain the opinion 
that the public will aooppt the McCarthy 
Act as a great piece of beneficent legisla­
tion ; and will prefer to have it in opera­
tion rather than sacrifice it for the pleasure 
of Hardy and Parut, Lardy and Dardy, 
Tom Paine and O’Donovan Rossa, and 
the other members of the Grit party.

In a word, U is 
a pantheism with the soul of the universe 
struck out of it, and the fancies of human­
ity projected into it, and is, we shall see 
anon, a Stoicism deprived of. its ascetic 
morality.

In the June number of Longmani 
Magazine will be found a paper by Mr. 
Richard Jefferies, entitled “ The Pa- 
“géant of Summer." In every respect, save 
one, it is admitablja. Not often, outride 
the pages of our noblest poets, can we 
find a more loving picture of the glories 
which adorn our mother earth. Form 
alone is lacking to make of the essay a 
magnificent ode to Nature. Hardly a 
flower, a bird, an insect, or even a weed, 
escapes the observant senses of the- en­
thusiastic and intelligent worshipper. The 
habits and haunts of every living thing in 
the promise of early summer are lightly 
dwelt on with the loving solicitude of a 
devotee. ! The air ia redolent, in its ful­
ness, “of fine atoms of summer.”

The rapture is at once pure and legiti­
mate. All of os, even the least instructed, 
have felt its glow when, as our essayist 
says, “ the exceeding beauty of the 
“ earth, in her splendour of life, yields a 
“ new thought in every petal ” Only a 
few gifted minds have been privileged to 
read the writing in Nature’s book, and 
make known to men the interpretation 
thereof. Mr. Jeftrries can decipher the 
characters, but he sees not the Divine hand 
by which they were traced, whilst their 
meaning remains hidden from his cultured 
gaze. To him, there is but the beautiful 
as an object of worship, and beside it 
there is no God. Ail he hopes for is that 
ultimately the sunshine and the summer, 
the flowers and the azure sky, shall be­
come, as it were, interwoven mto man’s 
existence. This is for him a firm and 
stable belief.

And yet it is “ not for you or me, now, 
“ but for our race, who will ultimately use 
“ this magics! secret for their happiness ” 
Man never is, t>ut always to be, bleat. 
When all of ua. now playing more or less in­
significant parts on this world’s stage, have 
perished with the beasts, in no hope of a 
blissful immortality, future generations, 
should no celestial disturbance mar the pro­
gress of man, may perhaps acquire “ the 
“magical seefyt,” whatever it may be 
worth We she not so sure that any 
sympathy for the grass that to-day ia, and 
to-moriW ia cast into the oven, will 
compensate humanity for the assurance of 
a higher and bitter life beyond the grave. 
He may “ infeed be despicable who can- 
“ not look entraide to the ideal life of 
“ man” ; but surely he must be an object 
of commiseration who cannot look up­
wards from natuï-e unto nature’* God. 
“ The birthright of our mind” ia denied 
only when wi refuse to reaognize the 
Supreme Intelligence.

Our essayist entertains, on the whole, a 
poor Opinion of his race. So impressed is 
he with the callousness ot the lower crea­
tures that he wishes he could attain their 
tranquil and facile imperturbability to 
atmospheric phenomena. Man alone, 
“ more senseless than a pigeon,” is afraid 
of lightning, not because "he knows its 
power, but because he has “ put a god-in 
“ the vapour. ” Ergo, the doves, “ so 
“ trustful and content with their fate, 
“ resting in themselves, and unappalled,” 
are men’s superiors.

“If but by reason sad will” (both of 
which, we suppose, pigeons have) “ I could 
suck the godlike calm and courage of what 
we so thoughtlessly call the timid turtle­
dove, I should lead a nearly perfect Ufa,” 

Most people-would say, on reading this 
strange utterance, first, that the doves are 
not afraid because they do not know what 
there ia to be afraid of : and secondly, 
that humanity can only gain rational calm 
and oeurage in a perfect life by entire

resignation to the Creator’s wffl. Perfect 
love—a trustful faith in Divine Providence 
—can alone cast out fear. I#t ua in 
parting with Mr. Jefferies quote his 
peroration. He ia speaking of his nature 
contemplations :

“These are the only hours that are not 
wasted—these hours that absorb the eoul, 
sad fill it with beauty. This is real life, and 
all else is illusion, or mere endurance. Does 
this reverie of flowers, and waterfall, and 
song form an ideal, a human ideal, in the 
mind ? It does ; much the same ideal that 
Phidias sculptured of man and woman filled 
with a godlike sense of the violet fields of 
Greece, beautiful beyond thought, calm 
aa any turtle-dove before the lurid lightning 
of the unknown. To he beautiful, and to be 
calm, without mental fear, is the ideal of 
nature. If I cannot achieve it, at least, I 
can think it”
' Such ia the religion of «esthetic agnosti­

cism—an absorption in nature, and no­
thing to think about The beautiful ia 
the deity, and a freedom from care the 
earthly pared&e. To most rational people 
this must appear a sorry ideal Men have 
not been created for the sole purpose of 
absorbed contemplation in any form. 
Human life, whatever theory of its origin 
we may adopt, is nota life of calm, but one 
of conflict : of activity, not of listless senti­
mentality. Here is not our rest, nor can any 
ideal of life be perfect which foils to recog­
nise that we must labour and sorrow, suf­
fer and be strong. To be a turtle-dove, 
undaunted by the thunderbolt, may serve 
as an «esthetic apiration ; perhaps it would 
be the most available use to which the 
gashing class could be put But to the 
active men and women of the world the 

/nature cult must rightly appear the anti- 
1 climax of hot-house sentimentality.

