CANADAS NET DEBT
IS $336,268,546

Ottawa, Nov. 10—According to 
the public accounts volume publish­
ed today the funded debt of Can­
ada payable in London was 52,900- 
902 pounds at the end of the last 
fiscal year. The net debt of the 
Dominion was $336,268,546, an 
increase of $12,338,267. Accounts 
show consolidated fund receipts of 
$101,503,710; expenditure 879,- 
411,574, leaving a surplus on this 
account of $22,091,963. In addi­
tion to this, however, there was a 
total capital or special expenditure 
of $35,971,911, of which $19,968,- 
064 was on the National Trans­
continental Railway, and 82,414,- 
171 on bounties.

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THE VOICE FROM THE SOIL.

The following timely Artic’e is 
abridged from George Fisher Chip- 
man’s excellent contribution under 
above heading in the current “Can­
adian Magazine," and we earnestly 
commend it to the attention of our 
farmer readers and of all others as 
well as an instance of what can be 
accomplished by any class of work 
ers when they decide to stand 
shoulder to shoulder against all 
sorts of monopoly, inequality and 
oppression daily dealt out to the 
disunited, disorganized and weak 
of the earth:

Referring to the Grain Growers' 
Associations, founded in Saskatclie 
wan in 1901 by W. It. Motherwell, 
now provincial minister of Agri­
culture, and Peter Dayman, Mani­
toba a few months later by J. W. 
Scallion; and later in Alberta, Mr. 
Chipman says that "Today there 
are approximately 28,000 farmer 
arrayed under the banner of 
‘Equal rights ‘u nil and special 
privileges to none.’ Toe leaders are 
chosen and the campaign is on.”

In tile early days, the article 
proceeds, the farmers went west 
to iind freedom and prosperty but 
were held up, instead, by the rail 
ways and the Elevator companies 
who shipped them of everything 
but n bare pittance. Then came 
the federal Manitoba Grain Act 
which placed the grain trade of the 
West under federal supervision and 
jurisdiction. The new law said 
that (he farmer should be allowed 
to ship in car lots instead of using 
elevators. Hut the railways dis­
tributed cars to suit themselves, 
not the farmers, and the latter 
were still at the mercy of the cor­
porations.

Then Messrs. Motherwell and 
Dayman did some thinking, and 
the great Farmers’ Union was oorn 
in Saskatchewan in 1901, and a 
railway agent was lined 850 for 
not supplying ears accordance with 
the Manitoba Grain Act, the Su­
preme Court confirming the line. 
Improvement in western conditions 
dates from this fine. Alberta farm­
ers, among whom was a branch ol 
tin* Vmeriean Society of Equity 
fell inti 1 lim after Manitoba, and a 
united fi ont was shown the robh-r 
corporations. “The farmers of the 
prairie have awakened to the fact 
that if conditions are to be altered 
so that EVERY CANADIAN 
WILL HAVE AN EQUAL OP­
PORTUNITY, the initiative must 
he taken by the men who produce 
the wealth .of the nation. They 

' realize that in order to have ,ny 
influence in the Councils of the 
natiim they must have numerical 
strength ami unity.

“Though the farmers started out 
on their wort ns a protest against 
the unjust exactions of the eleva­
tor combine, they have attacked 
monopoly wherever they have 
found it. The)' have learned 
through hitler experience that the 
farmers of Canada are supporting 
combines and monopolies in all 
directions and that the wealth pro­
duced by the tillers of the soil is, 
being gathered in by7 a compara­
tively small number of men at the 
heads of great enterprises. Under 
a protective tarif, they have watch­
ed manufacturers create combines 
and take from the farmer heavy 
toll cn all that he buys. Under 
favorable legislation, they have 
seen the railways go iu and possess 
the land which Nature intended 
fur the farmer, and THROUGH 
THE BANKING MONOPOLIES 
THEY HAVE SEEN THE REA­
DY MONEY OF THE NATION 
TURNED INTO THE HANDS 
OF A FEW. The farmers have 
realized that the land speculator is

rnedied. Thé farmers want to see 
the principle of the Initiative, the 
Referendum, and the Recall estab­
lished as a part of the constitution 
of every Canadian legislature. 
Then they feci they will have an 
opportunity to see that the legis 
la tors who now sit in the halls of 
parliament will represent the peo­
ple whose votes elected them.”

May the farmers of New7 Bruns­
wick and all others who make their 
living, not by speculating iu values 
produced by other people, hut by 
useful labor, take the above to 
heart anil go and do otherwise.

Rev. Mr. Dean took as his text 
Isaiah V: 14—“Hell hath enlarged! 
herself and opened her mouth I 
without measure,'* and said, in ; 
part:

"The deepest hell is the place for j 
the man who deliberately, either as j 
a treat or for profit, gives intoxicat-, 
ing liquor to another. It is done 
in Newcastle. Only a few days 
ago a man, whose besetting sin is 
intemperance, was given liquor by 
a prominent man of this town.”

