Jority are, of course, small affairs,
the big ports not exceeding six.
However, one of Canada’s ports,
Montreal, ranks sixth among the
world’s ports and third on the basis
of export business deme during the
6even months in which it is open.

Newsprint production in Canada
for the eleven months of 1923 end-
ing in Nevember was 1,168,225 tons,
as compared with 093,988 toms for
the same period in 1922, the increase
being equal to 17 per cent. The
estimated production for the year is
1,270,000 tons, or 189,000 tons over
that for 1922,

The value of Canada’s 1923 grain
crop is estimated by the Dominion
Bureau of Statistics at $892,572,300.
Of this total approximately $450,000
is credited to the three prairie prov-
inces. It is interesting to note that
while the figures for Manitoba and
Saskatchewan are below those of the
Vvear 1922, those of Alberta are above
by over $45,000,000.

Grain marketed along the Cana-
dian Pacific Railway in 1923 totalled
