The groes Postal Revenune of the year
ended 30th Junme, 1889, was, as shewn
by the annexed statements, $2984 222
60, an increase of only $27,621 over the
gross revenne of last year; but, as
stated in the report of last year, the
changes made in the system of account-
ing last year made it very difficult to
say how far the diminution of revenur
for the year ended 30th June last is duo-
to an actual falling off in the receipts
for the year, and how much to fore-
stalling of the revenue of this year by
forcing collections at the close of the
last financial year, which would other-
wise have been included in the revenue
of the year now under review.

ATt the Nottingham shaft Wilkesb
Pa., on Saturday last, John Dunston,
the fire boss, was on his way from the
(iftl to the sixth lift, carrying a naked
lamp. This is said to have fired a body
of gas, which exploded and shattered t! e
gangway, breaking the timbers and
causing large quantities of the roof rock
aud coal to fall. The debris closed the
outlet for the miners in the interior of
the mine i pairs, bing
five. Itisnot known when these out-
side will be able to reach these men,
but it is believed they are all dead
The Nottingham shaft was the greatest
authracite coal mine in the worid, and
is nearly a wreck.
