; MR. BORDEN'S SPEECH.

During the time between that
and recess R. L. Borden spoke
briefly. Without attempting to
discuss the bill in detail he
indicated that the principal con-
servative opposition to the bill
would be on the crown lands
question, they holding that the
proviaces ghould be given owner-
ship and control.  Conceruing
the school question he made a
strong ‘plea to both sides of the
house not to drag this issue into
politics again, not to attempt to
t| maKe it a party question, but to
]| consiger it with Christian charity
and forbearance with the realiz-
ation that there were two sides to
the argdment and with careful
consideration of the standpoints
of men of both parties.

Two SEPARATE BILLS.
There

were two separate bills,
1lone for

each province, but Sir
Wilfrid announced that as the
cases of both were similar, his
explanation would be applicable
to both. In opening, he referred
to the saying that the 19th cen-
tury had been the century of the
United States, and that the 20th
would be the century of Canada.
Our progress had been slower, but
it had been surer and more sane
and with due observance of law
“|and order. But even with our
rate of growth the time had
arrived to admit to full provincial
rights a large section of the
l{country which had hitherto been
under the control of the central
government.  Referring to the
conditions - of confederation, he
suid it was the evident intent of
the fathers of that movement that
it should not cease until all Can-
ada from the Atlantic to the
Pacific was included. In this
connection he spoke of Sir John
Macdonald’s admission of Mani-
toba to the confederation, con-
cerning which he expressed the
opinion toast the results would
have been better had the action
I| been further postponed.

traced the gradual growth of the
privileges granted them from the
act of 1875 through the amend-
ments of 1885, 1888, 1891, 18094
and 1897, which process he
described as refining in the
crucible of history of the gold
upon which parliament was now

Considering the first, he pointed out
that the total area of the federated
provinces was 1,110,604 square miles,
while the area of the territories was
1,112,622 square miles. Great as is the
variety of the size of the old provinces,
it was manifest that this vast territory
could not be made into one province.
It was also apparent that if more than
one province were to be created it
would be better to have them, where
thers were no historic boundaries, as
nearly as possible of the same size.
This  vast unorganized territory
naturally divided itself into two parts,
the northern consisting of the territory
of McKenzie north of Athabasca, which
while  probably possessing great
mineral resources, was unfitted by soil
and climate for agricultral, and the
territory south of this comprising the
best agricultral country in the world.

INCREARE IN POPULATION,

Considering this the government had
decided to grant antonomy only to the
sonthern portiom and to divide this into
two provinces as nearly equal in size
and population as possible. [Ihe first
proposal was to make the 57th parallel,
just south of the limit of Athabasks, the
boundary, but it was thooght to take in
all of Athabaska. This made an ares
550,346 equare miles for the two prov-
inces, and the dividing line gave each
abont 275,000 square miles, about the
Bize of Untario. In 1901 the pophlation
of the territories covered by the two
provinces was 160,000, which had been
increased by immigration alone at the
rate of 100,000 & year since, so thata
fair estimate of the present population
was 500,000.

That also was about equally divided.

EXTEESION OF MANITOBA’S AREA,

Concerning the requested extension of
Manitoba’s area, Sir Wilfrid said (hat
owing to the nnwillingness of the terri-
tories to surrender any land west of
Manitobas, it was impossible to extend
it in that direction. However, there
was land north of Lake Winnipeg
and Lake Manitoba, concerning which
the territories were not so insistent, and
if, eome time in the future, the mein-
bers of parliament representing this
were willing the government would not
oppose Manitoba extension in this di-
rection. Indeed, it was their intention
before long to call a council of the gov-
ernments of Quebec, Ontario, Manitobe
and the two new provinces to consider
the advisability of extending the boun-
daries of each to the shores of Hudson
Bay.

PARLIAMENTARY REPRESENTATION.

Concerning the parliamentary repre-
sentation of the new provinces, he gaid
that until the next election it would
remain the same as under the territorial
system. The legislature of each prov-
ince would consist of 25 members. Re
garding the capital, he said that Regina
was without doubt the most suitable
place in Saskatchewan. In Alberta
there were three rivals, Calgary, Red
Deer and Edmontou. The goverament
had selected Edmonton for a temporary
seat, and bad left the final decision with
the province. The bilis creating the
provinces would go into force July lst
next,

’

LAND OWNERSHIP PROBLEM.

