The Two 
Edwards.

The Prince of Wales, standing, as 
he does, on the threshold of his pub­
lic career, occupies a position of pe­
culiar, what one might term roman­
tic interest in the minds of his fath­
er's subjects, as did his illustrious 
grandfather, whose name he bears, at 
the same age.

In appearance, the Prince of Wales 
bears a distinct likeness to the late 
King when His Majesty was his age, 
though His Royal tiighness is rather 
fairer and of slighter build than was 
King Edward when a boy, and the 
Prince’s features are sharper; but the 
heir to the Throne unquestionably 
Inherited- his grandfather’s express­
ive eyes.. The fact is specially no­
ticeable when the Prince is amused, 
then his eyes become laughter-lit and 
the blue deepens, and his whole ex­
pression very much recalls that of 
the Prince of Wales 53 years ago.

The upbringing and education of 
the future monarch is being conduct­
ed on different lines from those fol­
lowed in the early training of the late- 
King. King Edward, I believe, was 
always of the opinion that he himself 
was brought up over strictly.

Severe Discipline.
Between the ages of ten and eigh­

teen his late Majesty was allowed lit- 
tel personal liberty, and had to 
tristly conform to a severe code of 
discipline, under which Queen Vic­
toria and the. Prince Consort thought 
it wise tq place him, but which the 
young Prince found irritating, and 
which certainly seemer tq him some­
times unnecessarily severe. /

ward Knollys, the Prince has twe 
friends whom their Majesties would 
certainly have selected themselves L 
be his associates.

A Studious Prince.
The heir to the Throne, however, 

is of a more reserved disposition than 
was his grandfather as a hoy. The 

1 late King certainly desired to have':' 
larger circle of friends than does the 
present Prince of Wales, and, lio 
doubt, this made the choice of associ­
ates for the then eldest son of the 
Sovereign ràther a dufficult matter.

The present Prince of Wales Is, un­
doubtedly, more studious than was his 
grandsire when a boy; but, 1 believe, 
that is because His Royal Highness 
has never been forced to study as was 
the late King, upon whom greht 
pressure was put by hip tutors iii his 
early days. • -

As a matter of fact, though the 
Prince of Wales could read and writ-: 
at five years old, Ho pressure at'all 
was put on him to acquire any know-' 
ledge from books until he was six 
years old, and even then ffis studies 
were never made unduly severe. :

Though more reserved than the late 
King, the Prince of Wales inherits 
that genial frankness of manner 
wiiich was one of his grandsire’V 
special Characteristics. In this con­
nection I was recently told an inter­
esting little anecdote ’ of the Prince.

Like. His Grandsire. .
During his holidays at Balmoral,

J'“Ér

old tenant on the Royal estate who 
had often accompanied the late King 
On fishing and shooting expeditions; 
whën His Majesty was* a boy.

When the young Prince entered the 
room where the old man was. the lat­
ter, who was sorely stricken with 
rheumatism, made an attempt to rise; 
but His Royal Highness ran over to' 
him, .and putting his two hands on 
his Shoulders said: “Oh, please do 
not stand .up; I hope you don’t mind 
my coming to see you, but I wanted 
to have a talk with you awfully.”

Then tears came ihto'the old man i 
eyes as he .looked at the Prince, and 
he exclaimed : "“Ah, sir, you remind 
me so of your grandsire when he was 
a boy.”

The two sat chatting together for a 
long time, .the Prince listening with 
immense interest t’o anecdotes of 
some youthful sporting adventures of 
the late King which the old man re­
lated. In his quick, impetuous mo­
ments the" young Prince is very like 
his grandfather, and, when very inuCIt 
amused, he has a way of putting' his 
hands behind his back when he 
laughs exactly as the late King often 
used tq do, a little habit of the Prin­
ce’s that has been noticed with much 
interest by members of the Royal 
Family.

The Love of Him.
, It may be noticed that the Prince 
was confirmed a year earlier than 
was Kihg Edward, hut His Royal 
Highness has not, perhaps, attended 
so many functions, or been as niucU 
before the public as King Edward had 
when his late Majesty reached his 
sixteenth birthday.

The love of his home is. indeed, 
playing a very important part in the 
formation of the character of the heir 
to the British Throne, and his great 
affection for his only sister has been 
a potent influence for good in his 
young life. Fond as King Edward was 
of his sisters, hq never, as a boy, made 
a companion of any of the Princesses 
as the Prince of Wales has of the 
Princess Mary, who has joined him 
in countless sporting expeditions with 
gun and rod; and these home influen­
ces in the Prince's life have tended to 
strengthen, not to weaken, his manli­
ness of character.—M.A.P.

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’ Fatal Rioting.
Special Evening Tflegram. 
BASZETERRE; Guadeloupe, Oct. 18.

