The men held on to the
boy and girl who were almost smoth-
ered with the seas running on them
but they managed to reach bottom
more dead than alive and waded
oshore where hey were cared for by
the people there..

Evidence is
Outlined.

Indianapolis, Ind., Oct. 4.--Not only
evidence of the alleged illegal inter-
State shipment of dynamite and nitro
glycerine, but also evidence as to what
were done with the explosives will be
admitted at the trial of the 46 men
accused of complicity in the “dynam-
ite plots.” Federal Judge Albert B.
Anderson so rulcd yvesterday, his de-
cision thus opening to the prosecution
the right to show a motive by going
into the details of many explosions, in-
cluding that which wrecked the Los
Angeles Times building, Oct. 1, 1910,
tollowed the empanneling of a jury
and a severe arraignment of the de-
fendants in the opening statement by
District Attorney Chas. W. Miller.

Addressing the jury and pointing
his finger at M. Ryan and the other
t5 men seated three deep across the
court room, Mr. Miller declared the
trial had begun of the instigators of
the “most far reaching conspiracy in
the history of this country, in which
during more than five yeas, property
of incalculable value had been de-
stroyed and many lives had been lost.”

Judge Anderson ordered the jurors
kept under guard until their verdict is
rendered. He said: “You will not be
allowed to communicate in any way
with the outside world until this trial
is ended, except that you will be per-
mitted to communicate with your fam-
ilies under the supervision of the
court.”

Mr. Miller in opening, said the Gov-
ernment would prove tnat the aetena-
ants, all of whom are former Or pres-
ent officials of labor unions, entered
into a eonspiracy to blow up the
“jobs” of employers of non-union lab-
or.

“We- will show that dynamite and
nitro glyvcerine were carried from a
place in one state to a place in an-
other state on passenger trains on
which thousands of men, women and
children were travelling” said Mr.
Miller. ~“Evidenée “will’ shbw that “an”
infernal, machine was devised where-
by a charge of explosivd with a long
fuse attached was-set off-by an alarm
clock so the dynamiters could be hun-
dreds of miles away when their des-
tructive work was accomplished. - We
will show that James B. McNamara,
and John McNamara, who are now in
prison in California, one of them for
murder, and Ortie E. McManigal, who
has pleaded guilty, were active in this
dynamiting business and that all the
presun defmldams are guilty with
them.

The Government's statement con-
tained a full history of the cases and
naméd Boston, New York, Jersey City,
Hoboken, Albany, N. Y., Buffalo, Cin-
cinnati, Cleveland, Chicago, Milwau-
kee, Omaha, Kansas City, Salt Lake
City, Los Angeles and San Francisco
as among the cities where the defend-
ants met to carry on a conspiracy.

An ivory handled umbrella inscrib-
ed with the initials “E. C.” Mr. Miller
said, would be produced to show that
Edward Clark visited a place at Cin-
cinnati where an explosion was to
take pla(?é and that Clarke forgot his
umbrella, leaving it as a “token” .of
his visit to be found in the wreckage.
The District Attorney said Herbert S.
Hockin, successor of J. J. McNamara,
as secretary of the union, visited Cin-
cinnati on dynamiting jobs and that he
also comnferred with I. J. Young, of
Boston, and Frank C. Webb, of New
York, about’ jobs which McManigal
was to blow up in or near those cities.
Mr. Miller said it would be shown that

Long extracts from letters already
made public in the indictments were
read to the jury alleging that Ryan
wrote to union officials. in Clinton,
lowa, Cincinnati, Omaha, New York,
and Boston, about paying money for
explosions there and that all the pres-
ent defendants are “linked together in
guilt by an extensive correspond-
¢ncé€.” Many telegrams signed “Ping”
would be introduced, he said, to show
that explosions were directed from
the union headquarters in Indianapol-
is under this disguised name. Albany,
N. Y., according to Mr. Miller was the
point through which explosives were
carried west. He detailed fifty instan-
ces, giving names of the railroads and
numbers of trains, on which he said
explosives were illegally carried. One
was that on’ December, 12, 1912, Me-
Manigal carried from Indianapolis
through Chicago, 12 quarts of nitro
glyeerine for explosions on the Pacific
coast.

1ue presentation of the Govern-
ment's case was not completed when
court adjourned.

S.S. Bengore
Head Ashore

AND RE-FLOATED.

Mr. H. W. LeMessurier, Assistant
Collector of Customs, received the sub-
joined message last evening from West
St. Modcste: —

“S. S. Bengore Head, outward
bound from Montreal, with gener-
al cargo, struck Flower's Ledge,
on Saturday; she was got off with-
out much damage and is now lying
at Forteau awaiting orders.”

The Bengore Head is well known
here and has been in trouble before.
It may be remembered that the stcam-
er, which was 23 days out from Marys-
port, Cumberland, bound to Sydney
with. a load of manganese iron, was
drifting helplessly towards the Virgins
and was luckily picked up by the Al-
lan Line steamer Pomeranian which
was on her way to St. John's. The
Allan Linér took her in tow and three
hawsers were broken, the last one
parting when the steamers were about
ten miles from this port. The Ben-
gore Head then became a floating dere-
lict and was left to the mercy of the
waves; coal had run short’and all the
wood work of the ship had been con-
sumed as well. The Bonaventure and
Wasis went after the prize and the
former towed her to port on the even-
ing of January 22nd, 1910. Eighty
thousand dollars ($80,000) salvage was
claimed and one-third of that amount
was granted b\' the Admralty Court.