The contemplation of nature, and the 
most intimate acquaintance with its work­
ings, aa well as its transcendent beauties, 
are surely the sources of most exquisite de­
light,as they ought to be, wit bin"the measure 
of our knowledge and opportunities.amatter 
of duty. But it is only when the arcana of the 
earth and the heavens, unfolded by science, 
lead us to trace the hand of Divine power 
and beneficence that substantial profit 
can accrue to the aouL Beauty apart 
from mind may be the object of admira­
tion and sentimental a flection, but apart 
from intelligence it is worse than useless, 
mentally, morally, and spiritually. A 
universe heaped, together by chance would 
be a marvel, were it possible ? but it could 
not touch the heart, reach the depths, or 
satisfy the inborn aspirations of the soul.

THE LICENSE QUESTION.
Judge Hashes’ Opinion of the McCarthy 

Act.
In bis address to the Grand Jnry at the 

Conrt of General Sessions st St. Thomas, his 
honour Judge Hughes explained to the jnry 
hie opinion of the new License Act. In tiré 
course of his remarks hisllonour said :—

It is usual for courts of Justice to bring to 
, the notice of graqd jurors at the opening of 
the Assizes and Sessions the provisions of 
such Acts of Parliament which may have 
been recently passed by the Legislature as are 
of great importance, and to which public at­
tention should be prominently drawn.

THE LIQUOR TRAFFIC
in this end other countries bee been a subject 
of discussion for over fifty years. During that 
time thousands upon thousands have died 
from the direct and indirect effects of » 
licensed traffic in intoxicating liquors i in 
other words, the laws of those (ands where 
prohibition does not exist haye sanctioned 
the exacting and collecting/» duty and 
revenue permit, and has legalized the de­
stroying ot the live» and prospects of men 
and women by despoiling them of their pro­
perty and health and sending them to their 
dishonoured graves by taking so much money 
in the way of revenue, from men, and women 
who have been willing to engage in theBraffio, 
for a license to sell intoxicating liquors to all 
such as choose to go and purchase, and that, 
too, under nominal, bat without real, re­
straint

the laws or the several provisoes 
have enacted that only those who hold 
licensee to sell these liquors shall have the 
right to sell—eo that there has been all the 
time a monopoly to the class who engage in 
the traffic, front others would sell—or if 
thèy did go, they were subject to prosecution 
and punishment

Every other kind of trade, as a rule, is un-, 
limited and unrestrained ; is open in fact to 
all who like to engage-in it The exceptions 
are concerning the sale of tobacco, drags, and 
some few other articles of commerce. The 
manufacture and sale of intoxicating liquors 
is a restricted and licensed monopoly, so that 
the strong arm of the law and the moral force 
of public opinion maintain that it is quite 
right for this exceptional legislation'and this 
objectional monopoly to exist under the 
sanction of a Government license to such per­
sons aa engage in the traffic within certain 
prescribed limits, end practically the regulat­
ing the traffic goes for nothing.

DURING ALL THESE YEARS 
rules and regulations have existed for the 
local government of the traffic, and for the 
ostensible purpose of keeping it within cer­
tain restraints and bounds, but as these 
have all proved, as everyone who knows any­
thing about the practical working of tfieae 
rules and regulations knows, they have been 
virtually a dead letter, chiefly because the 
Government has been slack in enforcing the 
regulations and are weak, compared with the 
people who engage in the traffic, who largely 
control and influence elections, and have a 
direct interest in selling all the liquor and 
making all the money they can out of the 
drunken habit of the people. This has had 
the effect of enriching those who aell and of 
impoverishing those who consume the intoxi­
cating liquors sold, and there has not been a 
sufficient expression of public sentiment 
against it until now.

It would be
USELESS AND TAKING UP TIME 

unnecessarily here for me to speak of the 
absurdity of connecting the sale of intoxicat­
ing liquors to persons who are not lodgers or 
boarders at a tavern with the keeping of an 
hotel or tavern or inn which in the primary 
purpose was intended exclusively for the con­
venience of .travellers, and not for the harbour­
ing of tipplers, the manufacture of drunkard», 
and the gathering in and encouraging ot loaf­
ers in acta of dissipation mod idleness.

The Act which I have before me, and to 
* wish to make special allusion, is- 

“TH* LIQUOR LICENSE At* OF 1833,*-- * 

which has undertaken to deal with this Sub­
ject as belonging to the peace, weal, and good 
government of Canada not coining within 
the classes of subjects assigned by the 
British North America Act, 1867, exclusive­
ly to the Legislatures of the provinces, and 
as belonging to that part of the field of juris­
diction assigned by the seme Act of Parlia­
ment to the Parliament of the Dfiminion 
which gives to them the regulating of trade 
and commerce.

I pass no opinion upon the constitutionality 
of this Act. That ia not my dufy here. AU 
I have to say ie that I find it spread ont on 
the Statute book, and all I find from read­
ing it is that it is not concerning a matter of 
» merely local or private nature to the pro­
vince, for it ia of a public nature applicable 
to the whole Dominion, and makes certain 
provisions for the performance and obser­
vance of certain duties and the restriction of 
certain acta, and constitutes non-performance 
or breach of them a misdeameanour under the 
criminal law which, exclusively belongs to 
the Dominion Parliament.