The speaker went on to depict a 
council in Pondemonium, where 
Lust, Moloch, Strife and Mammon 
each offered to go to earth and try 
to destroy men. Mammon, or the 
love of gain, was most commended 
by the evil one.

“It is hardto keep calm,” the 
preacher continued, “when one sees 
such evil around him. It there 
w re a monster at the mouth of 
the Miramichi—God knows there is 
one at Hotel Miramichi—which, 
like the Cretan Minotaur, claimed 
once a year a number of our young 
people for food, there would be no 
young man so cowardly as to re­
fuse to join an an attempt to over­
come such a monster. The Indians 
—I do not know how they get it, 
perhaps by the wayside—it has of

late been something dreadful to 
see them rolling along up the 
Northwest drunk. I have seen 
them, along about Kirk's Corner. 
There are numbers of men coming 
into i his town with prescriptions 
for liquor from doctors outside of 
the town, even, I am told, from 
doctors outside of the county to 
druggists here to be tilled. Per­
haps the law for such cases is not 
stringent enough. Don’t let us 
blame others but let us each wake 
up and do what we can to stop the 
terrible tide of evil flaming in our 
town.

Mayor Writes Mayor of St. John of
How it is Workin

ms Worship the Mayor is in re­
ceipt of a letter from the Mayor of 
Vancouver giving some interesting 
information as to the working out 
of the single tax system in that 
city; Vancouver started fifteen 
years ago by making a reduction 
of 50 per cent in the improvement 
tax. The result was so beneficial 
that iu 1906 a cut of 25 per cent 
more was made, and this year the 
building tax was eliminated alto 
gether and so adopted the single 
tax in its entirety, and that city 
no longer regards what it is doing 
as an experiment. The Mayor 
says the land owners really benefit 
more than even the builders and 
building owners, for while the tax 
on improvements has not been 
abolished the land tax has not 
been increased, but remains at 22 
mills on the dollar, just what it 
was before the single tax was 
adopted. With the tax the same 
on improved and unimproved pro­
perty the owners prefer improve­
ments. Vancouver's Mayor says

The Democrats captured 
New York, Massachusetts, Con­
necticut, New Jersey, Ohio and 
Indiana, all northern states, from 
the Republicans, and kept the 
• solid south” os usual. The result 
in New York is a heavy blow to 
the prestige of Theodore Roose­
velt.

The Democrats carried New 
Vork state by about 66,000; New 
Jersey by 30,000; Massachusetts 
by 33,000; Ohio by 60,000; Con­
necticut bp 3,500; while the Re­
publicans held Pennsylvania by

only 20,000 and Iowa by 10,000.
The Massachusetts vote was 

approximately: Democratic 220,- 
000; Republican 187,000; Socialist 
12,000; Prohibition, 3000;

SOCIALIST GAINS
Minneapolis, Minn., Nov. 10— 

The remarkable showing made by 
Thomas Van Lear, public owner­
ship and socialist candidate for 
Mayor of Minneapo’is is the feature 
of the election. Conceded no more 
than 5,000 votes at the outside, 
Van Lear ran up 1,000 behind the 
democratic and republican nomin­
ees, who are so close that a contest 
may be made. Van Lear polled 
approximately 11,000 votes.

HEARST LOSES

League in New York state went 
below that of the Socialist, scarce­
ly exceeding 60.000.

WOMEN’S CAUSE GAINING
Denver, Nov. 10—Four women 

will sit in the eighteenth General 
Assembly'of Colorado as the re­
sult ojp the election. These are 
Alma Lafferty,’ Louise tt. Jones 
and, Louise M. Kerwin, all elected 
to the House of Representatives 
from Denver district on the Dem­
ocratic ticket, and Agnes Riddle, 
Republican representative for 
Adams-Araphoe and Elbert coun­
ties. In the last. General Assem­
bly, Mrs. Lafferty, who was re­
elected, wos the only woman re­
presentative. There are no women 
senators. The cause of woman 
suffrage gained in state of Wash­
ington, adding that state to 
Wyoming, Colorado, Idaho and 
Utah, where women have equal 
political rights with men.

THE NEXT CONGRESS
The next House of Representa­

tives stands: Democratic 225; Re­
publican, 165; Socialist (Victor 
Berger from Milwaukee.) The 
Republicans control the senate by 
a majority of 6.

The cause of the Republican 
defeat was largely the public dis­
satisfaction at the big cost of liv­
ing which was blamed to the high 
tarif! and the failure of Roosevelt 
and Taft to do anything to effect­
ively curb the power of the Trusts.