Discuseing the land ownership prob-
lem, he referred to the ciaim of the terri-
tories, the claim at confederation each
province kepti's own lande. But the
caseg, he said, were not parallel. Those
provinces before confederation were a!-
ready sovereign entities and owned
their lands, whereas the lands in the
territories had been purchased, and op
till now countrolled by the Dominion
Government. Bat it was not on this
point, but on & broad policy that the
government had based its decigion in
this case. Manitobe had not been al-
lowed to bold its lands when it was
made a proviuce, and the reasons given
by Eir Jobn in 1885 were cogent now.
The principal reason was that handing
over these lands to the provinces gave
them the power to interfere with the
government’s immigration policy. They
might withhold homestead grants /to
poor immigrants or increase the price
of land, and either course would be
disratrons to the present immigration
policy. Bat he realized tbe fect that if
the Dominion held these lands ample
financial compensation must be made,
and this bronght him to the third point,
the financial terms of sutonomy.

FINANCIAL TERMS OF AUTONOMY.

1n opening this he went back to con-
federation and calculsted the give and
take agreement which made thal anion
posgible. While he was not in favor of
the principle yet this was necessary
then as now to bring about a gresat re-
sult.

New Brunswick, $50,000. This in addi-
tion to the grant of 80 cents per capita
granted to Ontario and Quebecs 6n the
basis of the census of 1861, ard in the
cage of New Brunswick and Nova Scotia
on the basia of population at each census
uctil it reached $400,000. Upon this
basis the following terms had been de-
cided npon. For legielation, $50,000
annually to pach province. Per capita
grant to each of 80 cents on an estipated
population of 250,000. The allowange to
be increased accordingly, until the popu-
lation. reaches 800,000. Allowance for
debt, interest at the rate of 5 per cent.
on the sum of $8,175,000

This ie based on the provincial debts
asgumed by the Dominion in 1867 which
tatalled $32.43 per head of Canadisn
popnlatjon and the allowance for erch
province for pablic lands kept by thp
government is to be based on estimated
value of those lande at $1.50 per acre,
viz., $37,500,000, and i8 to be paid as
f-llows : Until the population reaches
100,000, 1 per cent., or $375,000 annually;
thereafter and until the population
reaches §00,000, 11% p. c., or $562,5600.
Thereafter till the populaticn veapghes
1,200,000, 2 per cent., or $750,000, and
thereafter 2 per cent., or $1,125,000, so
that the first year of its existence each
new province will receive $1,080,375, to
which will be added for five years $62,-
500 for public buildings. The maximum

which the provinces will ever receive
will be about two millions.

EXPRESSED REGRET,

Bir Wilfrid expressed regret that ow-
ing to the C. P. R. contract, which could
pot be avoided, the lands and property
of the C. P. R in the new provinces
must be exempt from taxation. Owing
to the action of the Government in 1881
thig condition must continue until &
remedy by means of expropriation or
agreement with the company had been
provided.
The premier then took up the school
question, which he said must be ap-
proached with care and deliberation.
In introduction he traced the origin
and development of the separate schools
from the old days in Lower Canads,
when thev wers first provided for the
Protestant minority. He recounted the
circamstances of the union of Quebec
and Ontario in 1841 and of the act of
1863 which confirmed separate schools
in both provinces, and which was ad-
vised by a majority of the members for
each province. In eloquent words he
told of the contest in which George
Brown bgre such a notable part, contend-
ing against separate schools until the
time of confederation, when for the sake
of the larger Canada she sacrificed her
preferences and endorsed the terms of
union which confirmed separate schools
in those pruvinces which possessed
them before confederation.
CONEEDERATION NOT YET FINISHFD.
He appealed to the Ontario men to
emulate his example. Confederation
wag not yet finished, he said, and sac-
rifices muost 8til be made before our
destiny was attained. George Brown
had admitted that the clanse in the
British North America Act which gave
provincial legislatare aunthority over
school matters, onlv so far as it did
not interfere with rights held by pro-
vincial minorities before the union,
was just. OCanada was confronted
with the same condition to-day. The
Northwest Territories, under the act
which created them in 1875—an act
introduced by Sir Alexander Mackenzie
and approve! by such men as Macdon-
ald and Topper—had been given
separate schoole, and uder the B, N. A.
Act, whick applied here as it did in the
case of Ontario and Quebec. Parlia-
ment had no other course than to con-
firm this privilege and remove it from
the sphere of provincial inflaence.
New Brunswick, Nova Scotia, P. E.
Island and British Columbia did not
come under this, as they had no
provincial systews of separate schoole
before they came into confederation.
Neither had Manitoba, he said, by law
or by practice, apny separate schoolg
before it was made a province, ani 8¢
it also was exempt from this section of
the B. N. A. Act. But the Northwes!
had them,granted by the act of 1875,
and tbe only constitulional course was
to confirm them,
“Did not George Brown oppose that
Act of 18757 queriea Dr. Sproule.
‘““He certainly did,” was Laurier’s
quick response, ‘“ and one of hig chief
reasons was based on the principle
I am contending for now. He denied
that once thke privilege was granted it
was grantad forever, for when the
territories became’ provinces the privi-
lege would have to be maintained. ”