Five men and three women were 
killed, and at least twenty-three per­
sons were wounded, six of whom will 
die, during rioting at the elections 
here. One of the dead is a woman of 
70. It is supposed that many others 
who were injured fled to the woods 
after the fighting. The root of the 
Town Hail, in which the balloting 
took place, was riddled -with bullets. 
The rioting occurred ill the Petit 
Bourge District of the City. The 
trouble began through the ejection 
from the hall of the reprenentativès 
of the Radical ÿarty. at the moment 
and when operj voting closed, and 
the inspection of the ballots was to 
begin. The Radicals who charfce 
frauds against Governor Gautret and 
the Government party at the elec­
tions of last Affi-ii, protested against 
this action, and, when outside stoned 
the building. ï^nplly raising .their 
forces and declaring their right to be 
present at and assist in the canvass of 
the votee the Radicals attempted to 
force an entrance and assaulted the 
T2 gendarmes who stood in their way. 
The gendarmes fired a volley over 
their heads and then shot indisefim- 
inately into the-crowd.

Dr. Grenfell Replies 
to Charges.

Special to Evening Telegram.
Dear Sir,—On arriving in St. John's 

to-day by the Schooner “Lorna 
Doone,” my attention was called to a 
paragraph in the Daily News and 
Evening Herald, attributing to me 
stories of extensive starvation among 
Newfoundlanders .and Labradormen. 
If such were trfcey it would be possi­
ble to produce at least one such story 
or message. 1 have, however, always 
protected myself carefully against 
chia easily made accusation by not 
sending one single story, press mes­
sage or telegram to other countries 
of which I have not simultaneously 
lent a press copy to St. John’s, in 
order that the facts might be queried 
if desired, I am fully prepared with 
facts to back my statement.

The truth is, however, the zeal of 
the press to-day for startling news, 
-ceks from the increasing number of 
casual visitors, the reports of their 
visit, and seldom minimize anything 
tney have to say. The New York 
Evening Post last year printed a re­
port that one of our doctors and a 
University stuclent, givingtheirnanres. 
swam off to a sinking vessel and 
rescued twenty-seven people, carry­
ing them in their teeth; and similar 
examples I could give you.

None such of any kind whatever 
,:ave I ever had anything to do with, 
and the lectures,,that I have given 
from time to time have always been 
.ublic lectures, and are seldom, if 
■ver, unattended by Newfoundlanders, 
who .are cognizant of the facts.

On the other hand, if you would re­
fer to anything I have really written 
anywhere either* in books or news­
papers, you would see that I am a 
confirmed Optimist with regard both 
to Newfoundland, and Labrador, quite 
so much so as the most ardent poli­
tician. If the truth concerning the fin- 
■ncial condition of the Labrador peo­
ple and of those on the section of New­
foundland. where I and my Colleagues 
ere Intimately acquainted with the 
people and their conditions, is desir­
ed, we. are able to furnish facts.

The large proportion of Tubercul­
osis among the thousands that attend 
he Clinics at our Hospital and on the 
Mission boat clearly demonstrate that 
want of proper food is largely re­
sponsible for much of it. The burden 
A the- work of a surgeon in our dis­
trict is not the treatment of the case 
when it has come, but how to obviate 
sending it back to the conditions that 
produced it. I have had the oppor­
tunity of studying somewhat the ques­
tion of poverty tn large cities. I know 
well the evils of pauperization, and 1 
am no advocate of indiscriminate 
relief. From the Inception of our 
work, there has never been any store 
laid on the Charity fund. It has been 
a negligible quantity. We have fought 
tooth and nail to try and avert the 
necessity for our patient of pauper re­
lief. When that is extinct, Newfound­
land will bless the day. While 1 am 
cn this subject,I would say that the 
Government has done excellent work 
tn helping the people towards getting 
labour, and has been nobly aided by 
the Tuberculosis Society, which is 
teaching through its pamphlets howto 
feed children economically. With the 
small earning of many of our people, 
it is a matter of infinite importance to 
all that they should know the nutri­
tive value of the various foods and be 
able to differentiate between what is 
really cheap and what is only ap­
parently so. >«7 - . . ..

Herring Packing.
(Daily News Message.)

CURLING, Oct. 18.
Messrs. Whittaker and Potts, ot: 

New York, are here for the purpose 
of establishing a herring packing 
plant in Bay of Islands. The former 
gentleman is President of a Pure Food 
Corporation, whose yearly business 
runs into the millions. It is their in­
tention to erect a freezer. Tkey are 
negotiating for the purchase of the 
old Atlantic Fish Co’s, premises at 
Benoit’s Cove. Mr. Whittaker states 
that he can easily handle 24,000 bar­
rels of herring yearly, and will em­
ploy a large number of boys and girls 
in preparing the herring for market. 

■He says that the herring situation is 
a very serious one, the fish having 
almost vanished from the coast of 
Maine, which has been his firm’s 
principal source of supply heretofore. 
He also states that American packers 
will be compelled to come to New­
foundland if they wish to continue in 
the business. A wire received from 
the Premier pronounced the project 
a very attractive one, and requests 
further particulars regarding it.

Wellman Picked Up.
(Daily News Message.)