That which I wish to draw your attention 
to is not in any controversial spirit but in 
that which rejoices over any attempt to les­
sen or mitigate a crying evil ; the fact that 
whether constitutional or unconstitutional, 
and whether carried into force or not • the 
provisions of this Act bear the best promise 
of any licensing Act that we have ever had 
in force, and that if it has the force of law 
it will, if honestly administered by those who 
are entrusted with the carrying its provisions 
into practice, he the greatest boon the coun­
try has ever received at the hands of the Leg­
islature ; that is to say, if we except the Tem­
perance Act of 1864, and the Canada Tem­
perance Act, 1878. So that its provisions are 
worthy of our attention and earnest study.

Howtck, June 16.—At a late meeting of 
Belmore Div. Grange, a committee was ap­
pointed to report on County Councils, who 
submitted the following, which, on motion, 
was adopted :—

“ Your committee are of opinion that the 
time has arrived when a change in the exist­
ing state of County Councils should take 
place, the representation being far in excess 
of the requirtments ot the country. The 
business which they now manage could be so 
arranged, and the membership so reduced, as 
would result in a great saving of the public 
money.

“ We would suggest that the care of all 
roads and bridges, the selling of lands for 
arrears of taxes, etc., be assumed by the 
local municipality, who, we believe, could 
manage such matters ranch cheaper and more 
efficiently than County Councils. We find 
that the principle of representation by popu­
lation in the election of members of County 
Councils is unjust, and should be in propor­
tion to the assessment, the representation 
from villages in many cases far outnumber­
ing that of the rural districts.

“ Your committee are aware that there are 
certain institutions propeHy belonging to 
counties whioh will require to be provided 
for, such as gaols. High Schools, poor-' 
houses, etc., and we therefore recom­
mend that each county be divided into three 
divisions, each to have a representative, who; 
would be elected by the people, to held office 
for three years, one to retire annually, these 
representatives to have power to levy a rate 
for maintaining county institutions, liqui­
dating debts, and such other business as 
property belongs to the county,

“We would farther suggest that a copy of 
this report be sent to The Mail end Globe 
newspapers, in order to bring the matter

The Board of Education, London, recently 
adopted, with the exception of the first * 
clause, the following medical regulations :— 
Smallpox—All pupils will be required to pro­
duce a physician’s certificate of effectual vac­
cination before admission to any of the 
schools. All pupils residing in any house 
where smallpox exists will be ex­
cluded until thirty days after pa­
tient's recovery. Scarlet fever — All 
pupils coming from any house where ecarlet 
fever exista will be excluded until twenty 
•daysaiter patient’s recovery ; except children 
who have previously bad the disease, who 
will be excluded until ten days after the re­
covery of the patient. Diphtheria—Exclud­
ed as above for ten days. Measles—
Until recovery of patient ; patient ex­
cluded for ten days after recovery. Mumpe, 
whoopingcoogh, chickenpox, or any eruptive 
diseases of the scalp—Until complete recov­
ery. Evidence necessary fora hove—Phy- 
sician’s certificate. Pupils visiting places 
where scarlet lever or diphtheria exists will 
be excluded. Some doubt being expressed ae 
to the legality of the first clausa it was re­
ferred to the City Solicitor for he opinion.

FOREIGN.
The aggregate vaine of the school-houses 

and sites of New York State ia $39,332,291.
The new dormitory of Williams’ College— 

President Garfield’s alma mater—will cost 
$85,000.

.Rev. Dr. Jeremiah Taylor, of Providence, 
R.L, has been elected by the trustees of the 
Hartford Theological School as president of 
the institution.

William H. Vanderbilt bas lately added 
$100,000 to his $1,000,000 endowment of 
Vandetbilt University. The late Mrs. Atkin­
son, of Memphis, left the same institution 
$50,000.

Out of a population of 28,000,000, England 
sends only 5,000 students to her two great 
Universities ; Scotland, with a population 
of 4,000,000, has 6,500 University students, 
and Germany, with a population of 43,000,- 
00.1, has 22,500 in her various universities.

Thomas A. Edison tins agreed to gire Co­
lumbia College the collection of electrical in­
struments exhibited lsst year at Paris if it 
will ast blish a school of electrical engineer­
ing. Meanwhile Mr. Edison hss determined 
to begin systematic instruction at his factory. 
Tufts and Cornell universities nave both es­
tablished a school in electrical engineering.

The conference on Ragged Schools, held at 
Exeter hall, London, Eng., recently, inci­
dentally revealed in its discussions the total 
failure of the Elementary Education Act to 
accomplish its original purpose of training 
and improving the condition of the lowest 
class of London children,and at the same time 
showed the influence the Act had exercised 
in preventing that object from being accom­
plished by older and more efficient agencies.

A return recently published in England 
efchywe that the expenditure in Î882 fer #du- ip 
cation a l grants was divided as follows On 
schools connected with the Church of Eng- 
land, £1,317,803 ; on British, undenomina­

tional, and other schools, £221,933 ; on Wes­
leyan schools, £111,956; Roman Catholic, 
£137,955 ; board schools, £813,408 ; parochial 
union Ichoois, £120; administration, £196,- 
929 ; organization of districts, £283 ; grant» 
to ichool boards, £2,325 ; total, £2,802,001.