Laurier developed this arzumest
concerning the right or wrong of sep-
arate schools he had nothing to say,
being only concerned that parliament
in this matter should carry oat its con-
stitutional duty and give the minority
in the new provinces the power to pay
their own taxes, maintain their own
schools and have a share in the public
foud. In closing, he compared the
American recular system with ours
and argued that our comparative
freedom from lynching, divorces and
murders was due in a large measure
to the fact that our children were
tanght Christian morals, not Christian
dogma.,

MR. BORDEN GREETED

Mr. Borden was grested upon rising
with applanse as hearty as that accord.
ed to Sir Wilfrid. When be closed his
friends characterized it as one of his
greatest speeches. In the introduoction
he ironically congratulated the premier
upon his remarkable change of hseart
gince Saptember, 1903, when he made

a strong speech declaring that the
Territories wounld mnot be ripe for
autonomy for many years The

argaments he raised then were just as
forcible now, but for some reason had
ceased to appeal to the government
since shortly before the last election.
One of the reasons given twao years ago
was |hat it would be highly unjust to
consider the matter because Siflon was
away. Sifton was away now and had
taken no part in the framiog of this
bill. Mr. Borden referred to the
repeated letters sent by Premier Hanl-
tain concerning autonomy and won-
dered why it was not antil the sve of
elsotion that Laurier awoke to the fact
that he hadn't answered them
(Lauoghter and applause.}

Coneerning the bill itself, Mr. Borden
said he did not propose to discuss its
provisions, as he only regeived a eopy
s few minates before the house opened.
But he would express his ragret that
the government had notgiven the new
provinces that control over their lands
epjoyed by the other provinces. (Great
opposition  applause.) The only
argument Lauorier offered in support
of his stand on this point that had the
slightest force was that concerning
possible interference by the provinces
with the government's immigration
policy. The rest of the argument would
be just as applicable to the retention
by the imperial govecnment of all the
lande once held in Canada., Con-
corning the other points he was
sorpriggd that the government had so
little faith in the peeple of the North-
weat. Has any otber provines, he
asked, interfered with Immigration ?
If the government was unwilling—as
the opposition certainly was not—to
trust the people of the west, if Laurier
copsidered them improvident, he might
at least have given them control of
their lands subject to some sach re-
strictigns ag he proposed ig tbe matter
of education. The other principal
features of the bill concerning which
Sir Wilfrid had spoken with sach
eloguence and in such a broad spirit
of forbearance, Mr. Borden said he
would not discaes at this tima. Bat
he wounld remind the house that ap to
nowthere had bgen no school guestion
in the [lerritories, and he sincerely
hoped that neither side wounld attempt
to make it & political question in any
way. Batthey must beware, he said,
lest any action of theirs hould create
in the new provinces for all times snch
difficulties as had existed and caunsed
lamentable dissension elsewhere. Con-

i

cerning Lauorier's ccontention that
parliament was boaud by the B. N, A.,
act to confirm separate schools in
provinces whera they existad before
union, he pointed out thxt this evident
ly concerned ouly such as were pro-
vinces before they entered confedar-!
ation, a8 Quaebec and Oatario were.
Buch privileges as were possessed by
the Territories in this regard had been
granted by parliament and con'd be
repealed by parliament at any time
Acts concernihg the Territories could
be amended by parliament, with or
without the consent of the Tarritoria)
legislatures, but such an act as the
govern:xent was now proposing to pass
could not be dealt with herea‘tsr
except with the consent of the legis-
latares of the new provinces.