NEW YORK, Oct. 18.
A wireless message from the steam­

er Trent says that the Trent picked 
up Walter Wellman and the crew ol 
the airship America. The rescue took 
place in latitude 35.43 N.; longitude 
68.18 W. The position reported indi­
cates that Wellman and his crew 
were picked up at a point about 150 
miles due east of Cape Hatteras, on 
the coast of North Carolina. The mes­
sage read: “At five this morning we 
sighted Wellman’s airship, in dis­
tress.

Realizing first that her condition was 
serious they telephoned for a doctor 
from the residence of her brother, Mr. 
E. Wills, of Harvey & Co’s. He 
phoned for Dr. Rendell who hurried 
to the house but when he arrived 
there Mrs. Davey was dead. The 
doctor declared after examination 
that she had died of heart failure. 
Deceased who was a daughter of the 
late Mr. Wills, printer, of the Gazette 
Office, will be greatly missed by her 
large circle of friends, especially 
those interested in church work, of 
which she was always a zealous 
member. Deceased was always fore­
most in all charitable undertakings 
and presided at one of the stalls of 
the recent Church Ship Bazaar. De­
ceased leaves a husband, a step-sister 
and a brother, Mr. E. H. Wills, of 
Harvey & Co’s. The Telegram ex­
tends its sympathy to them in their 
sorrow.

The Crippen Trial.
Special to Evening Telegram.

LONDON, Oct. 18.
Dr. Hawley Harvey Crippen, the 

American Medical practioner and 
agent, to-day was put on trial for his 
life, charged with the murder of his 
wife Cora Belle Crippen, the actress, 
known in the profession as Belle El­
more. The jury, a typical body of 
middle class tradesmen and clerks, 
was secured with but little trouble, 
objection being made in but three 
instances. Crippen pleaded not guilty 
and then listened intently and with j 
an anxious expression on his facet as 
Richard D. Muir made the opening 
statement for the prosecution. The 
trial which is being held in the new 
Bailey promises to be one of the most 
historic in the annals of that famous 
court. No less a personage than 
Lord Chief Justice Alverstone is pre­
siding, and he was accompanied into 
court to-day by Sir John Knoll, Mayor 
ot London, Sir Thomas Vesey Strong. 
Lord Mayor elect, and the Sheriffs 
in their robes of office. Richard D. j 
Muir, K. C„ conducts the prosecu- ] 
tion with the assistance of Solicitor j 
Traurs Humphreys who represented j 
the Crown at the preliminhry hear­
ings, Crippen is represented by Al­
fred Aspinall Tobin, K. C., Unionist 
member of Parliament, and Huntley 
Eugene Jenkins. Crippen is charged 
as the principal in the murder of his 
wife, and Ethel Clara LeNeve, the doc­
tor's typist, has been indicted as an 
accessory after the fact. Miss Le­
Neve was not in court to-day. Her 
trial will follow in the event of Crip- 
pen’s conviction. The character of 
the audience which was waiting on 
the Lord Chief Justice when he took 
his seat on the bench suggested a 
social event rather than a murder 
trial. The spectators included many 
petsons prominent in social life and 
on the stage ; many were fashionably 
attired women. The court rooms ac­
commodates only 150 persons and ad­
mission was limited to take the hold­
ers, several thousand men and wo- i 
men had applied for these tickets. 
But in most Instances' those who were 
successful in securing seats exercised 
political or social Influence. The 
space reserved for the barristers was 
crowded, and several visiting judges 
were seated on the bench; outside a 
great throng waited to witness the 
arrival of the principals in the pro­
ceedings. When the prison van bring­
ing Crippen and several other prison­
ers drove up it was quickly surround­
ed by curious ones, but there was no 
demonstration. A number of cele­
brities arriving in their private car­
riages used umbrellas to shield them­

selves from the photographers as they 
hurried up the steps of the new 
Bailey.

(Daily News Message.)
LONDON, Oct. 18.

The Crippen trial commenced this 
morning, Lord Chief Justice Alver­
stone presiding. The accused pleaded 
not guilty. The prosecution pointed 
out that the motive for the crime was 
Crippen’s affectioqs. He said they 
were fixed on Ethel LeNeve, and that 
the presence of his wife and lack of 
money were obstacles to his happi­
ness. These would be removed by the 
death of his wife, with whom his rela­
tions were strained. Reviewing the 
defendant’s accounts of his wife’s dis­
appearance, Counsel said that h« 
would refute his last story to the 
effect that Mrs. Crippen (Belle El­
more) had gone to join Bruce Miller 
in Chicago, by the testimony of (Mr. 
and Mrs. Miller that they had not 
seen Belle Elmore since 1904. Coun­
sel dealt at length with what he de­
scribed as the doctor’s campaign of 
lies, in his efforts to stifle the sus­
picions of Belle Elmore's friends, un­
til finally he fled from the headless, 
boneless, limbless remains of his 
wife in the Hillsdrop Crescent cellar, 
where he alone had the opportunity 
of placing them. He concluded a 
speech of two hours by stating that 
up to the present moment, Crippen 
had given no explanation of his flight 
to Canada. Taking of testimony then 
began.