In bis letter presenting to the University 
of Vermont the magnificent library left by 
the late George P. Marsh, U. S. Minister to 
Itaiy, the Hon. Frederick Billings nrged the 
necessity of at once patting up a fire-proof 
library building to contain the 11,000 vol­
umes, as well as the other collections belong­
ing to the college. Then, he added as a sort 
of after-thought As no time should be 
lost, and ai the university has no funds to 
devote to the purpose, I give $75,000 to se­
cure euch a building.”

President Porter, of Yale, recently gave 
this sound and wholesome advice to the stu­
dents “Young men, yon are the architecte 
of your own fortunée ; rely on yonr own 
strength of body and soul.

now is worth more than 119,000 given ten 
year» hence. In referring to the low ana- 
tained in the winter by the sbeenoe of those 
who laboured during the summer months, he 
threw oet the suggestion of fifty good elders 
going up in the winter. The contemptible 
attack made upon the superintendent of mis- 
siooa was treated with a severe rebuke. As 
regards British Columbia the committee aimed 
at and laboured for union, although opposition 
was coming from unexpected quarters. He 
eulogised the workers connected with the 
various students’ societies in oonneotion with 
the colleges. The receipts of the committee 
amounted to $48,401.22. Referring to the 
local sohemea for the better supportof missions, 
such as those inaugurated in the presbyteries 
of Quebec and Montreal, the speaker said that 
an idea was abroad that thie was the thin 
end of the wedge entering for the deatraction 
of the Home Mission scheme now in exist­
ence. After a capital addreaa the convenir 
sat down.

Third Day.
London, June Ilk—An interesting and 

spirited debate took place to-day in the 
General Assembly on the qn#>jeet of better 
support for the ministry, which resulted in 
Rev. John Laing moving the following mo­
tion ! —

“ Resolved, To appoint a committee In which 
the elder» and private members of the Church 
shall be largely represented, who may consider 
the beet method of aeonring adequate support 
for tbe ministry of the Chdrch and prepare a 
statement on the subject ; and In order to ascer­
tain the mind of the congregations and of the 
laity of the Church generally, on whose approval 
ind cordial support the success of any scheme 
mom. largely depend. Instruct that committee to 
emd down the statement prepared to Pres­
byteries, sessions, and congregations asking 
in reply an txpreealOn of opinion through the 
Presbyteries next year.’"

Principal Caves took a different view of 
thie important subject He wished to pro­
pose a motion in the line of past procedure 
aa follows ;—
“The General Assembly la deeply impressed 

with the duty of putting forth the most strenu­
ous efforts fpr tbe better support of the ministry 
eo that if possible a minimum stipend of notleee 
than $750 with manse shall be secured. The assem­
bly deem it lnexped ent to pronounce in favour of 
the principle of a supplementary rather than a 
sustentation scheme, yet, considering that onr 
Past working has beea in the line of supplement, 
the General Assembly instructs the Home Mis­
sion Committee, east and'weet, to use then- beat 
endeavours to put into Operation the aeheme of 
augmentation presented to the assembly last 
year. The assembly thus hope» to be able next 
year to bring a valuable increase of experience 
to beer upon this great interest of onr Church, 
with the view either of improving said scheme 
of augmentation or of preparing the way for the 
harmonious introduction of another scheme 
towards which our experience shall be found to point."

Rev.' D. D. McLeod proposed a third reso­
lution, viz. :—“That a committee be ap­
pointed by the Moderator, to draw up a de­
liverance for submission to the Assembly on 
this subject.”

Dr. Oaves here asked leave—and it was 
nted—to make the following addition to 
notion, via. “ Farther, ths Home Mis­

sion committees are instructed to take 
measures to bring the whole subject of the 
better support of the ministry before the 
several presbyteries and congregations of tile 
Church, in order to awaken such an interest 
in the matter ae shall result in a large increase 
of the funds available for carrying on* the ob­
ject of the schema ”

Rev. Mr. Laing at this stage,' with the 
consent of hie seconder, withdrew big motion.

Rev. R. EL Warden thereupon proposed 
another amendment as follows :—“ With a 
view to increase the salarie» of the mialetere 
in the weaker congregations of ths 
Church to a minimum of $750 
annum and a manse, that it be 
mitted to the Homy Mission Committee of 
the western section of the' Church and the 
Supplementary Committee of the eastern 
section to revise their present regulation» or 
frame each additional ones as may be neces­
sary, and ae shall best coodnoe to the aeeoto. 
plisbment of this object, with inetrertione td 
the Home Mission Committee of the western 
section hereafter to set apart for enpplement- 
ing purposes a definite proportion of the en­
tire moneys received for the home mission 
fund. Farther, that the committees, both 
east and west, be empowered to solicit in 
each manner as they may deem beet special 
contributions for the work of supplementary 
missions.”

Principal Caven asked the Assembly—and 
it was granted—that after the words, “ As­
sembly last year, in tbe motion ae first pro­
posed by him, the following words should be 
inserted, A Except that the extent of the sup­
plément of ministers in the North-West shall 
be regulated by the action of the General As­
sembly on thé Home mission report last even­
ing.”

Dr. Caven closed the debate, and the vote 
was taken.

Between Mr. McLeod’s motion end that of 
Dr. Caven, the vote was four tor the former 
and a large majority fer the latter.