Before the discuesion of the bill went
further Mr. Borden asked the goyern-
ment to produce information regarding
the location of the best raunching and
agricultural land3 and information
concerning the workings of the present
educational system in the North west.
In conclasiom he allnded to the spirit
with which the liberal opposition had
brought this question before parliament
eight or nine years ago for political
advantage. He ~ hoped that the
present opposition wounld not emulate
thatezample, but deal with the question
in a broad spirit of Christian for-
hearance and charity, realizing that
there were two sides to it and considr-
ing the standpoint of those who differ
from them in religions faith as well as
those with whom they agreed. Ift is
spirit ruled the deliberationa of parlia-
ment he was confident that a solation
would be found that would commend
itself to the people of Canada.
It was after six when Mr. Borden
concludad, but the house contingned
long enough to read both bills a first
time. The second reading will probab-
ly not come up fora couple of weeks
yet,

Oo March 1st, the Commons galleries
were packed as never before this
session, and every member at the
cipital was in his seat, the rumor
having spread that Sifton’s resignation,
which Laurier had carried in his
pocket for several days, would be
proclaimed by the holder. Sir Wilfrid
Lanrier made it clear that Sifton bad
thrown up his portfolio because, in his
own words, he could not accept the
gaperate school plank of the autonomy
meaasure. Sifton, who followed the
premier. endrsed in general terms his
leader's statement and reiterated the
mutual regret that followed the sever-
iag of their long time cordial relations.
These complimentary remards were
all right in their way, bat their hollow-
ness was gpeedily punctured by Foster,
who in calm and moderate phrases
gshowed that there had been for a long
time a deliberately plannad schems to
thrust the minister of the interior ount
of the cabinet Foster was even mdre
than usnally gunarded in what he said,

but he was, if possible, more than
usnally direct.
FOSTER WELL POSTED.

The ex-minister of finance had every
phase of Sifton's political record on
the tip of his fiugers, and put it
straight that neither he, Greenway
nor any of his associates could endorse
a separate school bill even when con-
cealed beneath an antonomy bill cloak.
Sifton’s resignation, said Foster, had
oot come as a surprise to either side
of the honse. He hal been treated as
Blair had been treated. A bill that
should have originated ia bis depart-.
ment has been epnstructed and launch-
ed by the premier without notice to
him, just as had the Grand Trunk
Pacific Railway bill been projscted
without reference t) the recent minister

of railwaye and canals. Mr. Sifton,
said Mr. Fostar, had been directly
ignored by the premier, who might

have touched the wires and communi-
cated to him the intelligence that the
autonomy bill contained a direct
saparate school provision. There were
telegraph offices in every fawn in the
United States where Mr. Nifton had
tarried. The deliberate agtion of the
prime minister and his cabinet made
it abandantly clear that it was their
intention to get rid of Mr. Sifton at all
costs. There were other rumors to the
effact that Mr. Fielding, too, was dis-
satisfisal with the school question’s
treatment, a3 well as the financial part
of the bill, which had heen prepared
while he was abseut in Europs, thoagh
as finance minister he shonld hava
besen consulted with respect to the
great demands these sabgidiss made
npon the federal treasary. Mr. Foater
spoke of Mr. Siftou’s consi:tent stand
on the school question, previnoially
aod federally, and ewpresged his
pleasure that heq would still retain his
§2at in tha commons, and that he was
not 80 paor financially as to suffer fram
the lcss of his ministerial salary,

From the esarliest Christian times
Candlemas Day has been observed
on tbe 20d of February, the Feast of
the Parification of the Blessed
Virgio, Some say that the feast
wes first instituted to takethe place
of the old Roman februation, or puri-
fication of the people of pagan Rome,
which took place at that season; but
there is no ptoof of this, although it
eoincides well with the sensible
policy of the early Ohurdb.

The festival was, however, de:
signed in honor of the Purification
ot Oar Lady: in bonor cf the exquis-
ite humility with which she, thougb
immaonlately preserved from the
law of sin, made berself subservient
to the laws of ber land and people.
The lighted candles of the day are
in honor of the words of Simeor
when be took in his arms the [b~
fant Christ, proclaiming Him “a
light to lighten the Gentiles;” and
many facts  aod fancies claster
around the celebrations of Candle-
mas Day.