Between the motion of Mr. Warden aa 
Against that of Principal Caven, the vote was 
69 for the former and a large majority for the 
latter. I

At thie stage. Principal Grant rose and 
said that he had another amendment to offer, 
which amendment wiU ooeupy tbe attention 
of the Assembly tbe tiret thing to-morrow 
morning.

FOREIGN MISSIONS.

London, June 16.—No more important 
subject comes before the General Assembly 
than that of Foreign Missions Interesting 
as the reports on this department of the 
Church’s work have been in years past, the 
report of the present year with respect to 
elaborateness, interest, and encouragement 
stands above any of its predecessors.

Tbe report was presented to the Assembly 
by the Convener, D. J. McLaren. The work 
among the Indians in tbe North-West was 
first spoken of. The convener’s visit to tbe 
Indians last summer resulted ia bringing 
fresh information to the committee at home, 
and benefit t£ the mission abroad. The In­
dian reserve, with Okanase as the een- 
ti-e. is under the ’missionary over­
sight of the Bev. George Flett, who 
has associated with him as teacher a 
young Indian named Donald MoVicar, and 
Mr. CL Mackay. The work is prospering, 
and Mr. Flett under bis care has now sixty- 
five communicants. The Sioux mission is 
among tbe Indiana who-oceui 
so designated, situated at the junction of the 
Bird Tail creek with the Assinibone river. 
Here are thirty families, with the Rev 
Solomon Tunksnawickuye aa missionary. 
Another reserve where missionary operations 
are carried on ie situated on the north side of 
the north branch of the Saskatchewan river. 
At the request of the Indiana the Rev. John 
McKay ie the mieeionary. The Indian chief 
on this reserve is a man of superior intelli­
gence named Mistawaeis. He exerts a wide 
influence, and baa recently been enrolled as a 
follower of Christ. Daring the year 12 names 
have been added by Mr. McKay to the ooa- 
mnnion roll. To 17 adults and the esne 
number of infante baptism has been admin»- 
tered. In the mission to China the year fee 
been one of trial and triumph—trial through 
th» prolonged illness of Rev. K. F. Jnner, 
who baa been compelled to leave Formica 
and seek health in another ' dime ; triumph 
through the • success that is going on 
in that far off isle. This miseon 
ie. and will be, associated with she
labours of that indefatigable workman, tost 
prince of missionaries, Dr. G, L. McKay. 
The McKay hospital afforded treatment tar­
ing 1882 to bo less than 1,938 patients. Dr, 
McKay and hie helpers, apart from the ioe- 
pital service, dispensed medicine to kver 
8.000 suffering people aod extracted teefc to 
the number of 2,360. Central India is a 
field beset by special difficulties, and outjmis 
sionary operation» there have not i 
far as man can judge, with anything likl tbe 
satisfaction that has accompanied the < hina 
mission. The work has been cri pled 
through differences among the mission ries, 
differences which have led to the rc< ill of 
some of them. A new lady missionary, Miss 
Rosa has been added to the staff this year. 
There are hopeful feature* however. Mr. 
Camnbell at Mhow, Mr. Wilkie and tin lady

A Malm was sung and prayer offered, after 
whion the Moderator introduced to tbe Aa- 
sembly the Rev. Geo.Flett, the missionary to 
tbe Indiana about Okanese, who addressed 
the Assembly at length. Although a half- 
breed Mr. Flett speaks good English, and as 
he gave tbe history of his work among the 
Indians in the North-West he was listened 
to with interest and profit

Rev. H. A. Robertson, from Erromanga, 
told a thrilling story as he reviewed the work 
in that far-off isle during the eleven yeara of 
his labours there.

Mr. Josbfh Builder, the missionary-elect 
to IndU, spoke for • few minutes. Mr. 
Builder is » graduate of Toronto University 
and a distinguished student of Knox College. 
He gave the reasons which led him to accept 
the appointment to whieh the Foreign Mis­
sion Committee called him, and asked for the 
prayers of the miaieters and people of the 
Church under whoee auspices he left ae a 
foreign missionary.

On motion of Dr. Borne, seconded by Rev, 
Kenneth Maclennan, the report» of the two 
oommittaeq east and west, were received and 
consideration of them deferred to a futaie 
sederunt, at which sederunt the Rev. K. F. 
Junor, recently returned from Formosa will 
address the Assembly.

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FOREST TENT CATERPILLARS.
A subscriber in New Gtoago*. N.S., for­

warded to this office four specimens of eater- 
pilUrs, which he taya "infest their woods 
and fruit trees,” end asks us to give the 
name of the insects, which reached here in e 
lively condition. The specimens reoeiyed be­
long to tlje_ Forest Tent Caterpillar species, 
end are known to naturalists si Clitiocampa 
sylvalica, resembling in many respecta the 
orchard tent caterpillar, which wee described 
in The Weekly Mail of May 24th. In 1867 
the forest caterpillar was very flea tractive 
in Western New York, and wee given the 
erroneous name of the “ army worm,” the 
true army worm being a Southern insect, 
which destroys sometimes hundreds of acres 
of grass ip a few days. About 50 years ago 
the forest caterpillar was so abundant in 
Western New York that it nearly stripped 
the foliage from Urge forests in the early part 
of the summer, and although the leaves 
were replaced in a few weeks, the check 
given to the growth was a serious injury. 
Like the common orchard caterpillar, the

i given to the maw of eggs 
of the orchard caterpillar, the eggs of the 
forest caterpillar form a distinct even-sized 
cylinder, with square ends. Each mass con­
tains about three hundred eggs, which are 
small, being about the twenty difth pert of an 
inch long and the fiftieth part of an inch in 
diameter. The forest caterpillar devours the 
leaves of different kinds of trees, but seem* to 
prefer the basswood, of which large trees 
nave been stripped entirely bare. In the 
orchard it is particularly destructive to the 
foliage of the ‘apple, and on account of its 
wandering character it is very difficult to at­
tack hud destroy in ma sees.