In Catholic England, the people
believed the burning of the candles
at the procession . of early Mass
brought good fortune,—the best to
those whose burned longest; and
that pieces of the ocandles, if pre-
served during the year, would keep
away evil spirits, An old rhymer
Baye:

Where chiefest seemeth he,
Whose taper greatest may be seen;

Chief Nyrimayok’s conversion, it
is believed, is assured, Last summer
Father Turquetil was in Prince Al-
bert, coming from the mission on
Reindeer Lake, and at that time ont-
lined his plans to the Bisbop, afier
telling the interesting story ot Ny-
rimayok.

One day last spring, Father Taur-
quetil reported, jast before the car=
ibou began their nortbward migrae
tion, the E:quimo chief wentt> the
mission and with some o:tentation,
though with bis usual chieftain dige
oity altered by his appareant sincer-
ity, ssk-d Father Tarquetil to visit
hi:camp 1,000 m 1 s nor:h ssthe orow
flies. Furthermore the father re-
ported, Nyrimayok asked him to
msake his home among his people
and offered to build a hnt aod pro-
vide sustenance for him. *

This was another of several ac-
tions of the B qimo chief whioh ill-
ostrated his friendly disposition to-
ward the religion tanght by the
dauntless, self-aacrificing
who are devoting their lives to
missionary work in the far north.
For many years Nyrimayok with
the reserve and suspicion charaoter-
istic of hiarace; bad scowled a!
every mention of Christianity; at no
time showing open bostility toward
the fathers, but always refusing dog-
gedly to follow their suggestions.
For bours (at times, he wonld sit
and listen to their patient explana
tions. Then he would grunt and
stalk off into the woods with no ap-
pearance of having been at sall af-
fected by the lesson story. But it
is probable that in his long walk-
in the forests when in search of
game and in his long rides acrose
the prairies and frozen lakes =and
sess of the north, he pondered much
and deeply, for he is a thinking man,
possesging an unusual amount of in-
telligence for an Esquimo, as well as
an unusual amount of skill as a hant-
er and fighter, which quslities had
caused bim to be proclaimed chief.
Father Alphonse Gaste, Father Tar-
quetil’s predecessor at the Reindeer
Lake Migsion, who has done much
work in thefar north and has known
Nyrimayok well for several yesrs,
says.that Nyrimayok, like the Es.
quimos’ neighbors to the south, the
Montagnais Indians, was impressed
with the suffering which the priests
underwent for the sake of the na
tives—for endurence of physical
pain is the test of sanperiority among
the uneducated, un-Christianized
red men. Father Tarquetil, elated
over this latest evidence of the
friendliness of the powerful leader
of 8o large a race, and glad of the
unprecedented  opportunity to
preach the gospel of Christ amoug

prieats

these pagans, accepted the invitation
extended by Nyrimayok and told
bim that be would meet him at a
designated place near Lake Garry
early in the month of March. Now
be has set out to kesp the tryst.
Father Gaste, now Vicar-G-neral
of the Vicariate of Prince Albert,
who for more than forty years was
in charge of the mission on the
bleak, rocky sbores of Reindeer
Lake, once made a trip into the ter—
ritory into which Father Turquetil
is goirg. That was in 1868. He
went 700 miles north of the mission
and was the first white man to
traverse that country. Since then
parties of surveyors are the only
whites known to have ventured into
these barren wilds. Father Gaste
mede the tzip with they whole tribe
of Montagpaig Indisns which fol=-
lowed the reindeer when they began
their northward run at springtime,
killing them by thousands. There-
fore the venerable vicar-general’s
statement hss peculiar weight,

A PORTABLE ALTAR.

One of the most important and cher-
ished articles in the outfit which
Father Turquetil bas taken with nim
is a remarkable contrivance which is
the product of the vast winderpess of
the north—a portable altar. In a box
11-2 feet long, one foot wide and one
deep, there is packed every article
from which may be contructed an
exach prototype of a large church al=-
tar. There are the chalice, paten, wine
and water cruets, the brievary, missal
wine and altar bread and vestments.
The larger articles are in several
pieces, and very compact. There is
but one robe, but it in are combined
the four colors arignating the four
robes worn by priests in a church.
Whenever in his travels the Father
should meet a human being who bas
become a Christian, he will erect his
altar—it takes but two or three min=
utes to do it—and say mass, weatber
it be in a snow-filled forest, out in an
open, wind swept prairie, or on the
shore of an ice-bound lake or river.
And each day, whether there be
a congregation or not, Father Turque-
til and his guides be alone, the cer
emony will be cffered with the
same elaborate service and earnest de-
volion that is characteristic of the
Catholic Chyrch.