These are 
the symptoms and appearances of the disease, 
and they are quite sufficient to enable any- 
oae to judge both If the horse is down with 
the disease and also its stage. The next thing 
we have to consider is what ia best to be done 
in the various stages. The first thing is to 
send for a good veterinary surgeon, and the 
next thing is to pay close attention to his 
directions.”

Parsnips for Oowe.
The American Cmhhator says :—11 Those 

farmers who have not yet adopted the en­
silage system of preserving green food for

irintar use, and who use roots instead, should 
bear in mind the claims Of parsnips as a 
cattle feed. It is one of the most nutritions 
of roots, sad can be grown without more 
trouble than carrots. We have never bad 
milch cows increase in milk or butter produc­
tion much faster upon any extra feed than 
when a peek of parsnips was added daily to 
their rations of hay and grain. Parsnips 
may be sown any time in May. if the 
grouad is fitted, as it always should 6e for 
root crops, by being deeply ploughed, well 
"•snared, and finely pulverized. They should 
— sown in drills about fourteen to eigh­
teen inches apart, and the seed covered about 
half an inch deep. When two or three inches 
high thin to six inches apart and keep well 
hoed. Do not harvest in the fall, but allow 
them to remain ih the ground until spring, 
and when the beets, mangels, turnipe, small 
potato*, and the “spring aepetite” of the 
animal begins to crave the green grass which 
has not started, then dig your parsnips and 
feed them out One great advantage of the 
parsnip is that it will winter perfectly well 
in the ground, and will be in its best condi­
tion at d season of the year when the animal 
most needs’ roots; and when other varieties 
have either decayed or lost much of their 
value as feed, if indeed you have been able to 
keep them at all”

The aphis, a small, dark insect, is greatly 
damaging the apple crop of Brant county.

Reports received at Chicago estimate this 
year’s oat crop at 100,000,000 bushels. »

One of the best coatings for tree wounds is 
gum shellac in alcohol It effectually ex­
cludes air, and the wound quickly heals 
over.

" CabBage and other plants intended for the

I’srden should be transplanted once and their 
eaves shortened before being finally set out 
This makes them stocky. A second removal 

does not injure them.
The rhubarb plant can be greatly strength­

ened by removing the seed shoots as often as 
they appear. Allowing them to mature 
greatly weakens the plant which shows itself 
in subsequent years by the slender stalks.

Cat worms are often destructive to young 
cabbage plants. A paper wrapped around the 
stem, extending two inches above the surface, 
will prevent their work. Better still, if prac­
ticable, plant the cabbage patch in some place 
not infested by these peste.

A cheap square box without bottom, and 
covered on the top with moequito netting, is 
the best protection against the bugs that 
attack the squash and melon vines ; when 
placed over the hill see that the box fits down 
on all sides ao that the insects cannot creep 
under it

The Germantown Telegraph says :—“ The 
cucumber, it is said, will always produce 
more abundantly if furnished with a trellis of 
laths and strings for its support, as it is a 
climber and not a creeping-plant. Brush laid 
on the ground around the hills is better than 
no support” .(

Now is the time to look to the currant 
boshes. The worm is ready to commence 
work with the first warm weather. A little 
powdered hellebore ia an effective and harm­
less remedy. It may be dissolved, or applied 
in powder while the currant leaves are wet 
with dew or rain.

Farmers are becoming alarmed over the 
continued wet weather. Unless we have an 
unbroken spell of fine weather within the 
next two weeks the grain crop in the low 
lands will be a total failure in the Ottawa 
valley. The hay crop will be fully fifty per 
cent over last yeM’s average.

A common mistake in bean growing is to 
plant too sMly. Beans are a hot weather 
plant, and it is worse than useless to plant 
until the ground is well warmed. There are. 
several worms and insect enemiep that prey 
on the yonng beans, and these are mainly 
avoided by planting late, so that the crop can 
quickly outgrow the danger.

into the ground sooner after ploughing sad 
before weeds begin to germinate. One peck 
per acre, in rows three and one-half feet 
apart, is the beet quantity to drill* for north­
ern farmers. In hula, six quarts will plant 
an acre.

An iron-toothed rake will kill more weeds 
in a garden in an kour than a hoe can kill in 
three hours, if both are used when the weeds 
are just showing their green leaves above the 
surface, and. more than the hoe could kill in 
all day ten days later. Such a rake will run 
ever corn, peas, potatoes, onions, oarrota, and 
beets until they are two or three inches high, 
without injury, excepting to the weeds.

In Dr. Lewes’ experiments potatoes were 
planted six successive years, some on land 
receiving no manure, and one piece receiving 
fourteen tons of barnyard mamye per acre 
yearly. The field nnmanured rapidly dimin­
ished in yield, as might be expected ; but 
the fact most remarkable is that another 
field, with a dressing of 650 poundg of alka­
line salts, produced» better crop than that 
which had the stable manure.