Father Gaste tells of incidents of
his service in the far north which illus
trate the difficulties and bardship un-
der which Father Turquetil will bhave
to perform the service, He says that
he has said mass out inthe open
when it was 30 cold that the wine,
beated by fire until its use was de-

manded, froze before he coul? g ceis

llip, and the cup became so vold tha' |

it clove to bis lips, tearing the fl2sh
from them when he removed it.
There is no variatian, he says, out in
ithe wilderness from the office of
ithe chusch. During the reacing from
the missal the priestkeeps his bands

extended some times when the cold is
80 intense that they takeon that numb-
pess which indicates no further ability
to receive the sensations of pain.

1S A YOUNG MAN.

The man who is making this ree
markable journey and will conduct for
the church this important conference
with the Esquimo chief, is bui 28
yearr old. He was born in France
Oompleting his rhetorical courses he
became a novtiate. After a year as
such, and with full knowledge of the
step he was taking, he joioed the or
der of the Oblates, taking the f)ur
vows of poverty, chastity obedience
and perserverance. Then he was
sent to the scholasticate, where he
finished the philosophical and theol-
ogical studies. Soon after he became
a priest he was sent to Canada, ang
be immediately took up the work
among the Indians at the mission on
Reindeer Lake, working with Father
Gaste. In 1091 Father Gaste
became ill and wae brought along the
perilous route to Prince Albert and
taken to St. Bopiface hospital, nea:
Winnipeg, where, although 73 years
old,” he survived a most dangerou
operation. He begged for permission
to return (o his mission but the bishoy
Father Gaste
was appointed vicar-general and is
acting administrator of this diocese
although be does not speak a word of
Eoglish.

Fatber Gaste has met Nyrimayok
He describes
him as a type of the best men of the
oorthland—apparently about 45 years
old ; tall, strong, spuare-shoulderéd,
agile, a crack shot with the rifle, a
spearsman of seemingly infallibl arm
and eye, and a fisherman of rare skill,
His face bas a not unkindly expres—
sion, though it is always grave. He
knows not only the secrets of the
beasts of the forest and field and the
finny-folk in rivers, lakes and seas,
but also the secrets of the lives of his
homan subject. His mind, though
slow acting in affairs not native to him
is keen and penetrating, and in the
judgments which he makes disputes
among his people (for whom he is
arbitrator in all matters of importance)
he is surprisingly wise and just. His
authority is complete and is never
questioned. The Esquimos obey bim
out of respect for his power and for
love of bim,

Rank of Sainte-Beuve.

If we might oredit Goethe to the
eighteenth century,few of those com-
petent to judge would hesitate to
oall Sainte- Beuve the foremost eritic
of the nineteenth century, The
qualifications of & oritic are fowrtold,
First, he must have insight—acu-
men, the essential gift of the critical
faculty—and this Sainte-Beuve poss-
essed sbundantly. Second, he must
bave an abondant equipment—
scholarship, knowledge of many
things, so that he may compare one
thing with another, comparison be-
ing a chief necessity of oriticism—
and Sainte-Benve bad an equipment
unapproached by other writers of
bis century, and his erudition was
a3 wide a8 it was deep, for he no
only knew many things, bat he also
knew all about each one of them
Thirdly, the critic must have dis-
interestedness, he must love veracity
for its own sake, he must insist o1
setting forth the trutb, the whole
truth and nothing but the trath, and
here was Sainte-Beuve's standard of
honor, that as a oritic he refused t«
be dwayed by any of the social ap-
peals to which moat critics are only
too ready to yield. He had a rigid
independence, a sturdy individuality
a resolute freedom from party biae,
although be is.not always absolutely
devoid of personal prejudice. And,
in the fourth place, a critic needs
sympathy, or at least he must have
enoogh of it to enable him to under
stand and to appreciate men and
women wholly unl:ke himself, and
sympathy Ssinte-Beuve had, al
though bis share of this quality is
not go full perhaps as bis share of
the thiee other quslifications for his
great office.

He is the foremost critic of his cen
tury in the body and
his work. His contribution to litera
ture looks big on the library shelves
—some three score volymes, more or
less, all solidly documented, all alive
with the play of his keen intelligence
and all illuminated by his intellectual
integrity. A thin book of poems and
a stillborn novel must not be ne-
glected, for in them it is possible to
perceive the reason for Sainte-Beuve's
in his