When a tree in an old apple orchard dies, 
dig it ont and fill the hole with rich dirt from 
the roadside and a quantity of manure. Then 
do not plant a new tree in the same place. 
It will be of no use, as the roots of surronnd- 
ing trees will find the new feeding place ends 
effectually starve out the new-comer. The 
trees on either side will bear far more in an 
increased crop than the new tree ever would, 
if it lived to be fifty years old.

It will pay to spend a half day going 
through the fields to see how many vacant 
■paces there are where seed has failed to 
come or has been destroyed by birds or in­
sects, and dropping into such spots a hill of 
beans or squashes, or a few turnip seeds or 
cabbage plants. Such stolen crops are often 
a success if properly looked after, and helps 
to pay the interest and faxes on the land, 
which the lying idle will not do.

Ashes, leached or nnleaehed, make an ex­
cellent fertilizer for either meadow or pas­
ture *f sown upon ground which is naturally 
dry. They are as voidable for the grain- 
grower as the dairyman. Leached aahea b'

as barnyard manure, and unleashed 25 cents 
a bushel. The immediate effect of ashes ia 
not equal to that of manure, but it continues 
much longer. Coal ashes are» chiefly useful

Those who grow oats sometimes claim that 
they draw more from the soil than wheat, but 
one who has given the matter attention 
states that where he has known an average 
orop of oorn to fake 76 pounds of nitrogen • 
wheat, 39 ; oats took only 30, and of potash 
and phosphoric acid, oats took lets than 
either corn or wheat. He thinks, however, 
that Oats derive less from the atmosphere 
than other crops, receiving their nourishment 
from the soil alone ; and while he knows that 
this erop requires less of nitrogen, potash, 
and phosphoric acid than wheat or corn, yet, 
for some unaccountable reason, it seems to be 
harder On soils than the others.

in hay making in general the stack or mow 
should be covered one foot or more in depth 
with dry straw. Some moisture will evapo- 
rate daily for several weeks after cutting and 
storing. In the bright sunshine the moisture 
will pass off In to the sir, but at night, Unless 
the surface is covered with some perfectly 
dry material, it will condense so soon as it 
meets the currents of colder air. The lack of 
this precaution is the occasion of heavy losses 
both, lo hay and grgin. We have occasional­
ly seen thoughtless farmers throw a few forks- 
full of wet hay or grain on top of a mow 
With the idea that such a position was the 
best place to facilitate its drying. On the 
contrary, damp hay thus placed will usually 
wet down and spoil more fodder than was 
contained in the lot originally damaged» If 
there is any part of the field of hay not fully 
dried, it may be placed at the bottom of the 
mow with little danger of injury if a suffi­
cient qdàhtity of thoroughly dried material is
pitched upon it to absorb the moisture._

Last year being the even and abundant 
vbm for the apple crop, and especially so

with the Baldwin, the trees ia a small 
orchard were nearly all profusely filled with 
bloteoma, with theerception of a few which 
bear odd years. We had all the blossoms 
sheared from three trees which were particu- 
lMly abundant in bloom, and these trees of 
course bore no fruit last season, while others 
were loaded. Now, at the present time of 
wnting (M.y 19th), the threi sheared tries 
are full of blossoms, while all the others about 
them are destitute. These trees being large, or 
some fifteen years old, two or three hours or 
more were required to shear each tree, which 
wm effected by using sheep shears end a short 
ladder. If the operation had been performed 
when the trees were small and had begun to 
bear small crops, the labour would have been 
■light, nnd the probability would, have been 
greater of the change in the year remaining 
permanent This renmtk may prove a vain- 
able suggestion to those who have young 
orchards in the early years of their beMing, 
and who wish to have qqual crops in both 
seasons.—Country Gentleman.

A correspondent in Sebright Ont, asks for 

information regardinglhe above weed, which 
is fnUy answered by t, the following, taken 
from last week's issue of the New England 
Farmer :— ^

“Colt’s tail, or common horse tail Equité- 
turn arvense, grows in low ground, on the 
sandy borders of streams. ItEae two forms 
of growth above ground, « fertile stem which 
appears eMly in spring, and produces the 
seeds or spores, and soon. dies. It somewhat 
resembles a mushrootp, with an elongated 
head, little larger than’,the stem, which is 
not larger than a small lead pencil, the 
whole reaching a height of only a few inches. 
The joints of the stem pre marked by rings 
of a dark colour. The unfertile branches 
appear later, at first somewhat resembling 
a miniature pine tre< but as they in- 
urease in size they become recumbent They 
remain green through the summer, Me cut 
with the grass, and are said to be poisonous to 
some kinds of stock, though it seems hmdly 
to be settled, as some claim that horses only 
are injured, cattle escaping, while others 
claim that oattle and sheep are poisoned, and 
that horses may eat it with safety. We have 
had it in oar meadows ever since our memory; 
have taken no special pains to keep it from 
stock, and have known of no injury from its 
use. It is, nevertheless, a weed that we 
would be glad to see eradicated, but it is very 
persistent when once well established. It 
spreads Under ground by running stems, like 
those of witch grass, and also seeds from the 
spores borne on the fruit stems. Heavy 'top- 
dressing and thick seeding with grass are 
among the best methods we know for keeping 
it in partial subjection.

Flat Culture and Hill Manuring,
A correspondent of the Country Gentleman 

finds fault with farmers for tenaciously cling­
ing to old methods without inqnfry or experi­
ment, and adds that many hill up corn and 
potatoes without having the slightest idea 
why they do so. He says :—

“ I know of one farmer who hills np hie 
corn to make it stand up, really behaving 
that if he does not drew n Urge mound of 
earth around the hill the first breeze will pros­
trate the entire field. A single experiment 
in flat culture would demonstrate the faUacy 
of this idea. Corn is a rank grower, and no 
fear need be entertained that it will fall 
for want of. hilling. Hilling works a serious 
evil to the corn crop that only needs to be 
understood in order to be avoided. I refer 
to the destination of surface roots. The 
cultivator or plough is run deep in order to 
throw the soil up Mound the hUl. This must 
injure or destroy the surface roots of the 
growing plants, and ta; that extent checks 
growth. If the soil is saule properly mellow 
before planting, all the. cultivation needed 
afterward is to destroy «'weeds, and surface 
cultivation aid be ample-for this purpose. I 
know of a few farmers who do not hiu corn.

“I also wish to condemn the practice of 
manuring In the talk- i. have known corn 
destroyed in this manner. Generally, how­
ever, it fororti snnaariy growth. All fer­
tilizers for corn msyjhe^aiphed with thé bast 
results on the surface<iizàé soil and there is 
no necessity for plaoseg fortiHsere In close 
proximity to the growing planta. I think 
that equally good résulta» may he obtained if 
the fertilisez» are evenly dietribnted over 
the surface of the land, provided that 
such fertilizers Me finely pulverised—and no 
other should be used for corn. If potatoes 
are planted in .furrows made with a plough 
previous to planting, the cultivation is much 
easier and there exists no actual necessity for 
hilling up. This is,, a .very good time for 
farmers ignorant of thé merits of flat culture 
to make the experiment.”

The healthftlnees ot milk depends largely 
upon having dear and pure water for cows. 
Often that which appears clean, because free 
from sediment, centaine the germs of disease, 
and these surely reappear in the milk.

When milk “ toppers” or curdles in four 
hours after milking in a milk-house at a tem­
perature of 66 to 70 degrees, as wee recently 
complainéd by a correspondent of the 
Country Gentleman, the cause cannot be in 
the temperature, but in some other conditions 
of the milk. Perhaps some invisible re­
mains of old milk may have been left in some 
of the utensils, or the atmosphere of the 
milk-room may have been charged with 
putrescent germs, or of spores of mold fungi, 
which have precisely this effect Is each a 
CMe the use of antiseptic or alkaline salts, as 
borax or carbonate of soda, might be beneficial 
and to prevent the trouble.

An experienced dairymen its tee as hie 
opinion that sweet cream makes a batter 
that must be eaten fresh ; the bolter has a 
very delicate flavour, but not the rich, nutty 
flavour of that made from well-ripened and 
son! cream. Milk should be skimmed while 
it is sweet All the cream will rise before 
the milk soars, if it is properly cared for. 
The cream is then kept in s stone jar in a 
cool place for three deye, and stirred once a 
day, when the fresh cream ia added. During 
this time it soon and ripens, and wifi yield 
the best quality of butter, and may be churn­
ed in less time than sweet cream. Sixty 
degrees is the beet temperature in which to 
keep the cream. . w»

Gilt-edge butter is frequently heard of, and 
some persons are concerned to know what is 
pot into it to give it its high value. Now it is 
not what is put into it, but what is kept eat 
of it, that puts on the so-called “gilt-edge,” 
which is not only a golden colour, but a pure, 
sweet batter-flavour.. First, no unclean or 
unsound or ill-flavoured food goes into it 
through the cows-; no. impure water gets into 
it, and no vile odours qr bad air which the 
cows might breathe .and taint their blood. 
Second, no impure or unclean mat­
ter ot any description whatever is 
permitted to get into the milk, 
not even bad odours from the air, or specks of 
sour milk from bedly-eleanssd pans or pails. 
Third, no taint is suffered lo the butter ; the 
temperature is kept at such an even rate that 
the milk does not become too-sour and taint 
the cream with too much acid ; no white 
speeks of curd are permitted in it; every 
particle of buttermilk is washed out with 
pure, soft Water ; only the purest salt is used, 
and the air in the deify is carefully kept free 
from dtut end everything impure, so that the 
butter is, in fact, strictly pure, and that is all

PRODUCE.
The past week has witnessed a very quiet 

market in Toronto, and this chiefly from -the 
facts that there has been neither very much 
offered nor very much wanted. Buyers and 

have generally held off, and holders, 
whether in town or couhtry, have not felt dis­
posed to press sales. Prices have been easy all 
0v5r’, out when we come to examine the 
actual decline definitely established during 
the week Jt appears small. On fu­
ture prospects dealers’ view* are a good 
deal at variance ; but at present there cannot 
tfe.any doubt that they arc one in uftaettlement. 
inis seems likely to continue until something 
definite has become established in reference to 
the world s crops in 1883 ; and this appears tol­
erably certain to have been done within another 
month. As to our own crop prospects, the feel­
ing is much the same as that ruling elsewhere—■ 
uncertainty. Whetherthe late storms have, or - 
have not, done mischief is a question on which 
people offer divergent opinions, though all agree 
m saying that they want no more of them. The 
quantity of grain yet m the country seems to be 
considerable, as receipts are going a long way 
towards replacing our lake shipments and keep- 
ing up stocks.
